Solicitor General Pugsléy appeared for
the crown and John L. Carleton for the
prisoner. A jury was ealled to attend
consisting of Robert Ritchie, Charles

Michael O'Mahaney, Richard White-
side, Daniel Hayes, John Mullin, Tho-
mas C. Carle, James Simpson, James T.
Carpenter, and Edward M. Spragg.
The solicitor general in opening said
that the case had attracted a great deal
of public attention, both here and else-
where. The accused, as an officer of the
law, was in a different position from that
ordinarily occupied by prisoners on
trial for manslaughter. There were cases
where an officer would be justified in
taking life, as in attempting to arrest a
person charged with felony who tries to
escape and renders it impossible to effect
his arrest without loss of life. In the
act of making an arrest, however, a
police officer would not be justified
in using any more force
than what would be  mnecessary
to carry ont his purpose and would only
be justified in taking life if his life were
in danger, and the rule was, he thought,
that where a person had committed only
& misdemeanor or minor offence, a peace
officer was not justified in taking life,
even if an escape were attempted. In
the present case the person whose life
was taken was simply drunk and mak-
ing a . disturbancer on the public
street. - The . accosed had ordered
him and his brother off _ the
street. This he very properly did in the
discharge of his duty. In making the
arrest he fired a shot which strack the
deceased and caused his death. If the
officer was only making the arrest and
could not make it without firing the re-
volver, that could not justify him in
taking: life. If there was evidence
to_satisfy the jury that his life was actu-
ally in danget, and that to defend it be
‘had to take the life of another then
the - law would justify him
-unless, however, that were,shown the
accused “was - giilty “of. nianslaughiter.
'The judge would be called on to say
how far a peace officer would be justified
in golng in making an arrest-and the
jury would see thata very important
principle was involved affecting the
police and the public of the city. He
then referred in detail to the circum-
stances of the case after which
to Nathanial McNeill, brother of the de-
ceased, was called at noon. He came
ashore about 630 p. m., on Monday
from the schooner, C. Y. Gregory. His
brother was older than he," being 28
years of age while deponent was
26. They went to Indiantown to see
their oldest brother. Were drinking on
the way over.  Did not know how many
drinks they had. Came back about 7.30
pm. Werein a barroom on their way

back. Went back to the schooner,
and left her about 8 o'clock.
went to Jones’ boarding house on Water
street aud from there to Sheffield street.
Got there between 9 and 10 o’clock.

He was drunk when he got there, but
could walk and knew what he was
doing. Could not remember all that
took place while he was there. His
brother was about in the same condition
as he ; brother staggered a little. Both
were in a good many houses in Sheffield
street, drinking in them all. Met officers
some time before midnight who ordered
them off the street.. Went off, turning up
Camarthen street and came back again;

were crossing the street after midnight

when an officer called to them to move
along. Witness said is that so. Officer
said yes. Both moved along keeping on
the sidewalk going down towards Syd-
ney street. Brother said to policeman,
come down here. Both walked down

Sheffield street towards the harbor.

Policeman followed and arrested them,

came between them and put a hand on

ashoulder of each of them and said
he would lock them up. Wit-

ness asked what for. Did not
remember what officer said, He said
something. Brother caught the officer
who was using his baton. Witness got
it and threw it- away. Officer asked

him for it two or three times. Wisness

threw it down the street. Officer sprang
back six or seven feet; drew his revol-
ver and fired a shot over witness and his
brother’s heads. Witness ,told him to
shoot. Brother said he was frightend
toshoot. Officer fired again and brother
fell. They ware a couple of steps apart
then. Wituess afterwards spoke to his
brother who was taken to the

lockup. Then the officer called to us

to stand back, were then not coming to-

wards bim, would be 6 or 7 feet away

from both of us when first shot was fir-

ed. When the second shot was fired

both of us were about six feet away; my

brother was three feet from me to my

left; both of us were facing the officer a-
bout the same distance from him. My

brother told the officer he was afraid to

shoot, neither of us moved toward the

officer then. He fired right away; I did

not see a reyglver in the officer’s hand.

I heard the report and saw my brother
fall. Isaw the flash, there might have

been a minute between the first and

second shot. I had no arms on my per-
son, had not a jacknife, my brother had

none. There was none in our bands.

When I took the baton away Idid not

try to strike the otficer, I threw it down

the street. We were right on the corner

of Sydney and Sheffield streets when the

shot was fired. We were on the edge of
the sidewalk on the upper slde of the

street. They brought my brother into

the lock up. I nextsaw him on Wed-
nesday night, he was then vomiting
blood, the doctor said he would die. He

died at 9.30 on Thursday. I was not
there when he died.

Cross examined by Mr. Carleton.—We
were in one bar room on our way to

drinks there, and three or four more on
our way back. We went up Carmarthen
street and turned down again, we did not
go very far. I know some of the houses
I was in. We went into Stanton’s, and
into others. I could not say how many
others. We were drinking all the
time. My brother and I were talking
when we met the officer. We were
not telling one another to go to hell. I
used profane language, but did not use
it to him that night. The officer ordered
us off the street. He said he wonld lock
us up if we did not go. At Dunbam’s
corner 1 said, “Come on down here.” 1
said it to make him mad. My brother
also said, “Come on down here.”” I don’t
know why my brother said it. We walk-
ed fast near Sydney street corner,but did
not ease up, did not lovk over my shoul-
der,don’t know whether officer ran or not.

THE OCEAN MAIL SERVICE.

1t appears that the meeting of mem-
bers of the government with the repre-
gentatives of the shipping interests at
Montreal, has not resulted in anything
satisfactory for our Canadian mail ser-
vice. It is understood that an arrange-
ment has been made with the Allan
Line to carry Canadian mails to and from
Portland during the winter at former
rates. Halifax and 8t. John gre thus left
out of the question, and are no longer
recognized as termini for a Canadian
mail service. With regard to St John
there has been so much prejudice
entertained, and 8o many false-
hoods have been promulgated
in regard to this port, that it is not sur-
prising that 8o little has been done for
us. But Halifax, which hag had mail
steamships calling there for more than
forty years, might have secured some
sort of recognition from - the govern-
ment. If itis the casé that no Cana-
dian port can become. the winter ter-
minus of a Canadian mail service or the
entrepot of the freight for the upper
—provinces, the state of affairs which is
thus developed is one which will require
the serious attention of our people. We
are not prepared at* the p t to
gay what course the maritime prov-
inces ought to take, if  they
find themselves entirely thrown out of
Canadian business, but certainly matters
could not be allowed to remain in that
position long. The gentlemen who rep-
resent us in the government at Ottawa
do not appear to be aware of the gth

We doubt if ome in ten of the
graduates of our public  schools
and colleges are any better qualified
to grapple with life than they
were when they entered those institu-
tions. The reason is because they have
been following blind guides; if they
have studied at all it has been without &
definite object in view. In adopting
our present school system & few
years ago We made a long stride
toward making possible the equalization
of all men. It is now time that another
step should be taken. When we reflect
that the average of human life is only
thirty-three or thirty-four years,that our
sons and daughters emerge from school
at 20 or 22 years of age—one third of
their lives frittered away in aimless
studies—practically as helpless as in-
fants in most cases, 8o far as fighting the
battle of life is concerned, the situation
is sad enough to make & stone weep.

FEMALE SUFFRAGE.

The platform, which has been pre-
pared. by the Conservative committee,
to be placed before the convention of the
Couservative party, which will be held
on the 23rd instant, provides among
other things that women who are house-
holders, or owners of real estate shall
have votes. This provision is in accord-
ance with the declaration made by the
Marquis of Salisbury some time ago,
therefore it seems to be likely to be
adopted by the convention. The grant
of the right to vote for women &t parlia-
mentary elections is a great novelty in
English politics, and if the present propo-
sed plan is adopted and an act to make it
operative becomes law it will have
results of a highly important character.
No doubt the Congervatives are of the
opinion that they will be strengthened
by admitting a certain number of women
to have votes, otherwise they would
hardly risk the experiment of changing
the franchise in this respect. Probably
women as a rule afe conservative in their
views and ideas, and it is quite possible
that the Conservative party in England
might be strengthened by the admission
of women to the franchise. Still it must
be taken into account that
if all women who are house-
holders and land owners are to
vote, the right of voting will soon have
tobe extended to women Who have
neither of these qualifications. At the
present time a property qualification i8
not required for male voters in England'
and it would be in the highest degree
illogical to maintain a property qualifi-
cation for women if they are otherwise
entitled to vote. The - proposal is the
most important political movement,
that has been made in England for a
long time, and the progress of female
suffrage in England will be watched
closely by all who are interested in the
course of legislation.

EDUCATION WITHOUT AND WITH AN 0B-
JECT.

No one more fully realises than our-
selves the superiority of our present
system of education over that which was
in vogue forty or fifty years ago. Then
the doors of learning were open to the
few and now they are open to all who
choose to enter. But we have no more
great statesmen, orators, preachers, law-
yers, physicians and men of affairs
than there were among us
one or two  generations since.
We will not go out of the maritime pro-
vinees for illustrations; no one will ques-
tion but that the commercial men, the
professional men and the great mass of
farmers, artizans and laboring men gen-
erally, in New Brunswick, Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island fifty years
ago were just as shrewd and just as suc-
cessful in the conduct of their affairs as
are the men of today. True, a great
many of them were ignorant of the plea-
sures which are derived from the com-

tal, but if the fire burns within have no
fear that it will go out; a practical edu-
cation will farnish the means by which
it may be intelligently nourished.
We would have children instracted in
reading, writing, arithmetic, grammar,
geography and the history of their own
country till ten or twelve years of age,
when their probable future occupation or
profession should be decided upon, by
their parents or guardians if capable,
and if not by an officer appointed by the
state, and from that time forward the
sole object of their education should be
to fit them for that occupation or profes-
gion. Few, if any, doubt the right of the
state to make education compulsory, in
order that all may, as far as practicable,
become good and law abiding citizens.
If it has this right, it has the addi-
tional right to make the education
it furnishes partially technical, 8o that
all may become, if they will, self-sup-
porting and useful citizens. Our views
of what the aims of education in our
schools gnd colleges should be are un-
romantic, there is nothing about them of
poetry, but the earlier our boys and
girls are led to & realization of the
demands which the world has apon them
which it is impossible for them
to shirk without dishonor, and prepare
themselves to meet those demands, the
more time they will have for those
politer stadies and pursuits which orna-
ment fand beautify existence, and ‘their
enjoyment will be enhanced by the re-
flection that aside from these they have
in their earlier education an armor which
no sheriff or bailiff can take away. Dig-
nity would be added to our schools by
the adoption of such a system as we pro-
pose, Theneven the professors in the
New Brunswick University and the lec-
tarers in the University Extension
course and their students, as well a8 the
teachers and pupilsin our public schools
would have a definite object in view,
to make grand and good and useful and
gelf-dependent men and women—men
and women thoroughly equipped for a
life which howeycr pleasant it may be
at times, is often serious and stern.

The captain of the bark
and three men were rescued by a pass-
ing vessel and brought to Gravesend.

The most disastrous fire Whicn has
visited St. Louis in many years started
in the furnace room of a large dry goods
house, Penny & Gentles, on the south-
west corner of Broadway and Franklin
Avenue, about 4.30 yesterday - morning,
Penny & Gentles, the Sonnenfeld Mil-
linery Company, & mammoth establish-
ment, the famous shoe and clothing com-
pany, occuping four entire blocks in
four-story buildings, were in ashes with-
in two hours.

Death of An Arctic Explorer.

Brief reference was made in the Gaz-
ETTE yesterday to the death of Mr. C.
Fielding, which occurred at the Public
Hospital at an early hour on Monday
morning, whose remains were interred
to-day. Mr. Fielding was one of the
brave men who accompanied Dr. Elisha
Kent Kane on his expedition to
the North pole in earch of Sir
John Franklin in the spring of
1858. The expedition returned in the
autumn of 1855, when Dr. Kane was re-
ceived by his countrymen with high
honors, and his account of his discover-
ies is among the most interesting books
of Arctic research that has ever been
published.

BRI i S S
ALMOST ON HALE RATIONS.
Only a Few Days' Supply of Water in
New York.

New Yorx, Nov. 15.—Not more than
.15 of an inch of rain fell today. Inas-
mach at half an inch of rain was neéded
to goak the ground sufficiently to cause
it to shed wjter into the streams which
furnish our water supply, the storm did
us little good. According to the latest
reports received in the Equitable tower
there'is no new rain storm anywhere in
sight.

The 40 inspectors connected with the
Croton water bureau have been taken off
their regular work and assigned to the
special duty of preventing waste of water .
The commigsioners gave orders to allow
80,000.000 gallons of water a day to flow
nto the Croton mains from _the distri~
buting reservoir in Central Bark. This
reduces the city’s supply by 26,000,000
in one day, and puts the town on half
rations, as it were.

«I am compelled to do this,” Commis-
sioner Gilroy said, “becanse the situation
has really become alarming. The stor-
age reservoirs at Boyd’s Corners and
Middle-branch are now practically dry,
and all thet.we can depend upon for sup-
plying the reservoirs in Central Park and
Forty-second street is Croton river itself,
which is not furnishing more than 40,
000,000 gallons & day. Unless we are
relieved ~ by heavy rains in a day
