Did not notice wheth­
er there was an electric light or not 
Think he had a hand on my brother’s 
shoulder, but don’t know as he had his 
baton in his hand. He said something 
I don’t remember what I did not 
strike him at all. Don’t know 
whether my brother did or not. I did 
not know the officer next morning. I 
pulled away from him. My brother 
clinched with him. The officer struck 
me with his baton. I was trying to get 
it I did not strike him then, both of us 
had not hold of him at the same time. 
My brother was a half inch taller than 
I. Don’t know what he weighed. He 
was not a pretty strong man. There was 
not much fighting, they were struggling.
I never saw the revolver. Dont remem­
ber my brother saying, “give it to him 
the son of a—” I threw away the baton^o 
he would not get it again. He said 
stand back or I will fire. We did not 
keep backing up towards him. I don’t 
remember whether he threatened us the 
second time. I don’t know where the 
first shot went Liquor has different 
effects upon me. I was able to walk. I 
had felt the effects of it Somebody 
talked to me next morning in jail, I told 
him I was crazy drunk. I was not 
crazy drunk. I was with Peter Hamm 
in the cell and I talked with him. I 
don’t remember telling him that my 
brother and I were trying to get the 
officer down, and we would have done it 
if he had not got us down. I was very 
drunk then, more drunk than before. 
There were a lot of officers there when 
my brother was brought in. I think he 
did say "Nat remember this man, come 
even with him, he shot me” I think I 
did reply “Yes by Jesus I’ll kill him, he 
shot yon for nothing and 
kill him if I swing for it”
I was arrested once before for resisting 
the police, so was my brother. We were 
convicted of the charge. I did not want 
to give my right name, I called myself 
McCormick. Once before I gave an as­
sumed name. I called myself then Ed­
ward McKeil. We were standing at the 
northwest corner of Sheffield and Syd­
ney streets.

Re-examined by Solicitor General.—1 
said what I have stated, when my 
brother was brought into the lock up I 
remembered then the facts of bow my 
brother was shot. I meant that he was 
not doing anything to be shot for. The 
officer was never off bis feet. I could 
not recognize him now.

To the judge—After a dozen drinks 
my memory would not be so good. I do 
not know bow soon after I would not be 
able to remember anything at all. It 
was almost immediately after I got in 
that I used the remark.
James H. GoSline was called and sworn. 

I heard voices in the direction of Shef­
field street, shortly after I o'clock Tues­
day morning.

I was about 400 feet away, I s aw three 
men standing at the north east corner 
of Sydney and Sheffield streets. I was 
at the south east corner of Britain street. 
I ran towards them becaut ® I 
thought it was a fight.

ently. Clutched in the middle was ati'® 
man. I ran towards them about half. % 
block when I saw the flash and heard 
the report of the revolver. Two men 
sprang back leaving one man alone for 
an instant. The two men closed in again 
and I heard a voice say, “stand back,” 
“stand back.” The man in the middle 
then jumped back and fired.
The first shot was upwards 
the second was downward, I could tell 
by the direction of the flash. I was run­
ning. The tall man was behind the 
other two. I could not say exactly how 
far back, when he jumped there was a 
space between them about a pace, that 
is when he fired. 1 saw the man in the 
middle was an officer. I think they 
were clinched when the first shot 
was fired. I did nothing to di­
rect the attention of the off­
icer. A person calling loudly could not 
be hard in the lock up from the corner. 
When I reached the crowd I found a 
man lying on the street near the corner 
of the sidewalk. The other was 
standing near Caples. Caples told me 
to arrest this man, that they both bad 
tackled him. At the lockup officer 
Gilson came to the door and I called out 
to put on his clothes. I told Gilson 
there was a man shot. I went 
back with Caples, Gilson following. We 
took the injured man to the lock up, and 
laid him on the floor and went for the 
doctor. Dr. D. E. Berryman when he 
came he ordered his removal to the hos­
pital. I carry a revolver on duty;I have 
no particular directions regarding the 
use of it.

Cross examined by Mr. Carleton.— 
The deceased was a square built, heavy 
set man, weighing about 175 pounds, it 
took the three of us officers and two 
other men to carry him to the lock up.

London, Nov. 18.—John Wise, aged 16, 
Lawrence t*alier, aged 14, and George

THE MANSLAUGHTER TRI AL.

Proceedings at the Afternoon Ses­
sion.

There was a much larger crowd at this 
afternoon’s session of the trial of Caples 
for the shooting of McNeilL The first 
witness after recess was Rev. W. O. Ray­
mond who testified to numerous inter­
views he had had with McNeill daring 
his illness in the hospital, none of which 
threw any additional light upon the 
case.

Dr. Hetherington was sworn. He per­
formed the poet mortem on McNiell at 
the hospital He probed for the bullet 
to a depth of about nine inches, did not 
find it He would consider the wound 
was sufficient to cause death. His evi­
dence much the same as at the coroner’s 
inquest.

We were drinking all the 1 Oar New Handpicked.Testimony of the Deed Men's Brother 
end Officer Goeline the Other a li­
nemen of the N hooting.

The trial if Officer Caples of the police 
for the killing of McNeill on Sheffield 
street, was commenced in the Circuit 
Court this morning. There was a large 
attendance of the police force at the op- 
pening of the court which included the 
chief, Captain Rawlings and Sergeant 
Covay, all of w hom are understood to be 
witnesses, but all were in full uniform. 
The attendance of spectators was not 
large as it was thought there would be 
greater difficulty than was experienced 
in getting a jury. Judge Tuck occupied 
the bench.

Solicitor General Pugsley appeared for 
the crown and John L. Carleton for the 
prisoner. A jury was called to attend 
consisting of Robert Ritchie, Charles 
Lordly, Wm. J. Lord, Charles F. Tilley, 
Michael O’Mahaney, Richard White- 
side, Daniel Hayes, John Mnllin, Tho­
mas C. Carle, James Simpson, James T. 
Carpenter, and Edward M. Spragg.

The solicitor general in opening said 
that the case had attracted a great deal 
of public attention, both here and else­
where. The accused, as an officer of the 
law, was in a different position from that 
ordinarily occupied by prisoners on 
trial for manslaughter. There were cases 
where an officer would be justified in 
taking life, as in attempting to arrest a 
person charged with felony who tries to 
escape and renders it impossible to effect 
his arrest without loss of life. In the 
act of making an arrest, however, a 
police officer would not be justified 
in using any more force 
than what would be necessary 
to carry ont his purpose and would only 
be justified in taking life if his life were 
in danger, and the role was, he thought, 
that where a person had committed only 
a misdemeanor or minor offence, a peace 
officer was not justified in taking life, 
even if an escape were attempted. In 
the present case the person whose life 
was taken was simply drunk and mak­
ing a disturbance on the public 
street. The accused had ordered 
him and his brother off the 
street. This he very properly did in the 
discharge of his duty. In making the 
arrest he fired a shot which struck the 
deceased and caused his death. If the 
officer was only making the arrest and 
could not make it without firing the re­
volver, that could not justify him in 
taking life. If there was evidence 
to satisfy the jury that his life was actu­
ally in danger, and that to defend it he 
had to take the life of another then 
the law would justify him 
unless, however, that were shown the

in going in making an arrest'and the 
jury would see that a very important 
principle was involved affecting the 
police and the public of the dty. He 
then referred in detail to the circum­
stances of the case after which 
to Nathanial McNeill, brother of the de­
ceased, was called at noon. He came 
ashore about 6 30 p. m., on Monday 
from the schooner, C. Y. Gregory. His 
brother was older than he, being 28 
years of age while deponent was 
26. They went to Indiantown to see 
their oldest brother. Were drinking on 
the way over. Did not know how many 
drinks they had. Came back about 7.30 
P‘ m. Were in a barroom on their way 
back. Went back to the schooner, 
and left her about 8 o’clock, 
went to Jones’ boarding house on Water 
street and from there to Sheffield street. 
Got there between 9 and 10 o^clock.

He was drank when he got there, but 
could walk and knew what he was 
doing. Could not remember all that 
took place while he was there. His 
brother was about in the same condition 
as he ; brother staggered a little. Both 
were in a good many bouses in Sheffield 
street, drinking in them all Met officers 
some time before midnight who ordered 
them off the street. Went off, turning up 
Camarthen street and came back again; 
were crossing the street after midnight 
when an officer called to them to move 
along. Witness said is that so. Officer 
said yes. Both moved along keeping on 
the sidewalk going down towards Syd­
ney street Brother said to policeman, 
come down here.

When I took the baton away I did not 
try to strike the officer, I threw it down 
the street. We were right on the corner 
of Sydney and Sheffield streets when the 
shot was fired. We were on the edge of 
the sidewalk on the upper side of the 
street. They brought my brother into 
the lock up. I next.saw him on Wed­
nesday night, he was then vomiting 
blood, the doctor said he Would die. He 
died at 9.30 on Thursday. I was not 
there when he died.

Cloney and one 
Connolly took the books away and he 
had not seen the books or Cloney since.
He had done his duty and went home.

Alphonse Todd the clerk of the com­
mons committee proved the list of ex­
hibits, some now in his possession some 
in the public works, some he had taken 
to Quebec where they were seized and 
had not yet come back.

Sedgewick, deputy minister of justice 
subpoenaed Quebec but on the Augers 
charge the books were returned. The 
books were those of Those.

Death of An Arette Explorer.
Brief reference was made in the Gaz­

ette yesterday to the death of Mr. C.
[ Fielding, which occurred at the Public

morning, whose remains were interred 
to-day. Mr. Fielding was one of the 
brave men who accompanied Dr. Elisha 
Kent Kane on his expedition to 
the North pole in earch of 
John Franklin in the spring of 
1853. The expedition returned in the 
autumn of 1856, when Dr. Kane was re­
ceived by his countrymen with high 
honors, and his account of his discover­
ies is among the most interesting books 
of Arctic research that has ever been 
published. Dr. Kane never recovered 
from the effects of this voyage and died 
in 1857.

ALMOST ON HALE

Only a Few Days' Supply at Water la 
New York.

New York, Nov. 15.—Not more than 
.15 of an inch of rain fell today. Inas­
much at half an inch of rain waa needed 
to aoak the .ground sufficiently to cause 
it to shed wjtterinto the streams which 
furnish our water supply, the storm did 
os little good. According to the latest 
reports received in the Equitable tower 
there is no new rain storm anywhere in 
sight.

The 40 inspectors connected with the 
Croton water bureau have been taken off 
their regular work and assigned to the 
special duty of preventing waste of water. 
The commissioners gave orders to allow 
80,000.000 gallons of water a.day to flow 
nto the Croton mains from the distri­
buting reservoir in Central Park. This 
reduces the city’s supply by 26,000,000 
in one day, and puts the town on half 
rations, as it were.

“I am compelled to do this,” Commis­
sioner Gilroy said, “because the situation 
has really become alarming. The stor­
age reservôîks at Boyd’s Corners and 
Middle-branch are now practically dry, 
and all that.we can depend upon for sup­
plying the reservoirs in Central Park and 
Forty-second street is Croton river itself, 
which is not furnishing more than 40,- 
000,000 gallons a day. Unless we are 
relieved by heavy rains in a day 
or two, it may become
