Last Twenty-seven Miles of
Extension Will Soon Be
Under Way.

(From Thursday's Dally.)

The Eg & N, Railway Company is
ca!ﬁh:gmg for the grad,qg of the
last section of the extension to Alberni.
This covers 27% miles from Cameron
Jake to the terminus at Alberni. This
portion of the road calls for heavy
work, It passes along the ghores - of
Cameron lake over the divide and into
Alberni. It will thus be seen that this
section will call for a lot of heavy rock
work.

It is estimated that in spme parts
the work will run up to $60,000 a mile,
and it may take twelve months to
compete the grade. The tenders have
all to be in by September 6th.

In connection with the lme|along the
shores of Cameron lake, it i3 said the
company has not finally decided upon
which side of the lake it wijll follow.
Surveys havée been made on |the same
side as the present wagon [road and
also on the opposite shore.| The de-
cision as to which route will be fol-
lowed will be settled later,

At present the E. & N. has [the grad-
ing of the road practically fompleted
from Wellington, the pregent ter-
minus, to French creek, a distance of
24 miles. A heavy rock cut, not far
from Wellington, is the only portion
remaining incomplete.

Eight miles from the 100th mile post
to the 108th mile post at |Cameron
lake was recently let to Moore & Dick-
son. The section which is now to be let
takes the remaining 27% miles of the
route.

THREE STRIKERS
SHOT IN RIOT

ONE MAY SUCCUMB
TO HIS INJURIES

Troops Likely to Be
Caﬂe_d Out.

Kenosha, Wis,, July 22.—Thrée men
were shot, one of them being probably
fatally wounded, angd three officers were
injured to-day in riots near the plant
of the Allen Tannery, the employees of
which are on strike. General Falk,
commanding, the national guard, ar-
rived here at noon and it appears pro-
bable that troops will be called out to
quell the rioting strikers,

The injured are: Tony Mankon,
striker, shot through the hip, perhaps
fatally wounded; Peter Sasbecca, strik-
er, shot through the right leg; Charles
Clemas, striker, shot through the right
leg; Acting Police Chief Newhouse,
knocked down and clubbed; Deputy
Morehouse, hit on the head by a brick;
scalp lacerated; Policeman Nelson, hit
on the head with a coupling pin,

The riots started when a number of
non-union men attempted to go to work
at the tannery, strikers assaulted them
and a free-for-all fight ensued. The
special police who were guarding the
plant, attempted to quell the strikers
and fired several volleys before they
succeeded in driving the mob away
from the tannery.

Officials of the company were in con-
ference with representatives of strik-
ers at the time. News of the rioting
caused all negotiations to be aban-
doned.

When the strikers heard that there
was little chance of their differences
being settled at once, they resumed
their attacks upon the non-union work-
men and special police. The sheriff,
seeing that he was unable to cope with
the  situation alone, requested that
troops be sent to the scene. The riots
throughout the day were not of such a
serious nature as the first ‘one this
morning, but unless General Falk is
convinced that peace can be main-

FLOODS FOLLOW
GLOUDBURSTS

SERIOUS DAMAGE IN
MINNESOTA AND WISCONSIN

Property Loss May Reach
Nearly $2,000,000—Many
Families Homeless.

Duluth, Minn., July 22.—Three per-

night as the result of the terrific rain-
storm which swept the city.

The property damage as the resunlt
of the serious wind and deluge of rain
is enormous. Conservative estimates
place the damage at fully $1,500,000 in
the city and surrounding territory.

Ashland, Wis,, July  22.—Serious
losses as the result of cloud-bursts,
which occurred in Northern Wisconsin
vesterday and last night, are reported
to-day, the estimates placing the dam-
age at nearly’a million dollars. Many
dams and bridges were carried out and
transportation of all kinds to-day is
demoralized. :

Great damage was done to the Oda-
nah Indian reéservation, and the situa-
tion there is reported to be serious.

Flood at Duluth.

Duluth, Minn., July 22.—This city was
flooded for the second time in twenty-
four hours last night, and the property
damage will probably reach $1,000,000.

TRAINS BLOWN
FROM TRACKS

ANOTHER STORM SWEEPS
SOUTHERN TE‘XASi

Number of Persons Reported to
Have Lost Their
Lives.

Qustin, Texas, July  22.—Buildings
were wrecked, trains blown from the
tracks, and it is reported that a num-
ber of lives were lost in a second storm
which swept Southern Texag and the
country on the coast of the Gulf of
Mexico last. night.

Delayed reports received here indi-
cate that the damage was heavy
throughout the country swept by the
storm, but the advices received here
8ive but meagre details. A number of
buildings here were wrecked, among
them the city hospital: No loss of life
has been reported, but dispatches from
other points state that a number of
deaths resulted from the storm,

Several trains are reported to have
been-blown off the tracks. One train
was . wrecked near Corpus Christi and
a number of passengers killed, accord-
ing to the advices received. The exact
number of dead is not known. Another
train on the San Antonio and Arkan-
sas. Pass railroad is reported to have
been blown off the tracks at Luling,
near Yoakum.

The storm raged for five hours, and
was the worst in years. It uprooted
trees and tore the roofs from buildings.
The ‘city suffered heavily, but no esti-
mate: of the amount of damage has
beén made.

Communication with Galveston was
again severed by the storm, and noth-
ing-is"known of the damage done there
by the storm. -From the fact that
waves were piled over the high break-
water by the first storm, it is feared
that more water was ‘driven into the
city’s streets by the second. It is not
thought, -however; that there is any
danger’ of the sea wall having given
away, after‘the way in which it with-
stood the iwaves yesterday.

The storm extended north from the
Gulf of Mexico.. Towns in thg Color-
ado river valley between here and the
coast suffered greatly, but mo Ilives
were reported lost In any of them, ac-
cording to eafly advices received here.
Communliecation with the surrounding
country is intermittent, the® wires hav-
ing been wrecked by the gale,. and it
will probably be some time before de-
tailg of the damage are known.
"Reports already - recelved indicate
that much damage was done at Hal-
lettsville, Yoakum, Rosénburg and La
Grande.

Towns Inundated.

Port . Arthur, Texas, July 22.—Thne
towns of Sabine and Sabine Pass,
Texas, are several feet under water to-
day, the storm from the .gulf having
come in with renewed fury this morn-
ing.

As the towns are not well protected
from the gulf, the inhabitantg realized
their danger in the storm yesterday,
and practically everyone in town left.
Most of the inhabitants were brought
here before to-day’s stormi broke, and
it is believed the towns were practi-
cally deserted when the second storm
broke. Reports from the inundated
towns are meagre and the property
loss ig not known.

Advices received from other coast
points indicate that damage has al-
ready been done by the storms of yes-
terday and early to-day, but as the re-
ports are not in detail it cannot be
learned whether there has been any
further loss of life.

Nine Bodies Recovered.

Galveston, Texas, July 22.—The
bodies of nine of the persons drowned
vesterday wheén the Bettison pier col-
lapsed in the storm were. recovered at
noon fo-day. Galveston did not suffer
from the second storm which swept the
gulf during the night,

Raypid progress is being made in ihe
repair work _on the railroad bridsge
‘which connects Galveston with (ho
nig fuland, and it was announced this
afternoon:that a train would enter tte
city by 6 o’clock to-night.

‘When the nine bodies were recovered
it was found that five of the eleven
drowned were negroes. No other fatali-
ties have been reported.

Business is normal to-day, and there
issno indication that, the city” was
struck by a hurricane other than that
telephone and telegraphic communi-
cation is delayed and trains are not
running.

CHARGES FROM MONTANA

Lumbermen Declare Schedules
Will Result in Loss
of Trade.

Seattle, Wash., July 22.—Sweeping re-
ductions in the rates on forgsat  pro-
duets from points in Montana té the
consuming markets in North and South
I?akuta, Washington, Minnesota, Ne-
braska and other middle western
states, with no corresponding reduc-
tions from coast shipping points;- are
contained in the new transcontinental
freight bureau Ilumber and shingle
tariff, which will become effective
August 16th.

The new tariff also shows that the
northern roads, the Great Northern
and Northern Pacific, have made sharp
reductions. on rates to points in' the
middle west. to which the Chicago,
Milwaukee & Puget Sound road. cut the
rates on lumber and shingles.

Lumbermen declared torday that the
new schedules wilj, be disastrous to
coast mills, and are likely to result in
the loss of more trade than did ‘the ef-
forts of the transcontinental lines to
advance the rates from coast points
two years ago, which, after much liti-
gation the. lumbermen were _able to
head off in'a large measure.

FIRE AT PENITENTIARY
AT NEW WESTMINSTER

Paint and Turning Shops De-
stroyed—Incendiarism
Suspected.

Vancouver, B. C., July 22.—A serious
fire broke out about midnight last night
in the penitentiary at New Westmin-
ster, destroying completely the paint
and turning shops. There was only a
gentle breeze, not sufficient to fan the
fiames, so that the Royal City's fire
brigade easily confined the outbreak
to the building destroyed. The main
part of the institution was never in
danger, although the 233 convicts In-
carcerated therein seized the oppor-
tunity to make the night hideous with
their clamorings, conjuring their jail-
ors not to leave them a prey to the
flames, and beseeching liberty from all
and sundry.

CANADIANS MAKE
FINE RECORD

FIFTEEN IN SECOND
STAGE OF THE KING’S

Richardson Among Shots Wha
Score Possibles in St.
George’s Contest.

Bisley, July 22.—The five Canadians
who were tied with 96 others at an
aggregate of 95 in the first stage of the
King’'s prize, shot off to-day to see who
should enter the second stage, and four
of them—Sergeant Blackburn, of Win-
nipeg; Sergeant Smith, of Ottawa;
Private Gougeon, of Winnipeg, and
Sergeant Kelly, of Toronto—succeeded
in getting placed, the only unsuccess-
ful one being Sergeant Bayles, of To-
ronto, unattached. As eleven of the
Canadian marksmen originally quali-
fied, there are now no less than fifteen
Canadians in the second stage of the
King’s, which is a record in itself and
is remarkable from the percentage
point of view, seeing that only twenti'—
four: Canadians in all shot in the first
stage. :

Hardly Able to Walk as the Re-
sult of Refusal to Eat in
Prison.

London, July 22.—Emaciated and
hardly able to walk as the result of
their refusal to eat while in prison
six suffragettes were released to-day.
Six . were released yesterday and but
tweo remain in jail,

The women were incarcerated for
participation in a riot at the House of
Commens recently. When they enter-
ed the prison they announced that they
would refuse to eat, and remained true
to their promise.

Before their strength was gone, the
women caused a great deal of trouble
by breaking windows and various other
forms of unruly conduct.

When they were released to-day the
suffragettes announced that they had
discovered many irregularities in the

‘conduct of the prison, and would make

an expose which would cause a nation-
wide scandal.

Explaining their action in breaking
up ‘the furniture in their cells, the
suffragettes declared their - revolt
against prison authority was the result
of torture inflicted upon them by theflr
jailors.

IROQUOIS RAN
INTO SCHOONER

BULWARKS WERE CUT
NEARLY TO WATER

Little Damage to Steamer
Which Will Continue in
Commission.

During a very thick fog early this
morning the steamer Iroquois collided
with the schooner Endeavor and cut
her bulwarks nearly down to the
water line. The schooner was then
taken .in tew by the steamer and
taken to Pert Townsend. The Iro-
quois continued the service leaving on
time. She will make repairs during the
time she is in harbor at Seattle.

Speaking of the accident this morn-
ing, Captain McAlpine said that he
was on duty at the time. The weather
was very thick and the steamer was
going at slow speed. Had. it been
otherwise she would have cut the
schooner in" two, The schooner ap-
peared right in front of them as they
were feeling their way through the fog
and immediately the order ‘“full speed
astern” was given. There was not time,
however, to cheek the vessel for the
collision occurred almost immediately
after they saw each other.

“In the excitement,” said the eap-
tain, “the efficer on duty on the En-
deavor gave two Dblasts on the fog
horn, whereas he should have given
one, as he was going south south-east
at the time. After the collisien thers
was no particular excitement on the
Iroquois. -"All the passengers were in
bed and some of them did not get up.
Many thought they were just tying up
at the dock.

Speaking of the damage done, Cap-
tain McAlpine s3id that the jib boom
of the schooner ran foul of the house
and did a little damage. The schoonar
was cut down to the water’s edge and
the jib boom was carried away. The
Iroquois was not damaged below the
bulwarks. The foremast was sprung a
little and the wireless gear was ear-
ried away, one plate on the upper bul-
warks and two on the lower were]
badly bent. Some of the woodwork was
broken a little and one or two of the
iron posts supporting the upper deck
were carried away. The rigging was
also rather badly deranged.

The accident occurred off Narrow-
stone Point, about thirty miles from
Seattle.

Among the passengers on the steam-
er -were a -number of Vietorians return-
ing from the fair. D. R. Young, .of
Queen, Charlotte .City, was lying awake
in his bunk when . the collisien oc-
curred. He says that thers was not
very much impact from. the meeting of
the vessels. As soon as possibles he
jumped . out of bed and came out on
deck. The wessels were Ilocked to-
geéther and it took some time to sep-
arate them. When this was done the
schooner was taken in tow and left in
Port Townsend Bay. Mr. Young
speaks very highly of the conduct of
Captain McAlpine, as do also the other
passengers on the steamer, He says
that there was no excitement and that
the captain was pérfectly ceol and col-
lectéd all the time. The passengers
who turned out were assured that there
was no dangér and advised to return
to their rooms,

The Endeaver, Captain McAllep, a
sehooner of 985 tons, was on hér way
from San Pedro to Tacoma light. She
left that port July 7th and was ve-
ported passing Cape Flattery yester-
day. She was under her own sail at
the time of the aecident.

ORVILLE WRIGHT
SETS NEW RECORD

HAD PERFECT CONTROL
THROUGHOUT FLIGHT

Aviator Ready to Begin Official
Tests for U. S. Gov-
ernment.

Washington, D, C., July 21.—With his
aeroplane “tuned up”’ in .perfect shape,
Orville Wright, who last night estab-
lished a new aerial record for the year
1909 by flying for ome hour, 20 minutes
and 44 seconds, Is ready to-day to be-
gin his official tests for thé govern-
ment, It is possible that he may at-
tempt to meet the requirement of the
endurance fight late this afternoon,

Two  tésts are to be made by the
Wright aeroplane, accotfdihg to the
aviator’s agreement with thé gevern-
ment. One will be an edurance flight of
one hour and the other a speed flight of
ten miles over a five-mile straightaway
course and return,

The government specifications are not
eléar as to whether the machine must
earry one persen or two during the
flights. Wright announced to-day that
he would not take any chances of vio-
lating the-provisions of the agreement,
and would have a signal officer accom-
parry him in the tests. Three trials are
to be allowed in eaeh test, |

Wright declared to-day that he felt
noé fear of failing to meet the require-
ments of the government, Thousands
of persons who saw his marvellous
flight at Fort Meyer last night feel the
same configence in his ability te suc-
ceed, as -des the aviator himself.
Throughout -his long flight yesterday,
which broke Curtiss' 1809 record of 53
minutes, Wright had perfect control
of his aeroplane. He drové the machine
around thé parade grounds at various
heights, and to demonstrate his mast-
éry of the craft, made a number of
double turng resembling the figure
eight.

The three longest aeroplane fights
ever made gtands to thé eredit of the
Wright brothers. Wilbur Wright, whe
flew for 2 hours and 21 minutes while
in' France last year, holds the record.
Previous to Wilbur’'s long flight, Orville
éstablished a record in a flight at
Fort Meyer, by remaining in the air for
1 hour 14 minutés and 22 seconds, Yes-
terday’s flight exceéded his previeus
record. .

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SUNDAY CLOSING BY-LAW
IS DECLARED ILLEGAL

City Has No Power to Place Restrictions on Retaij
Traders and Must Issue Seven-Day

Licenses

to Them.

)

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

The Sunday clesing provisions adopt-
ed three weeks ago by the city council,
in the form of restricting the semi-
annual licenses to vendors of fruit,
confectionary, non-intoxicating bever-
ages and tobacco to sale on week days,
was declared beyond its power by Mr.
Justice Irving, and a writ. of man-
damus was ordered to be issued direct-
ing the city to issue unrestricted Ili-
cense to Antoine Vasilatos.

This practically means that the by-
law is quashed, as the ecity council is
certain to repeal it and revert to the
old by-law for which it was substitut-
ed, making the license fee for the busi-
ness named $5 instead of $4.50, to which
it ‘was reduced in consfderation of the
Sunday closing restriction attached.
While the legal proceedings were taken
in the name of Vesilatos, all the mer-
chants affected had united to fight the
by-law,

Incidentally, his lordship remarked
on the peculiar fact that Britigh rights
and privileges have very often been
maintained by the action of citizens of
foreign extraction,

Frank Higgins appeared on behalf
of the applicant, and made a strong
presentation of the case against the
city’s power to impose such restric-
tions ag the new by-law contains, forti-
fied with Canadian and British decis-
ions, He argued that under sections 177
and 178 merchants were entitled to a
license for six manths, without any re-
strictions, and that the city had no
right and no authority to impose re-
strictions of any sert as to the times
during which a man should conduct
his business.

‘““Where did the council get author=
ity to alter the form of license and to
dictate what days or hours he shall
carry on his business?” his lordship
asked.

Mr, Higgins réplied that there was
none, and his lordship was unable to
find any authority given by the Munic-
ipal Clauses Aet to justify the eoun-
cil

W. J. Taylor, K. C., e¢ity barrister,
raised the ingenious defence, that as
Sunday trading is illegal by a positive
statute  (referring, of course, to the
Dominjon Lord’s Day Act), the city
could’ mot issue ‘licences which Wwould
authorize a man to do an illegal act.
If’ the attorney-géneral gave permis-
sion a man might at any time be pros-
ecuted for selling on Sunday, and
therefore the city could not autherize
any one to do business on that day.

“There is that enactmeént you refer
to, but that does not interfere with a
man’s right under our statutes,” re-
plied the judge., “Licenses may be read
subject to Dominion statutes, but this
man has a right to have it uncon<
trolled by the views of anyone.”

His lordship expressed some doubt as
to his power to issue a mandamus,
seeing that the by-law did not say
what a man should pay for the licenses,
the $4.50 license fee being clearly a
graduated one fo suit the six-day li-
cense,

Mr, Higgins cited Ontario and RBrit-
ish decisions as to the power to issue a
mandamus in such cases, simply direct-
ing the issue of a license. He argued
that the court would have power to or-
der the issue of an unrestricted Ii-
cense at the fee providedq for the re-
stricted license. Mr. Higgins enlarged
on the right of traders to a seven-day
license under the Municipal Clauses
Act. He alse pointed out that at the
presént momeént traders, having been
refused licenses, were liablé to be pros-

»

ecuted by anyoné and a penalty of $50
imposed.
Mr. Justice Irving’s Decision.

“The city should not interfere witn
a man’s business; he should not be
stepped by it,” said his lordship in giv-
ing his decision. ‘In addition to im-
posing restrictions as to the days he
shall do business on they have pre-
scribed in section 11 of the by-law that
any person neglecting or refusing to
comply with the regulations in sections
8 and 9, that is, signing a declaration
as to the license being good only on
certain davs, shall be liable to a pen-
alty of $50.

“Now the statute says he is entitled
to a six-monthsg’ license, without writ-
1 ing these words ‘That I agree that this
klicense is only good for the following
days,” and I de not think that the city
cf Viectoria has any right to impose
that conditional term upon any appli-
cant, The only doubt that I have is
whether I am right in making an order
for the license to issue for the sum of
$4.50, but that he is entitled to a li-
cense under that act, a perjodical li-
cense for six months, namely, from
July 15th to January 15th next, I have
no doubt, and it is to be. in form B,
unrestricted by any of the 'terms set
out in paragraphs 8 and 9 of the city
by-law. And in making that order,
which I make against the corporation,
I do not wish to be understood as say-
ing that this license, issued in that
form B, will afford any defence to any
action that may be brought under the
statute referred to by Mr. Taylor. The
order is that a writ of mandamus be
issued directing the issue of a license in
form B on payment of $4.50, free from
all the restrictions that the city pro-
posed in sections 8§ and 9 to add.”

Mr., Taylor had the action dismissed
as against City Treasurer Kent, the
plaintiff to pay costs.

Mr. Higgins explained that he had
made Mr, Kent a party so as to make
sure.

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MONEY GOES INTO THE
— TRACK IMPROVEMENTS

The $3.600 for Use of the Fair
Grounds is Only a Matter
on Paper.

It came out in council Monday that
while the Country Club pays a rental
of $60 a day to the B. C. Agricultural
Association, otherwise the city, for the
use of the fair grounds, not one cent
in cash is paid over. The money pay-
able as rent goes back to the club—$10
a day for the maintenance of the track
and $50 for buildings.

As a matter of fact, of course, the
club has made improvements to the ex-
tent of some $12,000, and the city bene-
fits by these and by the large outlay
made on the stables by private owners,
but it is a question whether the Agri-
cultural Association would have spent
as much as $3,600 on' improvements.
There is further question raised by
some aldermen that in any event the
club’s improvements were necessary to
its enterprise, and that the city should
get the rent in cash.

After the opinion of W. J. Taylor, K.
C., regarding the city’s position to-
wards the meet had been read Ilast
night in council, Ald. Raymond drew
attention to the rlimors that the city
was not deriving one cent of profit
from the leasing of the grounds. The
only improvements made that would
really benefit the fair would be on the
stableg and grand stand.

“By verba] arrangement between the
agricultura] board and the Country
Club,” said Mayor Hall, president of
the Agricultural Association, ‘“there
was certain work we had to do, ang if
the Country Club did that work then
the amount was to be allowed, but it
was only such work as we really want-
ed for the fall fair, extending the grand
stand, which was much too small;
more stalls for the horses, but not for
anything they put up for themselves.”

“The city of Victoria is not going to
get one dollar out of the leasing of
that track, although it was understood
we were to get $60 a day for sixty
days,” said Ald. Humber. ‘There is a
nigger in the wood-pile; there is some-
thing wronog. It is all hot-air to talk
about stalls and grand stand. The
stand has not been extended one foot.”

Ald. Turner said he had seen bills
for. the work ‘done for the Country
Club aggregating $11,500. It was not
claimed by the club that all this was
work which the Agricultural Associa-
tion needed, but it was claimed that a
large part of it, $6,000 or $7,000, would
beneflt the association-and was abwo-
Jutely necessary so far as it was. con-
cerned. - In. addition owners of horses
had spent $2,500 in flooring the stables.

Ald. "Henderson spoke along the
same line. The grand stand had not
been extended, he said, but the platform
in front. had, boxes were built, entrance
gates were put up and other facilities
provided which the association had de-
cided to make. There had been a large
number of stalls built and the old ones
made comfortable, which would re-
move an objection may owners of stock
had to exhibiting here. In making the
arrangement it had for the payment of
the rent, in equivalent the association
had made a good bargain, getting three
times the value of the $3,600. Some of
the work, no doubt, the Agricultural
‘Association would not have done,

Ald. Humber pointed out that in al-
fowing $10 a day, to be refunded, for
watering and ralling the track, the city
was doing for the club, at its own ex-
pense, work the club should be doing,

“It does not seem to me to be good
‘business for the city to pay the $3,600
it should receive as rent for buildings,
which the Country Club would have
erected anyway,” said Ald. Raymond.
*“I cannot see the brilliancy of the bar-
gain or anything business-like about
it. If the Country Club needed these
improvements in order to carry on its
meet, why should the Agricultural As-
sociation pay for it?”

“While I do not approve of betting
or racing, still as far as the financial
part is concerned I think no agreement
the Agricultural Society has ever made
has been so satisfactory,” declared the
Mayor, ~and with that the matter
dropped.

SUFFRAGETTES
SILENCE ASQUITH

FORCE PREMIER TO
CURTAIL SPEECH

Speaker is Bombarded With
Literature Thrown From
Balloon.

.London, July 20.—Bombarded with
literature dropped from a balloon, as-
sailed by an attacking force of women
with petitions and annoyed by the din
of female orators armed with mega-
phones, Premier Asquith was defeated
by phe suffragettes to-day.

The Premier was delivering an ad-
dress at the unveiling of a statute of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier at the Thames
embankment gardens; when the women
started the battle. So successful were
the suffragettes’ tactics that Asquith
became badly confused and was com-
pelled to cut short his speech. -The
first move made by the women was to
send ‘“sharp shooters,” armed with
megaphones, to the tops of buildings
adjoining the gardens. These women
waited until the speaker reached a cli-
max in his oration and then, with one
accord, screamed through theire papler
mache horns:

‘“We want votes for women.”

This shout arose each time the Prem-
ier reached a particularly dramatic
point in his speech, and completely
drowned out the sound of the orator’s
voice,

Simultaneously with the shouting of
the megaphone squad, a force of ‘“4n-
fantry” chagged the crowd surround-
ing the speaker’s stand in an attempt
to force its way to. Asquith and pre-
sent petitions demanding equa] suf-
frage. The police checked the rush of
the women, but only after strenuous
efforts.

As a final volley the  suffragettes
sent up a huge balloon, which hovered
‘over the head of the Premier, while
its occupants showered suffragette lit-
erature down upon his head. This was
the last straw, and Asquith was com-
pelled to withdraw from the stand,

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NEW COAL PORT
OPEN T0 TRADE

BOAT HARBOR NOW
HANDLING BUSINESS

Party From Coast Cities In-
spect Work That is
Going On.

.

A new coal shipping port. has been
formally opened on Vancouver Island.
This took place Monday, when a
party of officials of the Pacific Coast

Coal Mines and a number of their
guests visited Boat Harbor and wit-
nessed the taking on of cargo and
bunker coal on the Jebsen and Ostran-
der steamer Erna. Some shipments
were made before, but it was not until
yesterday that the company was in
shape to use its full facilities for load-
ing the output of the mines, and the
members of the party followed the op-
erations with the kneenest interest.
Later they all passed up to the mines
about eight miles from the harbor and
inspected@ all the works there, passing
down the slopes into the mines and
seeing for them$elevs the work of tak-
ing out the coal.

The guests of the company were from
Victoria, Vancouver ang Nanaimo for
the most part, including a wumber of
newspaper men., All gathered at Van-
couver, and early Monday morning
made the trip across to Boat Harbor
by the steamer Erna, on board of which
Capt. Jebsen made all exceedingly
comfortable. The day was delightfully
spent, a return to Victoria being made
by the E. & N. Monday. The offi-
cials of the company were untiring in
their attentions, and the whole works
were thrown open to the visitors, In
the party were the following officials
of the coal company: John Arbuthnot,
president; J. M. Savage, secretary-
treasurer; S, H, Reynolds, managing
director; C. C. Michener, director, and
E. Hodgson, director. Others in the
party were Hon. H. E. Young, provin-
cial secretary; A. E, McPhillips, M.P.
P.; H. B. Thompson, M.P.P.; Capt. J.
W. Troup, H. Fleming, H. P. Howell,
C. H. Lugrin and O. H, Nelson, of Vic-
toria; H. B. Heyward, manager of the
Vancouver branch of the Bank of To-
ronto; W, A, AKhurst, A. M. Campbell,
H. McDowell, C. H. Mouat, G. S. Har-
rison, manager of the Vancouver
branch of : Merchant’s Bank; J. B.
Griffin, R. T. Mulvanhe and A. W. Car-
dinal, of Vancouver; W. E. Earl, of St.

Reynolds, of Nanaimo; Capt. ¥. Jebsen,
with-whom were Mrs. Willlam A. Mor-
gan, of Say Francisco, and Miss Hall,
of Mexico City.

The work that is being done by this
new company was a revelation to those
who made the trip. At Coal Harbor
the most modern of machinery has
been put in for the rapid handling of
coal. - Bunkers are already in place
with a eapacity of 5,000 tons. By a sys-
tem of conveyor'belts the coal is car-
ried from these bunkers in a continual
stream and poured into the holds of
the vessels. The company’s own line
of railway carries the coal from the
mines at South Wellington. At pres-
ent for a short distance a line of track
on the E. & N, right of way has to be
used but a track will be completed un-
der the E. & N. within a few weeks,
when the /carriage of the output will
be simplified.

The works of the company are in-
teresting inasmiuch as it has all been
done with a remarkable ldck of osten-
tation. The company is offering no
stock for sale, but on the contrary its
finances were long ago all provided for,
and it is now a matter of a steady and
ever-increasing output.

Yesterday in the inner workings a
coal body was inspected which meas-
ured 19 feet in solid coal. In other
places 16 feet were exposed and still
the miners were not to the bottom of
the seam.

With the present workings, 600 tons
a day can be turned out. At the
mines as at the wharf all the latest
devices are employed to insure econ-
omy and efficiency. :

A large body of coal has been exploited
at South Wellington, but the company
has not been confining its efforts to that
point alone. J

At Suquiash, in the northemn ‘part of
Vancouver Island,' 15,000 acres of coal
lands are held by the company and 40
miners are now opening up the beds,
which produce a coal which is held to be
far superior to the coal in the southern
part of the Island. It is 'practically
smokeless. Near Chemainus rights have
heen secured to vast areas of coal lands
which have yet to be exploited.

In the directors of the company first-
tlass business men have united together
to develop what is felt will become pro-
bably the greatest of the coal mining pro-
positions on.Vancouver Island.

FIRE IN OIL WORKS
AT VANCOUVER

Outbreak Follows Explosion—
Damage Estimated at
$50,000.

Vancouver, July 20.—An explosion,
presumably due to some defective pipe
coupling, caused a fire at the Imperial
oil works, a branch of the Standard, at
noon here to-day. The fire did $50,000
damage in a few moments,

The fire started when two tank cars
were being emptied into the permanent
tanks, Two tanks of oil and one of
turpentine and the contents of the two
tank cars and other buildings of the
plant were burned. The explosion
shattered windows in houses for blocks
around, and several women were-.in-
jured in rushing in fright from their

‘homes.

The firemen, working in imminent
danger of being blown up by the main
tank at any moment, smothered the
flames with wet sand, mud and clay.

Several
speakers presented diffeernt aspects of
the case, after which Premier McBride
announced -that a thorough &earching
investigation would be made in order
to place the blame where it belonged.
Besides this the government felt it
their duty to provide accommodation
for the pupils as soon as the school
session opened, The minister of edu-
cation and the superintendent would
take the matter up with the board of
trustees at once,

Premier McBride and Hon. Thomas
Taylor were present, and Dr. Young
also arrived at the close.

The delegation was introduced by
John Jardine, the member for Esqui-
malt, who dwelt upon the seriousness
of the position, They were commenc-
ing to put an extra story on the old
building when the discovery was made
that it was defective,

Secretary Mackenzie, of the board of
trustees, read a letter from J. C. M.
Keith, giving the result of his investi-
gations, in which he stated that the
building was unsafe.

John Bryden told of having examin-
ed the building. He was not prepared

to say whether the construction wasjy

according to the plans and specifica-
tions or not. It might have been that
the splecifications were faulty, but it
was certain that the building was not
safe. If the supervisor had gone to the
top of the building he would clearly
have seen what was going on, as the
method of building could not have been
hidden in half a day.

Mr., Brydoh thought it nwas the duty
of the government to have a full in-
vestigation made., It might be pos-
sible to strengthen the walls of the
old building, but something must be
done. The mortar used seemed to
have been of a very poor quality.

Maxwell Muir, on being called upon,
said he had examined the walls from
top to bottom. On making a hole he
had been able to pull out loose stones,
and he could push a broom handle in-
to the wall to its full length. Twenty-
two holes had been made in the wall,
and everywhere it was packed with
loose rock or brickbats. It was. in-a
dangerous condition. He was sure the
government architect would suppert
Mr. Keith’s statement,

Jas. McAgthur, formerly foreman of
works for the Royal Engineers at
Work Point, expressed the opinion that
there was nothing for it but to
pull the building down. The work had
already been stopped. They had $8,000
on hand towards the work of building,
but from this would have to be de-
ducted the amount already expended an
the alterations. This it was shown
amounted to $895.20 in wages,* and
there was lumber to the value of $2,440
on the ground. Mesher Brothers had
the contract. He suggested that the
Dominion government might be asked
for the use of part of the barracks
in which to conduct classes until a
new building could be erected.

IMPORTANT FINDS
IN ROSSLAND CAMP

New and Valuable Ore Bodies
Discovered in Centre
Star Group.

Rossland, July 19.—Development of
the Centre Star group is making good
progress and finds of new ore bodies of
considerable magnitude and of good
grade continue to be made from time to
time. -On the sixteenth level, both east
and west of the shaft, there has been
located a considerable body of ore of a
low grade. The ore bodies here are
found about 150 feet from the shaft in
both instances. A large and important
ore shoot ‘has been found on the sixth
leve] on the main vein. It is 14 feet in
width and carriesg good values. A raise
has been made through this shoot from
the sixth to the fifth level, ang it is in
ore of a’' shipping grade all the way.

In the main War Eagle ledge, at a
point . 500 feet west of the shatf ex-
cellent values have been found in the
ore shoot, and the indications are that
there is a large tonnage of ore that
will. run between $15 and $20 to the ton.
The fedge is a strong one, being from
four to eight feet wide, and has been
opened up to 75 feet.

An important ore shoot has been
found on the eighth level of the War
Eagle. It was located first by means
of the diamond dril] and during the
past week it was penetrated by a cross-
cut. It is from seven to eight feet
wide and the ore goes about $14 to the
ton.

The big ore shoot on the ninth level
of the War Eagle has been opened up
west from the crosscut, in which it
was found, for a distance of 100 feet,
and:for this distance it is 50 feet wide.
Good values are also found in it for
another 100 feet in the drift that has
been driven along the shoot on the
hanging wall side. This gives the total
length of the shoot west of the cross-
cut of 200 feet. East of the crosscut
on the same ledge values have been
found in the drift for about 200 feet.
This gives the total length of the shoot
of 400 feet. It will yield, it is thought,
an immense tonnage of ore of a high
grade.

The Centre Star north vein is de-
veloping favorably on the fourth level
of the Iron Mask. This ledgel has an
average width of five feet, although in
places it is as high as ten feet wide.
The values run about $10 in gold and
2 per cent. copper, or an average of $15
to the ton,

One of the most important finds made
for a long time is the locating of the
main ledge of the Centre Star in the
Idaho territory on the fourth level of
the latter property.” A stope is being
opened up on this find and a winze is
being sunk on the vein from the fourth
to the fifth level. The vein is 25 feet
wide where the winze is being made,
the ore is of a fairly high grade and
the prospects are most encouraging
for the finding of some rich shoots in
the Idaho.

PARKS BOARD
IS REPRIEVED

CAN HAVE ANOTHER GO
AT FIXING SALARY

Council Objects to $150 a
Month, But Will Not Say
What it Should Be.

The parks board probleem was again
before the city council Monday night,
when the same things were said that
have been said time and again at the
parks board or council. The result of
it all was a declaration by the coun-
cil that it would not consent to pay
Supt., England a salary of $150 a
month, but as to what should be paid
it refused to express #M opinion,
Figures all the way from $90 to $125
were mentioned and the parks board
can take its choice between these and
run its chance of having the counecil
approve the salary it may agree upon—
assuming, of course, that . it recedes
from its determination to pay  $150,
which has already been fixed in at
least two resolutions.

The' matter first came up Monday
on the second reading of Ald. Stew-
art’'s by-law to supersede the board by
a committee of council, at once,

Ald. Turner objected to this step, as
tending to . disarrange the whole work
of the board for this year. He agreed
that the council] members should be in
a majority on the board, but he be-
lieved the board could do the work bet-
ter than a committee of council.

Ald, Ross praised the work of the
superintendent and called attention to
the valuable asset the city had in the
nursery at. Beacon Hill.

Ald. McKeown agreed that the sup-
erintendent wag a capable man and
well qualified for his work, but he pre-
ferred a committee to a parks board.

After further discussion it was de-
cided to leave the by-law over until
another meeting and take up the
board’s resolution fixing the salary at
$150.

Ald Stewart moved, and Ald. Mable
seconded, that the request for ap-
proval be not complied with,

The mayor asked if the council would
be willing to make a compromise for a
certain sum, but this word was like
a red rag to Ald. Stewart., His wor-
ship hasteneed to explain that he did
not mean in the form of a resolution,
but an intimation that the council
would approve a resolution fixing the
salary at $120 or $125.

A salary of $110 was Ald. Stewart's
outside figure and he moved a reso-
lution to fix it at .that.

sport, as we understand the meaning of
the word sport in this country, but
simply as an excuse for unrestrained
and uncontrolled indulgence in the vice
of gambling.

‘RACING AND THE EXHIBITION.

; The racing meet in Victoria has at
least cleared up one point. Some of
us have been unable to understand
why it is impossible, as maintained
by some who profess to know what
they are talking about, to conduct a
meeting, short or long, without betting.
The books carry practically the entire
expenses of the meeting. Where do the
books get the money from? Now the
community which countéenances-  the
operations of what is known as the
betting ring in connection with turf
events is virtually in partnership with
that ring. it shares in the.profits of
the ring. It must assume responsi-
bility for the conduct of the ring and
for the consequeénces which naturally
flow from such conduct. It may be re-
sponsible for the creation of a spirit
in a eommunity which will have a per-
manently deleterious effect in that
community, It cannot devest itself of
responsibility by saying that adult men
and women should have sufficient con-

trol over themselves to resist tempta- |-

tion, But we have no right to permit
temptation to be put ih their’ way,
much less to become partners in pro-
ceeds which may flow from their fall,
in some cases from their ruin, Such be-

‘ing the case .the guestion a

\

rises as to ™

whether it will pay, in a material sense,
to encourage horse raging under such
conditions and responsibilities.
Passlng from hypothetical to con-
crete cases, we are told that horse rac-
ing has been the main attraction of
the Victoria ‘fall exhibition and that
the races cannot be successfully con-
ducted unless betting be permitted in
connection with them. In the light of

Putting aside all hypocrisy and
sophistry, the city might as well throw
itself wide open ‘and permit gambling
of all kinds and degrees. Indeed, much
better so, because there are probably
féw games in which the person singled
out to be skinned has not more chances
of winning than he has in going up
against the ring at a race track.

Americans to enjoy equal fishing rights
in marginal waters, Should Canada
adhere to the recently announced pol-
icy Of refusing to upply American
halibut steamers with bait, it will be
fairly regarded as an effort to make it
imposs§ible for Americans to enjoy
rights vouched them in the ‘treaty of
1818.” 3

“Such a policy will do Canada no
good,” cgntinues our Seattle contems-
porary. “It will simply impose a tem-
porary hardship upon American fisher-
men, It wil] force the Americans to
procure bait elsewhere, and will at the
same time develop a sentiment which
may be hurtful to the good accord
now subsisting between the two gov-
ernments and peoples.

THE SKEENA TROUBLE,

To the Hditor:—The attiude of the up-
per Skeena Indians is not at all surpris-
ing to any of"us who are familiar with
the ‘history of the North country for the
pasy thirty y®arg, and the wonder to us
is that there has not been some hostile
demonstration ‘long before this, say about
the time of the influx of whites to the
Bulkley Valley}.and ‘adjacent Skeena
country. The natives of that country
have always been. intolerant of white in-
trusion, and added to this the ill-advised
of ;,¢ertain . men who should
have made it_their duty to discounten-
ance any sign of disaffection as soon as
apparent. The argument assumed by the
Indians—that their lands had never been
taken from them by conquest or pur-
chase, is the doctrine of William *Dun-
.can, -of Metlakalitla fame.,  He it was,

enquire into Indlan troubles at Metla-
kahtla in 1885 stated to the ‘commission-
ers, the Hons.-A. C. Elliott, Alex: Davle,
Judge Ball and Capt. Theobald, R.N.,
that the Indians were owners of the
country, that the land had never been
Talienatéed from“them, either by purchase,
by gift, or by conquest, and therefore the
lands were still theirs. These remark-
able statements may be found in the re-
port of that commission, and there was
ample evidence that this peéernicious doc-
trine had been spread among the In-
dians of the north coast, the Skeena and
- Naas rivers, and according to report has
been promulgated ever since by certain
whites who, for reasons of their own,
have actively fomented the idea under
the guise of much abused Christianity.
There seems to be an idea prevalent that
Chief Capilano is responsible for this at-
titude of the Indians. Joe Moyer may
nothave preached disloyalty, but the
stereotyped formula regarding the owner-
ship of the land is that of Duncan. So
long - as the Skeena Indians were left in
comfortable seclusion no trouble result-
ed from these teachings, but now that the
country is being settled up trouble may
be expected, and disaster may follow if
precautions "are not taken in time. The
chief danger lies in thé fact that these
Indians imagine ‘that it is ifypossible for
a force to diglodge them should they
take to the warpath. This idea has been
intensified by the fact that certain érim-
inals are at large to-day in that country
after months of pursuit by tHe authori-
ties. Without posing as an alarmist I
would suggest that instant and effective
action be taken to ensure the safety of
white settlers in that country.

FIRST G: T. P. TRAIN
REACHES EDMONTON

On Friday Last Rail V‘\'l'as Laid
Between Winnipeg and
Albertan Capital.

The Edmonton Bulletin of Friday
last says: At éxactly five minutes af-
ter 10 o’clock this ‘morning the last
spike in the approach of the G. T. P.
bridge was made, and a few minutes
after an engine with -the track-laying
.machine and a private car, “Prince
Rupert,” made the passage across the
bridge.

Several hundred people from Edmon-
ton and the Clover Bar district were
present at the eastern end of the bridge
this morning in anticipation of the
crossing  being made. The construc-
tion gang had about two miles to lay
when they began to work shortly after
daybreak, and cegnpleted the home
stretch in record time with the inter-
ested spectators lining both sides of
the grade.

No sooner- was the approach com-
pleted than the crowd clamored for
an opportunity to be on the first train
to traverse the bridge. As many as it
was possible to get on were invited to
board the engine, track-laying machine
and private car and make the passage.
After going clear across in fine stvle,
the return was made to dispose of the
passengers. After that the engine pro-
ceeded digect as far as the packing
plant to which point the G. T, P. tracks
had previously been laid.

The G, T. P, line to the yards will
cross the C. N. R. tracks at the pack-
ing plant on an overhead trestle work
which has been in course of construc-
tion during the past month. This is
now about completed and is ready for
the rails. On the completion of this
work will be continued on the grade
west d¢ Edmonton along the division
from here to the Pembina river.

At the eastern énd of the tréstle
work the G. T. P. line forms a junc~
tion with the Canadian Northern . line
running into the C. N. R, station on
First street. With thid line it is now
possihle to proceed by train over the
new transcontinental line direct from
Winnipeg to Edmonton.

That the development of a country
follows rapidly on the introduction of
railway lines is shown by the rapid
settlement of that part of Eastern Al-
berta through which the G. T. P.
passes. During the past six months
three villages along the new road
have applied for incorporation, and are
now registered as such in the office of
the tax commissioner. These are Wain-
wright, Holden and Viking. Ryley,
the point where the G. T. P. branch
line leaves for Calgary, has algo made
application, which will be granted as
soon as the forms can be made . out.
Entwistle, a rising town.on the G. T, P.
grade west af Edmonton, has alsp been
granted incorporation as a village.

near Medicine Hat. Tofield, also on the
G. T. P., east of Edmonton, has entered
application for incorporation as a town

Glace Bay Strikers Also Confi-
dent—Expect Aid From
United States.

Glace. Bay, N. S, July 22.—Perfect
order prevails in the strike districts,
arrests being below the normal, and
no drunken men are to be seen. Tues-
day’s output was 9,111 tons from col-
lieries and banks. Yesterday morning
2,000 tons were mined at No. 2 colliery:
The company reports substantial pro-
gress at No, 3 and 4, strongholds of
the strikers.

On the other hand the miners still
profess confidence, and say the strik-
ers will have strong financial backing
from the United States.

Reserve mine is regarded as the pivot
point in the fight, and chariges there
are closely noted. Tuesday 20 men
were brought into the mine and re-
mained.

DECISION IN APPEAL '
BY FURNITURE DEALERS

~ With Complaints From
. Pagcific Coast.

p—

Washington, D. C., July 22.—The in-
terstate commerce commission has
handed down 4 decision in the case
filed by Pacific Coast furniture mer-
chants, favoring the xgerchaxits in the
shipment of wood mantels and metal
beds, but upholding the railroads in the
shipment of other articles enumerated
in the complaint, >

The complainants are headed by W.
W. Montague, of San Francisco. Sev-
enty-two- other dealers are associated
with him in the case. They complain-
eéd that thé minimum weight charged
by the railroads for carload lots of
furniture was too high. Montague
contended that the minimum should be
made low enough so that merchants
ordinarily could iload that much in a
car.

The roads in some instances charge
for the full capacity of the car and it
was asserted that in many cases it was
impossible to load encugh furniture in
a car to make the capacity weight, for
which the shipper was charged. The
contentfon was that the dealers wére
forced . to. pay freight on furniture
which was not cdyried by the road.

The commission, after hearing both
sides, decided to reduce the minimum
rate for a carload of wood rhantels from
16,000 to 14,000 pounds and to lower the
minimum on_metal beds from 30,000 to
24,000 pounds;  The commission held
that the present minimum is reasonable
in the shipment of bath tubs, tables,
new furniture, bedroom sets, beds, mat-
trésses and bed springs,

TABER MINE DISPUTE.

Ottawa, July 22.—The department of
labor has received the report of the
board of concilidtion in the strike of
the miners of the Canada West Coal
Company at Taber, Alberta. The ques-
tion at issue was mainly that of wages
and contract prices for coal, whether
the scréened or unscréened should be
paid for, and whether 2,240 or 2,000
pounds to the ton should be the basis
of calculation.

BOTTOM OF WELL

Youth at Mouth Powerless to
Assist Victim Below
Him.

NEW WATER SUPPLY
FOR RICHMOND

Ratepayers Endorse Proposal
Submitted by New
Westminster.

WITH METER NOT ANY
LIMIT TO SPRINKLING

Citizens Who Have Been Fined
Improperly Are Getting
Money Back.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The other day a well known citizen
was called upon to pay $1 to the water
department for watering his lawn dur-
ing hours when that very necessary
work is prohibited. He took the view
that as he had to pay for the water, it
being metered, he had a right to use
it how he pleased and water his lawn
when he pleased.

The restriction as to hours was put
in the by-law when consumers were
paying a flat rate for their water sup-
ply, and the object was, of course, to
prevent wasteful use of the none-too-
plentiful fluid. But now that there is
an ample supply, according to the au-
thorities, and this is being paid for by
meter, the -prohibition has been re-
mowved so far as metered pretnises are
concerned.

The citizen in question knew how the
present by-law reads and he pointed
out that he was quite  within his
rights.

Women Interested in Question
See Great Possibilities in
This 'Country.

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

Miss Wilkensen, of Swanley College,
near London, Eng. who in company
with Miss Kitson, of Scarboro, Eng.,
came here with the international dele-
gates, left to-day, en route for England.
Both ladies have Dbeen looking into
matters connected with their individual
lines of work. Miss Wilkenson is in-
terested in the establishing of young
girls trained in Swaniey College, 1in
good homes throughout British Co-
lumbia, They are trained in poultry
raising, -horticultural work and along
purely domestic lines. Miss Wilken-
son _has been in the interior of Van-
couver Island, looking into prices of
land for fruit raising, where women
might engage in that line of work pro-
fitably, and on her return to Eng., will
lay the matter before her. students.

Miss Kitson is employed by the Brit-
ish government in administering the
pauper law. In Canada, she is glad to
find, no such necessity exists. In
speaking for a few minutes on the sub-
ject at the Alexandra Club last even-
ing, Miss Kitson said Canada had been
a revelation to her. It made her feel
that there was no. need for the crowd-
ed condition of affairs in England,
where there was so much space in th=z
colonies. The unemployed of England
were unemployed, she said, largely be-
cause they were unemployable. Chil-
dren were reared in such vitiated at-
mospheres that they had neither the
physical, nor moral, .nor mental stam-
ina of children brought up in this
large, free country. The only solution
of the pauper¥ problem for England
was to find a home for its unemployed
in Canada and the other colonies. By
that, Miss XKXitson did not mean a
wholesale dumping of paupers and
other undesirables on the colonies, but
a good class of settlers who would be
willing to work, and take advantage

| of the privileges of this glorious coun-

try.

Few People Take Direct Route
From Vancouver to
- Seattle.

O

(From Thursday's Daily.)

There has never bpeen anything like the
present travel to Victoria throughout the
history of the city. Almost everyone who
comes to the West comes to Victoria. The
steamers carry large crowds both coming
and going, and the result is that a good
deal of meoney is being left here, and the
city is receiving mere and better adver-
tising than it has ever received before.

Yesterday was only -an average day,
nothing Ilike as high as some, yet the
number of people arriving from Seattle
on the Princess Vietoria was 660, and those
leaving on the Princess Charlotte was 790.
Besides this the Iroquois carried a good
crowd, and there were even more on the
steamers to and from Vancouver. At
least two thousand people entered and
left the city, the largest number being
tourists who stay one or more days and
pass on.

The result of the travel may be seen at
any time on the streets, the tally-hos,
the observation cars, at the curio shops,
the hotels and restaurants. Take the
hotels, for instance. The Empress and
several of the other hotels have almost
every day to turn away some who wish
to be guests. This has never happened
before except on special occasions. There
is not a hotel in town but is doing a good
business. A large amount of money is
being left in the city and this is bound to
have a good effect on business generally.

One striking feature of the business is
that so few people travel direct between
Seattle and Vancouver. All seem to pre-
fer coming round this way.. News of the
charms of Victoria has been bruited
abroad, and to-day the harvest is being
reaped. Even those who find they have
not time to stop off here-insist that their
round trip tickets read via Victoria, and
they are able to take a bird’s-eye glimpse
of the city in passing, with a couple of
hours to look at the parliament buildings,
the Empress hotel, and an opportunity to
send away a few post cards illustrating
the chief features of the city.

PROPERTY LOSS
WILL BE HEAVY

Another Hurricane Sweeps
From the. Guif of
Mexico.

~on {

-Houston, Texas; 'July 22.—Towns
throughout Souiheastern Texas and
along the Gulf of Mexico have suffered
severely froin two hurricanes  in the
past twenty-four hours, and a third
terrific storm is sweeping over the
country this afternoon. Bay City, 80
miles scuthwest of Galveston and 30
miles from the coast, was partially de-
molished by the third storm,-and three
men are known to be dead there.

Scores of cities and towng have been

heavily damaged by the series of
storms. Some places have been wiped
off the map, in others the property
loss will amount to hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars, and it is feared that
when more detailed accounts are re-
ceived a heavy death list will_ be added
to the toll of the elements.

The :yacht reported wrecked near
Galveston arrived in port this aftesr-
noon, undamaged. All on board were
safe and well.

Several convicts' were killed to-day
when the storm struck the state sugar
farm near Brazoria. A mill valued at
$250,000 was demolished by the hurri-
cane. The number of deaths there is
not knewn.

The entire business =ection of Bay
City was destroyed and Wharton, New
Philadelphia and Glidden were serious-
ly damaged. Houston business men
this noon raised $200,000 for the imme-
diate relief of the suffering communi-
ties. s

Towns Reported Destroyed.

San Antonio, Texas, July 22.—Every
building, in Random, Texas, was de-
molished. by the storm last night. Sev-
eral persons were injured, some pos-
sibly fatally, but no deaths have been
reported. Hast Bernard was also de-
stroyed. No -fatalities are reported
there. Heavy damage is reported to
have been done at Eagle Lake.

The ' rice crop suffered from the
storm, the damage being estimated at
more than $100,000. Reports from Eagle
Lake say that a Southern Pacific pas-
senger train was hit by flying wreck-
age and a number of passengers hurt
near there.

Swept by Storms,

New Orleans, July 22.—Little damage
was done along the Mississippi and
Louisiana coasts by the two storms
which swept the country. ‘Some prop-
erty wag destroyed, but no loss of life
is reported. :

POLICE AND GYPSIES FIGHT,

Foreigners Object to Being Deported
¥From New York,

New Yo‘rk, July 22.—Desperately re-
sisting the squad of police detailed to
place them aboard the steamer Verdi,
on which they arée to be deported, 24
gypsies to-day created a riot in the
streets of Brooklyn.

Though the men of the party were
supplied plentifully with money, the
authorities passed judgment that they
are non-producers and decreed that
they be returned to Buenos Ayres on
the Verdi, which sails to-night. The
fight was renewed when the party was
placed aboard a tug to be transferred
to the waiting steamer. The gypsies
seized babies from the arms of their
women, and using them as shields or
clubs, tried to drive back the officers
and take possession of the tug.

The officers were compelied to draw
their clubs, and many of the frenzied
foreigners were beaten into insensibil-
itw. s

Women of City Heard Austral-
ian Worker at Alexandra
Club.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The reception tendered Mrs. Dobson,
of Australia, by the Local Council of
Women at the Alexandra Club last
evening was a very charming affair.
The pretty rooms of the club were gay
with marguerites and spirea, and the
buffet from which dainty refreshments
were served by Miss Tully, assisted by
the Misses Hodges and Grieve, of Eng-
land, carried out a pretty color scheme
of white and yellow, with marguerites
and a graceful draping of pale yellow
silk,

Mrs, Hasell received the guests,
among whom were: Mr, and Mrs, C. E.
Cooper, Mrs, R. S. Day, Dr. Etta Deno-
van and her guest, Miss Johnston, Mrs.
J. T. Reid, Mrs. Gleason, Mrs. Andrews,
Mrs, Gordon Grant, Mrs. Veigh, Mrs.
R, B. McMicking, Mrs. Jenkins, Mrs.
Pickard, Mrs. Fitzgibbon, Miss Lawson
and a number of others,

Mrs. Dobson is a flat contradiction
to the opinion many hold, that taking
part in politics makes a woman un-
womanly, for a more gracious type of
womanhood it would be hard to find.
Beautifully dressed and full of her
subject, with perfect confidence in her-
self and her work, Mrs. Dobson gives
one a lasting Impression of the old-
fashioned motherly.type of woman, a
woman whom every one with whom
she came in touch would trust and like
instinctively.

Mrs. Dobson spoke first of the work
of the Local Councils of Australia,
poihting out the different lines along
which they, were conducted. Next, she
told how the suffrage had been grant-
ed the women of Australia, because it
had seemed right to the men that they
should have it. The women had been
doing the greater part of the philan-
thropic work. They had been caring for
the sick, fighting tuberculosis, caring
for the aged and .infirm, and imbecile,
doing in._short work which the men of
the country had neither the time nor
the inclination to do. Why then, said
the men, should they not be allowed to
vote?

Asked by some one in the audience if
going to the polls subjected a woman
to rudeness or insult, Mrs. Dobson in-
dignantly repudiated any such thought.
She ‘herself had voted a number of
times, and there had never been the
slightest approach to rudeness from
any of the men around the polls.
Women were, in the speaker’s opinion,
at least as well employed in attending
a  political meeting occasionally and
learning how their country was gov-
erned as in playing bridge or going to
the theatre. Women did not neglect
their home or their children because
they were interesting themselves in
politics. Rather they =made better
mothers and home makers, because a
sense of their individual responsibilities
wag brought home to them. They saw
the necessity for training their chil-
dren, . to take a responsible part in the
future of théir country. é

Women did not duplicate their hus-
band’s votes. Neither had the fact that
a woman often killed her husband’s
vote engendered family ill-feeling and
strife. The men of Australia realized
that the women of their country were
sensible, reasonable beings, and as such
had a right to vote as they chose
without question. The only menace was
from.the Socialist party, wnere in some
parts men and women both were forc-
ed to vote a party ticket. The women
of the educated classes were, however,
striving to counteract this influence by
distributing literature and going about
among the Socialist women, showing
them the utter unreasonableness and
folly of their line of action, and much
good was being done.

The Women’s Local Councils of Aus-
tralia and Tasmania paid special at-

tention to laws for children and wo- |

men, safe guarding and protecting
them wherever the occasion called for
it. As the law stood at present a man
might will his property away from his
wife, but the Women’s Council were
working for a law making it compul-
sory for men to make suitable provis-
ion. for their wives,

Mrs, Dobson emphasized the thought
that ministering children’s league so-
cieties should be organized everywhere.
There were at present many hundred
thousands of these, but there should
be many more, In these leagues chil-
dren were taught to be self-sacrificing,
to be constantly on the look out for
some way -of hélping others. In this
way children from their earliest years
were accustomed to the thought that
they must not live merely for them-
selves, Then, as they grew older, they
would take their places naturally in
philanthropic work, and carry it on un-
derstandingly.

At the close of her address, = Mrs.
Jenkins moved the Interesting speaker
a vote of thanks, which Mrs. Fitzgib-
bon seconded, and the audience ten-
dered her by standing.

Mr. Dobson gracefully acknowledged
thig tribute, and a spirited and inter-
esting discussion followed.

E.”"Murphy, Ralph Smith, M.P,, J. A.
Macdonald, M.P.P., R. Marpole, F. R.
Glover, R. M. Alexander and W. G.
Dick of North Vancouver.

There were three toasts given besides
that of “The King.” These were “Our
Guests,”- responded to by Hon. Mr.
Pugsley and Hon. Mr. Murphy; “The
Dominion Government,” responded to
by Hon. Mr. Templeman and Mr,
Smith, and “British "Columbia,” to
which Mr. Macdonald spoke,

Hon, Mr. Pugsley, in the course of
his speech, said: When we go back
and tell our colleagues of the wonder-
ful possibilities of this western land,
the remarkable industry and energy of
its people, our representations, I am
sure, will meet with a sympathetic re-
Sponse from the prime minister and
his cabinet. We shall tell them, you
may be sure, of your wants and de-
sires. .

In the past the needs of British Col-
umbia have not been properly under-
stood, It was not until about 1900 that
‘Westérn Canada as a whole awoke to
its magnificent possibilities. And then
the outside world awoke too, and thou-
sands began to pour in to your Middle
and Far West.

“The minister of public works must
from time to time come to council for
appropriations, asking for perhaps sev-
eral million dollars more than the other
cdabinet ministers may think necessary.
Last year I asked for fifteen million
dellars for public works. My colleagues
said: ‘Our revenues are declining, we
are going behind a million a month
from last year,” and I had té cut off
some seven millions. I am glad that
the Liberal] members of the country
agreed so gracefully to the reductions,
for we were charged by our epponents
with pre-election promises of public
works which we never intended to
carry out. I can say that the Liberal
party never makes such a promise.

“These works were not abandoned—
but postponed. I said they would  be
restored and that pledge will be carried
oyt to the very letter. We had a hard
time last year owing to the decline of
the revenues, bfit notwithstanding the
depression of 1908, the revenues were
double what they were when the Lib-
érals game into power, even though the
public taxes were so greatly reduced.
What a story that tells of the progress
of the country.”

_Hon. Mr. Murphy, alluding to his
portfolio, said:

" “My department does not take on a
tangible form; it is of an advisory na-
ture and I therefore cannot talk much
of it. But I can tell you'in general
termse of our advancements. In -the
Ottawa valley is the lumbering indus-
try; at North Bay the prospectors are
found heading for the silver camps of
Gowganda and Cobalt, where the com-
panies have paid $12,000,000 in divi-
dends. At Sudbury are the nickel
mines, yielding three-fifths of  the
world’s supply. At the Twin Cities are
the greatest inland docks; there are the
élevators, the biggest in the world,
which the three railways are building.

eller proceeds westward te this prov-
ince, which Lord Grey told me was not
only the greatest in the Dominion, but
in the Empire, the progress of the east
seems puny beside what you have done.
Allow me to share your pride and let
me say that your future prosperity will
be as great as your most rosy dreams
can picture. i

“As an eastern man I can say that
there is n6 antagonism in the east to
the west. Each is necessary to the
other.

“Dr. Pugsley has spoken of progress.
Progress is a relative term. Can we
cast a retrospective view over the con-
ditions that preaviled in former times?
Can any of us remember the times?
Can any of us remember the days of
the sailing ship when it took us twe
months to cress the Atlantic, and the
settler exchanging his pottage for the
necessaries of life? Then this country
was looked on as distant as if it were
in another continent. How remote
those conditions seem now! Transpor-
tation has brought us together. Big
cities have arisen here to dispute, and
successfully dispute, the commercial
supremacy of Quebec, Toronto and
Montreal. 3

“While the material development has
been wonderful, there has also been a
marked change in the political life.
There was once a movement for annex-
ation to the United States. That de-
sire was continued for years to follow
under different names. A feeling of
unrest as to Canada’s future caused all
kinds of ill-considered schemes which
hampered the public progress. At least
one million Canadians went to the
United States? What is it now? We
hear no more of annexation or of Im-
perial federation. All are bent onf mak-
ing Canada a self-governing nation
within the great British Empire. (Loud
cheers.) And to whom is this great
change in public sentiment to be at-
tributed? To Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
those who have assisted him since
1896! These are the milestones — the
British preferential tariff, the ‘South
African contingents, the Canadian del-
egates to the Imperial conferences, the
taking over of the fortifications at Es-
quimalt and Halifax, the gaining of
Canada’s right to make trade treaties,
and the right to say no treaties shall
be made affecting Canada without her
consent. But greater than all, our
chief has unified the diversified races
and elements and forged the strongest
link that binds the British Emplire.
Yours is the duty to weld that link
stronger still. You have a citizenship
comparablée with that of Imperial
Rome, or Imperial Greece, that will
rival Germany’s ceondition, France's
invincible pluck, and will riva} even
that of the Briton’s unswerving loyalty
to the basic principles of right, honesty
and virtue.

“In performing that duty you will be
true to the traditions of the races from
which you have sprung; and to thq his-
tory of the Liberal party, which has
stamped itself as the ome party insep-
arable from the people and marked by
the greatest record of human prog-
ress.”

Hon. Mr. Templeman, gpeaking to the
toast of ‘“The Dominion Government,”
hoped that he had been of some use in
helping to get the eastern cabinet min-
isters to visit the west. There was one
department of his work which promised
in the future t6 be of great importance,
that was the department of mines,
which though only now bheing organiz-
ed, would shortly do a great deal for
British Columbia. Even now much
was being don¢ here, Fourteen geo-
logical survey parties were at work
here, In the past very little had been
done in mapping out the mineral re-
sources of Britijsh Columbia, but the
time had come when the great indus-
_tries here should bé developed and he
hoped to have & hand in the work.

Referring to the harbor facilities Mr.
Templeman said when the G. T. P. was
completed to Prince Rupert, and the
C. P. R. had its two per cent. grade
established, the Pagific ports would
run St, John, Halifax and Montréal a
hard race for their laurels.

These  western provinces would sus-
tain any government which would pro-
duce a policy of development. He
hoped -that the Liberal government
would always merit thelr support on
such grounds.

Ralph Smith wad glad to have the
ministers in the west, He did not know
of a single member from British Col-
umbia who had not done his best for
the province, but their efforts amount-
ed to little unless those In authority
could see things with their own eyes.

J. A. Macdonald spoke to ‘“British
Columbia.” The Dominion government
had done the right thing in appointing
a British Columbia man as minister
of mines, for that was essentially a
portfolio belonging to her. Mr. Mae-
donald spoke glowingly of the mineral,
fruit, and forest wealth of the province.
He referred to the agitation for the
preservation of the timber limits and
stated that for such preservation it
would be necessary to give .the limit
holders a title which would encourage
them to such steps.

Mr. Macdonald closed with an elo-
quent descriptive peroration on British
Columbia. Cheers for Sir Wilfrid
Laaurier closed the banquet,

LABOR COUNCIL HEARS
SATISFYING REPORTS

More Men Are Employed Than
Ever—J. C. Watters Re-
elected President.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

At last night's meeting of the Viec-
toria Trades and Labor Council the
election of officers took place and re-
sulted as follows: President, J. C.
Watters, of Laborers’ Union; vice-
president, J. Dougal, Blacksmiths’
Union; corresponding secretary, C.
Sivertz, Letter Carriers’ Union,

The election of the balance of the
officers was postponed until next
meeting.

Delegates Herberger, Tibbits and
Lister were appointed a special gudit
committee with instructions te report
next meeting.

The labor temple committee reported
having visited many unions, being well
received and the plan heartily ap-
proved.

Secretary Sivertz made a report re-

| garding the state of trade among the

different union members during the
past six months. These dealt in detail
with all the different trades represent-
ed on the council, It showed that the
percentage of employed men was great-
er than for many years' past, and
prospects good for the balance of the
year.

O. Nelson, of the Standard Steam
Laundry, was permitted to address the
council, and said he understood that
the council had endorsed the publica-
tion of a bulletin called the ‘““Annual
Labor Review.” His firm was anxious
to advertise in it, but objected to do-
ing so if the advertisements of the
firms that did not employ union labor
were inserted. Firms whose advertise-
ments had been accepted employed
Chinese labor.

The president informed Mr., Nelson
had endorsed - the
scheme on condition that nothing was
to appear until first submitted t6 the
press committee of the Iabor ceuncil,
and so far nothing had been submit-
ted. There was no reason to doubt that
the committee would see that every-
thing was conducted on strictly trade
union lines.

Rev., Dr. Spencer wrote offering to
address a workingman’s meeting early
in August on the subject of local op-
tion, The letter was referred. to the
executive for consideration and report.

The secretary of the Barbers’ Union
wrote giving the name of certain
unions whose members patronized
non-union barber shops. Several of
the unions named were not affiliated
with the council. In no cases were
names or details given, which made it
difficult for the council to deal with
the matter effectively, After some dis-
cussion the matter was referred to the
executive to obtain fuller details. In the
meantime the council will use its moral
influence to. brjjig about a more satis-
factory condition of affairs,

The Laborers! Union wrote that they
were in favor of having an organizer
appointed for three months, the council
to pay one-third 1 the union two-
thirds of the exps provided it did
not exceed $300 for ti months.

Several bills and accounts were pre~
sented and erdered paid.

COOK STREET OWNERS
TURN DOWN BY-LAW

They Will Have None of a Tar
Macadam Surfacing for
Their Streef.

The Cook street paving tangle has got
another kink in it, and it looks as if
the end .would be that the street will
be laid with plain macadam, and that
the residents Wwill have all the dust
they have been trying to avoid by urg-
ing the laying of a dustless road sur-
face.

Macadamizing was decided upon over
a year ago and the work begun. Then
the owners thought- they would like a
bithulithic pavement, but the city so-
licitor advised the council that the work
having commenced the original by-law
could not be altered. An influential
deputation of-owners on that import-
ant and much-used thoroughfare wait-
ed upon the streets committee and
asked that some dust-proof pavement
be laid. They waived any choice in
the matter so long as it would put an
end to the dust nuisance.

The council then put through a sup-
plementary by-law for a tar-macadam
surfacing of the street and this has
been lying in the assessor’'s office for
the prescribed time. A majority of
owners have petitioned against the
work, so that the plan of a tar-maca-
dam top-dressing for the macadam
roadway - which is being laid is thus
knockeds«on the head. What will hap-
pen next is matter for conjeeture.

It is likely that a 'deputation of pro-
perty-owners will wait on the streets
committee to-morrow evening to enter
an emphatic protest against being put
off with anything short of a modern
road material, other than tar maca-
dam. The committee, having decided
some time ago to rid itself of paving
worries by shifting the responsibility
for choice of materials to the city en-
gineers shoulders, is not unlikely to
declin@ to deal with the matter,

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ELECTRIC WIRING
INSPECTION IS GOOD

But the By-Law is Antiquated
in Parts and Will Have to
Be Amended.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

After going into the facts, the electric
light committee last night decided that
the complaints made against James A.
Daly, inspector of electric wiring, were
not well founded, and that his work had
been in the interests of the city. The
complaints were made by John E. Pea=
cock, who alleged that Mr. Daly had
caused him to lose work by ‘“knecking”
him, and that the inspector did not make
adequate tests of wiring before giving
certificates. Another complainant, J.
Angus, who put in his kick through his
solicitor, J. A. Aikman, was net present,
although he had been notified of the
meeting. g

It does not follow, however, that the
complaints had not some foundation, but
not as regards Mr. Daly’s work. ' The
trouble appears to be that the electric
wiring by-law is behind the times, like
some other by-laws, and the committee
deeided to recommend several alterations,
which will be’considered and reported up-
on to council by City Electrician Hutchi-
son. If adopted, the inspector will be
paid a salary instead of by fees, and in-
stead of the certificate being issued by
him a permit will have to be obtained at
the city hall before wiring is installed,
and a fee paid, graduated according to
the number of lights. The inspector will
not only inspect new wiring, but will
have authority to inspect the wiring in
public places whenever he deems it ad-
visable, s0 as to make sure that mno
changes are made after the initial instal-
lation.

Mr. Daly told the committee that he
‘had no trouble with the regular firms and
individuals in the electrical supply and
installation business, but. it was with
‘floaters” that trouble arese. Men who
came here for a short time and meved on
to another city, doing a.few jobs, did not
take proper care to do their work well,
the money being all they cared for, and
with this class the greatest care had to
be taken. He frequently had to order
tfmprovements made before he could pass
the work, and this, of course, aroused the
wrath of ¢ontractors who were held back.

AND PASSAGES CLEAR

Regulétions as to Free Access
to Buildings Will Be
Enforced.

MONTHLY REPORT OF
MANITOBA FREE PRESS

Good Average Crop May Now
Reasonably Be Hoped
For.

Winnipeg, July 21.—The Manitoba
Free Press yesterday published its an-
nual July crop report. In part as fol-
Wows:

The prominent feature of all reports
is that there has been no damage from
frost or hail, and no serious damage
from drought. A few sections to the
north have had rather more rain than
they needed, and with one or two light
showers there is plenty of moisture to
mature the whole crop.

A careful reading of the reports
shows that the harvest will be, late.
in a few sections the claim is made
that the crop is up to last year, but
these are very few. Some barley cut-
ting will be done early in August, but
there will be no wheat cutting, even
in Manitoba, until about August 15th,
ard cutting will not be general until
the 25th of the month, while in north-
ern Saskatchewan and Alberta it will
not be at all general until September
ist. This refers to spring crops. only;
fall wheat will be cut considerably
earlier.

A harvest as late as this suggests
the possibility of frost damage, in some
sections at least, and though the pres-
ent outlook is for a good average har-
yest, there are stil] six weeks of anxi-
ous waiting between the Canadian
west and a harvest reaped entirely
without damage. The crop has made
fine progress since it was put into the
ground, but no argument can do away
with the fact that it went in two weeks
late, and has, to some extent, at
least, been retarded by dry weather in
June. This statement is not made in
any spirit of pessimism, but merely to
draw attention to the faet that the
predictions of a 130,000,000 and 140,000,
000 bushels wheat crop are absurd.
Such statements tend to depress the
market and make wheat a lower price
than it should be when it leaves the
farmers’ hands.

The Canadian west will have a
wheat crop all right, but the time at
which it was seeded and the conditions
since the seed went into the sground
preclude the possibility of a “humper
crop” in all the area seeded. A good
average crop the west has every rea-
son to hope for, but it would be un-
reasonable and unwise to anticipate
more.

INSURANCE AGAINST
UNEMPLOYMENT

BOY TELLS SECRETS
OF BLACK HAND

Confesses He Killed Man Who
Refused to Pay
Money.

Chicago, July 21.—Tony Baffo, an 18-
year-old Italian boy who has been in
this country three years, confessed
here to killing Guiseppe Fillipelll, a
grocer, at the same time laying bare
the inner workings of-the Black Hand.

The organization to which young
Baffo belonged was called the ‘““Society
of Justice.” Its other members were
named, The murder was committed on
April 12th. Baffo said:

“I came to the country about three
years ago and worked as a laborer on
a railroad, I met Antonio Nudo, Rafael
A, Nudo and Pasqualla Nudo, Joseph
Cara and a man of the name of
Ernesto. They wanted me to belong to
their gang, and they promised to give
me a sister of the Nudos to marry. The
gang was formed to get money out of
people who were supposed to be well
off, by sending letters and telling the
person to bring the money to a c«,!rtain
place,

“We were laying for Fillipelli for
three months, but we had no chance to
get him because he always had his
wife with him or a baby in his arms.
On the night he wag killed we waited
until he came out of the store, carry-
ing the baby.

“Pasqualla and I walked toward a
vacant lot, and when Fillipelli passed
Pasqualla hit at him with a club, but
missed him, Fillipelli turned around
and grabbed me, and I pulled a re-
volver and shot two times, The others
cut him,

“These men wrote Filllpelli letters
demanding money, and because he did
not pay it they were angry.”

The police later arrested Antonio
Nudo, Ernestq Ferres apd Guiseppi
Cara, and expect to appre¥gnd others.

REFORM NEEDED.

Dr. Lamb, of Matteawan Asylum, Ad-
dresses State Superintendents.

Albany, N. Y., July 21.—Reform in
the commitment and the discharge of
prisoners adjudged to he insane crim-
inals was favored yesterday at the
conference of superintendénts of state
hospitals by Dr. Robert R. Lamb, medi-
cal superintendent of the Matteawan
state hospital. Dr. Lamb said that at
the time persons were committed the
cases are introduced in the broadest
aspect' but a narrower view is taken
when the question of discharge is un-
der consideration,

One factor that received little atten-
tion in the eourts according to Dr.
Lamb, is that through months of sim-
ple living in a hospital for the insane
the patient’s environn#énts are favor-
able and utterly unlike the conditions
he .must face when he re-enters so-
ciety.

Dr. Lamb read statistics of 43 cases
where the release of patients from
Matteawan was applied for on habeas
corpus proceedings. In two cases the
papers were withdrawa. Of the remain-
ing forty csaes, only seven were re-
manded to the custody of the hospital.
One of these had been pronounced an
incurable, and was granted his re-
lease on appea] to a jury. In 34 cases
the patients were discharged, and of
these fourteen found their way back
to either prison or ' hospital. Eight
showed symptoms of mental disturb-
ance. Three were unable to earn their
own living, six disappeared from view,
two committed suicide and one was
only partially self-sustaining.

Of the 43 patients, 12 were charged
with murder in the first degree. In re-
lation to the competency of a jury to
determine mental disease, Dr. Lamb
said it can only be said that in the
experience of both law and medicine,
it appears as little short of farcical,

WILL TEST POWERS

OF YALE ATHLETES [

Strenuous Programme for

Training of Students Is
Recommended.

New Haven, Conn., July 21.—The
rigid training and discipline to which
Japanese soldiers are being subjected
will be imitated by Yale Unliversity
in training athletes if the recommen-
dations of reparts in the hands of the
faculty are carried out. Mountain
climbing under adverse cqndxtions of
altitude and heart action tests are
urged and the elimination of all can-
didates for athletic honors who can-
not survive the tests.

Six hundred Yale undergraduates
were subjects of demonstration by the
Yale gymnasium directors in the last
year.

TRIES TO IMPEACH
TESTIMONY OF WITNESS

Annapolis, Md., July 21.—Keeping close
watch on every answer made by Lieut.
Wm. ¥. Bevan, who occupied the witness
stand to-day in the inquiry into the death
of Lieut. James N. Sutton, Harris Davis,
counsel for Mrs. Sutton, succeeded in
tangling the officer in a net carefylly
woven by a series of carefully selected
questions. Dayvis pointed out that Bevan,
who was an officer of the guard on the
night of the tragedy, now admits that he
was holding Sutton down at the time the
shot was fired, although his previous
story was dlfterent At the first inguiry
into- the death of Sutton, Davis said,
Bevan declared thdt he ran through a
crowd of men to get at Sutton’s body, af-
ter the shot was fired. The attorney al-
so pointed out that Bevan had been un-
able at that time to give thé names of
any of the men in the crowd.

Another point dwelt upon by the attor-
ney was the fact that Bevan testified to-
day that Sutton’'s arms were outstretched
at the time the shot was fired, while in
hig first story he said the lieutenant’s
hand was under him.

Replying to Davis’'s attempt to impeach
his testimony, Lieut. Bevan declared he
had a bad memory, and that this fact
might easily account for discrepancies in
his testimony.

Bevan’s first statement was that any of
the officers present at the time Sutton
was shot might have Wworn revolvers
without his.knowing it. Other witnesses
had testified-that none of the officers, ex-
cept Sutton, was armed.

Bevan said he was absolutely certain
that the shot which ended Sutton’s life
came from a revolver in Sutton’s hand.
When asked if Sutton fired the revolver,
he said that no ohe else was in contact
with it.

Leading up to a positive motive for
Sutton to end his life, Bevan said: “‘Be-
tween two and six months previous to
the shooting, I visited Sutton in his tent.
We had a talk, and at that time Sutton
said life in the marine corps was unat-
tractive to him. ‘Some day I will sHoet

myself,’ bhe gaid.”
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GALVESTON - AGAIN
SCENE OF FLOOD

WESTERN PORTION OF
CITY UNDER WATER

Waves Sweep Over Sea Wall—
Railway Communication
Is Interrupted.

Houston, Tex., July 21.—Huge waves
driven before a. sixty-mile gale to-day
swept over the new sea wall at Galves-
ton, Texas, inundating many streets
and causing immense property damage,
but the breakwater withstood the ter-
rible pounding and probably saved the
city from a fate similar to that which
befell it September 18th, 1900, when it
was totally destroyed by a terrible
flood which cost thousands of lives.

The only meang of communication
with Galveston this afternoon is one
telephone wire which is worked inter-
mittently, and exact oonditions of the
1looded city are impossible to ascertain.
No lives have been reported lost as
yet, but as a number of small craft in
the harbor are known to have been
wrecked by the gale, it is probablel
that their crews did not esgcape.

Railroad communication with that
city was cut off early to-day when a
fishing schooner, driven before the
storm, collided with the bridge which
connects the island upon which Gal-
veston is situated with the mainland,
and tore out three spans of it. Two
famous bathing pavilions are reported
to have been wrecked, and it is thought
that considerable waterfront property
fell before the fierce pounding of the
heavy seas which swept with terrific
force over the sea wall,

The main ,portion of the wall was
withstanding the attack of the waves
when late reports were received, al-
though weak spots had given away and
allowed the water to rush  into the
streets. Throughout the day water
poured over the lower pertions of the
sea wall in an immense volume, and at
times the waves were so huge that
they swept over the highest sections,
17 feet high, as though the breakwater
was not there,

Relief trains cannot be sent to the city
in the event of the situation becoming
s0 serious that assistance is needed,
because of the wrecking of the rail-
road bridge. Officials of the railroad
company declared to-day that it would
be nearly a week before rail communi-
cation could be restored.

One message, received by the West-
ern Union Telegraph Company shortly
after noon, indicated that the wind
was changing and driving back the
waves, but other reports say the water
is washing into the cily in immense
volumes, and that some of the streets
are more than eight feet under water.

The storm which caused the flooding
of Galveston was first sighted Ilast
Saturday in the Carribean sea. The
barometer was falling rapidly at Gal-
veston when the latest word was re-
ceived from there, and it 'is feared
that the worst of the storm has not
yvet struck the city. 3

Galveston is a city of 40,000 inhabi-
tants. The sea wall over which the
waves were blown to-day by the furi-
ous storm which swept up the gulf of
Mexico was built when the city was
rehabilitated, after being destroyed by
a tidal wave in 1900. The wall is so
strongly built that only a terrific force.
could tear holes in it, as the present
storm is reported to have done. It is
17 feet high in places, and at every
point is two feet above the highest
mark reached by the water nine years
ago.

Official Message.

Washington, D. C., July 21.—The
weather bureau to-day issued the fol-
lowing report received here to-day
from Galveston, Texas:

“At 10.15 o’clock the water was high
in the gulf and had swept over the new
sea wall, and was several feet deep in
the western portion of the ecity. The
barometer was at 29.3¢ and falling rap-
idly. The wind was from the northwest
and blowing at the rate of 44 miles an
hour,

ARRAIGNED ON
CHARGE OF MURDER

Preliminary Hearing in Cése of
Albert Ryan Set for
July 26th.

Los Angeles, Cal.,, July 21.—Although
Albert Ryan, connected with the Western
Federation of Miners, shot and killed
Harry Snyder and wounded two other
men, a coroner’s jury refused to bring in
a verdict against him late Monday after-
noon, and yesterday Ryan faced only a
formal charge of murder brought by the
state's officers.

The coroner’s jury declared that Snyder
came to his death from a gunshot wound
inflicted by one Albert Ryan, but refused
to pass upon the question of self-defence.
Ryan was arraigned before Judge Freder-
ickson, and his preliminary hearing set
for July 26th.

Otto Miller, one of Ryan's victims, who
was the object of Ryan’s attack and who
received three bullets, is in a low condi-
tion, and has slight chance for recovery.

DIRECTOR HERE

ARRIVED YESTERDAY
ON JAPANESE BOAT

Many Germans Discharged
From Positions on Ching-
Pu Railway.

Tuesday afternoon the steamer
Shinano Maru arrived from the Orient
with a good number of passengers and
a little over three thousand tons of
freight. The vessel made a fast trip
across the Pacific, with very little rough
weather,

Among the passengers was Valentine
Chirol, one of the directors and
foreign editor of the Lomndon Times,
who has been spending a holiday in
Japan and China. He finds that the
trade of Japan is very much handicap-
ped by the boyecott which the Chinese
have instituted against them. The
Chinese, Mr. Chirol says, use the
boycott effectively against anyone and
everyone, but there has been no case
on record where it has had such far-
reaching effects as in the case of the
Japanese. Mr. Chirol is now on
his way to England, where he wili re-
turn to his duties. 3

“Japan,” said Mr. Chirol, “is just
getting over a slight set-back which
followed the war. When the war end-
ed the country overdid itself and the
check was just what was needed as
training for the Japanese people, Now
they are realizing that they must not
move too fast; that, in the world of
trade they cannot carry everything
their own way as they did in battle.
They are recovering from the set-back
and will know enough not to move too
fast in future.”

Another interesting passenger on the
steamer was M. Zumoto, the owner of
the Japanese Timeés, a Toklo publica-
tion printed in English. Mr, Zumoto is
on his way to New York, where he in-
tends to conduct an intelligence bureau
for the dissemination of information
on matters Japanese. He will keep peo-
ple who wish information on the con-
dition of the Japanese market in stocks
and produce, and also in other lines,
informed. Speaking of thé condition of
trade in the Orient Mr. Zumoto says
that there is a general awakening and
everyone ig of opinion that the lowest
mark has been reached. At Hongkong,-
which is the financial centre of China,
there is a slight movement for the
better, and all along the line things
are improving., In Japan stocks are
moving slowly upwards and that is al-
ways a good sign.

Other paSsengers were D. E. Clark,
whao is here from Hongkong on a visit
and expects to return to the Orient in
a couple of months; and a number of
missionaries and others returning on
furlough or for good.

The' freight consisted of §70 bales of
silk valued at a little over a quarter of
a million dollars, and general Oriental
goods, mostly Japanese. Of the latter
285 tons was discharged here before the
steameyr left for Seattle,

News was received that the Chinese,
and Japanese governments are arrang-
ing a postal convention between the
two countries, which will prove mutual-
1y bex?ﬂcial The Chinese government,
howe¥er, do not move very fast in mat-
ters of this kind, and it is improbable
that the matter will be settled for some
time.

News was also received of a revulsion
‘of féeling against the aggressiveness of
the Germans taking place in China.
A conference had recently been held at
which « it was decided to discharge
seventy German employees from .the
Ching-pu railway.’ They were given
three months’ salary in advance and
told to go. The station which was to

Traders and Retailers Discour-
aged Over Outlook—
Lack of Skins.

With the closing of the lightest trap-
ping season ever known in Alaska and
British Columbia, prices of nearly. all
kinds of furs are to be greatly advanc-
ed and the Iynx, now at-its zenith
in popularity., will be within the reach
of only the wealthy during the ensuing
winter.

This is the prediction of furriers who
declare that practically no good lynx
have been received this year and only
a few of the poorer summer skins of
this animal will be sent to the eastern
markets. The winter and spring trap-
ping season is now at an end ang trad-
ers and retailers are discouraged over
the outlook. ‘

This last season’s catch has been the
lightest on record and in this business
it is impossible te tell more about the
future than one can about future
wheat prices. European fox and lynx
are a poor quality and of no great
quantity. The entire world must look
to Alaska and British Columbia for the
output, and as a result of the light
catch the lynx that brought from $2.50
to $4 four vears ago will jump to from
$15 to $30 the coming winter,

The
depression in foreign services, especi-
ally on the American line, is unpreced-
ented since the inauguration of that
service. The company’s liners have at
times booked only about one hundred
tons of cargo. The business reports of
foreign shipping companies are also
pessimistic. The dullness is due to
world-wide depression, and recovery
cannot be expected until the latter is
overcome. ‘The reports and accounts of
European steamship companies for last
year are all unsatisfactory.

ENOUGH CHARTERS TO
SUPPLY DEMAND

Demand for Tonnage Will. De-
pend Both on Crops and
Home Consumption.

Some further grain chartering has
been reported, says the Commercial
News of San Francisco, but the ten-
dency on the part of shippers is to hold
off and await developments. A prom-
inent northern exporter in: talking of
the coming grain season says:

The wheat crop this season will be
some three weeks later than usual on
account of the backward spring and
summer and exporting of grain will
not begin before ‘October. By far the
larger portion of the wheat will go
this year by steamer instead of in
sailing vessels, as heretofore. Enough
charters have been secured already to
supply the first demand.-ang when they
are needed there will be plenty of
steamers available for wheat. What
charters we have already taken have
been with the ‘option of loading either
on the Ceolumbia river or Puget Sound.
Unti] the wheat actually begins to ac-
cumulate we cannot tell- how large an
export business will be done because
it all depends on whether the demand
for the grain at home is large or not,
If domestic requirements are great this

‘year, a large portion of the crop will

probably be shipped to New York, but
otherwise the  foreign demand will be
supplied from Pacific' coast points.

Lumber chartering rremains qulet.
During  the week two small vessels
were taken for the  West ' Coast; one
from the Sound to Valparaiso as 38s
9d, and the others from Grays of Willa-
pa to Callao at 40s. In steam a vessel
has been fixed for later loading Puget
Sound to Tyne at 60s.

Coastwise business is dull, with rates
on a very unprofitable basis.

RIGOROUS TRAINING
POLICY OF JAPANESE

Army General Staff Refuses to
Make Any Changes in
Methods.

Log Angeles, July -20.—Discussing the
action of military officers in placing the
lives of their men in jeopardy by ex-
posure to the merciless rays of the sun
while on drill, a military expert here
said:

‘““Phe drilling of troops during the
most. unfavorable weather is in con-
formity with the established principle
of the Japanése generaj staff to elimin-
ate weaklings from the fighting line
and to have only the most sturdy
troops remain in the. organizations
which would be called upon to stand
the first shock, in. case, of war, All
soldiers showing constitutional weak-
neéss; who 'do inot give/way : under the
drastic training are placed in the re-
serves,

“During last Decémber an infantry
brigade wag ordered to scale Mount
Fujyama during a blinding blizzard,
and over thirty men were lost during
the ascent. A great popular outery
was raised at the time, but the general
staff explainéd the order which resuit-
ed in the heavy loss by stating that it
was necessary to inure the men: to both
cold and heat, even though lives were
sacrificed, in view of the inevitable
struggle which is pending with Russia
in Manchuria. The present drilling of
the troops in the stifiing heat which
sweeps over Japan in the summer in-
dicates ‘that popular disapproval has
not influenced the general staff in in-
stituting more humane methods in the
conditioning of the troops, %

“It is estimated that the liveg of over
1,000 soldiers have been  sacrifiecd In
carrying out this pelicy since the close
of the Russian war, and that thou-
sands to others have been incapitat-
ed for military duty. Despite the pro-
tests of the press and_the progressives
among military officers, the Mikado has
refused to interfere with the policies of
the gen‘e\ral staff.”

Councillor _Colbert, chairman of the
health committee, reported that so far
no steps had been taken to “abate the
nuisance at .the Willows race traek, .
cdused by a deficient septic tank and
an open ditch. leading from it.. He had
met several of the city officials in re-
gard to it. He was instructed to push
the matter and get a settlement of
some kind as soon as possible.

A petition was received from the
residents on Monterey avenue north,
agking that concrete . walks be comn-
structed under the local improvement
plan. . This was ordered to take the
usual course. Some time ago:the same
regidents asked for walks, gutters and
boulevards, but it was, found that the
assessment would exceed the limit al-
lowed by the act.

Another petition was from the owns
ers of the new “Linkleas” subdivision
asking for macadamized roads, side-
walks, boulevards, gutters, trees. sew«
ers and water, all to be construeted
undér the local improvement plén.

SOUTH SAANICH WILL
GET A WATER SUPPLY

City Council Agrees to Meet the
Suburban Muni-
cipality. . _

A contrast 'between South  Saagnich
and Hak Bay in their way of meeting
the city was drawn by Ald. Stewart
on Monday, when Reeve Quick and
Councillors Jones and Sewell met the
city council in reference to the former
municipality securing a supply of water
from the city. -

The "deputation explained that South
Saanich did not desite the city to pay
more than half the dost of laying pipes
on streets forming the boundary, while
ft would itself bear the whole cost of
extension of mains in the municipality,
and,; of course, any replacing and re-
newing of these. They sUggested that
the city undertake the ordinary main-
tenance, as it would recelve the rev-
eénue arising. It was desired that the
city collect the water rentals just as
inside the boundary. Extensions of the
“mains on Gorge road, Burhside road
and Harriet road were desired. =

municipality as speedily as it can,

Reeve Quick thanked the council for
the manner in which it had met South
Saanich, l

Ald, Stewart remarked that South
Saahich had always met the city fair-

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BARRISTER ADVISES
' COUNCIL IN MATTER

Agreement Cannot Be Cancel-
led by City, Nor Can Bet-
ting Be Stopped.

Mayor Hall’s |[plan of stoppi{lg the
race meet by evicting the B. C. Agri-
cultural Association from occupation of
the fair grounds, cannot be' carried
into effect. His resolution proposing
this step would not be accepted by the
city council until legal opinion ‘had
been obtained as to the powers of the
city in the matter.

City Barrister [Taylor’s opinion in de-
tail was read at the council meeting
Monday night, and this advises that the
city cannot stop? the race meet nor can
it prevent bettihg legally carried on.

The city has to stand by the agree-
ment between [the British Columbia
Agricultura] Asspciation and the Coun-
try Club, approved by the city council,
under which the race meet is being
conducted. The opinion of Mr. Taylor
is contained in-‘|the following letter:

“Dear Sir,—I heg to acknowledge re-
ceipt of your communication enclosing
(1) a letter from the secretary of the
B C. Agriculttﬁ}al Association to the
city, dated March 15, 1909; (2) resolu-
tion of the city |council with reference
to the same, of pven date; (3) copy of
a lease from the|B. C. Agricultural As-
sociation to the Victoria Country Club,
Limited, dated April 15, 1909; and (4)
copy of a resolution of the city council,
dated July 12, 1909, together with a re-
quest for an opinion as to ‘what steps,
if any, the council may legally and pro-
perly take to cancel or annul the
agreement enterpd into between the
parties be.fore mentioned, or in any
event, to_give effect to the object
sought to be attained by the resolu-
tion.’ :

“From an examination of the circum-
stances preliminary to the occupation
of the property [in question by the B.
C. Agricultural |Association, it would

‘appear -that such . association is a
tenant at will and not a tenant' on
suffrance, as would appear by the res-
olution, The' difference is that the
former is always in by right, but the
latter holds-over by wrong after the
expiratiop of a |[lawful title.. It may
be stated generally that whenever pre-
mises are occupied by their owner’s
¢onsent but without stipulation as to
length of time during which suc¢h oc-
cupation is to last, the presumption as
to the tenancy is that it is a tendncy
at will . 2 3 :

“There does not appear to have been
at any time any lease or agresement be-
tween the city and -the B. C.-Agricul-
tural Association as to its ocecupation
for -any definite| or particular period.
The msual remedy for the determina-
tipn of-a tenancy -at will is by making
a forma) demand for possession to be
followed by legal proceedings for re-
covery of possession .in case the tenant
at will fails to comply with such de-

mand.  Ordinarily, - this- means an ac-
tion of ejectment—a proceeding which
would be of little use to the city under
the circumstanceg, as it would not be
possible! to have|an action brought to
trial until' some [time after the expir-
ation of the long vacation on the 1st
of September next.

‘“There is, however, a more summary
procedure which might be taken before
a eounty court judge. This latter pro-
cedure, however, leaves a right in the
tenant for a peripd of three months to
have the proceedings thereunder’ re-
viewed by the supreme court,

*“In the event ¢of either of the above

forms of proceedure being adopted, the
¢ity would then| be confronted with
this difficuity, that the B. C. Agricul-
tural  Association, as tenants at will,
not having a right to sub-let the prem-
ises by virtue of such’ tenancy, ap-
plied to the city for leave to sub-let
to the Victoria Country Club, Limited.
The application. of the Agricultural As-
sociation is contained in a letter of
date March 15,| 1909, wherein is set
forth the terms|and conditions upon
Wwhich .the Country Club offered to
make“an arrangement and also notice
that thé Agricultural Association pro-
posed to make such arrangement with
‘the Country Club|unless the council ex-
: @regsed disapproval, :
. “On the same |date a resolution of
the city council |was passed, wherein
Yit was stated that the council ‘did not
for the present
objection to the :
B, C. Agricultural Association contem-
plated entering into, but reserved to it-
.gel¢ the right to take any action which
gireumstances might dictate in case any
‘#mproper use should be made of the
Propérty.’ Under| this authority the B.
€. Agricultural | Association executed
the lease of the 15th of April 1909, to
the Victoria Country Club. The terms
of this lease do not appear to extend
beyond the terms submitted for the
.approval of the |council, but on the
‘gontrary, appear| to be quite in line
therewith. Under the circumstances
1 should (think that the city would be
estopped from either disputing™ the
right of the B. C. Agricultural Asso-
ciation to have |given such lease, or
from interfering with the tenants’ pos-
session thereunder, except for breaches
of covenant contained therein, even
should the oity oust the Agricultural
Association and |obtain ' possession of
the property. In other words, the
“‘agreement” or Jease between the B.
C. Agricultural |Association and the
Vietoria Country| Club can neither be
cancelled nor annulled by the city,

“The resefation contained in the
r@solution of July 12th does not, it
seems to me, under the circumstances

'oveate any greater right in the city
than would exist without such reser-
vation. Any landlord ‘may take any
agtion which cir¢umstances may dic-
tate in case any improper use is made
of leased premises’ and the mere state-
iment of such fact in the resolution of
the counecil authorizing the Agricul-
tural Association to make the ar-
rangement in question does not enlarge
ssich right.

“It can hardly, however, be said that
'8 use of leased property, which use has
!been sanctioned | and . authorized by
¥'va owner, or )jil autaoerizesd repre-

.
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sentative, in form of a lease thereof
for such purpose, is an improper use
of such property so as to entitle the
owner to cancel a lease thereof if the
owner should thereafter think such
particular use vinimical to his welfare
or to the welfare of the city wherein
he dwells. The resolution of July 12th
of the city council recites that the B.
C. Agricultura] Association ‘have per-
mitted the use of the grounds for con-
tinuous daily racing for sixty days, of
which about thirty have expired, and
that this exceeds the originally con-
templated programme.’

“I have been unable to find, af#er
perusal of the documents submitted,
any reference to either thirty or sixty
days. On the contrary the letter of re-
quest from the association asks for per-
mission for the use of the race course
‘for such meeting as they (the Vic-
toria Country Club) may find it pos-
sible to hold for the season of 1909 at
a rental of $60 per day for each day
on whieh there is a race meeting, and
a promise that the like privilege will
be extended to the club in preference
to others at a rental to be agreed for
a further four years.’” The lease sub-
stantially embodies the terms of the
request in this respect.

“A repetition - ¢f protracted race
meetings upon the property in ques-
tion may be prevented by the refusal
of the city to sanction an extension of
the lease.

“If any breaches of covenant as be-
tween the association and the Country
Club have occurred, and none appear
from the facts submitted, the city can-
not take advantage of same. Such a
right could not accrue to the city in
any event. After the city obtains pos-
session a ‘right would then arise as to
breaches thereafter.

“Quite, irrespective of the lease, or
any .,arrangement existing between
either the city, the B. C. Agricultural
Association or the Country Club, if any
use is made of the grounds contrary
to the provisions of the criminal law,
any person may cause proceedings to
be taken against the persons offending,
but it is worth mentioning in this re-
gard that betting is not prohibited by
the criminal law of Canada, and par-
ticularly where such betting takes
place upon race courses of incorporated
racing associations during the actual
progress of race meetings, The city,
therefore, under the circumstances of
this case has no power to prevent bet-
ting upon the'premises, nor to ypre-
vent the use of the premises for the
purposes of racing for the period of the
existing lease.

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ALDERMEN HAVE
A HEATED TIME

PURCHASE OF FIRE
ENGINE THE CAUSE

e o

Opinions Differ as to Merits of
Motor and Horse-Drawn
/ Engines.

The first unpleasant incident which
has occurred at a council meeting for
a8 long time was Monday, when one
of the members refused to withdraw a
remark which was capable of an of-
fensive meaning, and was so taken by
the two aldermen to whom it was ad-
dressed, although subsequently he did
withdraw and explained that no in-
sinuation wag intended,

It all arose out of the proposal to
purchase a new fire engine, and a dis-
cussion of the merits of the class of
engine recommended, as displayed in a
test made on Grant's wharf a few
evenings ago.

The fire wardens recommended the
purchase of a Waterous fire engine at
$5,000, the cost of a motor engine be-
ing prohibitive, and the putting in of
several new hydrants.

Ald. Turner-  asked if no provision
was being made for a hydrant  in
front of the Yates steet pumping sta-
tion.

Ald. Fullerton; chairman of the fire
wardens, replied that the matter had
not been taken up vet.

“We should have had one there long
ago,” declared Ald. Turner. “We are
paying ®ight per cent. for the insur-
ance of that plant because we are ne-
glecting fire protection. I move that
this report be amended by adding a
hydrant in front of Yates street pump-
ing station.”

Ald. McKeown, in seconding this,
said he-was surprised to find that two
other hydrants which it was agreed
last year to put in on Belmont and St.
Charles streets were not included in
the list. '

Ald, Stewart was informed that the
cost of a hydrant was $45, and this
ledq him to remark that there was
something wrong when it cost $70 or
$80 to repair each of them.

Ald. Mable said the wardens recom-
mended turning over the hydrants to
the fire chief’s control, but that did not
suit the water commissioner’s ideas.

Ald. Fullerton stated that there
were bills against various city depaftrt-
ments for $720 for damage- done . to
hydrants. He mentioned ‘that of the
$17,500 appropriation made for addi-
tional fire protection there was only
$5,300 left. He agreed to a hydrant for
Yates street station, and the report
was so amended, after Ald. Turner had
protested against the apparent unwill-
ingness to spend $45 for the protection
of an expensive plant,

Ald. Bishop did not think the city
should buy another Waterous, in view
of its experience with the present one,
to which the mayor replied that the
old one never had a chance. A discus-
sion took place as to two tests made
on Grant’'s wharf, at the first of which
the old Waterous engine got Bome
salt water into its tubes and bucked.
At a later test which some of the al-
dermen did not see, it did all right.

Aldermen Turner and Raymond ex-
pressed themselves in favor of a motor
engine, even at a greater cost, while
Ald. Henderson said it would be a mat-
ter of $5,000 or $6,000 extra and this city
was not suited to a motor.

Ald. Fullerton declareed that ‘Ald.
Turner and Raymond were ‘“rot play-
ing on the square.”, This naturally
drew a protest from them and an or-
der to withdraw from the mayor, who
repeated his order when Ald. Fuller-
ton tried to get in an explanation.

“I don’t withdraw the remark,” said
the chairman of the wardens,

“Then sit down; you can’t speak,”
said his worship.

“I don’t care,” retorted Ald. Fuller-
ton. ‘“Be arbitrary if you wish.”

“You will sit down and respect the
chair,” said the mayor, who was get-
ting angry.

“The - chair has to be respectful to
the aldermen,” Ald. Faullerton re-
marked, but he sat down.

The mayor issued his ultimatum that
the alderman must either withdraw or
not be heard further, and Ald. Fuller-
ton persisted in his refusal. Finally,
however, he withdrew the remark and
explained that it had reference to his
colleague’s attitude as to tests, the re-
sult of which had been communicated
to them. The report passed on a di-
vision, Ald. Turner - and Bishop dis-
senting.

TRADE RELATIONS WITH JAPAN.

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, July 20.—Referring to a
Canadian Associated Press  dispatch
from London this morning, stating that
the colonial office had sent a protest to
the Canadian government respecting
Trade Commissioner Preston’s advo-
cacy of direct trade relations between
Canadian and Japanese business men,
the latter, who is now here, says the
colonial office is probably simply for-
warding complaints made to the Brit-
ish ambassador at Tokio by British
commission and trade agents in Japan,
who have bitterly resented the intrus-
ion of Canada into the Japanese mar-
ket, and the efforts made during the
first two years to capture for Canadian
exporters some of the trade with Ja-
pan, which is now conflned practically
exclusively to British, American and
German commission houses in the
Orient. As soon as his efforts began to
bear fruit, Mr. Preston says, there was
an angry storm of protests from Ger-
man, United States and British traders
regarding the upsetting of existing con-
ditions, and their protests were taken
up by the American, British and Ger-
man ambassadors and foreign govern-
ment officials, who seemed to share the
view that Canada was an intruder and
should be kept out.

PLANS ﬁIG LUMBER SALE.

U. 8. Government Will Dispose of 550,000,~
000 Feet-of Yellow Pine,

Seattle, Wash., July 20.—Fred, Dennett,
commissioner of the general land office at
Washington, D. C., is in Seattle to-day,
after having made an extended investiga-
tion of timber matters In the West. A
conference was held with Secretary Bal-
linger, of the interior department, who is
also in the city‘on business of his depart-
ment, at which the matter was gone over
thoroughly.

According toMr. Dennett, one of the
biggest “ governmental timber sales ever
held is planned for the near future by the
government, which will dispose of 550,000,-
000 feet of yellow pine near Cass Lake, in
Northern Minnesota. The timber is on
the Chippewa Indian reservation land,
which it js planned to open for home-
stead purposes. The money derived from
the sale will be kept for the Indians by
the government as trustee, and will be
used in their care and education.

NO GRANT FOR
ENTERTAINMENT

TOO POOR TO RECEIVE
BRITISH ASSOCIATION

Routine Business at City Coun-
cil—Objects to Paying
for Damage.

Victoria is too poor to join other
Canadian cities in a civic welcome to
the scientists ahd thinkers of the Em-
pire, who will ‘attend the meeting of
the British Association for the Ad-
vancement of Science in Winnipeg, and
afterwards come West to the coast. So
far as civic recognition of such dis-
tinguished men is concerned Victoria
will not be on the map—but Vahcou-
ver will-be.

Last May the Canadian committee
of arrangements wrote the city in re-
gard to.a grant, and the letter was re-
ferred to the finance committee, that
being the last heard of it. Another
letter- was read at the council meet-
ing Monday, drawing attention to the
fact that the cities' between this and
the prarie capital had made grants
towards the reception of the visitors
on their western excursion, pointing
out the importance of such a body,
and stating that no intimation had
been received as to whether Victoria
would appropriate $200,

Ald. Henderson said the finance com-
mittee, 1L the letter came before it,
must have, dealt with' it. There was
no mouey for the purpose.

Ciher members of council took the
same view, and the committee in Win-
nipeg, will be informed that the city
hag no money to spare.

In response to a request from the
Board of Trade, Aldermen Stewart and
Raymond were appointed a commititee
to work in co-operation with commit-
tees of the Board of Trade and B, C.
Agricultural Association in the matter
of securing the proposed experimental
farm for this district.

A. O. Roy, who has the contract for
moving the Tabernacle Baptist church
from the old site on Fort and Cook
streets to Fairfield road, sent a lengthy
ietler concerning the stopping of the
work. He blamed city officials for offic-
iousness and new-comers for interfer-
ing with the business of old-timers.
He mentioned incidentally that he had
not "paid his tax for three years, but
had an explanation for that.

The Mayor explained that Mr. Roy
was gravely mistaken. There had been
no officiousness nor was any officiaj to
blame; if they had not stopped . the
work they would have been to blame.
There seemed to be a misunderstand-
ing, in that the church officials did not
get the necessary permit, which Mr.
ROy probably thought they had.” The
police did not know until an hour be-
fore they stopped the work that no
rermit had been taken out or they
would have acted sooner.

A request was received from the
church for a permit and granted. Mr.
Roy will be informed of the facts, and
his letter go on to the collector to
look into the non-payment of business
tax.

Lou, G. White wrote stating that
when a horse of his was impounded on
July 2nd and he went to release it he
was met by a demand for $3, made at
the request of Parks Superintendent
England, for alleged damages to boule-
vards on Dunedin street. He had looked
into the by-law and found no provision
for the pound-keeper or parks super-
intendent sitting as judge and jury to
assess damages to boulevards, but it
was provided that the police magis-
trate should deal with such matters.

city pays $2,112.92; wood blocks on
Government street, continuing the
work from Fisguard street to Discov-
ery street, $27,540, of which the city
pays $9,180; wood blocks on Pandora
avenue, from Government. street to
Douglas street, $9,441.11, of which the
city bears $3,993.70.

The engineer reported that the city
should bear one-third of the cost of
setting back the poles on Government
street, between Fisguard and Discov-
ery streets, now out in the roadway,
as_the city light wires are strung on
them and will continue to be so. His
report was adopted, and the work of
continuing the paving of Government
street northward can now go on.

The sanitary inspector reported that
the: time given Miss Parshalle for the
removal of the building on the corner
of Herald and Store streets, condemned
as a nuisance, expired on July 15th,
and she had been geminded on her
failure on July 16th.

Thousands of excited persons parad-
ed the streets of the city, shouting

ly dispersed by™the police, who pa-
trolled-all streets leading to the water-
front. Several arrests were made,

Dispatches from San Sebastian re-
ceived here to-day state that King Al-
phonso and Premier Maura are on
their way to Madrid. Censorship of
press dispatches has been established,
and messages relating to the trouble at
Melilla are scrutinized. closely by gov-
ernment officials before their trans-
migsion is permitted.

INDIANS MUST NOT
BLOCK EXPANSION

Hon. Dr. Pugsley Will Lend
Assistance to Hon. W.
Templeman.

Vancouver; B. C., July 20.—Hon, Wm.
Pugsley expressed his opinion here that
the Indian reserves should net be al-
lowed to obstruct the growth and ex-
pansion of thriving towns and cities
in the manner in which he has ob-
served since coming te British Colum-
bia. His attention has been called, fre-
quently, since entering the province to
the large number of small Indian re-
serves either bordering or inside the
limits of towns and cities, such as
Vancouver, Victoria and North Van-
couver, where the . reservations are
seriously interfering with the progres-
sive expansion of the communities and
the land js needed.

Pugsley the Songhees reservation, and
it is more than likely that the minister
of public works may -be disposed. to
give the minister of inland revenue
his assistance in attempting to solve
that matter to the satisfaction of the
people: of V;Ictoria.

D. D. MANN’S ESTIMATE
OF WHEAT CROP

Prospects of Production of
140,000,000 Bushels—
Work-on C. N.

“From present indications the 1909
wheat crop for western Canada will ex-
ceed 140,000,000 ‘' bushels,” said Donald
D. Mann, vice-president of the Cana-
dian Northern railway, when inter-
viewed at Chicago. ‘“The acreage un-
der crop has been increased this year
about 20 per cent.; conditions have been
ideal all through the spring and sum-
mer, the rains coming just when need-
ed, and it looks now as if we might
expect a 100 per cent. yield.

“The Canadian Northern is relaying
with heavy steel some 200 miles of track
on its main line between Lake Super-
ior and Winnipeg,” he said. ““This
work will be completed prior to the
movement of grain. We are also hard
at work improving our terminaj faecili-
ties in Winnipeg. When the work s
finished and our new union station
completed, ‘the 'road will go through
the city without a single street level
crossing,

“We are also building thig year some
450 miles of new line in the prairie
provinces. Two hundred miles of this
work is in Baskatchewan, 150 in Al-
berta and-100 miles in Manitoba. With
excellent prospects for a big crop, con-
ditions generally are very satisfactory
and the half million American settlers
who have come to us within the last
six or seven years, have cause to be
entirely contented with their lot.”

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FIRST G. 7. P, TRAIN
REACHES EDMONTON

On Frigay Last Rail Was Laid
Between Winnipeg and
Albertan Capital.

The Edmenton Bulletin of Friday
last says: At exactly five minutes af-
ter 10 o’clock this morning the last
Spike in the approach of the G, T. P.
bridge was made, and a few minutes
after an engine with the track-laying
machipe and a private car, “Prince
Rupert,” made the passage across the
bridge. ;

Several hundred people from Edmon-
ten and the Clover Bar gdistrict wene
present at the eastern end of the bridge
this meorning im anticipation of the
crossing being made. The construe-
tion gang had about two miles to lay
when they began to work shortly after
daybreak, and -completed the home
stretch in record time with the inter-
ested spectators lining both sides of
the grade.

No sooner was the appreach com-
pleted than the crowd clamored for
an opportunity to be on the first traln
to traverse the bridge. As many as it
was peossible to get on were invited teo
board the engine, track-laying machine
and private car and make the passage.
After going eclear across in fine style,
the return was made to dispose of the
passengers. After that the engine pro-
ceeded direet as far as the packing
plant 0 which point the G. T. P. tracks
had previously been laid.

The G, T. P. line to the yards will
cross the C. N. R. tracks at the paek-
ing plant on an overhead trestle work
which has been in course of comstryc-
tion during the-past month, This is
now about completed and is ready for
the rails.. On the c¢ompletion of this
work will be continyed on the grade
west of Edmonton along the divisien
from here to the Pembina river.

At the eastern end of the trestle
work the G. T. P. line forms a juné-
tion with the Canadian Northern iine
running inte the C. N. R. station on
Tirst street. With this line it *-
possiblé to proceed by train o3
new transcontinental line direc
Winnipeg te Edmonton,

railway lines is shown by th¢
seitlement of that part of East(
berta through which the G. . P.
passes. "~ During the past six months
three villages along the new read.

,have applied for incorporation, and are

now registered as such in the office of
the tax commissioner. These are Wain~
wright, Holden and Viking. RyleY,
the point-where the G, T. P. branch
line leaves for Calgary, has also made
application, which will be granted as
soon as the forms can pe made out.
Entwistle, a rising town'on the G. T. P,
grade west of Edmonton, has also been
granted incorporation as a wvillage.

Of the newly incorporated towns in
the pravince the only one within the
past few months is that of Irving,
near Medicine Hat.® Tofield, also on the
@. T. P., east of Edmonton, has entered
application for incerperation as a town
and will soon discard its infant munis
cipal elothes.

No fewer than fourteen loca] jmprove-
ment districts have been formeéd dur-
ing the past_six months, With one or
two exceptiohs these are all alpng the
line of the G. T. P. and between the
new transcontinental and the Canadian
Northern.

SALMON FROM NORTH

Value to

Reports of Rich Ore at Goose
Bay Brought by
Steamer. :

Five thousand cases of new pack sal-
mon were brought down from the
north, arriving here early Wednesday
on the steamer St. Denis. These were
put up on the Skeena, mostly at the
Claxton and Carlysle canneries, The
run in those waters has been about the
same as last year so far, but the own-
ers of the canneries are expecting that
it will be a better year than last.

The steamer also brought a few boats
from the north which were left at the
Fraser river, the people there still hav-
ing hope that the big run will arrive
in good time.

A few miners and prospectors came
down from Goose Bay, where they
claim they have found something rich.

Strawberries were purchased by the
steamer at Bella Coola of excellent
quality. These were later than usual
on_ account of the severe winter and
Jateness of the spring. Three large pails
of the delicious berries were consumed
by the people on the St, Denis.

Several passengers were taken to
Shuschartie, the vessel calling there
both ways. The Vadso passed the St.
Denis at that point as she was going
north. She took six passengers to
Shuschartie.

The St. Denis does not leave again
until to-morrow evening, meanwhile
Purser Keeling, of that steamer, has
taken a run over to Seattle.

MILKY WHITENESS OF
WEST COAST WATER

Plankdon May Be Responsible
for Delay in Annual ‘Run
of Salmon.

Arrivals from the west coast of Van-
couver Island on the steamer Tees,

which madé port Tuesday afternoon,
iell of a wonderful phenomenon
which was observed in the waters
along the coast. The water all the way
from Cape Beale.to Nootka Sound is of
a peculiar milky whiteness, which
gives a most odd effect, One man des-
cribes it as appearing as if it were a
mixture consisting of half milk and
half water. The people up the coast
have no explanation to offer, but the
Indians say that it interferes with the
fishing. This year so far they are catch-
ing no fish, and they ascribe it to the
peculiar whiteness_of the water which
they say keeps the fish away. The
whalers say it extends out into the
ocean for a distance of 30 miles in
some places.

Speaking of the appearance this
morning to Dr. Newcombe, that gen-
tlemian said the phenomenon had been
noticed before in past years. Professor
McBride, of McGill university, was here
a few years ago investigating the mat-
ter, and he ascribed it to minute
animal and vegetable forms known as
“plankdon.” This consists largely of
the spores of certain minute vegetable
forms, and the young of animal forms.
They were. pursued by larger forms,
and the whole formed a food for seals
and salmon,;

Discussing the matter with “others,
the theory has been propounded that
the presence of the plankdon on the
coast. has been responsible for the late-
ness of the run of fish. If they are fond
of this substance they may have been
delayed “in their arrival in taking an
extra feed of the delicacy before leav-
ing for the rivers to spawn. This is of
course only speculation, but the In-
dians on the coast who have seen the
phenomena for years say that it stops
the fish, and it seems quite likely that
it may be true.

LARGE CONSIGNMENT
OF WHALE OIL

Steamer Tees Arrived Yester-
day With Passengers
and Freight.

Eleven hundred barrels of whale oil
was . brought from the West Coast
on Tuesday by the steamer Tees
valued at over $20,000. This was dis-
charged at the outer-dock and will pro-
bably be shipped to Glasgow on the
steamer Teucer which will be here in
a day or.two to take on cargo. Only
a d?y"o‘r/ttwo ago the Otter brought a
consignment of 22 cases of manufac-
tured marble from the Nootka quar-
ries.

TRAIL LEAD REFINERY.

Capacity of the Plant is Being In-
creased,

The refinery plant of the Consolidated
‘Co., at Trail, keeps steadily in motion,
under the superintendence of J. F.
Miller, says the Rossland Miner. A re-
presentative recently visited the plant
and foung it in an extremely busy con-
dition. The ground dimensions of the
main building are 311 feet in length by
55 feet in width. When the plant first
began operations, ten-tons a day was
the daily output, but it has lately been
turning out 70 tons a day, and the capa-
city has been enlarged to 100 tons a
day. Within a reasonable -period, the
capacity will be enlarged to 200 tons
a day, and this quantity later on will
be gtil] further augmented.

The plant is fitted up with man¥y
modern labor-saving conveniences. An-
other improvement is that the molten
lead when it is being cast is pumped
from the potg im which it is melted by
means of centrifugal pumps. Formerly
steam syphons were used, but this pro-
duced a superabundance of slag, while
with the centifugal pumps the slag is
reduced to a minimum. Besides pure
gold, silver-lead and sulphite of copper,
a new material has been added to the
output of the refinery in the shape of
an electrolptic bearing metal which 1s
equal] to the best babbit or bronze for
bearings. It is fine lead, tempered elec-
trically, and is selling readily. Those
who have used it once are sending: in
orders for additional quantities, so well
does it answer the intended purpose.

TEMPORARY DEADLOCK
IN PHOENIX COUNCIL

Three of the Aldermen Object
to Action of Licensing
Commissioners.

Phoenix, July 20.—The action of the
police and license commissioners in
granting only seven renewals out of the
fourteen licenses held in the city was
a lively topic of discussion at a special
meeting of the city council. Mayor
Rumberger and Aldermen Rogers, Mc-
Kenzie and Deane only were present
at the meeting, Aldermen Marshall and
Cook being absent from the city and
Alderman Hillier not attending.

The council chamber was crowded
with license holders and others inter-
ested in the recent action of the com-
missioners. The cancelling of seven li-
censes would mean a loss of $10,500 -in
revenuc to the city during the next six
months and the aldermen present were
of the opinion that the city’s. finances
could not stand the shock.

A motion of Aldermen Rogers and
McKenzie was then introduced, em-
bodying instructions to the city clerk
to issue liquor licenses to all license
holders on that date, upon the license
fees being tendered. >

The mayor ruled the motion out of
oxder, as being illegal, and suggested
that an adjournment should be made
and legal advice secured.

A resolution, censuring the board of
commissioners for alleged discrimina-
tion in the renewals, was then intro-
duced on motion, but the mayor re-
fused to put the motion.

The counci] adjourned until the fol-
lowing morning, the clerk being ‘in-
structed to secure lega] advice on the
issue in question.

At the next meeting the clerk inform-
ed the council of the city solocitor’'s ad-
vice, which was to the effect that the
council would be taking grave responsi-
bility in passing such a motion.

Both motions which were submitted
on the previous evening were again
introduced, but the mayor refused to
allow them to go to a vote,

Alderman Rogers then informeqd the
mayor that he would refuse to sit at
future meetings of the council, Alder-
men McKenzie and Deane giving sim-
ilar intimations.

This will place the civic administra-
tion in a temporary deadlock, as a
quorum cannot be secured until the re-
turn of Aldermen Marshall and Cook.

PROFIT MADE BY
CANNERS’ ASSOCIATION

British Columbia Packers Pre-
sent Report for Last
Year.

The report of W.-H. Barker, general
manager of the British Columbia Pack-
ers’- Association, submitterd at the.an-
nual meeting at Vanvouver, indicated
that the affairs of the association are
in good condition. ‘'The output of the
company was 151,678 cases of canned
salmon and about 150 tons of mild cured
salmon, .ten . canneries being operated
and ohe cold storage plant. The usual
quantity: of salmon, halibut and other
fish' were frozen, while about 750,000
pounds .of" fresh halibut were shipped,
showing that a fair buslness is being
done ‘ along this line, The company
made a. profit of $100,020.25, paying a
dividend "of' 3% per cent., adding the
balance of the profits to the working
capital. This year 22 canneries will be
operated,

In this report Mr. Barker said fur-
ther: :

Prices for canned.salmon were fairly
good, but were not maintained, particu-
!a.rly for' the lower grades, which were
In over-supply.

All our canneries, wharves, steamers,
Scows, -etc., have'been kept in good re-
pair and renewed where necessary.

We again filleq our Nimpkish hatch-
ery, turning out about 5,000,000 sockeye
fry. The natural spawning grounds
were ‘also well ‘seeded, We had every
reason to expect some considerable re-
turns-this .year from the output of 1904,
but so-far “we are disappointed, as the
pack at Alert Bay is very small. There
is time yet, however, to make a fair
pack, and ‘trust we will do so. The two
hatcheries on the. Skeena did very well,
the naturdl ' spawning grounds plenti-
fully supplied. The hatchery at Rivers
Inlet”did net ‘'do as well as last year,
but turned- out a 'good quantity; the na-
tural spawning grounds were also well
seeded. The Fraser river -hatcheries
turned out quite a large quantity of
sockeye fry, taking into consideration
that 1908 was one of the poor years.

The new ‘gddition to 'this plant has
proved very satisfactory; we have suf-
ficiént room for more. business when
it comes. Our. fresh halibut shipments
have not increased owing to the supply
of other fish in Eastern Canada being
abundant’ - Y

The writér has visited them recently,
and found ‘thém in good shape; the
Lowe Inlet édannery has been damaged
by:snow, and the foundation of the Bal-
meoral (on-the ' Skeena) by ice; they
have-been put ‘in first class condition;
all have made a fair start.

As this is ‘the year we expect the big
run  on the Fraser, we will operate
fifteen cannéfies there and seven north.
We thought™ best to be conservative,
and have pre ed for a pack of 400,000
cases, or fifty ¥housand less than pack-
ed in 1905—the"Tast big year.

Very ‘few” fish have shown on the
Fraser; but as the season is a backward
one, we are ‘hot alarmed, feeling sure
the ¥sual run ‘will come.

Ou# books sliow that we had on hand
on the 30th June, 30,449 cases of salmon,
part: of which’ was consigned to Eng-
land, andin®which we have some
equity; some" considerable part of this
has been sold, but account sales not
yet received.” Stocks in England and
elsewhere are 'very low:

Owing “to the expected large run on
the Fraser, all the canneries will be
operated. For some reason some pack-
ers have shown anxiety to sell their
expected packs early; dealers have
taken advantage of this; in conse-
quenice, much lower prices have been
made than conditions warrant. We
have sold a limited amount and with-
drawn from the market for the present.

The balancé sheet shows a net profit
of $100,020.25  for last season’s opera-
tions. We have on hand salmon val-
ued at $66,811.47, and have used in pre-
paration for 1908 pack (Including
amount of inventories: of materials)
$762,781.44. Stock of frozen fish in cold
storage on the 26th June was $45,959.93.
and sundry accounts  $22,348.06. We
owed the banks, 30th June, $250,493.68;
outstanding- accounts 'same date, $47,-
297.08.

POLICE COURT PROSECUTION.

Cost of Work Discussed at Meeting of

Vancouver City Council.

Vancouver, July 20.—Quite a protest
was raised at last night’s meeting of
the city council, when a supplementary
report of the finance committee was
presented, recommending that the po-
lice court prosecution work be taken
over by the city from the city-solicitor’s
department, and that J. K. Kennedy,
of the ecity solicitor’s office, be appoint-
ed to conduct the work at a salary of
$200 per month. The old question of
the city solicitor's resignation was
again dragged out. Ald. Kirkpatrick
and Morton opposed the report on the
grounds that it practically meant that
$200 extra a month was belng paid to
the city solicitor’s office. Ald MacMil-
lan pointed out that Mr. Cowan. claim-
ed that the disbursements in his office
exceeded his salary from.the city. He
was ready to step out at any time, and
only remained at the council’s urgent
request. ' Ald, MacMillian thought that
it would be unwise to part with Mr.
Cowan until the twelve suits now
against the ity were disposed of and
the new bridge by-laws completed. Af-
ter further discussion the report was
adopted.

INVESTIGATING THE
DEATH OF LIEUTENANT

Witness Firm in Declaring That
Officer Committed
Suicide.

Annapolis, Md., July 21. — Under
cross-examination yesterday Lieut. R.
E. Adams, stuck to his story that
Lieut. Sutton, the officer of the marine
corps whose death on October -12, 1907,
is being investigated by a court of in-
quiry, committed suicide. Henry E.
Davis, counsel for Sutton’s mother,
shot questions at -Adams with great
rapidity, but the lieutenant, who Wwit-
nessed his class . mate’s death, re-
mained firm in his declaration that it
was a case of suicide,

Despite the fact that Davis Hhas
managed to pick flaws in the story told
by Adams at various times regarding
the death of Sutton.thé“witness re-
mained calm.uiider the ecross-examin-
ation, and answered questions with-
out a show of hesitancy. .

Mrs. Sutton, mother of the dead lieu-
tenant, and her daughter were present
at the hearing and watched the pro-
ceedings with closest ‘attention. Both
were pale and showed plainly that
they were undergoing a-terrible ordeal
while they listened to testimony tend-
ing to show that the lieutenant was of
a- quarrelsome disposition and was
heartily disliked by many of his class-
mates.

While denying that he made ad-
missions to. Mrs. Parker involving him-
self in the tragedy, Lieut. Adams be-
came very much excited,.  His denials
were vehement and he flushed a deep
red.

“What is the use of all these little
details when I .told you that -I made
no admissions at all?” angrily gqueried
the lieuteneant.

“Did you not tell Mrs, Parker you
were 8o infuriated that you did not
know what you were doing and did not
care, and that some one had to pull
you off his (Sutton’s) prostrate body.
and that you were beating him and
had your hand on his threat?” asked
Davis.

Second Lieut. Osterman resumed and
was cross-examined by ‘Attorney Davis.
There was little difference in Oster-
man’s testimony and that he gave at
the former inquiry into the death of
Sutton. Osterman said he could not
recall the number of times he knocked
Sutton down when they were fighting,
after leaving the automobile. He said
when Sutton ran-toward camp he and
the others discussed  the lieutenant’s
threat to shoot them. He said that
Adams afterwards told him that Sut-
ton committed suicide and that he had
no other knowledge of the affair, as
Adams’ statement was his-only. source
of information. :
