A regularly interrupted beam of light 
—obtained by rotating a disc with a 
circle of apertures in the path of the 
beam,—meeting a selenium cell in an 
electric circuit with a telephone, pro­
duces a musical sound in the telephone. 
This constitutes a form of the photo­
phone—or radiophone, as it has been 
re-named—and M. Mercadier has re­
cently applied the same principle to 
telegraphy. By pressing a Morse key 
he causes a diaphragm to be raised be­
fore the apertures in the disc, and thus, 
by interrupting the note in the tele­
phone for long and short intervals, 
gives the Morse alphabet acoustically. 
These sounds may be transmitted to 
stations at a long distance away 
the ordinary wires, and a little practice 
is said to enable the operator to easily 
receive and interpret the messages. 
The system admits of several messages 
being simultaneously sent 
wire, in the same or different directions. 
This is accomplished by connecting 
several sets of apparatus with the wire. 
The disc of each set is made to gi 
different note (either by increasing the 
speed or the number of holes,) and each 
listener with a telephone confines his 
attention to one note, to the exclusion 
of others, and observes the interrup­
tions of it. It is claimed that this is 
not at all difficult. The system is 
stated to be applicable to long lines.

A singular case of the production of 
sound without the aid of living 
tures has been observed by M. Reuleux 
while hunting in the Boderbachertha^ 
near the highest point of the Rhine 
Province. The ground is, in the main, 
gently undulating and heavily wooded. 
The valley, spacious on the eastern side, 
narrows rapidly to a sort of 
through which the Roderbach flows 
westwards for about half a mile. A 
southwest wind was blowing, and M. 
Reuleux, coming along the hillside from 
the east, heard what appeared to be the 
strokes of a fine deep-toned bell in 
rapid succession. There was no such 
bell in the neighborhood, and 
other sounds soon heard, satisfied him 
that the effects were of natural origin. 
Tones were heard growing in force to a 
maximum, then dying away ; they were 
like those of organ-pipes at first, but 
their “ clang" came to resemble that of 
a violin or harp. At the mouth of the 
pass, whence the sounds seemed to 
radiate, there was a strange agitation in 
the air, and mixtures of sounds, some 
of which abruptly stopped. M. Reu­
leux supposes bodies of air in vertical 
motion, or trombe», to have been carried 
along from the pass, and the sound to 
have been due to conflict between the 
outer and the inner air at the mouth of 
such trombe», producing oscillations.— 
The marked difference in temperature 
between the higher and lower parts of 
this musical valley is regarded as an im­
portant factor in the case ; the cold air 
above pressing on the warm below, and 
closing the pass to a sort of tube. The . 
wind seemed to be quiet except in the 
lower parts.

Jno. W. McMlson, Becquerel has proven that frost pene­

trates grass-covered ground much more 
slowly than bare ground.

For several years, a French chemist 
has been engaged in the interesting ex­
periment of raising plants in a soil pro­
duced artificially. His plants have been 
unusually thrifty.

Self-luminous photographs, which 
shine in the dark, can be made by lay­
ing a transparent “ positive” upon ж 
sheet of Balmain’s luminous paint, and 
then exposing the latter to sunlight.— 
The picture lasts only a short time.

The largest photographs ever produc­
ed have been made by a photographer 
of Sydney, Australia. Among his sub­
jects are two panoramic views of the 
cities of Sydney and Melbourne, each 
composed of about a dozen separate 
sheets harmoniously united. One pic­
ture, printed from a single negative, is 
five by three feet.

A special form of the Swan electric 
lamp—which lamp is constructed on 
principles almost identical with Edison's 
—has been designed as a safety laqip ih 
coal mines. It is perfectly safe so 
as the glass is not broken and therë is 
no “sparking” from broken wires. 
This method of underground lighting is 
soon to be tried experimentally in an 
English colliery.

In investigating the effects of the 
electric light, German scientists have 
found that it is not only healthier than 
other methods of illumination in leav­
ing the air purer, but that it increases 
the power of vision in some respects, 
especially in distinguishing colors. 
Red, blue and yellow are made much 
more distinct and marked under this 
light than by daylight. This is also 
true of green.

A Roumanian engineer is reported to 
have produced a new submarine boat 
capable of remaining under water for 
twelve hours, and which may be sunk 
to a depth of seven or eight hundred 
feet. Illumination on board the vessel 
enables its officers to see for a distance 
of one hundred and thirty feet under 
water. In the light of recent progress, 
the realization of Jules Verne’s “Twen­
ty Thousand Leagues Under the Sea” 
seems an almost probable event of the 
near future.

Faure’s new secondary or storage 
battery brings that valuable agent, 
electricity, within easy reach of the 
surgeon. A practical application of the 
new battery has been successfully made 
by Dr. George Buchanan, of the Uni­
versity of Glasgow, in the removal of a 
tumor from the tongue. As the new 
instrument enables one to carry stores 
of electricity in small compass, Dr. 
Buchanan believes the use of the elec­
tric current will now be greatly extend-

J. D. TURNER, It is asserted that the common black 
ant is largely cultivated by the leading 
orchardists of northern Italy and 
southern Germany. They believe the 
insect to be the fruit-grower’s best 
friend. They establish ant hills in their 
orchards, and leave the trees in the ex­
clusive care of the tiny colonists, whose 
time is devoted to climbing the stems of 
the fruit trees and cleansing their bark 
and leaves of all malefactors, mature as 
well as embryotic. The spoils thus 
secured are brought to the ground, and 
consumed or safely stored away. They 
never meddle with sound fruit, but in­
vade only such apples, pears and plume 
as have already been penetrated by the 
canker, which they remorselessly pursue 
to its fastnesses within the very heart 
of the fruit. Nowhere are apple and 
pear trees so free from blight and de­
structive insects as in the immediate 
neighborhood of a large ant hill five or 
six years old. The favorite food of the 
ants appears to be the larvae and pupa 
of those insects most destructive to the 
tender shoots and young leaves of %uit 
trees.

The letter which he !Semât $Msittws. succeed in life, the court room was thrown 
into laughter by the prisoner’s exclama­
tion, “ It’s a lie ; it can’t be shown !”— 
Guiteau theu began to write rapidly and 
in a few minutes was again aroused by 
what Mr. Seoville was saying about his 
incapacity to practice law. Guiteau 
earnestly said

“I have brains enough, but I had 
theology on the brain. That’s the reason 
I didn’t run the law. There’s no money 
in theology, but I am out of tffiat business 
now. I was always well dreused. Don’t 
put that in your report.”

With this Guiteau relapsed into his 
former position, his head resting on his 
left hand and bowed a little forward. He 
denied the statement about his attempt to 
kill his sister with an axe, and indignantly 
said, “ I have heard that story before, but 
it is absolutely false. ” This also produced 
general laughter, as also did Guiteau’s re­
marks about his penniless journc-yiugs, 
which Mr. Seoville was delineating.— 
Guiteau said :—“I dead-headed from 
Toledo to Washington on the strength of 
the Lord, and I was put off twice. I was 
travelling on my appearance.”

In regard to the emotional traits which 
ad characterized the prisoner Mr. 

Seoville said :—“ He will talk to a lady as 
long as he is permitted.” This seemed to 
fire Guiteau with passion, for he replied, 
“ Not true ; that’s not true, may it please 
Your Honor. ” He was also irritated at 
Mr. Scoville’s statement that he had con­
ceived the idea of lecturing on religio» 
because of his mental weakness and in­
ability to do anything. In an emphatic 
manner Guiteau said

44 I left a $5,000 law business to do that 
kind of work, but you see how I came 
out. I was doing the same kind of busi­
ness that St. Paul did. He got his reward 
after awhile and I expect to get mine from 
my book. ”

Guiteau was evidently anxious that it 
be known he had travelled in the interest 
of his book and lecture. He said :— 
“ Not only did I visit Washington, but all 
the large cities. I am glad I did it. I 
w as working for the Lord. ”

After the laughter which these words 
caused had subsided, Mr. Seoville con­
tinued his remarks, but he was again in­
terrupted by Guiteau, when he said that 
the defendant was fond of the fair sex and 
believed that all he had to do w as to ask 
the hand of any young lady and he could 
marry her. The audience indulged in un- 
restrained laughter, when to these remarks 
Guiteau said in a loud voice

“ It is not true that I think any lady 
would marry me. I did put a notice in 
my biography which the Herald publish­
ed, stating that any you ig lady who wish­
ed to correspond with ma would be proper­
ly received.”

The anger of the prisoner was thorough, 
ly aroused because Mr. Seoville, in calling 
attenton to Guiteau’s earnest conviction of 
opinion, said that he never made a joke 
intentionally, and in this matter did not 
realize the comic character of his adver­
tisement. Guiteau, with glittering eyes 
and his face all earnest in expression, 
hastily exclaimed

44 There’s no joke about the matrimonial 
proposition ; that’s business. I got a re­
sponse from a lady worth $100,000. 
That’s no joke, I am sure. "

Then he smiled with characteristic self- 
complacency. When the audience, in 
obedience to theory of 44 Silence !” uttered 
by the baliff, had restrained its laughter, 
Guiteau resumed, saying

441 wrote her two letters, and she wrote 
me one. You suppressed the rest. I 
suppose you lied to me. I’ll tell you so 
publicly. I intend to follow that girl 
after I am liberated. ”

The remarks of Guiteau elicited renewed 
laughter, but were very annoying to Mr. 
Seoville. The effect of Guiteau’s repeated 
remarks was to create a scene as remarka­
ble for novelty as it was for the prosecut 
ing attorney’s injudicious attempt to 
break its force, and the crushing answer 
that the defendant’s counsel so modestly 
made. It was while Mr. Seoville was 
reading certain letters concerning- Gui­
teau’s past life and habits, with a view of 
subsequently having them proven and in­
troduced as evidence to show the previous 
condition of the defendant’s mind, that 
District Attorney Corkhill said

“Mr. Scoville’s effort to get into an 
altercation with the prisoner is reprehen­
sible, and I do not mean to stand it any 
longer. It is time for him to play this 
part when he makes his speech.”

This caused some sensation in the room, 
and it was evident that Mr. Corkhill’s 
direct charge that Mr. Seoville was trying 
to “ put up a job ” on the prosecution, by 
making himself a dishonorable party to 
Guiteau’s freaks was not well received* 
Mr. Seoville, who is a gray haired man, 
well advanced m years, could not but feel 
the acute sting, and realize how nearly im­
possible it was for him to resent the un. 
kind charge. Pale in feature and tremb 
ling in person, his eyes sparkling and his 
voice deep and earnest in tone, Mr. Sco- 
ville, looking the District Attorney 
straight in the face, said :—

44 If this is not competent evidence of 
the prisoner’s mental condition, why have 
you, sir, in the name of the government, 
had experts here and in the jail day after 
day ? As to the insinuation, Mr. Corkhill 
will get his answer at the proper time.”

The applause that greeted this declara­
tion was so impetuous, so spontaneous and 
so unexpected, that the! District Attorney 
and counsel for the government looked 
amazed, for they seemed to interpret it as 
the first triumph won by the defence. 
The District Attorney could hardly be­
lieve his own ears as he stood there in

Judge Cox said he did know how he could 
draw the line of distinction, as it was 
legal to give a photograph of the prisoner’s 
life and mind as well before as after the 
shooting in order to determine his respon- 
siblity. The court said that the easiest 
way ont of the matter would be for the 
counsel to state that he expected to prove 
the condition of the prisoner’s mind by a 
series of his letters of the following tenor, 
and that if they were subsequently intro­
duced as a part of the evidence they 
would have to be proved.

The entire day was occupied by Mr.
Seoville in his statement which will be 
concluded to-morrow. It is evident that 
Mr. Seoville, although alone in this case 
and opposed by four lawyers for the gov­
ernment, understands what is to be done.
The character of his statement and the 
simple colloquial way in which he pre­
sents it, are not without a noticeable 
effect. He secures the undivided atten­
tion of the jury, and in a quiet manner 
presents for their consideration what he 
declares to be facts susceptible of proof.—
It is the general opinion that Mr. Seoville 
is fair in his statement. He to-day went 
so far as to impress upon the jury that it 
was their duty to carefully examine and 
determine if the prisoner is feigning in­
sanity, and if he is, then he is not en­
titled to the benefit of the law. The 
statement also embraced the line of de­
fence and hypothetical case published in 
full in the Herald of November 6.

Among other things Mr. Seoville said 
th^t President Garfield was reported to 
have said Guiteau was insane and that 
Mr. Blaine made the same remark. This 
was controverted by Mr. Corkhill, who 
said Mr. Blaine had denied saying this on 
his oath. Mr. Seoville said he had seen a 
statement to this effect in reputable news­
papers. In this connection it is proper to

Bible is my text book and the Holy Ghost 
is my schoolmaster.” He expresses the 
belief that his 44 Theocratic paper would 
be an illuminator and reveal the emissaries 
of Satan.” But the writer confesses that 
he “would occupy the position of target 
general for the press, the pulpit and civili­
zation.” His reason for devoting a por­
tion of his paper to business matters is 
explained by the statement that 44 he 
deemed it proper to tight the devil with 
his own devices in order to compete with 
him.” He wrote that he would not, 
therefore, object to advertisements and 
the free contributions of friends. In 
another ptirt of the letter he declares he 
could get a better education in the Oneida 
Community than at either West Point or 
Yale College. When Mr. Seoville read 
the sentence where the prisoner 
“living on dried beef, lemonade and 
crackers” the ludicrous statement caused 
such laughter that Guiteau declared he 
did not know the letter was iu existence. 
He insisted that Mr. Seoville read the 
letters in chronological order, as the first 
he pmduced, referring to Beecher and 
Theodore Tilton, was written long after 
the second he read. Guiteau now seemed 
more composed, but in a little while his 
excitement was again exhibited, to th 
amusement of the spectators.

He was leisurely reading the printed 
copy of the newspaper articles found on 
his person at the time of the arrest, when 
Mr. Seoville said that Guiteau had been 
refusêd an assignment as speaker by the 
republican committee because he did not 
have any ability. This evidently shocked 
the vanity of Guiteau, who exclaimed

44 It is not true that I didn’t have abili­
ty to make the canvass. I had ability, 
but no reputation. They didn’t take 
stock in me because they wanted some­
body of reputation like Grant or Conkling 
to draw. I might draw now.”

The concluding sentence convulsed the 
audience with laughter, in which the 
Judge and jury, the counsel and the 
prisoner engaged. The prisoner remained 
quiet until his egotism was assailed by 
Mr. Scoville’s reference to his celebrated 
speech entitled “Garfield vs. Hancock,” 
published in the N. Y. Herald, July 3, 
1881, the day after the President 
shot, when there was another scene in 
which the personae. dramatis were Mr. 
Cork hill, Mr. Seoville and Guiteau. The 
latter lost his temper again, when his 
attorney said the prisoner labored under 
the belief that his speech was a great 
campaign document, which entitled him 
to a foreign mission.

Mr. Seoville stated that he would join 
Mr. Corkhill in having the prisoner made 
to preserve order. Judge Cox said if the 
attorneys would suggest a remedy he 
vould apply it. This from the Judge 
encouraged Mr. Davidge" to suggest a 
remedy, whereby he gravely attributed the 
prisoner’s actions to the conduct of his 
counsel in his efforts to show the state of 
Guiteau’s mind. Not satisfied with this 
charge against Mr. Seoville, he character­
ized his statement of the case as “ a re­
markable jumble of things—an olla podri- 
da.” Judge Cox, who did not seem to 
recognize the application of Mr. Davidge’s 
strictures, remarked that Mr. Scoville’s 
statement, was a little argumentative. At 
least one person did indorse Mr. Davidge’s 
remarks, and this was Guiteau, who com 
plimented him upon his liberality. Gui­
teau’s satisfaction with Mr. Davidge’s 
course again caused the spectators to 
smile, but few, if any, being envious of 
the compliment which the attorney had 
elicited from the prisoner. Guiteau, evi­
dently elated by this testimonial of the 
audience, declared that all he wanted was 
“ for this thing to go out straight. ’ ’ 
Judge Cox thereupon told Guiteau that 
unless he remained quiet he would have 
to resort to some means to insure his 
orderly conduct. Guiteau replied, “Then 
I’ll keep quiet,” and Mr. Seoville con­
tinued his statement to the jury.

In concluding his address, Mr. Seoville 
stated that in the matter of his application 
for office, the prisoner had shown a total 
want of reasoning power. About this 
time the thought came to him that the 
only way to restore peace in the republican 
party was to remove President Garfield- 
He was continually fed with suggestions 
from newspapers. There were continual 
suggestions that but for President Garfield 
everything would be harmonious in the 
republican party. These newspaper slips 
fed his morbid feelings, and the result was 
that thinking about the matter with 
nothing to divert his mind, with his in­
tense unbalanced religious convictions, he 
was completely carried away. The evi. 
dence would show that the matter was 
always preying on his mind,and it became 
his fixed and firm idea that his duty to 
his country and his God required him to 
remove the President. He was impelled 
by an irresistible impulse to do that thing 
—he, a gentle, kind hearted, affectionate 
man, a man who wouldn’t harm a single 
person in the universe from a badjmotive. 
Proceeding, Mr. Seoville stated to the 
jury that there must be blame somewhere 
for the great crime. If this man were in­
sane, if he were not responsible for his act, 
he could not be found to blame, and the 
question then recurred, 44 Where was the 
blame ?” From the necessities of the case 
certain elements—the political situation, 
the discords iu the republican party—must 
be brought in. lie was not going to direct 
attention to any individual, or any branch 
or faction of the party, and lay the blame 
there, but he was going to say that this 
continual strife for office, this element of 
politics that had entered in during the 
last few years, had been made the question 
of the day. This crime owed its origin to 
that element of political contest, and the 
blame for it must be located on modern 
politics. If the jury found by their ver­
dict that this man was insane, the same 
verdict would say that the blame rested 
on the politicians of the present day. It 
could not be otherwise.

The “Lahouchere ” of the “ Sun.” Dr. John Rice deposed at length on -vne 
subject of Guiteau’s insanity. He had 
been called in by Guiteau’s friends some 
years ago to examine him:—To summarize 
the case, he came to the conclusion—First, 
that there was strong hereditary predis­
position; second that there was more or 
less congenital moral defect or moral imbe­
cility. Engrafted on this bad state of 
things came the effect of puberty, adding 
to the exaltation of his emotional nature. 
It affected mostly the emotions of pride 
and of vanity. On the supposition that 
his diagnosis was correct, witness inform­
ed Guiteau’s friends that he believed him 
iusane; that lie thought him dangerous, 
perhaps incurable, aud that he ought to 
be secluded—that is, put in an asylum. 
Witness either corresponded or was about 
to correspond with a,neighboring physician 
to hold a consultation for the purpose of 
having him secluded, but that movement 
came to nothing, because Guiteau heard of 
it and left the country; witness had not 
seen him again until he saw him here in 
Court. Witness related seeing Guiteau on 
one occasion, in the course of an evening 
conversation of which religion was not the 
subject, start up suddenly and appeal to 
the company to come to the Lord so inco­
herently that witness could not tell what 
he was talking about; Guiteau bor­
rowed some clothing and disappeared all 
at once. Witness also knew the prisoner’s 
father, Luther W. Guiteau ; he had been 
called to attend him during his last illness 
at Mr. Scoville’s house; he did not observe 
any delusions in him, but did observe 
great obliquity of thought on religious 
subjects; he frequently exclaimed during 
his illness that his sickness was entirely 
unnecessary ; that if he had lived with 
proper faith and had brought himself in 
proper relations with Chiist there was no 
necessity for him to be sick, aud that he 
thought he might live forever ; he noticed 
in him a feeling of petulance and fault­
finding to the greatest extent ho had ever 
known.

At a meeting held in Glengarry, Ont., 
recently, “ a scurrilous and slanderous 
editorial published in a Glengarry 
County journal in reference to the 
Marquis of Lome and Princess Louise,” 
was “ indignantly repudiated.”

ing event” of the past week, was their 
party “ Convention ” in Toronto, which 
began on the 22ud ult. About 800 
persons were present, largely represent­
ing the party in Toronto and other 
parts of Ontario, with a few delegates 
from Quebec. Sir John named the 
Chairman, who praised Sir John and 
hoped he would long be spared “ to 
preside over the destinies of the Domi­
nion.” Sir John acknowledged the 
compliment and appreciated the wish 
expressed and proceeded to urge ne­
cessity of organization and harmony 
among those who professed to belong 
to the party. Hon. “ pamphlet ” Mc­
Pherson, Sir Alex. Campbell, Hon. Mr. 
Bo well, Mr. Gibbs and J. Burr Plumb, 
the “Niagara Poet,” also made speeches 
endorsing what Sir John had said.

On 23rd “the convention” reassem 
bled,many of the members showing evi­
dences “ of having thoroughly enjoyed 
the hospitalities of the city.” Reports 
from different constituencies were hand­
ed in “to be digested by Sir John.’ 
Sir Leonard Tilley entered at an oppor­
tune time and was, of course, cheered. 
Then Sir. John came in and he was 
cheered “ awfully”! “ Niagara” Plumb 
then read a series of resolutions, which 
had been prepared over night by those 
who were not enjoying the city’s hos­
pitalities. These approved of the 
National Policy, endorsed the bargain 
with the Syndicate, expressed admira, 
tkm for the Ministry and the most 
unfeigned adoration of Sir John. Then 
Sir Leonard delivered a speech in 
which he boasted of having made the 
people pay $4,000,000 more in the way 
of taxation than was required to carry 
on the affairs of the country. Sir John 
also made a speech, having, as the 
organs put it, “a happy smile on his 
face.”

In the evening Sir John was tendered 
a banquet, which, the organs say, was 
the greatest affair of the kind that ever 
took place in Toronto. There were 
ladies in the gallery, bands here and 
there, mottoes in profusion, Senator 
Allan (not Sir Hugh) in the Chair, “an 
ovation ” to Sir John “ when he came 
in smiling,” cheers upon cheers and 
speeches by Sir John, Sir Leonard and 
others.

At the opening this morning, Guiteau 
was given a few minutes to address the 
court and read a paper and said that he 
was determined every fact in the case 
bearing on the question of who fired that 
shot, the Deity or him, should be present­
ed. Hence everything connected with his 
personal, political or theological record 
must be developed. He places great stress 
ou the editorials from the newspapers of 
last spring, denouncing Garfield tor the 
use of patronage as inimical to the Re­
publican party, and says that he certainly 
never would have shot the President but 
for them, and they should bear their just 
portion of the responsibility, as should 
also the doctors who actually killed him, 
as, except for their treatment he would be 
alive to-day. He was not afraid of death; 
ho was certain of his destiny, as the Lord 
inspired him to act as he did.

Several witnesses testified as to the 
peculiarities of the Guiteau family, trying 
to show that the prisoner was not respon­
sible for his actions, but no vital evidence 
was presented. As on the previous days, 
Guiteau frequently interrupted the wit­
nesses, but was silenced by the threat of 
Judge Cox to have him gagged.

The proceedings to-day were not unlike 
those of yesterday, being, on the whole, 
characterized by repeated comic features 
that had pleased the humor of the old 
habitues of the police court, where the 
vagaries of humanity and the eccentrici­
ties of every nationality usually have 
their exposition.

Mr. Seoville asked that the forty or 
fifty newspaper clippings and other docu­
ments in Guiteau’s possession at the time 
ofjhis arrest, be produced, as he wished to 
introduce them in evidence. Guiteau 
created quite a stir when he abruptly 
supplemented Mr. Scoville’s statement.— 
He said

44 These articles show the political situ­
ation I hqug on such ideas. It was 
this that finally impelled me on to the 
President.”

This provoked laughter, and instantly 
Mr. Davidge.of counsel for the government, 
said to the court:—

44 It appears that this whole thing is 
much ado about nothing.”

Guiteau quickly replied, 44 Give me the 
papers and there’ll be no ado. ”

As the prisoner said this he frowned, 
and his eyes flashed as if he were in dead 
earnest, causing general laughter, There­
upon a detective and two police-men lean­
ed toward Guiteau, and one admonished 
him to behave himself: This incensed 
Guiteau, whom Mr. Seoville tried to pacify 
and keep silent. This had an opposite 
effect upon Guiteau, who shook his head, 
and poundiqg the table with his hand he 
remarked to Mr.*Seoville

“You attend to your own business. 
Don’t you correct me. I am smart as you

At this the audience again laughed. 
Mr. Seoville said he wanted these papers 
so as to enable him to finish his statement.

Mr. Corkhill remarked:—If that will 
help you to get through I’ll furnish them.’,

Mr. Corkhill next objected to the de. 
fendant’s counsel having blank supcenaa 
for witnesses, and termed it an extraordi­
nary method by which he could summon 
persons at a great expense to the govern­
ment, He complained that the defence 
had been allowed to summon seventy-five 
witnesses and neither he nor the jury had 
auy means of knowing who they were or 
whether they were penitentiary convicts. 
Thereupon Guiteau flew into a passion and 
exclaimed : —4* Don’t know any such.”

Mr. Seoville said he would give the 
prosecution the names of every witness 
for the defence then and there, and this 
satisfied Mr. Davidge. After Mr. Sco- 
ville stated that he wanted to take the 
deposition of Colonel Daniels, member of 
the Republican National Committee, who 
had known the prisoner, Guiteau elicited 
more laughter by explaining the use of the 
term 44 nigger” in his remarks yesterday. 
He was confident that many colored peo_ 
pie had now become better than a great 
many white men. At this statement 
several jurora smiled and the colored mem* 
her could not conceal his delight.

The letters of Guiteau, which Mr. 
Seoville began to read, contained many a 
morceau of idosyncratic humor and the 
audience found it impossible to refrain 
from laughter, but the prisoner did not 
relish anything that reflected on his 
capacity, though he enjoyed everything 
that indicated intellectual ability or re-

For Sale,teau was then engaged in collecting bad 
debts, but did not have sense enough to 
conduct a ten dollar lawsuit, the prisoner, 
without rising from his seat, replied with 
warmth

“ I brought a good many suits and 
never had a reputation for being a fool. 
I gave them all they wanted on the ether 
side. ”

When his attorney proceeded to relate 
how Guiteau had acted in a suit, which, 
while illustrating his vanity, also showed 
him to be cranky, the prisoner exclaimed, 
“ Go on, Mr. Seoville. That’s an interest­
ing story in detail.” This, like nearly 
every utterance of Guiteau, elicited gen­
eral laughter, but the prisoner neither 
partook of the merriment nor enjoyed the 
sport which had reference to his stupidity 
or the mention of his silly habits and ab­
surd acts. In all of this Guiteau exhibit­
ed the fact of his inordinate egotism, 
noticeably destitute of anything rational 
in method or moral in sentiment.

Sir :—As I have waited sufficiently

Already the signs 
of the time give clear indication that the 
people are heartily tired of the Govern­
ment’s acts, and only wait the time to re 
turn men who will faithfully and consci­
entiously discharge their sacred functions 
to their country. I shall run as an Indé­
pendant candidate working with the 
Government, in their good acts and con­
demning them in their bad ones.

A telegram from Charlottetown says 
Brecken, cashier of the Bank of P. E. 
Island, left home on Monday, 21st, and 
was to have returned on Wednesday or 
Saturday morning. A letter was received 
by his wife announcing that he had made 
large advances without the knowledge of 
the directors, and that in consequence he 
would not return. An informal investiga­
tion of the affairs of the Bank was then 
held, and led to the discovery of the fact 
that unauthorized advances to the extent 
of $300.000 had been made by the cashier. 
A large part of this sum, it is feared, can 
never be recovered. No other local Bank 
Has been affected; up to the closing hour 
on Monday there was no sign of a run 
upon any, and none is expected.

The capital of the Bank is $120,000.
Brecken is a comparatively young man, 

married, and is known to many iu St. 
John, having been employed for some 
time in the Bank of British North Ameri­
ca, here previous to becoming cashier of the 
Island Bank.

A Halifax despatch says : “ It is Hot 
thought here much harm will result ex­
cept to shareholders of the bank. It is 
not believed that the cashier has done any­
thing worse than get things into a muddle. 
Fysche, tlfe cashier of the Bank of Nova 
Scotia, went over to-day, taking $50,000 
with him, with the intention, it is be­
lieved, of helping the Union Bank to tide 
over the run, which will, as a matter of 
course, follow upon it.”

No explanation has yet come to hand as 
to the operations of the Cashier, nor has 
it been shown why he disappeared at this 
particular stage. It seems incredible that 
he could have made unauthorized advances 
amounting to $300,000 ; yet one report 
places the amount at more than double 
that figure.

The last annual statement, published in 
yesterday’s Globe, was one not calculated 
to give people confidence in the institu­
tion. With total assets of $835,325, over 
$400,000 were locked up in current ac 
counts, judgments in the Supreme Court, 
mortgages, etc. Banks with a dozen times 
the resources had not such a large amount 
of unrealizable assets. How hundreds of 
thousands of dollars could be advanced— 
and without the knowledge of the Direc 
tore—is puzzling hankers and indeed 
everybody. More light is wanted.
