The Funeral of the Late Bishop
Conroy.

We have received a pamphlet which
gives » mournfully interesting account of
the Funeral of the late Most Rev. Dr.
Conroy, Bishop of Ardagh, of whom so
many of our readers will long retain re-
membrance. The obsequies were cele-
brated at Longford,at the Cathedral of the
1 ted prelate, g the people to
whom he had so justly become endeared
and whose grief over their great loss was
all the more poignant becanse he had died
far away from them. The account says

PP of the Cathedral was ex-
ceedingly sombre, with its moutning em.
blems in every part, reminding one of the
awful reign of death. The massive col-
umns were completely draped, the win-
dﬂyl,ﬂggi_y% thick folds of crape,
the pilasters covered with Black cloth, and
the arches and mouldings richly festooned.
‘Ehe altar, the throne, the pglpit, and the
organ wore their appropriste mournings ;
numerous black pennants waved from the

clerestory, and immediately uader the |

organ were the arms of the late Prelate,

artistically emblazoned in deep mourning. |

An immense black flag was shown from
the campanile. All was done under the
directions of the ladies of the town, and
no expense was spared to make the Church
suitable to the sad occasion. The College
and Convent were also conspicuous for their
mourning, and during the day all the sho;‘
in the town were clogsed.

‘The Church was filled with mourners,
who came not only from the parish of
Longford, but'also from distant parts of
the diocese, aid there were even some
from far off lands.

Down and Connor, preached the sermon
from the text—¢<‘The days of man are
short and the number of the months i¥
with Thee. Thou hast appointed his
bounds which cannot be passed.”—(Job
xiv..5.) The concluding portion of the
discourse was an eloyuent panegyric on
the pure and useful life of the deceased
Bishop.

‘‘ He said he need not tell them how he
spent his time, in prayer, in meditation,
in study, in devotion, and in good works.
He did not relax in works of piety. The
lamp of life through God’s’ inscrutable
Providence had been extinguished, and
the fine, robust form was laid cold in death.
He came to theend of the term marked
out for him by God, and has gone to in-
herit the reward given to the good. But
though stricken so early he was not found
wanting. There was no talent—and we
know he had many—he did not use to the
greatest advantage. God had bestowed
on him great talents, a clear and wonder-*|
ful intellect, a gentle, loving nature, and
in the early days of his youth he laid aside
in the storchouse of his meméry a quan-
tum of knowledge of mamy subjects—in
canon law, in metaphysics, in sacred and
profane history, and in the sacred histol
of the Church. Still he made time to visit
the poor--to aid, to assist them. In his
spare ts, with a p ful pen and
a trenchant mind, he endeavoured to re-
fute the modern errors of Pantheism,
Liberalism, Atheism,—and i¢ is hard to
say how many isms; and as the duty has
fallen on him (Dr. Dorian) to deliver the
funeral panegyric, he would take ¢the op-
portunity of expressing the hope that some
one may be raised up to gather the frag-
ments of his literary labours—the results
of his great mind and powerful pen—so
that hereafter, though the grave shall have
closed over him, the light which genius
gave him may not be obscured for ever.
There are, thank God, among our clerical
body some blessed with the most brilliant
talent, and he ho| they would be in-
spired to undertake the work.

‘“He must not, (he said), in a short
panegyric, tres| too much on their val-
uable time, go minutely into the his.

beloved bishop, and beloved he had been
at home and abroad. There were few
dioceses where his sweet voice was not
heard, and his wonderful eloguence un-
known.

He was prepared
to spend himself in His service, and he
(the speaker) had no doubt he entered on
his last mission with the determination of
doing whatever God inspired him to do.

Masonic Dodiciion

A very pleasant fraternal gathering took
place at Newcastle on Friday evening of
last week and although a member of our
staff was present we talfe the following in
reference to the event and its origin from
the St. John Globe, one of whose proprie-
tors tovk a prominent part in the proceed-

The members of Northumberland Lodge
of Free and Accepted Masons, after a
series of misfortunes, have succeeded in
erecting and finishing a fine hall in the
Town of Newcastle, Miramichi. It is
some years since they made the first move
in this direction, and erected a fine build-
ing, which was unfortunately destroyed
by fire just as it was completed and ready
for occupation, and on which they had no
insurance. They at once set about re-
building, and had so far succeeded, as to
have the frame up and partially boarded
in when the whole structure was blown
down by a storm and totally destroyed.
Nothing daunted, however, they again set
to work, with renewed energy, and after
a hard struggle have at last the satisfac-
tion of occupying a Lodge Room in a
building owned by themselves. The New
Hall is situated on Pleasant Street, on
land owned by the Lodge, and is a hand-
some two storey building 100 ft. by 40 ft.,
with a lotty tower on the south-eastern
angle. The lower story is finished in one
large room which isused as a public Hall ;
on the second flat is the Lodge Room,
which is a handsome apartment 28 feet
by 38 feet, with a ceiling of 12 feet in
height. Connected with the Lodge Room
are the necessary preparation rooms, &ec.
On this flat there is also a large banquet-
ing room, attached to which is a kitchen,
fitted up with cooking stove, &c.

The Lodge Room is handsomely fitted
up, the carpet, (of a beautiful Masonic
design), officers’ chairs, altar, pedestals,
and the other Lodge ‘‘ furniture ” having
been specially imported from Columbus,
Ohio. The Room was occupied for the
first time last evening, on which occasion
the Hall was formally dedicated, accord-
ing to ancient usage, by Robert T. Clinch,
Esq., Grand Master of the fraternity in
New Brunswick, assisted by Messrs. Jas.
McNichel, Jr., E. J. Sheldon, T. Nisbet
Robertson, of St. John, and Messrs. Thos.
Gillespie, John Fotheringham, Joseph M.
Ruddock, James Gray and others of Chat-
ham.

The large room was well filled,over eighty
Masons, representing fifteen different
Lodges in various parts of the Province
and the United States, being present dur-
ing the ceremonies. After the Lodge was
closed the Grand Lodge officers and
visitors were entertained at supper by
Northumberland Lodge in the banqueting
room. The supper was prepared by Mr.

Chatham Misrepresented.

The St. John Dominion, whose twin-
brother the Sun, noticed among its *‘ per-
sonals ” the presence of Messrs. P. Mit-
chell, R. R. Cell, Wm. Wyseand W. T.
Crocker in that city, has the following
choice bit of news concerning Chatham
‘“on and after polling day ”

““Over 1,000 drunken men took posses-
sion of the town. Stores had to be closed,
and all supporters of Mr. Mitchell had to
flee to Newcastle for personal safety. It
is #aid the crowd were supplied with free
liquor, and that Smith was dressed up to
represent Mr. Mitchell, with insulting
placards on his person. He was suspect-
ed of filling the shoes of the drunken
crowd with liquor, out of which they
drank for want of better drinking cups.
Fighting and rioting continued through
the day and night, and many persons were
severely injured. Our informant states
that two persons’ lives are despaired of.
their injuries are so serfouns.”

The paper says the above was contained
in a ‘“ private letter.” Whatever may be
the source from which it was derived, its
purpose is quite evident. Mr. Mitchell
and numbers of his friends were in Chat-
ham—on the streets and elsewhere ““on
and after polling day ”—but we have yet
to learn that any personal insult was of-
fered to them. It is true that on the day
after polling day a good many persons
were on the streets. Some of these were
putting up flags in honor of the victory
gained by Mr. Mitchell’s opponent ; others
moved about preparing for the bonfire and
fireworks which were to take place in the
evening, and there were, perhaps, fifty
persons, more or less, under the influence
of liquor. One young fellow, with more
bravado than good taste, was, we are in-
formed, out on the street in the morning
endeavoring to look, talk and act like Mr.
Mitehell, but he is not a person for whose
conduct any friend of the winning candi-
date could be expected to assume responsi-
bility. Several young men who are
known to the police a8 ‘“old offenders ”
got into a row among themselves towards
evening and one or two other persons who
endeavored to part them were struck.
The fact that the Police Magistrate let the
principal offender off on his own recogni-
| zance shows the character of the above
statement that ‘‘ two persons’ lives are
despaired of.”

‘““At how many degrees,” asked
Nicholl, ““is the temperature of the
planetary spaces estimated ?”

“ Formerly,” replied Barbicane, ‘‘it
was greatly exaggerated ; but now, after
the calculations of Fourier, of the
French Academy of Science, it is not
supposed to exceed 6(° centigrade be-
low zero.”
