The 1*4- Washington, D.C., Jan. 10.—The free 
entry of fish into the United States 
will be materially facilitated by am­
endatory regulations issued by Sec­
retary of the Treasury McVeagh to­
day, which affect principally' the Am­
erican fishing industry In the waters 
of Newfoundland and Nova Scotia.

They provide that fish caught in 
foreign waters by Americans or un­
der their supervision may be transfer­
red from the vessel by which they 
were caught to another ship or to an­
other railway and imported into this 
country free. Previously it had been 
prescribed that such fish must be 
brought to the shores of the United 
States by the ship which caught- them. 
An American vessel in future will be 
entitled to tlie free entry privileges.

commissioners have been dismissed, but in no case for 
any but strictly departmental reasons. Some annuity 
lecturers have been allowed to go, aa a result of a change 
In policy; no successors have been appointed.

The Department of Agriculture has nearly 1,000 per­
sons on its rolls, of whom over 600 are in the outside ser­
vice. One person has been dismissed for political and 
four or five for departmental reasons. In 1896 there 

jg 00 were between SO and 40 dismissals. The staff then was 
3 00 mucl1 smaller.

There are about 1,100 persons on the payroll of the 
Department of Indian Affairs. About a dozen have been 
dismissed. The number In 1896 was between twenty-five 
and thirty.

The roll-call of postmasters hat increased greatly 
Main 17*2 since 1896—from about 8,000 to well over 18,000. The 
.Main 1746 dismissals hare fallen tar below those of 1896. There 

have been a number of dismissal» for departmental os
opposed to political reasons—for insobriety, carelessness, 
neglect, etc. For political partlanship there have been 
from 100 to 125 cases of dismissals. In addition, Mr. 
Pelletier has reinstated about 50 postmasters who were 
wrongfully dismissed In 1896. In each case of this sort 
there has been an investigation to satisfy the Postmaster 
General that the original dismissal was unjust.

In the matter of dismissals for partisanship Mr. 
Pelletier has held hlmstelf directly within the rules of 
the Lake résolut ion of the House of Commons In 1906— 
that a public servant is entitled to the free exercise of his 
franchise but is expected to abstain from active political 
work. He also has followed the procedure laid down by 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier in 1896; it a member of Parliament 

Are makes a charge in writing, that is accepted as sufficient 
proof; otherwise, an investigation takes place.

The Interior Is a department which was notorious 
for the undisguised and effective partisanship of the out­
side service: in this category must be placed the Immigra­
tion Service, which is a branch of the Interior Depart­
ment. In their pre-election utterances the Conserva­
tives distinctly promised that no mercy need be expect^ 
by homestead inspectors and others who used their 
official powers to bully immigrants into voting Liberal. 
In this department a very clean sweep was made In 1896.

This time the higher ranks of the outside service 
have been little affected; of officers of sufficient rank to 
derive their appointment from an order in council, only 
two are going. Among the lower ranks, whose appoint- 
ments are departmental, a good many have been dis­
placed, it being difficult to state the number; the wide­
spread partisanship of many divisions of the outside ser­
vice making candidates for justifiable removal numerous. 
It must be noted that there are certain employes, such as 
land guides, who are employed by the day only, when 
there is work to do. not for any stated period, it would 
be easy to juggle statistics either by Including those In 
this category who are not again engaged In the list of 
“dismissals” or by omitting them from all account.

In the Marine and Fisheries Department the record 
is that after the Liberal victory of 1S9C about 250 dismis­
sals took place. These were divided pretty evenly be­
tween the Marine End the Fisheries branches. Some of 
these were avowedly on grounds of economy and effici­
ency; so for as economy goes, the outside staff in 1896. 
including crews of vessels, numbered 2,400 and in 1901 
had risen to 2,746. At present the outside staff of the 
Fisheries branch is 1,200 and that of the Marine branch 
Is between 2,500 and 2,000. Thus over 10 per cent, of 
the outside service was displaced by the Liberals as a 
result of their victory.

This year the number of dismissals in the two 
branches of the department is less than ninety. In the 
Fisheries branch 28 officials have been released, or rath­
er over 2 per cent. ; in addition about 40 fishery overseers 
were let go and not replaced, the Minister regarding their 
appointment as a duplication of work already under the 
jurisdiction of and done by the Provincial Governments. 
Of the 28 dismissals seven are for non-political reasons. 
In some cases works are being discontinued; in another 
case there are charges of fraud, and so on.

In the Marine branch there have been 67 dismissals; 
of these one is for farming out work, another is because 
the agent reported the man to be unfit for his work; 
in yët another the man had been arrested, In another the 
reason was drunkenness. • In about 40 cases partisanship 
is explicitly stated in the order of dismissal as the cause. 
The dlsmissalsTor partisanship in the whole department 
amount to something like 70. The percentage of dis­
missals is two or three.

Thus the Conservatives, succeeding to a staff nearly 
twice as large as In 1896, have dismissed between one- 
half and one-third as mahy persons. It remains to be 
added that in cases of partisanship the Laurier rule is 
followed; the written statement of a member of Parlia­
ment is accepted. Where that is lacking the Minister 
takes steps to ascertain the truth of the charges.

In the Customs Department the only dismissal of a 
prominent man lias been at Oshawa, where the collector 
was removed on the written statement of the local mem­
ber that he had displayed partisanship. A number of 
elderly employes in the outside service have been super­
annuated and their places have been filled. In addition 
there are a considerable number of what might be termed 
semi-casual employes—landing waiters, etc., whose em­
ployment ends with the close of navigation. These 
people have no guarantee of re-employment in the ensu­
ing season; their wosk being occasional, and a good many 
of them will not be re-engaged when the coming season 
opens. The Liberal axe swung very freely in this depart­
ment in 1896; in addition to actual dismissals there were 
numerous occasions where a man's outport would be 
abolished—a new one bein£ set up a mile or two away; 
or where a man's salary would be omitted from the np 
propriations. Mr. Reid has been careful to investigate 
all cases brought before him.

It is hardly necessary to go Into the record of the 
smaller departments. The same tale would be told. 
The Labor Department affords a characteristic example.

The case of the King vs. Harry B. 
Clark, formerly manager of the mar­
ket branch of the Bank of New Bruna- 
wick, was commenced before Mr. Jus­
tice Barry and the following jury in 
the Circuit Court yesterday morning 
at ten o'clock: Messrs, E. Roy Fen­
wick, Charles G. Hoyt, Fred R. Patter- 
son, James C. Doherty, Edward Ev­
ans, W. Norman Earle, Nelli J. Seely, 
Geo. W, Mullin, R. Dominick Hayes,
J. XV. Calhoun, A. Wallace Emery 
and Thomas Dillon.

Little difficulty was experienced In 
getting a jury. « The crown challenged 
one and set one aside. The defence 
challenged one for cause and three 
peremptorily.

Attorney General Grimmer appear­
ed for the crown and Geo. XV. Fowler.
K. C., M.P., for the accused.

The court arose yesterday after­
noon shortly before five o'clock, just 
after the defence had concluded their 
case. Counsel will address the Jury 
this morning and a verdict will be 
reached either at noon or early in the 
afternoon.

The accused la charged with stealing 
the sum of $2.477.21, the property of 
the Hank of New Brunswick.

Henry Gallagher, a member of the 
grocery and liquor firm of M. II. Gal' 
lagher and Co., had this sum on de­
posit in his own name in the market 
branch . On March 27 last Mr. Gallag­
her had the account transferred to 
himself and his sister. 1 le gave Clark a 
check and Clark instead of placing the 
amount to the credit of the Joint ac­
count placed it to the credit of one 
McBeath, to reduce the amount of the 
latter’s overdraft. Tills Is the ex­
planation which he gave on the stand 
yesterday afternoon and the defence

will endeavor to prove that this act 
dees not constitute a theft in law.

Mr. Gallagher, R. B. Hessen, gen­
eral manager of the bank, and C, F.
Sanford, of Barnhill, Ewing and San­
ford, testified at yesterday’s Bitting.

Clark took the stand in hia own de­
fence and admitted that he was in 
the hole a little on account of engag­
ing in spéculations. He denied that 
he owed the bank any money but had 
borrowed some on putting up collater­
al security. H. H. Smith of J. C.
Mackintosh and Co., testified for the 
defence. Considerable amusement 
was caused when Mr. Smith and the 
Attorney General clashed on the mat­
ter of answering a question.

The feature of the ease is the ab­
sence of cross firing between counsel.

The Morning Session.
At. the morning session, Attorney 

General Grimmer outlined the case of 
the prosecution. He spoke of a letter 
written and signed by the defendant 
himself In which lie stated to the gen­
eral manager of the bank that he had 
taken the amount of $2,477.27, and was 
about to speak of further confession 
of guilt, Mr. George XV.

The Laurier rule, as everyone knows, was that offeu- 
elve partisans must go. Ordinarily an investigation was 
held; but if a Liberal member of Parliament or defeated 
candidate wrote a letter charging a man with partisan­
ship that was deemed investigation enough.

Now let. us survey the Conservative record. First, 
*there have been no dismissals in the Inside service. 

Next, as to the outside sendee. In the House of Com­
mons. in the Rergeant-at-Arms" Department. 22 persons 
have been dismissed and 10 have left of their own ac­
cord: among the latter are pages who have grown too 
old to go on the floor. In 1896 there were 36 dismissals.

In the Railways and Canals Department the Liberals 
1n 1896 made a great sweep on the Intercolonial. The 
dismissals began with the Chief Engineer of the road and 
went down to a track-walker. The Standard recently 
published almost a page of names ot men who had been 
dismissed.

In 1911 Mr. Cochrane is taking the following line:— 
First, there must be an investigation in every case. 
Every man on the Intercolonial whose conduct is under 
suspicion Is entitled to an investigation. Three com­
missioners have been appointed to investigate charges— 
Mr. Emile Geliy ot Quebec, In Quebec, Mr. James A. Mc­
Donald of Halifax, in Nova Scotia, and Mr. E. T. C.

, Knowles of St. John in this province. Secondly, if any 
vacancy is created, it will, if suitable men are available, 
be filled by promotions. There are three or four rather 
high officials under suspension on various charges, and if 
they are dismissed the Minister will look for their suc­
cessors among men already in the service. A considera­
tion which has arisen is that of men whom the Liberals 
appointed to replace men whom they dismissed for partl- 
aan reasons. While the case is difficult, Mr. Cochrane 
is disposed not to retaliate. On the canals so far there 
has been only one dismissal, while several have resigned. 
Mr. Cochrane's conduct is not only better than that of the 
Liberals in 1896, but is absolutely fair, independent of 
comparisons.

The great hubbub has been raised over public works. 
This is an enormous department, with numerous Jobs con­
tinually beginning and ending. In 1896, when the expen­
diture was only $1,300,000, as against over twenty mil­
lions which the department has handled\ in some recent 
years, over GO employes were dismissed. This year a 
number ot oersong have been dismissed outside of Otta­
wa, and a number of foremen, clerks of work, etc., have 
found their temporary work come to an end. In Ottawa 
itself T44 men have been dismissed, and it Is over these 
men that the principal outcry has been made. Their 
numbers were magnified to 200 or more and in particular 
it was related that Mr. John Rloux, the elderly and polite 
elevator man near Mr. Borden’s office, oadbeen dismiss­
ed for saying “au r^yolr" to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, when 
the former Prime Minister quitted office; and had been 
restored by Mr. Borden’» personal Intervention.

The facts are that only 33 out of the 144 were per­
manent employes. The remaining 111 were casuals. It 
1» the custom to take a number of temporary men on early 
in the autumn and let them go in October or November. 
The Liberal Government took these men on in the late 
summer; had the Laurier Government won they would 
have been let go when the season ended. The present 
Gov ernment gave the men an extra month, until the mid­
dle of December, and then let them go. Thus the men 
got a Christmas present of an extra month and the Gov-

*T found out,” said witness, “ten days 
after Clark left that some of these 
bond* had been taken aa broker’s col­
lateral ot the head office." Witness 
stated the bank had loaned $20,000 to 
J. C. Mackintosh and Company, re­
ceiving their note and these bonds as 
eecurlty. When a reliable broker In 
good standing offered security it was 
not the custom to scrutinize It care­
fully, and the manager might ifbt ev­
en see It.

New York, N. Y., Jan. 10.—Losses In 
the stock market during yesterday's 
decline were largely recovered today. 
The tone wns much better. Anxiety 
occasioned by the Equitable fire was 
removed, though the financial - dis­
trict did not Blip back entirely Into 
It* accustomed .routine. The decision 
of the governing board of the atock 
exchange to relieve traders affected 
by fit© from the necessity of deliver­
ing securities for an indefinite per­
iod put an end to fears of embarrass­
ment on that score, although the fact 
that vast quantities of stock* and 
bonds were tied up in the vaults ot 
the ruined building served to restrict 
business.

The market became active and 
strong in the latter part of the ses­
sion which had been dull after an op 
piling spurt. In spite of Its dullness 
the list was firm throughout the day 
with a constant upward tendency. 
Union Pkclflc recovered more than 
two points of yesterday’s loss and vir­
tually all of the active Issues Improv­
ed substantially.

The monthly statement of the U. 8. 
Steel Corporation was a aurprlse to 

street. Preliminary estimate* of 
the increase-hu unfilled orders run: from 
450,000 tons to 500.000 tons. The show­
ing of 942.000 Ions indicated that the 
revival in the steel buslnee* last 
month was a decided one. The week­
ly reviews of the trade reported that 
while some extravagant predictions 
ns to the extent of the revival had 
not been realised, the volume of bus 
lues* in some Important lines had 
been large.

The market's reception of the steel 
figure* was disappoint lira to the bulls. 
U. 8. Stool rose more than a point on 
the day. but there was not a spurt 
when the. figure* were made known, 
and the report seemed to be less of 
n factor than bear covering In elevat­
ing prices. Traders took the position 
that the effect on U. 8. Steel of the 
monthly statement was largely offset 
by the bearish influences exerted by 
the Stanley Investigation, the govern­
ment's dissolution suit and prospects 
of a heavy reduction of theVteel tariff 
schedule.

American stocks in London were 
less disturbed than yesterday. Abqut 
12,000 shares were sold on balance for 
foreign account. Ixmdon was a borrow­
er in this market, making bids of 4 
per cent, for the loans to carry until 
the end of the month. Many of the 
local banks placed fund* at that rate 
which partly accounted for the firm­
ness of the foreign exchange market.

The demand for bonds was again 
fairly active. Prices were Irregular. 
Total sales par value $4,524,000. U. 8.

After a spirited dlRcusalon lasting 
over two hours the congregation of 
Stoue church at a meeting held in 
the schoolroom last evening decided 
in favor of Introducing the vested 
choir Into the services of the church.

The meeting was attended by a 1 
large number of the congregation and 
the pros and cone of the matter were 
put forth at length by both sides. The 
meeting was by no means unanimous 
In the matter, and was enlivened by 
frequent tilts between exponents of 
the merits and demerits of the Inno­
vation.

The chief causes of discussion arose 
over the decision on the question of 
who in the meeting were eligible to 
vote, and whether the matter of In­
troducing the vested choir should be 
decided simply by a majority vote of 
those present, or by a two-thlrds-or 
seventy-five per cent. vote. A rapid 
succession of motions, amendments 
and amendments to amendments fol­
lowed each of which elicited much dis­
cussion on the part of members.

A resolution was submitted by the 
vestry of the church in which was 
suggested the qualifications of voters. 
A motion xvas put to the effect that the 
recommendation of the vestry be ad­
opted. This was followed by a motion 
that all present be given the franchise. 
On being put to the meeting tills ev­
entually carried, there being but one 
solitary dissenting voice.

This obstacle being removed, the 
meeting next settled down to come to 
an understanding as to whether a ma­
jority vote or a two-thirds vote should 
be taken In the decision of the real 
question of the hour. After a lengthy 
discussion the amendment to the am­
endment which called for a vote of 75 
per cent, of the meeting before the 
vested choir could become a fact, was 
put and defeated. The simple majority 
vote at last won the hour.

The question at Issue, the advisabil­
ity of introducing the surpllced choir 
into the services was then taken up. 
The majority of the meeting express­
ed themselves favorable to the inno­
vation. but a goodly number of the 
more conservative held out. giving var­
ious reaao 
the choir, 
meeting showed great interest In the 
proceedings, and some of them were 
heard in speeches.

The opinion was expressed by i 
favorable to the vested choir th 
would add to' the beauty and Impres­
siveness of the service, serve ns a 
means to interest the young and keep 
them in the church. Those adverse to 
the innovation were given opportunity 
to express their views after which the 
motion was put and a standing vote 
taken, the yeas being greatly In the 
majority.

Judge J. R. Armstrong acted as 
chairman during the meeting.

Some of the aldermen were very 
much exercised yesterday by the treat­
ment accorded the Union Jack by a 
couple of decorators who were calclm- 
ining the ceiling of om> of the rooms 
in the court house. The-painters were 
using an old miHdewed flag as a cov­
er cloth, and when the aldermen noted 
this, they claimed the flag was being 
desecrated and raised a loud protest. 
The chaps with the whitewash brushes 
said they had no time to get anything 
else to keep the spatters off the wood­
work. Some of the aldermen got ra­
ther hot apd wanted to 
the platform and throw 
washers out of the window.

But fortunately the intervention of 
the mayor prevented further blood­
shed on behalf of the old flag. He gave 
peremptory orflers to rescue the flag 
and the brush men came off of their 
high horse, and the flag was rolled 
up and put away.

One of the aldermen said he was 
going to move that the council adopt 
an order to have all old flags cremat­
ed with appropriate ceremonies, 
the wrangle over salaries at the 
ing which followed the rescue of the 
flag, he evidently forgot about it.
