The 
names of the men are: Fred Sams, 
J. Sams, C. Piko, C. Evans and John 
Grover. The first four men named 
were stevedores while Gnov 
deckhand on the Thomas, 
were natives of Newfoundland.

Early this morning many boats 
were on the harbor grappling for 
bodies and in the afternoon the bo­
dies of Fred Sams and John Grover 
were recovered. Sams was 26 years 
old and Grover about the same age.

An inquest will be held tomorrow 
and grappling will be kept up for the 
recovery" of the other bodies.

The Thomas was pulled off this 
morning; she is very little damaged. 
It is expected that an Investigation 
into the cause of the disaster will be 
held very shortly and an endeavor 
made to glace the blame for it.

EARL OF SELBORNE
LIKES REFERENDUM.

(Christian Science Monitor.)
Southampton, Eng., Nov. 15.—The 

Earl of Selbome was the principal 
speaker at a large meeting held in 
Southampton, under the auspices of 
the Hampshire and Isle of Wight di­
vision of the National Union Associa­
tion. In the course of his speech Lord 
Selborne referred to the necessity of 
a second chamber, with full powers 
to revise or amend legislation.

“When we Unionists reiterate our 
conviction.’’ he declared, "that a sec­
ond chamber Is necessary, we do not 
for a moment mean a second chamber 
in which the Unionists as a party 
will necessarily have a majority. We 
mean, without reservation, a second 
chamber, which will be equally Inde­
pendent and equally Impartial, no mat­
ter what party Is In power."

The referendum also, continued his 
j lordship, should be embodied In the 
i constitution for the settlement of ques­
tions of great gravity. The spasmodic 
use of the referendum was not a thing 
to be commended. Its use should be 
almost entirely limited to the settle­
ment of grave disputes between the 
two houses of Parliament. Different 
methods had been proposed for the 
application of the referendum. Whatev­
er method was finally adopted, it 
should be applied only as part of the 
permanent working machinery of the 
constitution, not simply as the expedi­
ent of a cabinet in difficulty.

The reasons stated for not keeping 

sheep were very similar to those re­
ported In the two previous chapters, 
vlx:—dogs, fencing, dairying and in­
sufficient help. When carefully look­
ed Into, none of these reasons pre­
sents a sufficient excuse. The true 
ieason Is the entire absence of educa­
tion In sheep husbandry and of Infor­
mation about the value and profit of 
sheep raising.

First, we look Into the dog excuse. 
The province has a fairly good dog 
law, but It Is not enforced. In many 
ways it resembles the Nova Beotia 
dog law, and is even more drastic 
In some respects because It gives the 
farmer full power to shoot any dog 
at sight, even If he should only be 
treepassing. If the .existing law were 
strictly enforced the dog nuisance 
would disappear In a few months. The 
law Is unfortunately, under present 
circumstances. In the people’s own 
hands, and although they complain 
bitterly of their serious losses, they 
do not realise the importance of 
sheep raising, otherwise they would 
combine, and demand that the local 
authorities enforce the law rigorous­
ly. Until the farmers are educated 
to take more Interest In live stock 
generally, and sheep raising In partic­
ular, It would l>e better for the Legis­
lature to see that the law la enforced 
over the whole province.

While each municipality Is allowed 
the option of orerating the dog law, 
or setting it aside. It will always be 
practlcaly Impotent, and no good re­
sults will accrue. The present losses 
from sheep worrying are now so seri­
ous that education 
dry would be not only hampered but 
Ineffectual, as losses at the very com­
mencement would continually discour­
age farmers. At one of our meetings 
it was stated that a few years ago 600 
sheep were killed in one season in the 
neighborhood of Woodstock.

Although the losses In this province 
are heavy and particularly discourag­
ing. the same conditions prevail over 
all the Maritime Provinces. Nothing 
but education in sheep husbandry on 
the one hand, and the co-operation of 
the provincial authorities on the other, 
will end this disgraceful Injury to one 
of the most important branches of agri­
culture. and the very one most needed 
at present In the Maritime Provinces.

The next excuse was fencing, but 
there is less reason for poor fences 
In this province than In the others. 
Although “pole fences” are now out of 
date, they can be constructed to, ef­
fectually stop sheep, and there are few 
farms In New Brunswick where the 
material for pole fences Is not avail­
able. Such fences however, are not 
dog proof, and aa many farmers as 
possible should be encouraged to erect 
woven wire. The barbed wire now 
used on many dairy farms should be 
discouraged wherever general live 
stock is kept.

Dairying Is certainly a counter at­
traction to sheep raising In several 
districts, tod while .some dairy farms 
are profitable others are scarcely re­
munerative. Lectures on the advant­
ages of dairying have resulted In 
farmers taking it up when their local 
situation was not favorable for mak­
ing It a specialty. Lectures on sheep­
raising would In this way, soon arouse 
interest In this Industry, and there are 
few places in New Brunswick where 
farmers would not find It more pro­
fitable than any other branch of agri­
culture.

Insufficient help Is the weakest ex­
cuse of all, for although sheep require 
attention and Intelligence, they require 
less labor and less expense than any 
other branch of live stock.

INTERNATIONAL CONSERVATION OF FISHERIES. W. A. Brown Becomes Gen­
eral Superintendent of Can. 
adian Northern's Eastern 
Lines!

It Is satisfactory to note that the protest of British 
fishermen against trawling tor herring in their home 
waters, recently referred to in these columns, has been 
productlx'e of results which may lead to concerted action 
by the countries Interested to check the depredations of 
the trawler, and through which both the Canadian and 
United States fishermen may materially benefit, 
lowing the recent meeting at Great Yarmouth, at which 
It was decided to ask the British Government to take 
action, a deputation of fishermen waited upon Mr. Walter 
Runclman. President of the Board of Fisheries, stated 
their case and In the light of the evidence produced, re­
ceived the assurance that an effort would be made by the 
Government to prohibit or at least control herring trawl­
ing by international Agreement.

A report of the conference between the deputation of 
fishermen and Mr. Runclman In the London Times is 
quoted by the Boston Transcript and Indicates, as that 
journal pointedly remarks, that thfey “effectually stirred 
things up."

Vigorous opposition to the purchase 
of the site for the proposed school in 
North End, was expressed by the 
Mayor at the meeting of the council 
yesterday morning.

Recommendations were made that 
the system of lighting the city market 
should be by Tungsten lights Instead 
of gas; that the city should purchase 
the DeVoe lot on Charlotte street, 
with house thereon, adjacent to No 
1 Are station, for the sum of $f>,000 
upon the title being approved by the 
Recorder; that the council should ar» 
prove of the site for the Bentley 
street school, but that further con 
structlon should not be proceeded 
with until deemed absolutely neces­
sary; that as the wooden sewer on 
Union street was found to be in good 
condition and, in the opinion of the 
engineer, will last another 20 years 
the work on the new sewer there 
should be stopped and the contractor 
paid for what had already been done, 
and that he should enter into a new 
contract to open up and back fill the 
sewer the whole length, or such 
places as may be thought necessary 
by the Commissioner of Water and 
Sewerage, for the sum ot $1.10 per 
lineal foot, therefore resolved that 
upon Mr. Nice surrendering his con­
tract be entered into.

Commissioner McLellan in moving 
the adoption of the recommendations 
to take out the old gas plant in the 
city market and substitute 
electricity, said that the lighting now 
exceeds $500, and that by the new 
process it would be reduced three- 
fifths, and the cost of Installation 
would be saved. The resolution was 
adopted.

Walter H. Millican returned yester­
day from a two months business trip 
to Cuba and the Island of Hayti.

Good 
strong building paper, as light as poe 
sible gives good satisfaction. This 
may be placed round the trees In the 
fall, not tightly, but leaving an inch 

of space between the inside of 
the paper and the bark of the trees. 
The soil should then be mounted up 
around the bottom of the paper to a 
height of six Inches or so.

Veneer tree protectors, made ol 
thin material one-eighth inch thick, 
12 inches wide, 18 Inches long, and 
costing about one cent each will last 
three or tour years and afford good 
protection. The paper 
the case may be should 
In the spring, about the middle ol 
April.

14.-Jn most 
9t Its essentials today’s stock market 
was a repetition of the preceding day's 
session. Irregularity was not less pro­
nounced and there were frequent per­
iods of dullness. Albeit the total out­
put was larger. Trading 
but plainly professional, some 
speculation running Into Issues sup 
posed to be manipulated by pools.

Further clearing of the European 
war clouds was an Important factor, 
the initial rise of 1 to 2 points being 
a natural sequence of the strong Lon­
don market, despite Increasing firm­
ness in money and discounts at that 
centre. Both Paris and Berlin display­
ed renewed strength, and thçse mar­
kets. with London, were buyers here 
to the extent of probably 25.000 shares 
on balance. 'Some surprise was ex­
pressed In local banking circles at 
the rise in the German bank rate from 
6 to 6 per cent making the second ad­
vance In less than a month, and to the 
highest figure quoted by that Institu­
tion since January, 1908.

Both the British and French banks 
submitted weekly statements, the 
Bank of England showing a marked 
gain In Its liability reserves and n 
nominal Increase In gold. The Bank of 
France lost a small amount of gold, 
and reduced its loans and discounts 
by about $7,500,000. That the general 
hardening has extended to remote 
très was shown in the higher discounts 
quoted by the Bombay and Calcutta 
banks.

Private cables from Ixmdon and 
Paris suggested resumption of copper 
buying for Europesn consumers, which 
probably accounted in large measure 
for the strength of those shares. Pres­
sure against United States Steel per­
sisted throughout the cession, but Am­
erican Smelting recovered all of its 
early decline, with generally firmness 
at the close.

Bonds were Irregular and dealings 
light.

Total sales, par value, amounted to 
$1,567,000. United States bonds were 
unchanged on call.
