Ottawa, March IB.—Some time ago 

the government decided to take ac­
tion in the Manitoba Courte towards 
annulling the sale of the St. Peter’s 
Indian Reserve, the consent of the 
Indians having been secured by bri­
bery, corruption and fraud.

„ London, Mar. 14.—A settlement of 
the Irish Home Rule diffldulty appar­
ently has been little advanced by the 
British government's great concessions 
to the Ulsterites aad taking the asser­
tions of both political parties at their 
face value the deadlock today remains 
as immovable as before Premier As­
quith's conciliatory offer was made In 
the House of Commons on March 9.

The signers of the Ulster covenant 
declare strongly that nothing less than 
the permanent exclusion of thé Protes­
tant counties of Ulster from the Irish 
government at Dublin instead of the 
proposed six year option will be con­
sidered toy them. The more radical 
covenanters demand not only tbe ex­
clusion of the four counties—Antrim, 
Armagh, Londonderry and Down—in 
which the Protestants are in the ma­
jority, bttt they want the entire prov­
ince of Ulster excluded. Anything 
else, they say, would be the desertion 
of their comrades in counties whpre 
Protestants are in the minority and 
would be treason to their covenant.

Sir Edward Carson, leader of the 
Ulster Unionists, today sent a message 
to Belfast saying: “So far as our pre­
parations are concerned the pro- 
ùouncement of the government, It 
anything necessitates a still more for­
ward movement this year we are going 
to make good In action, all we have 
been saying and preparing for during 
the past two years.”

Rome, March 15—The Duke of the 
Abruzsi has reported to the ministry 
of the navy that recent results were 
obtained by William Marconi last 
week in his experiments on board the 
battleship Regina Elena with a new 
radio telephonic apparatus. Com­
munication was held with the ships 
nearly 45 miles away, and 13 miles 
with ship's land between the commu­
nicating vessels. Telephonic connec­
tion continued uninterruptedly be­
tween the ships for twelve hours, ac­
cording to the report.

Paris, Mar. 15—A terifle gale and 
the highest tide of the year tonight 
worked great havoc along the coasts 
of Normandy and Brittany. The Bay 
of St. Michael in the southwestern 
part of Normandy, no such tide had 
been experienced In forty years. Huge 
waves dashed against the ramparts of 
Mont St. Michael, a rocky little island 
in the bay on which is situated the 
famous old Benedictine Abey, to a 
height not usually reached by the wa­
ter and the gardens and fields in Av- 
ranches, Genest and other villages 
and towns on the coast were flooded. 
Three hundred feet of the sea wall at 
Granville were-swept away.

The damage at Dieppe was very 
great. A large portion of the prom- 
epade was wrecked and harbor im­
provements under construction de­
stroyed. Pebbles were washed in by 
the sea in such quantities that the 
River Scie was dammed at Its mouth 
and the valley of the river flooded for 
several miles.

Home rule, the 
dream once apparently so hopeless 
but now nearing realization, a prom­
ise that Is about to meet performance, 
has already given Ireland renewed 
vigor and a wider horizon of hope 
that bodes well for the future. No 
longer will Ireland's sons look beyond 
the seas for the land of ambitions 
fulfillment. Prosperity is returning 
to the Island in which It has long been 

stranger. Contentment .reigns in 
Catholic Ireland, which is today com­
pleting plans for the most glorious 
celebration in history of the festival 
of the fifth century saint of whom It 
has been said: “He found no Chris­
tians, and he left no heathen. Yet 
there Is a spectre at the feast, for the 
North armed men are threatening to

In 1798 the subject of a new flag 
came up, and the United Irishmen 
had a bitter controversy about the 
matter. Many opposed the harp as 
having been Imposed on the country 
by an English monarch, but eventual­
ly It was decided to retain the harp 
on a green ground. The color was 
changed from blue to green to signi­
fy the union between North and 
South, green being a color formed by 
the blending of blue and orange.

Mrs. T. H. Bullock Tells of 
Progress During Past 
Year — Need of Police 
Woinen.

On Saturday afternoon the annual 
meeting of the Local Council of Wo­
men was concluded. The meeting con­
tinued from two o'clock In the after­
noon until six o'clock and was taken 
up largely with the hearing of instruc­
tive addresses and papers by promin­
ent social workers. Mrs. T. H. Bul­
lock submitted a very comprehensive 
report dealing with the relationship of 
women to the various- problems of the 
day. Other speakers of the afternoon 
were Hon. R. J. Ritchie, A. M. fielding, 
Rev. Gordon Dickie, Dr. Melvin, Mias 
Lane, general secretary of the Y. W. 
C. A., and Miss Boulton of the Daugh­
ters of the Empire.

The report on thp work of the King's 
Daughters for the year was received 
and the recording secretary of the 
Women’s Council , Mrs. C. McN. 
Steeves, submitted her report.

President's Address.
In her annual address the president, 

Mrs. T. H. Bullock, dealt with the gen­
eral advancement socially, morally and 
Intellectually, and touched on the ac­
tivities during the year in other Can­
adian centers. She. spoke of the active 
interest which had always been taken, 
In the city, in the protection of women 
and children, and In this connection 
she strongly urged the appointment of 
police and Jail matrons, and also police 
women, The society she said had tak­
en a keen Interest In the pure milk 
question. She mentioned the success­
ful endeavors of the society to exhibit 
at the exhibition a portion of the 
Montreal Child Welfare Exhibit. In 
discussing generally the activities dur­
ing the year Mrs. Bullock said:

“With truth can we say that the 
cause of women is steadily advancing 
throughout the whole world as we 
learn of conditions and meet with wo­
men of other lands, the bettes we un­
demand that restrictions, hindrances 
and dimcùltlës of all Kinds are very 
similar, though controlled in propor­
tion to the various forms of National 
government. More than ever, men and 
women are uniting forces to cope with 
the mental and moral needs of human­
ity In general, and never, we think, has 
greater evidence been given than dur­
ing the year just passed.

the opeetng of-the Panama Canal will 
result In an influx of foreign ship­
ping from the Atlantic to the Pacific. 
The transportation rates here are 
higher and the profits are larger. A 
Royal Commission, it Is believed, 
should Investigate shipping conditions 
thoughout the Dominion before the 
opening of the Canal complicates the 
situation.

The opening of the Panama Canal 
Is expected to bring a big trade be­
tween St. John and Vancouver by 
steamer. The recent announcement 
at Ottawa that a subsidy would prob* 
obly be given for a line operating 
from Montreal in summer and St. John 
or Halifax In winter to Vancouver 
was w*Il received here, where trans­
portation rates over the mountains by 
railway are, in some cases, prohibi­
tive. Although a line of British ves­
sels maintains a monthly service be­
tween New York and Vancouver, all 
the merchandise carried comes into 
this port In bond, and none of It 
comes from Eastern Canada. In 
order to inaugurate and develop
