the German attacks were broken by
the fire of our machine guns, which
caused heavy losses to the enemy.

Petrograd, Ju.m’,}.1 via London—The
past week has brafight no noteworthy
change in the position of the opposing
forces in Asia Minor, but the Turks,
heavily reinforced by Germans and
Austrians, have, by‘gxecuting a series
of sharp thrusts at various points
along the Russian line, succeeded in
checking the Russign advance. These
Turkish attacks have been directed
against the main lines of the Russians
béyond Trebizond #nd in the regiom
of Baiburt, Erzingan and Rivandouza.

While mot makin anent 8
in any.of these: , the effect
of the persistent drives has been to
bring the Russian advance to a stand-
still, temporarily at least. The Turk-
ist attempt to advance upon Kargha-
Bazar (between Erzerum and Diar
bekr) mentioned in last night's com-
munication was evidently conducted
with the intent of dividing the two
Russian groups operating beyond Er-
zerum and Mush, But the wedge
which the Turks succeeded in driving
into the line at this point could not be
maintained before the Russian coun-
ter-attacks. Thus the Russian commu-
nications are still intact, and the situ-
ation is unchanged.

The Turkish offensive, which has
been the most energetic of all their
efforts in this theatre, is now consid-
ered to have spent itself without
achieving any more definite result
than that accomplished by previous
opposition—the temporary delay, at
great cost, of the Russian forces into
Mesopotamia.

The operations on the western
front have been confined to spasmodic
activity by the Germans along the
Dvina, and by the Austrians in Gall-
cia. The Gernrans have several times
bombanded the railway between Riga
and Tkskull. The railway follows the
right bank of the Dvina, within com-
paratively easy range of the German
batteries, a few miles westward. They
have also made a more or less serious
effort to cut the Mitaur railway imme-
diately north of Jacobstadt, but with:
out success.

Ottawa, June 1.—George W. Kyte,
who in the House of Commons on
March 28 made what are known as
the “Kyte charges” (Mr, Carvell now
says they weren’t charges at all)
against General Hughes, (701.. Allison
and the Canadian Shell Committee, is
not going to give evidence before the
Duff-Meredith Royal Commission.

The reason, as admitted by Mr. Car-
vell, himself, before the commission
today, is that Mr. Kyte is unable to
throw any further light upon the sub-
jects under investigation which would
be of assistance to the commission. In
other words, the man who made the
charges apparently feels that every-
thing has been brought out and is sat-
isfied that he is unable to say any-
thing which would make the investiga-
tion more thorough.

There was quite a discussion among
counsel and commissioners this morn-
ing as to whether Mr. Kyte should
be asked to come back from Nova
Scotia and give evidence, Mr. Hell-
muth, counsel for the government,
said that so far as he was concerned
he was perfectly willing to let the
Kyte charges stand upon the Hansard
of the House of Commons and the rec-
ords of the commission without sworn
testimony from the member for Rich-
mond. Mr. Carvell, who spoke next,
did not appear anxious to have Mr.
Kyte give evidence.' “I can assure
the commission,” he said, “that Mr.
Kyte can throw no further light upon
this matter. If the commission or any
counsel here desire his presence I am
sure he will be glad to come, althougn
it will be at great personal Inconven-
ience,”

PAPERS RELATING TO SHELL

CONTRACTS FROM N.Y.OFFICE

OTTAWA JOURNAL PUBLISHES AFFIDAVIT OF
CONFIDENTIAL CLERK IN NEW YORK BROK-
ER'S OFFICE GIVING STORY OF CHAS. B. ROG-
ERS' ATTEMPT TO STEAL THE DOCUMENTS.

Ottawa, Ont., June 1—The Journal
today publishes the following:

At the session of the fuse commis-
sion it developed that stealing of let-
ters and documents from the militia
department had been going on. Cer
tain correspondence was produced re-
garding which Chief Justice Meredith
said he did not see how it could have
been got except by improper means.

One of the lawyers on the Liberal
side said: “The copies of these docu-
ments came to me anonymously thro-
ugh the mails from Montreal, I have
no idea where they came from. I have
received hundreds of anonymous let-
ters in the past year over matters of
that kird.”

Apropos of the fact thus revealed
that stealing of military information
has been going on, the Journal is in
possession of an extraordinary story
regarding an attempt to steal docu-
ments in New York from a business
house which had had correspondence
with the Canadian Shell Committee
The party concerned in this, by his
own statement, was a man named
Charles B. Rogers. Rogers confessed
that he went into the office of Grant
Hugh Brown, commission broker, New
York, and surreptitiously took certain
documents from the private fyle in the
office, which he calls the “shells fyle”
but before leaving the building gave
them back to August Trost, a confi-
dential clerk of Mr. Brown's. Trost in
this connection has made an affidavit,
a copy of which is attached.

The confession of Charles B. Rog-
ers that he tried to steal the docu-
ments is contained in a lengthy affi-
davit of which the Journal has a copy
Why Rogers made the confession is
not clear. He may have done so un-
der fear of arrest, or he may have
done so because somebody offered
him inducements. The Journal has
no information on this point. In his
affidavit Rogers swears that his at-
tempt to steal the documents was co
ordinate with a number of conversa-
tions with certain Canadian politic-
ians. He gives dates and places of
conversations, and the Journal knows
from information obtained elsewhere
than from Rogers’ affidavit that sev-

eral such meetings did take place as
Rogers says. Also the Journal has in
its possession photographs of tele-
grams to Rogers from politicians he
names, and made appointment with
him for a meeting.

Confirms Evidence at Fuse Inquiry.

Rogers’ affidavit asserts that he first
met and talked with a certain politic-
ian at the Ontario Club in Toronto on
April 12,

He went from there to New York,
where on April 15 he received a tele-
gram from another Canadian politic-
fan saying that a representative would

On April 29 Rogers attempted to
al the papers in Brown’s office. He
says he had conversations subsequent-
ly with the parties he has been deal
ing with.

May 6, he got a telegram from one
of them declining to have anything
further to do with him. The Journal
has a photograph of this telegrain.

The Journal does not feel justified
ini publishing Rogers’ affidavit or men-
tioning the names he gives, because

Trost's Affidavit.

The affidavit of August Trost:

State of New York,

City and County of New York, S, S.:

August Trost being duly sworn de-
poses and says: At about three o'clock
on the afternoon of April 29th, 1916,
while I was busy in the office of
Grant Hugh Browne,” on the eigh-
teenth floor of No. 115 Broadway,
Charles B. Rogers came in.

ASQUITH’S MOTION TO
ADJOURN PASSES.

Premier Says Insurgents will
be Dealt with as Leniently
as Consistent with' Vindi-

cation of the Law.
London, June 1.—The House of
Commons this evening agreed to a
motion made by Premier Asquith for
an adjournment of the House to June
20.

Premier Asquith, today, moved the
adjournment which gave the members
an opportunity to discuss a subject
they desired to take up.

Premier Asquith reiterated , that

tion of a recurrence of the outbreak,
the government will treat the insur-
gents with leniency and clemency.”

He saw no reason to depart from
that guiding principle of the govern-
ment's ‘policy. The prisoners were
being released as speedily as possible,
he added, and only those concerned
directly or indirectly with the rising,
and those whose return to Ireland
might prove a source of danger, were
being held. BEight hundred already
had been released, he said.

It began with a religious
ceremony in the Hotel Des Invalides,
where the dead warrior's body had
lain in state, at which Cardinal Amet-
te, Archbishop of Paris, officiated.

ute to the man who saved Paris in the
initial crisis of the war. The cere
monies in the Invalides were attended

by President Poincare, the cabinet
ministers, the members of the genate
and the chamber of deputies, mem-
berg of the diplomatioc corps, the high-
est officers of the army and navy, and
savants. The military procession ex-
ceeded in numbers a division of
troope, pr ing all br of
the service, apd including the regi-
ments that were in the battle of
Ourcq, when Gen. Gallieni turned back
the German rush on Paris.

HULL OF “H00000" SHiP
WILL BE ANISED
AND REBUILT

Remains of The Forest City

Bought for $3 at Public
Auction—Her Record of
Jll-luck.

San Juan, Porto Rica, May 29—The
hull of the ill-fated American schooner
Forest City, known among shipping
men along the Atlantic coast as a
“hoodoo” ship, is to be raised from
the bottom of the bay here and re-
built. The Forest City was burned
on New Years Day, the blaze being
finally extinguished, after burning for
twenty-four hours, by the sinking of
the hull.

Now the hull has been purchased at
public auction for $3 and after a pre-
liminary survey the purchaser has an.
nounced that the hull will be rebuiit
at a cost of approximately $35,000 and
when completed it is belleved that the
schooner will earn back her cost in
a very short time.

The Forest City, disabled by storms
and with more than half of her crew
of eleven {ll of beriberi, was brought
into port on December 13 last, after
having been out 71 days from Calabar,
on the West Coast of Africa, The
schooner was in distress when towed
into port, she was leaking badly, some
of her spars were gone and it was
thought she would have to unload all
her cargo here and go into dry dock
before she could carry cargo again,
Her cargo of palm ofl, valued at $125,-
000 was being unloaded here when she
took fire on New Year's Day, and was
thought to have been completsly de-
stroyed when the remains of her hull
were sunk in the bay by the Coast
Guard Cutter Itasca.

The fire was not her first bit of il-
luck. The ship was duilt at Mil-
bridge, Me., in 1904 and was first
named the Myrtle Tunnell. Before
she had sailed many years the Myrtle
Tunnell had gone fast on Frying Pan
Shoals, off North Caroling, and it was
several months before she was pulled
off, bottom up, and towed into Savan-
nali to be rebuilt and renamed the
| Forest City.

The schooner was twice water log-
ged and during the winter of 1012 she
was caught in a gale off the New Eng.
land coast and bsttered so badly that
she put into Nantucket Sound leaking
badly, her sails blown away and spars
broken off. Her captain was sick and
confined to his cabin at the time and
before help could come the schooner
was frozen tight In the Sound,

Constantinople, June 1, via London,
6 p. m.—Turkish troops in the Caucas-
ug took the offensive against the Rus.
gians over a front of 20 miles on Tues
day. The war office announces the
recapture by the Turks of Mamakha-
tum 50 miles west of Erzerum, which
recently was taken by the Russians,
The statement follows:

“An offensive movement, which we

GANADIAN  FARMERS
SHOULD GIVE. ATTENTION
T0 SHEEP RAISING

Lamb and mutton are dear all the
world over. Scotch mutton is now
selling on the Smithfleld market at
22 to 22% cents per pound, and Eng-
lish at 21 to 22 cents per pound. Both
Australian and New Zealand frozen
lamb on the same market are selling
at 173 cents. Yearling lambs in Can-
ada have reached the record price of
$14.00 per cwt., while in the United
States they have been fetching as high
as $11.80. By way of comparison,
these prices considerably exceed the
advance in values for other live stock
but no appreciable reduction need be
expected except through a rapid and
general expansion in production.

The wool situation needs little com-
ment. While it is probably true that
the mills in Canada have, at the pres-
ent moment, sufficlent stocks of Can-
adian grown wool to meet their re-
quirements for the current months,
such is only a temporary condition
and is not a similarly the fact as re-
gards their requirements for wools not
grown in Canada. The position of the |

overstocked or that prices will re-
cede. The contrary, rather, is the
case. Russia and France are purchas-
ing heavily in Great Britain, while
United States and Canada are not
easily able to obtain their require-
ments.

For Child Who Is Afrald of the Dark.

Empire.

To be “afraid of the dark” is one
of the real tragedies of childhood. To
be sent up a flight of dark stairs into
a black abyss full of vague terrors, to
be left alone in bed with the friendly
light turned out is torture for the sen-
sitive child.

Argument and punishment alike
seem futile, and often the parents lose
patience with the child, and, particu-
larly if it is a boy, add ridicule and
taunts of cowardice to the misery of
his fears.

The pity of it is that the grown-ups
have themselves to blame for the con-
dition, for the child is necessarily ig-
norant of fear until the idea of asso-
clating dark with danger is suggested
to him in some way.

Here is the story of a wise little
mother and how she cured a very bad
case of terroritis. Let her tell it in
her own words:

At some time. or other Billie
must have heard the servants or the
other children discussing ghosts and
goblins, for one night, when he was
close to four years old, he started me
by screaming out in fear when I turn-
ed out the light in his room and start-
ed to close the door. For a long time
he was so hysterical that he could
not tell me what the matter was, but
at last I understood that there was a
“big black thing” in the corner, and
that it would “get him” if the room
was dark. I tried to explain that it
was the shadow cast by the chest of
drawers; he would listen and seem
quieted, but as soon as the light went
out he would begin to scream again.
This went on for weeks, and was be-
ginning to exhaust us both when I hit
upon the curative plan.

We invented a game which we call-
ed “blind seek!” From the play box
we each selected five toys; then we
went into his bedroom and with the
gas turned very low hid the toys. The
light was then turned entirely out and
each of us went into the room alone,
closed the door and hunted for the
hidden toys. At first Billy wanted the
door left open “just a tiny bit” and
to be sure that I was outside in the
hall; but soon the play spirit took
possession of his mind and he for-
got to be afraid.

After that he would go to sleep won-
dering where he could hide the toys
the next night so that I could not find
them, and the dark room became a
place of fascinating possibilities in-
stead of a chamber of horrors,

Now Billie is notorious for his fear-
lessness and though he has probab-
ly forgotten that such a game as
“blind seek” ever existed, the lesson
it taught has become a part of him.
