WHO, UNAIDED,

CAPTURED FORTY-SEVEN HUNS

And Also Three Machine
Guns — He Surrounded
Them With Imagination
and Walked Them Back,
Then Went Out With a
Little Gun Section and
Brought in Thirty-five More

Victoria Crosses Recntly
Awarded Canada Has Re-
ceived Four, but Particulars
Regarding the Other Win-
ners Are Not Given.

London, Nov. 16.—In its issue of to-
day the London Gazette records the
awarding of fifteen new Victoria
Crosses of which four went to Cana-
dians. The splendid exploits of the
latter are thus officially described

A Victoria Cross was awarded to
Lijeut. Charles Smith Rutherford, M. C.,
M. M, of a Quebec regiment, for the
most conspicuous. bravery, initiative
and devotion to duty. When in com-
mand of an assaulting party, Lieut.
Rutherford found .himself a considera-
ble distance ahead of his men and at
the same moment observed a fully
armed and strong enemy party outside
a pillbox ahead of him, He beckoned
them with his revolver to come to Bim.
In return they waved to him to come
to.them. He boldly did this and in-
formed them they were his prisoners,
An enemy officer disputed this fact and
‘vited Liout. Ruth wontor-the
pilibox, which imvitation he discreet-
iy declined. By a masterly bluff, how-
ever, he- persuaded the enemy that
théy were surrounded apd the whole
party numbering 45, including two offi-
cers, and three machine guns, surren.
dered to him. Lieut. Rutherford sub-
sequently induced the enemy officer
to stop the fire of a machine gun close
by. Lieut. Rutherford took advantage
of this opportunity to hasten the ad-
.vance of his men to his support. He
then observed on the right an assault-
ing party that was held up by heavy
machine gun fire from another pillbox.
Indicating an objective v the remain-
der of his party he attacked the pill-
box with a Lewis gun section and cap-
tured a further 35 prisoners with ma-
chine guns thus enabling the party to
centinue the advance. This officer’s
bold and gallant action contributed
very materially to the capture of the
main objective and was a wonderful
inspiration to all ranks in pressing
home the attack on a very strong posi:
tion.

The general belief here is that the
report %s true that President’ Wilson
is arriving in Europe about the mid-
dle of December, and there is much
curiosity to see the man whom the
general publi¢ knows and pictares to
itself even more vividly than some of
our own leaders. i

It is believed Wilson's intention in
coming to Europe is not so much to
intervene in the peace arrangements
as to be present at Christmas time
with the troops whom he was instru-
mental in sending so far from homse
on a mission of self sacrifice. It is
not expected that any meetings of the
peace conference proper will  take
place before next year.

The British foreign office will short-
ly issue an official statement om the
subject.

The King and Queen drov<, through
the city today to St Paul's Cathedral
where a formal thanksgiving service
was held. The streetd were #illed
with people celebrating peace, al-
though the noisest part of the festiv-
ities was over.

All papers give prominence to the
American reception of the armistice,
President Wilson’s speech and the
joint session. Most of the influential
organs refer to the tremendous prob-
lems confronting the world. The
“Times” says:

“Our enemy i laid low. It be-
hooves us to show ourselves great in
the hour of triumph, to take large
views of the immense problems with
which victory confronts us and to
handle them as becomes us with the
calm wisdom of our fathers.”

There is great activity in political
circles owing to the certainty of a
reneral election next month. Lloyd
Georee held a meeting of his support-
ers this morning and unfolded his
plans fop the forthcoming campaign.

The coalition candidate®for premisr
is likely to obtain wide support
though surprises may be in store.
Labor s still undecided.. At thespres-
ent moment it is not Inclined to vote
for coalition and obscure points in
other party situations need to te
cleared up.

The latest official telegrams from
Holland state that the queen is show-
ing great courage and drove through
the streets at The Hague Thursday
afternoon.

LLOYD GEORGE MAKES APPEAL
FOR CONTINUATION OF UNION

InPublic Address and in Letters He Outlines His Policies for
Reconstruction and Reorganization—Home Rule, Treat-
ment of Discharged Soldiers and Practically Every Phase
of British Political Life Dealt With in His Usual Impres-

sive Manner.

London, Nov. 16.—Premier Lloyd
George, Chancellor of the Exchequer
Bondr faw, and George N. Barnes,
member of the war cabinet, the lead-
ers of the coalition government, open-
ed the general election campaign this
morning by addressing a lange and
enthusiastic meeting in Central Hall,
Westminster, The Premier presic-
ed.

Mr, Lioyd Geonge said the new par-
liament would be the most important
ever elected in the history of the
country. Continuing he said:

“The war has revealed defects of
the old system, and we will be wise
to take note of and remedy them. We
cannot return’to the old conditions.
If parliament rises to the level of its
great opportunities then the empire

and the throne will be firmiy estab.
lished on the only solid basis—that
of a contented and happy people,

“The old parliament has served its
use and there is no time to lose is
somebody ‘must go to the peace con-
ference with the authority of the
people behind him. There is no use
talking of blank checks. That is oniy
talking blank nonsense.

“The questions is: ‘What body of
men is going to settle the problems
of reconstruction? Recruiting statis-
tics have revealed the terrible condi-
tions as regards the physical health
of the nation. This is due, not to pov-
erty, but to neglect,

“The health of the people must be
a special concern of the state. What

Curling, Nfld., Nov. 16.—A south-
east hurricane, blowing ninetyfive
wmiles an hour, and accompanied by
a tidal wave, swept the west coast of
Newfoundland today, causing heavy
losses.

CONVENTION AT
AMHERST TOMORROW

United Baptist Delegates Will
Open Sessions in the After-
noon and Continue Until
All Business is Transacted.

The United Baptist Convention of
the Maritime Provinces was to have
been held in Woodstock beginning Sat-
urday, Oct. 19th. Owing to the ban
on public meetings due to the prevail-
ing epidemic this date had to be aban-
doned. Later it was considered wise
to give up for this year the idea of a
general convention and to summon
boards and committees, with such pas-
tors and delegates as found it conven-
ient to attend, to meet at a central
place for the consideration of reports
and the transaction of necessary busi-
ness, At this juncture the church at
Ambherst, Rev. C. W. Rose, pastor,

offered the use of its commodious
building for the work of the conven-
tion, In view of the fact that the ho-

tels are pretty full at present the
cturch also generously volunteered to
provide lodging and breakfast for those
in attendance. But on account of the
many homes which have suffered from
the influenza it has been found neces-
sary to restrict such entertainment to
the members of boards and commit.
tees and officers of convention,

The Baptists of these provinces are
a mighty host, the last annual statis-
tical report showing a total member-
ship of over sixty-two thousand. The
president of the convention is Rev. C.
R. Freeman of Charlottetown. The
secretary is Rev. A. J. Archibald of
New Glasgow. The gathering will con-
vene at Amherst for the first session
on Tuesday afternoon and will con-
tinue until the business has been dis-
posed of.

ters to come before the body is a pro.
posed plan for ministerial superannu-
ation and relief, by which it is hoped
to provide an annuity of at least $400
for every retired Baptist minister.

A memorial window was unveiled
in the Firet 'Presbyterian Church,
West 8t John, yesterday, at the morn-
ing service, In memory of the late
James H. Cowan,

Rev. Dr. Morison delivered the fol-
lowing brief address after which the
window was unvelled by Robert P.
Cowan, brother cf the deceased, and
consecrated by rrayer.

There was & large congregation in
addition to the members of the Kirk,
many other friends coming over from
the city. Dr. Morison said:

“It ¥ cur privilege now to unveil
this becutiful window, recently in-
stalled in this church, to the memory

of the late James E. Cowan, This
window so exquisite In design and
perfect in tone is the gift to this

church of one who cheriches bnth for
the church and the deceased deep and
abiding feelings of reverence anl love.
“Mr. Cowan during his lifetime was
a constant friend and supporter of
this church, whose interestr he was
ever ready and willing to advance, He
was a loyal and true Presbyterian and
was especially fond of tlo service of
the Presbyterian church. For several
-years he was a member in full com-
munion and from time to time he held
variqus offices being at one time a
trustee and president of the Men's
Club. In connection with the instal-
lation of the new pipe organ to. took
a prominent pant giving libcral'y him-
self for this purpose and also collect-
ing a very considerable stm of mo-
ney.

“Mr. Cowan never once refused or
hesitated to perform any request that
was made of him for the benefit of
the church. He has been greatly mis-
sed. This beavtiful window 's the
work of Messrs. Murray and Cregory
and is the second window which this
firm has recently made and installed
in this church. Other churches in
this city as well as our own have had
memorial windows made by this St.
John firm and I feel that their artis-
tic achievements in this respect are
of the highest order.

“There are many different ways of
erecting memorials to loved ones de-
parted and each heart must select its
own, but {t seems to me that in no
other way can & more effective mem-
orial be established by a church mem-
ber, for in dddition to making a per-
manent memortal, a beautiful win-
dow adorns and beautifies the place of
the sanctu.ry.

The sermon followed the consecra-
tion of the window and was a most
thoughtful argument for the reality of
the Life After Death based upon the
theme of Tennyson's “Vastness.” Rev
Dr. Morison took occasion in the
course of his exposition of this won-
derful poem to read several stanzas

and in doing so commented upon the
marvellously appropriate nature of
these verses of zland's late poet

laureate to' the condition of the world
at the present time

" The opposition, Mr. Lloyd George
continued, was oremnized for faul
finding, and made for delay. For
organized labor to withdraw from the
coalition at the present moment, he
declared, wae the height of folly. He
had not the glightest doubt that the
workers of the country would condemn
that action. The coalition had been
in office two years, and the nation
could see what it had dome. He only
claimed for it that it had done every-
thing possible “to help our soldiers
and sailors and our allies to win the
war by finance, transport, food or-
ganization and munitions of war.”
If the nation decided that & new
government was to take the place of
the coalition, the Premier sald that
he and his: colleagues would promise
it their unflagging support even to
being hodsmen in the construction of
the new edifice. In conclusion he
sald: “Timidity is fatal to great ac-
tion. Let us approach our task as men
determined to lay the foundation of
the new world on a sure basis.”
Chancellor Bonar Law said if the
election was delayed till next year the
greater part of the session would be
lost. He declared his party believed
that the natfon was wholeheartedly
behind the prime minister.
Premier Lioyd Geore has sent a let-
ter to Chancellor of the Exchequer
Bonar Law, leader of the Unionist
Party, outlining his policy regarding
the general election and the princi-
pal issues of the day.
The Premier says he is convinced
there should be a general election,
his principal reason being that it is,
essential there should be a fresh par
liament possesseed of authority to deal
with the difficult transitional period
which will follow the cessation of hos-
tilities,
Mr. Lloyd George considers it
should be a coalition election, the con-
stituents being invited to return caf-
didates who will undertake to sup-
port the present government not only
to prosecute the war to a final end to
ne¥otiate peace but to deal with the
problems of reconstruction. The Pre-
mier says he desires to see this car-
ried through on personal grounds, for
during the last two years he has re-
ceived the wholehearted support of
the unionist' party and the govern-
ment has had unity both in aims and
in action which has been remarkable
in a coalition government,
The prime minister says he s con-
vinced such an arrangement would be
best for the country, adding: “The
problems with which we shall be fac-
ed immediately on the cessation of
hostilities will be hardly less press-
ing and ‘will require hardly less dras-
tic action than those of the war it-
self. They cannot, in my opinion, be
dealt with without disaster on party
lines.
“It 18 vital that the national unity
which has made possible victory in
war should be maintained until at
least the main foundations of nation.
al and international reconstruction
have been securely laid.”
The premier says a parliament re-
turned to support the coalition govern-
ment would fulfill this essential con-
dition and would also be possessed
both of the necessary authorities and
the unity of purpose alike as to prin-
ciples and methods to enable the gov-
ernment to deal effectively with the
peace problems which will confront it.
If an election on these lines takes
place he recognizes there must be a
statement of policy which will ratain
the@support of the Unionist and Liber-
wl'parties.
Dealing with imperial préferences as
defined in resolutions of the imperial
conference to the effect that profer-
ence will be given on existing duties
and on any duties which may subse-
quently be imposed.
