The Benefit of Reformatorids.
During the session of the International
Prison Congress inLondon, it wasstated
by one of its most active ‘members that
crime in Great Britain is om the de-
crease. This staterment awakened con-|
siderable inquiry at the time, and the
lately published judicial statistics have
been consulted for the purposeof con-
firming or disproving the assertion. The
statistios show that the commitments of
adults in 1870 were 147,225; in 1871
they were 140,127. The commitments
of offenders under sixteen years of age
showed a still larger decrease. They
were 10,314 in 1869; 9,998 in 1870; and
8,977 in 1871. :
The London Daily News says the fact
is “that the reformatory system is tell-
ing on_the triminal population; is
taking the young of the-crithinal class;
es, and making honest men and women
of them. There are fifty-three reforma-
tories in England and twelve in Scot-
land, and they contained last year 5,419
boys and gitls, with an adlitionsl 1,040
out on license prephratory to"discharge.
It is fair to assume that all these young
people—for nearly half of them were not
above fourteen years of age when they
were committed—would have grown up
criminals. They were every one of
them promising apprentices to the trade
of roguery. Yét, taking th“g'av?ergie of
years, something like 70 per cent. of
them are actuaily rescued and reformed.
Even the remaining 80 per cent. have
not necessarily become]criminal. Tak-
ing the wholenumber of boys discharged
during the Tastthre¢ years, about fifteen
in every hundred are known .to have
been again convicted, eleven “in every
hundred are untraced, and three are of
doubtful character. It is therefore fair
to conclude that, by our existing systern
of trapping young c’ﬁgﬂxinnls and train-
ing them before they are dev?elopea into
their full manhood and womanhood,
nearly eight out 6f every ten are turned
into honest courses. This is clearly the
true way to deal with ‘thé criminal
classes, and though of course it will hot
absolutely stop crime, it will eventually
eradicate that scandal of our civiliza-
tion, a class which is criminal by birth,
education and training.”
The great benefits conferred by re-
formatories are visible in every country
. where they exist, and it is a shame that
we have not yet established one in this
Province. The religious question ap-

behind the age in this respect. The
wstablishmeiit - of non-sectarian - insti-
tutions would meet with the same kind
of opposition that the common s¢hools
are forced to contend against, and there
are serious objections felt by the majo-
rity of people against the establishment
by law of sectarian institutions of any
kind.

‘The Next World’s_Fair.

The arrangements for the great Expo-
gition at Vienna are more elaborate than
those of any other attenipt to collect the
world’s material, industrial and artistic
productions at one point. The actual
eritries in Austria now amount to more
than 14,000, and in Germany to more
than 8,000, GreatBritain, Italy, Switz-
erland and France have all been stead-
ily at work, and will more than fill the
departments assigned to them. This
continent is, however, but poorly repre-
Sented 4s yét. The United States seem
to have lost their customary desirc to
show the rest of the world how far it is
behind the- American - republic, and
Canada has taken no forward step at all.
We areé sorry that no effort is making to
have British America represented, and
think it would be highly desirable to
have awell filled Canadian department
at Vienna. One difficulty our agents
have experiénced in obtaining emi-
grants is theutter ignorance of the Euro-
‘Pean peoples in respect to our position,
climate and productions. This Exposi-
tion offers an excellent opportunity for
introducing our country to the attention
of the German speaking population of

1 Ehrqpe, and our Government should not
| perniit it to escape them. The Pacific

Railwdy contractors and others inter-
ested in increasing the labor of the
country should take independent ac-
tion, if the Government hesitate. The
Cabinet at Ottawa would, we have no
doubt, heartily co-operate with any in-
dépendent private enterprise looking to-
wards making an attractive display at
Vienna of the resources of Canada.

This exhibition will be one of the no-
table events of this generation. The
‘buildings erected are of a grandeur never
before equalled for such purposes. They
are described as being admirably situ-
'ated in the imperial park, called the
“prater,” close to the city,and are almost
completed. Nearly 5,000 men are con-
stantly engaged in their construction
-atid in laying out the grounds surround-
ing them. The Palace of Industry is
‘more than 3,000 feet long by 80 feet
wide, and ‘is intetsécted By 83 transefts,”
each 250 feet long and 50 wide, each
having an independent entrance from
the park. Over eachentrance the name
afid colours of the country'to which the
apartments belong will be displayed;
and the different countries will occupy
the transepts hccording to their geogra-
phical position; as, for example, Japan
at the eastern and the United States at
the western end of the place. In the
middle of this building is the great ro-
tundn; the ifoh columns on which it
rests are 80 feét high, while the roof it-
self springs'in ofte clear tmbroken span
of 354 feet from piHar ‘to pillar. 'The
‘machinery hall, built entirely of bri¢k’
and iron, is 2,600 feet long and 150 feet
wide; running through this building is
a‘great central line of shafting, through
which power will besupplied. The en-
tire covered space available for the ex-
hibition is 1,150,000 square feet, nearly
double the ground occupied by the entire
Paris exhibition of 1867. The space can
be ‘increased without limit by utilizing
the Park. The whole exhibition ground
is six times larger Jjhan that of the
Champs de Mars in Paris.

The New York Bureau 6f Emigration
in London has attracted the attention of
the metropolitan press by its effieiency.
We are not aware that our agencies
have operated so extensively as to
threaten the old country with depopu-
lation. The action of the British Gov-
ernment in detaining an emigrant ship,
on the plea that it was too late in the
season, indicates a feeling of uneasiness

*at the exodus from the country.

(afterwards Newcastle) and Llerbert, and
| ever since haé beeh in politichl Gnicon as
well as personal intimacy wich the Prime
Minister, excepting on the Irish Church
question. With the exception of one year,
1852- 3, he has sat continuously in Parlia-
ment from 1847 to the predént time,baving

resented the picturesque saburb of

Richmond for the past eleven years. He
betame Solicitor-(eneral under Viscount
Palmerston in 1857, and Attorney-General
uhder Lord John Russell in 1864. More
recently he has acted as English counsel at
the Geneva Arbitration. Sir Roundell is
one of thoserare instances of great lawyers
whoare also legislators and debaters. His
«areer alike at the bar &ud fn Parliament
has been one of almost .unesampled bril-
liancy ; while his qualities .are such as o
ensure stability to hissuccess. His most
salient . traits, - exhibiting themseélves
through an exciting life at the bar, and
amid all the storms of politics, ‘are his
singular purity, conscientiousness and in-
tegrity of thought and action. Eogland is
fortunate to possess a statesman so high-
minded, a judge:so jocorruptible, & public

Watchmaking in Switzerland.

[From the Swiss Times of May 30th.]

“"E have already drawn attention to the an-
nual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship of
M. Th. de Saus<ure, and are now able to farnish
some further details.

Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest-
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken place in the manufacture of
chronometers. This competition was instituted
with the object of testing the workmanship and
preci of chr: ters turmed ‘out by Gene
vese manufacturers, and none.but those adopted
for.packet use were admitted. They were de-
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
servatory, and underwent_the mrost searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru-
ments of this class. The jury specially retuined
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Badollet & Co:
This firm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chronometer which fulfilled in the
highest degree every condition required, crown-
ed their first success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other chronometers. . The allusion
to this triple honor was received with enthu-
siastie applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi-
| dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet-
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up-
on subjects conneoted with this department.
