The Massacre of the Cincinnati Party
—Forty-nine men killed—Not one
left to tell the tale.

Cincinnati, June 1.—A despatch 
from Lincoln, Nebraska, gives the 
following particulars ot the massacre 
by Indians of a large portion of Capt. 
Stone’s company of Cincinnatians eu 
route for the Black Hills. Part of the 
expedition was passing through the 
Sand Hills, about fifty miles from 
Red Cloud Agency. The day was 
warm, and the roads nearly impas­
sible from sind. The men who had 
deposited their coats and weapons in 
the wagons, were straggling wearily 
behind, when the Indians rushed 
down and cut them off from the train. 
A massacre followed, with but little 
resistance, the Indians numbering 
several hundreds. The leaders of the 
party, Capt. Stone and James Wood, 

among the first to fall. The 
names of the others killed wore, as far 
as ascertained, Stone, Armstrong, 
Kelley, Uuddlestone, West, Wallace,

■ Barr, Laboyleaux, Bauer, Wunck, 
Oldwage, Shattenger, Latis, Krunck, 
Mozeante, Kaddle, McKeag, Leancer, 
and two drivers. The bearer of the 
report declares that not a single one 
of the party of forty-nine men escaped. 
Several bodies, scalped and muti­
lated, were taken to North Loup tort. 
It is stated that nearly all the Indians 
have left the agencies and are on the 
war-path.

Fortunately there 
are no troops in Western Australia, 
but there is a strong police force, and 
every colonist is certain of a large re­
ward for the capture of an escaped 
prisoner. The escape could only be 
effected by having a good horse for 
every man and supplying him with 
a respectable suit of civilian clothes 
and a good revolver, and as most of 
the Fenian prisoners are old cavalry 
mèu they could very well take care of 
thèmselves if once together and well 
mounted and armed. The great dif­
ficulty would be in procuring a ship 
to; take them and in making connec­
tion with her, but forluue seems, to 
have favored the prisoners this time 
in| sending an American ship just at 
the right time, whose captain was 
willing to take the passengers on 
board. That portion of the story1, of 
cclurse, can only be told when the es­
caped men arrive here, but you may 
rest assured the whole aflair was the 
result of a well contrived plan, tor the 
agent who had charge of the affair is 
a man of extraordinary ability and of 
infinite resources. Besides that, all 
ihose associated with him and under 
Ills order are men of pluck and cool­
ness, who were selected for their 
peculiar fitness for the work required 
of them, and they are all veteran re­
volutionists. Even if Mr. Disraeli 
hid consented to proclaim an am­
nesty at the time the Queen was pro­
claimed Empress of India he would 
have been too late, for I feel certain 
the work was already done. About 
the 27th ot April the cable was 
broken between Java and Australia, 
apd this was taken by those in the 
secret as the signal that the work had 
been accomplished.

Burnt out in Quebec.
The following are the numbers of 

families burnt out belonging lo the 
varions city churches:—St. Matthew’s 
Church, 62 families; Methodist 
CLurch, 8 families ; St. Peter’s Church, 
2 families; Anglican Cathedral, 2 
families • St. Andrews Church, 4 fami­
lies. Altogether it is estimated that 
about 100 Protestant families are 
more or less sufferers by having been 
burnt out of their homes by the fire. 
Of St. Patrick’s congregation it is 
thought that about 200 families or 
more have been rendered homeless 
and probably from 200 to 250 families, 
belonging to the various French 
churches in the city mostly, of course 
to. those of St. John’s and the Bon 
Pasteur.
