The Bonanzo Farms of the West.
A writer who spent some time last| 

summer in visiting some of the “bo-1 
nanza farms" of the Northwestern 
States gives the result of bis observa-| 
tions in the current number of the 
Atlantic Monthly. One of, the farms 
visited contained 40,000 acres, of whicli 
there were under cultivation 5,300 acres, 
including 4,855 acres in wheat. It was 
expected that the yield of wheat would 
be at least twenty bushels to the acre, 
and that some parts would produce 
more than thirty bushels to the acre. 
The number of men employed on the1 
farm varied in different parte of the 
year. During harvest it was 250. In 
Kansas. Minnesota and Dakota there, 
are many farms ranging in size from 
1,000 to 50,000 acre*. They are owned 
and operated by wealthy capitalists, j 
who use the most improved machinery 
and employ day laborer* at low rates of 
wages. The writer gives figures show­
ing that when wheat is worth seventy. 
cents a bushel on the farm, it may be 
grown at a good profit for less than forty 
cents a bushel. The profit is from' 
forty to fifty cents a bushel, which is be-. 
tween $7 and $8 per acre cultivated, 
and sometimes as high as fifty-five per; 
cent, of the capital invested. The re­
sult is that those who have gone into1 
wheat-growing on a large scale are mak­
ing colossal fortunes by virtue of their; 
capital, improved machinery and cheap 
labor, while small farmers, depending| 
mainly on their own labor, without the 
advantages of capital or improved ma­
chinery, are not making a comfortable 
subsistence, " but are running behind 
and must go under." It is hopeless for 
them to contend against the rowerlul 
combination of capital, machinery and

That portion of the west coast of

this oil is annually exported to Great 
Britain, of the value of $7.500,000, its 
principal use being in the manufacture 
of soaps, perfumery, candles, and simi­
lar articles. Among the natives it is 
highly valued, both for food (taking the| 
place of butter), for lighting and cook-' 
ing purposes, and for anointing the head 
and body. The so-called oil, which is 
rather a fatty substance, resembling 
bntter in appearance, is obtained from 
the fruit of several species of palms, 
but especially from the one known 
botanically as Elais quineensis, which 
grows in abundance on the western 
coast of Africa, and from which it takes 
its specific name.

Progress of English Literature.
When we compare the Buglish Literature of 

the day, with that of earlier times, we cannot 
fail to note the vast change that has taken 
place in it. At first so slowly as to be almost 
imperceptible, and then with great rapidity.

While the Romans held and the Saxons, 
Danes, and Normans struggled for the mastery 
in the Island, literature received very little 
attention outside the monasteries. It consist- 
ed first or legends, and romances of chivalry. 
Gradually to these were added transalations, 
histories, chronicles, plays, and original works 
on theology and other subjects. We, should 
not wonder at the slow progress made at first, 
but rather how it lived at all, when we take 
into consideration the unsettled state of the 
country, when the arts of war and self defence 
were the things most to be attended to by 
both king and subjects.

Many were the events that led to a new era 
in the world of letters, chief-among which was 
the introduction of printing, in 1474. Up to this 
time books were scarce, and hard to obtain also 
for some time after printing was first establish- 
ed, owing to the limited means of communica- 
tion with different parts of the country, and to 
the many difficulties that beset the introduc- 
tion of anything new.

It was our pleasure to meet Mr. Hol­
lowaya short time ago at the residence 
of his son. Mr. Wm. H. Holloway, Lau­
rel street, and the interview was to us 
one of lively interest. He is now but in 
the sixty-eighth year of his age, with 
the same tail, erect form as of old, the 
same clear, vigorous mind, and only 

bearing the natural silvery signs of ad- 

vancing years. We learned some facts 
concerning the origin ot the immortal 
quickstep, which were new to us, and 
which we feel sure will interest, our 
readers. Mr. Holloway came from 
New York to Boston in September, 1833, 
and became the leader of the orchestra 
at the Tremont theater, which was then 
under the management of the late 
Thomas Barry. In 1834, by invitation, 
he became a member of the old Boston 
Reed band, several of the prominent 
members of which, including the two 
Kendalls, Flagg and Sibley, were travel­
ing with a circus. His first parade 
with this band was on the fourth of 
July of that year. Shortly after this the 
Washington Light Infantry, then a 
very popular Boston company, under 
the command of Joseph L. Ross, went 
on an excursion to Portland, Me., ac 
companied by the Reed band. We may 
here remark that the steamer upon 
which this excursion was made, the: 
Chancellor Livingstone, was the first 
large steamer that run from Boston. : 
and this was tier first season. Besides 
the Chelsea ferry boats, there had been 
only the little Gen. Lincoln, which ran 
to Hingham, and these were brought , 
here from Philadelphia by Thomas 
Holloway, an uncle of John. The W. 
L. I. were received by the Portland 
rifle company, and at a dinner given to 
their guests, the exclamation " Wood 
up!" was frequently made by members 
of the rifle company, and this was a 
signal to engage in what was then very 
common, a social drink.
