SedanSALVAGING LAURENTIC GOLD

The British Admiralty is finishing 
the most successful job of salvaging 
since the war in recovering almost the 
entire amount of gold that went down 
with the Laurentic when she was sunk 
off the north coast of Ireland in 1917, 
while coming to Halifax. The salv- 
age work was continued with great- 
lest persistence for the last seven 
years and in the face of many difficul­
ties, and has resulted, the London 
bureau of The Sun says, in leaving 
with the wreck less than $1 ,000,000 of 
the sunken $25,000,000.

Before the world war the Laurentic 
was the largest steamship in the Can­
adian trade. It was transformed into 
an auxiliary cruiser, and at the time 
it was sunk by a torpedo from a Ger­
man submarine it was bringing a con- 
signment of gold to New York. Three 
hundred lives were lost in the disas­
ter and the ship settled down in the 
sand off the mouth of Lough Swilly on 

the Donegal coast. An effort was al­
most immediately made to salvage the 
gold, but as the German submarine re­
mained in the vicinity of the wreck, 
it was accompanied by considerable

CANADA’S WEALTH

Interesting Statistics Shown in
Report by Dominion Bureau
Which Has Concluded Survey 
of Resources.

Ottawa, June 10.— Canada's nation- lal wealth in 1921 was $22,195,000,000 
according to a report issued by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics which 

has concluded a survey of the 
national wealth of the Dominion in 
that year by the inventory method. 
In the tabulation, agricultural wealth 
comes first with $7,982,871,126, nearly
