General Newt.

—The census of England and Wales, 
just taken, shows a population of 29,- 
001,018 an increase of 3,000,572 or 
11.65 per cent since the last census.

—A Hindoo tried to introduce a dress 
reform in Chicago the other day. His 
reform consisted in a low cut shirt and 
a couple of yards of linen wrapped about 
him amidships. He was arrested for in­
decent exposure.

—Herman, the famous sleeper of 
Northern Minnesota, awoke July 5th, 
after a nap of two years. <•-, When he 
awoke last he had been unconscious for 
13 years. The doctors think ho will die

The first blind person to pass exam­
ination of the New York American Col­
lege of musicians is Henry Eschudi, who 
is only 17 yeans old.

Should he keep on 
as he has begun, Eschudi will have a big 
name some day.

— Two hundred pounds of nitro gly­
cerine, which J. S. Bigley, "a torpedo 
man was taking to the Mount Morris 
oil field in a two horse wagon, exploded 
near Washington, Pa., the other morn-/ 
lng, blowing Bigley to atoms, killing the 
horsos and wrecking two dwellings.

The original appropriation for the 
State Capitol at Albany, N. Y., was §4- 
000,000. The building has already cost 
$20,000,000. Now 82,600.000 is asked 
for, and no man even ventures to guess 
when the pretentious thing will be fin­
ished.

—Dixon, the well known Toronto 
photographer, crossed the Niagara just 
above tîib whirlpool rapids last week on 
a seVen-eighth inch wire cable. Over 
6,000 shuddering spectators witnessed 
the * exciting spectacle. Dixon will 
shortly walk again.

•The hull of the Anchor Line steam­
er “Utopia,” which was wrecked at Gib- 
ralta some time ago, has been safely 
lodged on the beach. The skeletons of 
nine grown up males and several child­
ren were found on the steamer.

— California has taken a census of her 
giant trees left standing, and finds 2375. 
The largest of these is 69 feet in ch-cuin­
ference. Visitors at the World’s Fair. 
Chicago, will see some of them.

—Just before a canal boat was rtin in­
to and sunk in New York harbor the 
other day, it is reported that a parrot on 
the craft cried out: “Look out there! 
Murder! We’ll be drowned.” Theories 
were hoard by the captain and his fami- 
and running oil deck, they had barely 
time to pick up the parrot and a few 
other pets and escape to a vessel along-

—Several of the richest men in Kan­
sas City, have organized for the pur­
pose of supplying .cold air throughout 
the city through conduits. The commôn 
council has granted the company n fran­
chise. The projectors are confident of 
success, and will sell fresh air to any 
part of the city and remove the impure 
atinosphere at a very low cost per square 
jfoot.

In Portugal from sunrise to sunset is 
the usual length of the working day. 
With field laborers and tile workmen in 
the building trades the summer working 
day begins at 4.30 or 5 in the morning 
and ends at 7 in the evening, two- or 
three hours rest being taken in the mid­
dle of the day. In the winter the hours 
are from 7.30 to 6, with a shorter inter­
val of repose. In manufactures the rule 
is twelve hours in summer and ten in 
winter, with an hour and a half allowed 
for meals.

—The first armored ship is supposed 
to have been produced in 1530. It was 
one of the fleet of the Knights of St. 
John, entirely sheathed with load, and 
is said to have successfully resisted all 
the shots of that diy. At the .siege of 
Gibralta in 1782 the French and Span 
iah employed light iron bomb proofing 
over the decks. The' first use of armor 
plates for the sides of vessels was by the 
French during the Crimean war in 1853. 

v A dose of tar and feathers was admin­
istered to “Billy,” McDonald, of Bev- 
evton, Ont., the other night by the men 
of the town, on account of his brutal 
treatment of his wife and child. It 
understood that on going into the house 
lie heard the infant crying, and not be­
ing able to quiet it he dropped a hot 
pancake on the child’s face, burning it 
and in all probability disfiguring it for 
life.

—The inspector of meat for Paris has 
been making experiments with meat im­
pregnated with tobacco smoke. Thin 
slices of beef were exposed for a con­
siderable length of time, and afterwards 
offered to a dog which had been depriv­
ed of food for twelve hours. The dog 
after smelling the meat, refused to eat. 
All sorts of meat, both raw and cooked, 
roasted and boiled, wore exposed to to­
bacco smoke and then given to animals, 
and in nil cases produced symptons of

|not extract the poison. The obvious

I places where food is kept.

WOMEN’S COLUMN.

Conducted by the Lsdiea of the Sackville 
W. C. T. T.

CONVENTION NOTES.

A coloured woman in St. John is noted 
for her business ability, as since her hus­
band’s deatli she has carried on his busi­
ness as an ice dealer most successfully. 
She is an admirer of Miss Willard, and 
armed with a beautiful bouquet of flow­
ers went to call upon her. Needless to 
say she was graciously received, welcom­
ed and went away with a warm feeling 
of sisterhood in the great army of wo­
men, who are working to make the 
whole world home like, Some of us flat- 
footed inlanders groaned at the hills of 
St. John. No wonder the W. C. T. U. 
there thinks so little of difficulties, re­
member the hills they climb every day. 
Miss Willard called attention to the fact 
that some five million soug birds wore 
killed every year that their plumage 
might be used tor the decoration of the 
head gear of American women. A pledge 
had been prepared and largely signed, 
signers of which agreed not to use bird’s 
wing’s or anything of that kind in their 
bonnets. This pledge would be sub­
mitted to this convention, and in reply 
to Miss Willard’s inquiry as to whether 
they would sign an almost unaminous 

we ’vill” went up. An hour was given 
up to an object lesson by the children 
of the St. John kitchen garden. There 
were thirty or forty of the little ones 
attired in the costumes worn by them in 
the school. Miss Turnbull was the load­
er and she must have felt proud of her 
class—their movements being like clock 
work. This performance was loudly 
applauded by the ladies and the larger 
crowd of visitors present. Miss Willard 
was called upon to make an explanation 
as to the memorial temple. She said 
this would be a very remarkable buidin g. 
It was intended to have one hall in it 
lined with marble tablets in memory 
of men and women who had distinguish, 
ed themselves in this reform work. It 
was proposed to place there a tablet in 
memory of Nr*. Letitia Youmans, the 
pioneer woman in W. C..T. U. work in 
Canada. She had worked loyally and 
faithfully in the movement. For two 
years Mrs. Youmans had been laid aside 
with inflammatory rheumatism. She 
had the loving sympathy ot aU in her 
affliction. She called upon the ladies to 
give as they could toward the tablet and 
a collections was taken up. It delighted 
our hearts to know of the two coffee 
houses which the St. John W. C. T. U, 
are supporting, and the drinking foun­
tain which Is being erected by the Union. 
The Maritime Banner has this motto, 
‘If God be for us who shall be against 

us?” Agitate, Agitate and Legislate. In 
the discussion on Hygiene, Cutter’s 
Physiology was denounced as not suit­
able. A great improvement was having 
a piano instead of an organ to assist the 
singing. The trashy literature sold on 
railway trains was denounced. Miss 
Willard recommended a book on Hered­
ity by Sir. Francis Gal ton. Mother’s 
meetings were recommended, as Unions 
almost asphyxiated were by these mears 
galvanized into life. A W. C. T. U. 
should bo saturated with prayer and 
spirituality. “It is better to grow a 
soul than save a soul.” The gospel is 
the light that neyer fades, the water of 
life that never fails, and the bread of 
life that satisfies. The Dominion W. C. 
T. U. is a rope with six straiids. One of 
the local unions reported that in # their 
town a bell was rung at nine o’clock 
at night, after which no children were 
allowed on the streets. The bar in the 
legislative assembly in Toronto has been 
closed.

DEVELOPING HEIFERS.

Intelligent progress can come only 
from a definite purpose steadily adherr­
ed to. If heifers are to be better than 
■their dams they must be developed from 
the time they are dropped until they 
have reaç’ied the full irerj lian of their 
powers, much of the characterof the cow 
depend s cii how she is treated as a calf. 
Of course it is understood that she in­
herits certain potential capacities of her 
race and parents, but these capacities 
may be developed or dwarfed during 
early life. Having fed young heifers 
generously and judiciously so as to se­
cure a liberal growth of bone and nmsclo 
and a vigorous constition, breed so that 
they shall drop calves at about' two 
years old. After they have been served 
continue to keep them growing, feed 
them well especially on rich pastuacs. 
After dropping her first calf at two 
years, say, a heifer should not be bred 
for at least four months, even longer is 
better, provided she is kept in good 
growing condition (the average cow will 
grow until sho is five years old). Espcc 
tally should the heifer be kept in full 
flow of milk with a view the full 
development of her milking powers. In 
short the definite and ever present 
purpose of every progressive dairyman 
bo to improve and develop each eifer 
from the day she is dropped unti she 
arrives at her full powrers.—Jersey Bull-

The liberals were treated to a sur­

on the breeze caused by it. The 
admirable budget of Mr. Foster has 
been sustained by a vote of 114 to 88, 
a majority of 20 votes, and in spite 
of the onslaughts of the habitual 
purveyors of blue ruin.

THE SHIP RAILWAY

Work on tho ship railway will be 
suspended at the end of next week by 
orders cabled from London. There 
is no failure of contractors or company 
as lias been reported, but in the pres­
ent state of the money market the 
company were not able to float their 
bonds without a sacrifice which they 
deemed unnecessary. As soon as the 
present financial crisis parses, work 
will be resumed, The work is far 
advanced, machinery all theie,rails laid 
twelve miles and line half ballasted. 
A few months work will complete it 
The contractors liabilities arc all paid 
and no one loses anything.

Skinner knew that Canadian young 
people were apt to be on the move, 
fometimda westward, son^ptimes east­
ward. He had seen this movement 
all hia life and it did not trouble him 
now.

This morning Robert McGrcevy 
continued his evidence relating to the 
alleged payments to Sfr Hec'or Lan 
gevin, but made no new statements 
It looked very suspicious when upon 
examination of Robert McGrecvy’s 
bonks they have evidence of having 
been doctored. Some leaves were miss­
ing some suspicious blank pages and 
some day books were gone. He said 
lie kept an account of the donations 
in his head.

When Robert McGrecvy was ask 
ed to band in his private books of- ac­
count he objected, stating that he v 
defendant in four actions in Quebec. 
Cause number one was a civil suit for 
$350,000; number two was an action 
of criminal libel; number thfce'a civil 
libel suit "for $50,000 damages and 
number four was a criminal action for 
conspiracy. The evidence now sought 
would be used against him if the coun­
sel against him could get hold' of it.

After some discussion the books 
were*bundled up and given to a sub­
committee for examination.

July 28—Mr. White, of Cardwell, 
editor of the Montreal Gazette made a 
fine speech on tho budget wras shown 
by United States statistics that the 
average” value of an acre of wheat in 
the United States was eight dollars in 
188ft, against twelve dollars in 1869.

,At 1.30 the discussion on Cart­
wright’s amendments continued and 
at a late hour the vote was taken. It 
resulted as fellovs: For 88, against 
114.-r-majority for the government 26.

THE COUNTY JAIL.

Tt can safely be said that for conven­
ience, safety and thoroughness of equip­
ment, there is no county jail in this pro­
vince which can surpass tlmt erected nt 
Dorchester during the past winter. For 
a lung,time previous to its construction 
the need of a better place in which* to 
confine county offenders was sorely felt, 
the old building being inadequate to the 
demands of the county, both in point of 
security and capacity.

Tho main building is 40 x. 30 feet and 
the wing 58 x 38, two stories, walls of. 
brick with stone trimmings and having 
the the roof protected by slates. The 
front of the building is fitted up as a 
dwelling fertile . keeper. The ground 
floor <»f tlie prison proper consists of a 
solid block of masoimry flanked by two 
corridors*, connected only in front by the 
main hallway. Into each ^corridor open 
G cells, each large enough for one pris­
oner ami provided with an iron bed­
stead with canvass in at trass and a table. 
Opposite each cell door in the niaih wall 
is a window for lighting both corridor 
and cell. The floor is composed of rub­
ble stone and Portland, cement 6 to 8 
feet thick.

The second floor c mtains a large hos­
pital ward for exercise and 4 cells for 
female prisoners and debt jrs. Here the 
prisoncra-edo their washing, tlm females 
usually do this work for the others.

The whole building is heated by a 
Gurney 1 lot water Heater placed in the 
basement and radiators ill each' -cor­
ridor and ill the halls. The water is 
supplied by a cistern in the cellar, and 
is then -forced to a reservoir in the up­
per story and thence distributed over 
the building. In each corridor are san­
itary appliances for the use of the pris­
oners The doors are of heavy iron and 
are secured by the Turnbull prison lyck, 
probably the best lock made for the pur­
pose. These locks and all the gratings 
wore u'iade at ‘the Penitentiary at:a suv-‘ 
wig of 25 nor cent. The building was 
erected by James Read of Dorchester, 
and the plumbing was done by Messrs 
Campbell, of St. John.

A Local Fruit Farm.

To Mr. Clms. Pickard undoubtedly, 
belongs the palm this yeiir .for fruit 
growing in Sackvillo, He has upwards" 
of one acre on his farm on York ' St. 
planted in small fruits, comprising 
Strawberries, Raspberries, Gooseberries 
Black, Red an iT-White Currants, whiclf 
have borne immense crops this 
summer. The strawberries comprise 
tho Crescent Seedling, Wilson, Sharp- 
less, Manchester, James Vick and 
Buback, which varieties Mr. Pickard 
thinks are among tho best he lias tried 
for Sack ville. To give an idea of tlie 
yield of these plants; one vow about 50 
feet in length has so far this season pro; 
duccd 228 boxes of bevvies, and the 
whom crop of strawberries has been 1000 
boxes. Mr. Pickard has some very 
heavily fvmked gooseberry bushes of the 
Acme, Houghton Seedling and Downing 
varieties. Off of about 80 bushes he" has 
already gathered 150 boxes -of fruit. 
Tho other berries are not yet ripe but 
tlm indications arc that they will bo of 
no exception to the these. In tho 
matter of size Air. Pickard’s garden can 
compete favorably with any. that have 
as yet found their way intof-print. A 
strawberry of Tin unknown variety sont 
by " Messrs Burpee of Philadelphia, 
measured 6i inches in circumference 
and several of the gooseberries mention­
ed above had a circumference of 4x31 
inches.

1 Mr. Pickard has a patch of potatoes 
which are well worth seeing to those 
who use commercial fertilizers Several 
manures were used ami one piece was- 
left umuanured. The difference in the 
growth of tiie plants over the pii(T3 is 
very striking.

1 J- Farmers are now commencing their 
haying. The crop of hay is fairly good, 
and if good weather is granted during 
the next few weeks the farmers will be 
supplied with enough to carry their 
usual stock. All other crops are excell­
ent, potatoes promise an abundant crop, 
at this writing the tops aro in full bloom 
and the tubers appear to be forming well. 
Oats are excellent and a good crop will 
be secured. Wheat is first class in every 
respect,although in some sections on tho 
shore there is a report of considerable 
damage done by smut. All other roots 
and cereals are very promising.

—Hayward's mill is being put up in 
its old stand near the station for tho rest 
of the season. -There are about 8000 
logs on hand for it to cut.

—Eggs aro reported as improving in 
price. Messrs. M. Murray & Co, and 
McLeod and Spence are handling con­
siderable quantities.

—The lobster season is drawing to a 
close. During the past few weeks the 
Boston market has been overstocked and 
prices have ruled somewhat low. This 
was caused largely by tho large stock 
which were run in at tho first of the 
month to escape the extra duty put on 
by the Americans and by the extension 
of the fishing season later. Tho close 
season commenced on Friday next. Mr. 
R. B. Anderson is holding a car here 
to owner’s order. Messrs. McLeod & 
Spence ships one car to-day to Boston 
and shipped a car a short time ago. The 
latter part of the season has been very 
good for fishing, the lobsters have come 
in good both in size and quantity, and 
have got better as the season grew late. 
Jacob Allen'at his factory at Baysido has 
put up 400 cases, with one boat. Jas> 
Murray has averaged 11 cases per day. 
One of the best catches of the season is 
reported form Amos Bros, factory at 
Murray’s Corner, from the boats in one 
fishing 4,000 pounds of lobsters were 
taken.

—Building aperati#*flfaro very quiet. 
The woolen îmîl is running a set of cards 
in the new building and it is expected 
they will have a full stock of machinery 
up in a month.
