Agriculture. any one knew, that the Board had not 
the power to hold this exhibition. In 
fact, no one knows so yet. I now 
come to the " arrangement" accepted 
by the present Government when they 
came in power. Those arrangements 
were simply these: The Board of 
Agriculture had determined to hold 
the exhibition on the advice that they 
were the right parlies to do so, and 
their right had been admitted by the 
Citizen’s Committee, who had agreed 
to act with them. How, in view of 
has statement that the Government 
accepted these arrangements, can the 
Chairman of the Board now repudiate 
them altogether. But I will condemn 
the editor of the Telegraph out of bis 
own mouth, for in the issue of that 
paper of December 6th, ho says:—

“ The whole trouble was made by or on 
behalf of the Government of the dav; which, 
having control of a money grant, induced the 
Board of Agriculture to put forth the claims 
it did, and thus helped to lessen, if not to 
destroy, the ardor of the citizens on behalf of 
the exhibition."

Thus it will be seen that it is hero 
again admitted that the Board had 
the advice of the Government ; that it 
was their prerogative to control and 
manage the exhibition; and it must, 
therefore, bo clear that the lato Gov- 
ernment considered it their place, as 
it most unquestionably is. I now come 
to another statement in the Telegraph 
of June 25th, to which I must make 
some reply, though I fear I am tres- 
passing upon your space. It is this:

“ At the second of the two meetings, the 
members of the Agricultural B ard, forgetting 
the character of the general committee or com- 
mission, of which they formed a part, as well as 
the character of the exhibition, passed a reso­
lution in which they virtually condemned the 
Local Government for paying moneys through 
a treasurer other than the Secretary of the 
Board."

The Board, considering that the 
right to hold the exhibition was 
vested in them, were only acting with­
in the law in appointing their own 
Secretary to act as Treasurer, for the 
11th section of the Act says:

“ The Governor in Council shall appoint 
a Secrteary to the said Board, who shall also 
be Treasurer of the said Board, at a salary 
to be fixed by the Goverment in Coun nl."

With regard to the resolution which 
he says virtually condemned the Gov­
ernment.! will simply say that the 
gentlemen who moved it (Mr. Ander- 
son) is a warm supporter of the pre: 
sent Incal Government, and quite 
lately ran an election in their interests 
The want of confidence nature of the 
resolution could tint have been so 
apparent to the editor of the Telegraph 
at the time it was moved as it was 
later, for it was put by him to the 
meeting without any comments at all, 
and was carried unanimously,—two 
members of the Citizen’s Committee 
being present, and neither saying a 
word against it. With respect to the 
statement that Mr. Inches, backed by 
the sympathy of some of the Board, 
felt so aggrieved by the action of the 
Finance Committee that he thought 
of resigning, I may say, in truth, 
that if Mr. Inches did think anything 
about resigning, it was not owing to 
any action of the Finance Committee, 
hut on account of uncalled-for remarks 
made to him by the President of the 
Board.

In conclusion, Mr. Editor, I might 
ask the editor of the Telegraph who 
are the parties legally authorized to 
hold the exhibition if the Board of 
Agriculture are not? I regret that 
any difference of opinion should have 
arisen between the citizens and the 
Board, and it is my opinion that the 
course now being pursued by the1 
press of St. John, in abusing the 
Board of Agriculture, will prove and 
injury and not a benefit to the exhibi­
tion.

Clover for Hogs.

I would not undertake to summer 
hogs without clover. During this 
season clover takes the place of corn. 
Hogs like it bettor than any other 
grass, and do better on it. A clover 
field is as near heaven as a hog can 
ever get A clover patch in blossom 
is a hog’s paradise. There he finds 
that perfect peace and fulness of joy 
which man finds not outside of bowers 
elysian. Nor is clover a more expen­
sive food than corn; on the contrary 
I believe that it is the cheapest food 
that can bo provided for hogs. Il is 
true that where the growth is lux­
uriant. as it should be, the hogs will 
drag and trample down part of it, but 
this is not lost by any moans. It 
will become incorporated with the 
soil and add to its fertility. The soil 
will be enriched by the swine manure 
left on the ground in addition to this. 
The true value of hog manure is not i 
recognized. Some farmers endeavor ! 
to save the solid excrement, but no 
effort is made to save the liquid ma­
nure. Yet careful analyses and practi­
cal experiments have proved that the 
liquid manure, while not so great in 
bulk as the solid, is of so much better 
quality that the value of each is about 
the same. While the hogs are pastur­
ing the clover, both solid and liquid 
manure are put on the ground at no 
outlay of money or labor on the part 
of the farmer. I consider the fertility 
thus added to the land a largo rent 
for it; and I get that rent in cash in 
the increase in the two succeeding 
crops of corn. Clover is the thing 
tor hogs in summer, and clover sod 
corn the thing for hogs in winter.— 
Cor. Prairie Farmer.

To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer;
SIB,—I most ask you to kindly 

allow me space in the columns of your 
paper to make some remarks concern­
ing the position which the Board of 
Agriculture occupies in relation to the 
exhibition which it is the intention to 
hold in St. John in the coming autumn. 
In doing 80, I intend particularly to 
have reference to the course which the 
St, John press—more especially the 
Telegraph, whose editor is Provincial 
Secretary and President of the Board 
of Agriculture—has treated the mat­
ter, It would be only natural to ox, 
pect that the Chairman of the Board, 
or of any board, would respect its 
position, maintain its dignity and 
treat its members with courtesy— 
especially when they are the chosen 
representatives of such a largo and 
intelligent class as the farmers of 
the Province, for whose well-being 
the Telegraph has always expressed 
so much anxiety. Such, however, I 
regret exceedingly to say, is not the 
case, for the Chairman of the Board, 
in the journal which he controls, has 
most unwarrantably insulted its mem­
bers, and, through them, the farmers 
of this Province. The reason is not 
difficult to find. The members choose 
to exercise their own judgment and 
io bear the responsibilities of their 
positions, which happened to bo con­
trary to the opinions of some gentle 
men in St. John, and for this reason, 
and for noting strictly within the 
letter of their duties, they are insulted! 
and their actions misrepresented.| 
The attack made upon them in the 
Telegraph of June the 20th is a most 
unfair one, and will not bare the light 
of facts and evidence. This article, 
among other things, says as follows: 
" The late Local Government know, 
ing that the Act creating the Board 
of Agriculture did nol contain any 
provisions under which the proposed 
Centennial Exhibition could bo hold 
by that Board, ils building erected, 
etc;" and further on, in the same 
article, it is said that " when the pres­
ent Government came into power they 
accepted the existing arrangement, 
and resolved, so far as they wore con- 
cerned, to stand by them in good 
faith." Now, sir, I wish to point out 
what those existing arrangements 
were, and, also, to dispute the point 
that the Local Government know that 
the Act creating the Board of Agri­
culture did not contain any provision 
under which the proposed Centennial 
Exhibition could be held by the Board. 
The first steps in connection with the 
exhibition were taken in the city of 
St. John, where, al a citizen’s meeting, 
certain sub-committees were appoint­
ed. These committees commenced 
work, but ceased doing so when they 
learned from members of the Govern 
mont, the Secretary of the Board and 
other good authorities, that the right 
to hold the exhibition was vested in 
the Board of Agriculture. 4 meeting 
of the Board of Agriculture was then 
held al the Royal Hotel, St. John, on 
October 25th, 1882, a member of the 
Local Government presiding. The 
following resolutions were then pass- 
ed:—•

“That the Dominion and Centennial Exhi­
bition be held in St. John; that the Exhibi­
tion be open for the Dominion, and that 
exhibits from foreign countries be received 
and eligible for homorary reward only; that 
the appointment of Sheriff Harding, Mavor 
Jones, Mr Hall, Ald. Allan and John Magee, 
as a committee to act with the Board, be con­
firmed; and that the Dominion and Centen­
nial Exhibition of 1883 be held in the City 
of St. John, provided the City and Portland 
would each contribute certain sums towards 
its success."

At a meeting of the Board on the 
following day, it was resolved that 
copies of the resolutions just mention­
ed bo forwarded to the Dominion and 
Local Governments,asking the several 
Goverments to take the matter of a 
Dominion and Centennial Exhibition 
into consideration, and, at ns early a 
day as possible, inform the Board the 
amount they are willing to contribute 
towards the exhibition, and under 
what guards and restrictions. The 
Secretary was also instructed to com­
municate with the Dominion Govern­
ment, asking for the use of tho Drill 
Shed, and for other purposes I had 
almost forgotten to state, in this con­
nection, ihal on the first day of our 
meeting the Citizen’s Committee ap­
peared before tho Board. With ro- 
spect to this meeting, the Farmer, 
which spoke with authority and whose 
remarks were not questioned, said:

The Philadelphia mint turns out a ton of 
dollars and dimes, 160,000 nickels, and three- 

quarters of a ton of pennies daily, and this 
supply of nickels and pennies is short of the 
demand.

During the present year larger fleets are en­
gaged in the business, and the prospects of a 
still more extensive yield are good.

Tile DEVER BROS.To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer:
SIR,—In your issue of the 27th June, I 

read a very interesting letter from Mr. Beck­
with, Fredericton, in reference to Potatoes, 
Oats and Wheat, sent to London, Great Bri­
tain. I see oats are quoted at 49 lbs. the 
bushel, natural weight, but the sample sent 
weighed 65 lbs. per bushel. Why send to 
England, oats to weigh as above. I am certain 
they could be sold in the Dominion for seed, 
and at a high price. To put the 30s. per 
quarter of eight bushels, in currency, would 
be ninety cents per bushel, freight to London 
and charges of commissions would materially 
lesson the profit on shipping the grain. I 
feel certain for the growers of the oats, if 
Mr. Beckwith would communicate with 
Messrs. Jardine & Co., St. John, Messrs. 
Hatt & Sons, Fredericton, or any large reli- 
sole house, more could be got for them, and 
we should have the valuable seed here, much 
to the benefit of our farmers in New Bruns­
wick, also the Dominion. To send to St. John 
in the fall, at the Centennial Exhibition, a 
sample, or send one hundred bushels to weigh 
forty-nine lbs. per bushel, and let them be 
advertized they could be sold at once for 
$1.00 per bushel. The Province cannot af­
ford to allow oats like the above to go to 
England, unless we have a good share of 
them left at home. Perhaps Mr. Beckwith 
wiil kindly see into the above suggestion.

I have imported oats several times from 
England and Scotland, and have thought 
them very superior to weigh forty-four lbs. 
per bushel, landed in St. John.

the first instance, claimed that the report ex­
pressed an opinion which was against the 
rules of the House. He asked for the 
Speaker’e ruling, and what followed is given 
in the press report of the proceedings.

Hon. Mr. Norquay, the Premier, said, per­
haps the hon. gentleman wants to take ex­
ception to the truthfulness of the report. If 
he does, let him say 80, and ask for another 
committee.

Hon. Mr. Brown—I would like to make a 
single observation. It was agreed by mem- 
bere on this side of the Houee, that the 
course proposed by the hon. gentleman op­
posite, who made the motion for this com­
mittee, was illegal. But I begged you, Mr. 
Speaker, not to rule the motion out of order, 
and it was allowed to go. When that com­
mittee has been appointed — a committee 
nominated by the bon. member for South 
Winnipeg, who refused to allow the name of 
a single member to be changed, although one 
wae absent; when that committee has inves­
tigated these chargea and made a report af­
firmed by every one of its members. It is 
worse than cowardly for the hon. member to 
ask for your ruling on such a point, after he 
has done all he can to ruin the character of a 
member of this House. (Applause.)

After some confneed discussion, Mr. Brown 
asked Mr. Killam if he had agreed te the re­
port of the committee.

Mr. Killam—I did not agree to any report.
Mr. Brown—Shame, shame.
Mr. Sutherland explained the manner in 

which the report had been adopted by the 
committee.

Dr. Wilson rose to speak, when Mr. Kil­
lam reminded the epeeker that the point he 
had raised was one of order.

Mr. Norquay said the motion for the com­
mittee was out of order, and yet the members 
on thia aide of the House, in order that the 
Minister of Public Works might not be re­
lieved of the onus cast upon him, take ex­
ception to the presentation of the report 
on the flimsy ground that is was out of order. 
He could conceive of no conduct more con­
temptible; words could hardly express the 
contempt that one must feel for it. To try 
to cheet an hon. member out of his character, 
and then to endeavor to prevent an exonera­
tion given by a committee which he himself 
had chosen, was not only unparliamentary, 
it was dishonorable and contemptible.

Mr. Killam said he had objected several 
times to the remarks made by gentlemen 
opposite, as being out of order," but perhaps 
be (the speaker) might be allowed some in­
dulgence, especially after the very unparlia­
mentary language that the Premier of the 
Province had so far forgotten himself as to 
use. The whole discuseion aa to what took 
place at the committee meeting was out of 
order, but since it had been allowed, he must 
deny that this report had been concurred in 
by all the members of the committee. He 
pressed his point of order.

Hon. Mr. Sutherland—“ Do you agree to 
the report P"

Mr. Killam—" No.”
Hon. Mr. Sutherland—“ As chairman of 

the committee, I say you did agree to it. 
There were no objectione, and I declared the 
motion carried."

Hon. Mr Norquay eaid it was a small 
action to raise such flimsy objections as that 
of the report being out of order. It was un­
parliamentary, contemptible, and dishonor­
able.

Mr. Killam said he had objected to discus- 
sing the matter till the point of order was 
decided, but as he had been attacked so vio­
lently he must defend himeelf. The Premier, 
he eaid, had used expressions altogether un­
worthy of him. Regarding the vote taken 
on the motion, he stated that the votes 
against the motion were not called before it 
was declared carried. The attorney-general 
did not call for those opposed to the report 
to hold up their hands.

Attorney-General—I asked you if you 
objected to the report, and as you did not 
say anything, I declared it carried.

At this juncture Hon. Mr. Norquay moved 
that the report be adopted. (Cries of “car­
ried ").

Mr. Killam eaid the motion bad not been 
carried aa he bad not got the ruling of the 
Speaker on the question. (Loud cries of 
“Shame I").

The Speaker ruled that the committee had 
no business to expreaa an opinion.

Hon. Mr. Brown jumped up in a great 
state of excitement and eaid the conduct of 
the hon. member for south Winnipeg was 
the most shameless that had ever disgraced 
the floor of any house. A more shameless 
or damnable thing had never been done. He 
rose to a point of order as to the reception 
of the report. It waa damnable, for he 
could find no better term to express himself. 
He wae trying to weave a web around him 
(Mr. Brown) that would dreg him down and 
ruin hie character. If the House would con­
sent to have been dealt with by such infernal 
tactics no man was safe.

Mr. Killam, continuing, said it was in 
view of the fact that the minister of public 
works wae 80 directly and deeply connected 
with the matter that he had kept quiet until 
be (the minister of public works) had finish­
ed hie excited harangue. The amendment 
that he wished to propose to the report was 
that the evidence laid before the committee 
appointed to enquire into the matter should 
be laid before the House. Ha desired to 
move that amendment. He was aware that 
it was not correct for the committee to report 
evidence unless it had been directed by the 
Houee so to do. His objection was that the 
committee expressed an opinion in the report 
and he did not eee how that opinion could 
be adopted by the House, without the House 
first seeing the evidence.

Dr. Harrison did not think the matter wae 
in order.

Hon. Mr. Brown stated that be only at­
tended the committee when he waa sent for 
to give evidence, but juet as he was leaving 
the room, he beard the member for North 
Dufferin (Mr. Winram) express the opinion 
that one of the witnesses, subpoenaed by the 
opposition to give evidence in the case 
should be shot, and be presumed that it was 
because the evidence was so disappointing to 
the person who had dragged the matter up.

Mr. Winram again expressed the opinion 
that the witness in question should be shot.

A division was asked for, but the Hon. 
Mr. Norquay's motion to adopt the report 
was carried.

During a former debate on the same mat­
ter, Mr. Greenray, the Opposition leader, 
made certain charges against Hon. Mr. 
Brown, for which he is to be prosecuted for 
libel. Judging by the reporta, Mr. Brown, 
io speaking ability is quite able to hold hie 
own against the unmerciless attacks that 
have been made upon him. His friends in 
New Brunswick will be slow to believe that 
any dishonorable act, would attach itself to 
his name.

of progress, and it has been so in almost 
every other point. But we quote the Union 
Fire Club Rules and Regulations as fol­
lows :—

As every institution calculated to relieve 
the distressed, and avert the calamities at­
tendant on accidental as well as other mis­
fortunes, has been in every age and country, 
seconded by the cordial approbation of man­
kind in general, so the design of establishing 
a Union Fire Club in this place, being that 
saving from entire destruction, the property 
of our fellow-men, when threatened by tire, 
the good will and encouragement of the in- 
habitante of Fredericton, is anticipated in aid 
of this object; and though this Town has 
hitherto providentially escaped the ravages 
of fire, yet we often hear of its awful effects 
in other parts of the world, and must be sen­
sible that here, also, we are constantly in 
danger from it. That as fires always break 
out unexpectedly, and are not easily extin­
guished, but rage with great violence and in­
creasing rapidly amongst wooden buildings, 
an immensity of property may in a few hours 
be reduced to ashes. The houses, furniture 
and goods of the merchant and others, thus 
destroyed, mav suddenly be the cause of 
many years embarrassment, and distress to 
individuals of everv class. The attention 
therefore of the Club, individually, as well 
as collectively, is hereby earnestly called to 
a consideration of their duty to their neigh­
bor, the necessity of order at all times, and 
prompt obedience to the laws by which they 
resolve to be governed.

That this Society shall be called the Union 
Fire Club, and shall not exceed in number 
forty effective Membere, including the Pre­
sident, Vice President and Secretary, who 
shall he elected annually, namely, on the 22ad 
of November, and any person refusing to act 
as an officer, when proposed and elected, shall 
pay a fine of ten Shillings.

That each and every Member shall at his 
own expense, provide himself with, and keep 
in perfect order and readiness, a strong Bag 
consisting of about three yards of Duck, a 
Basket sufficient to hold one bushel or up­
wards, and a Lantern, with about eix inche- 
of Candle therein, a Jack-knife, Screw-driver, 
and Bed-key ; and that there shall be provid­
ed at the expense of the Club, three small 
Axes, to be separately kept by the President. 
Vice-President and Secretary, all these uten- 
sils shall be marked with the initials U. F. 
C., and, with the exception of the Axes, 
those also of the owners name, and shall be 
kept together in the most convenient plac- 
of the owner'e dwelling, and not on any ac­
count to be used except al fires, under a pen­
alty of ten Shillings, for every offence. Ano 
for the more easily distinguishing the mem- 
bere of the Club, from other persons, eaci 
shall at all fires, wear a white Hat, marked 
as above, under a penalty of two Shillings and 
Sixpence, unless he gives a satisfactory rea­
son for appearing without the same.

That the Secretary be furnished with one 
or more Books, if necessary, at the expense 
of the Club, wherein he shall duly Registei 
these regulations and proceedings necessary 
to be inserted—collect fines, and pay from 
the funde of the Club all necessary expence- 
incurred—be one of all Committees—go 
round and inspect the elate of the utensils, 
(such inspection to take place not less than 
once in each quarter, and not less than ten 
days subsequent to any general fire) attended 
by two others of the Club, who shall be 
warned for that porpose, in rotation as they 
stand upon the list, at such times as the Sec­
retary shall think proper, and every uteeneil 
lost, misplaced or nut of order, shall be noted 
and reported to the President, who shall at 
the next meeting, cause to be levied for every 
article 80 lost, misplaced, or out of order, th- 
sum of two shillings and one shilling for each 
and every day such Members shall be deficient 
of either of the respective articles enumerated 
in the antecedent Section, and the Secretary 
shall, for every neglect of hie duty pay a fine 
of five Shillings ; also any Member refusing 
to attend him, shall pay a fine of five Shillings, 
except in case of Sickness, or when out of 
Town.

The greater 
number of the officers were very neat and 
soidierly but there were a few, whose ap­
parel was wonderful to behold, and who will 
be fit eubjecte for Gen Luard’e righteous 
wrath at the review, if they don’t brace up. 
One or two companies we particularly noticed 
for their uniformly neat and trim appearance, 
and apparent knowledge of at least the rud­
iments of drill. The finest looking com­
pany on the ground, waa the Windsor com­
pany of the 78th, officered by Capt. Smith, 
Lieut. Dimock and Gent. Cadet J. W. Laurie 
of the Royal Military College, attached as 
2nd Lieutenant.

the seme to a place of safety, as directed by 
the President, or those appointed to act in 
bis absence. If any Member shall purposels 
neglect to repair to fires with all hie utensils, 
or withdraws therefrom without leave, be­
fore the property removed is deposited in a 
place of safety, he ehall, if the offence ap­
pears wilful, lie excluded the Club.

That the Membere who firet gets to the 
houee on fire, ehall, with the consent of the 
owner or tenants thereof, take charge of the 
door and allow no person to enter, eave the 
Membere of the Club, Owner, Tenante, or 
Firewards ; but if possession should be 
denied, the Members are not to persist, but 
use their utmost exertions in co-operation 
with the Fire Company, to etop the progress 
of the fire.

That the Club meet at the Golden Ball, or 
such other place as may be appointed by the 
President, four times a year, namely on the 
22nd of November, February, May and Au- 
trust, in the evening, at the hour of seven io 
the Winter, and eight in the Summer. Every 
Member whether present or absent at such 
meetings, shall pay the sum of one Shilling 
to the Secretary for the use of the Club; and 
every absentee, when the list is called over, 
(which shall be within fifteen minutes from 
the time fixed for meeting) shall pay Six- 
pence more, and two Shillings and Sixpence if 
absent the whole evening, except in case of 
sickness, or when out of Town; whoever 
also absent himself three quarterly meetings 
successively, shall, (except as above describ­
ed) be excluded from the Society, and shall 
not be re-admitted without the usual cere- 
monv of election. That during the meeting, 
the business of the Club only shall be discus­
sed ; every Member while addressing the 
Chairman must stand up, and all motions 
shall be made in writing, which shall be de­
cided by the majority of the Members then 
present.

That in the election of new Members, a 
majority of the Club shall be present ; that 
five black Balls shall exclude ; and no person 
be balloted for unless proposed, by his request 
at a previous meeting. On admission, be 
shall De required to sign the By-Laws within 
three days from his election, which only con­
stitutes him a Member, even though the votes 
should be unanimous.

The half-dozen hotels of the half-dozen 
barons of the Paris branch of the Rothschilds 
are said to be worth 35,000,000 francs just 
as they stand, and these are, of course, the 
mere town dwelling-houses, without count­
ing the country estates and the capital em­
ployed in affairs.

The gross income of the Suez Canal Com­
pany shows an enormous increase of late 
years. In 1870 it was only 5,169327 francs, 
from which it gradually increased to 32.774,- 
344 francs in 1877. It reached 39,840,487 
France in 1880, 61,274,352 in 1881, and last 
year attained the figure of sixty millions and 
a half.

The Exhibition Management,

We are not slow to confess, that there have 
been grievous errors in connection with the 
Centennial Exhibition management, which, 
however, it is hoped, will not seriously inter­
fere with the success of the occasion. If 
the St. John committee had shown a dis­
position to accede to the Board of Agri­
culture, its legal and proper rights at the 
outset, we feel confident that no difficulties 
would have arisen, but that all concerned 
would have labored zealously for the com­
mon good. The Government and the St. 
John Committee showed discourtesy to the 
Board, in not consulting the members of 
that body in the first drafting of the prize 
list. The Board has not even been called to­
gether on this important matter till by requisi­
tion of its members. We are of the number 
that sympathized with the Board, when its 
rights were ridden over in such a slipshod 
manner, but not of those, who would coun- 
tenanee a refractory or revengeful disposi­
tion in return, if such as is alleged by the 
St. John press, was shown by any portion of 
the management. However, these are 
matters of the past, and we express the hope 
that no such errors may mark the future.

Strawberry Festival and Entertain- 
meat at Harvey.

A valued correspondent writes under date 
of July 9th :—" Une of the most successful 
and most enjoyable entertainments ever held 
in Harvey, took place on Friday, 6th July.
