Chaplain Laine has captured Tor-
onto with his spleudid leciure o
South Africa. While Mr Lane has a
subject of abeorbing interest, great
credit is due to him for the manper in
which it is presented.

girl, who plead, “‘oh, don’t kill my
papa.’”” 7The march of men, vhe re
veille, the ping of bullets, and the
boom f guns seem not far away dninr-
i gthe Chaplain’s descripbions, The
vividoess of his word pictures igin-
creased by 'several cxcellent maps,
which he displays, as well as some
souvenirs of the war, such as riflee,
shells, biltong, and other things,
which hesecured in South Africa, and
which he exhibits te the audience.

Above all, the Chaplain s a preach-
er of peace. His nob ¢, patriotic heart
is thrilled at the courage and bravery
shown by Canadian troops, an their
faishful service to mainta:n the unity
of the British Empire, but he detects
a rising tide of unkoly, um-OChristian
feeling, and with warning -he says :
‘‘We must not lose our Christian re-
ligior over this war.” Then, as he
stands over fields of carnage, where
noble men have beem shot by brave
men, where foemeun mingled their
blod with each other, and b.side
each other lay still in death, with
him we could not but utter the pray-
er that the day might 8. omn come wheun
men shall learn war no more, amd
when peace should reign.

Corp R. B. Eaton’s brave act under
fire—‘‘mentioned in despatches.’’

S i et

Lieut. Col. Evans commanding the
Canadlan Mounted Rifles, sends a re-

ort to. the Department of Militia at

ttawa. in reference to the fight at
Belfast on Nov. 2nd, in which Lieut
Chalmers was killad.

It was & very hot time indeed for
our men and their deeds were those
of brave men througheut the whole
action. It will be noted that Col-
chester bas had a valiant and brave
son, that she may well be proud of,
in the persen of Corpl. R. B. Eaton,
of Salmon River, (one of that fight-
ing family of Eatons that we know so
well) who did one of the most daring
feats of the day.

+ ol KEvans says of this battle at
Belfagt: the advauce gnard, consist
ing of -ixty of the Canadian Rifles
under the command of Major Sanders
The advance party was cemmanded
by Lieut ("halmers and was accom-
panied bty a guide who had given
them the wrorg direction

When the advance party came in-
to touch with the e2emy the main
column had brancbed off to the right
and was nearly two miles away.
Lieut. Chalmer’s troops engagen the
enemy frem a spur projecting from
the main ridge The advance guard,
altrough largely outnumbered and
in & most dangerous position, held
its p'ace under savere rifle fire.

An order came from the G O. C.to
retire. The retirement of the advance
party to support was conducted b
Lieut Cha'mers in a moxt skillful
munner under a severe fire.
