MICHAEL LALLY’S DEATH.

Welcomed.IN LABOR’S FIELD.

Deliberations of the Typos—Scandal In 
Connection with the Childe-Drexel

Homo—The Wages of 
Women.

CHICAGO, June 18.—The International 
Typogragraphical Union decided to publish 
the report of the recent investigation of the 
Childs-Drexel Home by President Prescott, 
of the International Union, in person. It 
was found, it is said, the funds had been 
grossly misappropriated; that the home 
had not been built according to the speci­
fications, and that at present the building 
was in such a condition that it is liable to 
collapse. The investigation committee 
found the board of trustees guilty of a 
violation of trust, and censured as especially 
responsible for this condition of affairs J. 
D. Vaugh, of Colorado Springs, and August 
Donath, of Washington. Upon legal ad- 
vice, it was decided not to prosecute, but 
to remove the two offending trustees. The 
sum of $5,500 was then appropriated to put 
the home in a proper condition.

The question of a separate scale of wages 
for female compositors came up. A separ- 
ate scale is demanded by the Boston 
union, where there are over 1,000 non- 
union female compositors. The wish of 
the Boston union is to organize these 
women upon a lower scale of wages. The 
opposition demanded the same scale for 
women as for men. The matter was re- 
ferred to the executive council by a yea 
and nay vote of 87 to 85. Miss Pierson, 
delegate from Albany, then withdrew from 
the floor of the convention, claiming that 
women delegates had no place in the con- 
vention.,

A resolution providing that in all offices 
in the control of the International Typo­
graphical Union only foremen belonging 
to the allied crafts be employed was 
tabled.

The effort to commit the union to an at­
tempt at reconciliation with the Interna- 
tional Printing Pressmen’s Union, in con- 
vention next week at Cincinnati, failed.

A telegram from New York, stating that 
the Mail and Express had adopted the 
union scale of wages for the allied crafts, 
was loudly cheered.

It was voted to give the entire authority 
of issuing labels to the executive 
council. The convention gave its ap­
proval to the attempted boycott on the 
Ottenburg Bros,' cigar in New York City.

The matter of reduction of the ten-hour 
day for the book and job printers created 
a discussion as to whether to make the 
demand for nine and one-half, or nine 
hours. A vote resulted in victory for the 
nine-hour plan, 76 to 60; this to go into 
effect Nov. 1.

OTTAWA, June 18 —Ryan & Haney, con- 
tractors of the Soo Canal, state that the 
strike of stonecutters on the canal lasted 
only one day.

HAMILTON, June 19. —About 25 out of the 
45 or more teamsters employed by the 
Hendrie Company Cartage Agency are on 
strike, because the company refused to 
accede to 20 cents per hour for over time.

Cold in death, and lying head to head, a 
blanket covering the one and a sheet 
drawn over the other, lay youth and old 
age at Ferguson’s undertaking rooms on 
Saturday afternoon. ...

Both were railroad victims, and the 
bodies lay on the stretchers that they were 
originally brought in on, awaiting the ver­
dict of the coroner’s jury. Death appeared 
to have dealt more kindly with the gray 
haired man than with the youth, whose 
terribly mangled frame lay opposite.

A bruise ou the side of the face, and a 
few spots of blood on the head rest were 
all that was apparent of old Mr. Hether- 
ington’s injuries. His sufferings bad 
evidently been short lived, as the train 
struck him on the head, rendering him im- 
mediately unconscious.

But not so the body of the younger man. 
The remorseless iron wheels had evidently 
dragged, and crushed, and ground his 
body mercilessly. The vital injuries were 
on the right side. His right leg was 
shockingly crushed and mangled from the 
thigh to the ankle. When the body was 
stripped a purple bruise, extending from 
the elbow to the shoulder, was noticeable on 
the left arm, and there were also slight cuts 
and bruises on the left leg. The body had 
evidently been dragged some distance.

Sergt. Jenkins brought in the lads that 
had been riding on the same train as Lally. 
They were handcuffed together, and were as 
grimy as knights ef the road generally are.

The jurors empanneled by Coroner Flock 
were: Archie Black (foreman), Obadiah 
Cannom, Geo. Abel, sen., Benj. W .Burton, 
John A. Schneider, Angus A. Kennedy. 
Joseph W. Foster, Geo. Abel, jun., Richard 
Dunn, Patrick Deveney, John S. McDon­
ald, A. E. Ladell, Wm. Peters, James 
Campbell Clark.

The jury then viewed the body of young 
Lally. It was identified by Joseph Fitz- 
henry and Thomas White, Lally’s brother- 
in-law. The latter said it was two months 
ago since he had seen deceased last. He 
hud known him sometimes to get the worse 
of liquor.

James Connor, aged 17, of Toronto, and 
Matthias Charlebois, a year older, and a 
native of Buffalo, were then examined, but 
could throw no light on the accident. In 
fact, they did not seo Lally get on the 
train. They had walked from St. Thomas 
to London that afternoon, and wanted to 
get to Buffalo as quickly as possible. Be­
tween 6 and 7 o'clock they were sitting on 
a pile of logs to the south of cho London 
East station, when a “mixed" came down 
the yard from the city. Lally and a com­
panion got off this mixed and came and sat 
down beside the witness. They were both 
the worse of liquor, and were boasting of a 
recent exploit over which they chuckled 
heartily.

“We went into a grocery store this 
afternoon,” one of them was saying, “and 
asked the girl behind the counter for two 
cans of tomatoes. She gave them to us 
and we told her to‘chalk it up.' She said 
that slie did not know us, and of course 
we hadn't been introduced to her. Any- 
way, we took the tomatoes, and told her 
to send for the patrol if she liked."

By this time the mixed hud drawn out 
and a “hog” freight was preparing to fol­
low. Lally went over to a foundry to get 
a drink, and on coming back the train had 
started to move. He swung himself on a 
car near the engine, but apparently did 
not like his position and jumped off again. 
The two witnesses got on near the center 
of the train, and when last they saw Lally 
and his companion they were away near 
the caboose, but they could not say 
whether or not they took the same train.

Charlebois' description of Lally’s com­
panion was very minute. He was of a 
heavier build than the dead man, and per­
haps his senior. He wore a sandy, stubby 
beard, and his face looked as if a lawn 
mower had been run over it. There were 
partially healed cuts and bruises all over 
it, the result of falling off a train some time 
before.

His companion has not yet been found, 
nor had the man who found the body been 
subponaed, so the inquest was adjourned 
until Wednesday night next at 7 o'clock.

Ottawa, June 19.—The delegates to the 

Liberal convention are arriving by every 
train. Hon. David Mills, Messrs. 
Mulock, McMillen, M. P s, Balfour, 
M P P., and others came in earl, 
this morning. Mr. James Sutherland, 
chief Liberal whip, arrived yesterday 
and says the convention will be a big 
success. Special trains from all quarters 
are billed to arrive to-night or to-morrow 
morning. The first session of the conven­
tion will likely be presided over by Sir 
Oliver Mowat, Premier of Ontario. The 
Premiers of the other Provinces will prob­
ably be chosen to preside over subsequent 
sessions.

MR. LAURIER ARRIVES.
Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, the Liberal leader, 

arrived shortly after noon, and was met by 
a big crowd at the Canada Atlantic 
station. Among those on the platform 
were Hon. D. Mills, Hon. R. Watson, Hou. 
E. H. Bronson, Senators Scott and Power, 
James Sutherland, M.P., Mr. McMullen, 
M.P., and Robert Jaffray, president of 
the Toronto Globe. Several hundred 
citizens, headed by Ald. McLean, 
president of the Ottawa Reform 
Association, welcomed the Liberal leader 
with loud cheers. As he appeared on the 
platform of the car Mr. Laurier, dressed 
in a light tweed suit, looked the picture of 
health.

On the same train arrived Premier Field­
ing and Attorney-General Langley, Premier 
Blair, Premier Peters, L. H. Davis, A. G. 
Jones and a mighty delegation from down 
by the sea.

Mr. McLean then read the following 
ADDRESS TO MR. LA URIER.

Sir—It is our pleasing duty to welcome 
you, on behalf of the Reform Association of 
Ottawa, on the occasion of your arrival 
among us to attend the convention of 
representatives of the Reform party in 
Canada, which you have summoned to 
meet you here.

We are glad that you have shown your 
confidence in the friendship and loyal sup- 
port of this association, and of the many 
friends in the Ottawa Valley who look 
upon this city as a political center, in 
selecting our metropolitan city as the place 
of meeting.

You have shown confidence, not in us 
only, but in the good feeling and hospital­
ity of the inhabitants of this city not mem- 
bers of our party, who feel honored by the 
preference you have shown to them in 
selecting this as the convention city, and 
who will, no doubt, extend to you and to 
the other Liberal leaders and delegates a 
hearty welcome as honored and welcome 
guests.

And 
with regard to our ministry, we want a 
ministry not benighted, not cloudy, dark 
and hesitating as to what it is to preach, 
or what it is to fight, but a ministry that 
takes its whole guidance from the Son of 
Righteousness, that is clear and definable 
in its teachings, and not involved in the 
fogs. There is a great deal of preaching 
at the present day. There are many that 
mount the pulpit, but if it were 
true in the past it is emphatically 2° 
in the present,that congregations are often 
left enveloped in the fog. What we need 
in you, what is needed in the present day, 
what is needed for the 1,500,000,000 of 
people that constitute the population of 
the earth to-day. is a clear, heaven-won 
teaching, that the blind may realize in it, 
that the deaf may hear it, and that the 
dead, cold heart of man may be touched. 
We need a ministry that believes in 
Jesus Christ, and not a ministry that 
believes that Christ is a Saviour only, not 
that he is one that might save, can save, 
and will save, but believes that be is the 
only Saviour, and that without him all is 
death, and that within him all is life. We 
need a ministry that is faithful to the great 
doctrines of salvation. When you go 
among people to-day you find how dark, 
how cloudy, tho majority of them are on 
the great cardinal doctrines of salvation, 
justification by faith, Christ only without 
sin and the inspiration of the Word of 
God."

During the course of his eloquent ser­
mon, the bishop impressed upon the candi­
dates the necessity of teaching the absolute 
and plain inspiration of God’s most holy 
word, the doctrine of justification by taith, 
and that there was but one alternative. 
It was to be either Christ and life, or for 
the rejection of Christ and eternal death.

Big Crowds at the Fair.
CHICAGO, June 19.—Not less than 150,. 

000 souls passed through the turnstiles at 
Jackston Park Saturday. Taken all 
around, it was one of the biggest days the 
White City has yet seen. As usual the 
schools were closed and many business 
houses suspended operations. The school 
children wore out by the thousands, 
swarming through the buildings and over 
the arched bridges which cross the lago ns, 
brightening up the fair with their cheerful, 
happy faces and merry laughter.

THE OPEN FORUM.
London, Huron and Bruce

A Big Project.
To the Editor of the ADVERTISER:

It will not be without general interest 
to the Christian public to know how the 
Diocese of Huron at its approaching ses- 
sion will have to deal with a subject of 
great importance to the Church of Eng­
land, involving as it does the unification or 
consolidation of all the dioceses in the 
Dominion of Canada. Its relation to the 
broader subject of the unification of all the 
Protestant churches will be apparent, and 
also the fact that the conditions of such 
unification must greatly afloat the value of 
the end in view.

It is highly desirable, especially, that the 
clergy and laity of the Diocese of Huron 
should have this matter at this important 
moment before their minds as a far-reach­
ing issue. There is little doubt but the 
Synod will send delegates to Toronto in 
September next, as proposed at Montreal, 
in order to frame a constitution tor a gen­
eral synod of the whole church in the 
Dominion. With such an important 
undertaking in view, how very essential 
it muet be that such delegates 
should bo most carefully and prayer­
fully selected I It is undeniably true 
that doctrinal issues, involving even 
foundation truths, are bound up with the 
constitution to be framed for what is 
designed to be a supreme court of the whole 
church, invested with legal power and 
jurisdiction. Not only is the great question 
of diocesan autonomy, with its duties and 
obligations, to be considered, but also 
what Churchmen of the Diocese 
of Huron especially ought not to 
forget, i. e., its historic traditions. This 
diocese, when separatedfrom the Diocese of 
Toronto, and when ic elected its first 
bishop, Dr. Cronyn, and when by him 
established Huron College, defined its 
position in unmistakable terms as identi- 
fied with the theology of the Reformation. 
The names of Dr. Cronyn and of Dr. Mo- 
Nomine, who delivered the inaugural 
address at the opening of Huron 
College, will long live in the loving 
memories of old Churchmen of this 
diocese. I can but hope that the Synod 
about to meet under Bishop Baldwin will, 
in view of these facts, send such delegates 
to Toronto as shall fitly and truly represent 
both our historic church and the traditions 
of the diocese.

those squalid towns.

Special reports furnished by consuls to 
the Local Government Board here say that 
during the past few weeks there have been 
500 cases in Southern France and 178 
deaths. This week the plague has infected 
Limoges, Toulon, Privas, Frontignan and 
other French places, slowly working its 
way up towards Paris. The towns of 
Cotte, Nimes, Alais and Montpellier are in 
a bad way, and the number of deaths in 
each varies from three to sixteen daily.

To add to the evil, one case of choleraic 
diarrhea occurred Tuesday here in London. 
It was that of a young girl, and presented 
nearly all the symptoms of true cholera. 
The doctors speak of it as choleraic diarrhea, 
say the case was pure sporodic, and that 
there is no danger of its spread.

However, with cholera fighting at 50 
ports to get into the country, it is difficult 
to keep it out.

The weather, too, has been abnormal in 
the way of drought and heat. For the past 
three days the thermometer in London has 
reached 84. To-day it is 85.

A Jenny Lind Memorial.
The question of a memorial to Jenny Lind 

in Westminster Abbey is being agitated, 
but the admirers of the Swedish nightin- 
gale will probably fail in their object. The 
point is made against her that there is no 
room in the Pantheon of England for a vocal 
artist. That place is consecrated to creative

ornamental royal family, without being < 
indirectly taxed in this manner. If the i 
Duke of York and his bride-elect wish to 
gain the respect of the people they will 
some day be called upsn to rule, they can- 
nut do better than refuse to accept all pres­
ents except those which come from private 
individuals, corporations or similar bodies.
It is time to put a stop to these disgraceful 
attempts by plutocrats to carry favor with 
the royal family, and so obtain knight­
hoods, baronetcies, and what not."

A Great Spectacle.
There is no room for doubt, however, 

that the wedding, although announced to 
be only semi-state, will be one of the great- 
est social events of Victoria’s reign. The 
arrangements are practically completed. 
There will bo five processions to the 
church, each starting from Buckingham 
Palace. There will be a drive around the 
park, in order to give the people a chance 
to see the wedding party. After the wed­
ding breakfast the royal couple will drive 
through the city to the Liverpool street 
station, on their way to Bandringham, thus 
giving the east end an opportunity to see 
the future king. There will be ten brides- 
maids, grandchildren of the Queen.

On Thursday, the Princess of Wales 
joined in the historical procession along the 
Ascot race course with the Prince and 
their daughters. The Princess, however, 
is neither well nor happy, and a few days 
after the wedding she has arranged to pay 
a prolonged visit to the royal family of 
Denmark.

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called an annuity, meaning an annual pay­
ment from the treasury of $200,000, 
increased each year to over $500,000 by the 
revenues of the duchy of Cornwall. The 
princess has $50,000 to herself—just the sum 
thought sufficient for the president of the 
United States. The children of the Prince 
and Princess of Wales are entitled, under a 
recent vote of Parliament, tea yearly lump 
sum of $180,000—in the hands of trustees. 
The brothers of the Prince of Wales, the 

Dukes of Edinburgh and of Connaught, have 
each an annuity of $125,000; his eldest 
sister, the Empress Frederick of Germany, 

"has $40,000; the other sisters each $30,000. 
The salary of the lord lieutenant of Ireland 
is $100,000.

I have called all these posts and person­
ages ornamental, and so they are. It does 
not follow that some of them are not useful. 
The Queen, for example, is perhaps the 
most industrious woman in the kingdom, 
and gets through an amount of business—of 
state business, implying great abilities and 
great energy of mind—which not many, it 
any, ministers would care to do con­
tinuously for fifty-five years. What keeps 
ministers alive in this country are the com­
pulsory vacations they take when an un­
grateful country prefers to be governed by 
their opponents.

If the pay of the great dignitaries of the 
Church of England is not on a scale so 
splendid aa that of the royal family, it is 
still splendid. The Archbishop of Canter­
bury is not thought to be overpaid by a 
salary of $75,000. He is, next after her 
majesty, the head of the church and its 
ruler, and the church is a great establish­
ment, as well as the authorized teacher of 
religion to the state. A lesser sum, 850,- 
000, suffices for the Archbishop of York; 
the same for the Bishop of London; $35,000 
for the bishop of Durham, and nearly as 
much for him of Winchester; and for the 
rest of the Episcopal body salaries range 
from $10,000 to $25,000. The minimum pay 
of the English successors, if successors 
they be, to St. Peter, is $10,000. They all, 
I think, have palaces, as the royal family 
also have, greater or lesser, and have much 
else that is a real addition to their incomes. 
The ferocious Radical has, of lato years, 
been inquiring into these matters and cut- 
ting down the liberal allowances of old, but 
a good many of what he calls abuses sur­
vive, and life is the easier for them to a 
great many persons high in social position.

But let us get back to the attorney- 
general. There can be no indelicacy in 
discussing his private affairs, so far as they 
depend on his professional services and in- 
come, because they have been discussed at 
length in the House of Commons; by him­
self and others. And it is admitted by 
everybody that, liberal as the present re­
muneration may seem, Sir Charles Russell 
is, in fact, a loser by the new rules and 
rates.

Two of the B. N. A. Bank Hands in 
the Cells.

Sketch of One of London’s Most 
Prominent Men.

Messrs. Harvey and Wilton Charged 
with Fraud—The Amount Eati- 

mated at $2,060 - The Prison- 
ers Remanded.

His Parents and Early Life—His Busi- 
ness Career and Subsequent Public 
Appointment—A Man Esteemed and 
Forward in Good Causes—Continuous 
Resident of London for 62 Years.

De Montmorency Harvey, teller of the 
Bank of British North America, and Rich­
ard D. Wilson, a clerk in the same estab­
lishment, are in the county jail.

The charge preferred against them is 
that of fraud, and the amount mentioned 
in the warrant is $2,000 between them. 
The arrests were made at the instance of 
the bank manager, and the events leading 
up to the arrest are not as yet very clear.

Both men were suspended Saturday

ALEKTB. William Glass, sheriff of the county of 
Middlesex, died at his home, 462 Colborne 
street, at 11:20 o'clock Saturday night, at 
the age of 66 years.

His death was not unexpected. For 
days his life has been a thing of uncer­
tainty. Sometimes an improvement in bis 
condition would seem so marked as to 
almost raise hopes of ultimate recovery; 
but these rallies were generally succeeded 
by relapses which left him weaker than 
before. The insiduous disease from which 
be suffered—which finally developed into 
blood poisoning—had too deeply under- 
mined his once splendid constitution, and 
the best medical skill was unavailing. Up 
to the time of his last illness, a few weeks 
ago, the sheriff looked the picture of well 
preserved, vigorous health. No man was 
more generally known and esteemed in 
London and throughout the west than the 
deceased, and his death removes one who 
has been associated with the history, the 
growth and development, and the public 
and commercial relations of the Forest City 
from its infancy.

family of the county of Armagh, Ireland. 
The old farm homestead is still owned and 
occupied by his cousin, Samuel Glass. In 
the year 1819 Samuel Glass, father of the 
sheriff, at the age of 19 years, left his home 
to seek his fortune in Canada, having for 
his point of destination the township of 
Westminister, in the London district, where 
his sister, wife of the late Lieut.-Colonel 
Orr, had settled two years previously. 
Crossing the Atlantic, he made the acquaint­
ance ot Mr. Owrey, a well-to-do retired 
merchant of the town of Donaghadee, Ire­
land. Young Glass induced Mr. Owrey to 
accompany him to the township of West­
minster, and there they both settled in the 
year 1819. Seven years subsequently Mr. 
Glass married Eliza, daughter of Mr. Owrey, 
and purchased and settled upon thebeautiful 
farm known as Mount Pleasant, now owned 
by Benjamin Davis, in Westminster. On 
this farm his sons, William and David, 
were born. In the year 1830 Mr. Glass 
sold thia farm and moved to the township 
of London, and in the following year 
removed to the village (now city) of Lon­
don, where for many years he carried on 
the flour and grain business, and where he 
resided up to the time of his death. In 
1877, having a short time previously cele­
brated his golden wedding, his five sons— 
William, David, Samuel, James and Archi­
bald—with their wives and children, being 
present. William, the subject of this 
notice, was born on May 20, 1827. At the 
age of 18, in company with his brother 
David, he commenced the flour and grain 
business. Two years afterwards the 
partnership was dissolved, William 
continuing the business and greatly extend­
ing it, having buyers in Chicago, Detroit 
and various points in Canada, to which was 
added a wholesale and retail grocery busi- 
ness, and extensive dealings in real estate, 
all of which were carried on with due 
caution and profitably. In 1854 Mr. Glass 
was elected city councilor, which position 
he held for two years and then refused re- 
election. In 1855 he married Phœbe, 
daughter of John Guernsey, of Queens- 
ton, by whom he has three sons living— 
Charles T., B. A., a barrister and a gradu­
ate of Toronto University; Samuel F., 
manager of the London stoneware pottery 
works at Pottersburg, adjoining the city, 
and John H., formerly of the firm of Glass 
Bros. & Co., now inspector of the Canada 
Life Assurance Company at Detroit for the 
State of Michigan.

In September, 1858, Mr. Glass was ap- 
pointed by the Government sheriff of the 
county of Middlesex. At the time he was 
considered very young for appointment to 
such an important office, but has given 
great satisfaction in the discharge of his 
onerous duties for the past 35 years, during 
which time he has been ably assisted by his 
brother Samuel, who has, during the same 
period, filled the position of deputy sheriff.

Mr. Glass has owned and occupied as a 
summer residence the farm in London 
township on which hie father lived 63 
years ago. The scenery on this farm is 
said to be unsurpassed in Western Canada. 
The grounds have been laid out and orna- 
mented with great taste, making a charm- 
ing spot, where his many friends 
were hospitably and pleasantly en- 
tertained. Mr. Glass had a well- 
established reputation for generosity 
and kindness, and was always ready to 
further any and all undertakings calculated 
to advance the interests of his native 
country. He was one of the founders and 
trustees of the Protestant Orphans' Home, 
trustee and for many years treasurer of 
the Young Men's Christian Association; 
trustee and steward of the Methodist 
Church of Canada, of which lie was a mem- 
ber. [Yesterday feeling reference to his 
death was made from the pulpit.) Ho was 
a founder and president of the Agricul- 
tural Savings and Loan Company; director 
of the London Life Insurance Company, 
and president of the Sheriffs’ Association 
of Ontario.

The sheriff was a man of considerable 
means, was an extensive land-owner, strictly 
honest and upright in all his deal­
ings, temperate in his habits, of robust 
constitution and great activity. He did 
much by his well matured judgment and 
large experience to benefit the community 
among which he was so well known and 
highly respected. He was a man of great, 
broad, generous sympathy, always ready 
and willing to lend a patient ear and help- 
ing hand to all who might seek his counsel 
or assistance.

Deceased was heard to say a few months 
ago that to his knowledge he had lived a 
longer period in London than any Jiving 
person. He was a continuous resident of 
this city for the last 62 years.

The funeral takes place Tuesday after- 
noon to Mount Pleasant Cemetery.

Sir Charles Russell told the House of 

Commons recently that it had cost him 
$10,000 to be attorney-general during the 
period of less than six months when he first 
held that honorable office. It is understood 
that his present loss is much heavier. The 
attorney-general and the solicitor-general 
were, until the present government was 
formed, per aitted to continue their private 
practice. Under pressure, it is believed 
from that austere economist, the prime 
minister, they have relinquished that 
privilege, or some part of it. They may 
still take cases before the House of Lords 
and the privy council.

It does not follow that these learned 
gentlemen are reduced to a condition of 
actual beggary. They have, to begin with, 
salaries. The attorney-general has $35.000 
a year; the solicitor-general, $30,000 a year. 
They have, in addition to the salary, fees 
for contentious business. These amounted 
in 1886-87 to $25,000 for the attorney- 
generaland $12,500 for the solicitor-general; 
apparently for an incomplete year. The 
income of the attorney-general is, therefore, 
at least $60,000 a year for his public duties 
only, plus such wrecks and waifs from his 
private practice as are to be gleaned from 
the House of Lords and the privy council, 
where fees are suffered to be paid on the 
highest scale. Moreover, the fees paid by 
the treasury for contentious public business 
are to be increased Mr. Hanbury, who 
raised tins subject in the House, asked Sir 
Charles Russell whether this increase 
would not amount to another $15,000 a year, 
a question to which no direct answer was 
returned. It may probably be assumed, 
therefore, that this increase does occur; if 
so, the total public income of the attorney- 
general is $75,000 a year.

This is greatly in excess of any other 
known income in English public life; the 
church, the royal family and vice-royalties 
excepted. The lord chancellor has $50,000 
a year—$20,000 as speaker of the House of 
Lords and $30,000 as judge—and a pension 
of $25,000 a year. The lord chief justice 
has $40,000. The prime minister, as first 
lord of the treasury, is content with $25,000, 
and the same sum is thought to suffice for 
each of her majesty's principal secretaries 
of state and for the chancellor of the ex­
chequer. Other ministers struggle on for 
smaller rewards. The first lord of the 
admiralty has to support life on $22,500. 
The high secretary hue a trifle less. The 
secretary for Scotland, the chancellor of the, 
duchy of Lancaster, the presidents of the 
hoard of trade, of the local government 
hoard and of the board of agriculture, get 
$10,000 apiece. The lords of appeal and the 
master of the rolls enjoy salaries of $30,000 
a year; the lord justices and the judges of 
the high court of justice, Including the 
chancery division, the queen’s bench 
division and the probate, divorce and 
admiralty divisions, receive each the yearly 
sum of $25,000, and so does Lord 
Penzance, who rules all by himself 
over the court of arches. The speaker 
of the House of Commons has $25,000 and a 
house, and is cheap at the money.

Whether, therefore, you take the stand­
ard prevailing in politics, or the standard 
prevailing In law, or, at least, among the 
judges, the income of the attorney-general 
docs not, on the face cf it, seem inadequate. 
I enter upon no comparison with the state 
of things in America, where the public 
service is, in all its higher branches, simply 
starved, and where only a rich man can 
afford to be a judge of the Supreme Court 
of the United States or a cabinet minister. 
If the people of the United States, the 
immense majority of the sixty odd millions 
being poor men, like to make great public 
office a monopoly of the rich, they are un­
doubtedly entitled to hold and to act upon 
what may seem to others a self-denying 
view, and a view detrimental to the public 
service.

The highest salaries paid in England are 
either ornamental or clerical. The queen’s 
privy purse is $300,000 a year, out of aoivil 
list of more than six times that amount; a 
civil list, all rigorously parcelled out, the 
privy purse excepted, and paid for salaries 
of the royal household, expenses of the 
royal household and sundry smaller 
items.

Some Interesting Figures.

The collectors’ roll as revised by the city 
clerk contains some interesting informa- 
tion. The ratepayers of London are re- 
quired this year to pay in taxes 8293,- 
86124. Under the new system of lax col­
lection, they may do this in two install- 
ments. The first installment of $165,- 
259 24 is due on Aug. 1, the second, $128,- 
602, on Oct. 1. Taxpayers are allowed 
30 days after each of these 
dates in which to settle up. 
If they do not comply 5 per cent, of the 
amount due is added totheir taxes. If they 
pay both installments in August they are 
allowed a discount of 3 per cent. This is 
an incentive to promp payment.

The general rate of 19 mills on the dollar 
on an assessment of $14,814,587 yields 
$253,800 26, as follows: City and deben­
ture rate, $132,328 13; public school rate, 
$38,976 85; separate school rate, $38,. 
976 85. The balance, $25,152 91, is the 
special rate paid by citizens for sewers, 
pavements, flagstone sidewalks and street 
watering.

The real estate values are divided thus: 
Ward 1, $3,014,300; ward 2, $3,014,685; 
ward 3, $1,729,607; ward 4, $2,227,155; 
ward 5, $1,310,245; ward 6, $1,158,155. Of 
course most of the taxable income is in 
wards 1 and 2, the business portion of the 
city. The income tax in ward 1 Is $314,- 
400 and in ward 2 $388,850. The same 
may be said of the taxable personal prop- 
erty. The preparation of this roll has 
entailed a great deal of careful work on the 
part of Mr. Kingston.
