GOVERNMENT RAILWAYS IN OPERATION.

Justice Armour on the charge of corrupt practices by agents, which
has not been appealed, but no election. can take place until the
decision of the Suprerne Court is given on the appeal frorn the find-
ing of Mr. Juistice Aiinour with respect to the personal charges
against Mr. Wheeleé---,
