An Act to consolidate the laws relating to the Inspec-
tion of Fish aud Oil in Upper and Lower Canada.

VVHEREAS it is expedient to amend and consolidate the pyegmie,

laws relative to the proper Inspection of Fish and Oil,
and for the be.ter regulating the curing and packing of Fish :
Thercfore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent

5 of llhe Legislative Council and Assembly of Canada, enacts as
follows :
