And here the Toronto friends must pardon me if, in the
interest of the society, I allude to the attitude of the churches

in the capital of Ontario towards the C.C.M.5.

This is so marked, that we are justified in saying they have

withdrawn their support from us, for the Northern Church sub-
seription of $20 is a life-membership subscription from one of its
members ; and the Western Church subscription of $15 was for
the previous year, but received too late for entering in the
accounts ; therefore, the only church collection we have received
from ‘l'oronto during the year is $4.34! Now this 1s a very
serious matter indeed, and it should not be 1gnored, for its influ-
ence is affecting the society injuriously, not only in its immediate
district, but elsewhere. Only the other day I received a letter
from a pastor in another city, to whom I had written asking for
the church’s subseription, who said, “ What can you expect from
our little city, when Toronto, where Congregationalism has been
established for over sixty years, gives such a trifle ?”

The Toronto churches claim that they are assisting the
weaker churches in their own city, and therefore they cannot
subseribe to the C.C.M.S.  Well, if that ground were taken by
other cities and towns, what is to become of the weak country
churches whom the society helps ? for if other places adopt the
same plea there would be no money to help them with; and
again, what becomes of the missionary principle? Are we to be
told in this year of grace, 1895, that our generosity is to be con-
fined to our own church or city, and that we have no responsi-
bility for the outlying and poorer sections of our common
country ¢

Surely brethren, we have not so learned Christ. Besides,
the society i1s helping Toronto by a grant of $300 to one of its
churches, and on the lower ground of reciprocity, the Toronto
friends are in duty bound to aid it by their liberality, not to
speak of the example they, as a great centre of Congregation-
alism, ought to set to the surrounding churches.

I could say much more, but I refrain, and I would not have
said thus much had it not been that I know there is a very
strong feeling abroad in reference to the action of the Toronto
churches, which feeling, if not allayed, may have a deleterious
influence on the future well-being of our society.

And now with regard to next year's grants, as we have not
been able to make ends meet this year, and have a debt of
$1,500 to face, it follows that there will require to be a reduc-
tion in the amount set aside for missionary grants, and the new
General Committee will doubtless take the whole matter into
their serious consideration. This will not be unexpected, for I
have, through the Congregationalist, indicated the probability
of this for some months past. In the face of shortages every
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\v(u your committee have no right to go on ignoring this fact,
but if the funds come in, the comnnttee will bv only ton glad to
increase the grants next year. We ought still to aim “at the
average of giving suggested last year, viz, one dollar per
member.

[f each member of our churches would lay aside two cents
every Sunday, we should have $10,000 subscribed for Home
Missions every year, and the Executive would be relieved
financial anxiety.

PyraMip Mite Boxes.

In order to endeavor to secure this end, the Committee
authorized me to procure 2,000 pyramid mite boxes, and they
would like to have a mite box placed with every Congregational
family in the land, and made use of. If this were faithfully
tried for a year, I am sure you would be agreeably surprised at
the result. We have not hitherto made enough use of the
‘littles,” but they are very powerful when aggregated. 1 shall
e pleased to send such number of the boxes to each church as
will agree to use them, free, and [ will take the orders at any
tine,

THE SHURTLt+ P MissioNn Funp.

The net proceeds from revenue account have been appor-
tioned strictly in accordance with the donor’s will, $829.13 going
to credit of Ayers Flat and District, and 8754.13 going to the
General Mission Fund Account. The Ayer's Flat and Distriet
account has now a small balance of 81047 to credit for next
yvear. The capital i1s now $39,185.92, and is all invested and
hearing interest.

In the matter of the 'l‘ziplin suit, which was decided against

us in the Court of Appeal, and so reported last year; the
Supreme Court, to which we had appealed, reversed this judg-
ment, with costs against Taplin, and we are thus relieved from
the payment of a heavy bill of costs.

There are some matters incident. to this suit which we are
endeavoring to have settled without further litigation.

In last year's report it was noted that the real estate in
[owa had been sold. This, however, was a mistake, as the sale
was not concluded, but the matter is | eing attended to, and we
hope it will be closed this yea

There 1s still a farm 1n the Townships unsold, the general
depression and low prices for farm produce making it difficult

TaeE GeEORGE ROBERTSON EVANGELISTIC FUND,

The Committee exceedingly regrets that the contributions
received from those churches using the Evangelist's serv.ces are
so meagre that the capital is again encroached upon, and that to
the extent of over $300. This is a very serious matter, and will
doubtless have the earnest consideration of the incoming com-
mittee.

The capital of the fund now stands at $7,989.33. but in
order to thorough eificiency, this amount requires a large aug-
mentation.

THE CHURCH EXTENSION AND BUILDING FUND.

The capital of this fund has been increased during the year
by the sale of the following churches :—Vankleek Hill, Philips-
burg, Manilla and Unionville, the cash receipts from which were
$2,188.86.

Portage la Prairie Church has also been sold for $800, to be
paid in five instalments commencing with August next, and
there is 3575 more to come in from the sale of Unionville Churech
in a few months. The capital, including these latter sums not
yet paid, now amounts to $25,133.40.

[t is much to be regretted, however, that a considerable
portion of the capital has been placed in church mortgages, and
that the arrears of interest on those are quite alarming. For
the future, only the revenue should be given as loans, in accord-
ance with the constitution.

Before concluding, I should say that the hearty thanks of
the Society are due to the C. C. Woman’s Board of Missions for
their donation of $500 to the General Mission Fund, and it is
earnestly to be hoped that they will continue their good work.

In the statements herewith presented 1 have endeavored to
place the varions accounts embraced in the Congregational Mis-
sionary Society as clearly as possible before you, and I hope I
have to a certain extent succeeded.

(As REvisep 1N JUNg, 1890,)

I.—NAME.

This Corporation shall be called THE CANAD\ CONGREGATIONAL FOREIGN
MISSIONARY SOCIETY,
I1,— OBJECT,
The object of this Society shall be to spread the knowledge of the
(tospel among the heathen and other unenlightened people.

III,—MEMBERSHIP,

The members of this Society shall be persons subscribing 82 annually,
ministers of all contributing charches, one other representative from each
church contributing $10 annually, and two representatives from each church

-

contributing $50, or over, anuually. Every benefactor making a donation

of 840 at one time shall be a life member.

V.—OFFICERS.

The officers of this Society shall consist of a President, Vice-President,
Secretary, Treasurer and Board of Directors, to be elected at the annual
meeting of the Society.

V.—MEETINGS,

An annual meeting of the Society shall be held on the Thursday follow-
ing the first Sunday in June, at the place where the Congregational Union
of Ontario and Quebec assembles,

VI.—AMENDMENTS,

This constitution can be amended by vote of two-thirds of the members
present at any annual meeting of the Society, notice of the proposed altera-
tion having been given in two successive numbers of the *Canadiai

BY-LAWS.

I.—FUNDS,

All funds arising from donations, legacies, subscriptions or otherwise,
shall be lodged by the Treasurer, as soon as collegted, with some chartered
bank, to be named by the Executive Committee. Money can be drawn
from such accounts only by cheques, signed by the Secretary and Treasurer,
but the President or Vice-President may sign for either in their absence.

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BY-LAWS,

I1.—MANAGEMENT,

The Board of Directors shall consist of not more than twenty-five mem-
bers of the Society, including the officers, and shall be elected at the annual
meeting, who shall have full charge and power for the administration of the
affairs of the Society. Immediately after their election they shall appoint
an Executive Committee, and such other committees as they shall deem
expedient for the interests of the Society. The Executive Committee shall
have all the powers of the Board of Directors between the meetings of that
Board, and shall consist of the President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treas-
urer and six other members, together with two members of the Woman’'s

joard, to be appointed by that Board, and who are members of this Society.

I1I.—MEETINGS,.

The Board of Directors shall meet at least once during the year, imme-
diately before the annual meeting of the Society, at the call of the Secretary,
to prepare reports, and a list of officers and committees to be nominated at

the annual meeting, as well as to transact any other business connected with
the interests of the Society.

IV.—PRESENTATION TO CHURCHES.

The work of the Society shall be presented, and a Foreign Missionary
sermon preached, in each of the churches of the constituency at least once
in each year. The Executive Committee shall see that news from the

Society’s work is distributed to the churches, and one per cent. of the annual
income shall be available for that purpose.

V.—DONATIONS FOR SPECIAL WORK.

When money is donated for missionary work outside the Society’s mis-
sions, 1t may be forwarded to societies working in that field.

VI.- ~AMENDMENTS.

These By-laws may be altered in the same manner as the Constitution.

ANNUAL MEETING.

JUNE Gch, 1895.

The annual meeting of the C. C. F. M. S. opened in the
First Congregational Church, Hamilton, at 2 p.m., with the Pre-
sident, Rev. D. Macallum, in the chair. *“ Come Hul\ Ghost our
hearts inspire,” was sung: prayer by Rev. W. F. Clarke, and A,
Secord was appointed Minute Secretary.

The annual report of the Secretary, Rev. K. M. Hill, M A,
was then read, and listened to with much interest. The Rev.
W. T. Gunn read the Treasurer’s report, which pm\el very sat-
1sfactory, being the best year the Society has every experienced.
[t was moved l»\ Seth P. Leet, seconded by Rev. A F. McGregor,
that the reports be .uluptul, and the illustrations on canvas.
made by Mr. Gunn, be ]ltllt)“‘ld])lle [, and put in the Year Book,
and that the th: ml\s of the Society be extended to the Secretary
and Treasurer for their admirable re ports.—Carried.

Miss Dougall, of Montreal, then gave the report of the an-
nual meeting of the Woman'’s l)(_)(u(l, hcm;ﬁ a delegate from that
society. The report was very encouraging, among other things
mentioning that Miss Margaret Melville was soon to go to join
her sister in the work in Africa; also that the Board c\pccbcl
to pay the travelling expenses of Miss Melville, as well as her
salary.

[t was moved by Rev. E. M. Hill, and seconded by Rev. J.
McKillican, that the officers of the C. C. F. M. S. for the coming
year be as printed on the first page of this report.—Carried.

The Secretary reported that Rev. F. W, Read and Mrs.
Read had gone to join work in our field with Mr. Currie ; still
to be suppmtml by the A. B. C. F. M. until our society is in a
position to assume the responsibility of their support.

The Rev. Mr. Hill also mentioned a scheme that had been
proposed for raising the amount of the debt of the Society, in
taking out two- humhul $10 shares in arfund to be known as
the Bulldmg Fund.

Here the Society was favored with a few words from Rev.
Dr. Washington (Gladden, on the missionary question.
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After singing a hymn, the Rev. W. F. Clarke expressed the
feeling that his danghter, who had been given to mission-work,
and who had died while in the field, had been a good investment.

The Rev. T. B. Hyde spoke of the mission work in connec-
vion with South America, where a missionary is soon to be sent
from Toronto.

The Society then adjourned to give way for the C. C. M. S.

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY.

wap? OUR Secretary herewith presents the fourteenth an-

¥4 nual report of the Directors of this Society, and the
tenth that it has been his honor to prepare. It has
been the best year the Society has known, although
a time of great depression in trade, that has crippled
the giving power of our constltuulcy, and added to
debts of nearly all the missionary societies. We are
de mutl\ arateful to God that He has been pleased to accept the
service we have rendered in His name.

This Society stands for Christ, in his effort to save the pre-
sent generation of Africans. With their cruelty, their sensuality,
their disregard of the voice of God in their consciences, they are
in terrible need of the gospel of salvation.

Those who feel more interested in Home ‘Missions, and who
are inclined to think that they are the supreme duty of the hour,
have good cause for their belief. But supreme things are not
the only things. If the commercial men of the British Empire
are making immense sums of money from China by forcing the
opium trade on her, and by so doing are giving a distorted pic-
ture of Christian civilization, then the Christian churches are
under obligation to send preachers of the gospel, to neutralize
the evil so far as is possible. If commerce is besotting Africa
with the millions of gallons of rum she sends in every year, till
the Africans are becoming a nation of drunkards, the churches
cannot avoid the obligation to send teachers who will interpret

the Gospel, that shall fortify the people against the vices of
civilized men.
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If the British Empire has had its hand on the commerce of
India for near a century, is it right for her to let India think a
Christian nation wants nothing but gold and articles of luxuri-
ous living ?

Now Canada is a part of the British Empire, and a part of
the sisterhood of nations that form Christian civilization ; and
she is unfaithful to her God who is trying to spread the king-
dom of heaven over all the earth, if she neglects the Dark Con-
tinent.

The voice of each Christian nation has of late been heard,
saying, “ Save our country to save the world!” And Christ
taught his apostles to begin to save the world, before the Jews,
or even Palestine was saved. So it is natural that a vigorous
Foreign Missionary Society should have grown out of churches
that are hard at work at home missions.

THE CHURCH IN CISAMBA.

On May 20th, 1894, the Christians at the station were or-
ganized into a church. A council was called, frem Kamondongo
and Bailundu. Eleven lads were subjected to a very careful
examination by the visiting delegates. The church was formed,
and two were chosen deacons. At the first communion of the
new year five more members were added, and now they have
chosen Ngulu as pastor, and three fine young men as deacons.
“The duty of the deacons is to see that the Sunday flag is up,
usher the people to their seats for worship, visit and pray with
the sick, counsel the erring, and help in evangelistic work. The
secular affairs of the station are to be left to a council of four,
who have acted in the past with the missionary.”

There is a good summer school of Church Methods, where
some of our officers might retire with profit to study. The new
officers have brought in a list of thirteen new candidates for
baptism. A catechumen’s class of 17 is formed, looking forward
to public confession of faith and church-membership.

It 18 expected that one or more preachers or evangelists will
be supported by the Cisamba church this next year. In the
meantime, some of the young people give monthly about one-
fifth of what they earn, to the support of the gospel.

Among these new candidates are four girls, the first who
have been considered ready for so important a step.

Every Sunday Ngulu and Lumbo go, with some of the lads,
to hold services in different villages ; and the two give part of
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the week-days to the same work. Congregations varying from
50 to 150 are gathered ; at the central station often they have
400 listening to Mr. Currie, or Mr. Read, on Sunday

In one distriet, Ocipeta, five hours to the S.W., Mr. Read
visited the chief, who is an old friend of Mr. Currie’'s. The wel-
come was warm, and 200 people were gathered to listen to the
preaching.

On one occasion Mr. Currie took a much-needed rest, by
visiting another old friend, the chief of Cujuka. No white man
could have given him a kinder reception. The best house was
put at his disposal. Fowls and a fat pig were killed for him.
Every day for a week they spent hours in talking about Chris-
tian truth; and every night the gospel was preached. Two ot
his sons returned for the school at Cisamba; and three more
boys were promised.

THE SCHOOLS.

So far as we can learn at present, there are about 94 pupils
present, in the two schools. The ladies have the girls under
their charge, living among them, and the boys live near Mr.
Currie. They have begun grading the pupils, having a senior
and junior class for boys and girls, not attempting co-education
as yet. The boys recite from 1.30 to 3 p.m. each day, and the
oirls from 8.30 to 4.45. Mrs. Currie teaches the seniors, and
Miss Melville the juniors. Dispensary work follows these hours,
and this continues to be a very important part of the avenues ot
influence over surrounding villages. A number of school books
are translated into the Umbundu, and are used in the schools.

AT THE STATION.

There was an epidemic of sickness among the native people
previous to last November, but since that better health has pre-
vailed ; and it has been a good year for our missionaries in the
point of health. Mr. Currie thinks that the promise of some
people he talked with here has been fulfilled; the promise to
pray for their health.

Fencing and planing and ditching and building, is continu-
ally going on. Quite a stock of cattle, hens and goats have been
raisel. They have a Spanish donkey ; a yoke of oxen was given
them by a chief ; and they have broken in a pair of their own
steers.

Last July, after considerable correspondence, and after Mr.
Lee’s withdrawal to a new station, it was decided that Mr. and
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Mrs. Read should go to Cisamba. The state of our funds made
1t impossible for us to accept them as “our missionaries.” But
they went to co-operate with our missionaries, with the under-
standing that as soon as we felt able, they should become a part
of the force of our Society. Mr. Read wrote, “ we came to you,
looking forward with pleasure to a definite home, and place, at
Cisamba. Our energies will be given to the work, not because
it is our chosen sphere only, but also because 1t 1s the special
llli.\'%i()ll:ll"\' work of the churches from whose communion we
have come.” Three times Mr. Currie wrote urging that the
Woman’s Board should buy the house in which the ladies have
been living, and which we built for Mr, Lee. Then we might
have the money with which to put up a house for Mr. Read and
his family. We have laid the matter before the ladies.

On Christmas Day, 1894, Mr. Currie was wedded to Miss
Amy Johnston ; and great feasting and merry-making. Crowdds
gathered, from many villages, and were entertained by the mis.
.\'iq)ll:ll‘.\'L \\'lli]t' ])Hl'linlh Hl. ”H' ;__:’um] tllillg‘ﬁ were sent to tll!'
chiefs, (who will not eat in the presence of the people).

This leaves Miss Melville living alone : but already her sis-
ter Miss Maggeie Melville has decided to go, and the Woman's
Board has adopted her.

WORK OF THE EXECUTIVLE,

During the year the Executive Committee have met twice ;
in November and in April. At the latter time, by our request,
three 1epresentatives of the Woman's Board were present for
conference. Newman D. Cox, a nephew of Rev. J. W. Cox, of
Economy, M.S,, sought appointment to missionary work in Africa:
but lwe were obliged to withhold it, on account of the lack of
funds. -

-

An 1mportant step was taken in the vote to assume the ex-
penses of the Industrial Department of the mission. Mr. Currie
has, from the first, been pushing for self-support of the work.
A part of this effort is the supplying tools and equipment, which
will enable the mission lads to earn their own living, while they
are attending school. Farming, brick-making, carpenter-work,
blacksmithing, are carried on. Until this year, all that expense
has been met by special contributions and from friends to Mr.
Currie through various channels, and Mr. Currie has met some
of the expense himself. It was his request that we take charge
of these sums, having them sent to us and reported to him. But
we have felt the better way was to go further, and make that
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work an integral part of the Society’s labor. We shall guarantee
what does not come in in gifts. So we now request the schools,
(hristian Endeavor Societies, and individuals, who have been
accustomed to send in other ways, to send all money for Mr.
(urrie’s work to us. It may be sent to us through the Woman's
Board, if any preler.

At present the six helpers who give part of their time to
evangelistic work are supported as follows :—Ngulu, by Mr. H.
Langlois, Toronto ; Lumbo. (ill(*llvh S, S.: Mbembeli, Zion S. S,
Toronto ; Cipilika, Waterville S.S.; Mnenekanji, Listowel iS. 5. ;

Pastors S. S. class, Waterville, A few other names may
he iiteresting ; their requirements ranging from $10 to S15 a
year ; Citumba, Ciputulumi, Kasulo, Ngalengi. With these pro-
vided for, Mr, Currie says that the needs of the rest can be met
there. In faet the earnings of these help to support the younger
hoys ; and their labor helps to improve the station. About 25
lads have built houses for themselves, and some are married.

A picture of six of these lads will be found elsewhere
the pages of this report. It is from one of t]l]‘(.'t!.il(JZ('l.l nega-
tives that Mr. Currie has sent to the Secretary, giving pictures
of various scenes around the mission premises at Cisamba. Copies
can be had for 20 cents a piece.

During the year the Secretary and Treasurer have been
keeping affairs before the churches, and they appreciate the co-
operation of the Woman’s Board in these matters.

A large edition of an interesting letter from Mr. Currie was
seattered among the churches at the time of the last meeting.
Other letters have been printed in the Congregationalist. In
February, 10,000 little envelopes were distributed to all the

churches, to help them in taking up the offering, and these were

accompanied by a circular giving an account of the work up to
- . L] . . ' ) s

that date. Contributions have been reported in the Congregao-

fionalist.

The Seecretary, in co-operation with Mr. J. R. l)ougall, has
prepared and sent out 10,000 printed schemes, in obedience to
the instruction of the Union, to systematize and emphasize the
duty of each church making an offering every year to all the
forms of the benevolent work of our churches. This has fixed
attention on the month of February for a united offering to
Foreign Missions. It is hoped that, if possible, the churches
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will arrange their offerings to correspond with the scheme pro-
posed at the last Union meeting.

[t was voted to request the Home Missionary Society to
share with this society the collection taken at the public even-
ing missionary meeting during the Union meetings.

At the suggestion of some friends, with the sanction of the
Executive, the .\'e'(_'l't't:ll“\' has ]H‘('p:Ll'ccl a condensed account of
the history of our mission at Cisamba, with pictures that add to
the interest and to the strength of the appeal. An edition of
5,000 has been printed, which will be distributed to all the
churches. We shall send to each church as many copies as 1s
represented by half the membership.

It is with deep regret that we must report the resignation
of Mr.T. B. Macaulay from the Board of Directors. He has
served the society faithfully since its organization, and was for
several years its treasurer.

MISSIONARY BOOKS,

We feel that there is much of education in missionary facts
and methods for an inspiration in giving and prayer, and also
for inspiration of personal Christian character. KEvery house
should have some good missionary periodical, the Massionary
He ;‘fl/«/, the London J”z's.w'umli"f/ Chron r'f‘/l', or the Review ,f/' the
World. Some recent books are very stimulating. A series of
biographies, published by Revell —“ Foreign Missions,” their
place in the Pastorate, by Rev. A. C. Thompson, D.D. “ Holy
Spirit in Missions,” by Rev. A. J. Gordon, D.D. “ Modern Mis-
sions 1n the Kast; their methods, Successes and Limitations,” by
Rev. E. A. Lawrence, D.D. “New Acts of the Apostles,” by
Rev. A. T. Pierson, D.D.

FUNDS.

We have had a good financial year. The Treasurer will
give a full report: but here let me say a little. Owing to Mr.
Lee’s withdrawal our expenses have providentially been lighter
this year; and further, the contributions from the churches have
been about 300 dollars larger than last vear. This has enabled
us to pay all current expense for the year, and to reduce the
debt by about one thousand dollars; leaving the present in-
debtedness to the A. B. C. F. M. for money advanced to us, about
52,000,

T'he Directors are organizing a special effort to have the
Sunday Schools and Christian Endeavor societies take up one or
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more ten-dollar shares in a special fund, to be known as the
Building Fund. This debt consists of nearly $1500 spent in
buildings and other permanent improvements of the grounds.
While the gifts of the churches have generally met the current
expense, they have not paid for their permanent equipments.
We divide this fund of $2,200 into 220 ten-dollar shares.

For this we shall have a certificate, illustrated by pictures
of all the missionaries who have gone from our churches to
Africa. We want these taken up immediately after returning
from the Union, so that we can work through the coming year
free of debt, and can plan some advance work.

Special offerings in the past have generally withdrawn a
vood deal from the general offerings. But it should not be so.
The churches, the schools, the Endeavor Societies, can do more
than they are doing. Think of it. Just stop a moment, and
realize what it means that the churches are only giving about
22 cents per member for their Foreign Missions. Churches of a
hundred members only giving $22. The trouble is not with an
inability to give, but with a habit of not giving. The fault is
with the pastors and church officers. They are not instructing
the people. They do not expect enough of them. Pray for large
oifts, because they are needed in your work ; ask them of the
Lord, then go out and take them as a farmer harvests his grain,
as a miner gets his gold ; as a mother gets Christian children.

Here is an estimate : At one time it was estimated that the
average income of every man, woman and working child, in the
United States, was 55 cents per working day. 1t is fair to say
the average for the Congregational Christians of Canada is §1 a
day. That is $300 a year; and for all the churches, over $3,000,-
000. A tenth tithe of that is $300,000. Allow three-fourths
for local church expenses, which is too large a proportion, and
we would have $75,000 for benevolent work of the churches.
What was reported a year ago as the gifts to ail objects above
church expenses was $16,000. I do not believe that on the aver-
age the Christians of the United States are richer than those of
Canada, do you? But they give $3.50 per church member for
benevolence : at that rate our Congregational churches would
agive 835,000.

Oh, Christians, we are idlers in the vineyard! The laws
of Christian finance are being violated, and the kingdom of
heaven is kept in the clouds, when we might be building it here.
It will cost money to build the kingdom, and we have the money
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to do it with. Money alone will not build 1t, but neither will
prayer alone.

TREASURER'S REPORT.

The year ending June 1st, 1895, has been the best financial
year in the life of t!w Society. There has been an increase of
2360 over last year ; which, with the balance brought forward
from last year, has enabled us to pay the expenses of the station
at Cisamba for 1894, $953.37, and also to pay over a thousand
dollars on our debt. lt‘f]ll(,.lllg lt. from $3.004.02 to £1.989.84. In
addition to this, $222.15 was forwarded to Rev. Mr. Currie for
the support of boys and the Industrial School, and $217.97 to
other purposes specified by the donors. The expenses, in addi-
tion to Mr. Currie’s insurance, have been mainly for printing,
which this vear amounted to $52.21; but which has more than
paid for itself in the added subser 11»tmnk secured by the envelopes
and circulars. The churches will notice that not one cent of the
expenses 1s for salary ; as all the work done by the officers is
without charge.

One of the pleasing features of the year has been the very
large increase in the amount forwarded by the Societies of
C hnst,l(m Endeavor. The Treasurer looks forward with joy to
the day when all our church members shall be trained to sys-
tematic giving and missionary interest in this way.

By Ploxmces Ontario decreased from $£996.21 in '94 to
$890.95 in 95 : Quebec increased from $782.34 to $1,185.35 in

95 : and the Marlblmc Provinces increased from $£184.75 to
$234.12 1in '95.
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There were 45 churches who sent nothing this year, as
against 65 who contributed, this being the same as last year.
\lam) of those who contribute are 1'e1nesulted only by a f: aithful
fow 1n Sunday School or Christian Endeavor, while the majority
of our church members have no share in this part of the Lord's
work. The amounts reveal only too plainiy that even our con-
tributors themselves have, in most cases, not put the measure of
love and interest into their giving that the cause demands, and
the Master expects. The llhl”ldlll’s will tell their own story of
the amount sent by each dllll(h and the amount per member.
They tell also to the Treasurer the power ot some lov ing hearts
in the pulpit, and the few keeping this grand work ever before
the ptup]c, so that as 1 (ll}_h of Ull, . tln]l c‘u']» ]u)\'vl‘t'\'
abounded unto the l‘iC]lQH nf their liberality,” and “beyond their
power they were willing of themselves.”

The year 1895-96 calls for $3,500 to pay our debt and meet
resent expenses only, while the oreat needs of the work are
alling on us for ulmtm things. We should \ll])])l)lt Rev. F. W.
ead and wife, now su]»pmtul by the A. B. C. F. M. at our
station ; and there are loud calls from the natives themselves to
open new stations, and send new workers. We can get the
workers when we are ready to send them. Brethren and sisters,
let us open our hearts and our hands to these calls; and as we
have freely received, let us freely give !
