amount of pliabilities assigned to the failure» in 
the principal States of the United States during, 
1870 amounted as follows :—Ohio failures, 266 
liabilities $7,956,000 ; Massachusetts, failures 267, 
liabilities $7,598,000 ; -New"York (excepting the 
cities of New York and Brooklyn,) failures 888, 
liabilities $5,692,000 ; Michigan, failures 168, 
liabilities $3,227,000 ; ’.California, failures 60, 
liabilities, $2,423,000. The inferences derived 
from the full table of statistic» aft not considered 
as satisfactory, inasmuch as an increase of twenty- 
five per cent, in failures as compared with 1869, 
and thirty-three per cent, sa compared with 1868, 
it is asserted, indicates a discouraging want of 
succès*.

Though maxt of our traders may be of the 
stolid class, who cannot take * hi nt—who falj 
into ruts and grooves and stick there—yet, as e 
class, they art ready to take up with a good idea. 
It is gratifying to learn from a number of letters 
received that our recent expoti of the “ Branch 
Store" folly has hit in the'right place. Here is 
what one frank and friendly correspondent—the 
proprietor of a country store—says of that article 
“ I approve of it much. 1 think there are very 
" few who can make branch stores pay. A great 
“ many merchants are going to suffer from keep- 
“ ing too large stocks of goods for the business 

. “ done. I, for one, have felt the effect», and am 
“ trying to curtail." Another vows he trill get 
get out of branch stores as soon as he can possibly 
bring it about, and concentrate hi* badness into

Some men may succeed 
at branch stores ; the thing is just possible, but 
it i* like betting against fate to try th< experi­
ment ■' >

Says THF. Boston Journal : -
•• Some men fail in order to tnake money. An 

instance is related of a gentleman, who, finding 
all his neighltors yielding to thepressure, conclud­
ed to join the crowil, although amply ahlq to meet 
all his liabilities. He called a meeting of his 
creditors, and informal them dial he thought it 
prudent to suspend. A committee was apjiointed 
to look into his affaira, and at their first meeting 
one of the gentlemen said: “ I Suppose vbu know 
how you ataml as well as we -on Id ascertain if we 
went through your hooka Wl)at do you projmse 
to pay ?" After a little hesitation the dvl)tor said : 
“ Well I don’t know—what Ure they laying in 
Milk street, f" ,

True enough, no doubt, ok, at h ast, likely 
enough, for we heard at the time it occurred of a 
parallel instance down in the city of Montreal, 
which shows the power of determined cheek, as 
well as the folly and demoralizing tendency of 
indiscriminate compromises. So comnujn among 
u*. A somewhat venerable French Canadian, 
during the straining times of 1868-9, made his 
appearance, hat in hand, in till counting room of 
an old St Paul street house, jwith whiijh he had 
long dealt. The urbane and rhddy senior partner 
hade him he seated, and enquired his il;Usines! 
Equally smiling and polite, tie customer shortly 
came to the [mint with : “Çh ! bien, M sieur.; 
ze fact is, I ’ave eome for te ask youj take five 
shilling in ze pound." This- the proprietor at 
first treated as a very good joke, knowing well 

i that the proposer was worth three time) what he

owed. The other persisted, however, in his de­
mand for a compromise, end his creditor, who hsd 
had enough end to spare of that sort of settlement 
of late, grew speedily indignant, and demanded 
what a man • in his circumstances meant 
by such a brazen and dishonest demand, and what 
grounds he had for it. Said the Frenchman, 
coolly : “ Mon ami, yon 'are settle wia my neigh­
bors, Mr.----- and Meaars.-------, at Ive shilling,
seven and six, ten «hilling, any price zey ask ; 
zen zey sell ze merchandize cheaper zan coat ; and 
me, I cannot sell my goods, next door, at all for 
profit ; e’est impoeseble to sell my good* so cheap 
like my neighbors. I must have composition." 
And compromised with he accordingly was (though 
not at the rate he at first offered», and we presume 
he is now quoted aa a ** better mark than ever,” 
according to the shortsighted views of those who 
persist in forcing goods on a man who has just 
failed, thinking, and saying, too, that “ he mnst 
be good now for a while."

The Law or Trade Marks.—It would be 
impossible to overrate the commercial importance 
of the decision given by the Lord* Justices in the 
case of Lazenby against White, aa the readers ol 
The Oroeer will quickly understand when they 
begin to apply the result in its entirety. The de­
fendant, who is bond fidt possessed of a copy of 
the original rtripe for the manufacture of Harvey’s 
Sauce, appears to consider that this gives him 
the right to imitate, or, at last, to do so pretty 
closelv, the form of the bottle and label used by 
the plaintiff, who ie also a bolder of the original 
formula. So far as the mere words “ Harvey’s 
Sauce ” ate to be considered, it must he conceded 
at once that defendants cannot he restrained from 
their use ; but this is a very different thing from 
imitating plaintiff"» labels in such a colourable 
manner that a general buyer might he deceived. 
Upon this ground, the judgment of the .Court of 
Appeal, as shown in our report in the usual 
column, doe* not leave owners of trade marks 
one moment in doubt. The Ix>rds Justices had 
no hesitation in deciding that the purchase of a 
recipe, even from a relativJ of the original owner, 
who might be presumed to have certain permis­
sive powers, only covered the substance itself 
under it* own trade name, and did not extend to 
the form or appearance of the label adopted by the 
first manufacturer.—London Oroeer.

Newfoundland.—The Commercial Journal of 
Newfoundland reports that the labrador fishing 
last year may be classed with the worst ever 
known for the extent of the outfit. The Cod and 
Herring fisheries have failed on a large extent of 
coast. Cheapness in the necessaries of life, and 
the good prices realized for what was caught, 
made up to some extent for this. The Newfound­
land fishing, on the other hand had been very 
successful. The weather has been favourable for 
curing the quantity added to the value. From 
St. John alone nearly 100,000 quintals had been 
exported last year in excess of 1869. With the 
exception of Brazil, the foreign markets had 
given remunerative returns, those from Great 
Britain having been particularly so. The United 
States, in spite of the duties, took 14,776 quin­
tals last year as against 6,301 in the year previous 
and British America 23,627 quintals, as against 
1,086, large quantities being still in course of 
shipment here. Cod oil shows a deficient export 
of 57 4 tuns on the year ; seal oil shows 584 tun* 
in excess, although seal skins are deficient. 
Mackcr.l, which have been absent from the coast 
for thirty years, liai c returned, but the fishermen 
not being prepared with suitable nets, the catch 
was small.

These fail nies will finally effect a very 
desirable reform in the general management 
of the business. The body of the companies 
now see the necessity of keeping a more 
taught line upon their assets, and of forth­
with reducing the proportion of unrealised 
and unavailable assets. In the cas» of the 
Great Western, $096,849 of assets included 
$229,760 in the hands of agents, $63,832 
loon* on policies, $122,643 premium notes, 
and $61,276 deferred premiums ! How much 
is this $457,691 of “ stuff " worth in the 
hands of a receiver f There are other com­
panies whose affairs show an equally exposed 
and dangerous condition. The proportion of 
the premiums in the hands of the assured 
and of agents must be largely reduced before 
such companies can feel themselves safe. 
To increase at once the proportion of cash or 
realisable assets, is the exigent necessity of 
the business. Twenty of the New York 
State life companies showed, on the business 
of 1869, nearly $14,000,000 less of cash assets 
than the required legal reserve, and fifteen 
agency Companies, $20,000,000 lese

Three other desirable reforms must follow 
the revelations of these failures. Companies 
will henceforth be more generally con­
tent with so much business of a j*rma*eM* 
character as can be procured at a rate of ex­
pense which the known assumptions of life 
assurance will bear. The note-credit system 
will be largely reduced, if not wholly aban­
doned, and the Insurance Departments must 
refuse henceforth to accept any more “ bar­
nacle ” assets. The confusion and uncer­
tainty attending the note system is curiously 
illustrated by the reports made by several 
agency companies to ths Missouri Depart­
ment. Six of these companies, according to 
Superintendent King’s supplemental report, 
returned, under oath, £354,822 of notes on 
hand which have not been received by them, 
or at least which are net accounted for in 
their statement of receipts. And the De­
partment could find but six out of forty note 
companies, whose premium note account 
would balance ! We are not intending, here, 
the championing of all cash companies, but 
the superior convenience, certainty, and 
security of the plan are so manifest, that 
several of the largest American note com­
panies, such as the New York Life, New
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imaginary property as “ commuted commis­
sions,” “advances to agents,” “ purchased 
agents annuities," “ invested in purchaee of 
agencies,* “ agent* renewal com missions,” 
“ rC*■“**“* for commuted annuities,” “ ledger 
balances/* “stationary," “furniture." Ac. 
The value of office furniture as an asset was 
exemplified in a recent sale of the Farmers 
and Mechanics household effect*—when $12.- 
000, of the brand-new furniture went for 
$2,000, and some three tons of printed matter 
for a mere song. The present locee way of 
reporting and estimating the value of stocks 
and bonds also needs reforming, largely.

Tbi Monet art and Commercial Timms has 
always labored consci ntioualy to popular!* 
life insurance, and to direct public attention 
to its transcendent superiority over all 
other devices for future family provision. 
Therefore we shall cordially welcome and 
advocate whatever changes and reforma that

TRADE RELATIONS WITH THE 
• UNITED STATES.

Sign* are not wanting to show that many 
of »ur American neighbour* are becoming 
sliveto the fact,that their present commercial 
policy towards Canada, is a complete failure. 
The Why and the wherefore of that policy, 
the people on bqth sides of the boundary 
now fully understand, and we need not, 
therefore, discuss it The roost important 
fact l<>r us ia this—that it ha* failed in it* 
object.

One of the sign* of the times, in regard 
to American feeling, on our commermal rs- 
latMMU, ia a report reeeetiy prepared by Mr. 
J. N. Lamed, on the trade relations of the 
two countries. This gentleman is a resi­
dent of Bufl*l«s and visited Hamilton, To­
ronto. Montreal, Ottawa and Owebee, to 
procure reliable data from which to draw his 
conclusion*. Hi* report was, we believe, 
prepared with the sanction of the Secretary 
of the Treasury at Washington, and what U
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LIFE INSURANCE REFORMS

The collapse of two New York State life 
insurance companies, and the probable sus­
pension of others before many months, con­
tinue the principal topic of discussion among 
insurance journals in the States. Certainly 
no one connected with life insurance ought 
to affect any surprise at the beginning of s 
collapse which has been so often declared 
inevitable by American insurance journals. 
It ia, however, a rather unpleasant reflection 
upon the consistency of the* “ organs,” that 
several of the most widely-circulated and 
prosperous of them continued to advertise 
and commend the* now defunct corporation* 
up to the very time of their demi*. These 
same journals are now the moat energetic in 
loud denunciation of what never ought to 
have received their countenance.

The extravagant rates paid for commissions, 
added to a generally heavy line of adver­
tising and salary expenses, must make it 
exceedingly difficult for revend of the younger 
offices to maintain the required reserve fund, 
which ia both the test of solvency and the

The Greatonly guarantee to the public.
Western, the first of these failures, was 
spending 86 per cent, of its gross income fo 

mid, according to a quarterlyexpenses i
statement of the Farmers’ and Mechanics’, 
published June 30 last, the company spent 
$44,728 for expenses in three months on a 
premium income of $26,110. The expendi­
ture included $9,453 for salaries mid $17,921 
or advertising ! According to the renowned
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the conclusion at which he arrives, so far as 
this Province is concerned ! •* Upper Can­
ada,” to use the words given, “ has not been 
molested by the change from reciprocity to 
exclusion.” In other words, the policy 
which was intended to bring Ontario to its 
knees, has not affected us in the least—has, 
in fact, proved a complete failure.

There is a letson in this, not only for the 
people of the United States but for ourselves. 
Mr. Lamed might have gone further in his 
report, and said that Ontario was never more 
prosperous than since reciprocal trade ended ! 
but he has said sufficient to teach our neigh­
bours the, folly of seeking in any way to 
coerce this country by means of fiscal regula­
tions. And, on the other hand, we are taught 
a lesson of self-reliance—we are taught that, 
if needs be, this country could prosper what­
ever commercial policy the United States 
might choose to adopt, in regard to it.

While admitting that the present Tariff' 
does not affect the prosperity of Ontario, Mr. 
Lamed seems to be of a different opinion, in 
regard to Quebec and the two Atlantic pro­
vinces. If he had said that these provinces 
were not as prosperous as Ontario, we might 
have agreed with him on this point ; but we 
deny that these provinces are not fairly pros­
perous. It is not to be expected that they 
will advance so rapidly as a province possess­
ing better soil and climate. But as compared 
with their position before Confederation, we 
claim that their present state is eminently 
progressive and hopeful.

Mr. Lamed admits that he found very little 
annexation feeling among us. But then, 
to American eyes, something is always wrong 
with Canada, and Mr. Lamed propounds 
the remedy : a Zollrtrtin, and Canadian in­
dependence ! Jt is only the sick who need a 
physician. If, as the gentlen^n’s report ad­
mits, .Ontario is prosperous, the other Prov­
inces cannot be the reverse—consequently, 
there’s no use of the remedy until we feel its 
need.. In this case, Ufo, the people of Can­
ada would consider “the remedy worse than 
the disease.”

We have on more than one occasion allud­
ed to the proposal so often made by Ameri­
can writers, to form a Zollverein as a settle­
ment of our trade relations. The objections 
to it are insuperable. We object to it be­
cause it would drag us into the vortex of 
American taxation ; but there is no use 
discussing it, for a Zollverein would be quite 
inconsistent with the continuance of our pres­
ent connection with Great Britain, and the 
people of Canada are not by any means pre­
pared to disrupt that relation. Mr. Lamed 
frankly states that “ a Zollverein implies Ca­
nadian independence.” Having said that, 
he gives the strongest reasons to the minds 
of all true Canadians why a Zollverein is quite

contrary to the best interests of the Dominion 
at the present time.

Our American neighbours—those of them 
at least who desire to see a nearer approach 
to free trade between the two countries— 
should dismiss the Zollverein idea from their 
minds at once. No Canadian Ministry—no 
political party—dare make such a proposal 
to Parliament or the country. When our 
neighbours are ready, we are prepared, by 
means of a treaty, or possibly by concurrent 
legislation, to make our trade relations such 
as will foster our valuable international trade, 
and best promote the interests of both coun­
tries. But the agreement must be one not 
only just and; fair to Canada, but one which 
will in no wise affect the political future 
which the free and unfettered choice of our 
people has mapped out. ' *

A LOOSE PRACTICE.

One of the curiosities of insurance that 
has been unearthed out of the debris of 
the Home Insurance Company, of New Ha­
ven, is the existence of about $100,000 of 
losses, of which no record existed at the head 
office, andrio trace even of the policies under 
which these losses occurred was to be found 
in the Company’s books. Months ago, as 
our readers will remember, we pointed out 
as an erroneous feature in the mode of doing 
business in Canada adopted by most of the 
American fire and marina companies, that 
policies were sent to'the agents signed and 
all ready to be filled up, and issued by them 
for whatever amount they chose to insert. 
This loose, not to say reckless, mode of issu­
ing policies is bearing its legitimate 
fruit in the Home’s case. We cannot con­
ceive of anything more demoralizing to the 
business of underwriting than this practice of 
sowing policy obligations of companies, be­
lieved to be responsible, broadcast in this 
fashion. How far this vidions practice’-has1, 
contributed to give Canada a bad name as a 
field for insurance, humain knowledge can 
never declare. It will scarcely be disputed 
that this indicates the reason why the Amer­
ican companies lost 1)1 per; cent, of all the 
premiums on their Canadian business received 
in 1800. (If we except thé Hartford, whose 
losses were very modérât^, the average is 
quite above this figure.) We again call the 
attention of the companies interested to this 
weak point in their model of doing business 
in Canada, and we ask them to remove it, 
not more in their own interests than in those 
of the Canadian public which are equally 
jeopardized.

HARTFORD FIRE INSURANCE COM­
PANY,• rt

For the past twenty-fiw years this Com­
pany has transacted business in Canada, and. 
during that time has paid losses to Canadian 
laimants amounting in the aggregate, to the 
very large sum of $*>79,043.89. This 
amount was distributed as follows : paid at 
Montreal $00,000 ; at Quebec $77,000 ; at 
Toronto $79,665 ; at Halifax $85,793 j at St. 
John, N. B., $147,552 ; at St. Catherines 
$27,574 ; at Brantford $26,717 ; at Ottawa 
$27,687.

There is deposited in this country, for the 
benefit of Canadian policy-holders the sum 
of $130,000, inü. S. 5-20 bonds. The Com­
pany’s assets have steadily grown, during the 
6 years since its organization, from $160,- 
000 to $2,504,141, at which figures they stood 
in May of last year. This growth has chiefly 
taken place within ten years, within which 
time the assets have nearly trebled. It is 
believed that these facts furnish the best 
kind of evidence that the Hartford is entitled 
to a continuance of the confidence it has so 
long enjoyed from a large constituency of 
policy-holders in the Dominion.

NOT RESPONSIBLE.

A fortnight ago we published a disclaimer 
by Mr. Noyes, the “ Commissftmer of Insu­
rance” for the State of Connecticut, in which 
he tries to dodge all responsibility in con­
nection with the Home of New Haven 
insurance swindle. This precious Commis» 
sioncr tells us that it is no part of his duty 
to look into the affairs of “home” companies, 
that is, companies organized in his State. 
And yet, at the request of the officers of the 
late Home, he “ a* a faror to them,” exam­
ined—or, rather, certified without examina­
tion—that the concern was sound, thus 
travelling out of the line of hi* duty, accord­
ing to his own showing, to prop up n bank­
rupt company, “ as a favour” to its officers. 
Mr. Noyes’ case has a good lesson in it. He 
is now quite ashamed of his acts. We could 
point to numerous instances where men with 
a name and a reputation have loaned these 
“ as a favor” to promote enterprises, con­
cerning the merits of which they had no real 
knowledge, and did not take pains to inform
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themselves. This is » most productive source 
of mischief to society. When these “ greet 
names" are caught attached to an abortive 
project, or one, perhaps, which is but a mere 
net to catch and fleece the public, they en­
deavor, like Mr.l Noyes, to evade the respon­
sibility and the odium by asserting their in­
nocence of evil intent—that the thing was 
only done os a favor to some needy and per­
sistent applicant. This plea is bad in every 
sense. We hold Mr. Noyes responsible as a 
jrincipal for the iniquitous fraud to which he 
lent hiasanction and marked as genuine when 
very'many suspected a counterfeit. Mr. Mil­
ler, Superintendent of the State of New \ork, 
is scarcely less guilty. We apply the same 
principle in every other case, and insist that 
when men lend the use of their names or the 
weight of their official positions to projects 
they shall be held to the strictest accounta­
bility for all that happens. The law relating 
to directors is being interpreted latterly in 
harmony with this view, so that directors 
cannot well escape if the law is invoked. It 
is cne of the stalest tricks in the records of 
rascality to bait the trap with grout names— 
to cover a pitfall with a thin covering of res- 
]notability—and men with names and posi­
tion and character cannot be too careful about
lending their endorsation to public enter­
prises, the nature and objects of which they 
do not understand. Such a step should never 
be taken “ as a favor” to the parties interest­
ed, for what is a favor to interested indi­
viduals is often a snare to the public.

XEW YORK FIRE INSURANCE BUSI­
NESS OF 1870.

Although the Insurance Department of the 
State of New York, will not issue its official 
report on the operations of the fire companies, 
within its jurisdiction for some months to 
come, the companies have severally furnished 
such informal synopses of their annual re­
turns as give a fair idea of the statements 
that will be received at Albany. We have 
before us returns from 104 State Companies 
fori870, and can compare results with 106 
companies reporting in 1869 :

Seven companies appear in the “ lame 
duck” column for 1870, vis. :—Albany City, 
capital impaired $34,607 ; Buffalo City, $18,- 
592 ; Commonwealth $38,^48 ; Fireman's 
Fund $22,502 ; Lafayette f10,770 ; Metro­
politan $35,039 ; Schenectady $40,404 ; total 
$200,162.

It is a pleasant as well as an extraordinary 
surprise, that the New York Companies, 
which generally expected heavier losses than 
during any year since 1866, when the great 
Portland, Me., fire made them a loss of $3,- 
500,000, should have come out of the year in 
a position of comparative strength and pros­
perity. The unusual good luck of 1869 en­
abled them to largely strengthen their sur­
plus column, which has this year been reduced 
only $2,415,638, and the aeaet column is af­
fected by about this amount. With the fierce 
competition and “ discretionary” rates (any 
rates or no rates) that have prevailed dur­
ing the year, it is not surprising that the 
premium receipts should be $2,231,591, and 
the income $1,978,678 less than m 1869 ; 
but these deficits are trifling percentages on 
either the aggregate capital or assets. It will 
be seen that thejMsf surplus over all liabili­
ties including re-insurance, and capital is 
$11,424,439, showing that thq capital is well 
entrenched. Of 98 companies appearing in 
the surplus column far 1870, there are but 13 
with a less surplus than $20,000, and but 33 
with less than $40,000, while the balance 
range from $50,000 to $550,000 surplus. The 
Continental is the only millionaire “ institu­
tion” in this important column—“ surplus 
$1,400,896 !” The dividends for the year 
are $856,698 more than in 1869, which, de­
ducting interest earnings of capital at 7 per 
cent., would appear to have a profit of about 
6$ per cent on capital. But in many in­
stances, when the dividends exceed 7 per 
cent, they have been drawn from the large 
surplus of 1869.

The experience of the past demonstrates 
the fact that the average annual per centage 
of loss to premium receipts is 60 per cent, 
and expense* 31). The experience of the 
Knglii.li offices is about the same. The per 
centage of the preeent year, 59.40, is near 
enough to the traditional point. But there 
is some reason to believe that the agency 
companies of other States have suffered 
more severely than the city companies, and 
we may expect to see the average of lues for 
1870, raised to 65 per cent of the premium 
receipts.

The moderate aggregate lues <4 the New 
York Companies is largely owing to the great 
efficiency of. the present metropolitan fire 
department. The numlier of fires have ex­
ceeded those of last year, but the aggregate 
loss has been considerably less. The loss in 
New York city for 1870, was $2,120,212, being

$506,161 less than in 1869, although there 
were il 4 more fires. About one third of 
the New York City offices show s decrease of 
the surplus column as compared with 1869. , 

The local fires of the Metropolis have been 
less numerous and costly, proportionally to 
the amount insured, than those of Philadel­
phia, Chicago, and other large a ties. But 
although the New York State Companies ap­
pear fto have been more fortunate than they 
expected to be, we apprehend that the com­
plete returns to the New York and Maasa- 
chuasttsDciurtments will show that the bus»- . * 
■j ef the year has not been, to any appre­
ciable extent, profitable. There should be a 
return to the conservative practices and le­
gitimate rates of the preceding year. A

*A repetition of the seme <ye.«e which Wrought 

so many English life Com jinnies into the Court 
of Chancery, and jirwlucrd such disaster among 
policy-bolilvrs in Great Britain, and loss of con­
fidence in Life Insurance generally, has made its 
appearance in America. Mismanagement, incom- 
jeuncy and official dishonesty ; the old story 
repeated. There is, howerer, a difference in 
extent ; as the watchfbl care of Sojierintendent 
Miller in •• closing op." the American Companies 
has protei"teii the jx>Bcy-holders from any great 
Iqaa, and will eventually re-insure their risks in a 
solvent company. i

It jfrovea conclusively that human nature is 
very much the same under like circumstances in 
all countries and ages ; and that American are not 
any more honest tlisei English officials, nnlese 
deprived of the jmwrr to U come dishonest. The 
recent failures ajijiear to hare been due to the fact, 
that, in the intense comjietition to which the; 
were subjected in extending their business, they 
entirely overlooked the necessity of keejdng the 
Reserve Fund, required by law to re insure their 
risks, intort and in an n callable form. Hence the 
necessity for further legislation and Government 
supervision, that will effectually prevent large 
assets ox rsrr.R from disajipraring when required
to pey legitimate losses. 

We c' claim that the Registering of Policies, is 
provided by the Registry I*ws of the Stste of 
New York, fairly meets this desideratum, and 
prevents the jmssihility of a failure ; and our 
claim is instantiated by the highest official 
■opinion. •

Hon. William Rames, in his report of 1869,

The 
State" is only liable for the safe keeping and 
“ proper a indication" of the Reserve on each 
Policy ; but who will venture to deny that the 
life and integrity of the Registered Policy are not 
thus fully jireaerved, even though the Company 
should become a total wreck ? Neither State nor 
Company could guarantee more than “the proper 
application of the Securitie^dejXM^ed" with them. 
Assuming that the liability of the State extends 
no further than in the language of the Act, “ be­
yond a projier abdication of the Securities de­
posited, ' thet is all that is needed. VVhat in­
sures the jiay ment of any policy, in any Comjwuy, 
but “ the projier apjdication” and investment of 
the Reserve year alter Tear f And which is likely 
to be the most faithful guardian of our interests, 
the Government or the Company !

Yet, “Itis often asked,” says SupAintcndent 
Miller in his rcjiort to tha Ix-giilatuic of New 
York fur 1870, “If this be so, ( that the State is 
not liable, * beyond a projier application of the 
securities dejiositvd,') wherein lia the advantage» 
of the system ? They consist of tie following as­
surance*":—

1st. That the legal reserve at cording to the 
Department computation, is faithfully set aside 
to meet the company's liabilities.

2nd. That such reserve fund consists of 
securities of the highest class, and which have 
passed not only the examination of the officers and 
counsel of the comjiany, but also the scrutiny of 
the Dvjiartment.

3rd. The obligation of the State that the 
deposits shall be faithfully kept slid applied.

4th. ' The imjwsaibility of any loss, or great in­
convenience even, from the loss of any j>olicy, a 
duplicate always being on file in the Department 
and a cojiy obtainable on application.

Perfeit assurance that a company has, securely 
invested and in entirely safe keeping, the amount 
which, by the legal standard, will be sufficient to 
meet its liabilities, is about the highest security 
which can reasonably be expected. This assurance 
would seem to lie fairly the result of the regijtered 
Jiolicy system. It certainly removes sll question 
as to the amount of a company's reserve fund 
being made up of fictitious items, or assets which 
look large on jmjier, hut fail to licet expectations 
when wanted to jiay losses. There are but few 
of our non-registering coiujiaiiies hut which credit 
themselves with items of assets, to make up the 
required resenre, which would be entirely unavail­
able as a drjxwit under the register'd policy system. 
There are many who believe that this system 
should be made compulsory ; tli«t the jiublic in­
interests demand that the Legislature should

Cvide this protection to those interested in Life 
urance. The Snjwrintendant, however, in this 
as is other particulars, is inclined to think it the 

better policy to leave both insurer and insured 
unrestricted by law to the widest jiossilile degree 
comjwtible with nhbmitu security. If inceetigat- 
ion discloses that com nut tee are not honestly and 
carefully reserving assets to an amount and of a 
character adequate to meet their ultimate liabilities, 
a remedy will very likely be provided by the 
Legislature compelling the adopt loi of this system. 
Hon. Geo. W. Miller, Supt. Ins., Dept. X. Y.

Another query is frequently pin pounded, viz, 
—U a registered Policy offers so much better 
security to the insured, why do not more companies 
avail themselves of its advantiges ? The ex­
planation of the opposition given by some of the 
older Companies to the “Rqjistry system," and 
the answer to the aliovc nucrv, is readily given 
by Supt. Miller, in the follow»^ “ There are

few of our non-Registering Companies but which 
credit themselves with items of assets, to make up 
the required reserves, which would be entirely un­
available as s «lejmsit under the Registered Policy 
System." How could a Life Company with its 
reserve eomjnsed of over 60 jwr cent, of premium 
notes and loans and some other assets of doubtful 
character, register its j*>licies 1

But two comjwnies recently closed up were 
young, but age did not save the officers ot the 
“ International," and “ Albert Life,” from dis­
grace, and their policy holders from ruin. Cir­
cumstances may and death must change the 
directory of the oldest comjienies ; hence, in • 
contract looking so far into the future, security 
is a primary and dividends, ratios, fcc., a secondary 
consideration.

The annual meeting of this Society was held on 
the evening of the 1st February—E. W. Hyman, 
Kan., President, in th* chair. The annual rejiort 
ana financial statement were read by the Secre­
tary and adopted by the meeting. The retiring 
Directors, Messrs. K. W. Hyman, Cbas. Stead, 
and C. W. Kent, were re-elected. At a subse­
quent meeting, the late President having declined 
re-election, John Birrell, Esq., was ■ pjx>inted to 
that office, Chao. Stead, Esq., being re-elected 
Vice-Prerident.

RETORT.
The Directors ol the Huron and Erie Savings 

and Loan Society, in presenting their Report of 
the transactions of the Society for the rear 1870, 
have again to congratulate the Shareholders on its 
continued proajwrity. During the early part of 
the year, a large amount of money in the hands 
of jwivate jarties was thrown ujion the Market 
for investment in the Counties which form the 
Society's jirincipsl field of operations, thus retard­
ing, in some degree, the investment of the 
Society's funds Notwithstanding this, however, 
your Directors have succeeded in lending during 
the year, upon thoroughly satisfactory recurities, 
$188,963.38 ; and in addition to this sura, the 
accented ajqilications for loans in the Solicitor's 
hands, at the end of the vear, amounted to 
125,000.

After a very careful consideration, your direc­
tors decided, in the mouth of July last,' to jiav the 
Solicitor's charges in'all cases where loans are made. 
They are satisfied that the increased business re­
sulting to the Society by advancing to apjilicanta 
the amount of their loans without any deduction 
for investigating the title, or preparing the mort­
gage, will more than compensate for the outlay. 
The system of having the lands ujxin which 
advances have been made jieraonally inspected by a 
competent officer of the Society is still continued; 
and your Directors feel satisfied that the increase 
in the working expenses occasioned by this inspec­
tion, is fully compensated liy the additional check 
it provides against imposition by local valuators.

The paid up rajiitsi on the 31st December, 
1870, was $484,120.29 ; the increase over that of 
the preceding year arising solely from the poy 
nient» made on accumulating stock, your Direc­
tors not having found it necessary to issue any new 
stock. Though the profits of the year would hare 
amply provided for a dividend of 10 per cent, 
your Directors thought it advisable to still further 
increase the Reserve Fund. They have, there­
fore, paid two half-yearly dividends of 4* per 
cent each, and have carried $13,171.06 (about 
21 Per cent on the paid up capital) to the credit 
f the Reserve and Contingent Funds, which ndv
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amount to $44171.06. The Deposits in the 
Savings Bank at the end of the year amounted to 
$151,76». 8$, an increase of $48,238.33 over the 
preceding year.

The offices occupied by the Society are in a 
reqr inrovcnient position, and the vault is even 
now too small for the business of the Society, 
which is rapidly increasing. Your Directors, 
therefore deemed it advisable to purchase the 
building site on Richmond Street, adjoining the 
Bank of British North America, and they have 
already commenc ed the erection of a building 
thereon, which will be ready for occupation by 
the month of July next. The total cost of the 
building and the land will be about 12,000,,and 
your Directors are pleasedJto.be ;able to state that 
they have already let those portions of the build­
ing not required for the use of the Society, at 
rates that will enable the Society, to occupy its 
new offices at a very moderate rent.

All of which, with the a-compunying financial 
statement, is respectfully submitted.
