BILLIONS OF DOLLARS
IN GOLD LIE BURIED
IN THE DRERLP.

~ Billions of dollars in gold, silver,
ivory, copper and all sorts of pre-
cious stones and jewels have been
lost in ships wrecked at sea. Only
in a very few cases have these wrecks
been raised or deep-sea divers been
able to recover the lost treasure.
This great amount of precious metal
in coins and in bars had been given
up as lost forever to the world, but
now there is a hint that much of it
may be restored through the inven-
tion of the submarine tube which has
just  been completed by Ernest and
George Williamson, sons of an old
i Scotch sea captain, of Norfolk, Va,.
At the present time the William-
lsons are taking an inventory of the
iships which have been wrecked dur-
ing the last few years with fabulous
 sums in their holds, and they esti-
\mate that $281,750,000 lies in the
| hulks of half a dozen ships scattered

| thrcughout the waters of the earth.;

This
is the so-called family wage, and the
examination of the wages in the dif-
ferent industries. corroborates the
theory that in those industries such
as textiles, where women and chil-
dren can be largely utilized, the wages
of men are extremely low.

“The competitive effect of the em-
ployment’ of women and children up-
on the wages of men, can scarcely be
overestimated. = Surely it is hard
enough to be forced to put children
to- work, without having to see the
wages of men held down by their
employment.

“This is the condition at one end of
the social scalc; what is at the other?

“Massed in millions at the other
end of the social scale are fortunes of
a size never before dreamt of, whose

i
very owners do not know the extent, ;

nor without the aid of an intelligent
clerk, even the sources of their in-
comes. Incapable of being spent in any
legitimate manner, these fortunesare
burdens, which can only be squander-
ed, hoarded, put into so-called bene-
most part

to pile up ever-increasing mountains
of gold.”—From report of United
States Commission on Industrial
Relations.

ENGINEERING SIDE OFWAR
IS BEING TRANSFORMED

( SPECIAL DIEPATCH.)
Loxpon, Sept. 11.

In the transformation ofsthe engineering
side of warfare which has become neces-
sary the trench fortress is the first im-
portant development. Describing = this
fortress, the Engineering Review says it
is practically invisible, and as nearly as
possible impregnable; it is economical of
material and easy to man. The covering
artillery, far to the rear, is mobile, and in
a far more favorable position than the
guns of a perrﬁanent fort.

The same journal suggests that the
changes in status and type of fortresses
due to a new development 6f artillery have
called forth yet other changes. In the
defences of trenches machine guns have
proved very effective, and for their attack

The French three-inch
high explosive shell shatters buildings
and abrasures, kills every one in the imme-
diate’ neighborhood by concussion, and is
itself reduced to splinters, which cover
an elliptical area fifty yards wide by .ten
yvards forward. Bearing this in mind and
remembering that the weight of explosive
must increase approximately with the cube
of the shell diameter, it will be seen that
the seventeen-inch Skoda shell should be
about one hundred and eighty times as
destructive as the French “gseventy-five.”
Any remarkable accuracy of fire is, of
course, impossible with the super-howitzer,
but its range and immensity of its pro-
jectile render it a formidable weapon.
“High angle fire,’”’ adds the Engineering
Review, ‘‘has attained unusual importance.
{Only by starting the shell at-a great ele-
vation can such terrific ranges as twenty
to twenty-five miles be secured, and it is

“I don’t
know why the United States has an em-
bassy here-at all when 1t refuses to guard
the money and valuables of Americans. 1
shall write to Senator .about this,”’
und she flounced out. with head-held high.

He performs the
same offices, too, for Austria, and one of
his duties is to investigate the treatment
of all the enemy prisoners of war who
are held here. As if this were not enough,
the passport division of the embassy is
working as it never worked before, for
the many rules laid down by the State
Department to prevent, if possible, the is-
