to depart from that country, according to the Copen hagen Politiken, as quoted in a Reuter despatch from 
that city.

This information, The Politiken says, is contain ed in a telegram sent by Ambassador Gerard to the 
American legation at Copenhagen. All Americans in Germany, including those captured by the German 
raider in the South Atlantic and taken to Germany on the Yarrowdalc, are said to have beeA detained 
as hostages.

An Exchange Telegraph despatch from Copenh agen gives the same explanation regarding the deten­
tion of Americans in Germany, and adds that Ambas sador Gerard is not permitted to send telegrams in
code.

Every effort was made today to 
clear up the details of the liner's de­
struction while preparations went 
steadily forward in every branch of 
the government to make the country 
ready for whatever the decision 
may be.

Spain Sends For­
mal Note of Pro­
test Against Ger­
man Declaration 
of Unlimited Sub 
Wafare; Interna­
tional Law V i o - 
lated

Madrid. Feb. 8.—The text of thé 
Spanish Government’s reply to Ger­
many's submarine war zoue note 
follows:

“His Majesty's Government has 
atterftively examined the note which 
Your Serene Highness was good 
enough to remit to me-the 1st of 
January, in which is set forth the 
German Government’s resolute in­
tention to interrupt as from the fol­
lowing dav, all sea traffic without 
further notice and 
what arm around 
France, Italy and in 
Mediterranean. I mifst say that the 
note caused a very painful impress­
ion on the Spanish Gbvernment. The 
attitude of strict neutrality which 
Spain adopted from the beginning 
and has maintained with loyalty and 
unshakeable firmness, gives her the 
right to expect that the lives of her 
subjects in sea trade should not be 
placed in such grave peril. It also 
gives lier the right to expect that 
that trade should not be troubled 
nor diminished by such an increas-; 
in the extent of the zones in which 
the Imperial Government, insists 
that in order to attain its ends, it 
must use all weapons and suppress 
all limitations, which it has hitherto 
imposed upon its methods of naval 
warfare.

“Even before the Imperial Gov­
ernment had set aside (these restrict­
ions His Majesty's Government had 
protested, holding them insufficient- 
to comply with the prescriptions of 
international maritime law. But the 
methods of war announced b/ Ger­
many are being carried to such an 
unexpected and unprecedented ex­
treme that the Spanish Government, 
considering its rights and the re­
quirements of its neutrality, mtist 
with still more reason protest calm­
ly, but firmly to the Imperial Gov­
ernment and must make at the same 
time the necessary reserves, imposed 
by the legitimate presumption of 
ineluctable responsibility which the 
Imperial Government assumed prin­
cipally in view of the loss of life 
which its attitude may cause.

Big Success on Ancre River 
For Troops of Gen. Haig

VILLAGE

Falls Which Barred British 
Advance to Bapaume

London, Feb. 8.—The most signi­
ficant victory on the west front since 
the extensive thrust on the Ancre 
last November was the capture by 
the British yesterday of the entire 
village of Grandcourt, together with 
surrounding fortifications, 
have till now successfully withstood 
the efforts of the British troops to 
push through to their objective, 
Bapaume.

Grandcourt and Miraumont, 
neighboring fortified village, have 
been the two great obstacles to tlie 
British advance on Bapaume 
the west. Grandcourt was at a dis­
tance of about six miles from Ba­
paume. According to the British of­
ficial statement, it is now entirely in 
possession of the British.

Of Great Importance
The - fall Of Grandcourt is consid­

ered by observers to be of great im­
portance, though its evacuation by 
the Germans does not by any means 
open a clear toad to the town of Ba­
paume, on the capture of which the 
British troops are bent. It does how­
ever threaten the whole German po­
sition at this point and at Le Trans- 
loy. Obstacles which may now inter­
pose between the advancing British 
and their objective, cannot possibly 
be of such magnitude as those which 
have been already overcome and it 
is the general opinion that the vic­
torious troops will forge steadily 
ahead until the fullest advantage 
has been taken of the victory, pos­
sibly with disastrous results to the

Louis Tracy, the well-known nov­
elist has written an article entitled 
"Why the Allies Cannot Bargain for 
Peace,” which an enthusiastic cor­
respondent of the New York Tribuna 
believes to be the finest article that 
has been written about the war, and 
which ought to be, in his opinion, 
sent to every American politician 
from President Wilson down in or­
der that they may understand the is­
sues of the struggle. Tracy says 
that he represents the sentiments of 
99 per cent of the British people 
when he asserts that the war must 
go on until Germany is beaten to her 
knees. The Allies simply laugh at 
German peace overtures, and he says 
that had it not been out of respect to 
the neutral nations Germany’s al­
leged peace offer would have been 
treated with silent contempt or have 
been dismissed in a half dozen edit 
phrases by the spokesmen of the Al­
lied nations.

Pairs, Feb. 8.—I saw today in a 

hospital near Paris seeming miracles 
in operation. Yet they were simpli­
city itself when explained to me. 
That which at first glance struck me 
as miraculous proved but a series of 
day charts such as are usually hung 
at the bedside of one who is ill to

ward to ward and bed to bed. where 
I saw wounded soldiers on the cer­
tain road to recovery. In most cases 
they would have been in other hos­
pitals lacking an arm or a leg. In 
other cases they would have been 
dead and buried. But here virtually 
every man was in possession of his 
allotted number of extremities, and 
many answereu my sympathetic in­
quiry with a smiling word.

"Every wound from bullet or bay­
onet, and from shell fragment in par­
ticular, receives automatically, in 
the very nature of the injuring sub- 
stancé, the source of infection,” said

with Him as in the flesh, and He liv­
ed for us as the Christ of the Heav­
en and the Christ in our own hearts.
In all the vast number of sacred 
books there was none like the sa­
cred scripture. Twelve million cop­
ies of it circulated annually proved 
the futility of the fierce boast of the 
atheist Voltaire, “Twelve men built 
up the religion of Christianity and 
with these hands will I tear it down 
once more.”

On November 10, 1793, France
enthroned in her temples the god­
dess of reason, a malignant affront 
to the tenets of Christianity, and 
by a co-incidence it was that the fol­
lowing day the pioneer missionary 
landed in India and commenced the 
work of redemption there.

Clean Sword and Dirty Bible.
The unity of the Bible Society was 

the unity of an organism, not that 
o£ a mechanism. The speaker re­
called the toast of the old Scottish 
soldiers, "a clean sword and a dirty 
Bible,” signifying their desire to 
draw their swords in no cause save 
a righteous one, for the protection 
of the weak and the righting of 
wrongs. The confidence o£ the Brit­
ish nation at this time need not 
waver, for .we were assured that our 
sword was clean. The significance 
o£ the phrase “a dirty Bible,” ex­
pressed their desire to have their 
scriptures well thumbed, read and 
re-read until the message became an 
integral part of their natures. These 
principles, a clean sword and a well 

Bible, represented in essence 
the teachings of Christ. The speaker 
sounded an ardent appeal to all tor, 
a more diligent reading ot the scrip­
tures until we should translate it 
into a new version; that ot our own 
lives. All were also urged to aid in 
the diffusion of the Bible through­
out the world. In the hour of 
death, when the shadows were fall­
ing and earthly voices grew faint, 
no word was so distinct as the word 
ot the book of God; to cleave a way 
through the valley of shadows, there 
was no sword so fitting as the sword 
of the spirit.

London, Feb. 8.—Lieutenant- 
General J. C. Smuts, the veteran 
Boer leader, who, for a year past, 
has been commanding the British 
forces in German East Africa—thé 
only remaining German colony—has 
sent to the War Office a general re­
port of his operations, 
standing that this report is dated 
as far back as October 27, 1916, :t 
contains the first comprehensive re­
view of an interesting campaign 
which has received but slight notice 
in the telegraphic despatches.

As for the total results up to the 
date of his report, General Snouts 
says: “With the exception of the
Mahengo plateau the enemy has lost 
every healthy or valuable part of 
their colony:”

General Smuts has had three di­
visions under his command—two 
from South Africa and a third, in­
cluding the Indian and British con­
tingents—altogether 
ous collection,” says he, “including 
Dutch, Bengalis, Baluchis, Hasmiris. 
Pathans, Punjabis, Cape Boys 
(South African half-breeds), East 
African natives, West Indian ne­
groes and Baganda (natives of 
Uglanda).” There were also the 
bluejackets operating along the 
coast, an armoured motor battery, 
and Portuguese and Belgian forces.

The advance against the Germans 
was pushed into German East Africa 
from no less than seven distinct 
points, hundred of miles apart, con­
verging in a general way toward thé 
German capital Dar-ee-Salaam. Out- 
linging the strategic difficulties of 
the, campaign, when General Smu.s 
took charge, he writes:

“We had just barely entered the 
enemy territory, which stretched out 
before us in enormous extent, with 
no known vital point anywhere, con­
taining no important cities or cen­
tres, with practically no roads, the 
only dominant ecomic features of 
the whole being the two-railway sys­
tems. Faulty strategy at the begin­
ning, a wrong, line of invasion once 
entered upon, might lead to months 
of futile marching and wasted ef­
fort. All our information crediVpd 
the enemy with the two-fold inten­
tion of conducting an obstinate and 
prolonged campaign in the Pare and 
Usambara Mountains, and there­
after retiring to fight out the last 
phases of the campaign in the ,Ta- 
bora area, from which much of his 
supplies and most " of his recruits 
were drawn. -

in the Knights of Pythias hall last 
night by George Keen, honorary sec­
retary of the Co-operative Union of 
Canada, received a great enlighten­
ment as to the enormous sale and 
efficient method of administration,He restored- 

construction upon which this undertaking is op­
erated. In a short preamble preced­
ing the showing of the slides, Mr. 
Keen related the origin from which 
the idea budded forth into practic­
ability, and traced the gradual 
growth of the movement in the Brit­
ish Isles, until at the present time it 
had assumed the largest proportions 
of any industrV 
world. He presented figures uphold­
ing the bqld claim, of the “World's 
Greatest Business Enterprise.”

Carrying his audience back to the 
earliest stages of the movement, Mr. 

'Keen pointed out in a vivid manner 
the modest circumstances ’ surround­
ing the origin of the undertaking, in 
Rossdale, Scotland, as far back as 
1844. He related how Robert Owen, 
who was now recognized universally, 
as the father of the co-operative 
movement, had realized and sought 
to remedy the existing social evils of 
the time, by introducing a system 
embodying a practical application of 
the religion of the “Brotherhood 
of Man.” It was he, claimed Mr. 
Keen, who was the father of modern 
social science. Not only were his ef­
forts succssful, financially, when ap­
plied under his personal administra­
tion, but they also resulted in a bet­
terment of the moral calibre of the 
people residing in the districts af­
fected by the new idea. When it ex­
panded throughout the country at 
that time, failure, was met because 
those in charge of affairs 
fully comprehend the basic principles 
involved, and instead of dividing the 
dividends among the greatest pur­
chasers, those holding the largest 
number of shares were correspond­
ingly reimbursed, and hence 
movement degenerated into 
italistic business.

Returning to modern times, 
speaker told of the many ways in 
which the co-operation of the work­
ing ciassfes of Britain had materially 
assisted in the prosecution of the 
war. Shortly 'after the declaration of 
hostilities, when panic threatened 
the people of England, and they 
rushed to the retail stores and pur­
chased quantities of household com­
modities, and prices began to soar, 
the steadiness of 
establishments, 
wholesale, saved the situation. In 
many other ways also the patriotism 
of the concern had been demonstrat­
ed. an illustration of which was the 
policy adopted by them of supplying 
the deficiency between the remun­
eration received by their employees 
who enlisted, from the governnent, 
and wages paid to them prior to the, 
outbreak of hostilities. Already a 
huge sum had been voluntarily ex­
pended in this manner.

The speaker then briefly dwelt on 
the object of co-operative movement 
declaring that it tiat the ambitious 
aim of evolving a commonwealth 
throughout the world, endeavoring 
to attain the same ends in the social 
life of the new world, as the Social­
ists were struggling for in the poli­
tical phase of the world’s progress.

Without spending further time in 
preliminaries, Mj. Keen- proceeded 
with the illustrated part of his lec­
ture, and many views were shown of 
the factories throughout England, 
controlled by the central association 
in which every essential product re­
quired by the people were manufac­
tured! The Manchester, Newcastle, 
London. Bristol and other districts 
where factories and warehouses were 
established, were thrown upon the 
screen, clearly displaying the im­
mensity of the scale upon which the 
business was maintained.

At the conclusion of the address, 
a hearty vote of thanks was passed 
by those present to Mr. Keen for his 
splendid lecture, and several of 
those present, who were familiar 
with the enterprise both here and in , 
the old country/ spoke, substantia-1 
ting the remarks of the speaker.

Bill Byron Discusses Unionism
Bill Byron, National League um­

pire, is a strict and loyal union man 
who is engaged as a steamfitter from 
October until April, or during the 
off season, 
thoroughly, 
with union labor and with baseball, 
his remarks about the players join­
ing the federation are'interesting.

"The main trouble with admitting 
the ball players’ fraternity to the 
Federation of Labor,” says William, 
“is that biTSeball playing is not labor 
at all. There is absolutely nothing 
in common between dashing over the 
green sward for a couple of hours 
every afternoon and putting in eight 
hours wrestling pipes or running _a 
lathe. ■

“The services of a ball player to 
his club cannot be measured in terms 
of anything that union labor recog­
nizes. When the leaders of the feder­
ation came to discuss the minimum 
wage que’stion with the magnates 
they would be completely at sea, for-, 
they would be up against a new sort 
or game entirely. You couldn't fix 
an hourly wage, or a daily wage and 
the unions probably wouldn’t want 
to put up a fight to give the athletes 
a bigger yearly remuneration than 
is earned by the highest paid of the 
skilled trades. It wouldntt seem

“Ball players as a rule are very 
well off.

ed, take any necessary measures to 
prevent or resent such attacks.’

Ottawa, Feb. 7.—After hearing 
from Sir Robert Borden an inspir­
ing appeal to all Canadians, regard­
less of political opinions, of race and 
of creed, to co-operate for the pur­
pose of throwing into the war the 
greatest effort of a united people, 
the House of Commons adjourned 
today, not to meet again until April 
19th. It had transacted all the 
business which it had decided to 
undertake when it agreed to inter­
rupt the present session of parlia­
ment to permit of the attendance of 
the prime minister at the war con­
ference of the empire in London.

During the sitting the House had 
passed the bill to appropriate $500.- 
000,000 for military and naval de- I 
fence, had committed the bill to 
amend and consolidate the Railway 
Act to a special committee, and had 
appointed a committee to consider 
the measures to be taken for the 
care of returned soldiers and their 
training for new avocations.

Paris, Feb. 7.—It was hard to 

realize that we were in the war 
zone.

Now and then we passed 
little groups of soldiers such as one 
sees in Paris. They were elderly 
men, evidently engaged in road 
work.
