Miea Field’s an isle ie rtepoisiblf, also, 
for a meet boirible narration about a Mrs. 
Mansfield, who hsd revealed certain Mor­
mon eoorets. Her two sons told the story :

TUX FIRST SHOOK

a HOW SHE DID IT.

The (surprise Puny Which the Cruiser 
Houlette Gave le America» Flatter 
men—eterf el ike BlgklenA Light’* 
Capte re.

A Charlotte town, F.E.I., despatch says : 
Following are the partionlars of the seizure 
of the Highland Light. Oa Tuesday even­
ing, observing that a fleet of about 40 
sohooners had sailed into Campbell’s Cove 
and anchored within a short distance of 
Bast Point, the oaptain of the Houlette 
waited until after sunset, then quietly 
slipping among them under cover of the 
darkness lay to all night. In the morning 
his presence was unnoticed, the fishermen 
thinking him one of their number. It was 
just before daybreak, and soon, through the 
smoke and tog, signs of life were observed 
on the Hiking fleet. One after another the 
sails were hoisted, and the vessels, after 
standing a little further out, hove to and 
prepared to fish. No sooner were opera­
tions commenced than the cutter swooped 
down alongside the nearest American, who. 
had just got under way. The report of a 
gun from the deck of the Houlette went 
booming over the water, and the American 
at once hove to and awaited the coming of 
the boarding effieer. Oaptain Lorway 
boarded the craft, loft a prize orew of four 
men and an officer in charge, ordered a 
similar number of the schooner’s orew on 
board the cruiser, and then both stood in 
toward Souris. This sudden and unex­
pected seizure of the schooner fell like a 
thunderbolt among the vessels of the fleet. 
Immediately every jib and mainsail was 
hoisted, and the whole fleet turned 
and followed the oroiisr and prize in pro­
cession as far as Bonris, thinking that it 
was to that port the cruiser was steering. 
In this they were mistaken, and intention­
ally misled, for the cutter at onoe turned 
for Georgetown, leaving the disconsolate 
Americans behind in Souris harbor, where 
they remained all night. Oapt. Lorway, 
on landing, immediately communicated 
the facts of the seizure to headquarters, 
and it is said that Captain Scott will arrive 
at Georgetown to-night. The schooner 
was to be stripped tc-day. The Highland 
Light is a finely modelled, smart-looking 
schooner of 87 tons, built at Essex, Mass., 
in the spring of 1885, and together with 
her seine boats and Hiking gear coat about 
89,000.

Just after the first great shook on Tues­
day night there was a decided and distinct 
smell of escaping sulphurous acid gas over 
the entire village. The smell lasted 
throughout the night, and was distinct in 
those looalitiee where the oavitiea in the 
earth were most numerous. Borne say 
that portions of the mud thrown up by the 
water-spouts are strongly impregnated 
with sulphur, and that small no 
sulphur oan be found in the mud. 
from Charleston, on the road to Summer­
ville, extensive mounds of day were 
thrown up and hillocks of sand, io 
moat cases in the shape of inverted 
cones, the hollow part of which bad 
evidently been formed by the action 
of water returning into the depths 
from which it had been raised. In 
many oases the erupted matter had stream­
ed away from the breaks in the surface of 
the earth to a distance of from 90 to 60 
feet. In other places there were fissures 
almost invariably extending from north to 
south. These cracks were not wide, and 
extended downward always in a slanting 
direction. The matter that was thrown up 
was of a dull, dark, slaty color, and was 
mixed with gravel. There was also a 
little shale, and in general the mud resem­
bled that which is thrown from the bottom 
of the phosphate pits along the river. The 
water in some places had the taste of our 
artesian water, but in many instances it 
was just as dear and limpid as from a 
mountain spring. These evidences of a 
great convulsion extend far and near in 
every direction from the city limits of 
Charleston to Summerville, and at the 
latter plaça it was found that the cracks 
and fissures are everywhere visible for 
miles around. Some of these were in active 
operation, and the constant shocks that 
were felt at Summerville sent the water 
out of these fissures in jets to the height of 
from 15 to 20 feet, and there was a con­
stant dread that there would be a general 
inundation caused by some extraordinary 
force of the earthquake. Not only was the 
water emitted in the low places, where it 
might'be expected to exist all the time, but 
on the tops of the highest elevations the 
mud could be seen.

Near Ten-Mile Hill a nearly fatal accident 
ooonrred on Tuesday night. The down 
Columbia train jumped the track. The 
engineer, Burns, and the fireman, Arnold 
(colored), were badly injured by the tre­
mendous leap which the train took in the 
dark under the unseen influence of the 
shook that dismantled the road. It is said 
that the earth suddenly gave way and that 
the engine first plunged down the tem­
porary declivity. It was then raised ou 
the top of the succeeding undulation, and 
having reached the top of the wave a sudden 
swerving of the force to the right and lett 
hurled the ill-fated train down the embank­
ment. The train at the time of the earth 
quake was running along at the usual 
speed, and when about a mile couth of 
Jeiburg it encountered a terrible experi­
ence. It was freighted with hundreds ct 
excursions Is returning from the mountains. 
Suddenly the train appeared to have left 
the track and was thrown up into the air. 
As suddenly it descended, and was flung 
first violently over to the east. Then 
there was a reflex notion, and the train 
righted and was hurled with a roar as of 
a discharge of artillery over to the west, 
and finally subsided on the track and took a 
plunge downward. The engineer put down 
the brakes tight, but so great was the 
original and added momentum that the 
train kept right ahead. It is said on trust­
worthy authority that the train actually 
galloped along the track, the front and rear 
trucks of the coaches rising and falling 
alternately. The utmost confusion pre­
vailed ; women and children shrieked with 
dismay, and the bravest heart quailed in 
momentary expectation of a terrible cata­
strophe. The train was taken back in the 
direction of Jedburg, and on the way back 
the work of the earthquake was terribly 
patent»—

A last (Friday) night's despatch from 
Charleston says : After the parks and 
public tquaree had been filled last night, 
the inhabitants suspended overcoats, bed- 
quilts, etc , from the fences over the side­
walks and thus passed the night. Many 
enjoyed repose under open umbrellas, the 
handles of which were stuck in the ground. 
The more aristocratie people camped in 
their own yards. The colored people say 
they will not return to their homes until at 
lsast another night has passed, and they 
may be seen taking their coffee and eating 
their dry bread beside the places where 
they sleep. On the whole, however, it may 
be said that confidence is returning, and 
should there not be a revisitation of the 
earthquake Charleston will be in her usual 
bustle of business within twenty-four hours, 
although inconvenience and delay will be 
experienced for months to come.

SEVERAL BUILDINGS Di FLAMES.

In three other querists of the town similar 
large fires were observed under foil head­
way, and the awful signifloanoe of the 
earthquake may be most fully appreciated 
perhaps when it is said that with the 
tremendous fires blazing np all at onee 
around them, and threatening the eity 
with total destruction, the people on the 
streets evidently did not give them a 
thought. The crowds poured in from 
every direction to the equate just described. 
The colored people everywhere were load 
and unceasing in their declamations of 
alarm, in the singing of hymne and in 
fervent appeals for Gad’s meroy. In the 
residence portion of the eity many honees 
Buffered severely, and streets, yards and 
gardens were filled with the fallen ohlm.

The Bmbnnltment Used as a Sleeping 
Place by Handreds at Outcasts.

A London oablegrem says s The atten­
tion of the Mansion House folios Const 
has been drawn to the fact that the Vie- 
toria Embankment and the waste lands 
adjoining the Blaokfriare Bridge have be­
come the nightly refuge of scores and even 
hnndreda of the poor and wretohed, who 
sleep either on the seats or huddled 
together on the bare ground. This morn- 
itig, at 2 o’clock, there were at least two 
hundred poor outcasts thus sleeping in the 
open air. Every one of the pnblie seats 
along the embankment was fall, and 
there are about a score of them, 
each holding six pereone. The 
occupante were mostly men, bat a 
few were women. The waste ground 
referred to above is a plot of nearly one 
hundred yards iqoare, adjoining the new 
city Science Schools. It is partly covered 
by timber, but tho larger portion is none- 
copied. All round the wall men and 
women and even children were stretched 
at fall length on the naked earth or hud­
dled close together in the eorners asleep. 
They appeared to be of all ages, some old 
and decrepit, bat the msjority youths and 
men in the prime of life, while a sprinkling 
were women and children. In one sheltered 
spot twenty-one men and boys lay close 
together within almost as narrow a epaoe 
aa it would be possible to pack them. They 
seem generally to have learned that paper 
is a Blow conductor of beat and oold, a 
number of them being wrapped in the 
remnants of newspapers.

SIXTEEN DISTINCT SHOOK.

There were sixteen distinct shocks from 
the earthquake here last night and up to 6 
o’clock this morning. The first shook was 
fearful and honsea were shaken as though 
made of pasteboard. It seemed as if every 
thing must topple. The rambling in the 
earth waa load and horrifying in the 
extreme. Clocks stopped, belle were rung, 
and damage done to aome buildings, 
principally by toppling chimneys. Two 
rooms in the Governor's mansion were 
wreoked. There were numerous oases of 
nervous prostration. Two shocks were felt 
this morning. The tremor of the earth 
made pedestrians stagger.

PAST EABTHQUAKE RECORDS.

Daring 1886 there were recorded the fol­
lowing earthquakes in the United States 
and Canada : Canadian Frovicoee, 8; 
New England, 6 ; Atlantic 8tales, 9 ; Mis­
sissippi valley, 3 ; Paoiflo slope 34 ; total, 
69. During the 12 years, 1872 to 1883, 
there have been reoordrd in tbe United 
States and Canada 364 earthquakes. Many 
of these disturbances were so slight as to be 
ooperoeived by the majority of people. 
The list ie more o: mplete in the de iscly 
populated and frequently shaken Atlantic 
slope than in either the seldom shaken 
Mississippi valley or the sparsely popu­
lated Paoifio slope.

The Earthquake In Teronle,
A student of McMaster Hall writes : I 

waited to-day for some account of the earth-, 
quake having been felt (n the oily. Failing 
to see it in any of the paptrs, I concluded 
to send you a brief aeoounl of my experi­
ence. I occupy rooms on the fourth flat of 
McMaster Hall, and at 9.45 I was sitting 
writing at a table when all at once I fell a 
dizziness, and the table and floor seemed 
to be going from under me with a rolling 
wave-like motion. The gas jet that hangs 
from tbe ceiling of the room, also started 
to vibrate through a space of about 
all inches ; likewise a bookcase that 
stood on a table behind me, swayed to and 
fro so as to strike a piotnre that hnng by 
its Bide. This lasted tor some time, until I 
started for another room to get two Bin- 
dents to eome and see what waa going on. 
When on my way I met them coming to me 
for the same purpose, there being but three 
of ne on tbe flat. They returned with 
me, and we compared our experiences and
I found that things in their room had been 
disturbed the same as they were in mine, 
and they also experienced the earns feeling 
of dizziness. We concluded it was an 
earthquake, and announced it as snob at 
the breakfast table this morning ; bat eome 
who were asleep at tbe time thought it was 
only onr imaginations. Bat we said,
II Wait, you will see it in to-day's papers."

& North Branch Railroad, where a large 
number of Hungarian laborers 
ployed on an extension of the road.

Chinese Crnende Aenlnet t lit 1.liana — A 
Hoirlhle Story. nonA Shanghai despatch says : Advices 

from CbiogTooFuv, tha ckLI o' y of the 
Province of Bzeohuen, state tbe natives of 
the eastern (Skit cf the province and those 
of northern Ooehin China have risen 
against tbe Christians, and are massacring 
them and destroying property. This active 
persecution ia attributed to the imprudence 
of the English and American missionaries'. 
In Ooobin China alone fifty Christians were 
killed, their bouses burned, and their farms 
destroyed. In Szsohnen a general miss acre 
of Christiane is reported to be in progress 
and they are killed wherever found. It is 
said whole villages coonpied by Christians 
have been destroyed, and that all lande 
occupied by professera of that faith are 
being devastated.

At present the Sault has no 
railway communications, the Algo 
branch of the C.P.R., which is within 
85 miles of the Sault not being in 
operation. During my stay, however,
C.P.R. engineers were busy locating 
•ie line from Algoma mills to the 
Sault,with every prospect of theNcom- 
pany building the 85 miles and also 
putting on the necssary repairs on the 
Algoma Mills branch next 
On the American side two railways 
are projected, called the Minneapolis 
road, and the Detroit and Marquette 
road. One of these companies is 
buying their right of way thro’ Michi­
gan and will clear it this winter and 
commence construction next summer.

The greatest resource of Sault Ste.
Marie is a water power, unrivalled on 
this continent. Down the St. Mary 
river which is here about one mile 
wide, comes all the waters of Lake 
Superior on their way to tho ocean.
In 500 yards this immense body of 
water falls a distance of 16 feet, giv­
ing power enough to drive more 
machinery than can over crowd its 
banks. As yet this power has never 
been developed, except at the U.S. 
canal, owing to the lack of transporta­
tion facilities. A company has lately 
been formed in Michigan to utilize the 

power, and competent judges 
say that it can be developed on the 
Canadian side of the river at one half 
ot the cost that the Michigan side re­
quires in consequence of the forma­
tion of the banks and the stream.
