Insolvencies in the Dominion of
Canada, according to statistics com-
piled by R. G. Dun & Co., were also
more satisfactory in May than in
recent preceding months, and
a close comparison with similar re-
turns for the same month last year
The total number of 115 defaults com-
pares with 94 a vear ago, and liabil-
ities of $777,433 slightly exceeded the
$ 248 last year. There is also little
difference in comparison with May,
1906, when there were 98 failurez, in-
volving $712,175. Manufacturing de-
faults this vear numbered 37, with lia-
bilities of $289,528, against 28 similar
failures last year for $203,665. Trad-
ing failures were 76' in number and
$407.905 in amount, against 62 insol-
vencies last vear for $517,083. There
were two other commercial failures
for $R0,000, against four last year,
with liabilities of $12,500.

+ Whitney strongly opposed Ross’ policy
of developing the northern country and
building the T. & N. O. R. It was that
policy which led to the finding of Cobalt
and the mineral riches of the district.
He has no right to any credit for the
révenue increases from that quarter.
Had he had his way there would have
béen no development policy, no railway,
ne Cobalt, none of the consequent rev-

enue.
Whitney opposed the succession dut
jes, the tax on corporations and the

brewers’ and distillers’ licenses. He got
from these three sources in 19007 no less
than $1568933. Aside from having—
rontrary to his declared poliey—
ed the succession duties about 10 per
("‘nl.. Whitner deserves no credit for
tHat large item either. He even stood
pledged Ly hiz declaration in the Legis
lature to repeal the tax on corporations!
But he did not do it.

A careful serutiny of the items going
te make up the revenue shows
that at the most only $351.492 can be
credited to the acts of the Whitney
Governmept out of the total of $8.320,
419,

It is plain then, that,
increased the expenditure by $2.447.000
in three vears. Is it entitled to any
“credit” for that showing?

LIVING ON CAPITAL.

Whitney's supporters seek to make
much of the enormously increased rev-
eniié, and speak of it as a great triumph
of Tory finance. But the claim will not
bear examination.

Look at the facts. Where did it come
from? How much of it is due to Whit-
ney, and of that amount how much
really benefited the people?

The increase of revenue in 1807 over
the figures of 1904 was about $2,200,000.
In 1904 the receipts from mining were
$27000. In 1907 they were $1,690,000.

Quite a difference, isn't it? Why
shouldn’t Whitney boast?

Look below the face of the figures.
The ugly fact is then readily discovered
that of the vast increase AT LEAST $1-
185,000 18 NOT “REVENUE” AT ALL
BUT I8, BY WHITNEY'S OWN STAN-
DARD, CAPITAL THAT HAS BEEN
SPENT DURING THE YEAR.

This sum was the price received for
Kerr and Cobalt Lakes. They were
ours; Whitney has sold them. Instead
of placing the $1,185000 in capital ac-
¢ount, as & business man would do if |
he sold some of his property, the Whit-
ney (Government put the money into
eurrent revenue receipts and spent it.

He resisted it to the
extent of his power and it was in epite
of him that it wae carried out.

Whitney fought against spending a
dollar on forestry in North Onfario.

He opposed inquiry into the resources
of the territory.

He declared it to be a land of “rock
and muskeg,” the “land of the stunted
poplar,” and ridiculed it as being “not
worth 85 a mile.”

He fought against the building of the
T. & N. 0. R., which was the means of
discovering Cobalt and producing the
great mineral development,

He resisted every appropriation for
the benefit of Northern Ontario.

What
the increase in revenue produced hy the
policy which he has ever fought? His
only accomplishment has been to squan-
der the money vielded by the Ross pol-
icy which he opposed.

And had he not sold off those two
valuable assets, Kerr and Cobalt Lakes
and spent the money, he
had a very large deficit. And a showing
of a surplus made by such a course, is
like the householder who, bent upon hav-
ing a jolly time of it,
blows in the proceeds in riotous living.

WEEDING OUT
OF TEACHERS.

Trustee Carr Declares Many to be
Incompetent.

Board Can Not Provide Playgrounds
For Children.

Arrangements Made  For Battle-
fields' Concert.

There is to be a weeding out of in-
competent teachers in the public schools

of this city. The Internal Management
Committee of the Board of Education

decided on this last night after Trustee
Carr had called attention to the mat-
ter and charged that the report made
last fall Inspector Ballard showed
that there was a large number of in-
competent teachers. A special committee
consisting of the chairman of the Board,

chairman of the Internal Management,
chairman of the Finance Committee and
I'rustees Howell and Carr, was appoint-
ed to deal with the matter. The com-
