Held Up By floods
Denver. Col., July 7. Hundreds 

of eastern people bound for the 
Pacific coast are blocked by land­
slides and floods in tilie mountains 
in various parts of Colorado. 
Along the line of the Denver A. 
Rio Grande Railroad west of Can 
on City, in the famous Royal 
Gorge, landslides caused by rains 
have covered the track to a depth 
of several feet in places. Three 
through trains are held at Canon 
City, carrying 1,000 passengers, in­
cluding delegates to the Elks’ na­
tional convention at Ios Angeles 
and the Epworth League conven­
tion at Seattle.

ONE LIVED 
IN HAMILTON.

Three Boys Have Terrible Ex­
perience In Mountains,

Were Running Away, Bound 
For the Cobalt Country.

All Were Robbed and One 
Thrown Over Precipice.

Pittsburg, Pa., July 7.—Three youth­
ful runaways; gold hunters, sons of 
wealthy parents in Camden, crippled 
from falls into ravines, and babbling 
from sunstroke, were picked up by 
the police of Pittsburg last night, 
after their terrible experience in the 
mountains of Pennsylvania.

The boys, John Edgerton, thirteen; 
Charles Novic and John Towney. six­
teen each, decamped from their homes 
on the night of June 27. after making 
full preparation for flight, the first 
having a bicycle and the latter two 
frith a tandem. Each strapped a 
knapsack upon his back. They had 
$40 between them, and decided that 
the Cobalt region of Canada was the 
proper place to make their fortunes. 
Towney’s father is interested in the 
Nipissing mine in Canada, having 
placed his boy in an eastern school.

During the first two days every­
thing went well. The boys eluded the 
police, who had been placed on their 
tracks by their unhappy fathers. The 
third night brought adventure. Young 
Edgerton was in the vanguard pedal­
ing for dear life when he received 
the stern order t> hold up his hands. 
He did so and his companions follow­
ed suit. Then a lone highwayman 
went through their clothes, took $36 
they had left, threw the bicycle and 
tandem over the cliff and ordered the 
runaways to follow their noses.

Undaunted by this experience, the 
boys kept right on. and the very next 
night were again held up. This time 
they had nothing to give the high­
waymen^ and in anger lie threw 
young Egerton over a precipice. The 
lad fell about twenty feet and landed 
on a shrub, which he grasped, hang­
ing between blue sky and a creek 
200 feet below. For hours he hung 
there until rescued by his compan­
ions, who had run away while the 
hold-up man was maltreating their 
younger companion.

After this experience the boys plod­
ded along in the broiling sun, young 
Edgerton going out of his head com­
pletely. For six days the three sub­
sisted upon berries.

This morning the boys reached 
Pittsburg, even in their delirium in­
tent upon reaching the Cobalt region. 
The police here, however, were on the 
watch for them, and Detective Fred 
Will picked them up. Their parents 
wired car fare and they were sent 
back to Camden to-night.

Young Edgerton‘s father owns a 
large tract and has valuable options 
in the Cobalt region, and it is sup­
posed that the boy had an idea that 
gold could be picked from «.»e ground 
surface in Canada. Towney's par­
ents formerly livec^in Hamilton, Ont., 
where they still have relatives and 
friends.

London Would Li%e Chance to 
Release Itself.

The Street Railway Company, it. was 
reported in the.

| truck cars on the Barton, .lames and 
j King street east routes.

pose of the complaints made by passen­
gers in the east end district of over­
crowding, a matter that the city was ar­
ranging to take up with the company 
shortly. The company has entirely aban­
doned the, scheme of building i>jw oar 
sheds. It is said that the latest ideas in 
large cities is to house the cars in the 
open, and that this is found more eco­
nomical than erecting large, expensive 
buildings. The company, however, will 
either enlarge the present repair shops 
at the corner of Sanford avenue and 
King street or build new ones in that 
vicinity. The work wild either be done 
this fall or the first thing in the spring.

Gi-ty Soil id tor Waddell this morning 
received a copy of the lengt hy judgment 
issued yesterday by the Ontario RrJlwuv 
Board in the case arising from the city's 
efforts to collect damages for repair 
work done, two feet outside the rails, 
on certain streets, during 1905-6-7. The 
amount is about $2,500. Tlie Board 
holds that it cannot deal with damage 
actions under its creative legislative 
acts, these cases being the prerogative of 
the courts. The case was adjourned in­
definitely without costs to permit the 
ctiy to go to the Court of Appeal with a 
» iew of having the question of the 
Hoard’s jurisdiction defined. The City 
Solicitor says this is the first case of its 
kind that has been before the Board, and 
this is the reason for the lengthy judg­
ment. The city, however, has no inten­
tion of going to the Court of Appeal. It 
wants the by-law with the company in­
terpreted, and the Board has power to 
do that. Mr. Waddell will put in evi­
dence that the company was ordered to

FOUND GUILTY.

Magistrate Thought He Got Scrap 
by False Pretense.

Bartonv/lle Man Fmed 
Cruelty to a Horse.

For

Gore-Park Grass Case Was Die- 
missed This Morn ng.

Th» enlarged caae of doeeph Goldberg, 
nho waa charged with unlawfully and by 
false pretences obtaining from the Cana­
dian Drawn Steel Company a quantity 
of scrap steel, the property of the said 
company, with intent to defraud, was 
disposed of by Magistrate Jelfs at the 
Police G’ourt this morni-ng. George S. 
Kerr, who appeared for the defendant, 
pleaded not guilty and dec lined to elect. 
Before the taking of evidence counsel 
for the defence asked the Magistrate if 
lie was willing to allow the case to be 
dropped if the private prosecutor was 
agreeable. The Magistrate replied that 
lu- knew nothing about the case, and t«> 
ferred the matter to the GYown Attorw 
n,T- Mr. Washington, however, thought 
the charge was too serious to be allowed 
to drop. The ease was accordingly gone 
on with. The first witness called was 
Charles R. Brown, secretary of the Can­
adian Drawn .Steel Company. He said 
(hat the company had a contract with 
tho Goldberg Iron Company for a load of 
scrap. This contract was made on the 
11th of June. On the 23rd of .June, he 
^aid, the prisoner telephoned him, say­
ing that it. was Goldberg speaking and 
asking him how much scrap was ready. 
Brown naturally supposed .that it was 
the Goldberg Iron Company speaking, 
and said that there was not yet a car­
load there. The prisoner gave him to 
understand that- he was in a hurjy for 
the scrap, and suggested that he send a 
"agon down and cart some 0.f it away. 
Brown replied that there was only about 
eight, tons, but said that lie could have 
that if he wanted it. This was the end 
"t the telephone conversation. On the 
I olio wing morning, witness said, the pris­
oner called with" a wagon and took away 
a load of scrap. After this Brown be­
came suspicious, and decided to trace 
the scrap. After making enquiries a«t 
tin: Armstrong Cartage Company, whose 
wiigon was used, lie found that, it had 
!.. on delivered at the junk yard of Saul 
1 nkefinnn, on Cannon street, near Caro­
line. instead of being taken to the Gold- 
bm-g Iron Company's yard. In -the af­
ternoon Brown called on Goldberg, sen., 
and told him that Takefmatt hud *po*rses- 
sion of the scrap, and asked him if he 
had sold it to him. Mr. Goldberg said 
that he knew nothing about it, and that 
the Goldl>erg Iron Company had not 
drawn any scrap. Brown then placed 
the matter in the hands of the police.

Charles Armstrong, of the Armstrong 
Cat age Company, when called, said he 
recognized the prisoner as a man who 
hired one' of the company’s wagons, on 
the 23rd of June to haul scrap.

XX*. XX ebster. teamster, said he had 
drawn one load of scrap for Goldberg 
on the day in question from the com­
plainant’s yard to Take-fman’s yard.

"Saul Takefman testified to having re­
ceived the load of scrap. Ho sa.id lie 
knew tint it came from the Canadian 
Drawn Steel Company.

“Did Goldberg say anything about 
delivering any more scrap?” asked the 
Crown Attorney.

"Yes, lie said he would Ik* delivering a 
few more loads on the following day,” 
replied Takefmnn.

William Mullens, carter, said that the 
defendant had engaged him to haul 
scrap from the yard of the complainant, 
but when he went there ou June 24 the 
company would not allow him to load 
his wagon.

Mr. Kerr submitted that no case had 
been made out against his client. He 
.d’i-J not think that the contract bad 
anything to do with the ease, and said 
that it was a clear case of Goldberg 
simply buying for himself. It was' a 
misapprehension on the part of the Cana­
dian Drawn Steel Company in thinking 
that Goldberg ha«l bought the stuff while 
representing himself to the Goldberg 
Iron Company.

The magistrate replied that it was 
clear in his mind that it was n case of 
false pretence, but if counsel for the de­
fence wanted to quote a parallel case 
where it had been found, otherwise lie 
was willing' to remand the prisoner. Mr. 
Kerr was not agreeable to this, and de­
cided to call the defendant.

Goldberg swore that lie bought the 
scrap in his own name and intended to 
pay for it at the current rates. He said 
lie did not represent himself to be the) 
Goldberg Iron Company when he tele1 
phoned Brown.

The magistrate still had no doubt in 
the matter, and found him guilty. The 
prisoner was remanded until to-morrow 
for sentence.

James Crooks, Bartonville, was 
charged with ill treating a horse. Con­
stable Brown, who made the arrest,, said 
that last evening he found the defendant 
at the corner of Kughson and Cannon 
in a drunken sleep in his rig. He noticed 
that the lu.rse had a sore hack, and on 
lifting up the back band saw that the 
back was raw under the collar. The 
prisoner admitted that tlie horse had a 
sore hack, but did not think it hurt 
him. The magistrate gave him to un­
derstand that he must not drive a horse 
when it was in such a condition, and 
fined him $10 to impress it on him. . x

ANY person who is the sole bead of a fain- j 
lly. or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
IX min Ion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be mad<, at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, sou. daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years.
A homesteader may itve within nine miles of 
bl-» homestead on a fawn of at least 80 acres 
eolelv owned and occupied hy him or by his 
father, mother, eon, daughter, brother or sta-

certain conditions a homesteader in good 
"landing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
a lot glide his homestead.

PALACE OF EGYPTIAN KING.

House of the Pharaoh Hophra, Con­
temporary of Jeremiah.

The great result of the work of this 
year carried on at Memphis by Prof. 
Flinders Petrie under the auspices of the 
British School of Archaeology has been 
the discovery of the palace of King 
Apries. the Pharaoh Hophra of the Bi­
ble. who was contemporary with Jere­
miah. B. C. 629-Û88.

Hitherto no palace has hen known in 
Egypt other than the tower at. Medinet 
Habu and some portions of a rather ear­
lier late. The palace was 400 feet long 
and 200 feet broad, with a middle court 
ICO feet square. It was adorned with 
painted columns forty feet high and sur­
rounded with stone lined walls fifteen 
feet thick. The approach to the. palace 
ltd up through a large mass of buildings 
to a platform at a height about sixty 
fret alKfve the plain.

In the ruins aralc. armor, hitherto 
rarely found in Egypt, was discovered.

FRAUD ALLEGED IN COBALT 

MINE DEAL BY MITCHELL.

Canadian Ministers Said to be Inter- 
estedr—Important Names on Di­
rectorate of Said Mining Syndi-

New \ ork, July 6.—The hea-ring 
•took place before Commissioner 
.Shields to-day in the extradition pro­
ceedings against William S. Afitctiell, 
who was arrosted here on June 24 at 
the instance of the Canadian Government 
on a charge of having obtained $5,000 
from Alexander C. Rose under false pre­
tenses in connection with the transfer 
of an option on some Cobalt mining pro- 
pvrty. It brought forth admissions by 
Charles Fox, counsel f,«- the Canadian 
Government here, that members of the 
( anadian Parliament and two C’a-binet 
Ministers were interested in the mining 
scheme.

It. also developed that at the time the 
mining option was transferred to the 
syndicate which Rotse organized, Ross, 
the nominal plaintiff, gave to Mitchell a 
release from all liability in the deal.

William C. Strang, a hotelkeeper in 
Montreal, was called as a witness for the 
defence, and told about the meeting of 
Mitchell and Rose in Cobalt, and of the 
organization of the syndicate on the 
train returning to Montreal. In this syn­
dicate, it is understood, the Canadian 
politicians involved are interested.

Provincial Detective Jos. E. Rogers, 
who made the complaint, upon which 
Mitchell was arrested, alleged at the 
time that in January, 1907. Mitchell, 
with Alexander C. Ross, a former mem­
ber of the Canadian Parliament, and oth 
via said to be. prominent in Canadian 
politics, formed a syndicate to obtain an 
option ou a. mine known as the "Sinclair 
Claim 3,434,” at Coleman, in the Ni pis- 
sing district. Mitchell is alleged to have 
reported to Ross and t he other members 
of the syndicate that he had secured the 
option on the mine from Wol fers ton 
Thomas, a director of the Bank of 
Quebec, for $130,000. to be paid in in­
stallments. and that ijrpavt payment t,he 
owner had agreed to accept $30,000 in 
fully paid stock of the. company that 
was to be incorporated to work the min­
ing property. Believing these represen­
tations to be true", sn In-peetor Rogers 
said in his affidavit.

Governor Took Off Hi» Hat to 
Man Who Started “America.”

Speeche» by President Taft, Juiier- 
and and Bryce.

Fort Ticonderoga, July 6.—There was 
a dramatic moment here this afternoon 
in the Champlain tercentenary celebra­
tion. Fully 10,000 persons were packe.l 
closely together on a sloping hillside, 
just below the ruins of the old Fort Ti- 
conderoga. The Presidential party had 
not arrived and a gap in the speaking 
was being filled up by short addressee.

Far oui in the crowd a thin small 
voice of a mau was heard to sing the 
first notes of "America." The song wav­
ered and grew faint. Just as it was 
about to stop a sweet contralto voice 
joiued in. Two or three others came, to 
; lie assistance of the struggling singers. 
Then came a loud voice: " Everybody

All stood up ou the grand stand and 
special stands and on the hillside. Hats 
came off and then 10,000 voices, with 
Governor Hughes practically leading 
them, sang tne rest oi "America." When 
the verse. "Our Fathers' God, to Thee," 
was reached, all bowed heads and there 
were tears in many eyes.

After the song, Governor Hughes ad­
vanced to the Iront of the stand and 
took off "bis hat to the man who had 
started the song.

Mr. BryCe and others delivered ad- j 
dresses.

Governor Hughes introduced the Pre- i 
aident, who said in part :

"As I sat here listening to the inter­
esting remarks of the ambasador from 
France and the ambassador from Eng­
land l could not but congratulate the 
United States on the implied compli­
ment those two countries had paid to 
her by sending her as personal repre­
sentatives of their respective chief ex­
ecutives men so distinguished in litera­
ture and history, statesmanship and in 
diplomacy/'

He eulogized Champlain and ex­
pressed the opinion that it was well for 
the people to go back through the his­
tory of all nations in order that, their 
heads, a little swelled with modern 
progress, may be diminished a bit in 
the proper proportion of what was done 
ljv nations before and undet conditions 
that seemed to limit the possibilities of 
human achievement. He paid eloquent 
tribute to Montcalm and Wolfe and

other soldiers of England conquered on 
the plains of Abraham, quite a num- 
ber of these soldiers went down the St.

How to Can Vegetables.
(By Alioe GitcheU Kirk,*Writer and Lec­

turer on Domestic. Economy. )
The canning of vegetables is a. very 

simple process, if the one who has the 
woH< to do, or direct# it done, under­
stands the real meaning of sterilization.

To have perfect success, as in the can­
ning of fruits, can in small amounts: do 
not make hard work of it, and follow 
accurately directions given.

STRING BEANS.
Select, tender, fresh beans; stringandj 

wash them. They may be cut in length- j 
wise pieces, short • crosswise pieces or j 
left whole. Have water boiling in a j 
kettle over the fire with salt, and boil 
rapidly 20 minutes. Have jars steriliz- I 
ing. Drain the beans and pack neatly 
into the jars and cover with boiling j 
water. Lay the cover on loosely and , 
set in the steam cooker or a kettle of 
boiling water and boil for one hour if in 
the kettle: three-quarters if by steam. I 
Lift carefully, fasten on the cover, but i 
put hack to cook one-half the time re- | 
quired for the first cooking.

STEAM COOKED VEGETABLES.
Vegetables cooked under pressure of 

steam are very much finer in flavor and 
with much less loss in nutriment. Some­
thing is lost in boiling. Most of the 
boiled vegetable cooking is tasteless, un­
sightly, soggy and indigestible; all this 
is changed with steam cooking. Re­
member the art of cooking is very large­
ly producing flavors which create a 
wholesome appetite and please the taste, 
and of so preparing the different foods 
tliat the right changes take place in 
them. Too hot a fire frequently de­
stroys results most desired. One great, 
trouble with American cooking to-day 
is the extreme haste with which it is 
done, and my one plea is for better 
cooked vegetables ; much of it, a# done 
by most housekeepers, upsets the true 
definition of cooking.

TWENTY-SIX MILLION
Ontario1! Yield of Ore» 

Minenli Last Year.
and

Toronto. July 7.- -The aggregate pro­
duct ion from ores and minerals in On­
tario during the past year amounted to 
$26.616.795, as compared with $25,019,373 
the previous year, according to the an­
imal report of Hon. Frank Cochrane, 
Ministers of Lunds, Forests and Mines, 
issued yesterday.

The Minister says:
“Silver and nickel were the principal 

items in the list of metals, the yield of 
the former being 10,401,021 ounces 
practically all from the mines of the 
Cobalt camp -and of the latter 10.175 
tons, by far the larger proportion of 
which came from the deposit, of the 
Sudbury region. The low prices which 
prevailed throughout the year depressed 
the value of the silver production, which 
was returned at $0,116,008.

Compaiy Claim Twe-Thirds of the 

Mea Are' Working.

Mr. Bontfield Say» Over Four 
Thoniaad Are OoL

Tried to Prevent P. W. A Men 
From Going to Work.

Hadrfiax, Jaüy 6.—Olw getneral im- 
preaerion in collection w*it5i the strike 
of tihc U. M. XV. A. members in the 
Cape Breton collieries to-day is that 
the result is a triumph for the Domin­
ion Octal Company. The predictions 
made by leading U. ÛL XV. A. officials 
aj> to the strength of their organiza­
tion gave the public the impression 
tljat when the strike occurred the col­
lieries of the Goal Company would be 
practically closed down. A great sur­
prise was sprung to-day when, in re­
sponse to the call of the Executive of 
the U. M. \\. A. upon itfi members to 
strike, orily about half the men em­
ployed in the collieries responded, ex- 
oeptiing possibly the Dominion .Nos. 2 
and 9, where 1,800 employees went 
out on strike, leaving only about 180 
to 200 men to operate the Lug collieries, 
which, though Short-handed, arc running 
today.

No. 2 colliery was the centre of 
attraction this morning. About live 
hundred strikers crowded about the 
gatos and all along the fences a* 
picket®, but no efforts were made to 
stop the men who appeared for work, 
except calling them a few names, such 
as “scab,"’ etc. A full force of special 
constables and the Coal Company’s po­
lice were on the scene, and quickly dealt 
with the offenders, and few disorders 
Here noticed.

The only incident of note occurred 
at this gate, when several of the strik­
ers endeavored to prevent, a men from 
going co work, and Hamel McKenzie, 
surface .foreman, and the special officers 
called upon the men to leave him .ilone. 
The strikers turned upon MeKenme, and 
struck him in the face, breaking his 
glasses and injuring his eyes. The affair 
ptis-sexl off quietly, and no arrests were 
amide during the entire day.

Mayor Douglas replied that the town 
would take every possible precaution to 
insure the observance of law and order 
among the men at the collieries, an.l 
that the town would appoint a suffici­
ent force of special police at once.

The Mayor later addressed the ns 
ewnbled men, numbering 2,000, outside 
the colliery fence, and asked thimi to do 
all in their power to assist tihe authori­
ties and officers of the law in the pre­
servation of the peace of the commun­
ity, and to prevent the destruction rnf 
the company’s property and loss of life.
J he remarks of the Mayor wore receiv­
ed with cheers by the men.

The situation would appear to be 
anudh improved this evening, though it 
is impossible to state just what may 
occur at a moment’s notice.

BRITAIN 8 NEW AIRSHIP.

Company Being Formed to Operate 
the Patents.

London. July 7.—The Daily News 
quotes Dr. Boyd, who is the inventor 
and builder of the new English airship 
which has been making flights at night, 
as saying that a millionaire director of 
<*ne of the principal railroad companies 
and other very wealthy men are inter­
esting themselves in forming a private 
company with a capital of $250,000 to 
operate the patents which are being tak­
en out in connection with bis airship.

Dr. Boyd hopes to begin daylight 
trials of the machine about a month 
henoe. He refuses as yet to reveal the 
whereabouts of the ship.

The other London newspapers. with 
one minor exception, ignore the ac­
counts of the airship, so far.

BRUTAL SPORT.

Cockiif Mais Held at Ottawa oa 
Suaday Morning.

Ottawa, July 6.—Within sight of the 
Parliament buildings, just outside the 
city limits of Hull, a cocking main took 
place on Sunday, in the presence of sev­
eral hundred people from Ottawa and 
Hull. It is stated that no fewer than 
fifty rounds were fought, and the affair 
had all the brutal characteristics of the 
barbaric sport. Little secrecy is said to 
have been maintained in respect to the 
Sunday entertainment provided for the 
local sports, and the affair was held in 
the open air. It is further stated that 
a similar cock fight was held four weeks 
ago last Sunday on the Chelsea road, 
not far from Hull, in a field owned, it 
is alleged, by a justice of the peace. The 
police authorities disclaim knowledge of 
these two open and flagrant violations 
of the law.

Said to be levelled by Persian 
Revolutionaries.

London, July 6.—According to a spe­
cial despatch received here from Teheran 
that city is completely invested by the 
Persian revolutionary forces, who are 
expected to attack at any moment. 
Nbme protests arc being voiced in the, 
newspapers and in Parliament against 
what is characterized as unwarrantable 
interference by Great Britain and Rus­
sia in Persian domestic affairs. Special 
attention has been directed to the at. 
tempts of the British and Russian repre 
sen tali ve# to prevent t.he constitutional 
ists - from marching on TeJieran, and to 
the despatch to Persian territory of a 
Russian force.

Answering many question# in the 
House of Commons yesterday, Sir Ed­
ward Grey, Foreign Secretary, empha 
sized the fact that the advance of Rus­
sian troops was exclusively concerned 
in the protection of F.uropcan life and 
property, and that Russia was acting 
with the full consent of the British Gov­
ernment, Teheran being "absolutely out 
ot British reach.”

The latest despatches from Teheran 
report a great state of tension in antici­
pation of an ad varice by the National­
ists. Many residents are fleeing from 
the city, but there i* no confirmation of 
the rumored investment.

Teheran. July 6.—The Russian troop# 
were being landed at Ensell to-day. 
There is an unconfirmed report here 
that the force consists of 3.000 infantry 
and 800 Cossacks. No news has been 
received a# yet of a junction of the 
Rakhtiari tribesmen with the National­
ists under Siphadar.

Kingston, July 6. -Word has been re­
ceived from Oklahoma that Roy Purdy, 
formerly clerk in the Harrowemith 
branch of the Metropolitan Bank, who 
disappeared with the bank’s funds over 
a year ago, was shot while riding in a 
freight ear with several other men. He 
vas travelling under the name of Rose. 
Purdy was sent to the hospital and died 
last week. The remains will probably 
lx> sent, to his parents in Harrowsmith.

FOOLISH GIRL.
PITTSBURG SUNDAY SCHOOL 

TEACHER FOUND IN DIVE.

Celestial Admirer Arrested on a Seri­
ous Charge—Chinese Adepts in 
Art of Love-making — Another 
Teacher Waiting for Bracelet.

Pittsburg. Pa., July 6.— Sarah Crew, 
a teacher in a Chinese Sunday pvhOul 
connected with the Second Presbyterian 
Church, to-day was sent to the 
House of the Good Shepherd, to tie held 
as a witness agaiust Lee Fulk., keeper 
of a Chinese dive, and a pupil of the 
young woman. The youthful teacher of 
the Chinese was arrested in his half- 
restaurant and half-dive last Saturday, 
but the preliminary hearing was not held 
until this morning. XVhen Iree Fulk was 
arraigned the girl was asked to testify 
against him.

She broke into tears, declaring that 
the Chinese always had treated her 
kindly, had given her presents, and that 
she had no desire to be instrumental in 
sending him to the penitentiary. After 
much questioning Miss Crew acknowl­
edged that she first became enamored 
with Ivee Fulk while teaching him the 
Ten Commandments. Each Sunday Lee 
would bring her some little, present, 
varying from a fan to a bottle of Chin­
ese wine. He. always treated her with 
the greatest courtesy, she said, and 
finally requested her to call at his al­
leged restaurant.

She begjéii calling at the dive several 
weeks ago. and finally allowed her yel­
low admirer to caress her. That was the 
beginning of the fatal end when the 
police broke into the place last Satur­
day, finding Miss Crew in the embrace 
of her admirer. On closing her talc 
Miss Crew declared that the Chinese are 
adepts in the art of lovemaking, and 
that by their ingratiating manner and 
pigeon-toed English are able, if given the 
opportunity, to win the heart of almost 
any American girl. Fulk was held under 
$1,000 bond on a charge of seduction, his 
American sweetheart being but seven­
teen years of age. There arc several 
other charges to he lodged against him 
if this does not hold.

During the preliminary hearing of 
Fulk, Superintendent of Police Mc- 
Quaide was laboring with Miss Lillian 
Ray, another teacher in the Chinese 
.Sunday seiiool, endeavoring to persuade 
her to give up teaching. “I will do it 
next, week perhaps," she answered., “but 
my Chinaman promised me a handsome 
bracelet, and I propose to get it.”

Norwegians Making a Good Thing in 
the Antarctic.

Vdetoria, B. C.— Six hundred w.hale« 
have been taken in the Antarctic by tl^ 
Norwegian whalers who went to Sou ta 
Georgia, taking three steamers, the Ed- 
da. Semaim and Hercules, together with 
a floating station. The. catch was made 
in four months. The etoreediip or float­
ing station has taken home 14,000 bar 
rods of oil, valued at $225,000. Each of 
the steam Whalens was of 50 tons reg­
ister. and carried ten men, and there 
was a crew of fift yon the «tores-hip.

The island of South Georgia, where 
the Norwegian whale hunters work, lies 
just outside the Antarctic circle, 800 
mules e-arft-southeast of the Falkland:*. 
It is a British colon)’ about 1.000 srjuare 
moles in size, governed hy Captaui C. 
A. Larsen, a whaler, who was in com­
mand of Dr. Otto Nordçnskj old’s explor­
ing ship Antarctic, i n addition to the 
floating whaling station, Which went 
from Norway, there is a land depot on 
South Georgia, and the co-lony, compris­
ing sixty men ashore and forty men 
afloat, mans a fleet of three whaling 
6t earns ”s.

There is only one woman on the is­
land, the wife of Giptadn 1-Arsen’s bro­
ther, with the exception of a few weeks 
in eadh year, when the captain’s wife 
goes there to pay a visit. Mrs. Larsen 
has in her house a piano, an organ and 
a gramophone, besides books and plenty 
of fancy work. A majority of the men 
on the island and steamers are related 
in some way. In addition to his month­
ly wages every mail receives a bonus of 
half a cent on every cask of oil.

In those wafers there are narwhals, 
or unicorn whales, right Whales and

humpback#, end .recently one blue whale 
wa*- taken that measure 95 feet. The. 
oil is sent to Buenos Ayres, whence it is 
transshipped to Eurqjpc and to some 
extent t<k New Bedford.

There 
are so many "nars” ami humpback»that 
only one. steamer is sent after these, 
while the two others go to the north 
end to shoot right whales for whalebone.

The Norwegians talked of annexing 
South Georgia, but this made the Ar­
gentines jealous, and Great Britain set­
tled t lie question by sending a warship 
the first year and planting the British 
flag.

A CRY FOR HELP.
Missowi Town of Pattensberg 10 

Feet Under Water.

Kansas City, Mo., July 7.— Pattons- 
burg, Missouri, a town of 1,500 inhabit 
ants, sixty miles north of here, is ten 
feet under water, and Chief of Police 
Snow, of Kansas City, to-day received 
a telegram appealing for boats to rescue 
the marooned citizens, many of whom 
had been driven to the roofs of their 
houeee. At- 9 o’clock this morning a 
special Wabash train, carrying fifty 
row boats, in charge of a detachment of

ROME AS A HEALTH RESORT.

Lies Between Sea and Mountains— 
Has Wiped Out Roman Fever.

Two import-ant facts are almost 
always loot eight of in looking at Rome 
from a hygienic and climatic point of 
view, writes tie Roman correspondent- of 
the Medical Record. Theee are the sea 
and the mountains. Rome is really a 
seaport, although the Tiber is not freely 
navigable to all vessels. TYte distance 
to t-he mouth of the river is a short fif­
teen miles, while an air line from the 
city to the sea reduces the distance

About the same distance on t-he other 
sides are the Sabine Hills, Mourn Sor- 
acte, the Alban Hille, and further north 
the spurs of the Appenities. the city it­
self being about 200 feet above sea level. 
There is not a better watered, city in the 
world and few as well watered, with its 
excellent drinking water and copious 
fountains in every piazza or open space. 
Nor is there a city that affords purer 
air, as might be expected from the topo­
graphical situation.

The winter climate is cold enough t-> 
make indoor fires comfortable, and we 
always have a stretch of about six weeks 
of unbroken cloudless weather in Decem­
ber and January—just crisp enough to 
be invigorating. The temperature of 
the summer months averages about 
85 degrees. For bronchial affections 
in all their forms and neurasthenia a 
winter in Rome is usually very bene­
ficial, and you can be assured of lieing 
cooler all through the summer than in 
either New York or Boston.

The municipality evidently favors open 
air. whether for prophylaxis or treat­
ment. and realizing how many cases of 
incipient, phthisis or those predisposed to 
it may be thus cured or benefited has 
established hispices in the hills for the 
climatic treatment and recreation of 
children during the summer months. 
These hospices arc entirely gratuitous, 
the only requisites for admission being 
that the child must be between 7 and 12 
years of age and burst hare an attesta­
tion of poverty and a physician's certifi­
cate of vaccination.

Roman fever, so called, no longer ex­
ists. It was really a malarial fever with 
every now and then a malignant case. 
Since the C-ampagna has been drained" 
and cultivated, and old portions of t-h«‘ 
city where fevers of this nature were of 
more frequent occurrence have, been 
demolished and new buildings with mOd­
er u improvements put up, no one ever 
hears of Roman fever.

To find malaria you must go further 
nowadays to the district known as the 
Agro Romano, which is to the south 
of the Alban Hills and toward the sen, 
where are the famous and deadly Rou­
tine marshes. Even there, hv means of 
draining tho marshes arwl planting euca­
lyptus trees, the percentage of cases of 
malarial fever among the inhabitants is 
rapidly and constantly diminishing.

It is noticeable that employees of tho 
customs, railway employees, and others 
who live in these districts and who have 
the doors and windows of their cabins 
closely screened with a very fine wire 
gauze, through which it is impossible for 
mosquitoes to pass, remain exempt from 
malarial fever, which is. however, preva­
lent among those who have not their 
doors and windows thus protected.

Only the 
leading clubs in the race draw good 
gates, and then chances must be taken 
with the weather. True, lacrosse is 
played rain or shine, but a wet day cuts 
a big figure in the gate receipts, no 
matter how good the teams.

It is known that Shamrock. Capital, 
Montreal, Toronto and Tecumsehs arc 
in favor of the idea, but National and 
Cornwall clubs have not yet expressed 
an opinion.

Tlie new arrangement of course would 
mean the appointment qf a paid execu­
tive to look after the affairs of the 
league, and each team would need a 
manager, who might lie one of the play-

The members of the executives of the 
different clubs in the N. L. U. are dis­
cussing the proposal and more will be 
heard of it as the season advances.

If the new arrangement goes through 
it is further proposed to reduce the 
teams to ten aside, the playing spare 
to 100. instead of 120 yards, and the 
playing tim-; to 15 instead of 20 minute 
quarters.

PRINCE FAINTS 
IN COURT ROOM
Philip Zu Euienburg Taken Sick - 

While Being Examined.

Mixed Up in the Rennd-Tnble 
Scandals in Germany.

Commiisien of Docteri Thonght He 
Had Been Shamming.

Berlin. July 7.—Prince Philip Zu Eul­
er burg liad an attack of heart -failure 
in court to-day whiffle undergoing an ex­
amination at the -hands of ;p’iyv£oians to 
determine hia physical fitness to stand 
■trio I on charges of perjury alleged to 
have been committed during the Harden 
Aon Moltke vase, which was on out­
growth of the “round table” acandalB of 
1907.

When the proceedings opened to-day 
tlui presiding judge asked the prince If 
-he was able to follow them. Zu Euie-n- 
Imrg. who was pale an<| who seemed to 
lie suffering, answered that he did not 
think so. The judge -thereupon remind 
eri the primer that the commissi on of 
pliyeicia-ths,, ujxm arriving at the oosrtle 
"of 'Tiehcniberg. had seen the. prince 
wtvllciug in the grounds, but Ohnt -he had 
at once emtered the ca-vtle and gone to 
bed.

The meimlvers of Hhe comm tori on de­
clared that in t.henr opinion blue pri.itec 
wa-> sufficiently s-lrm-g to stand the 
trial. They declared he -h-ad shmrto.ted 
weakness a.nd 'had held his breath in or­
der to increase his pulse. The prince, 
who wus sitting in an easy chair, arose 
a I these remarks and stood trembling 
-before his accusers. Resting -his hand 
on the railing in front of him. he «aid:

‘"That is not true! That is not. true! 
I have never pretended, f have an in­
terest in being well. 1 want to geit. 
through with this trial, and what would 
be the sense of my pretending?”

“Why did you -hold your breath dur 
ing the medical examination?" a-sked the 
judge.

"I did no such thing." retorted the 
prince, shaking with excitement.

The public pros peut or thereupon de- 
inr.ndvd that the prince he placed under 
arrest and not permitted to give harJI. 
Before ruling on this request, the judge 
■consulted with his cxillva-gnies on the 
bendi and decided that Zu Failen-burg 
should be examined by Prof. Kraus, who 
was present. The emut room wae 
cleared and the examination begun.

While undergoing it the prince wa* 
seized with cramps. H-'s pulse rose to 
132. and he fainted away. The Princess 
Zu Euienburg and the princess’ son 
were thereupon summoned from the 
witness* room. Restoratives were ap­
plied a.ml after -the prince had partially 
regained consciousness the court reas 
semblpd. The prince lay on an invalid 
(hair, with his eves dosed. Prof. Kraus 
declared that, the prince was not able 
to go on with the trial, whereupon the 
public prosecutor withdrew his motion 
for arrest and the case was adjourned 
indefinitely.
