For a week past the New York papers
bave been publishing details, made up of
facts and rumours in varying proportion,
relative to the accidental death, or sui-
cide (it is not yet settled which,) of the
President of the Brooklyn Trust Com-
pany, and the suspension of the concern,
which immedistely followed.
