Wreck of the Barque ‘Rivoli.’

CHANNEL, PORT AU BasQUE,
September 23, 1873,

On Sunday morning, the 21st inst., at 2
a.m., this ill-fated barque, Corriveau mas-
ter, struck upon the reefs of Duck Island,
near Cape Ray,and 1 a few hours became
a total wreck. The previousevening and
most of Saturday was very thick and fog-
gy, the wind here having veered from S.
S E. to S. W,, blowing hard, and with a
very heavy sea running, which broke pre-
viously over the reefs and islands all along

450 tons burthen, saiizd {rom Barbadoes
on the Ist of September, with a cargo of
800 puncheons of mb>lasses, bound for
Quebec. It would appear, from what has
been gathered from Captain Corriveau
and the crew of the vessel, that the light
upon Cape Ray, which burst suddenly in
view through the gloom and fog, was mis-
taken for one of the lights upon St. Paul's
Island, and that on bearing off to clear
the supposed island, the vessel ran inex-
tricably among the reefs and breakers.
The place is one of the very worst spots
of all the coast of Newfoundland, especi-
ally when the wind and sea are coming
from the Westward,—as they were upon
this occasion.
Early as was the hour when the catas-
trophe happened, and dark and dismal
as was the night, little time elapsed before
the alarm was given, first among the few
poor and scattered fishermen of Grand
Bay, and afterwards communicated with
wild fire rapidity to Channel and Port au
Basque, where every hut and house sent

termination to do all in their power to
rescue human life. In the meantime all

ed than they were dashed to pieces and
one man was drowned ; the ship herself
breaking up fast. As she first grounded,
her mast was towards the land, and the
poor fellows were crowded forward to
get what little shelter they could from
the raging sea, that incessantly broke all
over and around them; but that very
temporary place of security they were
aestined soon to be deprived of, for she
was dashed round as upon a pivot in the
reverse position, with her stern towards
the shore. By 8 o’clock on Sunday morn-
ing the fore and main masts were gone,
the degk and sides completely knocked
away, the cargo washed out, anl all the
barrels stoven, and the remmnant of the
ship laid a helpless mass, crumbling away
bit by bit before the fury of the merciless
waves, which dashed with a ceaseless and
relentless roar all round. The wretched
crew had by this time betaken themselves
to the remains of the poop, which, with
the mizen mast, still stood, and it was a
sad and painfully exciting sight to wit-
ness these poor creatures still clinging
nstinctively to life, all hope of saving
which, by human means, seemed utterly
to have vani-hed! Nevertheless, hel
less as the poor fellows’ case appeared,
help was at hand, and thanks, under Pro-
vidence, to the daring. indomitable perse-
verance and endurance of three poor fish-
ermen In particular, whose names 1 shall
presently record, ten out of the eleven
hands wha composed the crew, were safe-
ly brought to land, These three men
are by name respectively, Wiiliam Ralph
Blakeburn, Joseph Moison and George
Buckley; and it is by no means intended
to detract from the merits of others, when
all did their best manfully and with a
will, or to make any invidious distinc-
tions, that these names are specially men-
tioned, but to record the fact, that they
were the leg lcrs an | master spirits in car~
rying what may well be called tke_forlorn
hope. Ralph Blakeburm, and 1 believe
the two others@lso; live in a solitary (or
nearly solitary) hit at Jack Gale's Cove,
at the extreme south western point of
this peninsula, At a very early hour,
having become aware of the disaster, these
three men proceeded with a small Hat
amidst all the tumult of the elements, to
attempt to eftect a landing upon Duck
Island, being the nearest or indeed only
land by which the wreck could be ap—-
proached. To land on Duck Island un-
der the circumstances was a feat in itself,
requiring the greatest skill, courage and
activity; but they got safely to the shore
and dragged their flat over the Island for
nearly halfa mile to a pomt as near to the
wreck as possible, where the rescue must
be effected, if to be done at all. Between
this place and the wreck a rock rises its
rounded head over the water’s edge at
low tide and calm weather; but at the
present time it was but as the centre of
a boiling cauldron of breakers. Fortun-
ately the tide was ebbing and all depend-
ed upon the chance of getting a line to
connect with the wreck from the rock be-
fore the tide rose again, when certain ut-
ter destruction was inevitable. It was at
this juncture that the cool intrepidity of
the Briti<h sailor (Raiph Blakeburn is an
old man of war’'s man) so conspicuously
displayed itsolf on the part of the three
adventurers. Having procured a line of
sufficientlength—i.e. a rope usually term-~
ed a rode by the fishermen—a boathook
was firmly secured to the end of it, with
which they advanced in the flat, watching
the recession of the tide, and keenly look—
ing out for an cpportunity, till at length
with a rush they were enabled to get a
foothold on the rock, their retreat being
secured by another line between the flat
and the island, where plenty of hands
were now in readiness to give their aid,
On board the wreck a line was prepared
in the same manner, and the next thing

certain death staring them in the face,
should their efforts fail to accompiish the
same end. Mercifully it sncceeded at

How this man escaped with life is a mys-
tery ; for not only was he dashed over and
through the breakers, but he was sur-
rounded aud repeatedly overwhelmed by
the puncheons of the cargo, which at the
time were driving about in every direc-
tion and smashing against the rocks; yet
as if by a miracle he was carried over and
finally launched into comparatively safe
water, where he was picked up by a boat
more dead than alive. Ile was quite in-
sensible for some time afterwards, but
soon recovered when some simple resto -
ratives were applied. Great credit is due
to one Samuel Yearns, who persisted 1n
taking his boat, to make a last eftort to
save this man, while all the other look-
<ers on had given him up as already dead.
When the safety of the crew was an-
nounced, which nearly every one present
looked upon as a matter of 1mpos~ibility,
a thrill of joy and thankfulness ran like
an electric spark through the little com-
munity ; the first words in every mouth
being, as one met another—¢Thank God
they are safe, but have lost everything
and are nearlynaked ! Suchwas indeed
literally their condition, and many of
those who were nearest the place of land-
ing stripped themselves as far as decency
would permit, to clothe and comfort them.
Before the night closed in food and cov-
ering was supplied by voluntary contri-
bution to the poor destitute creatures,
and all concerned had the satisfaction of
knowing that if they still lacked many
comforts whichmight hava been supplied
at a more favored locality, they were at
all events safe from the fearful perils to
which they had been so lately exposed.
The case of shipwreck above recorded
‘suggests the necessity of an effort being
made for having some systematic plan
adopted at this and other like places to
provide against such emergencies. With-
in the last two or thee'months there have
been no less than three wrecks within a
few miles of thig place ; and there appears
to be neither special appliances of any
kind, or any petson in particular author—
ised toact proniptly on such occasions,
when prompt action may many time be
the means, notlonly of alleviating suf-
fering, but of saving hnman life. It is true
that (in this case at least) the people gen
erally have behaved nobly, and shown
great generosity and hospitality ; but
ithey are for the greater part very poor,
and can ill afford to supply any of the
necessaries of life beyond the imperative
requirements of their own families, with-
out assistance or renumeration. As to
the exertions of the three men Blake-
burn, Moison and Buckley, ard I may
alsoadd Yearns as a fourth, they cannot
be overestimated, and I am firmly of
opinion that it their conduct was properly
represented to the Humane Society they
would not be permitted to go unreward-
ed. For the present I would appeal to
the sympathies ot the countrymen of the
wrecked crew in particular, and to a gen-
erous public in_general in their behalf,

Watts, Esq., was chosen Foreman, hav-
ing been sworn by the Clerk of the
Peace, was charged as follows by his
Honour : —

Mr, g’oreman and Gentlemen of the Grand
ury :

It affords us sincere pleasure to inform
you there is no business ¢f a criminal
character to occupy your attention on the
present occasion. The quarter just clos-
ed has been unmarked by any instance
of serious crime in this town, and the
Police Calendar has not been so light for
many previous years. ;

1t is satisfactory to know that the re-
sult of the Shore fishery, as far as this Bay
is concerned, has been better the present
season than that of last year, and it is to
be hoped the Labrador fishery at its close
may be found equally remunerative to all
concerned in this important branch of our
industries.

The potato crop,upon which many fami
lies in this dis:1ic: mainly depend for sub-
sistence during the winter months, has
fortunately been free from disease the
present season, and the quality 1s most
excellent. The condition and circum-
stances of the laboring classes would be
greatly improved if they would pay more
attention to the cultivation of the land
as a means of support, and depend less
upon uncertain fisheries.

Our public streets and roads are now
in excellent condition. Much good work
has been done the present season under
the superintendence of the Road Board,
especially on Harvey Stréet, which is now
equal to any street in the Island. The
new Dock and Landing Place at the foot
of Bannerman Street, recently finished by
order of the Board of Works, is a sub-
stantial improvement, and will be a great
benefit to the inhabitants of that locality
and to the public generally.

| To THE EDIpR OF THE CHRONICLE. ]

DEAR Sir.—

On Sundg forenoon, September
14th, some ofthe inhabitants of Little
Codroy Riverdiscovered the hull of a
vessel labortg in the trough of the
waves, about hree or four miles sea-
ward from Ne-West Cove. They im-
mediately setout in five boats towards
the wreck. 'he day was fine, but the
sea high.  'hey boarded the wreck
before sunset and discovered it to be a
schooner of oer 60 tons,—her register
afterwards fond, showed her to be 60,
On her stern 3 white letters was paint-
ed the name “Three Brothers,” Petite,
Riviere, N. S, with a compass and
square. Shc¢ was laden with green
fish, and suplied with all materials ne-
cessary for th prosecution of the cod..
fishery. The towed her ashore afte
three days ontinuous labor, never
letting her gcall that time. Having
pumped her dy they discovered in the
forecastle the bdies of five men in an
advanced statoof decomposition. They
were dressed i their oil clothes and evi-
dently prepard for heavy weather.
They had beerdead about three weeks,
and doubtless net their fate in the ter-
rible storm of August 25th.  The bo-
dies were plaed in deal coffins, and
buried with al decency and respect in
the vicinity ofthe English cemctery at
Little Codroy River.  Several articles
of clothing, &c, were discovered,which
can be had byrelatives of the deccased
on application io John MclIsaae, Little
River. Amon; the articles discovered
was a small sun of money, consisting
of $5.25 whichwas expended in  bury-
ing the bodies. In another trunk was
found the sumof 22 shillings, a hand-
kerchief and stekings marked M,M.H.
a boat, or fishjack, marked J. T.; a
book of Protesact hymns, with music
notes, on one laf of which was written
James L. Riesq, Petite Riviere, This
book was entirdy destroyed by the wa~
ter. An Koglih Protestant Bible was
found, on whicx was written in several
places, “ Milfo'd Fralick, A.p. 1852 ;
Miliord Fralidk, *maney beblony’ (?)
July 8, 1870, oa board the schooner
¢ Alliance’ ;" alio on the back cover of
the same book, * David abbot, born in
the year 1825.” This book is not al-
together destroyed. Some boots and
clothes of smaler size, evidently be-
longing to a boy were also found, but
no body correspmding to them was dis-
covered,  The schooner was rogie.
tered at Lunenburg, N. S, and be
longed I believe, to Perry & Sons,
[n the hope that these particulars may
tend to dispel the anxiety, and allay
the grief of the relatives of these unfor-
tunate men, and assist them 1u recover-
ing some of the objects as mementoes
of the departed, I beg the insertion of
these particulars in your Journal, and
