Your
wel'-wishing in regard to us and our
subjects is well evidenced, asalso the
pious disposition by which, regret-
ting what your forefathers have
done, you frequently evoke the
memory of those times fruitful in
holiness and glory,” He then pre-
mises to further religious recon-
ciliation in every possible way.

Maynooths’ Centenary.

On Wednesday and Thursday,

June 26th and 27th, the centenary

aoniversary of Maynooth College,

Ireland, was celebrated with solemn

pomp at that institution. As we

feel sure our readers will be inter est-

ed in some account of this famous

college,we take these extracts from a
sketch of its history contained in an
artiole contributed to the American
Catholic Quarterly Review, in Jan-
uary last, by & member of its facul-
ty, Rev. John F. Hogan: A bill
was introduced in the Irish Parlia

ment on the 24th of April, 1795, for
the purpose of making provision
“for the better education for persons
professing the Popish or Roman
Catholio religion.” The bill was
presented by Mr. Secretary Orde and
seconded by Henry Grattan, It
passed ‘both houses without any
difficulty, and on the sth of June re-
ceived the roysl assent. On the
28th of July the trustees provided
for in the bill met in the chambers
of the Lord Ckancellor in the old
Parliament house in College Green
aod discussed the question of the
site of the new orllage. Several
proposals were submitted, but it was
finally decided to accept the offer of
the Duke of L-inatery who was
anxius that the coMege should be
established on his own estate, and
who was prepared to grant 54 acres

of land at a reasonable fee and at an
L J

lics,” (3) tells us that on another
occasion Dr. Hussey accowmpanied
Sir John Webb on a visit to Vienna.

Notwithstanding his wordly as-
sociations Dr Hussey was ever &
profoundly religious man—the same
in faet, who wished in his carly
years to be buried forever in the
Monastery of La Trappe, His zesl in
the Catholic cause knew no limits
and his zesl was surpassed only by
his sucess and the wonderful
charm of bis personal influence
over the statesmen and; people of
the wold with whom he was
brought into contact. He was ac-
cordingly designated, by the nature
of things, as the fittest man to carry
out the new project of the govern-
ment at Maynooth, He was left
however, only for a few years at the
head of the infant establishment
when he was promatedto the bishop-
ric of Waterford, His reign in the
episcopul ranks was of very short
duraiion, but was signalized by bis
presence at the conferences held in
Paris for the drawing up of the
concordat between the First Napo-
leon and Pope Pius V1L, at which
he acted in conjunction with Car-
dinal Consalvi and the Archbishop
of Corinth, receiving for his diplo-
matic delicacy and tact the thanks
of the Pope. His health was shat-
tered by the annoyance he got on
acocount of his first pastoral letter
which was a splendid, manly ex-
position of Cathelic dootrine righis
and duties, and a bold denunciation
of the oppression to which the Cathc-
lio soldiery in hisdiocese, weresubject-

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In our last issws we published
the statement prgynted to Parkis
ment, by the l“l’«le.("ul Governient
regarding the course to be purgu-
ed by it on the question of ros
medial legislation ol the minority
in' Manitoba ; and clir parliament-
ar‘y\'repnrb, this \".‘}:\zk, will .afford
a fair idea of the discussions con
sequent upon the announcement,
in both houses, of the Cabinet's
decision. In view of all the ecir-
cumstances, and of the positive
and emphatic assurances given
by the Premier, the discision ar-
rived at by the Govermmnent is
possibly the best that could rea-
sonably be expected. If, even by
the most strained interpretation
it can be read into the reply cf
the Manitoba Government to the
remedial order, that an amicable
settlement of the question may bz
expected Wwithout the interferencs
of Federal authority, by all means
let ths Manitobans have the most
ample opportunity. By granting
this delay, and by affording the
Manitoba Government this further
chance of righting the wrong they
have perpetrated, every vestige of
excuse on the ground of hasty
action shall be removed. Should
they fail to accept the olive branch
held out to them, and refuse to
act, then, those who might now
be disposed to refuse the Domin-
ion Government their support in
this matter, on the plea that every
effort had not been exhausted, will
no longer occupy a tenable posi-
tion.

As is always the case when any
very important -question comes
before the public, all kinds of
opinions are expressed, by all
kinds of persons, regarding re-
medial legislation, the duty of
the Dominion Government and
Parliament, Provincial rights, ete.

. There are not wanting, of course,
those who boldy assert that re-
medial Jegislation should not be
granted. Is there any foundation
in fact for argument of this kind ?
The minority in Manitoba are not
asking for any privileges; they
arc simply demanding, in a con-

- stitutional way, to have restored
to them rights of which _they
have been deprived by the Pro-
vineial Government: These rights
are bound up with the conscien-
tious convictions of those consti-
tuting the ninority in Manitoba,
and those who deprive them of
these rights or endeavor to force
upon them a condition of things
which theif consciences cannot ap-
prove, are persecutors. Let those
who take strong ground in opposi-
tion to remedial legislation im-
agine themselves in the position
of the aggrieved. Would the pre-
tence of Provincial rights, on
which they now harp so loudly
induce them to forgo their own
rights and suffer persecution ?
Supposing the minority in Mani-
toba had happened to be Protest-
ant instead of Catholic, would we
hear so much about the invasion
of Provincial rights by the Federal
authorities ; would there be so
many advocates for delay or non-
interference on the part of the
Dominion Government ? Were
the Government of Quebee to
legislate, on educational matters
in such manner as to place the
minority in that province under
the same disadvantages as the
Catholics of Manitoba are now
suffering from, what would we
hear from those ardent advocates
of Provincial rights and non-in-
terference 2 Is it not morally
certain that we would find them
knocking at the doors of Parlia-
ment and demanding full and
prompt relief, and threatening to
smash confederation to atoms, un-
less such were granted ? These
are considerations, that those op-
posing remedial legislation would
do well to ponder.

As will be seen by our Parlia-
mentary report, the three French
Ministers, representing the Pro-
vince of Quebec, Sir' Adolphe
Caron, Hon. Messrs Ouimet and
Angers, seemed at first to be un-
able to agree to all the details of
the plan adopted by their col-
leagues in the Cabinet, and one of
them Hon Mr. Angers, has with—
drawn from the Government. The
other two have retained their port-
folios. We cannot help express-
ing regret that anything of this
ind should have happened; as
every such incident is enlarged
upon by the opponents of the
Government.in the hope of politi-
cal advantage. At the same time,

iwe have no right to sit in judge-
ment on the conduct of these
ministers. They, themselves are
the best judges of the position they
occupy ; of their relations
with their colleagues in the Gov-
ernment and their duties to the
Province they represent. It isa
source of deep regret that Mr.
Angers has not seen his way clear
to remain in the Government, and
no one felt this regret more keen-
ly or expressed it more emphatic-
ally than Premier Bowell. The
Premier while expressing regret
at Mr. Anger’s decision to leave
the Cabinet, gave him credit tor

When the orders of the day were
lled in the House of Commons, on
Tuesday the gth, Mr. Laurier rose
and said: “l now renew the ques-
i tion which I put list evening to my
{hon friend with regard to tbe resign-
tation of certain members of the ad-
ministration.” Hon Mr Fostor—Mr.
Speaker—all that I can say to my
hon. friend and to the house is that
I have not any authority from His
Excellency, the Governor-Generzl, to
make a statement other than this,
that no resignations have as yet been
|receiced by him. This statement
!did not satisfy Mr Laurier and he
‘made i speech of some length, aitack-
ling the Gavernment, winding up by
{ woving the adj urnment of the House.
|

Mr. Foster was received with loud
cheers by supporters .of the govern-
muent.  He said : The hon. gentle.
man who had jast taken his seat, if he
fit n tstart with thic, closely foll yw-
ad his opening remarks with the state-
ment that today witnessed a proceed-
ing unpreceden:ed, cr a state of things
unprecedented in the history of the
government of this country. I am
quite willing to admit with him that
this phrase was well chosen, although
I would apply it in a different way
from the application in which he evid-
ently meant it should be made. 1
say it is athing uunprecederted in
the parliamentary history of this coun-
try thatan hon. gentleman leading
her majesty’s opposition should, on
the strength of mere rumor, (derisive
laugater from opposition benches)
newspaper or common rumor, should
come to the conclusion that in the
firat place any part of this country,
any one of its provinces, was unre-
presented in the government, and
that even if it were unrepresented,that
so long as there was a governmen!
that held the confidence of the house
and had its majority that therefore it
could not carry on the affairs of the
goverament. Sir, my hon. friend, as
[ stated, has nothing better than ru-
mor on which to go. He asked me
for authentic information. He re-
ceived the whole modicum of authen-
tic information that I could give, and
he should have rested satisfied with
that. He should have restrained
his ardent impetuosity to force the
position. He could bave waited in
a stalesmanlike and calm manner
(opposttion laughter) until we learn
the truth from authoritative sources
in a full and explicit statement to the
house, and then have taken whatever
action seemed to him in the premises
But, Sir, he chose another position
and in doing that he made a brave
charge and fcllowed that up by a seri-
ous motion. On mere rumor he has
put himself in the position of taking
a stand which is certainly unpreced-
eated in the parliamentary history of
Canada. Sir, he leaped to a conclu-
sion from a newspapcr rumor that
because there were vacant seats in the
ministerial benches, that therefore the
members who formerly were in those
seats, and whom he would like to see
there now, were no longer members
of the government; no longer in
union or harmony wit1 the govern-
ment, And he leaped from that
conclusion to a st:li broader conclu-
sion, that one of the provioces of the
dominion was totally unrepresented
and that therefore the house could
not proceed with their business. He
was wrong in both. He bas not the
slightest foundation or authority for
taking the position he did, and he
could only have taken that potition
upon an authoritative statement made
by consent of His excellency the gov-
ernor general to this house. He is
curiously inaccurate in his statement
even though his assumptions were
warrantzd by facts to the extent to
which his enquiry went because he
must remember that the province of
Quebec has severval representatives
and that if, even he were correct in
basing upon the fact that which he
has based upon rumor, he must still
recollect that the province of Quebec
has members in the cabinet with
whose names rumor has not been busy
and in refere« ce to whom he has no
right even upon the basis of rumor
to make a statement before this house.
He went on to state the doctrine that
if it ever happened in the government
of thiscountry that.any one of its
provinces was for the time being un—
represented in the cabinet, that there
fore there was no coastitutional right
or at least by unwritten law, there was
no right by custom for the govere-
ment to base the government action
upon. It merely needs that I state this
to show its untenable character, and
[ imagine that in cooler moments
and when not acting under the ex-
citement which is evidently pressing
upon my hon friend just now (laugh-
ter) he would not attempt to maintain
that either as good constitutional
doctrine or as good statesmanship.
Sir, I have no intention of carrying
on this discussion further. I have
no intention of fcllowing my hon.
friend on his devious pathway of ry
mors of what he may have heard ; of
what may have been told to him
and whispered to him. In due
course of time I shall be able to
make an -authoritative statement to
this house, and when I make that it
will be open for my hon friend, pos-
sessing his soul in patience in the
meantime, to accept the situation as
he has so often had to do on previous
occasions.  (Cheers and laughter),

After observations from Mr. Mills
(Bothwell,) Sir Hector Langevin said :
I agree with the statement made by
the leader of the opposition about the
composition of a government in Canada.
I agree that the large provinces such as
Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick should be represented pro-
perly in the government, and that is
what we have seen for the last twenty
years and more. At this moment we
see two seats on the treasury benches
vacant. The question has been put to
the leader of the house, what is the rea-
son of thege seats not being occupied.
The leader of the house says he is not
ip a position to give an answer to that
question now. Those seats have been
vacant since yesterday. This is the

second sitting and the leader of the op-
position says that under these circam-
stances the goverament have no right
to proceed with the bnsiness of the
house because the province of Quebec,
80 far as thoss two seats are concerned,
is not represented. Well,-sir, Ido not
think there is a member of this house
who would more than 1 ask that my
province should be represented in the
government. I hope that province is
now represstted in the government and
ifitis not cow represented I have no
doubt that the leader of the house and
the first minister will see that it shall
ba represented immediately. (Some
members, hear, hear.) I do not know
what the bor. gentlemen would wish if
the word “‘immediately” is not sufficlent
for them. For my part, I am not dis-
posed on a motion to adjourn the house
to vote non-confidence in the govern-
ment which I have supported from the
beginning of the session. If the leader
of the house comes down with a state-
ment about those vacant seats and
gives a reason why they are vacaut
which is not acceptable, I am not tha
man to say yes to the government under
such circumstances. If a vote of non-
confidence is then required, of course I
shall give it, but now I shall certainly
not support a motion made by the hon.
leader of the opposition. (Conservative
cheers.) Mr. Dupont, Speaking in
French, re-echoed 8ir Hector Langeving
statements. The house then divided.
Mr. Laurier’s motion to adjourn was
negatived by 111 to 72. Mr. Lepine,
member for Montreal east,,was the only
Conservative who voted against the gov-
ernment.

In the fenate, on Wednesday at the
opsning of the sitting, Senator Scolt
said : 'Before the orders of the day are
called, I should like to ask the premier
if he is able now to relieve the tension
of opinion on an important question,
the rumors outgide, which are some-
what confirmed by an empty chair.
1think parliament is entitled to soms
explanation under the circumstances.
It is the usual practice in the British
parliament, and other parlisments when
a crisis arises that both houses are
tkaen into the confidence of the govern-
ment. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—The hon
gentleman is guite correct as to the par-
liamontary and constitutional practice
on & question of this kind. I am not, I
am sorry to say, in a position to relieve
the tension of the houn. gentleman’s
mind at the present moment, but I
promise him that there is no boubt I
shall be enabled to relieve him of all
anxiety as to the matter to-morrow at
three o’clock. In the commons Mr.
Lauriersaid : “I would now ask the
minister of finance whether he can
give any information to the house to-
day with regard to the resignations of
three members of the administration.
Mr. Foster—Mr. Speaker, I think I will
have to ask my hon. friend to caltivate
the virtue of patience for a littie while
longer. Tomorrow when the house as-
sembles I shall make a positive state-
ment in reference to the matter. Mr.
Laurier—My hon. friend has asked me
so often to cultivate that virtue that I
think I have it to perfection now.
(Laughter.) Asan evidence of it I will
wait wuntil to-morrow. (Renewed
laughter.)

In the House of Commons on Thurs-
day, on the orders of the day being
called,‘Mr. Girouard of Jacques Cartier,
rose and said - I wish to put the follow-
ing question to the leader of the House :
Will the negotigtions to be enter-
ed into with Manitoba relating to
the schools, unless they bring in an ac-
ceptable arrangement in the lines of the
remedial order and the terms of the
jndgment of the privy council of the 29th
January, 1895, preclude or postpone the
introduction of the remedial iegislation
announced in your statement of Monday
last? Hon. Mr. Foster—My answer
simply is, they will not. Mr. Laurier—
I see that everything is sereme once
more in the atmosphere of the cabinet.
(Cheers and laughter.) Perhaps the
hon. gentleman will be able to give us
information a8 to the non-existing crisis
which was supposed to exist, Mr. Fos-
ter—I am glad that my hon. friend
ghows such skill in reading political
weather predictions, if I may so de-
nominate them. I have bnut very few
remarks to make in reply to the ques-
tions which have been put by my hon.
friend on previous occasions and repeat”
ed today. Some differences arose be-
tween members of the cabinet with
reference to the question of remedial
legislation. The statement which I
made the other day to the honse gave
the positson of the government on that
matter. The differencesin the cabinet
arose chiefly on two lines. Some of our
colleagues were of the opinion that it
was useless and consequently unneces-
sary to prolong negotiations with the
Manitoba government with a view to a
settlement of the question by that
government themselves. The other
quostion of difference arose consequent-
ly from that. They believe that remed-
ial legislation should be introduced at
once, starting from the premise - that

the action of the Manitoba government
and legislature itself. [ mneed not re-
iterate the position of the government.
That was shown in the statement I
made the other day in this housa. Both
those positions were taken in thaf
statement. The &He that we wou'd
grant to Manitoba a certain amount of
time iu the hope that negotiations would
be entered into aud an amicable settle-
ment of this question arrived at. The
other was that in so intricate and im-
portant a question the greatest deliber-
ation was negessary in the perfecting of
legislation in the matter and that no
remedial legislation should be introduc-
od this session. Those differences of
opinisn were canvassed by the diffsrent
members of the government. I regret
to say that one of our colleagues who
has not & seat in this house fiads it im-
possible to accade to the view of the
mojority of the governm-g', while still
holding very firmly and stroogly to his
view that remedial legislation should be

Coal Mining Under the Sea.

It is proposed to carry into effzct a
project which aims at brisging from
below the lowest depth of Sydney
harbor, New South Wales, the coal
which geologists predicted would be
found there, which has actually been
tested by diamond drill borings.
Transport, in a recent issue, contains
a very flattering account of tise scheme
now being floated on the Londos
market, from which the following par-
ticulars are obtained: Important
coal fields had been developed both
north and south of Sydney—at New-
castle and Bulli —but up to
the present the intervening area has
been left practiczlly untouched, al-
though plainly shown on the Govern-
ment maps of forty years ago. The
unquestionable advantages which
would follow the opening of coal
mines in the very heart of the capital
of the colony have led to the forma-
tion of a company, and induce our
contemporary to take a most san-
guine view of the outlook. Sydney
is an important shippping port, where
the lines of many steamship com-
panies converge, and the coal of the
bed in question is in demand for
bunker use and export. The bor-
ings were made under the superinten-
dence of the Miners' Depattment of
New South Wales, partly on account
of geological interes!, and panly with
the very ulterior view of raising re-
venue. The seam was found within
thirty feet of the depth predicted by
the geclogists, in a bore hole 2 700
feet deep. For 1,500 feet the berings
passed through a compact sandstone,
claimed to be impermeable to water.
The seam itself is ten feet three inches
thick, of which six feet is clzan coal
free from sand The shafts to be
sunk will be within two hundred feet
of deep water, so that the situation
will be unique, the saving on cost of
transportation from the nearest mines
now working being from seventy-five
cents to a dollar a ton, The parent

London’s Cathedral.
Cardinal Vaughar, on June 29th,
laid the foundation stone of the new
Cathclic Cathedral at Westminster.
The site of the building, which is to
cost £150,000, is ia the rear of Ashley
Gardens. Cardinal Vaughan headed
tbe procession from his house in
Carl:on Place to the Cathedral. Car-
iinal Vavghan was fcllowed by Car—
dinal Logue, of Armagh Primate
of all Ireland, after whom came sev-
aral bishops and 300 members of the
clergy, wearing cassocks. Arriving at
the new Cathedral the procession
entered the temporary sanctuary and
took their places behind the altar
cross. Seats had been reserved for
the French, Belgian and Portuguese
Ministers. The Duke of Norfolk,
the Dowager Duchess of Newcastle,
Lord Ashburnham, Lord Denbigh,
Commoner Matthews and the Mexi-
can Miuister to Great Britain were
\mbng those present at the ceie-
monies. After Low Mass had been
said and prayers offered, Cardinal
Vaughan pronounced a blessing upon
the stone. Cardinal Gibbons tcle-
graphed his regret at the fact that he
cotl1 not arrive in time, although it
was the dearest wish of his heart to be
present. Cardinal Vaughan, at the
luncheon given after the laying of the
corner-stone, toasted the Pope first
and then the queer, and it is thought
this will probatly create comment, as
it did when Lord Mayor Stuart Knill
did the same. During the course of
his remarks the Cardinal foretold the
return of England to the Catholic
faith. The luncheon was attended by
nearly all the members of the Catholic
pobility in Eogland.

Tho site of the new Cathedral has
been lying vacant for nearly twelve
years. Itssituation is unique. Stand-
ing about a mile from Hyde Park
correr, close to Victoria Street, in a
circumference which embraces the
Houses of Parliament,the Government
Office , the Royal Palaces and the
ancient Minister in which the sover-
cigns are crowned, it is the very heart
and centre of the Empire.

E g'and Mr. Bentley’s plan covers
54,000 square f:et. The Cathedral
will be 350 feet long, 156 feet wide,
and 9o feet high. The nave will be
240 feet in length, with 6o feet of
clear width; and there will be tran-
septs, aisles and side chapels. In the
apse, the floor of which will be raised
some feet above the level of the nave,
will be the monks’s choir, as in Sant’
Ambrogio of Milan, visible from the
main entrance. The canons’ stalls
will be in the sanctuary. A figure of
Christ crucified over the high altar
will be the central feature to rivet
attention. The style is Byzantine,
like that of Sant’ Ambrogio, with cer-
tain details suggested by San Marco,
of Venice, and San Vitale, of Ravenna.
The characteristic of the building will
be the great open space of the nave
and transepts. For obvious reasons
it has been decided to avoid any ap-
p2arance of rivalry with ibhe neighbor-
ing Minister. A strong effort will be
made to finish the bu:lling within two
years, so as to honor the thirteenth
century of the landing of St. Augus-
tine in England by the opening of the
Metropclitan Cathedral. This idea
will gommend itself to the Catholic
English-speaking race, both at home
and abroad.

Poor ot Paris at Mass

My Angel Guardian directed my
rteps this morning to the Basilica of
the Sacred Heart at Montmartre, says
a Paris correspondent writing under
date of April 29. Many were moving
in the same direction, but never did I
see gathering into a Parisian church
such a set of worshippers. There was
not a trace of French elegance in the
appearance Or costumes Or manners
of the crowd. Those whom I noticed
were all poorly clad, and exhibited
unmistakable signs of habitual misery.
What did it mean? The explanation
came, when making my way into the
crypt of the Basilica, I was informed
that the eight o’clock Mass about to
be celebrated was the “Mass of the
Poor.” The Mass of the poor Isaid !
Ves! Look around. These ase all
poor men ; many of them homeless;
friendless ; some mendicants, 2ll in
want. Some time ago the Oblate
Father Lemius who is the First Chap-
lain here, conceived the idea of trying
to assemble the outcasts of Paris with-
in the walls of the Basilica conse-
crated to the Sacred Heart, that he
might relieve their wants with food
and alms, and that he might comfort
them with the blessings of religion.
The intimation was given and quickly
spread among the occupants of cellars
and garrets and darksome hiding
placer, and large numbers flacked to
Montmartre, Special services were
inaugurated, a committee of pious
men and women formed ; the Obl1tes
of the community consecrated to the
poor by their religious profession,
entered cordially into the designs of
the Superior, and the project was from
the outset an unmistakable success.
Ali through the weary weeks of the
past terrible winter the good work
went on, increasing in importance as
it went. The hundreds of the first
reunions swelled to thousands, and
many of those who came at first in
the hope of temporal relief—which
they certaialy nee¢ded—have become
regular attendants ut the religious
services, and are carryingon a veril-
able apostolate among their poor
neighbors and their brothers in mis-
fortune.

The excellence of the work was put
before my eyes to-day. As Ientered
the crypt and passed through the
crowded benches, and turned a timid
glance towards their occupants I
quickly realized thai I was in the
midst of the poor. he tourist in his
ficst visit to Paris is generally pleased,
if not delighted, by the appearance of
the Farisiane, tasfefully attired, well
mannered, bright and courteous as
they are, but now and again he is
#1mest startled by the sight of strange,
su'len, ill-visaged beings, who seem to
bz out of place in the streets of tLe
gay city and quite out of their el=ment
in contaet with the refjned Parisian.
Here we had in the crypt not a few of
these strange beings, but a multitude.
I did not imagine there were so many
poor men in Paris as I saw_around
me. I am not going &2 describe their
featyres oridress. Hunger, hardship,
and misfortune had transformed many
from what they were, and left them
marked, scarred, bruised and unlovely.
Here and there one could notice
traces of bygone refinement and
respectability. How many a sad
story was shut up within the hearts of
those around me. Whatever the past
—whatever its follies and faults and
sins—these poor people were in the
right place and doing the right thing
now, and I could only think of them
as God’s poor brought together in the
sanctuary of the Sacred Heart that
they might find rest and comfort and
hope. The holy Mass celzbrated by
Father Ring, O. M. L, of Inchicore,
began, and to my astonishment and
delight, the prayers of the priest at
the altar were accompanied through-
out the Mass by the hymns sung io
unison by the great body of worship-
pers. I have heard many wel! train—
ed choirs and enj 'y good music when
I hear i, but I have seldom listened
to music so stirring, so pleasant, so
suggestive of the holy things asthe
mutic at the “Mass of the Poor” at
M ntmartre. An eloquent sermon
was preached, Holy Communion
was giver, and Benediction ended
the religious ceremonies.  The
preacher stated in his discourse that

The religious exercises ended,
the Committee and Fathers took their
poor friends in hands, entertained
them, fed them, comforted them, and
giving them a supply of food for the
dear ones of the absent family, sent
them away to their homes rejoicing.

The motto of the
Oblate is, “He sent me to evangelize
the poor.” Itisa beautiful motto;
it indicates a most holy mission.
Father Delpeuch, who presided at the
union this morning, assisted by his
zealous and devoted Oblates, gave
proof by kindly words, and kinder
deeds, that his heart was full of love
for the poor, I left the sanctuary with
the words upon my lips—“God bless
the Oblates for their love of the poor.”

Affection of Wild Animals

Wild animals naturally limit both
their affection and regrets to each
other’s society. In the social life of
most animals there is so little differ-
ence between the individuals that the
loss of one is easily replaced. Ii
leaves no gap in the daily life, as the
loss of a human being may in that-of
a domestic animal. But Lord Lovat
has given a sufficient{number of in-
stances of the grief felt by wild deer
al the death or wounding of their
companions t> supplement the lesson
of Sir E. Landseer’s picture entitled
“Highland Nurses,” in which the
hinds are watching by a wounded
stag, Birds, which since the days
when Eschylus described the hurried
and anxious flight cf the vultures
robbed of their young, have always
shown the utmost distress and grief at
the loss of their nestlings, seem seldom
affected to sorrow by any other circum-
stance, though Miss Benson, in her
book, ‘{Subject to Vanity,” has lately
given an account of the “inhuman”
indifference of a hen budjurigar par-
rakeet when its mate was ill, and of
the obvious dejection which this in
difference caused in tbe sick bird.
But it is now doubted whether “love-
birds” die of grief after the luss of
their mate, though the fact that one
usually dies very soon, cften only a
tew hours after the other, is not dis-
puted. But they are delicate birds,
and the same unsuitable food or
sudden draught which kills one usually
affects the other, They are probably
victime, not of sorrow, but of errors
in “domestic hygiene.”—London
Spectator.
