ST. JOHN'S mlcfu GOUNCIL |

HE following Sections of the amended
Municipal Act, passed March 22nd,
1910, are® published for the information
of those interested and the  General
Publie :—

31 From and after the passing of this Act
e the construction of houses or buildings
of any sort shall n.t'he commenced within the
city limits withaut the permission of the Council,
whe shall have ‘power to make and préscribe
tgrhs and conditions to be observed and per-
formed by the owner of thedand or the lessee in

lessee of the whole or u portion of the cost of
the laying or introduction of the water or water
pipes, the opening or construction of sewers or
sewerage, or the making, epening, widening or
improvement of the road or street along or near
to ‘which the said house or building is to-be
copstructed.
32 Whenever atter the passing of this Act
« the Councilshall'decide upon the open-
ing or construction of & main sewer along or
through a street abutting'upon or in the vicinity
of land which is suitable for building purposes,
but upon which no buildings have been erected;
and.it shall appear that-the said main sewer
about to be constructed is or will be' available
for' connection with buildings hereafter to be
erecfed upon said land so that the value of the
said land will be thereby improved, the Council
shall have power to levy and impose upon the
said land or any portion thereof, from time to
time, a tax or assessment at such a rate either
per foet or frontage-upon the said road or street
or o.herwise as the Council shall determine,
and to apply the money raised by and under the
said tax or assessment to or towards the cost of
the opening or construction of the said. proposed
sewer or sewerage, ‘The'said tax or assessment
shall be a charge upon the said Jand or such
portion thereof as shall be defined by the Coun-
cil, as subject thereto, and shall be recovered
from the owner or lessee, as the case may be, in,
the same manner as provided in and by the prin-
cipal Act in respect of the recovery of taxes, rates
and assessmepts

TRADE STATISTICS.

We thank Mr. Ray, Canadian Trade
Commissioner, for a copy of the
Monthly Report of the Department of
Trade and Commerce of Canada for
February, 1910.

We notice that the United Kingdom
in . February last took from- us 13,752
qtls. of fish, cured or salted, as against
11,786 in February, 1909. For the
yvear ending February, 1910, the total
purchase is 252,457, as against 231,802
Canada sup-
United
States somewhat more. The ‘total
purchase in this food line was 1,235,-
067 quintals.

On page 1,453 the statistics of the
Trade of Newfoundland are given.
Both the exports, imports and ship-
ping for 1909 are slightly less than
that for 1908, the total trade for 1909
being $22,251,250, as against $23,331,-
880. The total shipping was 1,858,165,
as against 1,935,083 tons. The imports
from the United Kingdom and Can-
ada decreased, but those from the
United States Show 'a material in-
crease. Strangely the exports to the
United States was much lower than
any sinée 1904. . The year 1905 shows
$1,418,624 of exports, while 1909 shows
848,176, Decreases are shown also in
exports to Canada, Brazil and Portu-
gal, while increases ouccrred in those
to the United Kingdom and the British
West Indies.

The effeot of fluctuation of prices of
our staple on our purchasing may be
gathered*from a perusal of the quan-
tities and their values of dried cod ex-
ported to Brazil in the years 1907,
1908, and 1909.

In 1907, 334,416 quintals of fish
realized in Brazil $2,063,326, e

In 1908, 7,218 more: quintals ‘were
exported there than in 1907, and yet
the total expprt realized $45,621 less.

In. 1909, ‘47,764 more quintals were
sold in ‘Brazil than in 1907, and yet
the total realized $344,244 less.

In other words, each quintal of fish
exported to Brazil in 1907 fetched on
an average $6.16; whilst in 1909 it
realized $4.49, showing a drop per
quintal of $1.67.

‘While shipments increased and
prices fell in regard to Brazil, it was
not the same in regard to Portugal.
In 1907, 307,960 guintals were ship-
ped  to Portugal. - This realized $1-
832,071, . In 1909, . 256,080 quintals
fetched 31588798 §

The fish shipped to Portugal aver-
aged $5.94 per quintal in 1907, and
$6.20 in. 1909.

Terrible Experience
of an American
Fisherman

‘Milford Roberts, of the Gloucester
banker 8. P. Willard, who landed at
Little Lawn last week after being
a&rltt in his dory for several days and
nights in a thick fog and without food
or water, arrlved here by the shore
ttaln Jast nighit on his way home. He
ls being looked after by U. 8. Consul
‘Benedict: - To the Telegram the man
stated on arrival that he was hand-
linfag in a small dory alone.on Quero
Bank on Monday week. 'I’he fog closg-
ed: ‘down over the sea at 11 a.m., and
at b p.m. He started to make for his
vessel with a few fish in the boat
which he had caught. The vessel lay
S'W. from him, and after rowing for
her for two hours he could not get a
sound of her horn. He then realized
he wds astray on the Banks and could
not see a yard ahead of him in the
fog, sa that just after dark he brought
his dory to-an anchor for the night.
It was perfectly calm but he spent a
miserable night shivering with the
cold and wet, and mnext morning
(Tuesday) he began to feel the pangs
of hunger and thirst. Raising the
anchor he set his sail on the dory,
hoping .he would meet some vessel,
and after a few hours met some
Frenchmen in their dory hauling
theiritrawls; MAs he understood some
¥French he asked them to show him
their ‘vessel, and they promised to do
so when sthey loaded their boat with
fish."! The; F‘renchmén went ahead and
gained their ship and Roberts follow-
ed-in-his -dory, but before he eame to
the vessel and as 'he went forward in
the boat to take down the sail, he ac-
cidentally fell on the side of the boat
and upset her, He was left struggling
in the water.and he repeatedly swam
about the boat, getting up on the bot-
tom of her on three successive occas-
ions only, in his weakness, to fall off
again and be left battling for his life.
He was fully an hour both clinging
to the boat and swimming in the water
before the Frenchmen, who were look-
ing for him, found him, and when
they pulled him into their battean Hhe’
was unconscious. He gripped one of
the men who was lifting him into the
boat so fiercely that his hold could
not be broken and they had to cut
away the clothing to part them. : His
oil pants were tied at the legs and
were filled with water, and he vomit-
ed a lot of water when the Frenchmen
took him into the cabin of tlheir ves-
sel. To all appearances he was dead.
The men worked on him trying to in-
duce  artificial respiration for over an
hour, but as there were not results
they gave him up as lost, when sud-
denly one put a small mirror before
bis mouth. The mpisture which gath-
ered on the surface showed that there
was still breath left in the body. They
resumed their task and in less than
an hour Roberts was restored to con-
sciousness. He was unstripped and
put in a berth, but when he was able
after a few hours to get up he de-
cided to again try for his vessel. He
had lost his compass and gear when
the dory turned over, and when he
left.the Frenchmen put a little bread,
&c., in his dory. The fog was still
very dense when he left the French-
man, and after a couple of hours sail-
—i-ng he sighted and boarded the Burin
banker . Dove, Skipper 'Alf . Howlett,
and remained on board her all Tues-
ady hig:!n. N’ext morning heileft her
to,. ig up the guest: for * his
schoo apt Howlett nointed out

I understand that the sub-committee
and the manufacturers also, b not in
any way ask finincial aid from the
Government. - All that they ask is the
hearty co-operation of the Goveru-
ment, so as to blend the two pro-
posed Exhibits under one’' manage-
fhent, and thus -make the entire Ex-
hibit much more popular and inter-
esting than either could be itself.

'Living on $I a Week

In these days when the cost of living
weighs on no'class more heavily than
and ambitious young
“pulling themselves
through college” by dint of devoting
all their spare time and some that
: should not be spared to earning their
| expenses, there is8 more than a casual
interest in - the announcenient which
has just been made in Boston of what
! a Harvard student has managed to do.
The story is told by E. V. M. Long, a
senior in the university, who has
shown that it is possible to be a star
student and a star football player at
the same time, and still keep one's
expenditure for food down te ene dol-
lar a week. In case there should be
any doubt as to Long’s physique,
stamina and endurance, it may be ad-
ded that the records of the university
gymnasium show him to be the third
strongest .man atteﬁding the institu-
tion.

All through his college course Long
has lived on a dollar a week—the first
yvear because he had to-do it or give
up his collegé course, and the other
three because he had found that the
regimen was not only sufficient  but
health-giving. In explaining how he
did it, the other day, he said:

“It is easy enough to live on four-
teen or- fifteen cents a' day when
you've worked it out to two things—
gystem and habit. First a man has
got to find out the greatest amount
of nourishment that a given allowance
of money will buy, and so arrange
his diet. that it will' best fit hi§ in-
dividual needs. That's system. Sec-
ond, he has got to get used to eating
those things right aiong and forget
the saw that variety is the spice of
life, and that's habit.”

JAlL the system in the world added to
tl:e best habits that ever came out of
a» Sunday School, however, would not
A made it ponible for a healthy
lege student to live and play foot-
all on a ﬁfteen—cents-a—day diet un-
léss there were peculiar facilities at |
fnstitution he attended for éarry-
g out his p‘lan of living.
