The City Council seems to us to
have decided wisely in agreeing to the
publication of the schedule of cab
fares, which will come up for discus-
sion at the next meeting of the City
Council. The two parties concerned
are the cabmen who provide the
horses, vehicles and labour, and the
gcneral public who hire them. The
object of the Legislature in giving the
City Council power to fix a tariff was
to protect the general public without
injuring the cabmen. As the power
was conferred in the public interest.
it would have been most unwise to
agree upon any schedule without giv-
ing the public a chance of sceing it in
advance and expressing, if any mem-
bers of the public wishes to do so
their opinion on' it.

But these remarks have particula:
force in connection with this schedule
which is somewhat complicated. It
would be interesting to hear from
any of those who had to do with
making up the scale, the reasons or
which it is based, and why a simple
time or distance scalé has not been
suggested for adoption.

An Ancient City
Discovered.

Long Lost Umma Found Accidentally
by Arabs in Mesoptoamia.

London Sept. 8.—Arabs in Mesopot-
amia have accidentally discovered
one of the ancient Chaldean cities,
Umma, of the olden times at the site
known to-day as Youkha. For twelve
months past clay tablets have been of-
fered for sale from mounas at Youkha
and recently four hundred specimens
have arrived in London, ‘but proof
that they belong to the long lost city
of Umma, rival of the famous old
Babylonian city of Lagash, has not
been derived from them, because they
have not yet been read, except from
a marble tablet, bearing fifteen lines
of arrow-head writing, now in Paris.

Italy’s Queen Won
Pardon for Conviet.

Milan, Sept. 9.—A pathetic wedding
was celebrated recently in a wretch-
ed garret in the Trastevere quarter of
Rome between a hand-cuffed convict
and a young woman in the last stages
of consumption.
The convict was sentenced eight
years ago to twelve years' imprison-
ment in a Sardinia penitentiary for
killing a man in a street fight. On
learning of his sweetheart’'s serious
state of health he presented a petition
to the 'Minister of Justice to be allow-
ed to marry her. The petition was
granted, and after the wedding the
convict husband took a passionate
farewell of his bride and was driven
off to prison.
Great interest has since been taken
in the case by the public and several
newspapers started subscriptions to
enable the wife to spend her last days
in a sanitorium. The Queen of Italy
also interested herself in the case and
induced the King to sign a pardon.
The announcement of her husband’s
release created such a marked im-
provement in the woman’s condition
that the doctors believe she will be
able to see her husband before she
dies.

Declines to Grant
Hell Incorporation

Albany, N. Y., September 9.— The
Secretary of State has refused to in-
corporate “hell.” A New York city
law firm recently forwarded a certi-
ficate of incorporation with that name
for a proposed concern to conduct
cafes and restaurants.

This heat can be utilised for bak-
ing custards, finishing the cooking of
large cakes, milk puddings; etec., or
if there is no cooking to be done, put
in o large vessel containing water to
heat, to use for washing up after the
meal is concluded.

Another way to reduce the waste of
gas is, when grilling or toasting is
being done, utilise the heat over the
burner by boiling the kettle or som
saucepan over it.

1 think T have before pointed out to
a careless public that man has so far
simply played ducks and drakes with
his world. Now, our worjd is a very
small world. In the seale of worlds,
as any student of astromomy will tell
you the earth is really not- worth nien-
tioning; it is a mote in the illimitable
sea of the ether. But there is no need
to share in the little which astrono-
mers know to be able to decide that
our world is small. The industry of
man has already been smitten with
practical knowledge of the fact.

From iron ore to sables and from
tin to bacon the majority of foods and
materials have come to.be dearer than
they were in those yeéars not remote,
when the commercial mind, after first
having done its best to starve and
discourage inventors and scientists,
found- that there was money in the
things which it despised, and used ma-
chinery and scientific appliances to
play havoe with the world’s resources.
The recipe of the commercial man for
the development of a world is charm-
ingly simple. You scrape together all
you can lay hands on, and leave
waste for posterity.

Is it virgin soil? Then plough and
sow and reap until crops refuse .to
rise, and then pass on to fields and
pastures new.. Is it timber? Then ecut
it down, regardless of the fact that
the passing of two generations  of
men will not give back to the world
the magnificent trees of which ¥you
have robbed it. Is it rubber? Then
sap it and stain it red with homici-
dal hands, and taste the joys of a rub-
ber boom, piling waste on wasteé and
robbery on robbery. Is it coal? Then
mine it hastily, guiltily, at whateve)
cost of life and limb, so that miners
may rot in hovels on the aillsida (is
not one bed enough for three men
seeing that each works only eight
hours & day?), even while there Le few
even in a land which knows seven
months of winter, who can afford t.
heat their bedrooms?

Is it cotton? Then grow it with
dirt-cheap labor, and manipulate it
and hold it up, while the cotton mast-
ers of the world meet in solemn con-
clave and decide that it is necessary
for mills to go on short time in order
to checkmate the cotton speculators

Such and such are the ways in
which the world is now run. Superio:
beings in the other inhabited worlds
which almost certainly exist, armed
with the instruments of observation
which doubtless their creatures have
fashioned, are probably grinning tc
see what an awful mess we make of
it. and to note how, in the parts of
the earth reputed to be richest, not
one man in a hundred is free from
mean and sordid cares.

What the world has now seriously
to set itself to oppese to the wilfu!
waste of the commercial mind is the
scientific. conservation of its resources
The struggle with the forces of Na-
ture which, consciously or wuncon-
sciously, is the material life of man—
and what is sadder than that few of
those engaged in the struggle are con-
scious of its real character?—must be
organized with the weapons which
science has already largely provided
in order that Man may win abundance
out of the land spaces which he has
mapped. Plenty for a population
enormously larger than now existe
may be won, and cannot be won, by
existing methods. Indeed, the con-
tinuance of existing methods ma)
easily bring the world famines of :
character more terrible by far than
those purely agricultural famines
brought about by drought and pestil-
¢nce, which the old world knew.

The best thing which Roosevelt
did for his country was to give it a
Conservation Commission, charged
with the care and oversight of the na-
tural resources of the United States—
a land which has already allowed it-
self to be denuded of timber and of the
fertility of great tracts of area.

One of the most fruitful discussions
at the Imperial Conference was the
resolution moved on June 16 by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, urging the appoint-
ment of a Royal Commission to inves-
tigate and report upon ‘the nataral re-
sources of the Empire, “the develop-
ment attained and attainable, 4nd the
facilities for production, manufactura
and distribution, the trade of each
part with the others and with the
outside world, the food and raw ma-
terial requirements of each, and the
sources thereof available.”

1911, and we know that the possible
demand for cotten: goods must yet in-
erease enermously, but wé are se. lit-
tle concerned that with a niggardly
hand we spend a thousand where we
ought to spend twenty or a hundred
thousand. The eotton trade of the
world is well in view of more serious
trouble yet, but I observe little sign
of realization of the fact.

Now, sir, there is a simil-
ar grievance in this town of Carbon-
ear. It was decided that the tal.ing
of the census would he handed over
to the teachers. 'True, three of the
teachers were appoinied bLut not aill
Those with a pull were recognized,
but the one with no seeming claim
"went to the wall. He was told that it
was not known he (the teacher, was
living in the District. It does seem
strange that in this small town =&
public official, an M. H. A., would not
know all the teachers. There are
four (male). The one whom he did
not know has been in the Distriet as
long as any two of the known ones
and not alone in the district but in
his (the M. H. A.'s) own town. T
say the least it does appear small to
thus individualise. ‘What motive in-
fluenced the irregular appointment of
the census takers here, I know not;
seemingly it was not politics pure and
simple because if it was there would
not be even three teachers appointed
for 1 feel pretty sure that the fortun-
ate ones were not all of the same
political persuasion. Perhaps the M.
H. A. was looking to the future and
considered he could not afford to in-
cur the displeasure or lose the sup-
port of the friends of some of the
teachers who were applicants for the
position. It appears that the un-
knhown one was beneath his contempt
Be that as it may, it was not always
thus. The same M. H. A. did know all
the teachers in the year of the last
elections. Perhaps' the turmoil of
public life has somewhat impaired
his retentiveness. His course of ac-
tion in this matter, one would think,
would have been dominated by his
love .of simple justice and British fair
play. Another reason given for the
exclusion of the other teacher was
that the application was made too
late; that the names had been sent to
St. John’s. Yes, very likely the names
were sent on for approval, but still it
was not too late to recommend an-
other since the appointments for the
work were not madeé for some time
after as there is very substantial
proof.

Public Notice.
CENSUS, 1911.

The following Regulations in com-
nection with the Census are publish-
ed for general information:—

1. The father of a family, if alive
and present, is the proper authority
to give information of his family; if
the father is dead or absent, then the
mother or person in charge shall
speak for him;

(a) Provided that any child over
sixteen years of age objecting to be
classed in religion by the parent may
be permitted to name his or her re-
ligion to the Magistrate;

(b) That the wife, boarder or ser-
vant, or other person of full age pre-
sent in a house, may speak for them-
selves, and can have alterations made
by applying to the Court of Revision.

2. No person who has been con-
tinuously absent from Newfound-
land for eighteen months immedi-
ately preceding the time of taking
the Census shall Dbe included
in the Census, but this shall not be
taken to exclude (1) Any child who
is absent at school; and (2) Any head
of a family who is employed out of
the Colony, but whose family con-
tinues to reside in the Colony.

3. Every person resident in the
Colony at the time the Census is be-
ing taken shall be included without
reference to the length of time dur-
ing which such person has resided
here. In other words, the name of
every actual and bona fide resident
must be included.
