Contrary to the popular notion the
temperature of rooms lighted by in-
candescent gas lamps is seldom mark-
edly greater than under incandescent
electric light, even under unfavorable
conditions of ventilation, while in
rooms provided with the ventilating
Tacilities required by the demands of
hygiéne, the temperature in gas-light-
ed rooms is frequently lower.

Br. Carrel Prevents
Infection in Wounds

By Applying New System of Sterili-
zation.

Paris, Oct. 22.—A system of steri-

lizing wounds which has been suc-
cessfully applied at the hospital at
Compiegne under the direction of Dr.
Alexis Carrel of New York, Nobel
prize winner, has been extended to
the American hospital at Neuilly, the
American and Belgian hospitals in
Belgium and ~willl probably be
adopted in all the war hospitals of the
Entente Allies.
“*Hughes Le Roux, editor of the Mat-
in® describing a visit to. the Com-
piegne hospital, ‘quotes Dr. Carrel as
saying: :

“Beginning in September, 1915, it
would have been possible to suppress

| completely the suppuration of wounds

in the hospital's, but our process en-
countered such resistance from the
heads of the profession that it was, so
to speak, applied nowhere, though
the lives of a great number of wound-
ed would have been saved by this
means. The” savants would not be-
lieve in the possibility of the ecom-
plete sterilization of deep wounds,
but we have succeeded in doing it.”

The process as described by M. Le
Roux consists of complete irrigation
of the wound by means of a rubber
tube with numerous branches, perfor-
ated with many small holes. The
sterilizing solution was perfected aft-
er experiments with 200 or more dif-
ferent substances in various com-
binations. The wound is thus rid of
all foreign substances, and every cor-
ner or possible pocket is thoroughly
cleansed. :

The process of healing is carefully
watched, and if normal. healing does
not ensue the wound is examined for
foreign substances which might have
inadvertently remained, and irrigated
anew. But the removal of muscles or
bones not irreparably injured is not
practiced on the first or second ex-
anminations as frequently as has been
the case heretofore, and’in this way
parts are saved which might other-
wise have been lost.

When examination shows that' the:
wound -is ‘aseptic, the wound is closed.

“Experiences shows,” says Dr. Carrel,]

“that in. a sterilized cavity thus closad,
nature’s healing process goes on with
a rapidity: hitherto unknown. The duo-
fation of the treatment is  abridged
about two-thirds and the number of
amputations dimmished ,50 per . cent.
T certain cases complete healing oc-
curs in one-tenth the time required.

The matter of immeediate and com-
manding interest in the brilliant
‘French stroke at Verdun is not at all
the ground. taken from the Germans.

consequence of the proceeding lie in
its demonstration, added to the demon-
siration alréady recorded on the
Somme, that the Allies now possess
superior powers of ‘destruction. By a
well-mandged and sudden coup, the
French commander has brought to
bear on the Crown Prince’s front the
preponderating gun and man - power
that has already permitted the ad-
vance of the Allies on the Somfie and
the capture of the intensely fortified
points of Combles and Thiepval. The
néw Verdun drive is a part of the
working out of the supreme test of
the resources of the two antagonists,
and the test is going against the Ger-
mans. It is the moment when, after
a long clinch bstween two apparently
equally matched wrestlers, one of the
antagonists begins to yield, his

evident that the Verdun salinét ¢an

sure of the French. But the blow here
has the effect to confuse and weaken
the German resistance on the Somme,
and greatly to hearten and stimulate
the French nation. Incidentally it
demonstrates the French superiority
in the air. Manifestly the Germans
were surprised, and such surprises-are
only possible, in these days, when the
defenders’ air reconnaissance is poor.
If further crippling blows such as this
can be dealt by the Allies at other
points on the western line, the power
of the Germans will soon be-exhausted
beyond the possibility of effectual
recistance amywhere. The French
success at Verduyn will have very im-
portant consequences.

THE APPEAL.

Yesterday we spoke of the
need and clear call for
men, that Newfoundland
may continue to play her
part in the ficld and keep her gallant
. regiment up to strength. To-day we
_publish an appeal‘ from the Recruiting
Committee, which puts the case suc-
cinctly ‘and well. 1t pays tribute to
those that have gone and so.well re-
presented the Island; it points out the
olkligation that is upon those that yet
remain. There is no.need for us to

expatiate upon it now and repeat what.

we have already said. We are pleased
to be able to note already a fine re-
sponse from the north. Lieut. Hicks
reports from Seldom-Come-By that
twenty-four volunteers are coming on
the Prospero and more will follow,
while Rev. Stenlake has secured four
recruits from Long 1Island. These
places are to be congratulated: the
northern districts are sustaining their
reputation. The others will not lag
behind: let us see them make a spurt.
Let us aim at a daily average of at
least a score of recruits. If that can
be achieved ‘there will be no fear of
the Regiment tail[ng for lack of re-
serves-and losing its splendid indivi-
duality. It must be maintained at
strength. ' And to Newfoundland last
of all must Britdin call in vain< for
seamen, By our performance in the
next few weeks and months will be
measured our merit' to the title we
have chosen for ourselves among her
" colonies—"“The oldest and most loyal.”

The Marina—
and Others.

It now transpires that six American
lives were lost when the Marina went

down, and it seems to have been es-
tablished beyond all doubt that the
attack was without warning. It must
not be thought, however, that this
formidable combination of  circum-
"stances will dismay Washington. Un-
doubtedly the incident will prove an-
noying to Wilson and the Democrats
on the eve of the elections, and will
be utilised to the full by their oppon-
ents. But experience has made the
good President and his henchman sec-
retary adroit‘in these matters and the
finding of excuses to keep the country
out of war. They have been com-
mendably prompt in asking Germany
for “information’] on the subject, and
they will make a great show of firm-
ness, knowing well that no satisfac-
tory reply can possibly be received
or action taken until after the fate of
the presidency-has been decided.

Britain and her Allies are not likely
to be much concerned which way that
decision may go, but they will cer-
tainly be interested in developments
once it has been made. The election
past and the overrated German vote
no longer of importance, the Presid-
ent, whether Wilson or Hughes, will
be compelled to take notice of this
last outrage. It will be strange if he
is' not compelled to take action as
well. How can Germany make the
most shadowy pretence of having kept
her famous “pledges” in this in-
stance? No warning; no measure for
the preservation. of human lives;
thirteen of them, including six Ameri-
cans, lost; and not even the possibility
of proving the vessel a troop-ship or
armed. If, of course, we accept Baron
Beresford’s view that Germany aims
at bringing the States into the war
willy-nilly, or will conduct her ruth-
less warfare regardless of that coun-
try’s attitude, there is nothing more
to be said. We would in that case
merely have to await events which
would make it plain even to Washing-
fon that it was time to cast aside pride
and turn its attention to fighting.

Careful critics, however, will not
share this view, but explain the case
and the whole course of the lately re-
vived submarine campaign merely as
evidence that Germany is out to do

all the damage she possibly can to

i Britain,

and “that the “Tirpitzites”
have got the upper hand in the mat-
ter. Evidently they do not consider
that America’s power to do them harm
is ‘worth balancing against the im-
mediate gain. If so, they are making
a great mistake. Her intervention can
only hasten greatly the end, and the
idea that her presence at the council-
board -when peace is being debated
will assist Germany is a great mis-
interpretation both of America her-
self and_of the Allies. To us this is
sufficiently obvious, but it is not so to
the* Germans. They have already
made enough big mistakes -of this
sort to be quite capable of falling'in-
to this one, and they may have occa-
sion in the end to see the biggest of
all in the episode of the war beginning
with the Lusitania and ending with
the 'Marina.

If our readers canpot make sense of
to-day’s messages (which happen: to
be unusually interesting), we “Shall
if they can, their
thanks are due to us. We would be
the last to discourage economy in the
public service, and the practice of the

rough sea and was drowned before
our eyes.” Questioned further in re-

bridge. The first one attacked on the
starboard, while the other lay off
some distance to port doing observa-
tion duty.

4| squarely in the bunkers, said Robert

Hay, a member of the engine room.
The staff bunkers fell in and the en-
gines were dismantled. ‘Two men
were killed in the stokehold and sev-
eral others were scalded. Three boats
got away, the fourth was smashed.
Orders were given to see particularly
that all Americans among the pas-
sengers of crew were saved. The
wireless.operator tried to summon aid
but his gear was dismantled by the
first torpedo.

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The Recruiting Committee of the Patriotic
Association deem it necessary that the King’s
subjects in Newfoundland should be made ac-
quainted with the present condition of: affairs
and that, by a full knowledge of the needs of
Empire, the patriotism of the Colony may be
stimulated.

From the beginning of the war now in pro-
gress, voluntary enlistment has been the basis
upon which has been built up the Naval and
Military contingents from Newfoundland. We
have sent 1500 men for the Navy and 3000 for
the Army. Not a few have been decorated for
bravery, and all have sustained the highest tra-
ditions of the Empire and wen for themselves
and for the Colony undying fame.

In the North Sea, oen the Atlantic, on trade
routes and wherever duty has demanded, our
Naval volunteers have acquitted themselves
with distinction.

Wherever the Regiment has been called on
to discharge its dutyit has won unstinted praise.

But more men are needed to finish the work,
to overwhelm the enemy, and secure the bless-
ings of a lasting peace. We therefore appeal to
the men of Newfoundland to offer themselves
for service and to furnish His Majesty the King
with a portion of that help which the Mother
Country deems necessary to accomplish this
result.

' The obhgatlon “rests upon us to furnish re-
serves to fill the ranks, and our comparative im-
munity from the eonsequences of a state of war
must not be allowed to blind us to the stern need
of more men, not alone that victory may be se-
cured but that Newfoundland’s place in the
Colonial Empire of Great Britain may be as-
sured. It must not be said of us that the blood
shed and . the treasure expended has been in
vain; but if the response which is anticipated
be fully realized it will be blazoned to the remot-
est dependency of the Crown that the boast of
this Colony has been well justified—most an-
cient and most loyal.

The Status of
| “Submarines.

New York Times.—England has as
many submarines as Germany,
manages them as successfully. But
events have made it clear that a sub-
marine nader British management is
a different craft from a submarine un-
dér the management of the apostles
of frightfulness. Naturally we could
now ‘draw a line:between the sub-
marines of the Allies and of the Cen-
tral Powers, making fish of one and
fowl of the the other. But there was
nothing to prevent a declaration that
all submarines were in a class which
was objectionable to neutral senti-
ment in both peace and war. . Why
would it not benefit all nations at all
times to put the use of submarines in
war in the same class with forbidden
and abhorrent implements of war? An
exemption miglgt be made of the use
of them in coast defence or in attack-
ing warships. But what palliation
can . there be for sinking hospital
ships, troop ships and merchantmen in
the open sea when they were unaware
of the presence of an enemy?

Who Pays That Twenty-Six Cents?

Who actually pays that - twenty-
six cents? The consumer, of course.

To be sure, the woman who
bought the blotter doesn’t pay the
whole of it, only an infinitesimal as-
sessment. But she also pays an in-
finitesimal part of eountless costly de-
livernes made to other people.

With .y purchase from another
shop, I found the other day a' small
slip reduesting that merchandise re-
turned for a refund ‘be in proper con-
dition and returned within the week
because—+“Much waste' is caused: by
the habit some people have of:keep-
ing purchases for ‘weeks, sometimes
.months, and then r'eturni.ug them,

Having little parcels sent that you
might have carried, or have had in-
cluded with some larger purchase,
is one such abuse.

Delaying monthly payment of bills
is another.

“But,” you say, “suppose I do what
is fair, and other people do not, what
good does it do me?”

The One Way You Can Help.

It is just that feeling that keeps
more people from trying to improve
conditions than any other motive. The
thing the average person can con-
tribute to any forward movement is
the water-drop of his co-operation,
the sand-grain of his effort to do the
square thing.

And you know what happens when
you get enough Tittle drops of water
and enough grains of sand together.

To be sure I should like to see the
rewards of such effort.’more -fairly
divided. I am told that there is a
small shop somewhere where they are
trying out a two-price system, one
for the customer who pays cash and
carries.his goods home; the other for
the customer who wants credit and de-
livery.
