terest not all confined to the battle­
field. Particularly instructive is the 
news from Berlin, most of which 
maintains courageously the high Ger­
man standard of truthfulness. Read­
ing it, one is tempted to wonder 
whether the strange mental processes 
of the Teuton ever include a consider­
ation of the deductions, most comfort­
ing to the deducer, which the other 
side must make from the obvious 
necessity he is under of issuing trans­
parent falsehoods. Possibly they do, 
since he knows that the falsehoods are 
not transparent to those for whom 
they are intended, to wit the German 
public; but the Teuton mind is such a 
weird mechanism that nothing certain 
can be predicated of it. The Berlin 
despatches are eloquently silent con­
cerning the Russian advance, easily 
the outstanding feature of the whole 
situation. But Berlin has too much to 
suppress at present to worry over the 
exact form of what it allows to escape.

No doubt we owe the report of 
Major Moraht’s latest oracular utter­
ance to some Press agent who thought 
it interesting enough to include in the 
budget. He was right for once. The 
good Major tells us that the time for à 
German offensive is not yet. From 
which our knowledge of the enemy’s 
methods enables us to conclude (if we 
did not know it already) that a great 
German offensive is under way. The 
said methods are plain. If the offen­
sive fails—it has in fact already done 
so—Hindenburg and the rest can say 
that it was never made; if it succeeds 
—which it cannot—there will be no 
need to say anything. The plain truth 
is that Germany is making the nearest 
approach to a great attack in the West 
which she will ever be able to reach 
from now on to the end. A tremend­
ous assault on the Chemin des Dames 
front and another at Verdun have fail-

1 PROGRESS OF RUSSIANS.

PETROGRAD, July 11 (Official.)
Our troops advancing on thè Bo- 

gprdochan'-Zolotivina front, having 
broken down the resistance of the 
enemy, have reached the line of Po- 
siecz, Lesiuvka Kosmacz. In the 
course of the day we captured more 
than 2,000 prisoners and about 30 
guns. Altogether in three days’ bat­
tle, from the eighth to the tenth, in 
the direction of Dolina we took pris­
oners more than 150 officers and 10,- 
000 men. Our captures also included 
about 80 guns, 12 of them of heavy 
calibre and a large number of trench 
mortars, machine guns and a lari 
quantity of engineering material and 
military stores. On the remainder of 
the front there has been artillery fir­
ing which was more intense in the di­
rection of Zlochoff and south of Brz- 
ezany. On the Roumanian and Cau­
casian fronts the situation is un­
changed. On the Baltic Sea on Mon­
day a squadron of enemy hydroplanes 
carried out three flights over Arfcng- 
burg and the region of Therelia, drop­
ping about thirty bombs on the road­

steads, batteries and various struc­
tures without result, causing no loss 
or damage. On Sunday a Zeppelin 
flew over the southern extremity of 
the Aland Archipelago.

PURSUIT OF THE ENEMY.
PETROGRAD, July 11.

According to a telegram received 
from the General Staff the pursuit of 
the enemy in Galicia continues. The 
capture of Halicz, the strategic key 
to Lemberg is confirmed, the Rus­
sians taking prisoners and more than 
thirty guns.

AUSTRIANS ADMIT DEFEAT.
LONDON, July 11.

Admission by the Austrians of de­
feat at the hands of the Russians is 
contained in a message from the Aus-- 
trian War Press Headquarters, as for­
warded from Amsterdam, by the Cen­
tral News. It says, for two days our 
troops repulsed strong Russian at­
tacks in trenches which had been de­
stroyed by artillery fire. One divis- 
,on defended itself against attacks of 
superior Russian columns, but with 
fresh Russian reserves brought into 
action, our troops were compelled to 
retreat and give up their first line.

A WEEK’S SINKINGS.
LONDON, July 11.

The sinking of fourteen British 
merchant ships of more than 1,600 
tons is reported in the weekly sum­
mary of shipping losses issued to­
day, and three of less than 1,600 tons ;

seven fishing vessels were also sunk. 
Arrivals were, 2,898; sailings, 2,798. 
British merchantmen unsuccessfully 
attacked, including four previously 
reported, 17; British fishing vessels, 
including one previously sunk, 7. The 
increasing effective measures against 
the submarines which is being car­
ried out by British and American 
warships, is shown in the record of 
last week. With one exception the 
number of merchantmen sunk is low­
er than in any week since the British 
inaugurated in March the system of 
giving out weekly reports. The re­
port of March 11th showed 17 mer­
chantmen sunk, the same total as 
shown in last week’s summary. The 
preceding report gave sinkings as 15 
vessels over 1,600 tons and five under 
that size. In two earlier periods the 
totals were respectively 28 and 32. 
This compares with the sinking of 
40 large merchantmen in one week ! 
and 38 in another at the height of the j 
campaign, in April, and in the week 
which ended April 21st, 53 vessels in 
all were sunk.

BOMBING ATTACK.
LONDON, July 11.

According to a brief telegraphic 
account of the bombing operation at 
Constantinople, received here, the at­
tack was one of the most successful 
of the kind carried out during the 
war. The British aviators confined 
themselves strictly to military objec­
tives. The airplanes were over the 
city for nearly half an hour, careful­
ly picking out their marks, and de­
scending to an altitude less than 
300 yards to release their bombs. The 
Goeben, which recently was annoy­
ingly active against the Russians, was 
the centre of attack, with entirely 
satisfactory results, and it is safe to 
assume that she will be out of action 
for several months. The War Office 
which occupies a commanding posi­
tion on a hill and is visible from all 
directions, was also an easy target. 
Among the damaged enemy ships was 
the converted liner which was used 
as the headquarters of the German 
staff.

GERMAN FIGURES FALSE.
LONDON, July 11.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
The figures given in yesterday’s Ger­
man communique of air losses in the 
month of June are entirely false. On 
the British front alone 1?1 machines 

were destroyed and 99 others driven 
down uncontrollable, while the 
French account for 45 and the Bel­
gians for 4, making a total of 279 in­
stead of 68 admitted by the enemy. It 
is impossible to give the total of 
French machines brought down, be­
cause no such record is ever issued, 
but as the number of British ma­
chines reported lost by Field Marshal 
Haig was 78, and as the heaviest 
fighting was on the British front, it is 
obvious that the German figure of 220 
is absurd.

EARTHQUAKE AND TIDAL WAVE.
MELBOURNE, July 11.
