TRIBUTE OF THANKS.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN
2ANCE and BELGIUM, Oct. 27. (By

e A.P.)—The historic old town of
.cnay to-day paid its debt of grat-
itude to the British for its receent de-
liverance from a bondage of four years
by the German invaders. All the re-
maining residents of this war scarred
place, headed by the local dignitaries,
this morning formally received and
tendered a touching tribute of thanks
to the Prince of Wales, as representa-
tive of the British Government, Gen-
eral Currie, commander of the Cana-
dian army corps, and the commander
of the Fourth Canadian Division which
freed Denay from the enemy. The re-
ception of the royal representative
was attended by elaborate ceremonies.

RIOTS IN GERMANY.

LONDON, Oct. 27.

The resignation of General Luden-
dorf is popularly interpreted here as
heralding Germany’s acceptance of
the ‘Allies’ armistice terms. Whether
this interpretation is correct the re-
signaion of the First Quarter Master
General cannot fail to seriously affect
the morale of the German army. Ru-
mours have been current for some
time past of a disagreement between
Field Marshal Von Hindenburg and
Ludendorff and that Von Hindenburg
had approved of the peace negotia-
tions. Unofficial advices say that the
greatest sensation was caused ‘in Ber-
lin on Saturday when it was observ-
ed that Ludendorff’s name at the bot-
tom of the communique had been er-
placed by that of the Chief of Staff
of the Armies in the Felld.

Fi;li Foods.

We have been wondering, and ‘we
continue to wonder, at the present
high cost of living, yet we go on pay-
ing exorbitantly high prices for
meats, fresh and salt, imported from
other countries, forgetting that near
our own doors, in our midst, as it
were, we have an inexhaustible sup-

“ ply of staple foods. We refer to the
fish which have their habitat in' the
waters surrounding our coasts, and
which as an article of diet are far
superior to any animal foods that we
consume, containing more protein
{the scientific term for that, which in
«foods, chiefly builds up the human
body) than either fresh beef, veal,
mutton or pork. A comparison of the
protein contained in the meats men-
tioned against fish gives a value in

' favor of the latter of .08 over fresh
beef and .46 over veal, mutton and
pork: fish containing 18.77, fresh
beef 18.69 and pork, veal and mut-
ton 18.32.  That alone shows us why
a fresh fish diet is far more “building
up” to the human body than a diet of
meat:

Newfoundlanders have never taken
to fish as a universal article of food.
They.-have .ever looked upon it as &
marketable commodity fit only for ex-

~ port to other countries, and all in-
creases in the catch have been
brought about by bigger prices and
greater demands abroad. For home
consumption not one of us has really
given its possibilities a thought. But
with the introduction of new methods
of handling, a radical departure from
the old time split, salt and dry cure,
we are beginning to realise that we
have been allowing outside people
the pick of our produce, having re-
tained but the cullage and refuse for
ourselves. In fact we have been
tirning away from our own doors the
fdod of foods. So long as we could
a_,gd can -export, we sent away our
best, and imported other foods of less
walue in building up properties, but
far more in cost, in its stead. It has
come now to the point where we must
get the most we can out of the foods
at our disposal, these foods which
bountiful nature supplies us in un-
limited quantities. Instead therefore
of sending out our whole production,
sufficient must be retained to supply
the whole population. No food sup-
plants meat better than does fish, be-
cause fish is a perfect food. Science,
research and consumption have prov-
en that. Fish can be cooked in a hun-
dred different ways, eachone more
tasty and more satisfying. In preach-
ing a new gospel of fish it must be
borde in mind that the dealers who
supply us with all the other necessi~
ties of life must get busy and add all
kinds of fish to their stock in trade
It is not difficult. The fish are avail-
able. In fact with cold storage plants
in the city, the stocks for sale by the
retailer may be renewed from day to
day, thus minimising any loss by soft-
ening. For many years prejudice has
existed in this Dominion against froz-
en fish, especially codfish, many  peo-
ple contending that after being frozen
for a considerable period it loses its
taste and deteriorates in quality. This

MIKADO HONORS ‘KING. °

LONDON, Oct. 28.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—The
Japafiese Prince Yosihitc of Nigashi,
arrived in England this morning, ac-
companied by a large and distinguish-
ed suite, including the Marquis Inouye,
the former Japanese Ambassador to
London, to present, on behalf of the
Japanese Emperor, the Sword and
Badge of a Field Marshal in the Jap-
anese army, to King George.

WITH OPEN ARMS.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN
FRANCE and BELGIUM, Oct. 28.—
Lille to-day-opened wide her gates in
formal reception to a division of the
Fifth British Army. She paid a su-
preme. tribute of gratitude to these
representatives of the army, which a
few days ago released her from the
heavy, hand of German bondage.
Lille could have done no more. She
gave freely from her heart and no vic-
tors could have had a more noble re-
ward than that given to the British,
who when Lille had been freed, chival-
rously steppéd aside and requested
French troops to be the first to enter
the capital of the department of the
north. The main ceremony was held
in the centre of the city, about the
statue of the Spirit of the Resistance
of 1792, swhere German officers were
parading but a brief time ago and im-
pressing their arrogance upon the un-
happy inhabitants. Trains are now
running between Lille and Paris, and
a newspaper is being published for
the first time since the German occu-
pation.

137 BODIES RE€0OVERED.

DAWSON, Y.T., Oct. 28.

A special despatch from Skagway to
the Dawson News says, 137 bodies
have been recovered from the steamer
Princess Sophia and are now in Jun-
eau. Small boats are taking other bod-
ies to Juneau. All bodies recovered
wore life belts.

BRITISH IN ITALY.

LONDON, Oct. 28.
Progress towards Oderso, on the
east side of the Piave River, is indi-
cated in the official statement on op-
erations by British troops on the Ital-
ian offensive issued at the war office
to-night.

ITALIAN OFFICIAL.

ROME, Oct. 28.

The text of the official statement is-
sued at the war office to-night reads:
The battle continued fiercely. during
last night and to-day, and is in the
course of full developnmient on the
front of the twelfth and - eighth ar-
mies. In ‘spite of the enemy’s very
lively opposition we have maintained
and extended our bridgehead. North
of the Ornic Trent we gained advan-
tages. Bast of Grave Di Pappadol,
the enemy was attacked with extreme
violence by the Fourteenth British
Corps, and by the tenth Italian corps,
and has yielded. Our troops have
broken through the enemy’s lines, lib-
erated several villages and entered
San Lucia, Di Piave and Vazzola. They
are at the gates of Monticiano. We
have captured prisoners and guns but
the number has not yet been determin-
ed. In Albania our troops are, close-
ly pressing the enemy’s rear uards.
On the morning of Oct. 27 they entered
Aléssio. They are marching on San-
Giovanni Di Mamua.

BIG CAPTURE.

ITALIAN  HEADQUARTERS, Oct
29. (By the A.P.)—Tifteen thousand
prisoners were captured by the Allies
in théir advance across the Piave.

1 know the curve where the accident
occurred in September last. I was in
the dining car when the accident oc-

Ycurred. The first intimation I had of

the accident was when I felt the car 1
was in drop off the rails. At that
particular time I did not know the car
ahead was off the rails. I jumped up
and pulled the emergency cord on the
left -hand -side of the car, which was
the high side. Just as I pulled the
cord, the car left the track altogether
and went for the bank turning over
about twenty feet from the track. I
was thrown down on my back and my
back was injured. I had to get assist-
ance to get out of the car through the
window. I then went into the baggage
car to rest. A relief train came up
from Humbermouth. It made two
trips back to Humbermouth with the
passengers and I went on the last trip
about 12 o’clock that night. I did not
examine the track after the accident
as I was unable on account of injur-
fes. A wrecking train ¢ame up that
night, but it was after I left for Hum-
bermouth. All the wrecking train did
that night was to swing the track out
to enable other trains to get along. I
did not visit the scene again till about
a fortnight after. The track had all
been repaired then.
the truck of the second class car. The
second class car was partly out of the
dump when I saw it next. I did mot
examine it at all. The leading truck
of the second class car had been sent
on to St. John’s. Where the accident
happened was on a curve to the right
and an up-grade with an elevation of
about two and a half inches. We were
not going very fast up
about ten or twelye miles pér hour.
We had gone over ‘the Mount  Moriah !
grade and had passed over a level por-
tion of the track and just taking the
other grade when the run-off occurr-
ed. I cannot tell what caused that
run-off. I do not know what might
have caused the run-off on that parti-
cular part of the track. This particu-
lar part of the track did not come un-
der my notice this summer as wanting |
repairs. It had “been repaired. 'I
don’t know just when. That is this
summer. Some of the causes of a run-
off would be an axle burnéd off. I
have seen that on two occasions; it
causcd a run-off but no upsettingof the
cars.
a run-off; a broken joint in the rail
might cause one. If a fish plate broke
the rails are pulled apart. A spread
rail might cause a run-off. A foul
joint is a rare occurrence. I have
seen a run-off caused by a brake beam
falling down. Anything getting in
front of the wheel might cause a run-
off. I could see nothing in this case
that would have caused the accident.
None of the above causes were pres-
ent on this occasion. \

¢Q.)—If the elevation was more
than two and a half inches, is a run-
off more- likely to occur than if the
elevation was lower?

(A.)—That would all depend upon
the speed. If the elevation was high
going at a. walking pace, it would

not be safe, and certainly would not

be safe with a high speed. From my
getieral knowledge of the track, I
should say the elevation of this curve
would be two and a half inches. Inan
engine pulling a train around a curve
the cars have a tendency to keep to
the outside rail of the curve, which is
the high rail, and therefore a tendency
to go if a straight line. The greater
pressure is-on the outside rail, that is
the side push. T guess the most weight
of the train would be on the Ilower

rail. There is more side pressure on.

the outside rail in going in a ‘straight
line. That side pressure would have
a tendency to spread the rails.
(Q.)—Ts it possible for the engine

(A.)~That could happen, of ‘course.

| both - the condition of the rails, the

ties and the roadbed. As regards the

‘keeping of the roadbed in good repair,

‘this is mainly done by ballasting. Dur-
ing the past seventeen years I have
been in direct personal touch with
ballasting work. In fact, during that
time I have always been supervising
ballasting work. From Bishop’s Falls
to Port aux Basques, I have been in
charge of the maintenance of the road
for the past two years, but from Bay
of Islands and Port aux Basques I
have been in charge for the past
seventeen years. This accident occur-
red on the division between Bay of
Islands and Port aux Basques. This
year the company got two steam
shovels and two ditchers for ballast-
ing work. Hitherto ballasting had al-
ways been done by hand, that is, bal-
last was taken out by hand and put on
flat cars, transported to the place to
be ballasted, removed from the flat
cars by hand and then packed in under
the ties by hand. Since the procuring
of the steam shovels and ditcheers this
year the only actual hand work has
been the packing under the ties. The
ballast is taken out by machine shov-
els, placed on the cars by them, re-
moved from the cars which are spec-
ially constructed by doors opening,
leaving the actual hand work to be
done, the placing under the ties. As
the result of this method of ballasting
there has been a big increase in the
amount of ballasting per year. This
year, as the result of the change, with
one shovel, we put out one hundred
and eighty-three cars per week, and
for the season from June up, to the

three thousand two hundred and sixty-4
five car loads. For the five years pre-

Iceding 1917 we could only put out

about four hundred cars per season.
Our ballasting season is about from
June until the end of October. It will
therefore be seen, and I give it as a
result of my own personal experience,
that 'with two steam shovels in opera-
tion, the amount of ballasting that
will be done per year, should be about
sixteen times as much as under the old

'system In the operation of a steam
lshovel but ten men are required, as

compared with at least one hundred

'men under the old system. The steam

shovel is capable of putting out about
three thousand yards of ballast * per
day. In our own experience this sum-
mer we have put out as high as seven-
ty cars of ballast which at nine yards
per car would amount to six hundred
and thirty yards per day. We were not
working at anything like the full ca-
pacity of the shovels as we only work-
ed one engine when the shovel could
handle two, and besides we jhad not
at our disposal a sufficient quantity of
flat cars to match the powers of the
shovel. My experience under the old
system was that with one hundred
men the best I could average would be
a half car per man or fifty cars per

idny totalling four hundred and fifty

yards. When I speak of this, I am
making a calculation as to what I
think is the best that could possibly
be done; I have never done such a
day's work because I never could ob-
tain enough men to do it. I would
therefore say that in my judgment the
great advantage that steam shovels
present as regards ballasting, is that
I am assured of getting a large
amount of ballasting done every year
because of the shovels requiring so
few men to operate them. As regards
the place where the accident occurred,
the road bed was in good shape.
