Bobby McLean,
WerM*s Champion lee Skater, Who 

lost to Oscar Mathleson, the Eero- 
peaa Champion.

(By Robert L. Ripley.)
Bobby McLean, the world’s skating 

champion, Is on his way to Christi­
ania, where he will compete against 
Oscar Mathleson, the European cham­
pion. This Is the first of a record 
number of foreign sport excursions 
which will take place in 1920.

The Canadian champion will arrive 
In Norway about January 28 and will 
have only about ten days In which to 
prepare himself for his foreign rival.

The races will consist of either 
seven or nine events at distances 
ranging from 208 to 10,000 metres, 
and the winner of the majority of 
these contests will he the undisputed 
world’s champion of professional Ice 
skaters. The racing will continue 
over a period of from two to three 
days, and will be held on the quarter 
mile track of the Christiania Ice 
Skating Club, at what Is known as 
Franges Rink. The rink Is an open 
air stadium which will seat close to 
80,000 spectators, and, as the admis­
sion fee will be equivalent to about 
$1.00, the gate receipts are likely to 
establish a record for such a contest. 
The club, which Is an amateur or­
ganisation of high social standing, 
refused to participate In the arrange­
ments for the race, although perfect­
ly willing to donate the use of the 
rink for the occasion without remun­
eration.

The arrangements were left en­
tirely In the hands of Mathleson, and j 
the latter soon discovered that he 
could not train properly and also pro-_ 
mote the affair. As a result he re­
quested that a promoter and pub­
licity man be sent over to take charge 
of arrangements.

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Exploiting Labrador.
Newfoundland claims juris­

diction over a considerable por­
tion of thé North American 
continent, known as Labrador, 
the boundaries of which have 
been so uncertainly defined that 
it has been, and is, extremely 

, difficult to determine where 
Canada leaves off and New- 
foundland-Labrador begins. The 
early definition of the part of 
Labrador belonging to this do­
minion, extended from Hudson’s 
Straits to a line drawn due 
North and South from Blanc 
Sablon to the fifty-second de­
gree of north latitude, but this 
division is generally accepted as 
being unsatisfactory and uncer­
tain, and it is claimed that the 
correct mode of dividing Labra­
dor would be to carry the divis­
ional line due north from Blanc 
Sablon to the height of land, and 
then to continue onward along 
the natural boundary to Ungava 
Bay, which is just the point in 
dispute with Canada over the 
exact definition of the divisional
boundaries.

e • • * • •
The coast line of Newfound- 

land-Labrador as marked on 
the most recent maps, begins at 
a point in the centre of the bot­
tom of Ungava Bay, and con­
tinues around and including 
Cape Chidleigh, thence south 
following the contours around 
Cape Charles and so on up the 
Straits of Belle Isle finishing at 
Blanc Sablon. The jurisdiction 
of Newfoundland over the coast 
line has not been questioned, but 
when our claims to a portion of 
the hinterland, defined on the 
map as approximating a strip 
of territory extending inland 
from Cape Charles to a depth 
of some three hundred miles on 
the southern end and some two 
hundred and twenty-five miles 

.inland on the northern extrem­
ity from Hamah* including 
about one half of the country 
washed by Ungava Bay, was 
made, Canada objected and thus 
is the Labrador Boundary dis­
pute still pending,

It is not so many years ago 
that the question of the right of 
the Government of Newfound­
land to impose and collect cus­
toms duties in that section of 
Labrador extending to the bot­
tom of Hamilton Inlet was com­
batted by Canada, insisting that 
this being Canadian territory 
Newfoundland had no right, 
title or legal claim to assert 
jurisdiction. But the duties 
were collected, which gives a 
precedent for future guidance, 
and was a tacit admission on the 
part of the sister dominion that 
our Government was perfectly 
justified in enforcing its rev­
enue laws even so far inland. 
That being so then it Is doubly 
more important now that the 
matter of the Labrador Bound­
ary be settled, especially when 
the Ungava Exploration Com­
pany has been formed in Cana­
da, the object of which is the 
further exploration and ex­
ploitation of the valuable re­
sources said to exist in the 
“unknown land.” Newfound­
land should, in view of this, take 
immediate steps to have the 
boundaries fully an<^ definitely 
determined in order that, should 
any hidden wealth be uncovered, 
we do not be dispossessed of our 
rightful heritage and the power 
to administer our own territori­
al holdings.

Then conies the tragic night The 
Israelites are all ready for the de- 
parture. Everything Is packed. The 
men stand mumned, with Just a stag 
tq hand. Theyhave ventured all on the 
wor^ of God. Perhaps the mothers 
clasp their first-born a little closer. 
At midnight there is an awful cry, a 
wall of bitter anguish. It Is heard 
from Pharaoh’s palace down to the 
humblest Egyptian home. The eldest 
sons ^are lying dead upon their 
conches. Now the Egyptians rush out 
of their homes with rich gifts that 
they press the Israelites to accept, and 
Implore them to depart from them. ! 
Unmolested, accompanied by wives, 
children and cattle, they leave the 
land of bondage.

The croes shed Its light backward 
as well as forward in history. We find 
the scarlet thread of the blood shed 
for the remission of sins running right 
through the whole Bible. The Israe­
lite. who In simple obedience made the 
sign of the cross on his door by 
sprinkling the blood of a lamb onto 
two side posta and on the upper door­
post as a protection against the angel 
of death, little thought that he typified 
the man who to-day seeks shelter In 
the shadow of the cross, cleansing 
from sin, and deliverance from Its 
curse—death—through the washing of 
the blood.

At the last supper with His dis­
ciples, which was the celebration of 
the Passover, the Lord Jesus knew 
that He Himself was the Paschal 
Lamb for the salvation of the world.

EGYPT WEALTH GLUTTSD.
LONDON,e Feb. 16.

Egypt Is bursting with ‘weath ac­
cumulated from cotton, says the cor­
respondent of the Dally Express in 
Cairo. He adds, ‘‘Illiterate natives, 
living in mud huts, have made twenty 
thousand pounds sterling out ot bot­
tom deals.

When McClure was obliged to aban­
don his ship he decided to build a 
cache with provisions enough tor 
sixty-six men for four months. It is 
probable that this is the cache found 
by the Stefansson expedition on 
Bank’s Island.—N. T. Herald.

The Sims Charges.
Rear-Admiral Sims, who command­

Physical Peculiarities.
David Holmes, the Canadian, who 

is said to be the proud possessor of 
two hearts which work together in 
perfect harmony, is only one of many 
men whose physical equipment defies 
every recognized rule, and who are 
a sore puzzle to the cleverest of doc­
tors.

It is not long since we were reading 
of a man, named Lewis, whoee heart 
emits musical soundu clearly audible 
across a large room.

The music, It Is said, resembles 
that of a calliope in miniature, the 
notes being metallic and sweet Lew­
is Is a Pole, who some years ago was 
exiled to Siberia for a petty offence, 
and was wounded while trying to 
make his escape. The weapon pierc­
ed his chest, grazing his heart and 
converting it in some mysterious way 
into a musical affair, which for many 
years has been the wonder of the 
medical world.

Also more remarkable Is a well- 
known New Yorker who plays fast 
and loose wltl) the laws of gravity, to 
a manner that would be quite incred­
ible if. it were not vouched for by the 
chief scientists in America and on the 
Continent.

When this wonderful man steps on 
the weighing machine his weight 
grows at will to 200, 400, 600, and as 
high as 800 pounds, although he is a 
slight man whose apparent weight 
cannot be more than 120 pounds. 
Similarly, he can reduce his weight 
until it falls to that of a boy of ten.

If he is agreeable, a man of aver­
age strength can pick him up and 
raise him in the air as lightly as if 
he were a schoolboy. At another mo­
ment half a dozen strong men cannot 
raise him an inch from the ground.

A Secret of the North.
Another Arctic cache, with echoes 

of hardships and traces of a daring 
explorers’ outfit, has been found by 
Vilhjalmur Stefansson and Storker 
Storkersen, of the Canadian Govern­
ment expedition. The cache is be­
lieved to be one built more than a 
half century ago by Commodore Rob­
ert McClure, of H. M. S. Investiga­
tor, who sailed the Arctic seas in 
quest of Sir John Franklin, and the 
members of his ill-fated expedition.

Commodore McClure wintered, in 
the Arctic in 1861, 1852 and 1853, and 
his old cache was on the west side 
of the Bay of Mercy on Banks Is­
land. Near the shore of thq Bay of 
Mercy the site of the McClure cache 
was found with strands of old rope, 
remnants ot shipping, barrel staves, 
pieces ot iron from the boats used 
for Arctic exploration, and from 
eight to ten tsae of soft coal, which 
had survived tSe action of the ele­
ments.

It is known to Arctic explorers 
that Commander McClure and hie men 

' went on foot through McClure’s Strait 
tor the Bay of Mercy to Dealy Island. 
McClure’s Strait, presumably named 
after the explorer, forms a body of 
water between Melvillle Island on the 
north and Banks Island on the south.

“No signs of any provisions were 
tound,” said Storkersen, “but we pick­
ed up pieces ot old rope and other 
fragments left by explorers who win­
tered in that region many years ago.
