When Parliamentary party govern­
ment came Into being there were two 
great sides In the political game, the 
Tories and the Whigs, roughly cor­
responding to onr present Conserva­
tives and Liberals.

Neither party chose its own name, 
both labels being given as a term of 
reproach by the other side. Tory If 
corruption of an Irish phrase, a 
spiteful allusion to the fact that many 
of the supporters of the dying cause 
of the Jacobite kings were Irish fight- 
lag men, while Whig is supposed to 
be from the whey of sour milk, a 
sneer at the supposedly sour-faced 
Puritans who steed tor what we now 
call the Liberal or Reform Party.

Gradually these eld labels were 
dropped and the two great sides 
christened themselves.

The Conservatives, taken from a 
Latin word which means “te keep,” 
were the people who believed that al­
though many abuses needed aletra- 
tion, there was much that was good 
la the old system that on the whole 
we ought to change things vsry oau- 
tlousiy Indeed.

On1 the other hand were the Radi­
cals Who believed that the best course 
was to right the wrongs withom de­
lay, even at the risk of pulling up 
some of the things that were seed 
Te pull up, “root and branch,” was, 
roughly speaking, their programme, 
and “radical" comee from the Latin
tor “a root.”

Later on the Radicals changed their 
name to Liberals, to show that they 
were favorable to change, as onposed 
to the old theories of tradition. The 
word comes from the French.

Laborf"our present great third 
party, explains Its own title, as stand­
ing for those who believe that the bal­
ance of fairness must give the actual 
worker a far larger share than at 
present in the wealth dt the nation.

But other labels are not so clear. 
Unionist, for Instance, is etill some­
times seen at election times. When 
the question of Ireland’s Belt-govern­
ment first arose the Conservatives 
were In favor of keeping things as 
they were and maintaining the Union, 
so they were celled Unionists. And 
the Irish M.P., whe stood for Ireland 
as a Natloq was, of course, a Nation­
alist. _____________ •

Ropes Made from Straw
One of the many problems which 

confront the farmer is the disposal-of 
surplus straw. It is a matter of great 
importance, and has a distinct bear­
ing upon the financial success, or 
otherwise, of corn-growing.

A new straw rope-making machine 
spins-the straw Into an article of 
commercial value. This commodity 
hitherto has been manufactured al- | 
most entirely on the Continent, and 
considerable Interest Is being shown 
In the endeavour to make it in this 
country.

The machines produce ropes of 
two strands, the straw being fed Into 
narrow troughs and carried forward 
by means of scored rollers to the 
■pinning boxes.

The rope can be made in diameters 
varying from %tn. to l%in. There is a 
demand for them as packing material, 
and in the foundry trade they are used 
as core binders.

The Jumping Bean
Jumping beans are amongst Na­

ture’s most Interesting phenomena. 
Really It is not the bean that Jumps 
but a little insect Inside It!

The Jumping bean comes from a 
tree in Mexico, which bears a strange- , 
looking three-cornered fruit, con 
taining three pods. In two of these 
pods are the seeds of the tree, but In 
the third is a little worm, the larva 
of a certain kind of moth. . ,

This moth comes to the tree when 
ft is in flower and lays an egg in a 
part of each blossom, so that while 
two parts grow Into pods for the 
seed of the tree, the other becomes a 
shell tor the egg when It Is hatched.

The fruit ripens In August and 
drops to the ground. There the hnek 
breaks open and divides Into three 
parte. In one of these is the worm!

In some extraordinary way the 
little insect knows that tt is not in a 
safe place. It might get eaten or 
trampled upon, so It colls Itself up 
and then suddenly lets itself go with 
a spring, taking its house with ft. It 
goes on Jumping until ft has found 

safe resting-place; then it goes to 
sleep for the winter.

In Memoriam
PHILIP O’NEILL, Holyrood.

The Angel of Death within three 
months has taken from, the ranks of 
the Star of the Sea Association four 
members—the last being Philip O’­
Neill, who died on Dec. 19th, and we 
now mourn the loss of a much es­
teemed and highly respected citizen. 
The deceased was entering on his 
66th year, and had enjoyed compar­
atively good health, until twelve 
months ago, when his health began 
visibly to decline. He bravely and 
patiently resisted the attack of the 
disease, and was confined to his bed 
only one week when he died. Dr. 
Jones was called in attendance on 
the sick man, but the disease had 
reached the incurable stage. Rev. 
Fr. Finn, P.P., visited him often and 
administered the - last sacraments to 
the dying man.

Philip O’Neill was a son of the late 
John O’Neill and a grandson of Den­
is O'Neill, an Irishman, and the first 
schoolmaster of Holyrood, and unlike 
Goldsmith’s immortal schoolmaster, 
the very spot where once he triumph­
ed is not forgot, but Is fragrant in 
the memory of the present or fifth 
generation. Capt. Denis and Rich­

ard O’Neill—one-time famous seal 
and fish killers of Hr. Grace and Bay 
Roberts, were sons of the old school­
master and uncles of Ihe deceased, 
who in early life served with his 
uncles at the fisheries. At the intro­
duction of the Railway in 1881, he 
took up railroad work and stuck at 
it, and was Section Foreman from 
Broad Cove to Hr. Grace the year the 
line went through and in ’86 and ’86. 
Here he met and married Miss Mary 
Hearty, of Turk’s Cove, Trinity Bay, 
In 1886. and was then transferred to 
Holyrood as Section Foreman, and 
served till 1918, as the trusted and 
conscientious employee of the N. F, 
Railway Co., and Reid Nfld. Co., when 
he voluntarily retired on a well-earn­
ed pension. Since his retirement he 
engaged in farming and helping to 
cater to the wants of the many guests 
who quartered for summer holidays 
at the Ocelli Hotel, at the Beach. He 
was an exemplary parishioner, and a 
conscientious citizen. His funeral 
took place on Friday last, and was a 
large one. Undertaker Dunphy had 
charge of the funeral appointment, 

'and had prepared a costly casket to 
enclose the remains in. The Star of 
the Sea Association was in attendance 
at the obsequies of their late brother 
member. Quite a number of the city 
friends of the deceased came out to 
attend the last rites. The funeral 
cortege proceeded from the home to 
the Parish Church, where the burial 
service was read by Rev. W. P. Fin.’j, 
F.P., thence to the Hillside Cemetery 
where all that was mortal of Philip 
O’Neill was laid to rest In the fa n ■ 
ily plot. May he rest in peace

Without going Into ancient history I 
would like to point out that we have 
during recent years been confront­
ed with the deplorable failure of Lab­
our and its leaders to recognize the 
signs of the times and to adapt them­
selves to modern necessities and re­
quirements. The attitude of the 
bricklayers in face of the extreme ur­
gency of the housing problem cannot 
be forgotten. Not only did they re­
duce the number of bricks they were 
allowed to lay per hour or per day, 
but—they absolutely refused, though 
there was a shortage of labour, to 
allow ex-Serrice men to, come to 
their assistance. Two years ago we 
had the disastrous moulder's strike, 
which held up the engineering in­
dustries throughout the country. 
Last year the shipping industry was 
disorganized by the joiners’ strike, 
which paralyzed trade and drove it 
on to the Continent and enabled 
foreign workers to carry on while 
ours were reduced to the verge of 
starvation. Now we have Just 
emerged from the still more disast­
rous boilermakers' strike, the e4il 
consequences of which are quantita­
tively incalculable and. unfortunate­
ly. cumulative in their dire effect. In 

I fact, the arrogance of Labour in this 
country has become a byword 
throughout the world, and with re­
gard to the so-called leadership of 
those who organize labour and are" 
supposed to direct Its energies into 
right channels, it is a case of the 
blind leading the blind. It seems to 
me In this connection that had we to­
day been sheltering behind tariff 
walls, the consequence would im­
mediately have been a demand on the 
part of Labour for higher wages and 
then a request from manufacturers for 
a higher duty, and so on. until we 
were as drastic in our protective 
system as America.

In the case of the British 
Empire, some of the Dominions, 
however, are sundered by as much 
as 12,000 miles of sea. For the paral­
lel to hold good the geographical dis­
tance between the various parts of 
the British Empire would have to’bè 
eliminated, or, at all events, we would j 
have to provide such means of cheap 
transport as to be equivalent to this j 
if we are to convert the Empire into ' 
a United States. Any attempt made 1

The collection contains about 600 
species. Only a few months before 
his death, Mr. Rothschild entered in­
to correspondence with Russian men 
of science and collectors, with a view 
to obtaining some of the species still 
lacking. He was anxious to form as 
complete a collection as possible, be­
cause he had planned a catalogue ot 
it in which every species would be il­
lustrated and described. The collec­
tion contains approximately 3,560 mic­
roscopic slides, besides 40,000 spec­
ies preserved in alcohol r.nd 20,000 
duplicates ot common species.

To amass this vast material 
was no easy undertaking. These very 
active Insects were particularly diffi­
cult to obtain in the tropics, since the 
flea leaves the host almost immediate­
ly after death and the ants are gen­
erally on the spot at once to take away 
any Insect alive or dead, that may be 
found on the host in a trap. By in­
teresting collectors In the alms ot 
this study, and offering small sums 
In recompense to likely persons in 
foreign countries, Mr. Rothschild 
gradually achieved success. Yet in 
spite of his efforts and the great work 
he accomplished, British knowledge 
of tropical fleas Is still very inade- ! 
quate, and almost certainly, even In 
Central and Western Europe, many 
new specimens remain to be discov­
ered.

Mr. Rothschild, as was to be expec­
ted, did not confine his interest solely 
to fleas, other groups of blood-suck­
ing and dlseaee bearing'parasites be­
ing extensively studied by him, but it 
Is for his remarkable collection of 
fleas, and his work upon tnem, that 
natural science and medicine are 
principally Indebted to him. By a 
deed of gift executed In 1913 Mr. 
Rothschild transferred the entire col­
lection to the trustees of the British 
Museum at his death, or earlier should 
he so decide.

valleys. During the times of outflow 
at the Trent outlet and later at the 
North Bay outlet the flow at Niagara 
is esimated to have been only 15 per 
cent, of the present flow. The outflow 
at Chicago was probably very small. 
The shifting of the main outlet from 
one place to another was due partly 
to the uncovering by the ice—as it 
melted back—of outlet channels lower 
than the more southerly outlets and 
partly to uplift or tilting of the land, 
the amount of uplift being greater in 
the north than in the south. Uplift 
went on as the ice-sheet gradually 
melted and is generally held to have_ 
been due to removal of the burden 
of the ice-sheet from the land sur­
face.

Some parts of the Niagara gorge 
are quite different in general charac­
ter and size from other parts. The 
narrow parts are probably due to the 
small outflows during the times of 
diversion of the flow of the upper 
lake by way of the Trent and North 
Bay outlets. The upper great gorge 
214 miles long was formed during 
the time that the present flow has 
been maintained and since the 
diversion of the flow from the North 
Bay outlet hack to the Port Huron 
outlet. Judging by the rate 'of reces­
sion of Niagara Falls since 1827 it 
has taken between 3,000 and 3,500 
years to form the upper gorge.

Geogolical Changes in 
the Great Lakes System
OTTAWA Ont, Dec. 4—(Canadian

Press)—Chicago's fight ftp1 a drain­
age canal and Canada’s fight for 
the maintenance of the present levels 
of the Great Lakes raise the inter­
esting geological question of the 
history of the Great Lakes and the 
changes that have taken place under 
natural conditions during the past 
few thousand years, since the disap­
pearance of the glaciers of the Ice 
Age, says a statement by the Geo­
logical Survey, Department of Mines, 
Ottawa.

Studies of the raised or abandoned 
beaches which occur at many places 
around the margins-’ of the Great 
Lakes and the old outlet channels 
connected with these beaches show 
that there have been many changes in 
the size of the lakes and that the 
principal outlet has been shifted from 
one place to another, though the 
main outlet of Erie and the upper 
lakes has remained at Niagara, 
throughout the greater part of the 
time (probably 20,000 to 30,000 
years since the disappearance of the 
ice sheet from the southern part of 
the Great Lakes region.

The ice sheet which once covered 
the whole of the Great Lakes' region 
gradually melted back toward / the 
north and for a time blocked the up­
per part of the St. Lawrence valley, 
thus ponding the waters In the Lake 
Ontario basin. The overflow, during 
this early stage of the Great Lakes 
— which, however, were much 
smaller than at present, because a 
large part of the basins were oc­
cupied by the ice-sheet,—was south­
ward by way of jthe Hudson valley to 
the sea. The flow at Niagara during 
this stage is estimated to have been 
only 25 per cent, of the present flow. 
When the ice-sheet melted hack 
further toward the north the Trent 
valley outlet was uncovered by the 
ice and as the land in this region 
was at that time lower than the Port 
Huron outlet the main 'drainajge of 
the upper Great Lakes was diverted 
down the Trent Valley to the Ontario 
basin and thence to the sea. At a 
somewhat later stage a part of the 
drainage escaped by way of the 
Chicago outlet to the Mississippi 
valley and at a still later sjage near­
ly all the drainage of the upper lakes 
went by way of North Bay and down 
the Ottawa valley to the Champlain 
Sea, which then occupied the lower

I laughed Inwardly, but I 
was frightened. It we had let some 
of these fellows do everything they 
said had to be done, we wouldn’t 
have one natural tooth in our mouths 
to-day; we have to be alert, else 
there is no telling what damage they 
will do merely in the course of an 
exploration. One of oar inspectors 
lost a perfectly good tooth at the 
brands of one of these quacks. He 
held the inspector down and yanked 
a molar out in the shake of a lamb’s 
tail before he realised what was 
happening.”

That the courts are alive to the 
menace these bogus practitioners 
hold out to the public is indicated by 
the comment of Judge O’Keefe, of 
the recent Bronx Special Sessions 
Court.
