The deaths on the other hand, are less 
than half a million, and the rate is 
falling year by year. In other words, 
the births are more than double the 
deaths.

Emigration Does Not Help. 
Large numbers are constantly emi­

grating from this country. The num­
ber is, in fact, a little over a quarter 
of a million yearly 41r7.000 to various 
ports of the Empire and 99,000 to for­
eign countries), yet, even so. the popu­
lation is Increasing. Not merely in­
creasing, but increasing rapidly, for, 
in addition to the excess of births 
over deaths, we have also to reckon 
In the number of aliens who are con­
stantly arriving and settling In this 
country.

From 1870 up to the date of the 
Great War the annual Increase of onr 
population averaged no less than 418,- 
000. The. war killed off more than 
three-quarters of a million of our men 
and cut the birth-rate by about 150.- 
000 a year, for four years. But the 
war stopped emigration almost en­
tirely, and this alone was compensat­
ion for the extra deaths and diminish­
ed births. That is to say. it compen­
sated, sq far as numbers went, al­
though, of course, it meant that the 
remaining population was short of 
able-bodied men and consisted large­
ly of elderly people, women and child­
ren.

In 1910, the second year after the 
war, the birth-rate leapt upwards, 
there being 300,000 more babies born 
than in 1919. The rate has since fall­
en to about the 1914 level.

But here Is the point which the 
pessimists forget, or of which they nev­
er think. A curions point, too, and 
one well put by the Reg'strar-General, 
Mr. S. P. Vivian : “The birth-rate, 
when operating on an Increasing popu­
lation, has a geometrical effect, and a 
declining birth-rate may then produce 
a constant or even an increasing an­
nual addition to the population.”

That hs exactly what is happening 
in this country, and we already, have 
more people than we can either feed 
or house. The fact that there are 
smaller families makes no difference, 
there being more smaller families. 
Thus, six persons with four children 
each equal twenty-four ; eight with 
three produce the same result.

What - are perhaps the most re­
markable natural pearls in the world 
are being exhibited in the Australian 
Pavilion at the British Empire Ex­
hibition.

This extraordinary exhibit, known 
as the Southern Cross, is a cluster of 
nine pearls forming an almost per­
fect Latin cross. The shaft is com 
posed of seven pearls measuring an 
inch and a half in length, while the 
arms of the cross are formed of one 
pearl oh each side opposite the sec­
ond pearl from the* top downwards.

Examination under a powerful 
microscope shows that the gems were 
produced by nature In their present 
arrangement, probably as a result of 
mutual compression during growth.

The pearls were discovered in 1874 
by a pearl fisher at Roebnrn, In Wes­
tern Australia, but so amazed were 
the finder and the owner of the ves­
sel that, believing it to be a heaven- 
wrought miracle, they burled the 
treasure and left It to be forgotten.

It remained hidden until 1879, when 
an Australian explorer, Alexander 
Forest, passed through Roeburn and, 
hearing accidentally of the pearl, dis­
closed Its existence to the world. •

He left New York at 3.59 a.m. and 
reached San Francisco at 9.44 in the 
evening.

The distance is 2,670 miles, and on 
the face of it the aviator covered the 
distance in 17% hours. If we allow 
jpnly 2% hours for stops, this means 
he was travelling at something like 
180 miles an hour.

Actually the case is .quite differ­
ent, for the pilot was flying with the 
sun. He thus gained six hours of 
daylight, so that his flying time was : 
not 17% hours, but a little over 22 
hours.

If he had travelled in the opposite 
direction—from East to West—he 
would have lost 6 hours of daylight,

The Ship Canal is a narrow lane of 
water from the month of the Mersey 
to Manchester, a distance of thirty- 
five miles. As It is cut through a 
plain, the Manchester end Is only 
seventy feet above the level at its 
mouth. *

As a constant depth oft water must 
be maintained, the canal is divided 
by locks into five sections, like the 
steps of a stairs. Going inland, the 
level of each section is from fourteen 
to sixteen feet higher than the previ­
ous one.

If the water were allowed to run

straight through without these Inter­
ruptions, It would soon drain away 
and the canal would be too shallow. 
Hencezthe locks. At each of ‘the 
locks a ship if lifted up from four­
teen to elxten feet. The locks are 
long chambers, at each end of which 
is a heavy wooden gate with double 
doors. 1 ,

A ship coming up the cabal is 
faced at each lock with a wan of 
water, which Is kept back by the 
upper gates of the lock. The lower 
gates I will be open and the ship 
passes through into the - narrow 
chamber of .the lock.

The lower gates of the lock are 
closed behind her by machinery. She

front to pull and . the other hangs on 
behind to help steer the boat by keep­
ing her end-on. If the ship’s stern 
were all awed to swing across the 
canal it would be difficult to get her 
to go straight again, as there is so 
little room for steering.

When there is a heavy wind, the 
rear tug Is all the more necessary to 
keep the boat straight against it 
Strange though It may sound, a strong 
weetérly wind will raise a choppy 
sea in the canal. The spray often 
beats Over the quays ' at the end of 
the waterway.

On several occasions, heavy row­
ing boats have been wracked by bad 
weather in the canal. ,-----1

is now in a watertight compartment. 
If the water from the higher level in 
front of her is let into the compart­
ment, the ship will be raised up and 
able to continue her journey on the 
higher level when the gate in front 
of her is opened.

When the ship entered the lock her 
decks were well below the level of 
the lock walls. As the water comes 
In, the ship rises rapidly, until the 
men on deck are looking down on the 
lock attendants. The gates are open­
ed In front, and the boat passes on 
her way.

.Large ships are usually accompan­
ied by two tugs, which- creep into, the 
lock with their charge.

Expeditions such as those un­
dertaken to the North and South 
Poles, the attempts to conquer 
Mount Everest, or the plan to 
girdle the globe by means of 
aeroplanes, which has been all

MAY SELL 46,000 SHARES OF C.P.R. 
Canadian Government is Reported 

Planning to Sell Allen Stock by 
Private Sale.

A report Is current In Montreal that 
the Canadian Government is prepar­
ing to dispose of the 45,000 shares of 
Canadian Pacific Railway stock that 
It holds for a special fund that Is 
made up of the proceeds of property 
owned by enemy aliens. This stock 
has been held for several years# al­
ready, and it seems that a decision has 
been reached that the present time is 
opportune for disposing of it. It is 
understood that there will be no effort 
to sell it on the open market where a 
transfer of even a few thousand shares 
might have the effect of depressing the 
stock for all shareholders, but that 
it will be offered by private sale. The 
delay In the disposal of this stock will 
have resulted in a considerably In­
creased return for these shares ow­
ing to the rise that has taken place. 
The stock in 1920 showed limits be­
tween 134 and 109%; in 1921 between 
123% and 101; in 1922 the high was 
161% and 119%, while in 1923 the high 
was 156 and the low 140%. The cur­
rent price is running between 148 and 
149.
