If we differ from the writer
who expresses that opinion, it is
perhaps because we have the ad-
vantage of being able to view
the question from the st;mdpoint
of the returned soldier, whose
right-to a decision, based on all |
the circumstances, far outweigh
any consideration of the com-
paratively trifing amount re-
quired to remunerate the lay
members.

Unquestionably, a decision as
to the exaet nature and effect of
the disability complained of can |
only be formed by the medical
examiner, but the soldier who
has had frequently to submit
himself to medical boards is
somewhat inclined to be re-
ticent in the presence of the doc-
tor, whereas if he knows that
.his case will receive the consid-
eration of civilians as well, he
feels assured that it is more
likely to be settled on its merits,
and is in consequence more in-
clined to be communicative.

On the question of the pay-
ment of such officials, it may be
entioned that this is not an in-
novation. Further we are con-
vinced that the unpaid official is
for many reasons not an unmixed
blessing, @and the value of his
gervices is not infrequently a
liability rather than an asset.
