Prussian Military Acthorities
. Seriously Alarmed at tl.e
Situation.

In countries like Ger-
many, where a term of military service
is required of every able man, the ex-
aminations for army fitness are pretty
apt to indieate the true state of the
nation’s health, and when seyenteen out
of every 1,000 applicants have weak
hearts, it is oo wonder that the authori-
ties decide there is something wrong.

a little game. Thus, the game always
Lave the chance to retire a little far-
thor from the encroachments of civiliza-
tion and its forerunner, “the man with
the gun.” This theory is scouted by the
game preservation enthusiasts, who say
that the evidence of eyves and ears is
worth cartloads of theory.

A member of the Okanagan Gun Club,
who was in the city recently,
made some severe reflections upon the
way in which the Game 'Act was evaded
on the Island, and said that this mat-
ter was much better attended to in the
upper ccuntry than here. This gentle-
man informed the Colonist that this
eun club had a fund to’ which each
member subscribed one dollar, which was
kept as a prosecution fund when poach-
ers were brought up. In addition to this
cach member of the club pledged him-
self that he would mnot kill ..game.
at any time except in the lawful sea-
son, and eaeli member was practically a
constable, or game warden, who would,
when oececasion arose, inform against
persons whom he found killing game out
of season.

Owing to this finely organized system,
the intolerable pest of illegal game
slaughtering was almost unknown in the
Okanagan. The gentleman expressed as-
tonishment that the gun clubs of the
Island did not adopt some such com-
mon sense arranzement to deal with the
criminals who kill game out of season:
It only requires one or two prosecutions
to step the practice very effectually. The
Vernon club had no sooner entered the
field as a corps of special constables than
the crime alluded to became praectically
non-existent. Suitably heavy fines were
i:mwosed upon offenders caught, and with
the most salutary effeet.

Pernicious Pests are Fully

The Board of Hortienlture met in the
office of the Deputy Minister of Agri-
culture at 10 oclock on Loursday last
and continued in session till 10 o’clock
r riday night.

The meeting Lad been called to con-
sider some very important questions,
such as the increase.or infecied fruit
spipped into this province trom Cali-
torma during the early part of this
geason. Mhis is shown by the unusually
large quantities that have been condemn-
ed. 1t was expected that as soon as
California shipments would cease, that
fruit coming trom Washington and Ore-
gon would be found to be freer from
aangerous pests, but unfortunately, this
is not tne case.

1t appears that the great Yakima
Valley in Washington, which  corres-
ponds to our own and Okanagan Valley,
ouly earlier in the season, is as badiy
intected with the codling moth as Cal-
fornia. Several shipments of pears trom
fhat section had to be condemmed at
Vancouver and sent back @luring: the
past week because of the Dresence- of
this dreaded pest. Quarantine -officers,
have to be cautioned to be exceedingly
careful in the imspection of Washington
fruit. The board Las dealt with this
matter,

. All reports go to show that plum-rot
is again prevalent in some portions of
the lower Mainland. A committee con-
sisting of Messrs. Palmer and Cuuning-
ham nhas been instructed to further in-
vestigate this matter and prepare a re-
port for the information of truit grow-
ers as to the best methods of combatting
this destructive disease.

The present season has been very un-

plums, and cherries. It is altogether
likely that growers will be obliged to
discontinue planting varieties which are
found to be liable to the brown _rot.
There are many excellent wvarieties
which are practically immuue from the
disease. All this will be dealt with by
the committee.

Great complaint” hds beén made 10
the board by fruit growers who suffer
from the depredations of crows. It
would seem that these dreadful pests
are largely on the increase; in some
sections they are actually destroying
half the crop of fruit, especially cher-
ries and early apples. The board has
made a recommendation to the govern-
ment as to the best methods of dealing
Fwith . this serious evil. Some concerted
effort will have to be made to destroy
cro by either poisoning them by
wholesale or shooting. I1f nothing be

“he Minister of Agriculture was pres-
ent at the meeting when his other press-
ing duties permitted, and took a very
keen and sympathetic interest in the
solution of many problems with which
the Board of Agriculture has to deal.
