STEAM PUMP FISHINu.

It Was Rapid, but Disastrous, and
France Stopped It.

One of the most singular fishing de-
vices imaginable was discovered by ac-
cident in France. Though extremely
gimple, the system is revolutionary.

A pond on the farm of La Marle-
quette, bordered by rocky shores, was
drained one year by the aid of a steam
pump. Each stroke of the piston drew
up twenty-five gallons of water, and
the pond was emptied in a few hours,
and not only was the water drawn off,
but all the fishes also were transferred
to a new element.

This was a revolution. The owners
of ponds in the neighborhood followed
suit, and the proprietor of the pump
made a specialty of this sort of work.
He “let” one of his pumps, modified
for the purpose. The peasants of the
region called it “the fish pump.” Bach
stroke of the piston brought up tor-
rents of water, in which were fish and
crawfish, together with mud and de-
bris.

One pond of several acres was clear-
ed of fish at an expense of 86 francs,
or $720. The process was ingenious,
but as one cannot have his fish and eat
it, too, and as such rapid consumption
would have led to equally rapid exter-
mination, the authorities stopped the
practice.—~Scientific American,

KNIFING A SHEEP

Modern Slaughter House Methoc
Painless and Rapid.

INSTANT DEATH IS ASSURED

One Dexterous Thrust Through the
Animal’'s Head by an Expert Work
man Ends Consciousness—How the
Carcass Is Skinned and Dressed.

The easiest way you could possibly
think of is the way sheep are killed in
the packing houses. Most persons mis
takenly imagine that they are treated
horribly and see in their minds a
bloodthirsty man, with shoulders like
hams, standing over a poor, defense
less sheep with a bludgeon in his
bands ready to send the creature
straight to the promised land. Bu!
there is where the sentimentalist goes
completely wrong, for if there is an
animal that is treated right—in speak
ing of its death—it is the sheep. There
is only one thing that doesn't look as
though death was absolute pleasure for
the sheep, and that is right at the ver)
start of the killing operation.

The sheep are driven from the yards
up a long chute, and when they enter
the pathway a leader sheep puts him
self at their head to take them up into
the killing room. These sheep are
trained and are nearly always black
so that there will be no mistake made
and the leader sheep killed.

This leader takes the animals up the
chute to a pen that will hold about
fifty sheep. Here a man catches them,
two at a time, and shackles them by
their hind legs. This Is the operation
referred to as the only one painful to
the sheep.

The animal {s then swung on to what
is called the Ferris wheel. This wheel
is constantly revolving, and as it reach
es a certain spot the sheep are trans
ferred to a track from which they
bang head downward. At that point
their suffering ceases, for the next
workman is the man who kills them.

The killing process is one that is ab
solutely painless to the sheep. 'I'he
workman is adept and never misses
the mark at which he strikes. With
a sharp knife in his hand, he moves
down the row of hanging animals, and
as he comes to each one he feels of
the head just behind the ears and finds
the point where the bones of the head
leave an opening. In this the knife is
thrust and goes through the head of
the animal, completely severing on

both sides a large artery. The sheep is )

killed instantly. Five hundred sheep
can be handled every hour at this
point. They are then “pated,” an op-
eration that consists of skinning the
fore part of the head and the neck.

The next workman cuts through the
hide on the breast and skins just one
spot below the neck. ,The fore legs are
then broken and cut off to be sent to
the bone room,™

The fact that there is a time for ev-
erything and one man to do just his
part and no more is emphasized in the
sheep room when one sees just one
hind leg skinned by one man and the
other skinned in an entirely different
operation. The sheep is then put on
what is called the endless chain. This
chain consists of hooks at intervals
and is constantly moving, making the
rounds of the room in about twenty
minutes. Along this chain are the
workmen, and as the sheep is passed
on to them by the chain they do their
work and wait for the next carcass.

After the two hind legs have been
skinned the back is partly skinned and
the animal is passed on to the next
man who is called a “pelter.” He
grasps the pelt just above the hind
legs, and, with a few deft twists of it,
it is pulled off and the sheep passed
on to the next workman.

After being skinned the sheep are
carefully washed and wiped, a new
towel being used on every animal. An
endless chain is in progress here also,
for when a towel is used it is thrown
into a vat of boiling water, washed
and put into a drier to be used over
and over again. After the animal has
been washed the head is taken off and
the neck washed in the same manner
as the rest of the carcass. The gov-
ernment inspector then gets it, and it
is subjected to a rigid examination,
after which the stamp of approval of
the United States is put on.

After the head is taken off it is sent
to the floor below, where the tongue is
taken out and the remainder of it sent
to the bone room.

There are two ways of dressing the
sheep. Some of the buyers insist on
having the caul fat with the animal,
while others do not care about it. If
the fat is desired it is put on the hind
part of the animal, covering about one-
half of the body, and is then split, re-
vealing the carcass shorn of the vis-
cera.

The dressed animals are hung on
overhead tracks and put on an eleva-
tor to be sent to the cooling room.—
8t. Louis Globe-Democrat.

HACKNEY COACHES.

Tradesmen Protested When They First
Appeared In London.

In a letter dated April 1, 1639, Mr.
Garrard, writing to the Earl of Straf-
ford, says: “Here is one Captain Baily.
He hath been a sea captain, but now
lives in London, where he tries experl-
ments. He hath erected according to
his ability some four hackney coaches,
put his men in a livery and appointed
them to stand at the Maypole in the
Strand, giving them instructions at
what rate to carry men into several
parts of the town, where all day they
may be had.

"(};t_her hackney men seelng this way,
they flocked to the same place and per-
formed their journeys at the same rate,
so that sometimes there are twenty of
them together, which disperse up and
down.”

Citizen shopkeepers bitterly com-
plained of this, saying:

“Pormerly when ladles and gentle-
men walked in the streets there was &
chance of customers, but now they
whisk past in the coaches before our
apprentices have time to cry out,
‘What @'ye lack?"”

The word cab, a contraction of cabrl-
olet, was not used until 1823.—London
Standard.

The late Meredith Townsend had an
affection for Scotsmen as contributors
to the Spectator, of which he was for
g0 many years proprietor and coeditor.
Mr. Townsend’s -Bking for the Scots
was based on an experience he had in
Leith when a boy. He was on a holl-
day and had run short of money for
his return to London. He boldly board-
ed a London passenger boat, intimated
his desire to the captain to go south,
explained who he was and stated that
he was without funds. Seemingly fa-
vorably impressed by the lad’s tale and
appearance, the captain, a Scot, sald
that would be all right and showed
him to a cabin. “But,” sald young
Townsend, “this is a saloon. As things
are steerage would do all right.” “Na,
pa, my mannle,” said the captain. “If
I trust ye at all I’ll trust ye first class!™

The First Henchmen, 2

Skeat derives the word henchman
from hengstman (Anglo-Saxon), horse-
man, groom. It is probable that hench-
men were in the first instance young
nobles who at state ceremonies attend-
ed on the king as mounted pages. His-
tory speaks of these henchmen in this
capacity, for we read that Henry VL
bad three and Edward IV. six of them.
We find, too, that they were mention-
ed in the royal ceremonies as belong-
ing “to the riding household” and took
part In tournaments. The last time
“henchman” is mentioned in connec-
tion with the court is in the reign of
Henry VIIL, and gradually it came to
mean an ordinary page.

Our Labor-8aving Devices Like Safety
Pins and Colfar Studs and Paper
Fasteners Were All Use by the
Ancients—Hairpins and Fish Hooks'
and Bronze Razors Among the
Antiquities Found.

Every now and the;‘it is dheove{-
that some extremely ‘‘modern’”
venfion is in reality excoodlnily
For example, the safely pin, far
m being a novelly, or even re-
oent origin, is decidedly sancient—a
fact made certain by the finding of a
great nﬁ:y such pins fashioned ex-
actly like those of today, in old
Roman and Etruscan tombs, dating
back to a period a good deal earlier
than the birth of Christ.
The safety pin was an article of
common use in Italy long before the
Roman Empire attained the height of
its glory. Some of them were exact-
ly like those of to-day, utilizing the
familiar principle of coiled spring and
catch; but the material of which they
were made seems: always to have been
bronze. They took on a development,
however, far more remarkable than
our modern safety pins, many of them
being quite large affairs, ten inches
or 8o in length, and hollow, as if de-
signed to be attached to the gown in
front, and possibly to contain flowers.
Not infrequently they were ornament-
ed with gems.
Another ancient invention was the
collar gtud. It is true that the an-
cient Romans did not use buttons to
fasten their garments, but for this
very reason safety pins “were more
urgently required, and the latter
scems to have been supplemented by
studs of bronze, whid¢h were in' ghape
exactly like those of to-day. Of
course, people in those days wore no
collars, but the little contrivance in
question was wutilized in other ways.
Probably—and, indeed, the assump-
tion is not a rash one—it had in that
early epoch the same habit as now
of rolling under a piece of furniture
on slight provocation, for the purpose
of eluding observation and pursuit,
with the usual perversity of inani-
mate objects.
Of  all modern inventions, none
seems to belong more typically to the
present day than the so-called McGill
paper fastener—the small brass con-
trivance used to fasten a number of
sheets of paper together. Yet (though
it has been patented), it was well
known more than two thousand years
ago, being used by the soldiers of
Rome as an incidental of thair cos-
tume. The belt of thin copper worn
by the ancient legionary was fastened
to a strip of cloth, for lining, with a
series of little bronze clamps exactly
like the paper fastener in question.
Various institutions have got to-
gether a very interesting collection
of such ancient inventions—one of
the specimens shown being the belt
of an ancient Roman soldier, which
exhibits the application of the con-
trivance described. Among other ob-
jects belonging to the same category
are thimbles 2,500 years old. They
are of bronze, and their outer surfaces
show the familiar indentations for
engaging the head of the needle. In-
deed, these thimbles are much like
modern ones, barring the fact that
they have no tops to cover the end
of the finger. For that matter, how-
ever, many thimbles of to-day are
topless.
The women in those days had
bronze bodkins, made just like thoze
in use now, and for toilet purposes
they employed small tweezers of a
attern that has not vet beg altered
n 2,000 years. To hold their hair in
place, they had not hit unon the no-
tion of bending a wire double; but
they used for that purpose straight
bronze pins, made exactly like mod-
ern hat pins with big spherical heads.
It is from this early type of hairpin,
in truth, that the hat pin of to-day is
derived. Mayhap the ancient Roman
virago, when aroused to rage, pluck-
ed an improvised dagger from  her

In the collection referred to is a
number of flsh hooks, mo less than
8,000 years old, obtained from ancient
Bwiss lake dwellings. They are of
bronze, and in shape are exactly like
the most improved modern fish hooks.
They have the same curves and the
same barbs, with a similar expansion
of the top of the shank for the attach-
ment of the line, Barring the metal
of which they are composed, they
might have been made yesterday.
Other curios from the old Etruscan
tombs are strainers, ladles, spoons,
and knives of bronze. Buch articles,
as well as daggers and other weapons
and utensils were cast most common-
ly in molds that were made of hard
stone, a pair of stones being required
to produce the .object, which was
afterwards polished and otherwise
elaborated. Among the most inter-
esting of the contrivances for the
toilet is a fine tooth comb of ivory,
which in shape “is precigely like the
fine tooth combs of to-day.

Of ,eourse the gentleman of ancient
Rome was obliged to shave himself
unless he chose to wear a beard, and
for this purpose he used & razor which
must have made the operation decid-
edly severe. It was not at all like
modern razors, but was of bronze,
and somewhat like .a small sickle,
very broad in the moon-shaped blade,
and with a handle rigidly attached.

Naturally, the Roman damsel or
matron had to have something in the
way of a looking glass, and it is odd
to find that her hand mirror was pre-
cisely of the most fashionable modern
type. It was of polished bronze, be-
cause the art of silvering glass to
make it serve as a reflector, was then
unknown. .

Every Rowman gentleman had a
latch key which fitted the door of his
dwelling. It was attached to a finger
ring so that it could-not easily be
lost, and would always be ready for
convenient use, no matter what the
hour or the condition of the owner.

AN UNCANNY SIGHT.
Unpleasant Manner In Which the

Serpent Bewitches Its Victim.

One of the most wonderful of the
serpent’s feats is the power of con-
tinuing motionless, with the lifted
head projecting forward for an inde-
finite time. This ability is of the
highest importance to the reptile,
both when fascinating its victim and
when mimicking some inanimate ob-.
ject, especially the stem and body of
an aquatic plant. When the serpent
is in this attitude, with its round,
unwinking eye fixed on the beholder’s
face, the effect is most uncanny.

Perhaps no better illustration of the
serpefit’s bewitching power could be
%iven than that related by Ernest

lanville, a South African traveler,
who describes his own experience.

When a boy he frequently went out
into the bush in search of game, and
on one of these solitary excursions
he sat down to rest in the shade of a
willow on the bank of a stream.
