This year they have acquired some promi­
nence and notoriety, and give evidence that 
they appreciate to some extent the treat­
ment accorded them and the efforts pot forth 
on their behalf.

Our Governor-General and his lady have 
been travelling through the great West of 
our Dominion, and met large gatherings of 
Indian chief* and their followers. Some of 
the chiefs were introduced to them, and 
Lord Aberdeen, through interpreters, spoke 
to the Créés and Blackfeet.

An agrigultural exhibition has also lately 
been held at Regina at which $19,000 was 
given in prizes.- The Indians carried off not 
a few of the awards, and gave palpable evi­
dence that, under the guiding hands of civi­
lization and Christianity, they can become 
good agriculturists and citizens. Special 
prizes were carried off for red fyfe wheat, 
white oats, peas, barley, manufactured arti­
cles and working oxen.

On one reserve last year 3,000 tons of.hay 
was stored which wintered 1,400 head of cat­
tle. On another reserve 6,947 bushels of 
wheat was raised and 1,486 bushels of oats. 
On the Black foot reserve they have lately 
completed an irrigation ditch between four 
and five miles in length for the improvement 
of their reserve.

One Indian carried off the first prize for a 
yoke of oxen shown against all comers. Two 
thousand of them were said to be present at 
the exhibition, and their specimens of handi­
work gave ample evidence of the thorough 
advancement they have made in civilised 
pursuits in the last decade. They have been 
barely removed from the savage state in 
which their race had existed for centuries, 
and this makes their progress all the more 
wonderful.

In an educational point of view there has 

also been marked advancement. Ten years 
ago in Manitoba and the Territories there 
were 43 day schools, with an attendance of 
1,261 pupils, and three industrial schools. 
Now there are 138 in operation, with 3,776 
pupils, and eight industrial schools. Besides 
the instruction imparted in common school 
branches, they are also taught some of the 
industries, and the females get a general 
knowledge of housework, sewing, knitting, 
etc. That they are well trained in house­
work is shown by the fact that there are 
about twenty Indian girls in service in 
Regina alone, with whom their employers 
are well satisfied. They receive wages from 
$6 to $10 per month, and a number of them 
deposit earnings in the P. O. Savings Bank 
ranging in amounts from $5 up to $100.

—The latest health reports encourage the 
hope that the treatment of diphtheria by 
anti-toxine is successful in greatly reducing 
the rate of mortality. German, French, 
British, and American testimonies are much 
to the same purpose, the death rate large­
ly reduced, and it is hoped that inoculation 
by the virus will serve as a preventive. An 
eminent German physician, Dr. Ranke, re­
ports that the average mortality in diphtheria 
cases, before he adopted the new treatment, 
was 46 per cent. But under the now treat­
ment the rate is 17 per cent. Another, Dr. 
Baginsky, reported a reduction from 58 to 
15 per cent. This was in Berlin. The Jap­
anese physician, Dr. Kitasato claims recovery 
of 31 out of 34 patients by the new treatment 
No doubt our medical men watch these facte.

—The national grange of the United States, 
a body representing the farming interest of 
the entire country, at its recent annual ses­
sion, adopted a resolution in favor of the 
payment by the national government of a 
bounty on all agricultural products sent out 
of the country. In addition to this they also 
ask that a further bounty be given to the 
ships carrying these products. This is equi­
valent to a demand on the part of our farm­
ers for a bounty from the dominion govern­
ment on apples shipped to England, as well 
as for assistance in the shape of a subsidy or 
bounty to the steamers carrying them, so as 
to secure cheaper rates of freight. The 
national grange appears to have been unani­
mous in adopting this resolution, and as it is 
one of the most influential agricultural or­
ganizations in the United States, we shall 
probably hear of the matter again.

Without stopping to discuss the wisdom of 
such a policy, or the justice of attempting 
by this means to level up the protection to 
the agricultural, as well as to the various 
other interests, it certainly would be inter­
esting to note how such bounties would be 
regarded by the countries to which these 
bounty-helped products are exported. What 
would the government of Great Britain do 
if the United States really should adopt such 
a policy? Already the farmers of that coun­
try are being driven to the wall by foreign 
competition. The clamour for protection is 
year by year becoming louder among the 
agriculturalists of England. Delegation after 
delegation has of late been waiting upon 
Lord Salisbury asking for some legislation in 
the direction of protection for the farming 
interests of the country, against free agricul­
tural imports. He has thus far given these 
delegations but little encouragement. If, 
however, to the present difficulties which 
the farmers of England are experiencing, 
owing to free agricultural imports, there be 
added the additional one of the importation 
of bounty-produced and bounty-carried im­
ports, thus causing the competition to be much 
keener, there would seem to be every reason 
to expect some action on the part of the Im­
perial parliament to save the farmers of Eng­
land from ruin. There seems little doubt, 
therefore, that if this policy of the American 
grangers were carried out, Great Britain 
Would be compelled to meet these bounty- 
produced articles with a duty, at least equal 
to the bounty paid by the United States. 
And the adoption of such a policy on the 
part of the mother country would be a long 
step in the direction of what many colonial 
statesmen are hoping for—preferential trade 
within the Empire. In other words they 
are hoping that before many years Great 
Britain can be induced to tax foreign imports 
and admit those from the colonies free. If 
this new policy of the American grangers has 
a tendency to bring about such preferential 
trade, we on this side of the line can watch 
the movement with a great deal of composure. 
Our neighbors might therefore be doing us a 
valuable service in beginning this agitation.

—The ladies of the Council of Women and 
of the King’s Daughters of St. John are agi 
tating in favor of re-establishing the ancient 
custom of ringing a Curfew Bell at nine 
o’clock every evening, as a signal for all chil­
dren to be off the streets. This ancient 
practice, which came to England with the 
Conqueror, and was regarded by the Saxons 
as an act of tyranny, was abolished there 
about a century after its introduction. Re­
cently, however, the custom has been re­
vived in some towns of the United States 
and Ontario under the condition that it ap­
ply only to children, and it has been found 
to lead to beneficial results. Under the cur­
few regulations the police are authorized to 
take in charge all children found unattended 
on the streets after the bell is rung.

While a law of this nature might seem 
somewhat harsh it nevertheless would have 
much to recommend it to the favorable con­
sideration of all who are interested in the 
welfare of the young. Some parents do not 
seem to realize the mistake they are making 
when they allow their children to run the 
streets alone at night.

A contemporary, however, wants to know 
how it will be with half-grown boys—those 
brainless creatures who wear caps on the 
back of their heads and bangs in front, turn 
up their coat collars, display a watch chain 
all across their stomach, smoke cigarette and 
cheap cigars, and otherwise make a holy 
show of themselves. Specimens of thisch 
of idiots are to be found in nearly every 
town. It might not be amies to have a cur­
few to keep that class off the street both day 
and night.

—The legislature of Quebec has recently 
been discussing the question of the abolition 
of the legislative council of that province. 
Up there, however, they have never got so 
far along in the direction of abolition as to 
get a majority of the lower house to agree 
to such a measure. It seems to be taken for 
granted, though, that when that house agrees 
to abolition and passes a bill to accomplish 
that object, the end will be reached without 
further delay or trouble. The consent of

By the time the 
Quebec people have had as much experience 
in abolishing legislative councils as the people 
of this province have had they will know a 
whole lot of things about it which they evi 
dently do not know now.

—The summoning of the dominion parlia­
ment to meet for the despatch of business on 
the second day of January revives public 
interest once more in the vexations 
Manitoba school question, as it is mainly to 
deal with this matter that a sixth session of 
the present parliament is to be held. We 
feel well assured that all good citizens 
throughout the dominion would have been 
glad to see this question removed from the 
sphere of party politics. French and Eng­
lish, catholic and protestant have everything 
to gain by living in peace and harmony to­
gether in this country, and he is an enemy 
to his country who does aught to disturb the 
good will which the different races and sects 
have hitherto entertained toward each other. 
It is not yet too late to hope for some rea­
sonable compromise by which a race and 
religions fued may be avoided and an ami­
cable and satisfactory settlement of this 
troublesome question affected.

The work of exter­
mination proceeds as systematically as it is 
possible for Turkish authorities to carry it 
on. Both Kurds and troops are acting un­
der the orders of the authorities in their 
work of pillage, rapine and murder. The 
correspondent estimates that 10,000 persons 
were massacred between November 18 and 
25, while the sultan was posing before Eu­
rope as being desirous of effecting reforms, 
and as being benevolently inclined towards 
the Armenians. Commenting upon the mat­
ter furnished by its correspondent, the Speak­
er says that among the brutal murderers who 
are engaged in wiping out the Armenians 
there is not one who is so brutal and crimi­
nal as this wretch, Abdul Hamid, whose 
very existence is a reproach to humanity. 
Can the civilized world, the paper asks, look 
on with no stronger feeling than torpid dis­
approval while the monster who owes his 
power to the protection of Great Britain 
censumates a crime that is almost without 
parallel.

Constantinople, November 30.—The sit­
uation here shows very little change.

Victoria, B. C., Nov. 27.—If the owners 
of the sixty odd scaling schooners which 
make Victoria their headquarters, stick to 
their resolution which they passed at a meet­
ing held last evening not one of the schooners 
will leave port until August next year. The 
resolution, which was unanimously agreed 
to, is as follows: “ That owing to the poor 
result of the spring voyages, the sealing fleet 
defer operation until August 1, 1896. All 
the prominent sealers were present and they 
state that they will adhere to the resolution. 
This spring thirty-two Victoria schooners 
operating on the west coast of the island, 
took six thousand skins. About twenty five 
schooners hunted off the Japan 
Copper Island, getting a total catch of 25,000 
skins. These voyages according to the reso­
lution will be entirely done away with next 
season, the schooners confining their oper­
ations to Behring Sea.

NO CHANGE IN CONSTANTINOPLE.
Constantinople, December 2.—The general 

situation here has not changed since Satur­
day, but it is now apparent that a change is 
about to take place. Representatives of the 
powers, some of whom have been waiting 
instructions from their governments in re­
gard to the matter of putting additional 
guard boats in the Bosphorus, now seem to 
be unanimous in their insistence upon the 
issuance of permits for the admission of these 
boats by the sultan. The ambassadors will 
hold a meeting to day to consider the situa­
tion as presented by the sultan’s refusal to 
permit the passage of additional boats through 
the straits and decide upon a concerted plan 
of action.

London, December 2.—The Telegraph 
publishes a despatch from Vienna saying it 
reported that a compromise has been reached 
between foreign representatives at Constan­
tinople and the sultan regarding the guard- 
ship question. The sultan, it said, will 
grant the firmans necessary for the entry of 
guard ships into the Bosphorous on condi­
tion that the powers will not use them uifr 
less the lives of Christians are seriously en­
dangered. The despatch adds that Russia 
scouts the idea of a European conference 
being held on the Turkish question.

*KAMIHistory of Melvern Square.—Continued.

There is a tradition that Melvern Square 
was an Indian reserve. Indeed, it seems 
quite probable that it may ha 
French came quite near this tract of country, 
both on the east and on the west, but we 
have no definite accounts of them ever being 
in this particular spot.

Melvern Square was then as now consid­
ered one of the most fertile parts of the An­
napolis Valley, and it seems quite likely that 
it was an Indian reserve. Every tree of 
temperate regions was found here, such as 
maple (hard and soft), yellow and white pine, 
cedar, hacmatack, ash, elm, oak, hemlock, 
black and white birch, fir and spruce. Some 
of these trees grew to an immense size. 
There was one yellow pine on the banks of 
the McNeil brook that girted 21ft.

The red pine was once quite plentiful but 
is now almost extinct. Besides the black 
and white birch there was a variety called 
the canoe birch, which was valuable for its 
bark, which could be stripped off in large 
pieces. This bark was used by the white 
people for making baskets.

Beautiful cedar groves existed where now 
only an occasional one is seen. Imagine what 
this district must have been like in autumn: 
the trees of crimson and gold with their dark 
green background of evergreen, must have 
been truly beautiful. Nor have all these 
trees been removed; enough still remain to 
make the place look very pretty.

It was in this region that the Micmac In­
dians hunted the moose and caribou and 
captured the salmon and trout that sported 
in the brooks. Remains of Indian canoes are 
still found along the banks of the McNeil 
brook.

The trees of the forest in most cases have 
been supplanted by apple trees, and, all 
along on either side of the roads can be seen 
fine orchards. It is computed that 10,000 
barrels of apples are annually raised in this 
village. Besides apples there is quite an 
amount of small fruit raised. One small 
fruit farm is that which is now owned by 
Mr. Fred McNeil. His father, the late Wm. 
McNeil, was the first to introduce the small 
fruit business in this 
farmer has his patch 
raspberries, and plum, pear, peach and apri­
cot trees are seen in many orchards. S.M.C.

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y. ' V ’Blind Men’s Victories.

ONLY THE MOST RESOLUTE NATURE CAN WIN 
SUCH BATTUES AS THESE.

A unique career was recently brought to 
a close in the suburbs of a great American 
city. It was that of a man totally blind 
from early childhood, who, by force of an in­
flexible will, had succeeded in becoming a 
scientific anatomist.

Although deprived of sight, he trained 
himself by muscular exercise to be an ath­
lete. The loss of one sense only strength­
ened bis determination to preserve all his 
other faculties in the freshness of perfection.

Hie own success in muscular exercise 
brought a group of young men around him, 
and before he was twenty-one years old he 
was a training-master for athletic sports of 
every sort. He opened a gymnasium with 
apparatus designed to carry into practice 
theories of his own respecting the develop­
ment of the human body.

He taught large classes, led in exercises of 
all kinds, and performed the most difficult 
feats with unerring accuracy. His facility 
in using the apparatus and moving about the 
gymnasium was amazing. Visitors oould 
hardly be convinced that the expert and 
fearless teacher was absolutely sightless.

His gymnasium was gradually converted 
into a school of health. By physical exer­
cises conducted under hie supervision, he 
undertook to remedy deformities of body, 
and to cure patients afflicted with diseases 
of lungs, digestion and disordered nerves. 
He became in fact, if not in title, a physi­
cian of recognized skill, and applied many 
original theories to the treatment of dis­
eases, devoting the best years of hie life to a 
minute study of the mechanism of the human 
body, with a view to remedying the physi­
cal defects of other men.

Whether it is the blind boat-builder de­
signing the finest yachts, or the blind ento­
mologist making scientific discoveries, or the 
blind statesman discussing in Parliament the 
intricacies of finance and conducting the 
most laborious executive department, only 
the most resolute natures can win such vic­
tories as these.

Mr. Fawcett, when he met with an acci­
dent in his youth by which he lost his sight, 
was a student with an ardent ambition for 
public life. A weaker nature would have 
given up the fight as hopeless, but with un­
flinching courage he followed the career he 
had marked out for himself. He continued 
his study of political economy by the aid of 
other men's eyes; trained his memory until 
he could carry complex tables of statistics 
as easily as other mem could read the fig­
ures from the printed page, and achieved 
great distinction as a university professor 
and political leader. So complete was hie 
conquest of infirmity that Mr. Gladstone 
was the only man who could rival him in 
Parliament in the exposition of statistical 
question.

“ 1 will remember,” wrote Mr. Prescott, 
the historian, “ the blank despair which I 
felt when my literary treasures arrived and 
1 saw the mine of wealth lying around me 
which 1 was forbidden to explore.”

He was virtually blind, but with uncon­
querable patience he went on with his work 
year after year.

Window Draperies.

White draperies are often overdone; a 
window destitute of hangings is like an eye 
devoided of eyebrows. While not a neces­
sity, drapery is an ornament that is more 
noticeable by its absence than its presence. 
Except in drawing rooms, two or three sets 
of hangings are undesirable. They shut out 
just the air and sunlight that should be freely 
admitted.

Thick draperies are only for winter. With 
the approach of spring they should be shaken, 
folded from the devastating moth, and stored 
in newspapers. Printer’s ink is not a food 
craved by this persistent insect.

From tapestry and brocade of the richer 
sorts, hangings range in beauty and value to 
the denim, burlaps and yachting cloths that 
are now so much in vogue. These three 
Utter fabrics are now manufactured in a style 
far superior to that which prevailed a few 
years ago. Denim, now dyed in all the 
softer shades, while harmless to the doth, 
destroys the coloring upon the design, leav­
ing it a soft ivory white. For corridors in 
city dwellings or for any use in country cot­
tages, denim is both serviceable and attrac­
tive. The designs, made by artiste, are 
quaint and always conventionalized. Those 
having Japanese motifs are especUUy ad­
mirable.

Bagdad curtains are only admissible where 
the wall is of a solid color. Their rich hues 
are attractive and harmonious with almost 
all tints of furnishing. The stripes may be 
purchased separately and used to edge col­
ored plain stuffs. If the bordering U cat- 
stitched on with wool of corresponding or 
contrasting shade, the result will be pleasing.

Boltyn sheeting in soft shades of blue, 
russet, olive, old gold, or in any primitive 
unbleached color, falls in graceful foldings 
and lends itself readily to all sorts of orna­
mentation. And so do all other self-colored 
goods. And there is scarce a material that 
has not been put to this purpose. So long 
as women have leisure and taste they will 
use silks, linens and crewels for decorative 
purposes.

Nothing of the kind shows better than a 
frieze or dado handwork, applique or em­
broidery. The most suitable patterns are 
geometrical devices, arabesque, scrolls, and 
such designs as the Greek key, with our 
nationalized blossoms following closely after. 
Any close copying of nature is forbidden by 
artistic feeling.

Where there is much color and diversified 
forms in the contiguous rooms, an edging or 
dado of black embroidery is showy and in 
good taste. The black Roman floss, Asiatic 
rope silk and Asiatic twisted embroidery are 
easily wrought, and when laundered will 
neither run nor fade. This makes them most 
serviceable for common use.

Winter Care of Heifers.

Nothing short of experience will teach 
most dairymen the absolute necessity of oar­
ing properly and promptly for the young 
members of their herds, which are soon to 
take the place of older ones or add material­
ly to their number and possibly to its pro­
ducing value.

Presuming that the calf has passed its first 
summer successfully, far into the autumn 
toward the approach of winter, yet too early 
to pass into winter quarters, its owner should 
see to it that the calf should have not only 
some grain but a shelter from the storms 
that abound at such seasons of the year.

Cold rains and wind cause no end of trou­
ble when young cattle are left to take chances 
with the inclemency of the weather.

Especially should young heifers have every 
comfort that can be provided for them so 
that many evJs that accompany exposure 
with insufficient food may be avoided. 
Stock that start into their winter quarters 
in good flesh and with their systems in fine 
plight, take much less feed to put them 
through a winter than those which are forced 
into cold weather, thin and poor from sheer 
starvation.

Now is the time to see that our heifers are 
fed at least once a day some kind of nutri­
tious grain, such as bran into which a hand­
ful of oil meal has been thrown, or a quart 
of oats twice each day.

Fatness is not a desirable qualification for 
heifers intended for the dairy, especially for 
the first year of their growth. If fed food • 
rich in nitrogenous substances, they can be 
induced to lay on flesh with but little fat 
added, pass the winter in excellent condi­
tion, and with not extravagant feeding.

It is not business to starve any animal, 
much less those which are destined to be­
come the producers of human food, hence 
the great necessity of a watchful care over 
our little groups of heifer calves during every 
month of the year, but particularly at this 
period of the season, for what they are at 
this period of the year will surely foretell 
what their appearance will be when turned 
out in the spring on pasture.

The most important period of the life of a 
heifer is the last four months of gestation. 
If she is in the least neglected, it is not dif. 
ficult to foresee what the outcome will be. 
With her own wants to supply and those of 
her offspring, she stands during those four 
months on double duty, and should have 
every care that the hand of her owner can 
supply. Most dairy men endeavor to have 
the cows of their herds to come in, in late 
fall or early winter, so that on dry feed they 
can support a good flow of milk on the first 
half of their milking period, and when turned 
to pasture in April or May, will practically 
be fresh again. The feeding of heifers at 
this time of the year is by no means attended 
with so much danger as older cows. Prac­
tically, heifers coming fresh soon should 
have a good feed of grain twice a day made 
up of three lbs. bran, two lbs. gluten, one 
lb. oil meal, frith other ensilage or well cured 
corn stover and clover in such quantities as 
they will eat with a relish. The grain ra­
tion mentioned should be divided in half, 
and fed morning and evening. Some may 
feel afraid of milk fever, but very seldom 
have heifers with first calves been suscepti­
ble to this dreaded disease that so often at­
tacks fatally the older cows fed too heavy 
during latter part of gestation.

The question often arises should heifers 
before calving be confined in the stable con­
tinually and tied in stalls.

If at all possible, we always let our young 
heifers run in open stables much of the time, 
only tying them up at feeding hours, but al­
ways avoid allowing them to be exposed to 
cold, raw winds and rain.

Heifers need more exercise than grown 
cows. Their bones and muscles demand that 
their bodies be moved about so that the 
shape and development of cow-hood may not 
be in any way stunted from either standing 
or lying in one position too much, and too 
long at a time.

It is not always possible to tell what a 
heifer will prove to be when she first begins 
to show up towards maturity; although an 
observing dairyman should be able to detect 
a worthless animal in his herd. An animal 
that has time to watch what is going on 
about it when its feed lies before it, is never 
likely to give much satisfaction to its owner, 
and should not be kept longer than to fat-

He has preached before cultured audiences 
in the old world, as well as to the rough 
pioneers in the mining towns of the Rocky 
mountains, and his utterance as well as his 
writings have been in the line of progress and 
liberality, well-seasoned with practical com­
mon sense. Dr. Freeman has written this 
paper a letter which will be read with inter­
est. He says:—

“ Some five years since I found that deep 
study and excessive literary work, in addi­
tion to my ordinary ministerial duties, were 
undermining my health. I detected that I 
was unable to understand things as clearly 
asT usually did; that after but little thought 
and study I suffered from a dull pain in the 
head and great weariness, and all thought 
and study became a trouble to me.

At three o’clock in the afternoon (in win­
ter) dissolve one-half a compressed yeast cake 
in a half-cup of lake-warm water. Put into 
a bowl one quart of flour, make a hole in the 
centre and pour in the yeast and one pint of 
warm milk. Stir thoroughly with a spoon; 
cover well and stand in a warm place until 
light. In the evening add two well-beaten 
eggs, one-half cup of sugar, one heaping tea­
spoonful of salt, one generous half cup of 
butter and sweet lard mixed. Knead thor­
oughly, adding flour enough to make a vel­
vety dough; cover and stand in a warm 
place over night. In the morning knead 
down, turn out on a bread-board and roll 
out with a rolling-pin to one-half inch in 
thickness; cut out with a cooky cutter and 
spread melted butter over the tops; fold over 
and place in shallow tins; cover and put in 
a warm place until light. Bake in a quick 
oven from fifteen to twenty minutes. If pro­
perly made these rolls are delicious.

tial to produce growth of carcass, and also 
the elements to induce good udder develop­
ment; but when the reaction takes place ot 
changing from green to dry feed greatest 
care should be taken to make the change as 
gradual as possible so that no sudden shock 
will take from her the power to still assimi­
late sufficient protien out of a winter ration 
as will continue the complete development 
of motherhood and milk to support the off­
spring when dropped.

It will bear repeating here again that a 
preponderance of feed fed to incoming heif. 
era should be strong in albumnoids as rations 
overcharged with carbohydrates necessarily 
rob her of power to store up life sustaining 
elements within to such extent as will satis­
fy her condition prior to the birth of her 
first calf.

Now that she has fulfilled the mission for 
which she was intended and is ready to per­
form not only the duty of mother to her calf, 
but to supply her owner with milk, she 
should be fed at least one third stronger af­
ter calving than before, but nearer a bal­
anced ration.

Where the younger members of our herds 
receive their just requirements and are se­
lected with careful judgment, there is but

Quinces which are supposed by some 
authorities to be the golden apples of the 
Hesperides which the Earthy*oddessgave to 
Juno for a bridal gift, are among the most 
valuable of all fruits for preserves. No one 
ever fails in making quince jelly if the peel­
ing and cores of the fruit are used, as they 
should be. The addition of two quinces to 
a quart of apple peelings not only gives a 
delicious flavor to the jelly made, but ren­
ders the result almost certain. There is so 
much gelatinous matter around the seed of 
this fruit that any jelly containing them is 
sure to form unless water to stew the fruit 
has been added in over-abundance.

A report from the New Jersey station 
gives the plan of an experiment for the im­
provement of light lands by the use of crim­
son clover and cowpeas and a statement re­
garding the method of cultivating cowpeas 
on a large scale in New Jersey. Cowpeas, 
following crimson clover, yielded at the rate 
of 14,400 pounds of green material per acre. 
The vines contained 2,278, 1 pound of 
organic dry matter, 70.6 pounds of nitrogen, 
17.3 pounds of phosphoric acid and 50.4 
pounds of potash. The roots on one acre 
weighed only 1,080 pounds and contained 
294.2 pounds of organic dry matter, 4.2 
pounds of nitrogen, 1.5 pounds of phosphoric 
acid and 4.4 pounds of potash per acre. The 
roots and vines grown on an acre contained 
a total of 34.8 pounds of nitrogen, 18.8 
pounds of phosphoric acid and 54.8 pounds 
of potash. The nitrogen in the vines is 
equivalent to that contained in 437£ pounds 
of nitrate of sdfla and is valued at about $11.

and beef, to one hundred pounds of 
nine pounds salt (rock salt is the best but 
other kinds do very well) three pounds sugar, 
one pint molasses, three ounces saltpetre, one 
ounce soda, five to six gallons water. Put 
all together in cold water, beat slowly, till 
the salt is dissolved. Boil and skim well and 
cover meat when pickle is cold and keep meat 
under pickle five or six weeks. Then smoke 
according to taste. Each day for one week 
is a good average.
