The Registratien Act :
of Nova Scotia

This act reguires the father, mother |
or guardian of any child born in!
Nova Scotia to send a record of such '
birth to the District Registrar; and |
every doctor attending at the birth|
of any child, must record such birt!‘.s}
within 10 days. Any neglect to re-|
cord such birth has a penalty attach- |
ed of $§10. ‘:

The death of every person must bew[
registered either by the undertaker or |
by some one in the home, who knows |
the circumstances of the death. This |
registrationr must take .place before
burial.

The doctor, who was last in at-
tendance upon the dead person, must
after knowledge of this death have
the same officially recorded with the
District Registrar.

The Registrar must give a certifi-
cate of this death registration, so]
that burial can take place, for which
there is no charge. No undertaker can
take charge of a burial, and no cler-
gyman shall administer at the same,
nor shall any cemetery authority
permit the burial of a body unless
there is proof that the death has
been registered, and a certificate cf

Any false registration has a penal-
ty of $40. Any person sending g false
birth or death to a newspaper for
publicaticn is liable to a penalty of
$100.

The penalties under the Act sare
payable one-half to the municipality
or town and one-half to the inform-
ant.—Exchange.

Prominent New York Financier |
Sentenced to the Tombs

New ‘York, Nov. 5.—Charles W.
Morse, until a year ago a dominant '
figure in the world of finance, and
Alfred H. Curtis, formerly president
of the National Bank of North Amer-
ica, were found guilty tonight in the
criminal branch of the United States
circuit court, on charges of misap-
propriation of funds and falsifyinz
the books of the bank. There was a
charge of conspiracy against the
prisoners, but the jury acguitted’
them on this count. Within five min-
utes after the jury had rendered its
verdict Judge Hough had refused to
entertain g motion for bail and had
committed the two bankers to the
Tombs. Judge Hough said that he
would hear any motions the lawyers
for the prisoners desired to make at
10.30 o’clock tomorrow morning. His
decision made compulsory the incar-
cerdation of Morse and Curtis in pris-
on until tomorrow. The federal stat-
utes pﬂroviJe a minimum penalty of
five years’ impriscnment for falsify-
ing the books of a bank. The maxi-
mum  penalty on this charge 1is ten
years’ imprisonment.

NO CLEMENCY
FOR C. W. MORSE.

The jury recommended clemency for
Mr. Curtis, but made mnone in the
case of Mr. Morse. The scene in the
court room was a dramatic one.
Mrs. Morse and Mrs. Curtis had re-
mained in the court room mnearly all
day, awaiting the verdict. Mrs. Cur-
tis ‘'showed signs of giving way to
her emoticns a number of times and
once when the jury returned to the
court room fto seek instructions about
the manner in which the ccaspiracy
charge should be comsidered Mrs.
Morse broke down amd sobbed.

It was evident by the excitement of
the court attendants some minutes
before the jury filed in with a ver-
dict that a decision had been reachedl
and the news was quickly communi-
cated to the principals in the case.
This gave Mr. Morse and Mr. Curtis
time to prepare themselves and to
speak words of encouragement to
their wives. A large crowd had
gathered in the court room to hear
the verdict. As the doors leading to
the jury room were thrown open
silence fell upcn the crowd. It coula
be seen from the solemn faces of the
jury that an important verdict was
to be delivered.

THE FOREMAN
ANNOUNCES THE VERDICT.

Foreman Jchn Elder, respcnding to
the customary question of the clerk,
read the verdict, Mr. Morse and ‘Mr.
Curtis stcod before the jury while
Mr. Elder was reading the verdict
and their wives sat near them, lean-.
ing forward in intense attitude <o

Forest Schools

Two Already Established in Canada;
a Third in Prospect.

Two schools of forestry are now in
operation in Canada. Of these, that
at the University of Toronto is the
older. This was inaugurated in the
autumn of 1907. It is a distinct
Faculty of the University and has a
staffl of one professor, two lecturers
and an assistant.

The head of the school apd dean of
the faculty of fcrestry is Dr. E. B.
Fernow. He is German by training, a
graduate of the celebrated forest
school at Muenden, and has also stu-
died at the University of Koenigs-
berg. He has, however, been g resi-
dent of this continent for over thirty
years, was for twelve years (from

1886 to 1898) chief of the Division of
Forestry of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture, after which |
he was head of the New York State|
College of Forestry, connécted with |
Ceornell Univergity, from 1898 to 1903.
After several years passed as cun-
sulting forest engineer, hLe organized
the Department of Forestry at the
Pennsylvania State L_‘pllc:e. and
thence came directly to the Univer-

sity of Toronto to organize. the fac-| .

ulty of forestry in that university.
he course at the University of To-
ronto is an undergraduate one, re-
quiring four years of study. It leads
to the degree of Bachelor of Scieace
in*Forestry, (B. S. F.) with the post-
graduate degree of Forest Engineer,
(F. E.), after at least three years
practical work.

N. B., also offers g
undergraduate course in
forestry, leading to the degree of

One great and redeeming virtue tn
the man who has to do with horses
is silence. If the man who built the
temple i Jerusalem ever said a wise
thing it was in reference to the keep-
ing of the mouth shut—and every-
body who has to do with horses will
finrd that silence is veritably golden
in their handling. A horse is a stupid
beast at the best: To yell at him 1s
merely to confuse him, and when a
horse is rattled there is no knowing
what he will do. This is nothing
new, but once in a while it gets rub-
bed into ome’s inner consciousness in
a manner that calls for some sort of
protest. Your loud-mouthed teamster,
who is perpetually yelling at his
horses, is: nuisance pure and simple
that should be abated in the police
station.if necessary. Any owner of a
horse given 6ver to some one else to
drive should insist that the beast be
spoken to decently.

The Horse is a machine, capable of
doing so much work if full-fed—capa-
ble of doing less according to tne
manner of his feeding and the work
he has to do.

What These Sandy Wastes Mean
to Mother Earth.

A DEATH GRIP ON THE WORLD

They Indicate the Beginning of the |
End of Our Beautiful Planet, Which |

Is Doomed to Roll Through Space a
Parched and Lifcless Orb.

Deserts already exist on the earth,
and the nawmeless horror that attaches
to the word in the thoughts of all who
have had experience of them or are

gifted with imagination to conceive is |

in truth greater than we commonly
suppose, for the cosmic circumstance
about them which is most terrible is
not that deserts are, but that deserts
have begun to be.
ble evils are they only to be pictured,
but as the general inescapable death
grip on our world, for it is the begin-
ning of the end. What depauperates

the forests to grass lands and thence to !

wastes must in turn attack the sea bot-

toms when they shall have parted with

their seas.

Last of the fertile spots upon the
planet because of the salts the streams
bave for ages washed down and of the
remnant of moisture that would still
drain into them, eventually they must
share-the fortune of their predecessors
and the planet roll a parched orb
through space. The plcture is forbid-
ding, but the fact seems one to which
Wwe are constructively pledged and into
which we are in some sort already ad-
ventured.

Girdling the earth with what it takes
but little personification to liken to the

life extinguishing eserpent’s coils run |
two desert belts of country. The one |

follows, roughly speaking, the tropic of
Cancer, extending northward from fit;

the other, the tropic of Capricorn, Ari- |
zona is in the northern band, as aresthe |

Sabara, Arabia and the deserts of cén-
tral Asia.

Now, these desert belts are growing.
In the great desert of northern Arizona
the traveler, threading his way across
a sagebrush and cacti plain shut in by
abrupt sided shelves of land rising here
and there some hundreds of feet high-
er, suddenly comes upon a petrified for-
est.

Trunks of trees in all stages of frac-
ture strew the ground over a space
some miles in extent. So perfect are
their forms he is almost minded to
think the usual wasteful woodchopper
has been by and left the scattered
products of his art in littered confu-
sion upon the scene of his exploit.
Only their beautiful color conveys a
sense of strangeness to the eye, and,
leaning down and touching them. he
finds that they are—stone; chalcedony,
not carbon! Form has outlived sub-

| stance and kept the resemblance, while

the particles of the original matter
have all been spirited away. Yet so
perfect is the presentment one can
bardly believe the fact, and where one
fallen giant spans a little canyon one
almost thinks to hear the sound of wa-
ter rushing down the creek.

But it Is some millions of years and
more since this catastrophe befell, and
the torrent, uprooting it, left it prone,
with limbs outstretched in futile grasp
upon the other side. A conifer it was,
cousin only to such as grow today, and
flourished probably in the cretaceous
era, for the land has not been under
water here since the advent of tertiary
times.

Nowhere near it, except for the rare
cottonwoods along the bank of the Lit-
tle Colorado, grows anything today.
The land which once supported these
forests is incompetent to do so now.
Yet nothing has changed there since
except the decreasing water sup-
ply. During tertiary and quaternary
time the rainfall has been growing less
and less. Proof of this is offered by
he great pine oasis that caps the pla-

teau of which these petrified forests |

form a part and {s kerneled by the San
Francisco peaks. The height above
sea lever of the spot where the chal-
cedony trunks are strewn is about
4,500 feet. The lower present limit of
the pine in its full development is
6,500 feet. Two thousand feet upward
the verdure line has retréated since the
former forests. were. And this is no

local alteration. for upon the,other side |

of the plateau petrified remains of
are similarly found.

The line of perpetual green has risen
because in desert regions the moisture
is found most plentiful pearest to the
clonds from which it falls upon  a
parching earth. Streams, Instead of
gathering volume as they go, are lar-
gest pear their source and grow less
and less with each fresh mile of flow.
The brooks descending from the Anti-
Lebanon, in Syria, water the gardens
of Damascus and, thapce issuilng upon
the plain, losé themselves just beyond
the threshold of its gates So in the
Arizona desert, though in a less de-
gree, and those who live there know it

A Workable System
of Farm Acgounts

(C. 8. Phelps, Connecticut.)

While most of us can tell whether
our farms, as a whole, pay a profit.
few know which crops or which anpi-
mals are most profitable or which
are kept at a loss. It is easier by far
to affect the profits by reducing the
cost of production than by advancing
the selling price of any crop. The
cost is in the farmers’ hands, while
the market price is controlled by the
law of supply and demand. To lower
the cos% of production, it is :mpcrt-
ant to study all the factors eptering
into that cost, - which can only be
done by a system of accounts.

We farmers need to realize tha our
time as managers, is worth more
of the common labor s,

that we can hire for 15 cents mner
hour and at the same time nerslect
the work of the manager.

The chief factors entering into ihe
cost of production are labor and cost
of food. The labor generally includes
that of man, animal and machiaery.
This is difficult to estimate because
the life of machinery is so short and
the expense of keeping farm teams
extends throughout the year, whethcr
they are working or not. For this
purpcse I bave a daily labor record;
which shows the cost of work put on
each crop each day. We have X)Z‘ii{.e:l
time cards, which each man fills out,
that are.valuable on large farms.
These are transferred 4o the larger

aily sheet, which shows where each
man and team has worked each hour.

The cost of team labor is ecalen-
lated in periads of six months, so as
to inclu several months
each period. It is fair to the whole
system of farming to charge team

To make proper charge for maen-
inery, some depreciation on its vslue
must be charged to each crop. Spe-
cial machinery, such as for hay.
pPotatoes, etc., lasts about five vears
and 20 per cent. of the value is a fair
Some classes c¢f ma-
chinery, as wagons, plows, etc., do
not depreciate so much, perhaps rot
more than 10 per cent.

A debit and credit item in the led-!
ger must be kept for each crop and
each class of amimals. This, I do on
an ordinary ledger sheet which 1s
punched and put on a Shannon file.
This sheet is 14x9 inches, ruled the
longz way. In each one of these zec-
counts, the inventory is first entered
and the income and outgo of that
account carefully recorded. In the
case of feeds grown on the farm, 1T
charge the value sufficient to cover
the cost of production and let the
profits on the crops show up in tae
animals. Purchased feeds are charged
at cost, plus expense of hauling and
grinding, etc. Manures are charged to
crops simply at the cost of labor to

! handle it, which seems to be about

the fairest method we have, the api-
mals being credited witk its value.
Purchased fertilizers are charged at
cost.

A final essential is a/ balance .sheet,
which corresponds to a profit and
loss account, but which I call an in-
come and outgo account, as I can
put items into it which really repre-
sented no cash transactions, such as
the farm garden. For, petty accounts,
I use a card index ledger with cards
5x8 inches, which is very handy and
simple. \

The question arises as to where is
the valu® of these separate accounts

| over the simple debit and credit ac-

count with the farm as a whole. The
advantafes - are these: it tells ' the
cost of raising each of the crops and *
shows up the expensive ones at once;

THE HOME

TO REMOVE INK STAINS.

Household ammonia is excellent in
its way for cleansing clothing, etc.;
If used instantly, it will remove
superficial ink stains. The pure spirits
of ammcalia acts ‘quickly and effect- |
ively. !

Keep upon washstand or desk a!
small Lottle, with a glass or rubber
stopper, full of spirits ¢f ammcnia. '
If, in filling a fountain pen, the fin-
gers are blackened, or if the pen
leaks or an inkstand overflows, wet
a sponge with hartshorn and wash
the spot vigorously. Rinse at once in
clear water. Soap sets ink and other
acid stains. If all traces of the acci-
dent have nct disappeared, repeat the
ammonia and the rubbing.

If your handkerchief te soaked with
ink, throw, while it is still damp, in-
to a strong solution of spirits of am-
monia. Leave it for fifteen minutes,
rinse in clear, cold water and treat
to another bath in a fresh supply of
the soluticn. Wash well in this, rinse
and lay in the sun to dry.

Another remedy is lemon juice. Not
many weeks ago the babiest member
of our household—moved perhars by
a hereditary tendency toward ink-
slinzing—3ivided the contents cf an
ink Lbottle iinpartially Letween tbe
tiles cf the bathrcom floor and her
white frock. I was out of the house
at the time and knew nothing of the
accident until the ink stains were
twenty-four hours old. Turning a ‘deaf
ear to lamentations of the absolute
hopelessness of the disaster, I satu-
rated the ink spots with lemon juice.
rubbed into them all the salt the
juice would hold and spread the frock
in the hot sun. It lay there all day
kept moist by hourly applicaticns of
lemon juice. At night it was put to
soak in a tub of soft, clear water. In
the morning it was turned over to
the laundress with instructions to
wash it in the usual way. When dcne
not a trace of the inky flood was left
upon the muslin. This is but cne of
the many instances which have vnrov-
ed to me the efficacy of a simple.
harmless, detersive.

In that last adjective lics one pro-
minent advantage cf this ard otaer
vegetable acids for extracting stains
of any kizd. Javelle water, chlorin-
ated scda and, indeed, chlcride in anv
form are unsafe in careless, Lecause
inexperienced, hands. Unless the fap-
ric under treatment be rinsed thor-
oughly in clear water within a ifew
minutes after submitting it to the
chemical, the latter results disas-
trously upon the threzds. In extract-
ing the color it weakcns the stufl.
Oxalic acid—although 5 - vegetable
product—will eat holes in stout linen.”
cotton or woolel in an incredibly
brief time ugless instantly rinsed out.
A bath of an hour in lemon juice
would not weaken the finest cambri
lawn. \

Anothen household detersive which
gains in favor . with each trial is
cream bf tartar. Dampen the stains
with hot water and rub i9to them zll
the cream of tartar they will hold.
Leave this on for ten minutes; then
hold the injured rarts under a stream
of boiling water, repeating the pro-
cess twice. Now lay the wet spots in
the hottest sunshine five on six hours
keeping them wet. If the stains re-
main after the surmning, soak over
night in pure water, and repeat the
cream-of-tartar treatment mnext day.
I have never known the process to
fail, end I have tried it upon old and
upon fresh ink spots.

Buttermilk or sour milk is g harm-
less, and often an effective, agent in
the work of removing ink stains.
Soak the spotted article over night
in loppered milk, or, if you can get
it, very sour buttermilk. Next day
rinse it twice in clear, soft water and
lay it in the sun, wetting it hourly
with lemon juice. If the ink is not
entirely gone, .repeat the process of
soaking, rinsing and sunning.

Sweet milk produces desirable re-
sults when applied to wet ink spots.
I have removed a big splash of ink
from g velvet carpet by washing it
instantly with skim milk. A cupful
at a time was applied with a sponge
saturated to dripping with the milk.

1 As fast as the milk was darkened by

squeezings cf the sponge, it was
thrown away and a fresh supply sub-
stituted. When no more ink could be
sopped up, the milk remaining white
after each immersion of the sponge,
the wet place on the carpet was
washed over with clear, warm water
and coated with g paste of corn-
starch. Three days later the starch
was brushed out, and not a trace of
the flocd of ink appeared.

I dwell emphatically upon this gen-
tle detersive for the reason that it
may be applied to colored fabrics
without injury to the most delicate
tints; whereas the majority of the
extractors I have enumerated can be
used upon white goods alone. They
draw out the body-color with the ink

but dilute it with turpentine if too
thick. If the ficor is to be all walnut
in color, do the work with a soft
brush or cloth. The mext day it will
be 'ready fcr waxing. To prepare this.
mix one gallcn of turpentine with one
pound of beeswax shaved thin. Spak
the wax all night in the turpentire
before using; then rub .on with a
woolen cloth. When the wood becomes
well polished, apply wax occasional-
ly. A weighted brush is excellent to
use on stained floors.

Surgical Rights of th: Public,

Surgery has made such advances in
the last decade that not even thé or-
dinary practicing rhysician, much
Jess the lay public, can keep up with
them. The ordinary medical man, it
is asserted by Dr. John C. Munro, of
Boston, in a recent address tefore the
Cazalian Medicel Asscciaticn, is
about five years behind the times in
while the public is at
least a generation behind. The orlin-
ary citizen does not know what he
kas a right to expect from the sur-
geon, and it is proper that his rights
ghpuld be stated ard explained. This
Dr. Munro attempts to do in the ad-
dress above noticed, which is printed
in full in the Canada Lancet. Says
the speaker:

‘It should be mszde clear at the
outset that the public must expect of
surgeons not absolute efficiency, but

who has aptitude, a love for ccnstant
g:lf-improvement, and a readiness to
raake sacrifices to his ideals. Of this

gery, cn the other hand, are few in
number. It is to them that we of the
for the in-
struction = and inspiration which
sbould cconstitute a large and by no
unimportant part of their
work. It is cnly a relatively small
proporticn of the people that can
tave the direct benefit of their skill.
To their teachings the medical as

In the first place, therefore, says
Dr. Munro, the patient a rigat
to expect that his family physician
will keep faith with him—will not
conceal the ignorance of surgery, of
which he need not be ashamed, but
will give-his patient the benefit of
best surgical advice ottainable.
Suppcse, however, that the patient.
relying ¢n this adyvice, decides to un-
dergo gn operation; what then? Says
Pr. Munro:

‘‘After the patient has decided up-
cn operative treatment. he hes tae |
right to demand, first of all, asepsis,
proper ganesthesia, apnd intellicent
after-care. He should realize,
ever, that, although absolute asepsis
is the idea to which all surgeoms
aspire, practical "asepsis alone can be
guaranteed in the light of our knowl-
cdge at the present time. We should
teach the public that the highest de-
gree of asepsis is best attained bv
permanent corps of surgical workers
trained under respcnsible heads: that
a properly eguipped hospital with
such trained assistants entails less
risx to the patient than the haphaz-
ard equipment of the private house
or the irresponsible regime of many
of the rrivate hospitals which are
open indiscriminately to operators,
each with his own methods of opera-
tive technic. * * * The patient must
be willing to take certain chances
rrovidel the result sought by opera-
tion is going to lessen the sufferings
and dangers that are inherent in the
existing lesion or disease.

‘“The public should realize that the
dangers, immediate and remote, from
anesthesia are very small. Such dan-
gers do exist, however, and it is the
surgeon’s duty to minimize them in
every possitle way. A skilled anes-
thetist, preferably a permanent mem-
ber of the surgical corps, will cause
far less damage than the student or

‘““An unskilled etherizer - will make
certain of the difficult cperations im-
possible, he will prolong teyond safe-
ty an operation that should te short.

sions, their luxuries, or their dissi-|
pations. The wealthy should pay 1ib-|
erally for major operations; they
should not be rocbbed. The self-re- |
specting wage-earner, whether cn
daily wages, a salary, or an inde-
pendent bu?mess. chould not be
treated as a pauper. He should be‘
compelled to pay some fee in propor-
tion to his earnings, the number de-
pendent ¢n his income, etc. The pub-
lic has abused over and over again
the medital charity that flourishes to
such g degree in our large cities. .
May it not be because of this abuse
that the struggling surgeon is guilty
at times of squeezingz all that he can
from his wealthy client? Our prans-
tices need reforming without doubts
but the abuse in this respect is in-
finitely less than that practised by
the public which is comp@tent to pay.

““That surgecns divide fees with the
family docfor bringing them surgical
cases is a well-recognized evil. For-
tunately it exists to a much smaller
extent in the east than in the west.
Thai; it is fundamentally wrong and
pernicious goes without saying. It is
based cn commercialism alone. As
soon as the public realizes that it is
deliberately sold by its family doctor
—in whom .t has full confidence—to
the surgeca that allows the largest
graft, and that it is not sent to the
surgeon best: equipped . for .taking
charge of the case, the public itself
will stop the practice at cnce and
emphatically. It seems inconsistent
with national character that g pa-
tient should be bartered voluntarily.’

Evils such as these, Dr. Munro
thinks, are best remedied by a higher
uniform standard of both general
anl medical educaticn, accompanied
by a refcrm in the ccnstructicn of
bospital stafls, which ke Lelieves to
te necessary. These stafls are at pre-
sent too large; they should be small-
er ard hetter, as in the German hos-
pitals. In general, however, Dr. Mun-
ro believes that surgery has a rizht
to be proud of s achievements ani
its advances, and ke is full of ccnfi-
dence for its future.
