He said some
wood words for Canada. reminding his hear-
ers that there were 100000 Canadians in
Chicago alone. and LUWOVW in the whole
union. who were holding their own with the

He spoke
of the part that
women had been
taking in the press
congress. some of
of the most noted
women of the cen-
tury having assist-
ed in its delibera-
tions, and said that
as the public jour-
nals were made for
men and women
alike there seemed
to be no good veas-
on that women as
well as men should not hear a part in making
them. He also referred to the steps that had
been taken in Canada toward the enfranchise-
ment of women at the polls. He madea strong
plea for closer trade relations between the two
countries. holding it to be n shame and an
outige that Canadian labor should be shut
out of the United States and Canadian pro-
duets subjected to o high duty. after all that
Canadians had done for the United States
at the time of the civil war, when 40,000 took
up arms for the union, and all that Can-
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adinns in the States are still doing to build
up that country,  Heappealed to the journal-
ists of America for fair play for Canada, if
not on the ground of gratitude. on the
ground of justice that justice which was
enshrined in their constitution, whose chief
boust was that all men were created equal
and that they had aight to life. liberty and
the pursuit of happiness and sid that while
it was a common thing to hear taunts and
steers at Great Britain, the grandest empire
the world has evenr seen. there was no other
country under the sun from which, if they
could have their choice. they would have
preforred to spring  the country which gave
them their langaage. which was the foun-
tain head of their laws, on whose insti-
tutivus their own were hased, and whase
instindts and love of liherty they had in-
haited and imbibed. He said he did not
appeal to the politicians but to the journal-
ists. who were the intelleet of the nation.
In regard to annexation. he declaved that if
the two countries were ever to become one
Canada would have to be wooed and won, as
not all the power or wealth of the republic
could coerce her into an undesirable union.
reminding his hearers that history showed
that the men of a northern zone were never
vet conguered by those of the south land.
He =aid there were not a few in Canada who.
looking at the matter from a purely com-
mereial point of view. concluded that annex-
ation wonld bhe a good thing f{or hoth
countries. but that the sentimental consider-
ation prevailed over the commercial. and
that the Canadians loved their own land and
their own institutions. He was told that
much of the feeling against England had
been stirred up by the politicians who were
looking for the Irish vote. But he said it
was hard to see what ground anyone had for
urging Irish hatred of England as a reason
for stirring up threats of retalintion and the
issue of proclamations of non-intercourse
with Canada when the Canadian Parlinment
hiad three times memorinlized the British
Parlinment to grant Ireland home rule. had
voted 100,000 to the relief of the distressed
peasantry of that country. and at this very
moment Canada’s ablest son. the Honorable
Edward Blake. was Gladstone's right arm in
the constitutional struggle for self-govern-
ment for Ireland : while three members of
the Canadinn Government, Messrs. Costigan,
Curran and Smith, were among the foremost
advocates of home rule on this side of the
Atlantic. The United States was making

reciprocity treaties with other countries of
infinitely less importance than Canada, and
it was time that tho two countries had
renched n good understanding in regard to
trade matters.  Mr. Pirie assured his hearers
that Canada could be neither bribed nor
bullied, but would always be found ready to
carry out the liberal offer which had for
years been on her statute book, providing for
a liberal interchange of cormmodities which
would lead to the throwing down of the
obnoxious customs barriers between the two
countries.

The address was listened to with interest,
amd on its conclusion the speaker was con-
gratulated on the courageous way in which
he had spoken out for Canada and attacked
the Amerrcan taiff. This brought the pro-
veedings of the convention to a close.  Mr.
Pirie also represented the Canadian Press
Association at the World's Fress Congress.
at which were present on the platform repre-
sentative journalists from all parts of the
civilized world. also at the Canadian recep-
tion to Lord Aberdeen and the Countess of
Aberdeen. also at the British and colonial
demonstration on the Queen's Birthday. and
at the hanguet of British and colonial com-
missioners and representatives at the Virginia
hotel in the evening. at which many capital
speeches were made.

that  detracts from the appearance of
the work, is the faulty aligmment, or the
tendency of the matrices to fall out of
line., giving the lines a ragged or irreg-
ular appearance. It is claimed that the
operator can readily detect this defect if he
closely watches his work, but in labor-saving
machines no labor is saved if the operator
has to waste a few minutes cach hour to
sean the product, and perhaps to adjust the
linobars. The defects of ‘fins’ and bad
alignment are not peculiar to the Typograph,
as an ordinary glance at those journals
using the Mergenthaler shows that they
exist in its product.”

Some-
times one hears a printer of the old school
say something like this: “No, I don’t want
any Bourgeois in my office ; it is a bastard
size.” There is no such thing as a bastard
size of type in the new system and Bour-
geois (9 points) is one of the most useful as
it is exactly a Nonpareil and a half—Non-
pareil being 6 points—thus placing this size
of type exactly midway between Nonpareil
and Pica.
