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" To SupscriBers.—We would respectfully remind
those of our subscribers who have not yet paid their
subscriptions for 1889, that the year is rapidly draw-
ing to a close, and that we shall be glad to receive
their remittances as soon as possible.

AMONGSTTrinity men and the friends of the Univer-
sity in general,the annual Convocatién Dinner has come
to be regarded as an event of the highest importance.
On that occasion speeches i.re made which are accepted
by the Trinity world as giving the key to what we
might call the home and foreign policy of the Univer-
sity. Gwing to the fact thet special efforts have of
late been made to place this great institution on a
wider and mcre sceure foundation and to obtain for
Trinity that recognition of her position and import-
ance which she so eminently deserves, the speeches
on the present cccasion were awaited with more than
ordinary interest and expectation. It is therefore not
astonishing that a sense of exhilaration should have
becn the prevailing feeling after the delivery of the
more important speeches. ” The Provost’s declaration
that the difficulties in the path of Trinity appeared to
be tending to a happy solution, was regarded as a
revelation of fact on which perfect reliance could be
placed. Close observers of Trinity and the work she
is doing, and tho progress she is making, did not stand
much in veed of this assurance, it is true, for recent
eveats have tended to impress the public mina with
the individuality and energy of this University. But
hopeful and stimulating utterances from those haviog
authority are ever grateful and comforting. We have
not the space here to refer to the speakersin pavticu-
lar, nor even to touch upon the principal peints in
their speeches; but we may say that so far as the
memkers of the Faculty are concerned, the speeches
may be taken as indicating the intention of the Uni-
versity to adhere to the policy which bas been pursued
since her foundation. Blustering enemies have been
answered with the intimation that Trinity is the Uni-
versity of the Church in Ontario, and that she will
continue so to be. Dignitaries of the Church vied
with each other in paying tribute to the splendid work
our Alma Mater is doing for the advancement of learn-
ing and religion in Canada. Distinguished wmembers
of the Bar testified to her great services in the mealn
of law und political science; whilst Dr. Geikie, the
ifted Dean of Trinity Medical College, told us, in his
inimitable and impressive way, of all that Lrinity had
done and was still doing, and hoped and intended to
do, towards the alleviation of the sufferings of man-
kind, Altogether the speeches show in an unmistalk-
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able manner that what Lord John Russell used to call
the “rest and be thankful” policy is a policy not
suited to the taste of the present energetic and aggres-
sive governing body of Trinity University.

Ir we may judge from the remarks made at the
Cortvacation Dinner by the representative of Victoria,
that Universivy will not soon entev into federation
with the University of Toronto. vine-tenths of Vie-
toria men, so the speaker aflirmed, desire that she
should remain the University of the dlethodist body
in Ontario, and not Lecome werely a theological hall.
And the representative of the University of Toronto
spoke earnestly of the desirability of maintaining
soparate institutions on the ground that emulation was
a great factor in all progress. When the Chanecllor
of Trinity University said that he thanked God that
our Alma Mater had maintained her independence, the
cheering was the most tremendous ever heard in Con-
vocation Hall. That this sentiment found response in
the heart of every friend of Trinity,none coula doubt.
Altogether we do not see that the federation iden is
making much headway.

TrEe Science Association of Trinity University is to
he congratulated on having begun its sccond year
under such heppy circumstances. The paper on « The
Unity ot Science and Religion,” which the Reverend,
the Provost vead on the opeuning night to a large and
highly appreciative audience was, it is needless to say,
a paper of marked excellence and ability. The learned
author showed how, instead of Christianity having
anythi- ¢ to fear in science and the advancement of
seience, it had everything to gain.  Science restores to
the Gospel its dignity. The grandeur and majesty of
the unity Letween science and faith will becomne more
and more wanifest as the wor’dl becomes move en-
lightened. What the Provost had to say concerning
Sir Isaac Newton and his devotion to the Church, as
well as his weighty opposition to the schemes of James
the Sccond, was most interesting. In speaking of
miracles, the Provost remarked that scientific me.
were baflled by other things besides miracles; that
there are things which science has not explained and
cannot explain.  Who can tell us what Jife is? Who
can explain the law of gravitation 2 Miracles are the
products of great crises of faith. They come in cycles
and are exceptional manifestations of God and His
power. In dealing with hostile criticisms, the Provost
was especially happy, and Dr. Draper at«d Mr. Huxley
were dealt with in a masterly manner.  After paying
2 high tribute to the fine work accomplished by the
Duke of Argyle in the reahin of science, the Provost
concluded with these words :—* May the aim of this
University ever he to clearly expound and vigorously
maintain the fundamental unity of science and faith,
and thus maintain its claim as a University of the
Anglican Church ; to guard o principle of such vital
and permanent importance, of which the moth.cr Chuich
of England has for gencrations been a faithful ex-
ponent and upholder.”

THE recent discussions on religious education in
Maniteba ave of special interest to ourselves as mem-

bers of o university founded on distinctly 1eligious
and denominational grounds. In a country like our
own, where such_great diversities of opinion exist on
the subject of religious belief, an established Church is
out of the question and a distinctively religious Pro-
vincial university is almost equally inconceivable. No
fault, then, can be found with those who set upa
secular university or secular colleges. To muny persons
who are by no means indifferent on the subject of re-
ligion, these institutions secm far preferabice to colleges
which profess to give religious instruction without dis-
tinctive doctrinal teaching. It is difficult to imagine
any one teaching religion with enthusiasm, or even
with energy, under such conditions.  Those, therefore,
who believe that education should not be dissocinted
from veligion, and that religion cannot b taught with.
out a distinelly doctrinal system, have no option as to
the line of duty. They are bound to set up colleges
and schools in which the doctrines of the community
to which they belong shall be taught without inter-
ference on the part of others. This is what was done
by the founders of Trinity University. On these prin-
ciples its work bas been carried on, with more or less
of success, since its foundetion. And now, as its
equipment becomnes morg complete, it is gratifying to
those who arc interested in its progress to know that
its value and importance are now fully recognized by
the Church and by the people at large.

THE recent opening of Mansficld College, at Oxford,
has caused considerable comment amonyst those inter-
ested in university affuirs. The establishment of a
Nonconformist institution in the midst of the vener-
able and orthodox colleges of Oxford is a sign of the
times. It shows that the clement outside the Engli~h
Church have fully reeognized the neecessity of briuging
the men who are to carry on the work of its University
in close relations with the high education and liberal
culture that find their ideal home in the grand old
University of Oxford. Although the traditions and
principles of that noble University have ever been at
variance to some of the dearest doctrines of Noncon-
formist Lelief, the leading spirits show by the founda-
tion of Mansficld, that they consider this disadvantuge,
as ib is to them, not suflicient to counteract the benetits
to be derived from the association with the greatest
minds, and from taking up their abode in a place so
renowned by ancient traditions, vencrable memorics
and great names.  Mansficld is not a college in the
same sense as are the other volleges of Oxford. It
stands mdre in the position of a hall for post-graduate
teaching in theology, and i not incorporated by the
State. Its primary work is the training of graduates
for the ministry of the Congregational Churches, st
though it also avows iiself an institution ready for the
furtherance of a special study, viz, Theology, and as
such, its doorsare open to students of Theology of
cvery denomination.  The students will occupy an
nique pusition among the undergraduaces of OUxford;
they will be of more advanced age and their interests
will be outside the social life of the ordinary Oxford
undergraduate. It is pleasant to note that the founders,
in the building. itself, have endeavored to conforro to
Osxford traditions. Itsstyle harmonizes with those of
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its fellows, und statues of Augustine and Origen adorn
its entrance. The Congregational Churches have cer-
tainly made a wise move ir. bringing their theological
training seminary within the fold of Oxford Univer-
sity.

O~ Thursday last, the 14th, the Reverend Professor
Symonds, at the regular fortnightly meeting of the
Science Association, read a wmost entertaining and
stimulating paper on “ Science as a Recreation.” In
the course of his remarks he said that whilst many
pursued literature ov artas a means of recreation after
the hours of professionul or inercantile business, but
few took any interest in the natural sciences, although
these presented & very pleasing and protitable field of
research.

Professor Symonds spoke of the habits of observa-
tion which these studies promoted, and their beneficent
effect in keepiug the mind from becoming narrowed
by continualiy working in one groov:. He referred to
the objections which were urged agaiust these pur-
suits, on the grounds that they were trivial, and spoke
of Sir John Lubbock ard the late Canon Kingsley,
both eminent in the world of practical affairs, yet
withal deeply devoted to the natural sciences. * So in
our own country,” he proceeded, “there is one who fills
a most honourable, and at the samne time a most diffi-
cult position, requiring a combination of inteilectual
and practical ability rarcly to be met with, and who
fills it with distinction to himself, and with profit wo
many, who is—if not the greatest, certainly one of the
avcatest aunthorities on entomology—the Rev. Dr.
Bethune, Headmaster of Trinity College School, Port
Hope, and the Editor of the Canadian Lntomologist.”
‘The burst of applause which greeted this reference to
the distinguished educationist, testifies to the esteem
and affection with which he is regarded ot the
University.

THE Jubilee of the Diocese of Toronto, which will
be celebrated in the week comnmencing with Thursday,
Nov. 21st, will be of deep interest to all members of
the Church, and siecially to all the members and
friends of Trinity. For itis to the life and work of
our great founder, the first Bishop of Toronto, that the
thoughts of -Chuichmwen will mamly be directed dur-
ing the forthcoming celebration. On the Feast of St
Bartholomew, 1839, Bishop Strachan was conseerated,
and glad thanksgivings will be offered to God for the
spiritual blessings which have flowed from that Epis-
copal conseeration in each of the churches of the five
Dioceses which have grown out of the original Diocese
of Toronto. The retrospect, together with the types
for the future which that :etrospect suggests, can
hardly fail, by God’s grace, to quicken the love and
devotion of Churchmen througher* the Province of
Ontario. 'The programme of the celebration in Toronto
wroups itself avound three principal days—Thursday,
S w. 21st; Sunday, November 24th, and the last day
of the octave, Thursday, Nov. 28th. On the first of
these days, after carly celebrations at the various city
churches, there will be two pr'm(;ipnl services at
11 a.n. and 1 pan,, at $t. James Cathedral, at which
the Bishops of Huron and Western New York, respee-

tively, will be the preachers. The kindness of Bishop
Cleveland Coxe in consenting to take an important
part in our Jubilee will endear still further to Canadian
Churchmen an honored prelate of the sister Church,
who has already:gained 2 large place in the affection
of our people. His magnificcnt lectures at Trinity
two years ago will not soon be forgotten. In the after-
noon a public luncheon will be held, at which oppor-
tunity will be found for the interchange of reminis-
cences of a deeply intervesting character concerning the
eventful history commemorated. On Sunday there
will be special Jubilee sermons in all the churches. At
St. James’ the Bishop of the Diocese will be the morn-
ing preacher, and the Bishop of Nova Scotia will

reach in the evening. In the College Chapel, the

ev. Dr. Potter, President of Hobart College, Geneva,
N.Y., has kindly consented to preach the Jubilee
sermon. On the closing Thursday an historical con-
ference will be held, and deseriptive papers read by
chosen representatives of each of the five Dioceses.
The closing service will be at St. James’, with sermon
by the Bishop of Algoma. We have not time to notice
other important features in the programme, such as
the conversazione and the other services at St. James”.
Enough has been said to indicate the deeply interest-
ing nature of the whole. May it indeed be a landmark
of hope and faith for the great Church we love.

Here and There,

to contributions which frequently adorned the issves
of that period, a glance from the standpoint of the last
few years of the Tife of Rougz et Noir hardly justify-
ing the great gulf which I tixed tetween the College
Journal and the UNIVERSITY REVIEW.

EvERY now and then there sweeps across the horizon
of every day conversation the oft debated question of
Woman’s Rights. This month’s magazines ave reviv-
ing the old,old story, and discussing it from many points
of view, but perhaps the best article on the subjeet:
appears in the Mugacine of Christian Literatuax under
the title of “The Position of Women among the Early
Christians,” This, by the way, I would not advise the
champion of the ladies’ cause to read, as it would
probably strike him as somewhat unpalatable. The

. principle of complete subjection to their husbands and

the well ncwvn views of Tertullian (who was evidently
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not & ladies’ man) are adduced as showing the small
support which antiquity afiords to those who argue in
favor of these demanded rights. Personally I can
hardly go so faras to regard woman-kind as a five-ship
continually striving to get along side the male man-of-
war to blow him up into pieces ; nor although Iam quite
open to conviction, do I consider that even in
primitive times martrydom was the only uscful
purpose which the gentler sex could serve. But 1 do
think that what with women dcztors and women
lawyors, sufiicient scope is allowed for “ woman’s tact ”
to work in, but imagine what enormous sums we should
all have to spend in the enlargement of our churches if
Reverend ladies becviie Revercend “cushion-pounders,”
and waste their sweet energies inattempting to draw in
the masses, a further privilege which a contemporary
fondly advocates as one of Wowman’s Rights.

ARB! by the way, I was a little “ previous” in the
preceding paragraph, for the greatest authority on
the subject has not spoken yet. Resolved, « That
Woman Suftrage would be of Great Benefit to the State”
is to be debated to-night before the Trinity College
Literary Institute, and in the presence (mind you)
of the fair St. Hildians. However, it is not ditlicult to
prognosticate the result, as the speakers for the nega-
tive, one of whoin, at least, is a devoted ladies’ man, as
he tells me, will surely not have the heart to attemnpt
totiguore the repronchful glances which will so surely
penetrate to their immnost souls.

A JOURNEY.

Hrmvricn HEINE journeyed through orchards and
vineyards on his way to see Goethe for the firs' tume,
and while he plucked ang ate the Juscious fruit, ‘von-
deved to himnself what he should say to Goethe when
they met. At 'ast he reached his house and found
Goethe at home, to whom he said, “ Saxon pluns are
good.” A similar difficulty has confronted me, aad
Heine’s remark has suggested that wayside thoughts
may, perhaps, be most acceptable.

We set sail from New York on 8.8. A»izona, carly
Tuecsday morning, Julp 2nd, gladly exchanging the
intense heat of the city for the refreshing breezes of
the Atlantic. 'We encountered no storms and had sev-
eral days of bright weather. The Arizona is one of
the steadiest stcamers that cross the Atlantic, and she

has not had an unevewn ful caveer either, having carried
off' a Iarge portion of a1 jeeberg with which she col-
lided on one of her trips some years ago. Owing to
the scamen’s strike we had a prolonged voyage of
nearty ten days. On the cighth day we sighted the
dark outline of land, which, as distance diminished,
melted under the genial sunlight into bald rock, green
hill, and sloping valley. All the afternoon in peaceful
sunshine this changing panorama passed before™us, and
at nightfall we veach Queenstown.

On landing at Liverpool our trunks were examined
with a rapidity and method not excelled in any part
of our travels.  The following day we left Liverpool,
calling at the city of Chester, so quaint with its an-
cient wall, antique buildings and venerable cathedrals.
We also called at Oxford aund other places of interest
on our way to London. Here we ren ined two weeks,
during which time I made very caretal and exhaustive
inquiries regarding the character, price, ete., of all
kinds of scientific instruments. The result of these
inquiries served to confirm my original intention to go
farther aficld in scarch of our special needs. The
leading manufacturing firms had sent most of their
bestrinstruinents to the Paris Exposition.

We left London for the continent, July 30th, re-

-maining at Brighton one day—a most charming city,

rendered faummous by the gorgeous royal “Pavilion”
crected by George 1V. Then leaving the white clifis
of old England behind, we soop came in sight of the
corresponding “shite cliffs whien flank the shores of a
foreign land, v-hose people speak a foreign tongue, ex-
cept their compatriots in Canada—where it is to be
hoped Englisl. will not become tne foreign tongue.
Fair France! What a burlesque on this thought met
our eyes! Dirty little urchins follow the train as jt
leaves the dock and scramble in the coal dust for sous
throvin out of t} e carriage windows by the passengers.
At 6 o'clock pm. we came in sight of the Eiffel tower,
and arvived at Gare St. Lazare at dusk.

The Troeadero--the 1878 Exposition building—was
one blaze of hewildering light.  The Eiffel tower shot
its many colored shafts of electric light through the
darkling atmosphere upon thie most enchanting foun-
tains, which present an appearance of almost incredible
beauty. The main building in the Champs de Mars,
joined to the old Exp vition grounds by the Pont d’
Jena which spans the Seine, leoked like a fairy palace,
its vast dome most brilliantly adorned with circlet
above circlet of incandescent lninps, and on its summit,
bathed in a cone of electric light from the Eiftel tower
stands the Statue of Liberty—the impersonation of the
pet theory of the French people—Liberté, Egalite,

Nearly cvery civilized nation was represented at
the Exposition—the most notable exception being
Germany—au sugaestive indication of the uncomfort-
able relations which exist between these rival powers.
The French elections were held the Sunday after our
return to London, so that one can only imagine how
they are conducted. The glad tillzge that the major-
ity of the French nation are still favorable to a peace

olicy have given a much neceded see. rity to unstable
Gurope. May America never establish lines of pre-
judice that shall breed Tnto living, undying hiatred.

After I had, under most exceptional advantages,
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studied the philosophical instruments at the Exposition
and visited every manufacturer of notein Paris, I de-
cided to take a flying trip through Germany. We left
Paris (Gare du Nord), passed tI\rough Belgiuwm, and
arrivingat Cologne,remained until the following day—
then divect to Berlin, a city in the the midst of a vast,
almost barren country. Its streets are the finest I
have seen anywhere—asphualt pavement being sery
generally adopted. My tine was mostly employed
during  four days’ stay in examining instruments and
it terviewing manufacturers. I also met several profes-
sors who very kindly assisted me.  We left Berlin for
Leipzig, where I purchased some apparatus for which
I had previously arranged, and after a short stay took
train to Fiankfort, which boasts the largest railway
station i the world. The following day we visited
Heidelberg and the castle of the Palatines blown up
by the French. Returning, we sailed from Mayence
down the Rhine. The day was perfect. For a dis-
tance of 109 miles the scenery of the Rhine is most
beautiful. Its banks rise, sometimes with gradual
ascent, to distant vine-clad hills, and often abruptly to
a lofty peak on which the ruins of a robber-beron’s
castle will most likely be szen. As we approach
Cologne, passing Bonn, the scenery of the Rhine be-
comes quicter, and one feels as if cnerging from the
arena of a terrific conflict from which the forces of
nature had long ago retired, satisfied with having left
such magnificent monuments of their primeval power.

. We left Germany the day previous to the auniver-
sary of their trivinphs over the French, and in due
time returned to Paris, where I commaonced to make
final arrangements regarding the purchase of physical
instruments for the University. Anyone accustomed
fo making purchases on a large scale will understand
without explanation the labor and anxiety connected
withthe purchase of $5,000 worth of apparatus—where
the absence of a minute detail in an instrument will
often make a great difference in its price and value. I
was engaged withou' a day’s intermission up to the
very morning I left Faris. Crossing the channel, on
our return to England, it was stormny, and many, of the
pessengers suffered from mal de mer.

Four busy days in London, one in Liverpuol, and
we were once more embarked on S.S. drizona, en
route to New York.

son, who occupied the whole of the time allotted to him,
laid down many arguments for the coneession of the
suffrage to the ladics, in & speech.which bristled with
facts and fancigs, but which failed so move his audi-
ence in any marked degree. Nr. Pickford, in the
spuech of the evening, too  up th+cudgels on the oppo-
site side, and in a clearly ¢ 1wcived and coolly delivered
speech, scored far more points than the previons
speaker. Mt Hedley, after apologizing for a lack of
preparation, made o few remarks in support of those
of his colleague, and gave place to Mr. Troop, who
further ensured what was cividently to be a victory
for the negative by a robu:¢ and emphatically de-
livercd speech, to which My, Stevenson did his best to
reply when sumiing up the whole of his side of the
question.  Mr. Grout, who presided, then put the
question to the large mecting (one of the best at-
tended on record), and by a considerable majority the
nays were declared to have made the best of the
fight—the St. Hildians refraining from recording
their votes, though we bhelieve on good authority that
their sympathies were with the victors.
