A tlania Constitirtion,
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The Requirements of a Railway
Ticket Agent.

By W. E. Hauri,

Perhnps my long experience in
railway work renders me better
qualified than a mere casual ob-
server would be, to write a little
article on a subject such as the title
suggests. I have often felt inclined
to write at length on & subject of
this kind; but time Aasr not, and
will not now, permit me to do so.

I feel that it would be a most
difticult task to undertake the find-
ing of a more trying position than
that of a railway ticket ageut.

However, if a 1wan were devirous
of studying human nature under
its most unfavonrable aspects he
could not find a move suitable place
than the ticket oftice of some ruil-
way station. Now, as I have said
“most unfavourable aspects,” I umn
going to offer you a few words by
wauy of explanation.

In the first place I shall briefly
deseribe the circumstances sur-
rounding the ticket agent's posi-
tion ; and the situation, as I shall
describe it, is much the sawe in
this or any other country.

The gualifications required in o
man seeking the position I speak of
are almost innumerable. In the
first place hisemployers expect him
to be o first-class telegraph oper-
ator; he must be a good peuman
and » good accountant; he must
be quick at changing money cor-
rectly, and in selling the passenger
the right kind of a ticket to his des-
tination. In addition to these re-
quirements he must thoroughly
understand the working time-table
of kis road, as well as the time-
tables of the many connecting rail-
wayandsteamship lines overwhich
he ix selling tickets; and lastly, he
must be bright, intelligent and
courteous,

Now these requirements which I
have enumerated are most import-
ant; bus they ave facts with which
all the travelling public is well ac-
quainted. Ioftenwonderif people
who are finding fanlt with a man
for not showing greater alacrity in
the discharge of his duties, wounld
be a little more considevate for
that man  they were fully con-
versint with his surrounding civ-
cumstances. 1 shall enwmerate
some of the cares 1 have hinted ag
above which fall to the lot of the
ordinavy ticket agent. I say or
dinary, for I refer to the men lilling
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positions outside of a few of the
Inrge city offices, where a man is
selling tickets exclusively.

Ordinarily a poor tellow finds
himself cooped up in an oftice pro-
bably situnted between o ladiey’
and & gentlemen's waiting-room,
If there are two waiting-roows he
must sell tickets at two windows,
and must be prepared to remain
constantly at both windows and
wait ou at leaxt six people at once,
or someone will be heard to remark
that ¢ ne (the agent) is a most dis-
obliging fellow,” or else he is con-
gidered ‘“‘slow and stupid,” and
quite unfit for the position he
holds. Now as train time ap-
proaches he will be obliged to keep
a most altentive ear upon the busy
telegraph instruments, of which
there will be anywhere from one to
siX separate sets to listeu to. These
instruments are connected with
dozeus of different offices, and keep
up an incessant clicking, all at the
sue time, one as loud as the other,
all apparently in frautic haste to
finish their business without a mo-
ment's delay. Awmongst this chaos
of dots and dashes he must be able
to instantaneously recognize his
own office eall, which so closely re-
sembles another’s that theve is a
difference of only a dot, or a dash
perhaps, with a fraction of a sec-
ond tor & space. When that call
comes, it is probably the despateher
asking him how long he is likely to
detain the on-coming tvain, for he
(the despatcher) nust be enabled
to arrange a proper crossing for
this train (bearing its precious hu-
man freight) with an opposing
train. ‘When this call comes it is
imperative, and the agent must make
4 hasty apology for leaving an im-
paiient man at the ticket window
while he hasteus to answer this
call.  When he is in the midst of
receiving a most hwporsant orvder,
{the ervorof o single word of which
may mean a horrible death to a
hundred people). sote old lady is
calling lustily for him “to mind
hiis business, or she will veport him
for neglecting his duty.” 1f he
considers it worth while to offer a
word of explanation, this ivate and
injured old body will say, * Well!
I don’t know; butondy I was never
used this way at another office.”
At this very moment a man is re-
quiring the agent’s car at the tele-
phone “withouta nioment’sdelay”
as he wants “to know the correct
time,” and can’t wait.

This is only a tritle, for at the
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oppositeticket windowsomegeutle-
wman iy beckoning to him,and wants
to present him with a ‘“specinl
permit” from the general passenger

department, which entitles the
holder to o veduced fare; and as
the train is nearly due, he musg
rush to the ticket case and hunt up
a “specinl blank ticket,” which
must be stamped and filled in and
exchanged for the *¢ permit,” which
in turn must be stnmped and certi-
fiedl by the gentleman presenting
it, as well as by the agent. The
ageut must be very careful toselect
the proper ticket from hisstock, or
he shall find when accounting for
it that he has given the wrong
form of ticket to the purchaser,
which may mean that he is o con-
siderable sum out of pocket.
Please vemember the agent is
selling from a stock of tickets com-
prising probably oue or two hun-
dreds of different kinds. There
will be in thislot frst-class unlimi-
ted tickets, Hrst-class limited,

second-class lumited, retuwrn limited a2 ) \

and unlimited ; there will also he
excursion tickets at reduced rates,

and thivd fave or free tickets for

delegates attending conventions,

and commercial tickets as well_..

Then there will be an endless va-
riely of blank tickets to be filled
out and carefully punched, and
these will covera territory embrac-
ing the wholecontinent. Mere the
agent has to use great cave, for
should he make an errorin writing
in a nawe the destination would be
wrong; should he punch out a
wrong date the ticket might be
altered from a limited to an un-
limited ticket, thus altering the
price; should he have filled in the
wrong wileage his fare will be
wrong, and he feels this will cause
him @ pecuninry loss, which he can
ill afford tostand. Thenshould he
muke an error in his dating stamp
he knows full well that the “pas-
senger department” will take oe-
casion to uphraid him for careless-
ness. He must be careful not to
tear off two tickets justead of one
(for they are frequently stuck to-
gether).  He st consider the
above situation fwlly while he is
Issuing the ticket. and he niust ““he
quick.” Should a man hesitate a
maoment, he is told that *“he does
not know his business,”

If an agent were selling tickets
over his own road alone the situ-
ation wonld be vastly different s as
it 7%, heis selling over a large num-
her of connecting lines, and this

is Hashed upon them the revealing
light-of eternivy. Aund yet some
things are plain to us. Although
no sensational leaps have been
mnde, yet it is evident .o all that
the standard bhas been steadily
moved forward, <o that to-duy we
oceupy a position in many, it not
all respects in advance of that held
a year ugo. To suy that theve
have not been ditheutties to be met
and overcome would be o misstate-
ment of the facts, 1t goes without
saying that on a field of such large
extent, comprising within its lim-
its three dissinet centres, having at
times divergent interests, with a
combined membership ot over five
hundred, theve musv be serious
questions apart from the unfortun-
ate legacy of old and deeply rooted
difticulties continually demanding
consideration of the most sober
sort. When as in the present case
theve is linked to such a situation
a young pastor with havely two
years of experience in the work of
the ministry, the issue may well
he awaited with some fear and
trembling.,  Under sueh  civeum-
stanees, therefore, we feel that
there is good venson for rejoicing
that the movement has been pro-
gressive instead of vetrogressive,
Just heve let it be s<aid that but
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for two thingx we tivmly believe
that the achievements of the yeur
would have beetn impossible, viz,—
the continunnee of the Divine
favour and leadership, and the
prayerful sympathy and hearty
co-operation in all owr undertak-
ingx of a lurge number of fu,ithf'ul
workers, Indeed these furnish the

true explanation of whatever has.

been accomplished.

By c(msu}bing other columus of
this paper it will be seen that all
depariments of our work over the
entire field are in a healthy condi-
tion, Tosecure and maintain such
v condition vather than to create
a boom abt any particular point,
has been and is our aim. \\]'e be-
lieve that God smiles upon the
church at work, and that not spas-
modiceally, but steadily. Addi-
tions 1o our numbers huve not been
lavge. but we thank God that we
have not been without the blessing
of some souls born into the king-
dom. Perhaps the most encourag-
ing advance has been made in
point of finance. Nearvly $2500 has
been rvaised upon the whole field
for all purpnses during the past
twelve months, making the largest
amount ever raised in a single
vear in the history of the churches.
Not only so bub so faras veturns
are in hand, the pledges for the en-
suing year are much in excess of
whitt they were n year ngo.

When the train finally svrives
the situation grows doubly trying,
for the unfortunate agent is be-
sieged by a lot of belated pussen-
gors who are in frantie haste to
cateh the trin standing at the
station, It is now that the agent
must be wost cavetul.  [n the firse
plaee he is linble to become excitetd
aned mnke improper change; people
in their haste uve likely to become
insolent and savage, and then, un-
less the ngent is enpable of muin-
mtning an cquanimity of temper,
he will make some thoughtless re-
mavk which may lead him into
difticnlties Inter on,

While the train is loading and
unloading passengersand baggage
the conduetor rushes into the othce
for his ovders. 1f there happeus
10 be o crossing order the presence
of the deiver is also requived ; but
whether there should be speeial
onlers o not, the ageut nast have
his own special order written out
and signed bétore the train can
Jleave his station.  In addition to
this, he must accurately record the
time of the arvival and depavture
of all trains as well as to stute the
number of cars and record all
shunts, ete.

To add to the many cares of the
agent, he iz expected to care for
the numerons paveels, wnbrellas,
wraps, ete., which passengers cou-
sider it their duty to bother him
with.

The extreme recuraey with which
reerything st he recorded and ne-
counted forabout aorilway tickes
aned telegeaph oftive. combine to
make the poxition af wgent o most
1espimsible one,

In addition to the numerons Jdiffi-
eitdties which § have cited, there
see to e so many acedloss ones
which fall to the jot of the agent
thyemgeit the thoughtessness  or
vavelessness of the fravelling pih-
lie.  So many neetdless amd useless
guestions are ashed, and so many
fuquirieswhich seons could possibly
dive L gereper answer to, ave hurled
al the luekless agent, and ave ex-
preted o he poditely apsawered,
it ¥ wonld tax the paticnce of
Job toalway s rise to the oceasion
in the proper spirit,

It really seems as though people
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lose their consideration and polite-
ness when they approach the ticket
agent. They seem toappronch him
in a manner which says, “I am
woing to do him it T cun;” and let
me say tright heve, if the agent is
not on the alert he will be *“done™
sire,

Some of my readers may look
upon this as o rather exaggerated
view of the case; but in rveply, [
can assure them with confidence
that the half has not been told.

There are hundreds of other call-
ingx in which men require muchof

the same tact n ticket ageut has to-

display, but they always have
more tine to teansact their bHusi-
ness.  The train is not waiting for
them, and the telegpiaph insten-
ments are uot calling them; nor
do peaple beset them in the same
uncharituble spirit.  There ave
bright <ides to, and easy days in,
all eallings; bug full less in that of
the ticket agent than any other.

Why, it is a danger xignal; theve
has been a storm.  Rain has been
falling dueing the past day, and
the small rivalet on the mountain
side has become @ ruging torrvent,
dashing down the mountain side
carrying logs and debris hitherand
thither and uprooting small trees,
on its way to the ocean.

A~ the train is rapidly apprroach-
iz the engineerdiseerus in the dis-
tanee thesignal, Heatonee knows
that. ~omething s wrong.  The
hrakes ave applied as quickly as
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possible, the trwin brought to o
stanndstill at onece, aud many hu-
man lives ave saved thereby.

Now a danger signal has many
uses,  Adoctor comesinto the sick
room. He notes the patient's look
in general, glunices at his tongue,
feels his pulse—itis ranning high—
seey that the symptoms (wenk
bridges) indicate fever. He gives
medicine (siguaul to stop th. train)
ab once, to prevent or bresk it up,
and thus averts o severe illness, or
perhuaps an early death,

A boy goes to work in a grocery
store, aud being voung and tickle
he getsinto the habit of the “xtreet
corper”™ and bar-voom after work
(rotten bridges). He does not al-
ways get to work at the vegulae
houwr, and finadly the grovery man
gets disgusted and dismisses him,
The «hanees ave ten to one that he

will be thus tossed about all his
life. Now if the merchant had
wsed the danger signal of personal
influence, the chances ave the boy
would have beconme o respectable,
good-principlest, steady citizeu.

An evangelist is stopping in a
cortain village.

He is in
u semi-intoxicated state, = feeling
good,” as they sometimes term it.
