its position. Advices from Holland state that the syndicate
lias recently made large purchases of Dutch seed. Prices of
canary seed in Smyrna bave declined from 14s 9d to 1is 3d
and the trade is looking for the collapse of the syndicate.

-CONSIDERINo the state of the caffeine market, owing to
the growing scarcity of the raw material, it is interesting to
record that this alkaloid bas been made synthetically in Ger-
inany, but whether it will be available comimercially cannot
be definitely stated until the details of the process are made
public.

-AT the annual meeting of the Winnipeg Bankers Associ-
ation, Mr. Angus. Kirldand, manager of the Bank of Mont-
real, was¯elected chairman, and Mr. F. H. Mathewson, inana-
ger of the Canadian Bank of Commerce, was re-elected sacre-
tary, Messrs. Vickson, Patton, Monk, Phepoe and Mathew-
son were elected as the board of management of the clearing
bouse for the ensuing year.

-NiARLY all tlie Britisi Columbia sealing fleet have re-
turned to port and will remain there until the end of the
mnonth wben they'will'again:sail for Behring Sea, to commence
operations there as soon as the close season ends on August
lst. The " coast catch" lias on the average been very poor*
this ycar and sealers are therefore anxious as to the result in
the Behring Sea fishery, as if that sbould also be bad, the
year's operations will turn out disastrously.

-Tus outlook for the Dominion finances is perceptibly
brighter. During May the increase in receipts and decrease
in expenditure make together a gain of $676,900. Two-
thirds of a million is a great gain for one nonth, and if it
fairly represents the improved situation the government vill
cone out in a much botter financial position by this time
next year.

-CoMPLEU agricultural returns for 1894 in the United
Kingdoim show a trifling increase in the acreage of wheat, as
conpared with 1893, with an increase of nearly ten million
busbels in the crop. The yield increased fron a fraction
over 26 bushels to 30.7 bushels per acre. The increase in
barley was about thirteen million bushels; in oats twenty-two
million bushels.

-THn Mancliester Canal still presents serions probléms of
finance, but it is performing one of the nost important fune-
tlons of a waterway. The Mersey Dock Board lias agreed to
reduce port charges on a number of staple articles of mer-
chandise to an aggregate anount of $110,000 a year, and to
reduce tonnage and wharf rates nearly $150,000. In this
way it bas certainly done good.

-IT does not do to interfere with traffle. The U. S. Cus-
toins officer who took il upon himinself to stop desirable omi-
grants froin entering the United States at Vanceboro, bs
been realled, owing to the nany protests from the railway
companies, whose traffile receipts were being eut down.

CURR1ENT E0VENTS.
Economnic news continues to reach us from the far

East. Japanl has become one of the principal pur-
chasers of long-staple cotton in the markets of the
world for which she is being beholden chiefly to Egypt.
Clinese cotton is too short. in staple, and she cannot,
with this alone, enter into competition iin the world's
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markets. 'flic first fine spining-mill was opened
near Osaka about eight weeks ago, It is a joint stock
coipany with a capital of $2,000,000. As an evidence
of the magnitude of the property, it is said that a

special light railway runs round the premises for the
moving of goods and inaterial from one department to
another. On another haud, China lias begun to manu-
facture pianos. A factory lias been established at
Shanghai, and they claim to be able to produce good
pianos at 25 per cent. less than in England. The iron
frame, the keys and other portions are imported from
London, as many of our own manufacturers import
from the United States.

A reputable H1ungarian economist shows that the
achievements of Bismarck have cost within the last
twenty years about 25 thousand millions of dollars, all
expended in war or in preparations therefor. le says
that during the period each man killed cost about $30,-
000, and goes on to say that if only two-thirds of this
great expenditure on armnaments had been used to in-
crease the general welfare and to improve the condition
of the people, the social question which lias been agi-
tating Europe for some tine past vould not have
arisen. An English economist contravenes this, saying
that it is directly contradicted by common experience.
"Double man's wealth to-imorrow" says lie, " or
multiply it tenfold as it lias been in this century
by the scientific conquest of natural forces,
and you would but increase the population enor-
mously. You would add to the number of the very
rici and to their fortunes, but you would not better
the condition of the workers, save perhaps in a country
like France, where the ïncrease of population is kept
within narrow limits by a videspread love of comfort
and the dread of poverty."

The cheap watch manufacture in London, England,
,was lost, like shipbuilding, in the saine neighborhood,
through the obstinate stupidity of trades-union work-
men. A work recently issued says, " The Swiss maker
contrived the horizontalescapement, but London mnakers
vould not budge, and, later, held out also against the

Lancashire lever escapement. Nor would they hear of
-machine work. A company for the use of machinery
vas projected, but opposed by Clerkenwell influence, it

failed to obtain the charter then necessary, was trans-
ferred to the United States, and lias been the pioneer
of the modern factory systein. Thus, the opening be-
ing given, other countries and places steppedi in, and
London lost the lead, never probably to be recovered."

WE1ST INDIA SUGARS.
The wave of depression which arose nearly two years

ago in the United States, passed over Caiada last year
and produced the financial crisis in Newfoundland only
a few months ago, would seei now to be centred over
the West India Islands. From all the group of the
Greater, and Lesser Antilles the reports of short crops,
stagnation in trade, scarcity of labor, and general de-
pression in business are niow coming. Il St. Lucia and
Trinidad a number of sugar plantations have already
been abandoned, and similar reports are heard from
Antigua, Dominica, St. Kitts and St. Vincent. In sev-
eral of these isiands public meetings bave been held.
and resolutions addressed to the Colonial Secretary,

AGENT'S WANTED.

calling attention to the gradual destruction of the
sugar industry in the British West Indies and asking
for the intervention of the British governinent to avert
the impending'ruin of the staple industry of the West
Indies, by either imnposing a duty on sugars entering
Great Britain from bounty-giving countries, or by
inducing France and Germuany to modify their present
systein of bounties to beet sugar producers.

But it is from Barbados-the most energetic and
business-like of all the tropical isles-that the -worst
reports comle. This island has always been over-popu-
lated, and hence lias been more dependent upon com-
mercial pursuits than any of the others, and conse-
quently it feels the period of depression far more se-
verely. The number of the unemployed is growing
alarmingly great. Agricultural laborers eau be engaged
at 20 cents per day for men, and 12 cents for
women, and at even these wages there are
thousands who cannot obtain work. In fact
so serious lias the situation become that the govern-
ment is endeavoring to formulate some scheme by
which the surplus population may be deported, by
means of assisted emigration, to more prosperous colo-
nies. The trouble, of course, arises primarily in con-
sequence of the short crop of cane and the poor quality
of the sugar it yielded. At the best the island only
yields a very -ordinary grade of muscovado and this lias
been worse in quality than usual this year. In fact
prices have ruled at $1.50 for hogsheads, and $1.60 for
bags, and at these prices all that was required wras a
short crop to seriously hamper ail the interests based
on sugar. Few of the estates, this year, have obtained
a yield of two hogsheads to the acre, which practically
means less than working expenses, and as the majority
of the planters obtained cash advances early in the
season against a crop which never mnaterialized, a large
nutuber of the estates are already in the bands of the
official assignce in Chancery and the list is being daily
increased.

Unfortunately tliere are few signs of relief ahead.
To expect either France or Gernany to niodify their
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presentsystem of bounies on beet sugars--much less
to abolisli them-in the interest of the West India
lslands, is palpably absurd. And to ask England to
depart fron lier present policy of a free breakfast table
and tax foreign sugars on their belialf, is equally im-
possible. Il the sugar trade, as in every other, the
only possible solution is the survival of the fittest, and
as the skill and mncehanical efficiency of the European
more tlan offsets the clicaper labor of the tropics, the
narket is gradually passing into the bands of the beet
sugar umakers who practically fix the course of prices
to-day. No schene of govêrnment assistance could
possibly stop, or even retard, this movement. The eur-
rent ruiis too strongly in the channels of trade to be
deflectod by any but economic conditions, and no mat-
ter how willing the British government umiglit be to
coie to the assistance of the West TIdian planters, it
is imanifest that tley could not hoie to uplold thei
against the inexorable operation of the laws of supply
and ueimîand.

Tle MeCICIIANTS BANK.
We venture to say that no event iii the banking

world excites more general interest lian the annumal
address of the General Manager of the Merchants Bank.
For many years he lias contributed exceedingly valu-
able material for a history of bankling and trade in
Canada, with coniments ou the principles and practices
of banking and bankers, of commerce, and merchants
Of aIl classes, and the economy of trade and of business
life in cvery sphere, which lave rendered inestimable
service to this country. Mr. Hague combines in a re-
inarlable degrce the videst, mnost exact knowledge, of
the whole range of finance, in its historie and practical
aspects, with a power of lucid exposition which shows
exceptionîailly h igli literary gifts. T hese addresses will,
we trust, be made by imii the basis of a work in Cana-
dian banlcig, as their value is too great to be lost, or
blair influence confinîed to the period in whici they
were delivered. The one made at the meeting on the
19th inst. re regard as the ablest lie lias yet written, il
is really a imiost valuable treatise, and in style, as in
mabLer, reaches the high standard of an article in a
leading .Rieview. Before giving a brief synopsis of lis
remnarks we'will make a short allusion to soue of the
salient features in the Statemuent. The net profits of
the year were $551,849. This provides for two lualf-
yearly dividends of 4 per cent. aci, leaving $20,000 to
add to Contingent Iunud, and $51,749 to carry to the
credit of Profit and Loss. The Merciiants-like the
Bank of Moitreal, and Conînercé-in comîparison with
several youînger banks is overweighted with Capital in
proportion te its active business, owing to the necessity
for this when foumnded, as at that timiîe deposits niow
over plentifutl, were very sîmall. But while this coim-
pels large earnings to be nade to provide even a fair
dividend on'so large a sui, it is a protection to de-
positors, as the total Capital] of 6 millions, and a sui
of equal amiount, and the Rest of 3 millions, are
pledged te the creditors of the Bank, so these Assets
are equal iii the Merchants Bank to the whole amuount
of the deposits. Since 1885 these funîds have increased
fron $8,122,0O8 to $10,364,304, and the discounts fron
$14,200,814 to $1.,643,000, so iu tis respect the li-
creased resources have bie utilized. . Mr. 1-ague open-
cd bis address by expressing great regret at the enor-

mous volume of business now being done by bankers
for so small a reward. Tley are earning really only
"lbare legal interest " on Capital and Rest, so that it is
clear the e is a vast mass of worlk, very serious risks,
and grav anxiety involved in niodern banking for " a
iniserable modicum of profit." He blamed mnuch of
this upon conmpetition, which leads miany banks to even
" do business vhich costs money, for nothing." The
idea which once prevailed that, the value of a custom-
er's credit balance -was a compelsation for the trouble
of ceepinîg his account is now lcnown to be an error.
This ivas shownî to be so in this Journal sonie years ago,
but, it is yet the basis on which the vast mass of the
business of our banks is conducted, and tiere are
thousands of accounts open whicli are kept so at a
dead loss to bankers. The question is ene for the
Bankei-s' Association to deal with. The Merchants iad
65 custoners who'failed last year, out of these 42 in-
flicted no loss, and the rest, "l ess than the average."
The Head Office was especially fortunate in this feat-
ure. As some 90 millions of loans and discounts pass-
cd through the books last year, the loss record nust be
regarded as remarkably favorable for such a year of
depression. We would call attention to the analysis
of the causes of mercantile failures given by Mr.
Hague, which youuger merchants especially might get
by heart, and take to heart. With lis sledge hamnier
directness of speech, lie said that " The talk about old
conditions of trade having passed away and new ones
coming to the front is traslh," as now, as ever, failures
are avoidable by " prudence, industry and intelligence."
The General Manager pointed eut that Newfoundland
would have been saved its bank crisis and losses had
the Canadian system been in force. One bank there
only paid 20 cents in the dollar and the other 70 cents
on its note issues, which in Canada are beyond risk.
He regards the union with Newfoundiland as one pro-
mising a large balance of advantage to the Island. lI
this connection Mr. lague incidently said "The Do-
mnilion of Canada is the best governed portion of the
American continent," having te best laws, the most
rational liberty and most solid prosperity. We note
thaïi lue regards "the export of saw logs as an unwise
business," and asks, why with our unrivalled facilities
for manufacturing wood work, should we not do ail
the work at home?" Manufactures iii Canada lie
stated had been as profitable here as in Engilad and
the States. In dealing with dairy interests lie vas
severe upon our farmers for not muaking butter equal
to .bhe .Danish quality, as by that nmeans alone can a
large trade be built up. " As to bi-metallism--it is a
delusion," says Mr. Hague, who is one of the oldest and
wisest financiers on this continent. ln throwing out
some fôrecasts as to the probable future lie stated that
when he first..entered a bank in Canada, in 1856, the
total deposits in the country were $15,000,000, they now
are 270 millions, which lie submîitted as being a demon-
stration of the progress of Canada. We commend this
address to the careful study of our readers, its value is
permanent, it vill be read witih deep interest, and be
appreciated for its wisdom and counsel in years to
comle. The report in full is given elsewhere.

We much regret Mr. Hague being so unweil ; it was
a great effort for Iinm to attend the meeting at aIl, but
his cliaracteristic deternination carried through the
task. We trust lie will return from a vacation trip
thoroughly restored to health.



THE BANK OF COMMERCE.

The annual meeting of the Bank of Commerce was
made especially interesting by addresses from President
Cox, and General Manager Walker. Unfortunately
their remarks were largely apologetic, and explanatory
of the year's business baving been disappoinbing.
Although the cause of this can be stated in a word or
two, as depression, or bad trade, the special directions
in which the banks were affected, the phenomena
created by adverse financial conditions will bear con-
siderable comment, and the points of mostinterest were

put by Mr. Walker with bis well-known clearness and
force. The bank lias little to complain of, as enough
net profits were made to pay the usual dividend, to
carry $10,009 to the Pension Fund, to write off $7,500
from Promises and Furniture Account, and enlarge the
Profit and Loss balance by $3,500. IMerchants who did
as well as that last year regarded themselves as very
fortunate. The following table showing the principal
items in the business of the bank in 1885, 1892, 1893,
1894 and 1895 will throw some light on the changed
conditions since the earlier year.

The expansion of deposits by 7 millions wben loans
increased only 2 millions is of itself an ample explena-
tion of diminished profits, for, as Mr. Cox said, the in-
terest on the former is most difficult to bring down to
a uro proportionate to their value. From 1893 te
1895 the discounts declined 3 millions, leaving the bank
with large funds for which no profitable use could be
found. Mr. Walker pointed out that, while the ratio
of profits on products does not always decline equally
with prices, the profits on banking are to a large ex-
tent proportionate to the amount of business donc, and
as this is regulated by the returns for goodas sold, any
serious fall in prices directly-cffects a lowering in the
volume of business done, and so reduces banking profits
proportionately. Ho went on to denouice "thc mad
current of discussion aboutsilver" by which the finances
of the States had been thrown in chaos, and credit so
widely disturbed. . Dificulty had been found in using
money in the States owing te the objection to guaran
tee repayment of loans in gold, a condition very pro
perly insisted upon by all Canadian bankers, which ha
had a wholesome eff ct on those of New York anc
Chicago, who have lcarnt much of late from the prac
tices ad teachings of those in this country. Mr
Walker is hopeful, but not fully satisfied that trade i
improving as much as represented. He regards the ad
vantage to traders of low freight rates as largely offse
by the ruinous effect on the national crodit of such in
adequate earnings by the railways as throws them intb
insolvency. The panic of 1893 was intensified by th
withdrawal of confidence in American railway securitie
owing to their earnings being so decreased by chea
rates, the trubli in this matter, as in others being that
it is not to the permanent advantage of any class in th
community to thrive temporarily by the sacrifice o
others, The clearing house returns laving increase
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10 per cent in May Mr. Walker regards as satisfactory,
but hardly conclusive proof that more commodities are
being moved. Iu regard to wheat he thinks the new crop
will bring remunerative prices, but clearly doubts 81 a
bushel being kept up. The trade in horses and cattle
he considers to be improving now that better animals
are raised, a point which cannot te too strongly in-
sisted upon as necessary to keep the British market.
Mr. Walker in sketching the situation as to dairy in-
terests was not very sanguine as to continued increase
in cheese production at good prices, as the English
market is overstocked, and we shall have te meet witih
competition from New Zealand. He took a more cleer-
ful view of affairs in Manitoba and the Northwest,
t whose prospects were nîever better than at present."
The " drastic policy" of econony hald weeded out weak
traders, reduced credits, and made stocks light, so that
while business had decreased, theliabilities of insolvents
last year vere much lower than in 1893. The crop of
32 million bushels of grain last year shows energy on
the part of Northwest farmers wbich bad a very poor
reward owing to low prices. Having in a very able ad-
dress commented upon the leading industries of the
country, their experiences in the past ycar, and pros-
pects being treated in a most interesting and instructive
manner, Mr. Walker concluded by expressing lis ex-
treme regret that, " we are doing nothing to retain the
carriage control of our own Northwest products."
Canada bas a waterway from the occan to the head of
Lake Superior of 2,384 miles, yet in 1894, only 3k per
cent. of the freight was carried in Canadian vessels. The
allusion to this vas timely, and will we trust bear fruit,
as the words of the General Manager of the Bank of
Commerce have become of great weight, and are
studied, not only here but in the States, with iucli re-
spect, interest, and profit in financial circles. The re-
port of the annual meeting, reproduced elsewhere will
repay perusal.

THE BANK OF TORONTO.
The Bank of Toronto succeeded in imaking net pro-

fits which provided for its usual 10 per cent. dividend,
with a surplus of $4,325 to add to balance of Profit and
Loss, which amounts to $75,492. Like most other

As then the volume of
bilsiness in 1.895 vas 71.60 per cent. greater than in 1885,
while the net profits made in the latter year were 18
per cent. less thian in the former, it is only too clear
that there bas been an enormous increase in the work
of the institution withiout anything like the rewards
reaped ton years ago. The Bank of Toronto is an
especially conservative institution. It naintains a very
high precntage of reserves ail the time, its stock of
gold aid Dominion notes being nuch larger than the
average. The best reserve of a bank is however the
soundnîess (if its loanis, and iii this feature the Toronto
ias a very h igh reputation, the management having
been conduîîcted in the strictest ilines of prudence fromt
its coin iîiencemient, and the traditionary policy being
skiilfully maiitaiied by Geiieral Manager Coulson. The
report of th LnI l ii meeting will be found on another
Page.

13ANQUE D'HOCHELAGA.

The above Bank on reacliiing its 21st year seens
liliCly to stain( at the lcad Of its local neighbors in re-
gard Lo the itei of net profits. So far it stands second
for the whole country, being onîly distanced by the
Domîiioinn Bank. The net earnings of the past year
wcre $88,851, wlich, on the average anount of Capital
paid up last ycar was within a fraction of 11.50 per
cent. The Capital at tie close of last ycarwas $710,1 00,
in August there was an issue of new stock for $89,900,
raising it to $800,000. Oi these shares a premium was
realized from whiclh the sumn of $17,980 wvas taken to
Profit anid Lioss account, enabling $50,000 to be added
to the R1eserve Fuiid which now stands at $320,000, or
10 per cent. of the paid up Capital. The larger portion
of this lest lias accuuiulated in the last five years dur-
ing which period the iaiIk bas miade very rapid, and
suibstantial progress. The Bank of Hochelaga is find-
inug lhe advaitage of having a business based upon a
siiall paid up Capital, for the profits of baaking
are made more ont of the use of its credit
than of its own cash possessions. The cir-
culation staids exceptionally higlh in relation te
its legal liiet of $800,000, being $612,430, or 76.55 per
cent;. of the muiaxiumiî allowed. In deposits it is also
i uch favored having $660,456 on denand, and $2,688,-

936 payable after notice. Thèse funds supply enough
for its trade discounts,.which amount te four tims the
capital, a proportion which indicates high earning
powers, if these resources are judiciously utilized. AI-
tougli a smaili Capital, and a proportionately large
business based on deposits is a very profitable combina-
Lion, we are disposed to regard it as calling for more
tlian ordinary skill and caution in the managenent.
The general manager, Mr. Prendergast, drew attention
to this in regard to traders " doing an exaggerated
volune of buIisiniess conpared withî their capital," so,
(loubtless lie agrees witlh us, tiat bankers necd a cau-
tion on the saine ines. I ndecd Lthe strengtli of his mi-
iîediately available assets indicates that lie is alive to
the responsibilities of a business like tLhat of the bank
in his care, which lias prospered so much under his
direction. hlie report of the annuîual nCeting will be
found elsewhere.

THE TIADERiS' BANK.
Like so many others, the Traders' Bank just miade

enougli last year for its dividend, with a snall surplus.
The policy of a sharp restriction of trade loans was fol-
lowed, the business conditions calling for more than
ordinary caution. This, of course, is an unprofitable
course, as iL leaves large funds in the Treasury earninlg
nothing, or in securities bearing low interest, but
" going slow," where the chianel is uncertain pays
better than, getting aground by taking risks. The
Traders, ouglit to make gooi profits for its circulation
is exceptionally high, and its deposits exceed the trade
discounts, so is has ample funds for doing a inucli larger
business, which when trade revives will doubtless be
acquired. Mr. Bell, the president, is a very able, enter-

prising man. Hie has made his mark as a manufacturer
of organs' and pianos whiclh have a high reputa-
tion both iu Canada, Great Britain and the colonies.
Mr. Strathy also is a very capable banker of inuch ex-
gerience, between then, with the resources at tleir
command, tLhey have excellent opportunities for naking
the Traders' a profitable and strong institution. The
stateniut and report will be found on antother page.

THE ViLLE MARIE BANK.
When the big trees are beiding uinder the stormn, ao

wonder the smnaller ones are feeling its force. The
'Ville Marie however lias really donc well in the past
year, and is showing signs of increasing vitality and
strengtl. The net profits were more than equal to
meeting the dividend, and loft a surplus which, with a
sinall appropriation froim Profit and Loss, enabled $10,-
000 to be laid aside as the nestegg of a Reserve Funfd.
We trust thiswill begraduallyinîcreased;as uponlbailding
up a Rest depends so imucli the extension and the
maintenance of public confidence. The bank lias beenî
pushing out branches at several points, the business of
which, we are glad to note, lias been satisfactory. The
veteran president, Mr. William WTeir, is a hard worker,
and we sec by bis movements tha; lie keeps a close
watch upon his branches, as well as being de fcto, the
manager at the head office. We nleed not tel]hi iiii
what the bank stands in need of to put it on a footing
we should like it to occupy, but we trust lie will iake
strenuous efforts to give it a better position on the
stock list. There is money going abegging almost to
get 4 per cent., and 5 is rarely secured. Surely. thon a
stock that is steadily paying 6 per cent. ouglit to be,
or be made sulliciently attractive to invite subscribers,
and investors. The statemuent and report appear eIse-
wlere.

TflE BANK OF HIAMILTON.
The above Bank followed suit witlh other banks in

clearing net profits to pay its usual 8 per cent. divi-
dend, with $5,000 left to write off premises account,
and $5,110 to carry te credit of Profit and Loss, being
close upon 9 per cent. on the Capital. We consider
this as a very satisfactory result during a year when
business was cut down, mioney so cheap and the open-
inigs for its profitable tise so restricted. Mr. Turnbull,
the General Manager (whio keeps up the old title of

Cashier")-is a pafrticularly.eau tions oficer., ee of a
class wlo when times are unfavorable, take a conserva-
tive ine regardless of profits being smtall. The Bank
holds a large aniount of deposits $5,477,402, which.
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ainount to close upon 4 tines the Capital. These
were abundant last year as they exceeded the total an-
ount of the discounts. The Hamilton Bank maintains
its immediately available assets at a higlier point than
the average, being over 60 per cent. of total deposits.
The Reserve Fund stands at $675,000, equal to about 55
per cent. of the Capital. Except as a source of profits,
ie regard this percentage as ample for all the practical
purposes of a Rest. The extension of new' lines of rail-
w'ay to familton ought to iiprove the business of that
city, and the new iron works will also help. These
will make money more active, and doubtless the HIamil-
ton Bank will enjoy a good share of the greater pros-
perity which is anticipated in that district. The pro-
ceedings at the annual meeting are detailed elsewhere.

TIl UNION BANK.
The Union Bank did so well in 1803, when its profits

were $102,053, which excecded the figures for 1802,
tbhat its experience last year is very disappointing. But,
it lias so large a number of neiglhbors in the saine
trouble, it can take sone consolation in having com-

pany. ilRaving cleared enough ta pay the usual divi-
dends, with a surplus of $7,486, it cannot be said to have
had a worse record than many others, indeed all things
considered it may consider itself well off to have made
as mueh as $79,486 in net profits in one of the worst
years it bas experienced. Its circulation haskcept up to
close upon 70 per cent. of the limit, and its deposits
stand at $4,904,100, so that with ordinary conditions of
trade it is in a good position to make a good average of
profits, as from these resources and its Roserve Fund of
$280,000 it is able to provide for its range of discounts.
As the tide of a business revival seens now ta have set
in Mr. Webb, the General Manager, may look with con-
fidence to having a mnch better record in the comning
year. [le lias an able, and popular representative in
Mr. Balfour, the manager of the office in this ciby.
The detailed statement and proceedings at the annual
meeting appear on another page.

LA BANQUE JACQUES CARTIER.

The report read at the annual meeting of the Banque
Jacques Cartier'shows that the year under review iarked
a further extension of the bank's operations. The net
earnings of the year amounted to a fraction over nine

par cent., and would have been still larger had it not
been for the heavy increase in the volume of deposits
repayable after notice which, whiile affording a grati-
fying testimnony to the confidence of investors in the
bank, nccessarily involved a considerable addition to.
the ilnterest payments and thus had a tendency to absorb
the profits. Out of these earnings of 9 per cent., divi-
dends to the extent of 7 per cent. were paid to the
shareholders and a further sum of $10,000 carried to
the reserve, which now amounts ta $235,000, or 47 per
cent. ofthe paid-up capital. For the first ime since
the bank came into existence the bank tas established
au agency beyond the limits of this province, and the
experimnent of establishing a branci at Edmonton,
N.W.T., will be watched with interest by the share-
holders. Up ta the present the branch lias done ex-
ccedingly well, and, though only opened last fall, it lias
already paid the expense of its installation and contri-
buted a satisfactory proportion to the profits of the
year. The president and oflicers of the bank are to be

congratulated upon the showing they have nmade, con-
sidering the unfavorable position of business generally
diring the past year, and in view of the improved toue
now visible in nearly every branch of conuerce it is
safe to prediet that they will make an even better
showing than the present in June 1896. The report of
the anuual meeting wrill bc found in another portion of
this issue.

THE CROP SITUATION.
The U. S. Governient estimnate for winter wheat is higlier

thîan nost in the trade expected, due to the favorable position
on the Pacifie Coast, but the average condition is a low ono,
71.1 par cent. and nol likely to prove nuch, if any, botter
than this in the ultimate reckoning. The spring wheat cou-
dition is high, averaging 97.8. The officiai figures suggest a
promise of 245,000,000 bushels for the winter grain, and
175,000,000 for spring, or a total of about 420,000,000 bushiels.
The week has been seasouable in a general way, and the
crop although delayed sonewhiat by provious adverse condi-
tions is how generally in a good or encouraging position.
There is, however, more or less urgent need of moisture in
many sections, notably in the central ragions, representing
Olio, Indiana, Illinois, etc.

Tho spring wheat situation is maintained favorably, and
the possibilities of this portion of the crop are more assuring
than previously; if maintained, the result will un doubtedly
exceed the yicld of last year. The current reburns from the
winter wheat portion of the crop continue variablo, and large-
ly discouraging in a striking degrea; so far as ean be judiiged
from their gencral tenor they are not essentially more assur-
ing than previously. In muany instances the whcat is head-
ing with unusual shortness of stalk and ear; in saine cases the
iater indications are somewhat better than was previously
counted on. A portion of the oat crop area gives pronise of
good yield, but as a whole this crop will be deficient. The
hàycrop will be decidedly short. The interior offcrings of
grain are smîall, and the stocks in prominent markets are
working down, as also of flour, so the new season will begin
on a basis quite in contrast with conditions in recent years.
The Manitoba and the Northwest are goinmg to have a magni-
ficent wheat crop this year, bigger tian evoer before in its
history, all operators agree. Those competent ta judgo say
thtat wheat prices will start off at about 70e, amnost doubla
last year's prices.

ARGENTINE CATTLE SHIPMENTS.
Our Canadian cattle shippers need have no apprehension

as to the competition of cattle shippcd from Argentina to
British ports. .Letters from the other side speak of South
American cattle as "coarse, rough, unfinisbed and very wild.'g
Their weight is from elevcn to twelve hundred pounds and
they cost in Argentina from $25 to $35 per bead. Ocean
charges increase this cost as fillows : Freight, $22.50 ; feed
and attendance, $15 per head,- and the price realized in Great
Britain is only from $70 ta $80 per head. The voyage lasts
about thirty days, Butcbers report the meat as flabby and
hard ta " set" after slaughter, and unsatisfactory as to color
not being as bright as that of Canadian cattie.

THE CUSTOMS, CORDAGE AND BAG CASE.
The case of the Customs against the Consumers' Cordage

Co. was not withdrawn quite in the mnanner to be inferred
from the despateh lately sent from Ottawva. The facts are
that the Jute-Cloth business of the Cordage Co. had beea
transferred to the Dominion Ba Co. tinime luckily ta avoid
responsibility under tlue application of the tariff ruling.
The case against the Cordage Co. was accordingly remaoved
fron the fyle in court, and the responsibility shouldered
upon the Bag Co. in addition ta the case specially against it-
self. The Bag Co. bas applied for a postponement till Sep-
tember, paying all costs in the case mcantinie.
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A MYSTERIOUS STEAMER.
On the 25th of March a Greek steamer left Snyrna for

Londoin Iaving on board what was ostensibly 500 cases of
opium, hoavily insured. Shortly afterwards a report spread
that shie vas lost, and the undervriters whose suspicions had
becone aroused, proceeded to investigate. Shortly afterwards
she arrivedin London and sailed immediately for Malta, her
London agents buying from the consignees all their interest
in the alleged opium at what was then the highest market
value. She only touched at Malta and promptly returnead to
Smîyrna again without landing any of the opium she was
supposedl to carry. The underwriters are congratulating
tieiisolvos over thoir escape from a heavy loss, as it is now
bliieved that sho did not carry any opium and that the guin
is still in Siyrna. It is reported that she really carried a
shaitm cargo, and that it was the intention to wreck lier and
claimu the £-68,000 for which she vas insured, but the design
was abandoned when it vas learned that the underwriters
thireatened to cancel the policy.

AN EXTRAORDINARY JUDGMENT.
'The narantee Company of North America will appeal

against the docision given by Mr. Justice Clark in the case
brought, against thm by the Mechanics Savings Bank of
Nashvillo, Tenn., to recover $30,000 the amount of the coin-
pany's bond on their defaulting cashier and toller John
Schardt. Tho Guaranteo Co. alleged that the examinations
of Sebardt's accounts were altogether insufficient, and that
lho w'as engaged in outsido speculations with the knowledge
of Che ollicors of the bank, in contravention of the express
tors of lis bond, which relieved thein of all respoisibility.
Judge Clarke admitted botl pleas were correct, and th at the

exanlination of Scharfdti's accounts was negligent; but leld
at if Vte di'octors and shareqokers were satisflied with it,

the conpanuy should not comîîplai n. As to the speculation, it
Vas not habitual, and therefore, the bank's oflicers although

awaro of it, were not called upon to give notice of its exis-
tonce to the G uaranttee Co. It is needless to say that these
decisions are hardly likely to stand in a higlier court.

-J. E. Srmuî, drugs, Kingston, has assigned. He
statied tvwo years ago with but little means and bis prospects
wro always dubious in face of thosoveree competition he had
Io face-'Tio estato of Vhe late Mrs. Marjorie Rioux, general
sorekooper of Bic, is offering 50 cents in the dollar, half
cash. The business was establishod by lier liusband a nuin-
ber of years ago. After lis death in the fall of 1893, she
continued the business; but it fel off in her bands and wlien
she, toc, joined te great iajority, lier estate vas found
to bo insolvent- The Tiger Tat Company, of this city,
find temseilvos iunable to carry ont the torms of the ex-
tension gcranted thom and are now eiecting a compromise at
45 cents in the dollar on liabilities of $5,500-D. C. Wallace,
lumiber, etc., of Brantford, ascribos lis piesent assignment to
his complaisance in going security for the composition paper
of ai insolvent firma. Most of bis capital went to take this
up, am sonie losses on contracts in addition, brought him to
Vhe wall.

l'i property of tic Iroquois House Hotel Co., inclu.ding
the botel, Vho furniture, and some sixty acres of land,was sold
by te Sherifi at St. :ililaire on Monday hast for Vie suni of
$ T0,500. lTe purchasers were Vhe directors who, soe two
yeairs ago, borriowed soiie $20,000 on tio property for the
puîrpose of adding a large now extension to the iotol and fur-
nishing the saine, and for which they made themselvos re-
spoisible for interost to the leaders till discharged. The

thor sharholdors it is neodloss to say, get nothing. This is
a much better liguro ihan was brought at the sale cf the St
Lawreneo H1all of Cacouna and the Ineh-Arran House of Dal-
hoîusie, Bay des Chaleurs.

REAL ESTATE MOVEMENTS.
According to the Real Estke Record there were 118 real

estate transfers in the city wards and town of Westinount
recorded at the registry offices, during the month of May,
aimounting to $4.66,822. During the corresponding month of
last year 120 transfors were recorded amounting to $588,361.
The real estate mortgage loans recorded during the month
of May in registration division of Montreal West amnount to
$284,032. Of this amouat $9,007 was placed at 4- p.e.,
$158,250 at 5 p.c., $37,500 at 5. p. c., $38,800 at $10,150 at
7 p.c., $4,700 at 8 p.c., and $26,626 at a nominal rate. In
Montreal East the loans recorded ainount to $301,456. Of
this ainount $115,241 was placed at 5 p.c., $96,300 at 5 p. c.,
$77,525 at 6 p. c., 55,236 at 7 p.c., $2,904 at 8 p.c., and $4.250
at a nominal rate.

"iHONORABLY ACQUITTED."
"IlHonorably acquitted" was the judgnent tondered in the

charge of obtalning a valutable security by false representations
brought by the Quebec Bank against Mr. James O'Brien, Jr., of
the late firm iof Meredith & O'Brien, stockbrokers of this city. The
judge held in ellect that, while the bank bail no course open te it
save te take the action it did, the evidence given by the witnesses
l'or tie defence entirely destroyed the prima facie case and thus
that Mr. O'Brien must be acquitted of the charge. Thus ends a
case wiich it is to be regretted was ever necessary to ba brought,
and wlhich it was confidently anticipated would have been settied
out of court. . The loss was of course an unpleasait one to the
generai manager it the beginiing of lis term, and the arrest was
most harinful to the young broker on the threshold of his busi-
ness career; but it was unavoidable. There are two sides to
every question and while Mr. O'Brien's friends are congratula-
ting him on the v:rdict, wve must not forget that most business
mon will hold that Mr. McDougall was acting in the bost inter-
ests of the shareholders lit making the arrest. The incident is
now fortunately closed; but it was one that was most painfil te
ail concerned while the decision was still in abeyance.

-G. W. HoLDENUY, general storekeeper, Islington, Ont., lias
assigned. He had a few hundred dollars capital wien lie started
but appears to have absorbed it gradually in losses---L. McKinunon,
groceries and drugs, of St. Williams, Ont,, has assigned. He lias
been close pressed for some time past---Lainbert Bros., shoes,
Windsor, started in the fall of 1893. Both were practical shoc-
IIakers, but had no experienîce in storekeeping. Last fall t1ey
obtained an extension of time and showed a surplus of $5,000
nominally. Tlis appears to be locked up for they have just
assigned---G. M. Marcoux, grocer of Chicoutimi, is offering 40
cents in the dollar. His trade is a limited one and ho lias always
found it diflicult te make both ends meet.--J. H. Slack, picture
fraier of Ottawa, lias assigned, Hli as a good practical knowl-
edge of the trade, and w'orked iard; yet lie lias not been able to
iake a success of it-Investing too heavily in real estate and en-
dorsing for a brother are the causes given for the failure of
Joseph Wlite & Co., liquor dealers of Windsor, who have just
assigned with liabilities of $15,000. Ait offer of 50 cents in the
dollar bas been made and refused---Jereinie Morand was doing
well as a baker at Charlesbourg until lie added a flour and gro-
cery store ta his first venture. Thon lie began to get cramped
for meanus, and now he is asking his creditors to grant him an
extension--Alfredi Popin, started a small sio store in Quebec
about a year ago. Ris success was doubted from the start and
no one is surprisel to hear of his assignmeut with liabilities of
$2,500---J. H-. Cavainagh, general storekeeper of Calgary, N.W.T.,
is asking an extension of time.

---Ax informal meceting of the directors and principal share-
holders of the Dominion Ribber Reclaimiiig Co. was held to
consider the iinouinceiiment that application would b made to

place the coipany in liquidatioi. After considerable disces-
sion it was resoived to adjourn the meeting uitil Moiday next.

Your Director regret that the results here shown are less

favorable than those of reccnt years, but this is mainly dise te
the very great decline in the profits of banking which lias -been
universal duriag tie past year. There is now a reasonable
prospect of a return ta normal carnings, but il is only during te
last mnontth that this improvemneut lias beau perceptible.

The usual careful revaluation of the entire assets of the Bank
has bean made, and ail bad and doubtful debts have been amnply
proviidd for.

The various branches, agencies and departments of tie Bank
have been inspected during the year.

Tvoyears ago the shareholders authorized the creation of a
Pension Fund antihe payment by tie Bank annually of $10,000
as its share towards the fund. Last year the Directors reported
that the labor incident to establishing tho Fond lad been cou-
clndcd, but not in time to actually open the account before tie
closing of tise books. The Directors have nowto reporttiat the
Fund is in operation, and the first payment by the Bank appears
in the accounts of this year. The Fund assumes all pensions
previously granted by tie Bank.

TleDircetors have again pleasure in recording thoir appreci-
ation of tise eiliciency and zeal with which their respective duties
have been performîed by the oticers of the Bank.

The report having been read, the President said
1RESIDENT'S ADDREsS.

As the report, the adoption of which I ar about to move, is of
a less favorable character than those of recent years, a few ex-
planatory words iu addition to the report itself may bo expected,
althongh the brief statements thercin made clearly cover the
situation.

At the beginning of the year tite rates paid for coposits were
much too high, and the ditiiculty lu changing the rate in Can-
ada is se great that the year vas half! spent before we succeedod
in gettin our interest-boaring deposits down to a basis of 3 par
cent. \ hile this rate was justified by tihe rates obtainable for
mercantile loans, the rates for money loaned on stocks, bonds
and such socurities did not justify the payment of any interest
whatever on deposits. We did not feel, however, that it was li
tihe ultimate interest of the Bank to risk the loss by a further
reduction of the rate of any portion of that volume of steady do-
posits on which the business of the bank is so largely based,
but this policy entailed very large loss for the moment, becauso
while the tendency of deposits vas to steadily increase, the
volume of mercantile loans diminished, in consequence of the
condition of business, with oxtraordinary rapiditv, quito in ex-
cess of any former experience.

Ordinarily we look ta tihe United States for the employment
of that portion of our loaiable capitai which we feel slhould not
he lent in Canada, indeed should be regarded as a reservo to
protect our mercantile interesta il Canada, and for any further
capital we ara unable at tise moment te loan har, cithar to mer-
cantile custoiners or on stocks and other collaterals. During
1893, in order to take care of aur customers in Canada, a large
part of our fonds then invested at high rates in the United
States was vithdrawnand lent out here. During 1894 the liqu-
idation i Canada in consequence of the general contraction in
business, to which I have alrcady referred, causcd not only the
excessive advances of 1898 to lo repaid, but an exceptionally
large reduction of all mercantile advances fromt tie normal
volume, and vhen ve sought to lend thtis surplus in the United
States wo werc met with two dimiculties. First, rates for aven
lime money were unprocedentedly 'loy, and second tho usual con-
tract given by borrowers in the United States to a foroign bank
torepay li gold was inobtainablo, because tihero were plenty of
baniks thore rcady to lend ail the money rcquired without such
a contract. Thore have boon times whcn -we shiould have lent
our iony without insisting on this feature, but it seemed un-
vise to do so whon Congress was actually discussing what should
be donc; and showing so little disposition to do anytihing affect-
ive, and when rates obtainable for time uoney wemr so low. IL
would have been taking tie risk at tie most critical moment,
and for a very smnail return li interest. In consquenco, ive had
at times several millions of mnonley absolutely idle, and while ii
richer countries this is not such an iuconiion thing, li this
country it was in our partieular experience unprecedenlted, and
completcly upset ail ordinary calculations as to profits.

lI looking over the balance sheet, you will notice no
striking changes in the liability side, but the changes
on the asset side indicate the dilliculties of the past
year, although during the past monthr or two great improvement
las been effected, The changes may be summnîed up in a few
w'ords. Tise cash assets and those imumediately convertible in
cash amount to 48 per cent. of our, liabilitics to the public, and
are two million dollars larger tian last ycar, whil our iercan-
tile loans are two millions less; thuis exhibits a very strong posi-
tion for our depositors, but is not so profitable for the share-
holders as wv could wish, and ie must hope that the returning
activity in general business will enable us to improve the earn-
ing power of our investments. We have, I think, good reason
to expect that result. Thora are certainly indications of im-
proved confidence and returning prosperity, but i shall not anti-
cipate what the General Manager maylhi have te say upoi thsat
subject by any further reference to it.

Tie business of the year lias required iore than ordinary
wiatcht fulnmess and care uipon the part o tie Executive oticers
and the entire staff, and it affords me pleasure to say that iL has
had theoir usnceasing attention. Looking ta the unfavorable
circoumstances to wiIicl I bave alluded, the diminislhed protits of
the past year are regarded by the directors, and will b, 1 ai
suore, by tha shareholders, is aven more satisfactory than the
larger profits of more prosperous years.

1 now beg ta move the adoption of the report, to be seconded
by tie Vice-President, and the General Manager will tihtn ad-
dress yolu.

After the Vice-Presidont had briefly secoided tie resoliution,
the General Manager spoke as follows

of $14,083,000 against $14,6,17,000 a very trilling increase. it the
United States t siglit iicrease, the firsi in sone years. is shoiwn,
but they evidienly' still ont iearly atll the chîeese they tmake, as
the total valtie of thelir export was onlly $6,610,000. .Our stccess-
lias caused lite building ofi any new cheese factoties dutrintg Ihe
past year, and in several districts whore cheese was not itade
ieietofore. This will enstre a largo product, but it will be very
disappointing if in these iiew districts lower prices should bring
about disTroagemet. Te farner did well enouîgh last year
as to price, btt the Englisi bivers lost heavily, and still have
large stocks of old cheese ait liand. We are also destined ta o.meet
serious comîîpetition fromî New Zealand. At the momtent
quotations have recovered somewhat, and the dry weaiier in
England and iere ma11Y iiprovo lte price it lte cost of the
quantity iîantufactured. li cheese and pork farmîters mlîust have
prospered last year. In almost all other products the experience
was very disappoiiting, but the changes of the last ittonth or tvo
have cttused a feeling of great ceieerfuliess througliout Our
farmting couîtîntnitv, nîotwitistanîding the damatges by frost and
dry weather. in tie fruit districts the frost ias certainly doue
very serious damtage, but ats far as WC can learni there is likely
la be no suci general failtre in yield as was it one timtte feared.
Our people, iowever, are ipt to overlook Vite great money value
of the l'ruit crops iii this Province as a whole, and the extent
to which it exceeds all other agricultural interests li the district,
specially adapted to fruit-groving, The ouîtlook it this Province
is not iitunîifly good, even apart fron fruit, frost hîaving donoe
daimage to lail wlteat and somue other crops, but it is too early to
forn a delinite opinion la to lte genteral resuilts of farming inl
Ontario. At hlie moment the prospect for lit- is not good in
many parts, and iay and grass ire perhaps our mnost valuiable
crops. Il Qteihce and in lie parts of our Province which were
iot advancel tuo muttichi by the early warm weather, the whole
outlook is excellent.

[n Manîitoba and North.iwest; we are experietcinîg aine of those
rapid, favorable changes which shotild imake uis less ready to
grow despondent about that great country, when lte
changes happen to b Io ain tuftavorable character. It is un-
fortiunate that our feelings about this part of Canada are apt to
b cither tiuiily clated or iiduly depressed. It may take moure
than une good crop to iake the farirs easy as to debt, but aine
can hardly resist the conviction and tieir prospects wcre never
better thait ati the moment. The enforced econoiy of' the last
f'ev years ias of' course, iad a mtost damiaging effect on trade for
the tile ieintg, the sales by Winnipegý jobbers boing 25 per
cent. less than for the previous year. No moitey was imade and
many lost ionîey, tas a natural result, iutt the benefits arising
front the drastie policy which has been applied tire that credits
have been very mucit shortend as tr timte, and rostricted as to
amnount, thait weakl traders have been diligently wvooded out;, anid
stocks of goods, both !in first and second hnttîls, ttre very light.
Ai ils ias been accompisedlwithout serious failires, the total
liabilities of iisolvents betw'een Port Arthur and the Rocky
Moaiiitsins, being $604,984, loss by' $155,668 thati in 1893.

Duriig thie discussions of the proposed iisolveney bill the
mterchants of Ontario and Quohec sought to introduce a section
in order to prevent the sale of' tlie stock of t faliled retail shop-
keeper, on bloc, but such thitngs cannot easily be accomplisied
by legisitioni, lthi chcrti tt notice that tie Wiiinipeg tuer-
chants have dîealtl with the mîatter in a practical itanner b> re-
finsing to compromise and by resiipping such stocks to Wiinnipeg,
where they ture resoki lit a warehonise establislhed for the
purpose. The ionest trader cannot therefore, complain of' lis
iiext--door ieiglibor being his coipetitor on the unfair basis of'
aile paying 100 cents in tlhe dollar, and the other, perhaps
oily 50 cents. .

While the mtîorhuants or Mnititoba, tire learntig how to manage
the problei bfore themîî, il is ot to be supposed that tio
fariîers rail tio du likowise. They liarvostedl altogether about
tiirty-twNro million bisiels of' whett, oats tnd barley, and lor
aboutit 22,000 farmners this evidences ootughi on the score of
eonergy. But the prices wer so lowthat but for thteir exercise of
econoyn they w'otld lie iltie better off' than a year ago. The
mannr inut' wuiichi th Ie' are doing licir share in inaitging the
probletms bofare them i iin div-ersiying fuminug as rapidly as
possible. We had occasion last ycar to notice the first large
sipiiients of catile and hlie feaIture this was sure to mtuie li Vhe
future. li 1894, in addition lo about fifton million bushels of'
wheai, about four million bushels of wich took the formn of
llouîr, thoro were shiîpped etst 20l,820 cattle, 9,739 hogs and
3,286 shoop. Thuts far 1895 largely exceeds 1894, and the trade
is tlretdy iibecomie so imtportait that, efforts tire being made
to establish a cattle market iin Winitnipieg where animais can bu
properly- graded, ard l'air prices and ready sale assured.
Four years lgo Man&ttîitoba iiported pork largely. Nt)w eattle,
sheep and iogs tire inîcreasing ver'y rapidly, and uts tey have

- ha u favoirble wilter, WC ieed noa longer thinik of thait part
oa Canada us mierely a whet couintr'y. The area of flax bas trcibled
thi. y'ear, and with the ielp of the untusually early spring the
acreage of' ieati all grain has beei larg-ly incretsed. Ia
Maiiitoba the added acres lit wheat amoint ta 295,380 naîking
t total in wleat of 1,140,276 acres. Butter and cheese factories

are grawing in iumer and the check in the price of dairy
products, is the onîly uiihappy feature in the situation this
seasont. 'le great imilling compaies aro increasinig tie
nutomber of tlia'r coutntry elevators, while a large elevator h
bieing areeted ini Winiipog. What with oe of themiost favor
able seasonîs, tiîus frai, an record, larger acreage, great iicrease
lit cattle, and 'better prices, Mianitoba is likely ta prosper again
and wanuts population muore thain unthiig else.

Last year we took occasion to refer ta the question of canait

and cieaper transportation from tthe Northwest to the seaboard.
We are sorry to learn that by far the largest proportion of the
wheat shipped froin Manitoba went abroad by way of Bufftalo
during 1894. We have finisied at great expense our canal at
Sault StoiMarie, and according to a recent article in an Americin
newspaper, while we have 2,384 miles of continuous waterway
from the head of Lake Superlor to the ocean, less than 8;4 per
cent. of the freiglit which, in 1894, passed the Sauilt was carried
by Canadian vessels. The extent ta which this statement may be
exact is not so important as the fact that we are doing nothing to
retain the carriage control of our own Northwest products.

The motion for the adoption of the report was then put and
carried.

Moved by Mr. H. A. Massey-
"That the thanks of the meeting are duo and are'horeby ten-

dered to the president, vice-president and other directors for
their careful attention ta the intereste of the banik during the
past year,"

In moving the adoption of tiis resolution, Mr. Massey said that
lie did so witlh more than usual pleasure. Considering the c on-
ditions under which the board has had to act during the past
year the satisfactory report they were able to present showed
that they had given the conduct of the bank's affairs more than
ordinary care and attention, and lie was sure the shareholders
appreciated their services. le had listened with much pleastire
ta the address of the General manager, which set forth the con-
dition of the business of the country with grat clearness,

Mr. Frederick Wyld seconded the resolution. le was glad
that Mr. Massey had urged that it should iot be regarded as a
stereotyped vote of thanks, or as an empty act of courtesy
merely, but as a vote which the shareholders feltthey truly owed
ta the board of management. The position of a director lit a
bank of tis magnitude is not a bed of roses, and hal. the board
not dealt withî the affairs of the batik courageously, and at the
saine tine cautionsly, the shareholders would not have been pre-
sented with sa satisfactory a report.

Mnr. Cox thanked the meeting for the resolution and expressed
his obligation for the kind and cordial mtannern wt which it hald
been moved and seconded. The directors, lie was sure, appreci-
ated it, but he thougit many of the remarks made by the imover
and seconder were due ta the general manageneit and the staff
rather than to the board.

Moved by Mr. R. Wilson Siith: " That the thanks of the
meeting be tendered ta the general manager, assistant general
manager and other oflicers of the bank for tlie satisfactory dis-
charge of their respective duties during the past yetr."

In moving the resolution Mr. Sniti said that, as it the casa of
the preceding resolution, this vote of tiantks shouîld not he re-
garded as a natter of fori. The past year lias been a tinta of grat
depression, and was a severe test ta the skill with which the affairs
of the bank were managed, concerning which there cotld b only
ona-opinilon. le regrotted the keen conpetition whici now pre-
vailed in banking, and which iad kept the rate of interest on
deposits at a higher point than it should have been. Ii the mat-
ter of the fidelity of batnk employees, lie drew a contrast wfith
the United States, where every day witnessed defalcations of
bank olilcials, while in Canada it was ait almtost an unheard of
thing. Ha thouglit we liad reasot ta be proud of our record lu
this respect.

Mr. Hugi Ryan, in seconding the resolution, renarked that
among the maiiy things of which Toronto lias ta be proud were
the ien at the head of its banks.

Mr. W'alker acknowledged the resolution. le thotglht that
the remarks of the president, repeated year after year regarding
the share of the general management in the conduct of the bank
were altogether too flattering. since without the coutnsel, assist-
ance and encouragement of the board it went without saying that
no stci results coutld be produced. There were diflictilties
enougi to employ the minds and energles of all the menbers of
the board, as well as the chief execttive ollìcers. li a year like
the past the staff iad to work harder tian ever, with less peau-
niary reward than ustal, and witi less prospect of advance-
ment. le had pleasure in reporting, as ie hoped lie always
vould be able ta report, that there was anong the members of
the staff a most satisfactory spirit, as wall as a higi regard for
the bank and a higi ideal of the business of banking. Referring
to a rentark made concerning the lidelity of bank men, lie thought
the shareholders would be lnterested in certain facts respecting
the bank's Guarantee Futnd, which bas been in operation for
for saine seveiteen years. It was based tupon a payinent ofi oie-
half of the ctstoiary charge made by guaranîtee compaiies, an d
that for only live years instead of indelinitely, and yet the f und
iad grown to an extent which perititted of $100,000 being takei
from it a year ago for tha establishment of the Pension Funtd of
the batik.

Moved by Dr. Roskin, seconded by Mr. James Crathernt, and
carried: That the meeting do now proceed to elect directors for
the coming year, and that for this purpose the ballot box be
opened and remain open util tlire o'clock this day, the poll ta be
closed, however, wienever five minutes shall have elapsed wviti-
out a vote being tendered; the result of the election ta be re-
ported by the scrutineers to the General Manager.

Tie stocklioldcrs will note that the profits made this year am-

otunted tu nearly nine and a quarter pur cent. on the capital.
Altihough ite business cf the country generally was dull, the

business of the bank has been well maintained in every depart-
ment, excepthig circulation. This important item has shown a
smnailer average of figures than for many years back, largely ow-
ing tO tie low prices prevalent for nearly all agricultural pro-
duIets.

Te bank titis year lias suiered no large loss. But a consider-
ablo uiimîber of stall failtires have takn place in tie circle of
its custoiers. From a miniber of these failuires na loss resulted
ta the lank; but it is impossible ta bring out this resuit in every
case.
Te totai aimouint of loss, however, for lite year, was smalle r

thtan the average. lut in view of possible depreciation in cer-
tain assets, it has breei thouglht desirable, instead of carrying Lite
wholo'of the prolILts forward, to add $20,000 ta Contingent Fund.
Amoîungst hie losses of tite year was ane of a very exceptional
cliaractar, viz., liat incurred by lite failure of the Commercial
Bank if Newfcundlad. The aioutunt, however, was only
sniall.

'ite board have decided ta open a new branch at Hespeler,
Ontario, the bank laving a considrable connection thore, which
it is important to conserve.

Ail the branches of ite banik have been inspected during tite
year, amd its varions ullcers have discharged their dutties ll0-
ciently and witl fidelity, and to ite satisfaction of tlie board.

Thre President called upon the General Manager, Mr. George
HIague, for a few renarks on the financial outlook.

TI1 GENEIAT MANAaER's ADDRESs.

Ta judge by whata we hear, Mr. President, te report just pre-
sented will be regarded as fairly satisfactory, considering the
limes. But I must confess ta disappointmient that iwe have
realized su littie out of sa largo a business as we have done. For
tiougli we hava made aver nîline percent. on the capital, we have
onmly realized a little over six per cent. ait our total surplus of
Capital and Rost.

W Te ' have earnted onlly little mare than bare legal interest, yet in
this we have done about as well as Our neiglhbors, for all show
about the samte rate of profit on capital and surplus funds. But
to say that they have made bare legal Imiterest shows that the
batiks have made a mere nothing out of iteir bauking business
proper. For iyself, 1 feel somtetiies vexed that the enormous
amaunt of transactions, aimtounting ta hundreds of millions of
dollars a year, in which we ourselves serve lite public, and pass
mîoney over our counters, yields us such a mniserable niodicum of
profit.

I shall lot waste time lu lamtenting whiat may be inevitable (if
it is inevitable), but it is only fair te banking itîerests lu general
to point it out, Conpetitioni between banks lias been carried te
such lengths of late years that an enormous amount of business,
wiicl actially cosis lite banks mnouey, is done by them for

It hias been said that Banking in Canada lias ntow conte te be
soiewlat of a ionopoly. If that cani bc called a mîonopoly, in
which tliirty-eiglit institutions are comîpeting against one another,
to eari 6 per cent. for their stockholders, the word nionopoly
muttst iave changed ils mîeaning of late. Banking lu England
and Scotland, and Ireland too, is a reiiiuierative business. It is
certaiily not im Canada, as I was once told by ait eminent London
Banimiker, in looking ovel the low range of our profits.

Wo have been fortunate this year, as the Report informs you,
in escaping anty large loss, and the total we have had te provide
for has not been large. But it h impossible ta go through such
a yetar as thie last, without being afleéted by somte of the uimer-
aus failuîres that have taken place.

During last year 65 of the customiers of the Bank failed or got
into difliculties. Thie amount they owed is was $504,000. LU 42
of these cases our securities bring us out without loss. By the
balance we slall lase a certain amiount of mîomtey, whici, as the
report tells you, is less than the average.
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I don't thîink this ait unsatisfaictory record, considering thîat the
total amount of loans and discounts passed through our books
during the year, footed lip to over ninety millions.

It is always of interest ta us ta nlote the causes of mtercantile
embarrassment, and it may be well for nie ta point ont the causes
of last year's failires, so as ta plant a few buoys, or beacoins, for
the guidance of those who are navigating fie sea of trada at
present :-

Branching ont ito Hnes of business otlhrthan a mn's oin, was
onie cause.

Attempting a wholesale business on a retailer's capital, was
another.

Attempting ta make noney ont of buying property and build-
ing instead of sticking ta t nan's own triade was another.

Pushing and driving, in a reckless style, of it business which a
mai did understand was another. .

Engaging In the Export trada across the Atlantic ivithant
practical knowledge and experience was another.

(A very favorite notion of people up li the interior, is tit there
is a mine of wvealth in thec export trade. Peole in, MonD'treal
know better.)

Reckless and tioughîtless giving of credit ivas another.
Neglecting business in order ta attend ta polities was another.
At last, but by no means least, was too great facility of borrow-

ing money, and borrowing front more than one bank.
Last year's experience only confirmns that of tlirty years back,

thiat mercantile failtras in ninety-nine cases out of a hundred
are avoidable by prudence, connon seise, industry and in-
telligeice.

The old maximns of tracle ire just as truc to-day as ever they
were. Thre talk ie somîtetiies hear about old conditions having
passed away and nîew aies coming ta the front is trash. One
mighît as well talk about these modern times having upset the
law of gravitation.

NEvFOUNDLAND.

During tie past year We have iad no baik crisis in Canada,
nom have ive hadt any failure of a joint stock batik. But our
sister colony of Newfounidliand lhas been convulsed, and its busi-
ness broughit aliost ta a total stand, byl the failure of the only
two batiks doing business on the island.

Respecting tiese, it is ta be remarked that had Newfoundland
been included in the Canadiat Confederation, its banks would
have cone iuder tua operation of a banking lawi and systen,
which is adimitted ta b the best on this Continent.

The effect of this could hardly have failed ta be conservative
and preventive. Its influence would have been far-reaching,
not ouly on banking methods, but ami the commercial interests ai'
the island. And the influence w'ould have been of sucli a char-
acter, ais, in ny judgment, to have developad tei resources of the
colony to the best advantage, prootiig sound commercial enter-
prise, introducing and keeping alive soutnd business methods,
aind rendering it all but mimpossible that such a caluimnity as has
lately happened could have transpired.

I ar aware tit there hlave beau failtres amongst the Banks
in Canada, and that i law cani previent baid managemaent and its
results. But banking failutres in Canada have been few and far
between lu proportion ta the whole, while the notes in Circulation
have beau rendered so safe that ia one lias lost by thiemmi, aveu in
the worst cases of failure, for many years back.

WTith regard ta otier aspects of union between Newfouîndtland
and Canada ; thiough thec matter may verge upon thi domain of
politics, I must take the liberty of saying that thougli the entry
of Newfunmdland into Comfedecratioi wouhml no donmbt have beau
of advantage to Canada, tue balance of advantage (in every
respect) vould have beau immiensely in favor of Newfouiianid.

With all the defects of our Government, and our institutions,
thera cannot be a question il the minds of any who nave inpar-
tially considered the subject, that the Dominion of Canada is the
best goverined portion of th Amnerican Continent, having the best
Constitution, the most equitable Lavs, lthe best Judicial systemi,
the nost solid prosperity, and the most rational liberty.

One of the Baniks of Newfoundland-the Commercial-ad
kept its accotint withi us for a iiuber of years, and ini a perfectly
satisfactory maminer. By its suddenî stoppage, without the
sliglitest premionitory symoptom, We shall imake, I am sorry to
say, a somall ]oss.

AsPEcTs OF ]IUSiNEss GENERALLY.

The report of the Directors las toucied umpon ai well known
fact, thiat last year was a year of grat dullness lit business, and
of exceptionally low profits, or no profits at all, in iost branches
of trade. It is to thte credit of our mercantile and banking
systemn that ve passed througlh such ai year with ils few failuires
as transpired.

I am inclined ta think that th]lbanks as a whole are exercising
more anid more of a conserving influence over thair cuistomers,
thus j developing iabits of prudent forethought, discoîraging
rash speculation, bringing about a btter systen of giving credit,
and generàlly promoting a more solid, reliable, and lasting pros-
perity. I am sure they ouglt ta do this, and generally i think
they are.

Banks cannot control prices, nor prvent losses by the continu-
ous fall in commodities. But they can, when àsked to furnish
means for carrying on mercantile operutions, so regulate the
amount of money borrowed, that lasses, if suffered by their cus-
tomers, shall bear a reasonable proportion ta the umteans of the
borrower, and not involve liml in ruin. Of course, I cai only
spèak in gèneral terms, and of a. general conserving infinence

continuously operating. Instances of individual rashness will
take place, in spite of all the efforts made by a bank ta prevent
then. And, like other men, banukers somctimes fail ta carry ont
their own rules.

As ta the various Hines of business in the coulntry, it is satis-
factory ta sec that our Exports are constantly increasing. The
leaiding stapies in exports last ycar realized very good prices-
It is quite possible, however, for producers to receive good prices
and inerchants and exporters ta lose inoney. On the wvhole, how-
ever, these latter have not had mucli ta comîplain of, although the
vexations and unreasonaflc restrictions uîpon our Lire Oaio
trade made it very unprolitable. In fact for the last year or two, It
las bean a losing business,though the prospects arc somewhatbet-
ter at present. But this wliole business of exportinglive animais is
little better thian a lottery in its result to the shipper, under Ile
present conditions of the trade li Great Britain.

LUMBERI AND OrT11R MANUFACTURES.
With regard ta the product of our Forests, it shtould be an aim

constantly ta have thent sent out with as much of our own inanu-
facture put upon then as possible. The exporting of saw logs,
Is an unwise business, and I an tot sure but we have sent out a
vast deal ta muci ai Square Timnber li an unnianufactured state.

It is certain that Our logs and timuber go through varions pro-
cesses of manufacture before they reach their ultiniate desti-
nation. Why, then, with our unrivalled facilities for manufactur-
ing woodonwork, should we not do all this at home?

Our various lines of
IANUFAcTMtES

in Canada have been as profitable as they have been aitier in
England or the United States.

Our manufacturers generally are getting ta have a conuuand
of their business and a thorougih understanding of its wants an1d
conditions.

But it is perfectly true hare, as it is of manufacturers every-
where else, that unless a manufacturer cau minake a Specialty or
Specialties of some kind, and conduct his business with extremé
attention ta detail, lie can scarcely hope ta make a reasonable
profit.

This applies, ta soie extent, even ta such a business as
IMPORIuNG

which for tre last year or two, has fallen into a condition of un-
profitableness.

I believe radical changes l the mîethoids of carrying on the
leading branch of this business, are necessary ta a return of
prosperity.

DATILY PRODUcTs.
in Dairy products we have thoraughly establishied ourselves

as producers of good Chteasa; but nothing except constant atton-
tion to quality will enable us ta hold that position against coi-
petition.

Conpetition now is not only betweeu nierchant and merchant,
fariner and farmer, but between country and country.

lu respect of quality, ive miglit do even more in our manu-
facture of cieese for the English market. Nothing pays like
good quality. Nothing is sa ruinous as bad quality li exports.
And a point not to be over-looked is that it is not only good quality,
but gond make-up, that tells in the English market.

he tine has goniy when we could send anythîing wIatvor
ont of this country ta the Euglish market, whether it bo fruit,
cheese, butter, flour, or any other commodity, in a haiiphazaril
and careless style, trusting ta luck for it ta bring a good return.
This is especially the case with regard ta Butter. It is simplv
discreditable ta uis as a country that W cannot make butter f
suci a quality as ta coinunandalarge sale in England. Doenmark
does it but then Deninark gocs about it in a thoroughly business-
like and scientiflc style, manufacturing higiclass butter, as imna
manufacture higliclass cottons and woollens.

Dennark bas a wî'ell organized systei of Inspection of ITords,
constantly kept up; te best machinery is cimployed inanufac-
turing, the utnost care in constantly taken ta cleanliness, tomt-
perature, ventilation, and iandling of the article; mîaking it up,
packing and shipping; the resuilt being that the article, Oi the
whole, brings double the prica that would be obtained by hai-
hazard nethods.

What farners in Donmnark can do our farmers can Io ndoubt-
odly, if they set about it.

The Goveroncnt of this Province sant rver a Commission Iast
year ta Deniuark to investigate the'mnatter. Te report lie marie,
or extracts fromn it, ougit ta be li the hands of avery farier, nat
of this Province, also, but of the whol Dominion.

This leads ie to say just ane word about

Fi arming in these tites requires to be carried on wiith as imuci
intelligence, practical knowledge, capital, industry and assiduity
as auy other branch of business.

This is bècoming increasingly appreciated, andthe appreciation
is leading to the best practical results, especially in our own
Province. A quiet revolution lhas been going on for soma tiMo,
and is in progress still, amongst the cultivators of te province
of Quebec, and its fruits are seen in the generally soiund con-
dition of business in Lower Canada,

INsOLVEINcv.-
It is yet uncertain whether a general Insolvency bill can b

passed during this session, although| it is desirable to have a law
which would prevent the grave abuses whicl exists i sonie prov-
acs.
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This in'rcality, is the principal reason why a geicral Insolvency
law would Id good. A net is n<ot argently required for the re-
lief of insoivent debtors. That vas the old style of insolvency
laws, but thL circumastances of Canada calil for nosuch legislation.
Al that is require is that wh> en i tuait does honestly becanmo in-
solvent, his creditors sallîîl bc fairly treated, and his estate eqiit-
ablily divided.

'lue technical provisions of the Act, lately before the Senate,
would fhe fouid generally maost wise and well considered, pro'-
vided thaie right cf rainkingb properly adjiusted. But any Act
of Parliament whic h will give a man fis discharge ont paying
fifty cceits ot tie dollar, vill oerate as ai iicoulrageient teotisol-
vency. Youîi may guiaid il ais you will, but, it will have this cafect.
experiencet shows it to be the case wfierever it lias iou tried.
Every Insolveecy la%' in nglad fiais had this cifect, though
som c f the very abltiat in la PaIrlianinent endavored te guard
against i. 'Ft hait lias fbeetn oui own exprience, too, Canada does
not want an act t romot insolvecy; nor an tact te enable coi-
tracts to fe broken; nor an act to compol credlitors to act towards
their debtors iai anaou ar con1îtr'ary tuo their iwn jiudfgielit. Aniy
honest and coipetent but, aunufortunate deb ttor hais no dilliculty ia
settling wiih his crcditors without anit act of Parlianient. What
an tat of Parlitiaeit. is rally wanua ted for is to ialke voïid impîro-
lier preferences, and also to mtalc the procedure lin caîse cf In-
solvency uniformi all over Llie Dominion. Divers ats in differint
provinces are not. desirable.

PROSi'ECTS uî Blits aNESs.

There is ai geeral ai or f fiopefulness abroad ais .te this, and I
think it is justiliable. The rise fin the value of sone great staples
is uîndtdltarlfy having this effect, Increased railway earnings,
clearing haoise rettiris, and higli values of stocks are ait signi-
lieant. But do iot let lis exIect too iuch.

Business lia the United States lS not on ai settled basis yet by
any maîeans. Notwitlhstanding the fact tfhat all the bankers and
capitalists of fhe Easten and Midlle Staîtes, together with a
good proportion of those li th e Soiti aînd West, and the Pacifie
lope, tire ai itutli favor of the cold standar.r, and have* ire-
fieited hitierto ai solid front (highily to their credit) against the
plausible clap-trap of thîe silver party. This party is indoub-
tedfly strong and determiied, and if tiequestion can b malde onle
eau which political flies will bc followed, very serious muîischief
inay ensuie.

The wholo fliancial- and conercial business of the United
Staites will b thrown int chaos if the silver aidiv'uates have
their wviay. As te daîtallism, or a double standard of valiue,
it is simlynîcî i dolusion. I venture te think that no muain wlio lias
the practical hiandling of maîoeay, and the actual dealing with
monetary affairs, cantu possifly imagine that there can ie twe
standards. You iight as well lave two yard measuires, une
twelve licfes loig. tfie otier lifteen; or two busliel ileasuires,
ene of four pecks, tlie other ivoi; toe o used at buîyers' option.

A law that wheat shall always bel dealt il at a dollar ai
bushmel, no more, no less, tailer all the changing conditions of
harvests, w'ould b as rational as a MaW that there shall always be
the sane ratio between gold and silver.

If there is only ouc stanaalard il ithoild iunquestionably be gold.
England has ailway stood upon this. So have we ini Canîada,
and so has the Governiiient li the United States sa far, and se
we trust it evr wVilI, te or iutual adVantage.

What is the use of getting fromt ai foundati of rock to a led
of quicksand ?

Blt as to business prospects. I shou l ie renemibored that
lidividuals Imay sulfer disaster and imnis hfavy lusses, cven
vhîen tilmes are greneraIy gotil. ia fact, it laiways the case
that Luihe semds of lusses are sonia lin ties o prosperity. But, I
repeta , that I baiks cain are exercising--a itodora-
ting land conserving iiituence, by judiciuusly using that
enoirmous power of dispensing credit which is put into thiir

When f tll yoi that th.fa banfks as ai wiole are dispensing
Crodit, to the people of Canada at tihis monment tu thlie amliount of
over two hundred millions, yon may form an idon tf Le impor-
lance of thisa great, function.

ln respect, of progress, there is une departm ent in which the
coint.ry us steadily gaining groiund, and i thilik nothiig daemuo-
strates, more painly hoi steadily this coulnt.ry s improvinug--and
not rItoga i ig--tan thfae constant iuuureaise in t fa deposits male
with 1.hfu Banks and the Goverment.

coast, the growth of settleiients into villages, and of villages
into towns, and of town into cities; aIl of which nany of us here
present have seen with our own eyes, Ir this statement is .not
enuuagh to conivince the most oîbstinaito pessiiist amnongst us that
the country steadily progressess. ain spite of all drawbacks, he
nust be lard to convince.

As to forcign detractors, we can generally afford to treat theni
w'ith the contemphit they deserve. Their ignorance is genierally
on a tpar with their unsernpulons.

Yet may I be pardonel fur a word of caution. Canada needs
to be careful of maintaiing her higli standard of credit at all
fimes. The Doinion Catinnot aifourd te trille vith it by alloving
its great nanie tu be used in connection with dubious enterprises.

This, I thiiik, is enough for the Gnceral Manager te say,
but if any stockholders desire to ask questions, lie will be glad
to aniswer thei se far ais lie mnay be aile.

Tn lE DISCUSsON.
The President having invited reniarks frot the sharcholders,

Mr. John Morrison spoke at some length.
Mr. John Crawford, while admitting that in nost banks

throughout the Dominion, wvith probably the exeeption of the
Dominion Bank, whiclh paid quîarterly dividends, business had
not beenu se gwod as could he desired, vas disappointed that the
Merchants bank, which haid m<ade very narked progress during
the past few years, had not earned more than 9%l per cent. le
then wnt on te speak lin favor of banks declaring te the share-
liolders the ainciit of the gross lusses, and said that the best
banks in London, Eng., did this, being conpelled to do se by
Royal charter.

The General Manager-Oh, no.
Mr. Crawford-Do you inc> to say sone ef flicem are not
Tihe Gencral Mainager--Neairly ail the Joint Stock Banks of

Enîgland aire organized under a deed cf settlemient. WlÇenîever n
bauk is tebe orgaizcd it deposits certaino deeds showing who
are the shareholders, how luch capital it is proposed t sub-
scribe, and sa on.

.r. Craîwtord-t is priactically tI sane; they are boufnd to
give It.

The General Mainager-No;"tley givo it voluntarily.
Mr. Crawford was pleased te ioar that the maagersof London

banks, had se nich discretion as not te loave àiyfhing to be
desired by tle shareholders; the information was giveni volun-
tarily. He contended that It would bc well if the . directors, lu
view of the faiet, that times lhad not beenu se good during the
last few years as-previotusly, îveo not quite so generous te the
the oflicers as thov haid hic liu the past. le advocated the
placing of paraliel coIumns on the financial statenient, showing
the business of eue year as compared with that of the preceding
une. It vould enable the shareliolders, witliut nuch inconveni-
ence or exertion, te sec at a glance whether tle institution hald
progressed or retrograded. le also considered that it would lie
vell if the shareholders were made aicquainted with the anouitof
ilnterest due ont interest deposits.

In reply te Mr. Crawford thei General Manager said the bank
received fromt 8½ te 4 poer cent. foi- the Domnion Government
bonds; it gave niore~than par fòr then.

Mr. T. D. Hood disagreed vith Mr. Crawford as te the advis-
ableness of reducing salarias; it was the wrorst thing that could
be done, ais it dislieartened the men and made then lose interest
lin tleir work. "'Pay them," lie said, "what is just and riglit, and
look te then for the vork, and yen cau be sure you vill get it."

Tie General Mltînager-It has been the practice ef this and
oth er banks wlen tliere lias been a really good year, and prolits
iave been good, to let the emiployes participate l themn by giving
tnia iious..Youa nay have noticed it over and over again l our
reports, foi, fortunately, we liaive liad ai minber of fairly good years,when the Board conceived that it was a 'ery proper thinîg te
allow the ollicers ai bonuîs. Mcidling with salaries, however,
is ai different matter atogether; it is a natter of bargain, and the
enploye gels what the rate of the market will give him. You
caninot possibly deal viti salaries by anaking tfin go up une
year, and down the next. "If yo did yon woiuld never gel good
service. Mr. lood is queit riglit in. what lie says. ie first
year after the capital of the bank vas reduced, wiicli were
exceptional tines, and exceptional things liaid te be donc, the
whole salaries fron top te hotton wore cut down about 25 per
cent. The oiliciails cleerfullylacqiiesced ii this, because thiey
sa that it ails necessairy iudcrthe pressure of the tines. By
and by Muies imprioved and saiaries wo'ere rstored again. Last
year was net a very good year, and the ollicers felt the otiect of it;
thicy got no bonuis.

ir. Jolni Morrisoi having expressed llisolf as being opposed.
to the giving of'bhonuîîses, the Genral Manager, te sme renarks
by Mr. Jolii Crawford, said: "1We have a fund as a guarantee
againist any losses wVO mlîight s1tifer thlrough our oflicers by fraud,&c. It anounîts te ahoüt $40.000 which we consider is. about
sullicient. In addition, we insire our oficors ii fle Guarantee
Company for less than vould b necessar if ve lad no guaran-
tac fundr cf our owvn. Agali, there is a Ponsion .fund accumu-
lating year by year, aind wlich now aiouînts to abnot, $20,000.
Va hoape that by and by it will grow, aud be ai respectable

It was moved by Mr. Jolin Crawford, seconded by Mr.

ýThis was concurred in, after whîich J. 1-. R. Molson mioved:-
" Tliat the thanks of the Stockholders arc due and are hereby

te.ndered to the President, Vice-President and Directors for
the manner in which they have conducted the institution during
the past year, and to the General Manager for his efficient
management during the year."

In making the motion Mr. Mlolson said that, -though such a
resolution was annually passed, this year lie did not consider that
it was a mcre matter of form. Since the bank was reorganized
many years ago, it had been steadily progressing. It had a
a good Board of Directors, and the slareholders knew: how
eflicient the General Manager 1had bocn as well. He thouglit it
miglt be said with truth that they lad done their duty very well.
The earnings of all banks had during the past year been very
inucli interfered with, owing te the plenitude of moncy. He
vas surprised that MIr. Crawford, who miglit know better,

because lie knew what was going on li the world, was lisap-
pointed at the earnîings of .the Merchants Bank being only a
trille over 9 per cent.. It was botter than lie (Mr. Molson) had
expected. A short tine ago lie vas reading an extract from a
banking paper whiich gave a statement of the average earnings
of the banks in the United States for the past 25 years. Begmn-
ning 1840 the average carnings that year were 8 8-10 per cent.,
and they had steadily declined, until last year they were 5 per
cent., showing that ail over the world there was a super-
abundance of money, and that banks had a dilliculty li earning
tlieir dividcnds. He considered that the Merchants' Bank lad
done exceedingly well, and the Directors and the General
Manager were enitltled te the thanks of the Shareholders.

Also, w-e mnay mention in passing, that the new stock, issuxed in

You will see by this that your bank, although it bas barely at-
tained its majority, has already established a sufiiciently numner-
ous family, of whicl the different branches do their best to con-
solidate the bank's position, and extend its business.

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ADDRESS OF TUE GENERATý MANAGER. .

The General Manager said :-Gentlemen, the president having
discussed about every question that bas any bearig upon the
officiai report of the bank, I will limit my remarks ta a few ob-
servations of equal Interest on the state of affairs ln general.
During the past two years we have passed through a crisis of
extreme gravity ; this is adinitted by ail. In time of commer-
cial and and financial crisis as in times of war, each ane gives
the main cause, if not the ene cause of ils financial troubles,
that which lie feels most directly. It is needless te say there is
a variety of causes given, but if this proves that in general the
causes of the different crises are many wve are net less in a posi-
tion te realize that the imimediate cause of the greater number of'
failures in the Dominion of Canada is the want of suibcient capi-
tal, viz., that a great number of persons engage imprudently la
business without possessing the nècessary capital for the opera-
tions they are going ta engage in. At the time of your general
meeting in 1893 I submitted for your consideration the follow-
ing refiection : "I will undertake the liberty of pointing out an
abuse against which we should do ail in our power te counteract.
I refer ta the abuse into which certain merchants and manufac-
turers fail in wishing te show an exaggerated volume of busi-
ness compared with their capital, and whici consists li obtaining
several lines of credit at different banks, and thus naking the
latter furnish, the capital they. thenselves do not possess. An
eninent Ainerican banker compares the inevitable resuit of such
a state of things as that which an attempt. ta construct an in-
verted pyranid would obtain. it la quite evident tiat for stable
business as for stable construction, a solid foundation is required,
and for business a suflicient capital."

Bradstreet's Commercial agency, in ils remarkable work of
compilation, establishes that during 1894, out of 1,400 fallures
that took place in Ontario, and Quebec, 1,141, that is seven-
tentis, are the result of a want of sufficient capital.

Having the honor te speak before a body of men where capital
and influence are very considerable, I have thought that it would
net be out of place te call their attention once more te this point
in order that they night use all their pover te counteract an
abuse the consequences of whicli are becoming more and more
serions.

The statement of the bank shows once more that your direc-
tion continues its policy of prudence in-holding a strong reserve,
not only in the treasury,but li assets that can bc realized at will.
Besides the want of confidence which we meet with in our local
business, we still feel the effects of the American crisis, as in
fact we expressed the fear of it at our meeting of 1893. It is
true that certain authorities, perliaps optimistic, sec la the recent
rise in wlieat, cattle, metals, etc., indications of a near return of
prosperity. I must also admit that the amount exchanged be-
tween tlie bainks and the Montreal Clearing flouse from the lst
of January, 1895, to date is $247,000,000 against $232,000,000 for
the corresponding period of 1894, or an increase of $15,000,000 in
favor of 1895. Therefore, this graduai and constant expansion
which appears in the United States, as woll as in Canada, is gen-
erally regarded as of good augury, Inasnuch as a like recovery
of activity in industrial life is remarked. I would like ta be able
te say that I share this confidence entirely, but it is impossible
te ignore the fact that the rise ln the price of articles of flrst
necessity, instead of being caused by the firm demand of these
articles, miglit only be the result of tic manipulations of certain
speculators, who, for a number of years, bring about a rise and
fall according ta the exigencies of the moment.

At all events let us gather from these crises that ve pass
throughi, lessons of prudence and above all of economy, Let us
learn te regulate our expenses according te our means, and ta
proportion our business te our capital. Lastly, as a grain of con-
solation, let us not forget that if we cannot avoid these periodical
crises, caused altogether by the instability of human character,
and of human affairs (for, as the American iumorist expresses it,
there is a good deal of human nature about man) these crises are
always followed by a period of recuperation of greater or less
length, which are followed by a period of prosperity. This
march is constituted by means of statistics collected by careful
observers, Have ve passed thrôugli the lirst two periods, and
are we on the ave of entering the third ?' Let us hope se.

The last, like former years, was noted for an increased exten-

sion of the bank's operations. The proportion, however, of the
increase of time deposits was nevertheless greater than the rest,
which had the affect of augmenting ln a corresponding degree
the interest paid and also to absorb the profits of the bank. How-
ever the period of stagnation in business due ta hesitation caused
by the commercial crisis which lias been se generally felt, las,
since the opening of the season, given place to confidence and
more general activity, and in consequence capital has been more
readily solicited and has found more easily a surer and remuner-
ative employnent. If, as everything seems to indicate, the sym-
ptoms of a complete return of business prosperity be verified we
have every reason ta look for excellent results during the year
that bas just begun, and superior ta the two last years, satisfac-
tory thougli they nay have been. For the first time since its ex-
istence the bank has gone beyond the limits of the province of
Quebec te establisli a branch, but although the distance may be
great the new oflice is located in a centre where the French-
Canadian elemeht lias its importance, and which, by its position,
its climate and the varied products of the soil offers the best con-
dition for the future. Edmonton is ln fact the cheflieu o a very
important district, the development of which has surpassed con-
siderably during the last few years that of any other portion of
the Northwest territories. Established since last fall only, the
new brandi lias not only met ail expenses necessary ta its instal-
lation, but has contributed in a satisfactory proportion ta the
profits of the year.

Against this we have decided te transfer to the St. Hyacinthe
office the business of the St. Simon agency.

Tic ead office, the different branches and agenîcies of hie
baik have been regularly inspected, and your administrators arc
happy ta be ar testimony ta the zeal and intelligence with whicli
the mnaaging director, the assistant manager, and the other
oflicers of the bank have all fulfilled the duties of their respec-
tive charges.
