T New TaeoLogy.—Dr. McCosh, the emi-
nent American professor of, moral science, is
sovere.upon and contemns the newer theology
of the schools in merciless terms. “It does
not take,” he says, “it cannot be made to
take, any scientific form., It would let down
doctrine and exalt charity; and would thereby
make religion ea'qier and more attractive—as
they suppose. It is ‘Broad Church’ in Eng-
land, delivering itself from all creed. Tt is the
‘ Religion of Humanity ’ in this country (Ame-
rica) instead of the ‘ Religion of Divinity for
Humanity. It would free humanity from cer-
‘tain restraints and sacrifices, with the view of
exalting it. The new gospel which has ap-
peared among us is avidently running a like
caveer. Doctrine is discarded first; duty goes
next, in the next man or the next age.”

Bismors aNp Careeprans.—That cclonial
bishops are mot the only ones who occupy - an
anomalous ‘Position with regard o their-cathe-
drals'is evidenced by tho following report to
Parliament of the Cathedral. Establishments
.Commission :~— : : '

Lijchfisld—Tho Bishop may take any part in
the .gervice, and preach and administer theo
Holy' Communion, and ordsin; ote. He may
‘convené a general cliaptér of the Dean and all
‘his Canons once & year,'and may visit - the
‘cathedral once in four years, and setile disputes
ag ‘visitor. -Salishury—The Bishop may cele-
brate the Holy Communion and preach after
reasonable notice. Ho may use the cathedral
for visitations, etc., and special services for
diocesan purposes, and appoint preachers on
such occasions, due notice having been given
to the dean. The Bishop shull visi¢ the eathe-
dral at the period of his ordinary visitation.
Ripon—The Bishop shall visit the cathedral
once cvory threo years. He may celebrate the
Holy Communion, and, with suitable notico to
the dean, preach at any service where the
preacher has not-been vetoed by his rota, and
with such notice uso the cathedral for visita-
tions, etc., and appoint his preachers and
also his congregations with the dean and
chapter, order services on special oceasions,
and appoint the preachers thereat. Canterbury
—Tho Archbishop  may celebrate the Holy
Communion, and, on giving reasonable notice
to the doan, preach, and may hold consecra-
tions, otc, and appoint the paeachers, and
may, with the consent of the dean - and chap-
ter, hold special services, and appoint the
preachers. St. Asaph—As at Canterbury. Nor-
wich—As at Canterbury. Worcester—As at
Canterbury. Oxford—As at Canterbury, sub-
ject to some exceptions during the university
terms. Carlisle—As at Ripon, except that
visitation, etc., services must not interfere
with the ordinary services, unless by .consent
of the dean, and that there is no provision fer
holding special services. Ely—aAs at Canter-
‘bary, except that the consent of the dean and
chapter ‘is tiot necessary for holding special
gervices,  But the arrangements for them are
to be'made in concert with the dean. -

-7HE’ HEpREW ToNoug.—Hebrew is generally

beral |

considored to be a dead language, but this is
far from being the case. ~All Jews learn Heb-
rew, as their own religious scrvides ard entirely
in that language, and a great number of Jews
in Enst. London know more about Hebrew than
-they do about English. - The language thatis
commaonly spolen . among -them a,gusaint,mix-
ture of Hobrew, German and other langusges,
written in Hobrew characters, but their sacred
langnage is the ancient Hebrew tongue. When
tha work of the conversion of the Jews was,be-
gen in carnest in the parish of St. Auguptine,
Stepney, England, it was thought by the.Viear -
aud the Rev. M. Rosenthal, who condacts the
work, that it would be. well to have a Special
Celobration for the Converts, and as.most of
them understood Hobrew botter than they did
English, it was suggosted . that the Hebrew
langnage ought to ba employed. Thishas now
‘become an accomplished fact, and on tho sesond
Sunday in every moath, at 9 a.m., this servieo
takes pince. . Tho number of communicants
has been steadily increasing, and there aro now
usually about fifteen convorts who communicate
at oach celebration. The Ianguage in which
our Blessed Saviour spoko when He. instituted
the Holy Communion was naturally the Heb-
rew tongue, and it is oxtromely pathetic. to be
present at the Hobrew Celebration and hear the
words of consecration said in the vory {ones
‘He Himself used. The question has ofton
_arison, When was it that the IXoly Communion
-was last colebratod ju this language? Of course
it is impossible to speak with certainty upon
the subject, but it is probable that never sinco
the apostolic age till the present timo has thie
languago been used for the groatost service of
the Christian Church.

A Ppacricar LiEssoN.—One of tho Austra-
lian papers contains an excellent and charae-
teristic story concerning Bishop Moorhouse,
About a yenr ago he was visiting one.of the
outlying districts of his dioccse. On the Sun-
day, which was a very hot one, whon walking
ou the verandah of bis hotel, honoticed a num-
ber of cattle collected round: a water-trough..
He hurried out of the hotel, went towards :the
trough, and found it empty. There was a large
pump beside the trough, but tho people of -the
district apparently wanted Providence, to send
them rain, so a8 to save themselves the trouble
of pumping up water for their cattle. The
Bishop read them a practical lesson.. . Ho
climbed the ladder leading up to the pump,
and worked away vigorously at the handle
until the trough was full, and the thirsty cattle
had water enough to drink. Itis gratifying

upon the inhabitants of the district to whom it
was given.

.- Truro.—In the fifiy-first annual report of

‘the Wardens of St. John’s Church, Truro, re-
ference is mede to the removal by deuth during
the year of Mr. George Roading, who for forty-
four years was & member of the corporation of
Truro Parish, and during n great part of this
time filled the office of Churchwarden and Ves-
try Clerk. His wise counsols in our parochial
affairs, and bis reveront form and deep devo-
tion in the house of God, will be sadly missed.
The past yoar has been s satisfactory one. The
offertory has been largor than ever beforo,
averaging ovor $26 o §unday. The debt has
beon lesscned from $1,215 to $935, which
amount is due on the organ; the consiruction
debt being entirely paid off.

the interesting and encouraging nature of the
work amongst the Indians,

. Tt was evident from Bishop Sullivan's re-

¢ honest Indian " ought not to be used in irony.

The Bishop address was very attentively lis-
tened to, and was keenly interesting to both
students and boys, the latter being particularly
delighted at having amongst them a resl live
Missionary Bishop. ' .

presentations on the part of those who formed
the said company that the said company would
own and publish a newspaper intended espe-
cially for tho mombers of the Church of Eng-
land families, and known as the FEvangelical
Churchman ; and that the said name would cor-
recily describe the character of the said news-
paper; that the said newspaper would be loyal
to the Church of England, and wonld strive to
promote the prosperity of said Church, and to
encourage love and confidence between {he
members thereof, and to aid in the building up
and extension of such Church among those not
already members thereof; aand that the said
Edward Fitzgerald soon discovered that the
snid title was wholly inappropriate and mis-
leading, and that the course deliberately adopt-
ed and constantly pursued by the said -com-
pany, and by those entrasted by them with
the managoment of the said newspaper, was
not caleulated to promote tho objects aforesaid,
but on the contrary thereof was eminently cal-
culated -to injure, weaken and divide the said
Church, to breed mutual suspicion, distrust and
hatred smong the members thereof, and to de-
stroy the confidence, respect and affection of
many of the lay members thereof for their
bishops and pastors, and to hinder members of

Bermuda's mixed population. His Excellency
the Governor, and Lt. Gallwey, A.D.C,, Drs.
Gallwey, Miss Gallway, Vice-Admiral the Eurl
of Clanwilliam and his Tlag Liecutenant, the
Countess of Clanwilliam, Mrs, Llewellyn Jones,
the heads of Departments of Colonial Govern-
ment, Members of Council, Membhors of Assem-
bly, His Worship the Mayor of Hamilton, Iis
Worship the Mayor of Bt. George's, the wives
and daughters of officials, aud & number of
other ladies of local distinction, wore among
those present on tho occasion.

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

J..H. Fletcher, Chaplains, will arrange the pro-
cession in tho following order: Lay Delegates,
two and two; the Choir; the Clergy in order
of seniority; visiting Clergy; the Dean; the
Chaplain of the visiting Bishop; the Bishop of
Wostorn Now Yorlk; the Bishop of Niagara.

are assigned to them. The rest of the Clergy
- will occupy the front pews in.the nave. Then

Hymn,iitany (Choral), Hymn,

When tho sorvice is concluded the procession
will roturn to the school-house in reverse ovder,
the Bishops leading.

On each dny of tho session there will be Holy
Communion at 7;30 a.m., Morning Prayer at
9:30 a.m,, Evening Prayor at 5:30 p.m.

The Bishop dosires that all should bear in
mind that the Synod is not mevely a legislative
body: that it is the Church in this Diocese
assembled as a unit for the great purposes—first,
of worskipping Almighty God ; second, of look-
ing into and carving for and rogulating all mat-
tera affecting tho welfave and spiritnal interests
of tho people committed to her care. Both
these grent purposes must be attended to toge-
ther. If we separato them and have regard
only to the work of legislation, weshall cer-
tainly fail. All are accordingly invited to
unite heartily and roverently in each of the
servicos on each day of the Synod’s session.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

——

The National Church roplies to a favorite
argument of the Eunglish Liborationists as fol-
lows:—

Jt is a common rejoinder for the political
Disgenter to say that, after Disestablishment,
Churchmen must, like them, “pay their own

ministers.” The claim involved in this ought
to receive its quietus by inspection of any of
the ‘Congregational Year-Books.” That for
1886, for instance, informs us that the number
of Congregationalist churches in England is
2131, whereas only 1565 ministers are found to
serve both these and some 1029 mission rooms
or stations besides; and only 52 ministers died
during the year 1885. More than one-fourth of
the churches were without resident ministers.
In some counties the deficiency was unusually
large. Thus Cumberland had only 13 ministers
for 27 churches; Nottingham, 15 for 32 ; Staf-
fordshire, 33 for 70; Warwickshire (including
Birmingham), 87 for 67; Wiltshire, 32 for 53 ;
Derbyshire, 24 for 47; even Lancashire, only
197 for 262 ; and the West Riding only 142 for
197; and in the Bradford section of the West
Riding there were only 29 resident pastors for
46 churches. And this i what they mean by
“paying their ministers;” that one-fourth of
the churches are to be destitute of resident
pastors becanse there are not funds enough to
support them. This is the bright example
Voluntsryism pure and simple sets before us;
this, the non-golden image to which men of
grealer experience, culture and wisdom than
themselves are directed to bow down.

Church and Home(Florida) says:—

Year after yeur the longings of earnest
Christian men for the unity of a common faith
upon a common ground, speaks out more
strongly. With it, in an age when skepticism
and transcendentalism seek to weaken the
foundations of the truth, comes the steady
consciousness of the power, and sure and un-
changed anchorage, furnished by a liturgy
which crystalizes its doctrines in its devotions,
and the peculiar fitness of Christian anniver-
saries to impress and keep alive for vigorous
duty the leading events in our Blessed Lord’s
life and teaching. The Incarnation, the Mani-
festation to the world, the Atonement, the Re-
surrection, the Ascension, the Pentacostal Gift
of the Holy Spirit—these build up and secure
their permanent power over the Christian life,
in the annual observance of their anniver-
saries—around these, more acd more, devout

Christian men are refreshing their strength and |,

devotion to the cause of Christ. We remember

o time, not many years back, when in many
communities the observance of these days was
regarded as bordering on superstition, and we
were called upon to apologize for them or ex-
plain their use. Now, more or less, among all
religious bodies they are bright red-letter days.
Wo are no longer alone, or called on for & vea-
son. We hail this fact as a bright prophecy
for the future Christian unity.

The Church says \—

The Sundays after Easter remind ue of the
sacrificial death and the triumphal resurrection
of Jesus, His sacrifice is not just “ a pathetic
memory,” nor is His resurrection a dramatie

incident., Ho died for our sins and He rose’

again for our justification. In the power of
the life which He poured out for us, we are to
put away the leaven of malice and wickedness,
and alwuys are we to serve God in pureness of
living and tiuth. His words to us are: Be-
cause I Jive, ye shalllive also. And the life we
live by the faith of the Son of Gad, who loved
us and gave Himself for us, that life is to be
made manifest as first we cast awny the cere-
ments of death, and then put on the new man,
which after God is created in righteous: and
true holiness. 'Who can but lament the fact
that in this glad Easter season there are multi-
tudes who have not risen with Christ, and who
do not seek things above ? How many indeed
turn the holy festival into a low carousall
Easter loses its significance unless it brings to
us that spiritual vitality in the emjoyment of
which we walk in newness of life. h

The Pacific Churchmpn condemns fhe indis-

criminate use of the word “Episcopal” as
follows:— . »

“ Episcopal services,” says a paragraph in The
Churchman, (N.Y.) *wore held in Boston as
early as 1686,” etc. Now that is not true,
There was no Bishop in Boston at that time,
and none but a bishop, can hold * episcopal
service.” Episcopal service is a service by a
bishop, and properly pertaining especially to
his office as bishop. That is, a Confirmnation
or Ordination is an * episcopal service.” Of
course what was meantin the paragraph quoted
was a service of the English Episcopal Church
according to the Prayer Book. And our object
i only to call attention to this wrong use of a
term. Episcopal means having, or pertaining
to, or performed by a bishop, The Church is
episcopal because it has bishops. And certain
services and officers of the Church are episcopal
because they belong peculiarly to the power
and work of a bishop. ‘

The Family Churchman says :—

It is an easy thing to become suddenly en-
thusiastic, and he religious, as it were, by fits
and starts. But if we would maintein the
steady flame of holy zeal we must use every
available means of grace to do s0. We can no
more sustain the strength of the soul without
nourishment then the strength of the body
without food. Ouve of the chief sources of
trength is the Holy Communion. Our King
comes to us—will any dare to affirm that His
real presence is less real because it is spiritual
and not carnal ?—and in spirit and in trath our
souls may cry out “ Blessed is the King that
cometh in the name of the Lord;” and thank
God, not on one occasion only, but as often as
we attend the Heavenly Feast, How gladly
would we have joined. that crowd on Mount
Olivet and shouted our weleome to the King of
kings—but if we refuse to welcome Him in
His holy Sacrament, does it not show either in-
difference or unbelief?

THE ORDERS OF THE CHURCH.

The following selections are worthy of note:

¢ The position of the Episcopal denomination
toward sister Churches is well established, and
well understood. Until there has been a radi-
cal change it is impossible that her ministry
can, fairly and honestly, meet that of other
Churches on common ground. - - Every
one of its ministers either does or does not be-
lieve in the necessity of ordination by a Bishop;
observe, I say necessity not propriety, expe
diency, or anything of that sort. If he does
believe in. such necessity, then all his clamour
about his charity, and his dissatisfaction at the
position of his Church, all his recognition of
the ministerial character of his brethren on
the platform, is a simple, unmitigated, and con-
temptible falsehood, and ought to subjeci him
who utters it to the scorn and condemnation of
all honest men. If, on the other hand—and I
have no doubt this is the case—he does not be-
lieve in the necessity of ordination by a Bishop,
then he is open fairly to the question from any
one of his companions, Presbyterian, or Metho-
dist, or Baptist, ‘Why do you not receive mo
to your pulﬁit, and to aid-you at the Lord’s
Supper ?’ . His reply might be, ¢ Well, the Ca-
nons forbid me, and I could not do it Now,
here is the point where I am. surprised it has
not been said, - What right have you to subject
yourself to such canons and laws, and so to rend
the communion of what you regard as the
Church of God for a matter which you do not
consider essential, namely, ;Bpiscopal Ordins-
tion?’ I pity the bigotry and wrong-headed-
ness of your ‘ High Church ' brother, ss you call
him, whom you are go ready. to denounce. But
he is at least consisten?, and that is what you are
not."—The Presbyterian, 1864. :

“The. bare consideration alone of the state of

the Church in its infancy must be sufficient to
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convince any rational, unprejudiced person,
says Mosheim, that thé order of }.?ishops could not
have originated at a period considerably more re-
cent than that which gave birth to Christianity
itself."—Rev. H. B, Timlow, * Divers Orders,”
&e., 13. ' s

“In the second century the Episcopal system
existed, says Dr. Schaff, as a historical fact, in
the whole Church, east and west. It
naturally grew out of the circumstances and
wants of the Charch at the end of the apostolie
period, and could not have beer so quickly and
so generally introduced without the sanction, or
at least the acquiescence, of the surviving apos-
tles."—Ibid., 11.

“ZLet all reverence the deacons as Jesus
Christ, and the Bishop as the Father, and the
presbyters as the Sanhedrim of God and college
of the apostles. Without these there 13 no
Church."~Ignatius, Bishop of Antioch, A.D.
100, " Epist. to the Trallians.”

“ With us some things ave settled, but thay
are the few and fundamental thingsupon which
the whole structure of Christianity rests; so
simple in doctrine that all Christians do, in ac-
tual fact, agree upon them; so broad and fun-
damental in order that all Christians can, as a
matter of fact aud conscience, stand upon them.
They are the Christian Faith, as defined by the
undisputed councils; and the Christian Order,
as witnessed by unbroken testimony.”—Bishop
Harris, Detroit Church Congress, 1884.

ST. MONICA.

St. Monica has -been regarded for many cen-
tuties as one of the noblest types of womaunly
saintliness which the religion of Jesus Christ
has produced. Her elevated, tender and de-
voted piety; her patient prayerfulness; her
affectionate and beautiful enthusiasm; her gen-
tleness and consisiency of character, give to
her a position in the first rank of noble and
godly matrons, and ecast upon her a glory
which time has not tarnished.

The story of her life carries us back to the
early part of the fourth century, and to the
distant land of Northern Africa. A thousand
years before the Christisn era, the long strip
of -coast-line ranning from the Altars of Phil-
ainoi westward beyond the Pillars of Hercules
was dotted with colonies founded by the adven-
turous Pheenicians. In the course of time the
country became the America of the Old World,
with the famous Carthage as its New York,
and to its shores came ships laden with emi-
grants and stores of commerce from old Ty.e
and Sidon and elsewhere. For nearly balf a
millenium wealth and power belonged to this
maritime and warlike people; then came the
struggle with Rome, ending after generations
of strife in the absorption of North Africa in
the all conquering Roman empire. It was a
subject provinee of that empire in St. Mon-
ica's time; its glories had for ever passed away,
its civilization and commerce were dest_royed,
and the noble buildings of its once fair and
mighty capital were thrown down. It is not
certain to what race Monica belonged, whether
to the new Latin invaders or to the ancient
Pheenician colonists; probably to the latter, if
the fact that her name is scarcely of Latin ety-
mology goes for anything.

She was born in 334 in Numidia, our modern
Algiers—the land of the wanderers, as the
aboriginals had been called in earlier days.
Christianity was establishing itself in the pro-
vince, and-Monica was one of its most ardent

adherents, She was the young wife of one
named Patricius—a man of considerable im-

portance and indifferent circumstences in Tha-
gaste, & town about o hundred and fifty miles
from Carthage. He was a heathen, churlish,
impatient, worldly, sensual, and addicted to
glaring vices, His loose habits were the cause
of great pain to the tender-hearted and patient
Monica ; but with a love and grace, not indeed
rare in such as she, she endured his unkindness,
his cruel words, his reproaches again.t her re-
ligion, and even his brutishness, determined if
it were possible to win him to the truth. She
concealed or excused his wrong-doings; she
refrained from reproaching or up%n'aiding him ;
ghe gave him civility for Tudeness, and virtue
for vice, sud shined in her house as a mirror of
moral Joveliness. It was a hard life, and she
but a poor young thing, not twenty years old,
but her faith in the power of Cbrist was mighty,

{and before the throne of that Christ she plead-

ed and prayed, both for her wayward husband,
that he might be converted, and for herself,
that she might persevere unto the end,

In the autumn of the yeur 354 was born unto
them the child who afterwards beeame the im-
mortal St. Augustine. Of the childhood of
this, the Church's greatest theologian, I neced
only say that he inherited from his parents
the passionate sensibility of the African nature
—from his father a sensunl disposition, and
from his mother affectionate sympathies. His
opening mind was trained by her noble intel-
lect, and his father, in spite of bhis faults, saw
thalt bhe received a good cducation. He was
sent to school at Madura snd Carthage, and
very early his splendid intellectual powers be-
gan to develope. Monica caused him to be en-
tored as a catechumen, but his baptism was de-
forred, partly because of his father's feelings,
and partly at his own request lest he should in-
cur the deeper guilt of sin after baptism. As
he grew, the evil developed as well as the good.
The father's example was not lost upon him.
He frequented the scenes of vice and brutality,
and with his strong, impetuous nature rushed
headlong into the grossest sins. Thus the sor-
vows and anxieties of his devoted mother were
doubled; but still she pleaded with God and
wrought with husband and son for better
things. “There is no more beautiful picture in
all history than the heroism of the saintly
Monica.

Her prayers weve answered in the first in-
stance, and she saw her once crucl and wilful
husband brought into the fold of Christ by
Holy Baptism, and in the year 371, when
Augustine was seventeen years of age, Patricius
fell asleep in Jesus, and was laid by Monlca in
the earth in sure and certain hope of a joyful
reswrection. * They that sow in tears shall
reap in joy,” and thus the sunlight broke
through the clouds, and gave to the widow
that peace which none can undevstand, and
which none but the true-believer in Christ can
know. ‘

A wealthy friend, living in the same village
-of Thagaste, enabled Monica to continue the
education of Augustine. He was now in the
great and gay city of Carthage, then second in
importance only to Alexancria of all the sea-
ports on the southern shore of the Mediter-
rapean. Here he pursued his studies, and bero
‘he fell deeply into the deepest sins. Before
the first year of his mother's widowhood was
over, he brought a sorrow to her heart greater
than any she had yet endured. Still she clung
to him, and ceased not her endeavors to win
bim over to better things. Even when he pro-
fessed the doctrines of the Manichmans—a sys-
tem in which hypoorisy and sensuality were
bat thinly veiled by false philosopby and asce-
tic professions,—she remained true. She made
him a home, and by kindness tried to save his
goul.

" Yoars passed by, Augustine grew in learn-

ing and influence; but his life remained un-
changed.  He continued in sin, in splendid

wickedness; his poor mother.continued the.
same loving, earnest and consistent Christian;
a3 ever. o _

When in his twenty-ninth year, Augustine
resolved to leave Carthage for Rome. He com-
plained of the disorderly and intolerable habits
of the Carthaginian students, and hoped in the
great Imperial capital to find work wore con-
genial and life more enjoyable. Against this
plan Monica set hor face. She entreated him
not to go. She pointed out the evil and dan-
gor, and one evening he gave her the solemn
promise that he would remain in Carthage. He
kissed her good-night. She went to her closet
and thanked God. Ia the morning from her
open window she looked northward upon the
blue waters of the still Mediterranean. The
white sails of a ship were spread sgainst the
distant horizon. On that ship, as she soon dis- -
covored, was Augustine. ~

The young man reached Rome, and there a
sickness awaited him. He rocovered, only to
fall into complete infidelity and almost as com-
plete poverty, He sought to teach, and ob-
tained a number of students; but the Roman
students had a habit of deserting a professor
without payiog him for the lectures which
they had heard. This sort of thing went on -
for about six months, and then he was glad to
accept an appointment at Milan. :

In the meantime the broken-hearted Monica
set out in search of hor wayward son. “My
good and faithfal mother,” said Augustine
aftorwaxds, “followed me by land and water.”
Tt did pot look as if her prayers were to be
answered, but she had undying faith, Had she
not prayed, and bud she not wrought 7 Once
she bogged an aged bishop, a man of wisdom
and learning, to talk to the young man, but he
told her it would be useless so long as he was -
flushed with errors of life and doctrine; if left
to himself, he added, ho would discover their
emptiness. She urged her petition with tears,
but he dismissed her with the assurance that it
was ‘‘impossible that the child of those tears .
should perish.”  She treasured up these words
as if they had been a voico from heaven. She
took ship for Rome, and in that city she sought
for the prodigal child of her love. -

THE RECIPROCAL RELATIONS OF
THE CLERGY AND LAITY IN
PARISH WORK.

The following Paper read by Rev. G. A,
‘Woeks at the Interconvocation, Loxington Ky.,
March 2nd, 1886, is so practical and fuil of good
suggostions, that wo make no apology for de-
voting o large portion of editorial space to
its production almostin full—weo sincerely trust
that it will bo carefully road and considered :—

 If wo first place before ns the qustion, ¥ How
can parish work be most successfully conducted”
and. thon state cortain principles which underlie
it, psrhaps a8 weo are carried forward in certain
lines of thought, we shall be able to bring into
view some of thereciprocal relations suggosted
by this subject.

And first wo may say, that to carry on parish
work successfully, it must be done in- subordin.

- ation to the clergy. They ought to have the
- leadorship. The rute Nil sine Episcopo—nothing
without the over-seor—is an ancient and a good
one, and one founded both in Seripture and in
reason; . The very ‘word Rector implies the
~ position of lerdership. And the clergy hold
' thig lendership not by virtue of any power given
. them by the laity, nor by Church Cannon even,
but by virtus of thez‘r‘ordinatz'on. They are

ordained to be the leaders in the Church work
which io to be carried on in any parish.

- A great many blunders are made in parish
work by not recognizing this prineiple.

And we must say further, spesking of this
leadership of the clergy, that in exercising it
there are certain functions pertsining to it
which are peculiarly their own, and with which
the laity are not to interfere. Tothe laity belongs
o spiritual authority whatever, though they
may, if they will, wield a very powerful
influence.

Spiritaal anthority in a parish, officially as.
such, belongs exclusively to the clergy. And
groat hindrances to parish work often arises
from not recognizing this principle. . I have
known a woman to turn & parish up-side-down
by taking it upon herself to say whether or not
the Anle-Communion service should be said. I
have known & layman to dictete to a rector in
a most magisterial manver, as to who should
be permitted to come to the Holy Communion.
Of course in doing these things, they were in-
truding on functions which belong exclusively
to the clergy. Whatever relates to the public
instructions of the parish, or to the adminis-
tration of the Sacraments, or to the appoint-
ment and regulating of church services, (under
received customs, rubrics and canons) or to
spiritual diseipline, or to the character of the
Church music, all these things come under the
official divection of the clergy alone, Of couxse
in exercising this official authority they are
expected do to it with meekness and not with
arrogance. They are not to lord it over God's
heritage, but conduct their office with discretion
and according to the dictates of common sense.
And if they are wise they will often take
counsel with their lay brethren in every de-
purtment of their work.

In the second place, if a parish would be suc-
cessfully conducted both clergy and laity must
work. 1refer not merely to that work which
isdone in the public ministrations of the Church,
and in preparation for if, in presching and in
Charch attendance, although that is foremost
of all, nor to work in Suuday School, importaxt
a8 that may be, nor to parish visiting. = These
aro things taken for granted, and are indispens-
able, No parish success can bo achieved atthe
best, without grest labor in all those depart-
ments, But in addition to those, every parish
ought to have some special work on hand. It
ought to have some organized labor, looking to
the accomplishment of some particular object.
The circumstances of each parish will determine
what its especial work shall be. In one it may
be the erection of a chapel, in another, a rec-
tory, in another, the fostering care of a mis-
sion, @ hospital, a bell, an organ, or it may be
some special need in the current expenses of
the parish, There is not a parish inthe land in
which some such specisl work might ‘not be
carried on. Of course in some with greater
cfficiency than others, butin allin some degree.

And it will be surprising to see how muca
will bo accomplished in material results after a
while, and how much interest will be engendered
and kept alive by it. People become interested
in what thoy work for. .

It will De the business of the clergy after a
wiso survey of their parishes, to mark out. in.
what line this special work shall be done, and
then, if possible to enlist the help of the people
in earrying it forward to a successful issue. It
is a large part of a successful pastor's work to
manago in some way to set the laity to work.
This in a very imporant sense will measure
his own capacity. And this leads us to say
that this is what we sro sadly in need of in

arish work~—Iay help, especially the help of men.

o have women'’s help in & marked degree and
are thankful for it, but we never canr work st
our best until the service of men :is more gen-
erally :enlisied than it is.. We havean organ-
ized body of men in g¢very parish who ought to

give their personal services in the work of the

parish, and that is the vestry. This is the body
of .men who in the first place are expected to
look after the financial and other business mat-
ters of the parish, though they do not always
fulfil this expectation. It is one of the myster-
ies of our vestry system that first rate business
men everywhere else seem to loose their busi-
ness capacity as soon as they are put in the
vestry, ]

And here let me say in passing, that if it is
the duty of the vestry to attend to the business
matters of the parish, then it is 8 mistake for
the clexgy to do that duty forthem. Itisa
mistake to do what belongs to the veatry to do,
T have found that ont by experience. It will
only make the vestry inefficient and inactive
and cause them to lose interest. It is some-
times better for the clergy to let some things
remain undone; then to do them themselves,
not because they would get rid of work, but
‘because the sooner the vestry and the congra-
‘gation find out whattheir duties and rosponsibil-
ities are, the better it will be for the parish,

But the vestry have not fully discharged
their duties when they have attended to the
business matiers of t»e parish. I think it was
one of the purposes of the Church in creating
this body of men, that they should act as lay
agents and assist the clerg% in the discharge of
their spiritual functions. Bishop Delancey, the
late Bishop of Western New York, at one time
issued a pastoral lotter, pointing ont the various
ways in which the vestries of the parishes could
assist the clergy in their spiritual work, and
pressing upon the vesiries that it was theirduty
to render smch assistance. It is ome of the
strange things in our parochial life that there
is such an universal lack of personal service in
Church work on the part of the vestrics. It does
not seem to be so much the case with the lay-
officers of the other Christian bodies about us,
I seo Baptists and Methodists and Campbellites,
lay officers, entoring into the work of their
several organizations by the dozen, while often
‘wo cannot obtain the services of & single man,
and oftentimes I -notice the confrast with a
sense of shame,

If the vestry in cach one of our parishes was
made up of 2 body of men, outof which the
rector could get at least one good lay reader,
and one or more to extend the ordinary court-
esies of life to strangers in the parish, and es-
pecially in the church building; if out of this
body of men he could get & good number of co-
workers in the Sunday School, and in the cir-
culating of Chureh liferature, it wonld give a
new impetus to Chuarch work.

CHURCHELY WAYS,

In the third place, in order to parochial suc-
cess, both clergy and laity must see to it that
the Church work is carried out on Church lines.
The Church has a system of her own, and this
must be put in action. She has principles and
doctrines and usages of her own, and these must
be explained and advocated. You cannot sne-
cessfully carry on an Episcopal Church on sec-
tarian principles, much less can you dovetail the
Episcopal Church into sectarian orgamizations.
1 think it can be proved from gtatistics that in
those places in which the claims of the Church
has been most stoutly asserted, and in which her
principles have been most fearlessly presented,
there the Church has made the greatest headway,
Of course there ave exceptions to the rule, but
28 & general thing it holds true. In those places
in which the aggressive principle in Church
work is adopted, where they have the courage
to tell the people what the Chuich is, and what
she claims, where they adopt the aggressive
policy and not the apologetic, there ‘as- & rule,
the Church makes the greatest. progress::

And while I say this, I would not. be upder-
stood to say, that it is the first and_foremost
work of the Church to teach 2 mers :ecclesiast:
icism. No, her foremost mission isto proclaim
sulvation to a world lying under condemnation,
to point out the blessings of redemption; to hold:-

up the blood of Jesus 8s the only means of re-
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concilintion between God and man. I wish to
make this as cmpbatic as I can. I think the
purden or thet preaching which should be had
in all our parishes should be of that character
which shall cleanse men’s heart from sins, and
sot them free from unholy passions and wean
them from the world, and make them more
Christ-like, and fill them more and more with
love to God and and man. Still, when all this
bas been done, there remains something else to
be dono. The claims of the church are to be
presented and enforced. Her doctrines and
principles re to be expounded and vio-
dicated, and her usagos age to be explained. I
do not think a minister is fully faithful to his
fock until he has exercised his office as teacher
in all these things. There is indeed a canon of
the Church requiring bim to give instruction
m all these matters. The fact is the members
of the Church arve wofully ignorant of the doct-
rines and principles of their own Church. The
average church-man cannot give a reason for
the hope that is in him when ho i3 asked ; and
the reason is, he never has been taught. The
clergy have not taught him. From the fact
that some of the principles of the Church are
distasteful to the popular mind, the clergy hes-
itate about pressing them. Thoy are afraid
they will be called illiberal, and exclusive, and
wncharitable, But thore is no law of charity
which requires the suppression of the truth, It
should be remembered that God has commited
to the clergy certain truths, a depositum of truth,
wiich has come down from the beginning, re-
lating to the Church and the Faith and the Min-
istry and the Sacraments, and they are not to
change those truths, nor mutilate them, nor
cover them up through fear or favor of any man
on earth. It takes a littlo couruge sometimes
to tell the truth, but the hetter way is to tell it,
and ifit is told in & proper spirit no man of
common sense will take offense at it. On the
contrary, if he sees you hold it from principle,
he will respect you all the more for homnestly
expressing it.

I 2m not advocating cleaving other people’s
heads and making war on our neighboys: I do
not believe in that. But I do believe in press-
ing our claims and making the principles of the
Clurch known and carrying them out in the
methods of Church work., I believe it to be
one of the duties of the clorgy 1o make those

rinciples known, and direct them into action,
First then, they should carry out the system of
the Church as it is drawn out in theritual year.
Those parishes suffer loss, in which the festivals
and fast and Holy Days of the Church’s Year
are ignored. )

Iu the sccond place the clergy should explain
to the people what the principles of the Church
ave and the reasons for them. Especially they
should explain those principles which are most
found fault with, and which seemingly make
the Church appear exclusive and illiberal and it
may be uncharitable. They should explain to
the people, for instance, why other ministers
aro not allowed to officiate at our altars, and
why in all well regulated parishes our Church
buildings are not loaned to other religious or-
ganizations. They should teach the people the
true Chureh idea, that it is a Divine Institution
2°d not man-made--and the position of the
Chareh on the subjeet of unity and sectarianism,
and many oiber simifur topies.  In this way
each congregution will become a kind of Church
leaven, which in time, under God, will be able
to leaven the whole lump.

TEE MONEY QUESTION.

The money question is one which also ought
to be considered in the reciprocal relations of
clergy and laity. Every parish must have
money for its own current expenses, and it must
have money to give away, for it is awell recog-
nized prineiple in Church life that to make a
parish flourish and grow it must have money to
give away. Therefore s fourth condition of
success in parish work, is that the people give
according to their adility. It is & well-known

fact that the majority of “men do'not =0 give.
The divine rule of giving is onetenth of one's
ncome, How many are giving one-tenth? I
ean put my finger on parishes which go on year
after year, in need, it  may be, of & rectory, or
chapel, or some other church' appliance, When
the people could easily supply those wants if
they would give according to their ability. A
ffth-‘é of their income for a ‘single year wonld
o it.- :

. Fully half of our efforts in’ Church work, and
three-fourths of the worry are expended in en-
deavouring to get money enough * to maka the
two ends meet.” And all because people do
not give according to their ability. - %Ve resort
to all sorta of pitiful cxpedients, suppers, mas-
querades, concerts, theatricals, to raise money,
because people do not give according to their
ability. I think that i? one ot the Christians of
the early Church were to come back from Pa-
radise, and see how we raise money and how
much, that he would think it strunge indeed.
In his day they put their hands in their pockets
and took out at lenst a tenth and thought that
was little enough to give to God. In some way
we must get back to the divine plan in this
matter, Much of the money which is now spent
on superfluities and in the ways of selfishness
must be brought back to God. We must have
more consecrated weslth if we would cure our
financial troubles.

It may be that the clergy are sogewhat at
fault in this matter. The money question is a
disagreeable one and distasteful to the avorage
hearer, and, therefore, the clergy fearing they
may give offense, decline to pressit. Bat it is
their duty to press it. They are the divinely
appointed ones to teach the people in al! that
pertains to religion, and to give is a part of re-
ligion. When god tells & man to pray once, ho
tells him to give five times. When a man takes
some portion of his money and gives it to God,
he as truly worships G-.d as when he gives Him
praise and thapksgiving with his lips. Per-
haps if the people were morc thoroughly in-
structed on these subjects, we might hope for
better vesults, It may be that if people were
better taught, something might be built ap in
their souls to which we could more successfully
appeal when we are in need of money.

FREQUENT OLERICAL CHANGES.

Finally, let me mention one other condition
of successful parish work, and that is that the
relation of pastor and people should have a lon-
ger continuance than is usually the case. The
frequency of clerical changes is one of the evils
of our parochial life. It is wonderful to see
kow many of our clergy are constantly on the
move. They remain in one place on an averago
of not more than three or four yeare. It keeps
us busy trying to keep track of the brethren.
It has got to that pass that we must have a
quarterly bulletin to let us know how far the
brethren have gotten every three months. This
frequency of change is & serious hindrance in
Church work. Itis bad both for the clergy and
laity., Two or three years in a parish does not
give a man a chance to do his best worl. In
the first place it takes about 2 year foraclergy-
man to familiarize himeelf with the peculiar
work of his parish, and to become sufficiently
well acquainted with his people o know how
best to approach them. And it takes a longer
time than that for the people to become so well
acquainted with him, that they may get the
greatest goad out of his ministrations, Espec-
inlly in times of tronble and distress isthe pres-
ence of & pastor who has long heen known pe-
culiarly grateful and @omforting. The very
sight of a new face and the sound of a new voice
at such times, is often a trial in itself. The best
gympathy and counsel in the pastorsl relation,
can undoubtedly only be had after an acquaint-
ance of many years. .

And the evil effects of these changes are
equally spparént upon the clergy themselves.
It makes tgem restless and unsettled in mind.

In this way they get in the habit of looking

upon a change of parish as a kind of panacea
for all the trials of ministerial life. But these
trinls are everywhere. Vory likely the clergy
will find in their new fields trials just as great,
and often just the same as in those fields from
which they have just escaped. It seems to me
it must be very depressing as one's ministry
drdws to its close to look back and see what
waste has been made in scattering one's labours
and cnergies over so many fields, and in con-
templating so many plans begun and so fow
brought to a successful issue.*

*Bishop Bisscll.

Besides, these frequent changes interfore with
that increase of learning which may be ox-
pected in a clergyman as the yvoars advance,
These clergy on wheels are seldom goed stud-
ents. Yielding to that indolence which is com-
mon to most men, they full pack on funded
material, neglecting that study which is a ne-
cessity with other men. In this way they lose
that healthy stimulus and pressure which is so
wall calculated to make thom loarned and able
ministers of God's Woxd.

It has beon remarked by one of our bishops,
that on looking over our clergy list, ho has
been able to find the names of but fow men who
have risen to eminence and high usefulness in
the Chureh, who have not held & pastorate some
where for quite a long term of yoars,

And this matter whother pustorntes should
be long or short is one which is chiefly to bo
determined by the laity. Thoy are tho oncs
who usually say whether the minister shall go
or stay. And, therefore, they will allow mo 1o
make them two suggestions. :

1. Remember that your wminister is a man of
like infirmities with yourself. He holds his
divino gift in an earthly vessel. Ba conside:rute
of that human weakness and frailty which is
common tous all, Kven the Apostles had thoir
faults,

If the people sce that their minister is anim-
ated by the right spirit, and that ho is doing
his utmost to be faithful in his office, fairly
equipped in hoart and brain they ought to bo
gatisfied with his ministrations,

In tho sceond place, give your minisier a com-
fortable support.  Give him u salary so that he
can live as you live, Relieve him of the anx-
ieties of a scanty wardrebe and larder. Pro-
vide him a home filled with those things which
give other men comfort and content, and then
you may hope that contented and happy und
satisficd he will romain with you mauny a year,

MONTREAL DIOCESAN COLLEGE.

Onr skins may ditter in colour, but
wo are related, the one to the other
in Christ, innsmuch as we are all
moembors together of the One Body
of tho Lord, Ior as the Apostle
says i— Thoero is neither Jow nor
Greek, there is neithor bend nor
freo, thore is .nmeither male nor
female, for yo ure all ono in Christ
Jesus,!

At o Missionary Conference held
recently in London, Mr, Eugene
Stock opened & discussion on “Mis-
sionary Effort in Afiica” o
traced the growlh of this work from
the landing of Dr. Krupf, the Ger-
man misgionary, on the east coast
of that country forty-two years ago,
giving the Scripturnl passuge,
“Txeept a corn of wheat fall into
the ground and dieit abideth alone,
but if it dieit bringeth forth much
fruit,” us tho secret of African mis-
sions from the beginning. Touch-
ing briefly on Livingstone’slabours
and doath, Mr. Stock ndvanced to
the first missionary venlure of Han-
ninglon as & young man, his subse-
quent enterprisc and appointment
as Bishop, and his [ast journey and
tragic end—shot with his own rifle,
by ordor of tho young king of
Uganda. Ie spoke in terms of
warm admiration of the Bishop's
courage, carnesiness, and devotion,
and mentioned that in his last mo-
ments he sent this message to the
king: “Tell him that tho new
route to Ugunda has been pur-
chased by my life, and I die for the
eople of Uganda.” Ono other in-
cident M. Stock related in this
connection, as full of significanco
and as sirikingly illustrating the
text already quoted. Inthe midst
of the exceution and trinl of natives
in respect of the Bishop's murder,
about a dozen young men, who had
been under missionary instruction,
asied to bo baptized at that time,
in order thut they might ho krown
as servants of Christ, and they were
admitied into the visible Church, as
they desived, although their lives
were in danger every moment. To
comploto his most touching story,
Mr. Stock exhibited s native black
flag which, bearing thosingle word
“Iehabod,” had been carried at the
hoad of Bishop Hannington's cara-
vun on its roturn to the const after
his death ; 2 photograph of the car-
avan party, taken by pat.ves ; and
a copy of the first soven chapters of
St. Matthew, printed by the mis-
sion printing press, by Mr. Mackay,
in the Ugandn lnngunge, which ten
yenrs ago was not known of. The

DOMESTIC MISSIONS.

There is afl interesting article in
the Canadian Missionary by the
priest at Blackfoot Crossing, in
the Northwest Territory.

The rail-
way and settlement have driven
off the buffalo, and the Indians
are miserably poor. They are di-
vided into two bands, and scatter-
ed along the Bow river in villages.
The villages are huts, and the
Government serves out rations of
meat and flour, But the Indians
don’t know how to cock, and they
have no yeast nor baking powder
to make bread. The flour is wasted.
They are miserably clad. Think
of Indian girls and women with
only a ealico tunic, mocassins and
blanket, and tho thermomseter 30
degrees below zero! The men fare
not much better. Is it any won-
der they are ready for rebellion?
A few years ago buffalo were plen-
tiful, and they were to the Indian
all in all. The meat was dried
and stored for winter use. The
skins made warm clothing and
wigwams, and were bartered for
guns, powder, sugar, tea and to-
bacco. The sinows made thread,
Their whole living has been swept
awoy by a stroke. Settlers occupy

For moro
than o hundred years good men,
stung to the heart by pity, havo
been telling you to stay the plaguo

"and hoal the eause of drink—as yet
in vain—Canon Farrar.

I feel that it is & duty resting
most imperatively upon us ay
members of the Church of Crris,
to lend our united influence in ofi-
orts to lesson among us the gigan-
tie evil of intewporance. Apart
from the great domestic, social,
and eivil calamities which are di-
roctly duoe to this ono agency, it is
ulso & most formidublo cnomy to
all true religion. It is blighting
the growth of the Church in all
directions. It is operating power-
fully to root out of the hearts of
thousands of onr young men all
true devotion to spiritual intorests,
and stifling within them whisper-
ing acconts of the spirit ofour Gon,
—Bishop Lyman.

“I aftirm that tho sin of intemp-
crance presents great and poculiar
obstucles to the progress of the
Gospel in this land, and that we
cannot prepare tho way of the Lorp
without grappling with this col-
ogsal evil, so that the Church seerms
compelled by virtwo of her com-
mission 48 the messonger of tho
Lorp, to bestir horself in the temp-
orance reform,

“When wo turn to tho invest-

igation of this subject, we are met
at once by the startling fact, that
the people in the United States are
spending on distilled spirits and
fermented - liguors not less than
$700,000,000 anpually. These fig-
ures will not seem exaggerated
when you learn from the official
returns of the Revenue Department
at Washington, that the revenue
derived by the goverment from the
soveral taxes on fermented liquors
and distilled spirits, in 1880,
amounted to $74,005311,63. I
said this was a startling fact; I re-
peat it. Here is a great Christian
nation spending on intoxicating
drioks $700,000,000—an amount
equal to one-sixth the value of its
manufactures, which was ,in 1870,
$4,232,325,44, or to one-sixth the
entire personal property of the
United States. I say nothing of
the vast waste of1esources involved
in this, but I ask you to reflect
upon the ferrible inference to be
drawn from it as to the habils
of the people.

The Pall Mall Gazette says:—
“ Attempis have been made several
times to found 2 temperance so-
ciaty in Paris, but without success.
The Parisian cannot be induced to
give up wine. Light wines are
cheap in Paris, and—what is more
and worse—are considered essen-
tial luxuries of diet, owing to the
bad quality of the water, which is,
indeed, undrinkable in some parts
of the town. The drinking habits
of the people are growing, for,
wi*hin the lnst few years, the con-
sumption of alcoholic liquor per
head has been doubled.

The Church of England Tem-
porance Society now numbers 700,-
000 members. The total abstain-
ing section has received groat ac-
cassions,

The British Medical Journal has
a significant article on ““The Truth
about Alcohol.” Admitting that it
may bea luxury, and that it has
value as o medicine, it insists that
the inlorests of truth and of national
morality required that the medical
profession should, in the plainest
and strongest terms, declare that it
i3 in no sonre & necessity. It says,
further, “the temperance move-
ment has a powerful claim on the
sympathy and respect of the pro-
fession.”
