Tll8 APOSTOLIC SUCCESSION.

(By Rev. V. Stavely.)

The power to act as ministrs of' Christ was,
as already said, given by Josus Christ in, tle
first insitnco to the Apustis. But, this mintis-
torial comti mission was nIot, intended to bu Uxer-
cised only by thim, and Lu cease whien they
died. Tho Christian Ministry was forrmîed as
the appointeti mans of atpplyitg the blossings
ofthe Incarnation tu niailcind; and the Incar-
nation is not a passing event in the world's his-

tory, but an abiding ruality. Tho peurmiainent
clarac tor ot' hi Mini'try which Christ ordaintted
resîs upon the permanent charactor of I lis Il-
carnation.

Our Lord intended the ofiloo whvich e bu-
stowed ulpor the twolvo Apostles to livo on
afLter their duaths, until the ond of the world.
Tlie Apostolic Ministry is an abiding faut ini a
world of chango.

It is truc tat the Commission, " Go yo,
thorfore, atd Leach ail nations, baptising thim
in the Name ot' the Father, and of' tho Son, and
of the Iloly Ghost: touching thoin te obsorve
all things whatsoever I have cotmairnded you,'
WLs givei to thie Apostlos, but it was accon-
panied by thu promise, "' Lu, I am with you
atlwty, ovon unlto the end of' the world." This
promise Wts not atddressed tu ail Christian
people, but ontly to the Aposiles, and that te
in connction i with the official acts of teaching
and batptising, lt is as though Christ had
said, "l Baptise and tench all nations, and I will
bu with you in, se doing." Moreover, le
promisod to bu with the Apostles in perorming
these ministorial acts ". unte ti end of ,the
world." But how could lie be withte Apostles
in their work " utinto the end of' the world ?"
11 know that the Apostles would die liku other
mon, and thoroforo the promise ut' being with
thoim as individuals "l into the end of the
world" could not bu Our Lord's neaning.

1.
"The nd ' of'te world,' of which out Lord

spake, bas lot yet com1e; how thein is Pis
promtîiso te the Apostls fulliilld ?

The only possible meaning of the saying,
"Ln, I am with you alway unto the end of the
world" is this: " I will be with the Ministry of
which you are but the first members. I will be
with you, and net only with you, but also with
ail who shall come after you in the Ministry.
You will die, but your office will live on, and I
wili bu with that office in the person of your
successors, even unto the cnd of the world."

Thus we iae the gruat promise on which
the doctrine of the Apostoli succession rests.
As Christ was with the Apostles confirnink
and rtifyii tieir official acts, so le has
promised tu b w îh their successors as long as
ais mediatorial Kingdom lasts. WC have tius
the best possiblo grounds for believing in the
continuity of the Apostolic Ministry as it now
exists among ourselves.

Il.
Btt low Wa1s tiis continuity or succession to

bu secured? It was to bu secured by the
Apostles in their lifu-time providing successors
to their offio. As our BIessud Lord ordained
the Twelve to bu His represenlatives when lie
loft the earth, se the Apostlos chose others to
take thoir place when they in turn wore with-
drawn by death. This plan of continuing the
Apostles' Ministry was te bu carried on froin
ago to age until the end of lime. As a fact of'
history, it ias boum> carried on. It is now
nearly two thotusaînd yeaurs since our Lord's
promisei was mIadu. Durig this long period
successors of' tho Apostles, tirst receiving and
then in turnt hatding on the Divine power and
authbority which Christ gave to the Twiv,
have never been> wanting. Such successors of
the Apostles are with us now. Tite Apostolic
succession is the link or bond which connects
the Chtrch of the niiteteentht cilntury with that
of the tirst century.

lit passing on the ministorial office to tihir
irmmeditote ruccessors, the Apostles used the
laying on of' hands. This ceremonty sigtities
the trtnsfer of athllority, and it gave its tamle
Lu tlie rite of' Ordmnation. Ordination is the
setting apart of men te bo ministers of Chrit.
The Apostles laid tieir hards upon their suc-
cossors, and theso successors in turn did the
saio Lo olliers. There are soveral instancos of
this mtethod ot' pa[ssin>g on the ministorial officos
in the New Testament. What was then done
ias ben (loe over sintc. Evory Bishop, priest,
antd deatcon, is nlow sut apart by t blaying on
of' lads. By this moans there hias beet nu
break in the transmission of the ministorial
Commission in the Churmci of God, frot tlie
limes of the Apostles down Lo our own day.

Ilit
The grualest possilo care bas over been

taken in this mattr, le seure the truc succes-
bion. It bcame a rtle of the Chure, in yery
early days, that ait last threo stccessors of the
Apostlos (or bishops as they were called),
should lay ihcir handis upon thu heads of those
whomlt they admitted to tie higiest office.o ttho
Ministry.

The ligure of a chain, reaching link by iilnk
fro) the Aposties' days down te our time, has
been used in describing the Apostolic succes-
sion. But the figure of a net is more true to
facet. ihe connection between the chief minis-
ters of the Church and ithe Apostles is nlot so
mucht the nature of a chain as of a vast net-
work. If by chance one strand of' the nt
should fait, yut the whole woild not be brokein

It bas been mathomatically argued that
even if wu make the absurd supposition of one
consecrator in twenty at anly particultir mo-
ment in, history livu beuen, through soute acci-
dont, himtself net validly consecrated, the
chianes will bu 8,000 te 1 against all three con-
secrators in anly given case being iin like posi-
tion.

Tite retason for this extraordinary caro is to

guard'against the loss of the Apostolic succes-
sion-a lios which would result in the dying
out of the Church as our Lord constituted it. A
Church Qtands or falls by the Apostolic succes-
sion. We shall sec in the next section that the
Apostolic succession is the pledge of a valid
Ministry, and of valid SaLcraments. The term
" valid" implies the fultilment of God's con-
ditions whereby certainty im secLred. That
which is " valid" re'its upon the security or the
Divine covenant. Without a Ministry poses-
ing Christ's authority there can tic n) certainty
that we possiss valid Sacramonts convoying the>
grace which they expras; and if tîîere is un-
certainty about the Sacraments, thure is uncer-
tainty as to union with Christ. Without the
Diviniely-appointed Mini<;try of the Church we
havo no guairantee that the flow of covenanted
grace wouild continue. Should the Apostolic
succession die out, there would bc need of a
second appointmnt dircectly by our Lord, and
of a second day of Pentccost with a fresh out-
ponring o the Iloly Spirit. We need not con-
templat such n di>aster, for our Lord's promise
stands sure, " Lo, I an with yon alway even
unto the end of the wori."

Iv.
I lias already been shown that aIl the great

featurus oft the Christian Church are profigured
in the Oi Testament. The Apostolic succes-
sion is au intalnce ofthis. Tho chief ministers
of the Jowish Church were the High Priest,
and the priests. Tbey are described as the
"sons o' Aaron," for they were descended from
him by natural descent, the priestly powers
boing banded down from father to son. The
Apostolic succession is by spiritual descent,
through the laying on of hands.

Aaron, the first High Priest, was called di-
rctly by God to the office; the Apostles were
called by Christ Ilimself. lIt was the will of
God that the office ot High Priest should con-
tinue after Aaron's death. At the close of his
life we road that God said " Aaron shail bu
gathered unto his people. . . . Take Aaron and
Eleuzar, his son, and bring thm up unto Mount
Hor: and strip Aaron of his garments, and put
them upoti Eluzar, bis son. . . . And Moses
stripped Aaron of his garments, and put them
upon Eleazar, bis son."

This custon was continued in after years, as
we learn fron Exodus xxix, 29-30, " And the
holy garments of Aaron shall bu his son's after
him, to bu anointed thercin, and to bu conse-
crated in them. And that son that is priest in
his stead shall put thcm on seven days, when
he comoth into the tabernacle of the congrega-
Lion to iinister in the holy place." The newly-
made High Priest was to wear the vostments of
his predecessur to show the continuiy of' the
office, and to mark iLs complete identity with
that of his predecessor. We have in ail this a
great foreshndowing of the Apostolic succession
in thO Chîristian Church.

A SERtMON
PREACHED BEFORIE THE R. D. CHAPTER OF AMn-

IIERST, N.S., nr VEN. ARcHIDEACON KAUL-
BAUIK, AND PURLIsRED BY REQUEST OF

THE MEMnERS.

Blessed! and holy is he that hath part in the
rirst resurrection: on such the second death hath
il) poiwer, but tley shall be priests of God and of
'hrist. and shall reign with 1fin a thousandyears.

(CONTINUED.)

The supposition that ail suffering and sorrow,
and temptation and sin, will cease during the
millenial period would be a strange prelude to
the intensified misery and iniquity which are to

Ollow. But Holy Scripture nowhere presup-

poses such a cessation of those ovils by which

hiiunumanity is tried hero below. They will con-
tiuîe even to the end. But in the heavenly
home, " there shall be no more death, neither
sorrow, nor cryng, neither shal thore be any
more pain: for the former things aire passed
aiway." There, not here. There, not hre will
Christ take us te Himself; there, not hare, are
wc to reign with lim; thora, not here, shall ail
sorrow and mourning flee away. The course of
this world wili be undisturbed by any very un-
uisiuail events until the time of the end. Ail
things hall continue very much as they wore
froun the foundation of the world. Then sud-
udenly, like the coming of a thief in the night,
shall the voice of thearchangel and the trumpet
Of God alarm the sleeping world, and call the
quick and dead to meet thoir God. The glori-
ous reign of the saints with Christ will he pre-
ceded by the gencral resurrection of the last
great day, and the gencral judgment. We are
detinitely told that the Lord, when He shaîl
uext appear will come to judgo the world. This
is hie very purpose of Hie coming. Even as St.
Paul in writing to Timothy declares, "I charge
thee, therefore. before God and the Lord Jesus
Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead
at His appearing and His kingdom."

Through ail the Christian ages the warning
lias been given to the Church that at any mo-
ment we may expect the Lord to judgment.
" Watch for ye know neither the day, nor the
hour, when the Son of Man camoth." If the
thcory of the milienium be true, what effet can
this have on us? There is no need to watch,
till the thousand years during which Satan is
to be bound have expired, and, according to
the millenium supposition, they have not yet

bogun. The millenarians assert that after the
thousand years of Christ's visible and glorious
reigi on earth Satan will be loosed for a little
while. during which there will b a period of
rebellion againet God, and iniquity will aboundi;
and after this the wicked shall be raised from
their graves, and the general judgment shall

take place. But if the righteous had been al-
ready from their graves, and hiad reigned with
Christ a thousand years, theru would bu very
little interest for then in the general judgnouît
They would be abundantly a-u red of thoir
eternal destiny. Su far as they are concerned
the generai judgmnnt would lose its character
as such, and bc neediess. Moreover, if' thé,
righteous only are to bu fotind on the earth dur-
ing the thousand yeuars of Christ's reign, and if
the wicked are to bu raised to lif again after
the period during which Satan is to b loosed,
who is to conpri-o that vast multitude whom
Satan is to dcccivu and to etir up in rebellion
against God ? We cain carcely assume that
they will b the riscri eaints vho have reigned
in glory and happiniess with Christ one thousand
yeuars. Certainily not thc; and if not these,
who?

Why should our gloritied leud leave the
thronu of universal dominion to lake up His
abode bere on this lower carth ? Could it add
anything to His glory and greatneu ? Could it
effect anything mure for the salvation or hap-
pine:s of main? if no objet under either of«
tiese head- could bu asisumîed, what reasonable
cause could we allege ? Surely [lis throne iii
h eavein, aminid the adoration of angels and archb-
angels, is a nire fitting piace for Ilimî to whon
ail puwer is given in heacen and in earth,

whboe count'nance i, am the sun sbineth in his
strength,'" thbau n a tironu i tibis hnall globe.
Certainly bhe conmiîles hiti,ts on hiigh forni a
more brilliant relinue thani even tho blessed
company of His sainti on earth. And sirely
fron the centre of omnipotence lie catnas woli
reign till He make His focs bis footstool as iii
the proudest capitalof this poor world. Agaii,
what more could ho do for is redecemed than
He bas already done I He spent about thirty
years on earth for our redomption, now on the
ground of Uis Death and Passion le i working
in heaven for our Salvation. "l He ever liveth
to make intercession fbr us." This work rnust

go on until time shall be no longer. " If we
have been reconciled to God by the death of Ris
Son, much more being reconciled we shall be
bound by His life." According to HIoly Scrap-
ture no sufficient cause can bo shown, or salu-
tary result assured, for Christleavinglis throno
in heaven te reign with His saints here on earth.
Would it not be far botter for then that they
should reign with Him in glory everlasting ?

Is not the fuiness of bleseedncess at fis own
right band what we are looking forward to, and
praying for ? Is not this more in accordance
with His promise, " I go to prepare a place for
you. And if I go and prepare a place for you
I will come again and receive you unto myseli
that where 1 am thore ye may be also " ? This
is the last time, or dispensation. Rederntion
was finished 1800 years ago ; and nw for draw-
ing us to Bimsolf God bas exhausted ail the
resources of H is wisdom and of lis love. Again
we ask what more than is now boing done for
Our salvation by our all prevailing Intercessor
at God's right hand eould be donc on carth ?
And is not to reign with Christ in glory ever-
lasting more to be desired than to reign with
Him a thousand yeare on earth ? Lot us rather
prepare for the rest that remaineth for the peo-
ple of God, than for that which lasteth but for
a time. Let us set our affections on things
above, not on thinga on this earth. It is the
prospect of the heavenly inheritance which en-
courages us to bear the burden and heat of the
day. It is this which urges our weary feet to
press on in running the race that is set before
us, It is this which cheers amid fears and dis-
couragements. It is this which otten invigor-
ates in the hour of lancied weakness. And
amid many shorteomings and failures helps us
to persevere in rising again and amending our
lives. Remember that Our citizenship is in
heaven, that we belong to Jesus Christ. Let
Him now reign in us, lot Him be indeed our

King, thon shall wo reign with lim now, oven
as we are new risen with Ilimi. Thon, after a
short period of* faithfuil service in this land of
unr probation, we shall live and reign for evor
with Him, Who bath washed us Iron our sins
in His own blood and lath anide us kings and
priests to God and lis Father.

It is our duty, dear brethren of the priesit-
hood, in these dangerous days, in which wu iay
ask with no little reason, 18 Satan not loose for
the doceiving of' the nations ? to contend earn-
s stly for the faith once delivored unto the salilits.

These aire days of great mental unirost. 1 iniho-
lief and misbelief are baîttorng t. the fouînti.-
tions of tli faith, Many of the religious bodies
around us disrogarl The Cburehi as the pillar
and ground of the truth. HILr aiuthority is not
recogniEed, beciauso they disecern fier not. Tho
truths which she has uttered with unviryinîîg
voice-the quod semper, the quod ubüiîue, ilie .uodl
ai cibs-lave lor thei no binding force.
Indiviuamlisn has become rauminait. Every
man, w'ho closes his cyce to the exi.tence of ih
visible Church. rejocts any connon stad anrd of
faith. They recognize no custodian i h t tru t h
and no authoritative voice to declare il. Every
iman, whether ot great or little abili ty, whther
learied or iinlearned. whbethor ionestly seeukiniig
the truth, or seek iing nereiy to confir in )Os ownîî
piroconceived notions, cnusiders thiat he fias the
right to interpret the Bible according to his
own ideas. Al this confusion resuflts niot onily
iii the multiplication of soct and the spread (f'
heresy, but also in the weakeiinig of the fliti,
the ultinumto disriuption of the Chuci-i, shulbd
iod so permit, and the establishment of' the

principlo, the directly opposite of thait involved
in the establishment of Christ's k ingdoi on
earth, that everyone in umatters Of fiiti and
morale nay thimik and do juet iat which is
right in his own iyes. It has come to this in
ail cases where the ideI Of the CliiuiciI as 1)i-
vine institution, into whicb ail morn ihobiil be
gathered and by whose tauthority' alli i miei shuhiil
bc governed has been loit. There is in their
minds no central authority in matters of faith.
Every-oie iii his own au thority-a law unto
himeolf, with flie naîturial resul t t iat every sucb
an one fias a religion, or ii r-eligion it all, as
suits him best. It is not difficult tIo percuive
wlat muist inevitatibly bu the pUrnîicioîus reiuii of
such false ideas.

li our endeavors to drive away ail erroneous
and straige doctrines we miu s t maiiiilit n ii the
autihority of the Churclh as the pillar and groiiun ii
of the truth by Goi's appuiiment Not ti ru-
(luire ilhesionî to our owi private Opinions, no
matter iow wise or leaned wu inay bo (this
woiuild b iidividuialismiu). but iii ail tiiigs tie-
cossary to sivalion, Il the iniid of' the Cliurchi,
as set forth in the Catholic creeds. Ani ini-
vid ual opinion inay be worth mnuh or little, 1 t
voice of undividel Christenomilru is worth infiii-
itely more. It is, I lirmly believe, the voice of
Goi speaking through Ilis Cliiirui, iii fiilfilmenit
of the Saviour's proimise to thiat body corporate,
that the Holy Spirit woild guide thein iunto aili
truth. Would that we could gel tle xiressioni
of ail Christendomn, by a geieral Conniieil on ail
matters of modern dispute. As this, for the
present, scems impossible, it remainîs for us to
show to men the plane and power giveni to the
Church by God to warn them ugainrt foillowiig
tits or that man's opinions, and least ofail their
own, to accept nothing as necesnsiry tu be
believed except that which lias beien givei by
the voice of united Christendom, and never toi
allow anything to separate ms fron the Chu rch
which is the Body of Christ.

This vas followed by
Iuncheon in tihe Synod Hall, and thre business
imeeotings oponod ut halfipast two under the
irosideicy of Mrs. Holden. There w'as a large
mattoudance of minbors, mnîy Branches in the
country parts of the Diocese having sont repre.
siintti vos.

Aftor the Iresident's address, Reports of Sec-
rLary and Treasurer, ntid of Secretary ut
Junior Branches, and coisideration of sale,
and th Lcietion ofotlicere, Miss L. Midge road

a paper on Mexico; and at 5 p.m. a quasi mis-
sionary meeting was held, at which an address
was given by Mrs. Ashiey Carus Wilson. The
morning of the second day vas occupied with
the reading of City and Country Branei re-
pors, and with an admirable paper by Miss A.
McCord, entitled " A Pioneer Carnadian Bishop,"
and boing a sketch of the life of Bishop Mou,'-
tain, of Quebec. After luncelcon Reports were
heard from Dorcas, Leafiet and Library Com-
mittees, after which the Rev. George Rogers,
B.A., Goneral Missionary of the Diocoso of i i-
pert's Land, bpoke at some lengih on the
Church's work in tbo Northwest. le also ru
viewed the progress of tihe Church of Englanid
in Canada during the present century. At the
beginniing of the cuntury, not taking into au-
count the Churci in the U.S., there were only
two diocesîs outside of England, and they werc
Nova Scoîia and Quebec. Nowv they had 20 in
Canada, 13 in Australia, 14 in Africa, 8 in New
Zealand, ;0 in the United States, and fivo each
in Indi:a, Caiia and Japai. In fact, 122 dio-
ceses had been formed since the birth of tiie
Queen. Tii» growti of the Church had beein
marvellous. 'lie first eervice in tie Churcl -if
Eniggliil ihad been held in [alifaux in 1740, and
thre first bishop vas conscrated in 1767. The
growing interest in missions was, in the speak.
cr's opinion, diie to threc causes: Firstly, ithe
Bisiop's Pastoral letter,whici stirred up a mis-
sionary spirit; secondly, the fact of their send-
ing out miss-ionraries to the heathen, which gave
zest to the homneorganizations and helped tlhen
in tiheir work ; and thirdly, it Vas owing to
sucli associations as they had whiclh tended to
develop an interest in nissionary work. In
Quebee ail the churches were interested in mis-
sions, and tie speaker iad addressed a large
meeting thore on Wednesday night.

Ii 1815 Goverior Sempie, of York Fort, had
written stating that throughout the whole
Northwest there was not a place of worship.
[n 1820 Rev. John West came out as the tirs t
missionary from Englanid, and in 1825 Rcv. Dr.
Cochran caine out, and so tihe work progressed.
They iad ion' 51 ordained clergymen and 61
laymen ail engaged iii Indian work. He next
went on to speak of the Indian home at Elk-
horni, viichi was tie only one of its character
whichi belonged to the Church in Manitoba. le
also paid a flattering tribute te the untiring zeal
of Mr. and Mrs. Wilson, who are in charge of it.
Boxos of plain and warm clothing, especially
for the childron, werc always acceptable. Tic
speaker next impressed upon his fair hearers
the necessity of doing iore for the work among
the white paoplo up West. In ten years Mani-
tba hlad received 100,000 immigrants, and they
wera spread over a large part of the Diocese, a
district whiich extended about 500 miies long
and 300 miles wide. In two years 21 ordained
nissionaries had been added, but they needed
more missionaries. He reforred to families liv-
ing 60 and 100 miles from the railways, whore
thore vere no0 churcles or places of worship.
The Presbyterians, he said. had one general
mission fund, and they subscribed soine 815,000
for Manitoba, while they of the Church of'Eng-
land did not give on the average during the
past toti yeurs more thain 82,000. There were
thirteen .Presbyterians in Eastern Canada
who supported missionaries, and thirty-
three Pre»»byterian congregations supported
niissionaries in the West. In one hundred
years the Christian Church had made 3,000,000
converts in foreign lands, and it nas said that in
the United States 30,000,000 of people never en-
terod a church. He closed witi an appeal for
thom to try and support one missionary.

At times there woro more than fifty there, somo
of' whom huard the go'spel for the first time.
This tribo semed more cleanly, honest and
peaceable tLhan the others, and are called Moorna-
talmioot, dwellers on the main ]and, to dis-
tinguish them from the Kukpîugmioot,dwellers
on the big river. Each tribo spaiks a different
dialect.

Froin tlat day things changed ; ail bocamo
more friendly, and the remaining days spent
there were comparatively ploasant. The next
week, whon they were leaving for the fort, the
chief' ropeatedly oxpressed the hope that he
would como back soon to be thoir minister and
teach them. On the whole, thoroforo, the visit
was not without encouragement, and gave hope
for more suceoss on a future occasion.

Leaving the island ont May 21st, ho accompani-
ed a family vho were going to the fort. They
travelled over the ico with sloighs; wore delayed
by legs, saw severai parties of' EHkimos, with
whom t bey staved a short time bu hehd his first
tulo of suil, and found it too fishy; saw the
inidniglt sun on tho 24th for the first lime,
and at last roacheod thle place where the ooiiiniak
-siinboat-was stowud away. The rest of
the journoy waiis inade by bout. but it was a
rougi trip. Nilnu persons and ton dogs had to
ac'conîilnodalo tliemselves in this frail vessel.
A t Limuos iL had to bu convoyed over intervon-
inig ic0, whîich was becoming so rotton that, they
ftrtequenîtly brokio through. When thoy were
clear o' it, thuy sailed night and day and reach-
ad the Fort on June 12th. After staying there
about a woulok hi coimpanions roturned to the
island. Speaicing of thom ho says, "1 havo a
fow frie'nds along the Arctic coast, I hopo, but

one so staunch as th is filii ily. W e were to-
gother 1ir throo wooCks in rough> and smooth,
through storm an>d suthino, and got to under-
stand caei other.

ol p uis iln the end 'ivor to rech ilhe hlearis of
thoso halithon Eskim>io, and Ie toit themu i a
Sav>our's love ? Vithout God, without Christ,
vitiot hope ot a brighter futuro, living ini thoso

awful solitudes of ice and snow, where the sun
never rises for weeks togother, often suffering
the privations of hunger aï well as of cold, their
condition surely appeals to the hearts of ail
Christians, and a plan for them should not bo in
vain.

Of the ordination of the Indian above rcferred
to, of the opening of a new mission at Hay
River, of the diocesan school of interesting par-
ticulars connected with the other work in the
diocese, and our various needs I have not time
or space to write, but generous help for the
above will bo help ail round.

May I ask your earnest prayers to the Lord
of the larvestfor a rieh blessing upon our work,
and ourselves personally ; that ho will strengthen
us with the Holy Ghost the Comforter, and
daily increase in us His manifold gifts of grace,
so that wo may bo botter fitted for the work and
more and more succoeful in it ?

My letter of last year was so well receivel -
and so widly read that I am hoping thi will bu
equally successful. It will belp, I trust, t(, kcep
our supporters in touch with what is is goirg on
in the diocese, and encourage thom to continui-
their aid when they seo that it is " not in vaini
in the Lord." If any fresh intcrest is arosied,
additional aid given, and more prayers called
forth, wo shall be ail the more thankfui to [Iim

Whose we aro and Whomi we serve."
Wo are now entering upon our long, dreary

wintor. Snow oit on 20th September, and has
Juin on the ground since the middle of October.
The river lins bean full fromîî side to side, of
drifting ice for the past twelve days, and wil be
iipiassable for about throo wooks longer, whon
it will sot faist and romain solid titi some time
in May. The Indians, excepting one or two
famiies, are ail ofl' Lo their hunting grounds,
and wo shall not se much of them tilt spring.
Thogonorai iealth hore is good. There has been
no sicknoess to speak of, excupting a cold, which
was not so severe as last year, and only one
deati. Rabbits are numerous, so thero will be
scarcity of food. "Oh, that men would praise
the Lord for lis goodness."

It isi in) this connection that t desire to place
on record my protest against recont flagrant in-
stances of disloyalty and lawlessness which
have bean manifested too openly and too oteen-
sively tO b passed by in silence. 1n view of
the attitude of the Church of Rome toward eachi
other braich of the Catholic Church,-unchar-
itable, arrogant, intruisivo and defiant,-in view
of the fact that Rome's false and imperfeco
Catholicity can alono be met and ovorcome by
aI true Catholicity, which we claim to possess
and which we otfer to the world ; we cannot but
deprocate any attempt to confuse the popular
mind by a glozing over of the vital differences
that certainly exist betwoon us and Rome, and
an adoption, or adaptation, of Romish usages,
teichings and lractices which tind no warrant
in our standards, in our authorized rites and
ceromonies, in our liturgy or in our laws. I
bave no t'ar that this land will yield itself a
willing captivo te the raleof aRonian pontiff or
:n Italian Propaganda. If thero was ever hopo
t'or the introduction throughout this country of
at moditiad Romanismîî brought into some sort of'
accord with our Amnerican ideas of liberty and
independenco; the presence hure of a Papal re-
prosentative "lording it over God's heritage,"
as it' hie, the ablegato,-ike his master, believed
himsolf to be clothed with power as indeed the

" vicar of Christ ;" and the subservience of the!
Roman hioarchy in this land,-cardinal, arch.
bishops and bishops, ecclesiastics of every grade,
" religious" of every sort. and the laity of the
Roman obedience te this foreign popelet proves
that the Roman Church in this land is still the
fettered slave of the Italian pontiff, and cani
never rise te the dignity of self-government even
in the triffing matters of administration and de-
tail. But while we recognize the fact that the
free-born American will never acknowledge the
so-called vicarof Chrisctin the placeand instead
of the Christ Himself; while we welt under-
mtand that our ecclesiastical freedom is as dear
to us as a people as is our civil liberty ; while
we bolieve that American freemen whom the
-truth has made free will never accept unques-
tioned the dogmatie utterances of the Vatican,
:and vill never receive as articles of belief the de-
.cisions of a foreigi Council in no sonse Ecumeni-
.cal, but packed with Italian prolates pledged
to Papal subsorviency, we cannot but stigma-
tize the purposes and condemn the pitiful puer-
ilities of a fow hîalf-educ:tel priestlings amaong
us who study no thoology, copy no usages. af-
fect no phraseology, and follow no example but
ithoso that are Romish. A Primate of ail Eng-
:land lias asserted bis belief that there existed at
the time ho uttored his warning words a party
:in the Mother Cburch purposing its submission
to R'>mo. We do not bciiove that such a party
exists among us, but that individuals are to bu
found even in the ranks of the priesthood viho,
as has boon aptly said, if not papists, are cer-
tainly ape-ists of Romnish usages, teachings,
"shibboleth," and speech, is confessed. As a
'Catholic Bishop i do not hesitate to character-
ize such men as traitors. and their practices
and porformances as trcasonable and [ trust
thoy will not lingor a day longer out of the Ro-
mai communion to which they practically be-
long. li their individuatism, their lIwlessness,
their insubord ination to constituted authority,
in their utter disregard of their ordination
vows, they are traitors to the Catholic Church
ofChrist.

DANCING AT CHURCII SOCIALS.

The Bishop of Western Michigan boing ap-
plied to lor his opinion replied as foltows:
Mfy dear Miss

I have yours of Doc. 20th, ini which you ask
permission to allow us to indulge in parlor

dancing at our socials."
1 aim gratified that you should refer the mat-

ter te me, and I regret that 1 can not accede to
a request se courteously made. Should I do se,
I would go counter te my sentiments as uni-
fornly expressed in my addresses and pastoral
lettors, as in private. To " parloir dancing " of'
a mnodest charactor, I have no objection. But
I do objeoct to dancing and cards under the aus-
pices of the Church. The dance in our day has
often teatures whicli are decidedly objectionable,
and thore is no socurity that those wili not b
introduced. Personis wili b drawn te Church
socials by the dancing who would not other-
wise attend, and they will have the amusement
in the form te which they are accustoamed eise-
whore.

Many members of' the Church objIect to dane
ing at socials, and their feelings are entitled to
regard.

Outside the Church thore is a prejudice that
if the amusement is allowed it wili seriously in-
jure lier reputation. Church socials are infre-
quent and there are abundant opportunities to
iniilgo in this amusement.

The sentiments 1 express are those tho Bish-
ops of the Chuirch have given utterance to in
their Pastoral lotters and in their addresses.

I am aware of' the difficulties in sustaining
your Mission, and the sacritice at which your
minister is serving you, but aside from ail other
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considerations, I find that in the end, there is
nothing gained by cntering to the tastes of those
who have noc interest in the Church.

'le tostiioiy of the Apostolic Fathers k in
noq) way diacrodited by their adilitted bleiisihOs.
Sich lis their belief in the current fables about
the phnix and Lot's wie, texts filsely quoted,
or fanciftully iiiterpretod. These are but marks
showiing the hand of the human workman. as
distinguislied from t ie machine. The important
fact is ihat their testimony is liniiistakablel adiiid
Iuanins to what was bolieved anu practicedl
in the primitive Chturh. It is incoiceivable
that any of those who diflier fromiî us could
honestly study those writi ngs itlioit adinitingîl
that the Churci of the Prayer Book is iin the
fuiillest sense Aposiolic in governimlent, doctrine,
and practice.

Tfhere i a widespread misapprehension as to
the ise and vailue of the early Fathe'rs. Manîy
think thatt historie hurchmen appeal to theni
uiider the dlusion that their private opinions

should carry weight, and that their statermnot,
of' doctrine are authoritative. But we qu'e
the Fathers for the same reason that our Pr
Book and Articles quote them; narncIv' t
prove that our views on certain essential (jr i,
portant questions are not novel (and theretor
false), or to prove that our doctrine or jractie
i% Primitive or even Apostolic. The A' poîst
Fathers were men of no learning, of no origin-
ality, and of no critical judgmont. ILt would
strango if it were otherwise, whon " not n:iy
wise men, not many mighty, not many ili

were called." But these deficiencies renider
thoir testimony the more valuable. We (-are
little for their opinions as such; we thank Glo
for the unspeak:able gift of their united, strait-
lorward testimony.
