'

LoxpoN, May - 24,—Parnellite members of
Parliament atata that the Repression bill can-
not pass before July. Nearly two hun-
dred amoendments have been proposed against
it. .

All the pspers comment upon tbe signifi-
cant divergence among Irieh members in the
division last evening in the House of Qom.
mong on (ladstone’s motion that the Repres-
aion and Arrears bille Lave precedence over
other business, Besides O'Donnell and Ar-
thur O'Connell, those refusing to foilow Par-
nell, inclode Thomas Power O'Connor, Red-
mond, Finnegan, Richard Power, Sexton, Mc.
Carthy, Biggar, O’Sulliven, Moore, Healy, Sul-
livan, Leary, Callan and Shields. The follow-
ing abstained, with Parnell, from voting on
the division : O'Kelly, Commins, Synan, Mol-
loy and Marum,

The Zimes, discussing the correspondence
batween Lowell and Fralinghuysen in regard
to the suspects, says : ¢ We hear a great denl
ot tho protests of the Washiogton Oabinet,
with the fear of the Irish vote before their
eyeg, agninst our finding it necessary to im-
prison American Suspects, but we hear very
little of the steps taken by them against the
ageassination press.”’

The action of Dillon, Healy, Callan and
O'Donnel), in torcing divisions in the House
of Commons yesterday, countrary to the
wishes and remonstrances of Parnell, is re-
garded ns a defiance to Parnell, and throwing
over his authority as leader of the Itish party.
There was intepse excitement on the Irlsh
benches during O'Donnell’s speech, and fre-
quent applause from half & dozen members.
Daring the progress of the ecene Parnell sat
pale and wearled looking, When the finsl
challenge to a division was made by O'Donusli
and supporters, Parnell left the House, fol-
lowed by a number of bis party, Amongthe
English members the incident is regarded as
the torerunner of the disappearance of Yarnell
and the disruption of the Irish party. There
is, however, reason to believe that a recon-
clliation may be effected, as many of the fif~
teen members who took part in the demon~
stration have already exprested regret. Justin
McOarthy and Sexton, who voted with the
fifteen, disclaim any intention of affronting
Parnell or attacking his authority.

Loxpox, May 24.~-In the House of Com-
mons to-day, Mr. Forster denied that the Gov-
ernment had negotiated with suspects clan-
destinely.

Mr. Dillon resumed the debate on the Re-
pression bill, Intimating that evictions were
more culpable than ontrages.

Mr. Gladstone ssverely denounced Mr, Dil-
lon for endorsing outrages by refusing to as-
sist the Government in carrying the bill,

Mr, Dillon declaved he always denounced
outrages.

Mr. Gladstone replied that inciters to
illegalitics were responsible for the conse-
quences,

Mr. Dillon affirmed that Mz, Gladstone
had declared boycotting was legal.

Mr. Gladstone spoke with great passiom.
He sald the Irlsh must confine themsalves to
sgitating for changes in the land laws er
whatever they might desire, by meane ot re-
gpecting private judgment and the liberty of
the people., Regavdin;; the objaction of the
Irish judges to the supervision of jarles, he
deolared that if Parllament allowed the
judges to interfere in framing bills they
would abandon one of the most imporiant
functions of the Government. He thought
the ingtitutlon of the apeocial tribunal neces-
sary. No good could come of prolonged dis-
cuagion unless 1t wag the Intentlon. of some
members to exasperate animoslty betwaen
England and Ireland. He besought the
Hongee not to obstruct the bill,

Mcr. Ritohle (Conservative) said he would
not vote for the bill,

Sir Staftord Northcote regretted this in-
tention. - Whatever fault might be found
with the Government's Irlsh policy, Con-
servatives ought to give a solid vote for the
bill, in the Interests of peace and order.
There should be no uncertain sound in the
matter. . : .

Mr. O’Donnell denoumoed the bill. The
Irish ought never to rest untll the adminis-
tration of Ireland should be free from Britlsh
interference. o ‘

The debate was adjourned on motion of
Mr, Parnell. .

Loxnpox, May 25.—In the House of Com-
mons, yesterday, Mr. Dillon declared that
though he had discouraged ountrages he would
not denounce them until Parliament de-
nounced evictions. He boldly defended the
vractice of boycotting. Finally he announc-
ed himselt a Nationalist or Separatist. Mr.

Gladstone, with much emotion, declared that
Dilion's apeech would have & heart-breaking
effect on all persons anxious-to promote oon-
cliiation batween England and the Irish. In
consequence of Dillon's speech an important
section-of the Radical and Ministerial mem-
bers will . withdraw their names from the
petition -to' the Government in favor oi a
modification’ of the crime prsvention bill.
1t is expected Parnell will to-day make some
declaration of his polioy caloulated to miti-
gato the effect of Dillon's oratory. -

A letter from Davitt to Dr. Nulty, Bishop of
Meatb, violently denouncing the landlords
sud demianding home rule, has been pmnb-
lished. Nuity read the letter'to an assembly
of clergy of his diocese, who reveived it with
enthusiastio applause,- -~ .. .. : .

Loxnpox, May 25.~Mr. Parnell made a very
moderate speech 1n the House of Commons
this afternoon during the debate on the Re-

"pression blll. He sald he and his friends in

prison certainly never thought the traunsfer of
laud to occupiers could be effected by any
other means than purchase. He entreated
the Government, even at the last moment,
not to shut the doors of conolliation.

Mr. Rusgsell (Liberal), though sympathiz.
ing with Irish aspirations, cordially approved
tke provlsions ot the blll for the abolltion of
jurles, levylng fines on districts, right of
gearch, and against the importation of abom-
inable literature from America.

Mr. Parnell beliaved the inferences drawn
from Dillon's speech were unwarranted. He
regrotted that the Government had not con-
fined itself to the Arrears bill, which would
have brought about a settlement of Irish
affairs. He defended boycotting to the
limited extemt “as practised by ZEnglish
workmen.” The feellvgs of the Irlsh peeple
before the Pheenix Park murders were calm-
ing, but all is now. upset by fresh coercion,
which will simply play into the hands of
secret societies,

Mr. Collings (Liberal) predicted n great
outcry in Epgland if anybody was hanged in
Ireland on a judgment arrlved at without the
verdict of a jary. )

Mr. Givan (Liberal) thonght the bill cal-
culated to restore peace and order in Ireland
apd guppress the despotism blighting the
country.

Mr. Trevelyan said Earl Spencer had de-
termined that all cases of interference with
huts for shelter of evicted persons should be
submitted to him befors the police were
allowed to interfers. He stated that Clifford
Lloyd would not eit in any conrt under the
bill (cheers by Irish members) as the powers
of the Act could only be exercised by speclal
magistrates. Powers granted relative to
public meetings would only be exercised
where meetings partook of violence and dis-
order,

responsibility for the Ellmainham conversa-
tions, was one of the cleverast bits of Parlia—
mentary work witnessed for a Jong time In
the House, Parnell had evidently ;repared
his statement with unusual csre, speaking,
contrary to his custom, irom copious notes.
%'he work was done in the Irish leader’s best
style—cald, Incislve, 1elentless, but smooth
and studionsly moderate in expression, DII-
lon, who, eince his releage, has eought by hls
attitude to convey the idea that he bad no
responeibility for the Kiimalnham compact,
gat still o8 s statve, grown paler even than
ugaal, &8s the Irlsh leader remorselessly
pointed ocut the difference between Dillon's
opinions as Interpreted by Parnell snd
O'Kelly in the pow famous Kilmain-
ham conversations. From explauations
it followed that Dillon’s viewa had not
been Bo dssperate or uncompromisisg behind
Eilmainham bars as the House and Eag-
Vigh press supposed from the member for
Tipperary's apeaches eince his roleass. On
the contrary, it became evident the imprison-
edmembers thoroughly sgreed that the time
had oome for pacification of the country if the
evils of stern military repression were to be
aveided. Dillon's attempt, therefore, to throw
all responsibility on Parsell for the couree he
adopted was regarded by his fellow-priscners
ss ungenprons and unfair. - This was not
said, but certalnly indicated by Parmell's
words and by the approving “hear bears" of
the member for Roscommon. Dillon slso
ralsed his hat daring the progrees of Parnell's
atatement, in scknowledgment ot the oorrect-
ness of the version ot the conversations given
by the Irish leader. As no correation or con-
tradiotion wag attemapted either by Dillon or
0O'Kelly, who were both fu theiz places, it may
be asgumed that at last the public has
been -admitted 'a full knowledge of
what actuslly took place in Kilmainham,and
of the conversation whfch Indicated the true
mind of the imprisoned members and formed

‘the basis of the new polioy so unfortunately

interrnpted by the Phesnix Park tragedy. . Ex-
cept amoxng a &mall gromp who want to get
rid of Parnell’s leedership, the explanation
places the Lrish leadsr on firma ground, while
presenting Dillen in a less favorable light.
For a moment the gplit in the Irlsh party
seems likely tobe healed. But .the heart-
burnings of the past week teem not likely
to be soon forgotten. From present indi-
cations a loog and bitter fight may be
anticipated on the Represeion bill, leading
to acenes ag violent as last year. Dillon's
conduct ia regarded as inopporture, and cal-
culated to infllct the greatest damage on the
Xrish cauge. ‘

The conduet of the new Secretary under
the trying vircumstances is highly commend-
ed. ‘There 1s 8 marked change in bis mode
of replylng to questions of Irish members.
They convey the impression that a radicsl
change {8 to be introduced in the spirit of
Irish government under- his administration
from that which distibgnished it uuder Mr.
Forster. If Mr. Trevelyan can maintain the
same conofllatory disposition when sarround-
ed by the official atmospbers of Dublin Cas-
tle, his administration may prove a great
sucoess, but even moderate Irishmen express
great fears that he will sucoumb to the in-
Huences which have always proved too strong
for Ohief Becretaries. - A striking sign of the
change in the relations between the English
Parliament and Ireland s afforded by the
pagsage of the Foor Law Guardisns bill
through committes 1a8t week in a.single
night. Not one English or Scotch men-
ber interfered. Irieh members of.all parties
met each other most courteously, despatching
business withfrapidity and deoision, forming
sn excellent exampla -for thelr nelghbors. 1t
was the first Home Rule Parlisment in West-

minster, and created an lmpression,

Durlng Wedneedsy’s debats, Sir Stafford
Northcote assured the House no ome in
America had any sympathy with the Irish ex-
cept the Stalwart politicians who had lost
thelr hold on the country. Hs characterizaed
General Grant as e extinct volcano now en-
gaged in rafsing companies. .

" A8 the Orime Prevention Act will probably
render agltation in Ireland impossible, Davitt
has expressed the intentlou to devote himself
to the organization of n land movement in
England. There i8 an impression that if
Davitt gives any trouble, Sir Wm. Harcourt
will saend him back to prison.

The World's London special says - —«Every-
body now sees that nothing but Ireland will

heard of in Parliament again this session.

e entire programme of the minority has
been knocked on the head, and the public
looks on in sheer bewilderment, thinking
Gladstope is sure to bring everything out
right. Nevertheless complaints are becom-
Ing general of the utter neglect of English
legisintion. Earl Grey publishes a long ar-
tical attacking vehemently Gladstone's entire
Irish policy, and pointing out that Ireland is
now in a far worse condition than before the
Premier entsred upon his work of so-called
conclliation.” The article is of some im-
portance as representing the views of the
Whig element of the Liveral party in radical
circles. Goldwin Smith is being bitterly at-
tacked for his letters on Irelund.

The Trzlune's London special says: —Fre—
linghuysen’s latest Cespatch about the sus-
pects provokes scme indignation, but more
ridicule. Diplomatisis regard with amaze-
ment the cool repudiation of a doctrine dsli-
berately afficmed sud reeftirmed Ly Seward.
One distlngnished authority remarks that
this clumsiness in controvereary betrays the
novice® An experienced diplomatist mightat.
tempt to restrict our obligation of such pre-
cedent, but would never expose himselt to
the charge of barefaced unnscrupulousmoss.
If Frelinghuysen's dispatch ia correctly tele-
graphed, it amounts to his saying that a
solemn declaretion of prinsipie by his pre-
decossor is d!sowned becanse the application
of 1t now is inconvenlent. Haglishmen, how-
ever, cons!der the moment oddly clhosen to
press such demands, when English embarrass-
ments are multiplying, while everything
claimed is practically obtained by allowing
the Qoercion Act to lapse, as Gladstone pro-
mised it should do, when the new Crime bill
passed. Disparaging comments are made on
the President's apparent hesitation whether to
surrender to the Irish contingent, The
Spectator says ,—4% If the President yields,
American national policy is to be subordina-
ted to Irieh intrigues, the lrish object being
to secure a Minister without good qualities,
who might embroll the two countries, and 8o
create the possibility of a rising In Ireland.”
It adds that Lowell obeyed his lnstructions
and secured the release of the snspects where
n man of less tact would have failed.

Radicals who were dismeyed by Dillon’s
bratalities are agaim resuming negotiations
with the Irlsh. 'They actually complained of
Gladstone’s taking advantage of Dilion’s in-
diecretion to consolidate support for the Crime
bill, but the country heartily applauded his
indignant demunciation of Dillon. Nothing
in Dillon’s speech was so pafnful as its treat-
ment by the Liberal press of London, Nelther
the Daily News por the Pall Mall Gazetle ut-
tered a word of censure npon hia distlnot ap-
proval of the outrages. The Ecko thought it
deserving of eulogy. The demoralization of
the extreme Radical faction could hardly go
further.

The Pope on the Irish Question

CABDINAL M'CABE TO BE USED TO COWNTHRAQT
CARDINAL MANNING .

Boxe, May 5.—This morning at 12 o'clock
the Pope gave a solemn audiencs to all the
Irlsh residents in or now visiting Rome, At
thelr head was Cardinal McCabs, When Hie
Holiness entered the aundience ball, Mon-
-signor Kirby, former rector of the Irish Col-
lege, and now Blshop of Lita (an ¢ld schaol-
mate of Leo XI1I, and his competitor In a
prize thesis), read .an address setting forth
the thankfulness of the Irish for the promo-
tion of the present Cardizal. 'The Pope,
surrounded by Oardinals McCahe, Bilio,
Simeoni, Ledochowskl, Nina, Sbarrett!, and
Angelo Jacobini, then stood up and anewored
in the following worda :

We are almoat certain that our children of
Irclond would nccept with thank{siness and
great joy the promotion of the Archbishop of
Dublin and Primate of Ireland to the honor
The sfiection and estoem of
which he is the universal object lod ua to ox-
pect . 1t gives ns, nevertheless, great plen-
gure to hear you publicly manifeat your eutis-
faction. By raising to the honor of the
Roman purple the worthy successor of
the lamented Cardinal Cullen, we in-
tepded not only to acknowledge and
recomponse his wany and remarkabie
merite, but aleo o honor Ireland, snd to give
to her o new pledge of that love and paternal
solicitude which Roman Pontiffs have niways
vatertained for her, This Jove and this
bensvolence Ireland had well daserved for
her much tried constance and tortitude to
the Roman Church and the Ckair of St, Peter.
We were glad to bear mentioped the names
of the illustrlons onws who have beun the
pride of your conntiry und kept her feitbful to
tho religion of bor fathers.

Ireland js at present sorrounded Ly very
grlevous difliculties, nnd there is no lack ot
men who want to push her through a way
full of stumbling blocks snd dangers. Woe
do not donbt in the least that a spirit of mo-
deration and wisdom will prevail, and eo
Ireland will deserve more and more our affec-
tion and the affection of our successors.

In such difficult moments Itish Bisnops
have not falled to show the Catholics a way
to follow; and for the bonor and ndvantage
of their cause they have not cessed to remind
them that 1sve of justice and the use of law-
ful meams must nevor be departed from In
the right and lawful attempt to ameliorato
tLo condltion of the country. Their wise and
moderate words have alzendy produced whole-
some effects in the minds of the Irish people.
These effects will become perhaps more
visible and copious the mora the clergy show
tbemeelves ready and disposed to realize the
provident intentions of thelr Blehops.

The audience was over at two o'clock.
After the public audlence Oardinal McCabe
rema{ned alone awhile with the Pope. Itis
rumored that npon his retnrn to London he
will carry his Holiness’s wishes to Lord
Granville, and will try to settle the vexed
queetion of the diplomatic relations with the
Vatican, a task which Mr, Erington had
neither tbe chance por perhaps the talent to
finfsh, On the best authority I can tell
you that Cardinal McCabe will be used by
the Curia to counteract In this ques-
tion the dead opposition made by Cardipal
Manning, who, for reasons easy to be under-
stoed, wounld like to see na Englisth Ambasgsa—
dor In Rome and no Papal Nunclo near the
court of 8t. James's. '

not long ago,” and would like to ses things
go on as they do now, and changes made only
with my successor.” But the good Osrdlaal
has counted withont Leo, who has his own

1 G. W. Howlap, delivered in the Senate on

the Costigan Resolations :—

Hon. Mr. Howlan sald : In rising to move
the adoption of the Address passed unani-
mously by the other branch of the Liegisla~
ture, I trust the Honse will bear with me for
a short time, while making the few remarks
which seém to me to be calléd for on this oc-
caslon. ‘The representatives of the Irishrace
in the Legislature, prompted by public opin-
ion of thelr own peoplo throughout the
Dominicn, felt that they shonld give this
matter their consideration, They met to-
gether, snd after much deliberation on this
‘grave qaestion, actuated by the most sincere
‘and patriotic motives in the interest of this
Canada of ours, tho present addrers was con-
celved. I am bappy to be in a position to
state that it has recelved ' the wunanimouns
-aggent of the popular branch of this Parllis-
‘ment, expressive as it 18, not only of the
views of the Iriah, but of the hearty approval
of all the representatives of the pecple of
Canada. Ourrecent census proves that out ot
a tetal population of four and one half mil-
1lions, over one million are Irish or of Irish
descent, and as the worde of this address
state, they are among the most loyal, prosper-
owe and contented of Her Majesty's subjects;
and if anything was required to bind them
gtill more closely in thelz fealty, it is found in
this intelligent and patriotic acknowledgment
glven by the representative men of this
Dominion in Parllament assembled. That
the Irish race 18 a grateful ome, does not
admit of question ; In every land beneath the
sun they have proved that beyond a doubt;
but if proofs are wanting we have not tar to
seek them. In the war of the greatrebellion
in the neighboring Republic, on every battle
field from the Relay House at Baltimore to the
trenches before Richmond, their blood was
freely pouored out in defence of the Stars and
Stripes, and not less must be said of the faith.
ful adherents of the Btars and Bara of the
Sunny South. When the clarion of war was
gounded elong the granite hills and rivers of
New England, no uncertsin soond was heard;
the call of country waa sufficient, and throw-
ing aside a1l thoughts of the unfriendly tannts
of the foreicner, thay boldly marched to the
front; and no two names wWers more synony-
mous for bravery in the North and South
than tiose of the gallent Gererala—Mesgher
and Cieburne. It will be remembered in
this connection, whea the gellant General
Corcoran was made a prizoner of war by the
South and was offered his fresdom to join the
Southern ranks, he spurned the offer and pre-
ferred to suffer imprizonment jor his adopted
country rather than freedom aud oppose her.
From the history of that war I will mak's but
oue quotation in favor of my statemens. The
battle of Lookout Mountain wus one ol the
hottest of the rebellion. The Southern army
was well placed on rtising ground on elther
side with thelr guns in position. 1t kecame
necessary to drive them out, and the matter
was left to General Meagher and his Irish
Brigade. He addressed his men, telling them
how tbe United States bad succored them in
the day of thelr distress. The battle was
fought immediately following St. Patrick’s
Day, the hill was taken, the field was won,
but how severely it was contested was shown
by the fact that the men lay dead in the win-
raws, each with a sprig of greeu in his cap.
Nearly the whole brigade was killed in the
terrible conflict; very much, in my opinion,
like the death-ride of the gallant six hundred
at Balaklava. That great war has pussed,
snd the country is once more tranquil, but it
went through a terrible ordeal. Noone who
looks back but sees that the whole cause ot
that war wase slavery and its thrice accurged
surroundings which crled to heaven for ven-
gennce, for fvengeance I8 mine," said the
Ruler of the universe. [Slavery bhad its de-
fenders, had its armaments, had its apologists
and its admirers. 1t wae powerful even In
the counciis of the world ; 1t sought etrength
from every source. We remember how in
the English Parliament it bad its defenders;
we also remember how O'Connell, when strug-
gling for Irish rights, wae tampered with by
James Gordon Bennett, the founder of the
New York Herald, in favor of slavery, and
with what majestic manliness he answersd
bim that if to take one dollar of the slave-
holders' money was to free Irsland, he wounld
rather ses her in chalns than accept it, To
this day the Herald has not forgotten these
words of O'Connell. But we rise from the
pernsal of the history ot those days, thanking
God that where the old time.-bonored flag of
England waves thete is no slavery. It was
prompted by such feelings as those thoughts
gave rise to that we say in the address ¢ we
have observed with feelings of profousd ro-
gret and concern the distress and discontent
which have prevalled for some time among
Your Majesty’s subjects in Ireland,” ana ex-
prees the hope that Ireland may soon epjoy
w{ho inestimable blessing of civil liberty,” for
there can be no liberty where freeborn men
having to advise the public may not speak
treely. It is & remnant of barbarous times
that men must be imprisoned for their ideas,
and there 18 no Parllament in the world where
freedom of thongbt ard freedom of speech are
so much valued ard respected as in this Par-
liament of Canada, and in proof of thie L need
not go forther than the records of the present
sesslon, which, before I sit down, I may more
freely advert to, and catisty the minds of
honorable gentlemen that if Canada is looked
upon to-day as the oldest child of the Empire
sho is entitled to her high position for her
loyelty, which is the result of representative
ipstitutions. A recemt return shows that
there are scattered over the continent six
millions of Irieh snd their descendants, who,
according to Adam Bmith, in his 4 Wealth of
Nations,” have added mors to the wealth of
America then the gold fielde of Oalifornia.
The news of the addreea being pnsged by Par-
liament will be a harbinger of peace and good
will into every household of . our people
thronghout this vast continent. Tneir hearts
will be overflowing with gratitude, and the
name of Canada will recall to them pleasant
memorles, sad the name of a Qanadian will
be a passport to favor. Canada need have
no fear: of their enmity for the fature, It
would be @& greater security for Capadian
rights and liberties than if every hilltop along
our four thonsand miles of frontier was brist-
ling with siege guns and bayonets, snd this
is one of the bleseings whioh I think will en-
eus from the passing of the address.

Lawrence to
Kingston became the resting place of these
unfortunate immigrants, In some cazes
whole familles were swept away ; in others,
parents perished leaving their helpless fami-
Hes unprotacted in a sirange land. Everyone
knows the kindliness with which the French
population of Quebsc treated those unhappy
people. One I8 almost at a lo#8 to understand
why it is that no Longfellow has ever de-
ecribed the scenes attendiog the flight of
these exiles. The decrease of population
throngh famine, pestilence and emigration
reduced the number of small holdings, and it
was thought that Scotch and English farmers
could take large farms and by increased
capital -and ability form them, and thus the
question of Ireland’s land grievance could be
sottled. That was tried. Large sheep and
stock farms were formed. DBy this means,
says Miller in hig ¢ Social State of Ireland,”
660 Scotchmen and 96 Epglishmen were in-
duced to thus take up Jand in Ireland. But
those who have had some experience in mak-
fng money by farmiog will readily under-
stand that ever with improved mechinery
and capital great results are not often aitain-
ed, and that claes ars just a8 tired of high
reuts es are the Irlgh themselves. Thig re-
daced the total holdings to some 592,489,
One would expsct that then peace and con-
tentment would reign throughout the land,
and it did, for Miller states, #“No country hes
over made such rapid progress in so short a
perfod (from 1847 to 1858). There is little
or no pauperism, laborers are fully employad,
though wages are atill too Iow, the farms are
finely stocked nnd rents arg well paid; and

And =0 it may possibly happen that posterity
will look upon many of those who are in
prieon in Ireland to-day for the sentiments to
which they have given utterance.

There is one unfortunate feature in con-
nection with this question; It is the fre-
quency of agrarian crimes In Ireland, and I
wish to be distinctly and thoroughly under-
otood on this question, that so fur as I am
concerned I have no sympaihy with those
crimes; on the contrary I detest them as far
as any lnw abiding citizsn can detest such
crimas. ‘I'here is one thing to boesid in fa-
vor of Ireland, that tho statistics of crime in
that country as compared with England and
Scotland, in times of peace, will bear the
most {avorable comparison. I have in my
hends o comparison of the statistica of crimo
in Eoglaad, Ireland and Scotland, and I must
gay that Ireland in peaceful times, stands be-
Iow either Epgland cr Scotland in that re-
gpect, It only proves that in o statv of
peace, or what may be called ordinary con-
tentment and prosperity, there is no quostion
a4 to the loyulty or proper ohservauce of the
law by the people of Ireland. Thomas D,
Salllvep, in his « New Irelond,” epeaking on
this particalar gnbject, a8 any rap sciuated
by proper motives, ot avy man who loves and
vulues Hborty should, exprusses abhoerrenco of
such a ciime, and says :

«I know of no Irish topic on which cendid,
truthful apd independert writing and speak-
ing are more rare than this of agrazian crime,
The outragea 1n mony cases wero so fearful
that no one dared to speak o word as to their
having had some cause withoue exposing bim.
self to u charge of palliating or sympathizlog
with them. On the otber hand tlLe provoca-
tion often was so monstrous that if one ex-
ecrated the crime a8 it deserved to be, he was
supposed to be callously indifferent to the
avidity, the greed, the heart business that led
up toit. Thus thirty years ago, nay, twenty
years ago, ot lesg, the creation of a henlthy
public opinion on the subject was impossibie.
We stood arrayed, one and all of us, in one or
other of two hostile camps—thnt of the land-
lords in apparent approval of merciless evic-
tion, or that of the tenants in spparent sym-
patby with redhanded murder., Yet occa-
sionally, on both pides there must have been a
good man, nay, & true patriot who in his
gecret heart bewailed the terrible state of
things that thus convulsed and affrightened
gociety, and who yearned for the day when 4
the page of Ireland's story svould be blotted
of more by this crimson stain.”

Bat it bas c¢ften been sald in connection
with this particular question that there is no
good reason why the Irish peeple should not
be satlefied with the laws under which they
live ; that the laws of Bogland, Ireland and
Beotland are allke; that if they are just in
one countty they ace jnst in the others, and
it they are admiristered properly in one
country they are administered properly in
snother. I am not golng to seek for a solu-
tion of that question, but I shall quote from
the remarks of Mr. Giadstone, one of the
grenteat statesmen of the day, on the{ntro-
duction of the Irish Land Act of 1870, He
pald :

u Rogarding the legel provisiona for the
government of the people, it is oniy fair to
pay it is only the gkeleton of the laws of Kng-
land and Ireland that bear any resemblance
to each other.”

Now, that was the oplnion of Giadstone,
In looking over the state of things as they
exist in Ireland opo must be struck with the
fact that a great deal must depend on the
landlords themsgelver with regard to the atti-
tude of the people towards them. Itis aimost
impossible to have a grievance without having
a foundation for It, end it would be ag well
to take the opinions of those who have had
opportanities of judging what are the
conditions of thess pecple, and in what way
they fulfil the dutice that devolve on them
as citizens of a free country, nnd atcertain
tromx that whether there is any good rearon
tor ctating that a great portion of the diffi-
cultles that arige in Ireland mey not be pro-
perly laid at the door of landlordism. Froude
in his history—and 1 think I may properly
say that he i{s not looked upon as a great
friend of Ireland (although a great and ac-
compliched ‘man); he bhas written at times
pat in the pleasantest straln of the
Lrish poople, though with that 1 find no fault,
a8 he wrote what be consciontlousiy believed
10 be true, and I must therefore respect
his opinion—in bla history heeays: * He
would not yield to the moatirzeconcilable
Fenian of them all in his determination to
promote the eatire, the final emanclpstion
from the yoke of landlordism.” It we go far-
ther and road the discuszions that took place
on this particular Bill throvgh the pross of
Great Britain a$ the time that the Land Act
wag under consideratlon, we fird muny emi-
nent men glving thelr opinions with regard
to the necessity of reform in Ireland. "'ake
Bishop Berkely, Piotestant Bishop of Kil-
keuny, for 1nstance, who says :—< The land-
lords of Ireland are men of vulterine beaks
with bowels of iron in their treatment of the
cultivators of the soll.” - -

Biag Sit :—For - the ‘iaformation’ of your
numerous readers, many of whom may be in-
terested in the settlements made by.the sons
of the Gael, I subjoln a fow notes on Egan-
ville: and. vicinity. The name, or term,
«Eganvilie” was first suggested by the late M.
J. Hickey, to the post office officials, about 36
years ago, The place was merely a lumber
depot at the time for Mr. Kgan's business
and Mr., M. J. Hickey was his agent, and
started the village by building a grist mill.
Mi. Egan carried on an extensive lumber-
ing business, displayed great enterprise and
energy of character and well deserved the
nsme of “the lumbering king.” . For suoces-
sive years the aumber of men in his employ
exceeded 3,000, which was an army to pro-
vide for. He was 8 native of Balinaslose,
County Gelway, Ireland, and though com-
menclug life in Canada as a poor clerk in the
backwoods In s lumber shanty, yet he rose
in a fow yeors to command a collosal busi-
nees and was an M,P-  Hia character a8 a
business man stood high, while he always
disvlayed a benevolent and generons charao-.
ter;  'He, as well as anumber of others, re-
fate the idea that the Calt is unfit for busi-
ness. Eganville now contains o population of
over 700, has fine churches, mills, stores, &c.,

The village is divided by the River Bonne-

The inference from this is, we suppose, that
there are no murders committed in England,
or Scotlarnd, or Wales. ' And yet, strange to
gay, if you take up sn Eoglish daily paper
by accident you will find ten or twelve mur-
dors reported in its colamns as having been
committed the day before, the victims being
women for the most part. But the Associated
Press does not thluk those ef sufficlent Im-~
portance to give them mere mention. How
is this? How is 1t we are not informed a
widow named Smith was murdered in Lanca-
shire yesterday? Is it becausv the thing
would grow {ao monatonons, or is it because
a murder in Ireland is worth a dozen ia
Eoglend ? We protest nguainst this un-

due prominence belng given to Irish
crime; it 18 not fair to the non-
Irish people of these countries, who

are entitied to nccounts of crimes committed
in tho Empire generally. 8tllit is consol-
ing to reflect that so few murders aro really
committed ir Ireland, for it may be assumed
if they were wo should bave them as rapidly
as the Associated Press could flash them
acrosg the cable. We are often told in
general terms that # crime is rampant in Ire-
land,” and then after a weel's delay
we are Informed that the Widow
Kelleher bas beem murdered in Cork, or
that farmer Maguire was assassinated
in Limerick. We doubt If the late murder of
the Swede by his countryman has been cabled
to England, and yet it was a fearful act,
connected with property, too, as most mur-
ders are, But it is easily understood that
landlords have more influence with the press
than the landlese, and that they are anxious
to blacken the character of Ireland in the
eyes of the world because Ireland desires to
abolish landlordism.

West. There ars advertisements describ-
ing the benefits of the North-West as
an emigration field in two &cotch
papers, which 18 eminently rightand proper.
But why net bave those advertigement in the
English and Irish xewspopers also? Is it
possible our Government does not want Irlsh
or Englishmen to come to Canada? We
kuow that Englard is over populated and
that the tenant farmers nre distressed;
we know they are emigrating fo the
Uuaited States In considerable numbers, and
wo think if Canada was pictured fairly to
them, they would come here instead. An
exodus on a small acale is taking place in
Ireland, bat the Government of Canada—or
rather its officlals—for whose acts they are
however responsible, do not seem to divert
the stream hither.

It wounld reem not—if we
are to jodge by the acts of the emigration

If he desires war he is marching for-
word fo it on the directost path, What
penefit will he derive from war? The last
war with Russia reduced his dominions very
considerably indeed. Another one like it
would seund the sick man to his grave, The
Suiten would never assume hin present lofty
attitnde were he not prompted by some one
moro powerful than himself, Perhaps it is
Ignatieff, perhaps it is Bismarck, perhaps
both. And the French and Epglish appear
to waver in their Lauvghty demands.
Though  thelr ultimatum has  been
rejected, they have not proceeded to
hostilities, but they have comsented
to the offer of the Sultan that he alone shonld
—a8 having the right—interfore with the
armed hand In the internal affairs of Egypt,
ot which he 1s the suzerain.

In a small country like
Ireland you may choke the press, but you
cannot choke the press of America, which
gathers the pews from all quarters of the
globa. We know that correspondents have gone
to all parts of the kmown mud unknown
world for news, and it was not possible that
{his terrible state ot affairs in Ireland could
exist withous the attention of the press of
America being directed to it.

I may eay, 88 an Irishman, standicg here,
1 feel sorrow and regret every time Ireland
has to sppeal to the world to be assiated in
her dificulties, and I do hbope that the

day will come, sooner or later, when
the country will be as con-
torted, as heppy, snd &3  blessed in

the epjoyment of Constitutional government,
as we are in this Domlnion of Canada. I
may say with regard to this particular item
which forms a very large portion of the stock
in trade of the grievances of Ireland, thatthe
people of the small Province which I have
the houor to represent, bad to denl witha
question which seems to me 50 avalagous
that there is Teally mo difference except its
gize. Ircland has 20,000,000 of acres while
Prince Edward Island has 2,000,000. We had
in Princy Edward Island tenant leagues,
we had riots, imprisonment, every-
thing almost in connection with our
trouble which Ireland has at the present time.
But we hava lived to see the thing aettled
nmicnbly, und. I do not see why the same
happy result should not be arrived at in the
cage of Ireland. I am glad to see that my
hon. frlend alongside ¢f me, who has been
forty-four years in Parllament, and who re-
members well the struggles and quarrols
nbout this question from its Inception for
many yests, voted In favor of a fair settle-
ment of the matter. It was sottled satistac-
torily to the people, and they are to-day
bappy and contented. Landlords got paid for
their land, and the ]ands have been sold back
again to the people and no harm has resulted.
I do not advocate the landiords of 1reland re-
ceiving nothing for their lauds; I should
never think of giving the land to the people
free, but I do say this, that it has been proved
beyond any doubt in the correspondence
which I have reud at this time, that for the
1ast two or three years ft has been impossible
to pay reat in Ireland,and not only there, but
in England and Bcotland. I remember well
last year a Scotch representative of an emi-
gration soclety there was called upon at St.
John, N B, and was asked If he was & practl-
cal agriculturist himself. He sald yes. Then
the fallowing conversation tock place:—

Questlen—How much land do you farm ?

Answer—118 acres.

Q—What rent do you pay?

A—I pay £237. ’

Q-—Do vou find any difficulty in paying
that rent now ?

A~—Yes.

Q—Why? ‘

A—Waell, the difficnlty arises from the fact
that we are metin the moarkets of England
by the cheap products of the cheap lands in
America.

There was the question in a nutshell. It
is not a new one, for we find the same idea
porvading the apeeches of tha great Edmund
Burke when he was advising the British
Government to acknowledge tns indepen-
dence of the United States. Those who have
read his eloguent utterances will remember
that he cléarly polnted out the fact that these
people, speaking the same language, having
the game traditions and comiog from the
same stock as the peopleof the older country,
necessarily in this new country would direct
a large immigmtion from amoong their
friends and relations in the old country, and
that after a while commerce would find out
£0me eary way by which their products would
bo laid at the doors of the older conntries. .
Thete were no Btenmers at the timeo; thev
were not dreamt of, but it 12 now s fact tkat
froights between Liverpool and New York,
snd Montreal and New York, differ very
slightly from thosa between Belfast, Wexe
ford, Waterford or Cork, and that is one par.
ticular reasonm. why, these exorbitant rates
cannot not now be pald. - 1t has been proved
beyond any  question that thers ia mo
clasg of poople in the world who could live
upon less money than the Irlsh; I do not
oven except the OChinese, for it has been
proved; by an investigation which took place
lately, that the Irish cotter and his family are
supported upoa less than any other race, and
even then these people are unable to pay
thelr rents. -If 1 desired to get.a vote on this
question in England or Scotland, I.would take
these facts and show the Englizh and Bcotch
people the actual state of the case, making
them . . thoroughly aware .of what . these
different. : grievances .are,.'and I belleve
these people, onge thoroughly satisfled upon
this particular question, would be the  very
first'to advisé  guch. notion; by the - Imperial

‘tinued sapport of our movement.

Parliament a8 we now suggest, namely : that
they sheuld pass remedial measures for the
purpose ot blotting off the escutcheon of the
countty the staln which now exlists, But It
may be sald in this case, “ what have we todo
with all this, weare only needlessly troubling
ourselves, and are glving our attention to mat-
ters which do not concern us.” I say the
welfare of the empire concerns every subject
of that empire, end it is as impossible to
affect one part without the whole feeling, as
it would be for & man to plaoe his hand ina
vice without the other portions of his body
puffering. So with regard to the great flag
which floats over ua; it s impossible for any
portion of the milllons of the Irish people
gcattered throughout the various patts of the
empire not to be Interested,. and ther~fore I
make this suggestion, wiaich is 1ike the sug-
gestion of a son to a father, I go further and
say that in this country we may be called up-
on at any moment—just as well a8 the people
of Qork, Wioklow, Wexzford or other Irizh
cities—to sbounlder our muskets in the
defence of the British #ag. Therefors
we have every Interest, every right to makea
suggestion of this kind. But over and above
and beyond that suggestion, we must re-
member this fact, that there are 6,000,000 of
Irish people on this continent, and that there
are 5,000,000 or 6,000,000 more looking
across the ocean to-day, that their eyes are
fixed on this country, where they hope to find
g home, And I ask 18 1t notin the interest of
Canada that we should sympathize with these
people end have them for our frlends? Fuar-
ther, | would dwell upon the fact that
we have 250,000,000 ‘acres of land
stretching out in  the North-West
walting to recelve the industry of these
Irish people, and I maintain that if we had
this 250,000,000 acres years ago at our dis-
posa), the emigrants of 1854, 1863 and other
years, who went to form some of the great
American cities of the sonthwestern portion
of the United States, would now be dwelling
under she British flag. The wheat lands of
the Western States are now filled, and
the day may come Wwhen this great
northwestern  country will  be  tho-
rougbly peopled and divided up inbo
provinces of a proper size, and we then
may find therv a large portion of the
people composed of 1rish emigrants contented
and happy under our flag. These anre some
of the reasons why the [mperial Government
should consider the expression of the people
of this country nnd of their Parliament.
Agaln we bear it sald that in this matter we
are possibly interfering with the rights and
‘duties of the British Government, and 1
would be very sorry that any remarks of mine
ghould e in spy mannet construed in

that way. There 1is, however, thls
all practical politiclans must =see: I
bslieve tbat mno leader of a Govern-

ment can carry out exactly what
he would wish at all times ; he must be sub-
ject to the opinions which surround him,
And I ask whete {s the man who cau teil me
that if the loader of the English Government
is dasirous, as I believe be is, to settle these
unfortunate grievances in Ireland, ke would
consider it uawarranted on the part of 4,500,-
000 of people in this country to express their
teeling on this subject. What greater
strength, what greater power can be given
him than the gupport which his liberasl con-
duct in this matter would recelve from Irish-
men in Canada? We are among themost
loyal people in the world, each one is happy
and contented in the exercise of rights and
privileges which are esjoyed under the con.
stitution which has been given ud and that
vory fact has made Canada respected through-
out the world. 8urely, therefors, it is but
fit that the Parlinment of such s propls stould
be wuawilling that apy portion of the
Empire suffer, without, at all evenls
expreselog their sympatby. I say we
have overy interest and eovery right to
do 50, and thia ig particalarly the
case in view of a ramor which hes occurred
within the past fow days—rumors which I
hope will soon becoms a fact—namely : that
Ireland will be ruled shortly by the
Viceroy who ruled this Dominion so faith-
fally und so well. 1t cannot be denied that
Lord Dafferin in his admioistration in
Canada, considered every portion of the
Dominion, Not one among the many races
that people this country was overlooked, but
felt toat their rights and privileges were
respected, Nay, more, he has a fall
knowledge of the great North-West; he
haos travelied over it and knows its
valuoe ; he knows also that the Canadlan pee-
ple, when they take it upon themselves to
give an expression of this kind, do so in the

-greatest frisndlinees, and with the greatest

respect for the British Government and British
flag. He could not tell the people of the
country that he bag been amongst us here for
many years, and that so far as dls-
loyalty 1g concerned, it would be im-
possible to have passed in a House ot
200 members of this Dominion any
measure which was not characterizad by de-
vated alleglance to the Empire, Therefore,
I say, it fs & mere ckimera, it is like chasing
flies, to question the loyaity of the people of
this country. Iam greatly obliged to the
Hounge for the patient hearipg they have
given me, nnd I have but few worde to eay
before I vesume my seat. I wish
distinctly to be understord that im
‘any remarks I have made tcuching this
dellcate question, nothing was farther
from my wishes than that I should hurt the
feelings of any hon. gentlemasn here in auy
possible way. It I have done 8o, I hope
that the faot of haviog to treat a delicate
question like this will cande every allowance
to bes made for the shortcomings of the
humble member to whose lot it has fallen to
make this motion. I beg to move that the
blauk before the words « House of Commons”
in the Address may be filled up with the
words + Sepate and.”

'OUR QUEBEC LETTER.

PURERAL OBSEQUIES OF THE LATE REVBREND
. RERNARD MCGAURAFR, FOBMERLY OF BT,
PATRIOK'S OHUROH,

On Tuesday morning the Redemptorist
Fathers of 8t. Patrick’s Ohurch, in this clty,
recolved a telegram from Goderich, Ont,
stating that the Rev, Father McGauran had
breathed bis 1ast that morning at half-past
five o'clock. Before an hour had elapsed the
sad news spread all over the city, and eorrow
wag pletured on the conntenance of almost
every person who knew him. His Grace the
Archbishop was prompt in making the an-
nouncement through the proper offiolal chan-
nels. And when it became known that the
decensed would be brought to this city for
burla), every preparation was made for the
recelval of his remains.

The deceased, Father McGauran as a Priest,
a3 a Citizen, and as ome holding a leading
prominent position for eighteen years a8 Pas-
tor of 8t. Patrick’s congregation, had gained
the respect aud esteem of alt classes, creeda
and natiooalities. His{rank, stralghtforward
manner; his genial disposition, and his
Apostolic  charity. towarda all men
bad endearsd him to the commaunity
at large, and the mnatural outcome was
fully demonstrated when the news ot
his decsase wus made known yesterday.
The following biographical sketch of the la-
mected decensed will be found interesting:
He was born in the parish of Ballisodare,
county Sligo, on the 14th August, 1821, was
educated at the College of Bt. Anme
de la Pocatiere and was ordained at
Quebec by Archbishop UHignay the 23rd
April, 1846, sud was Immediately ap-
polnted vicaire of St, Fraucois da Lac. In
1847 he was sppointed Chaplain at Grosse
Isle, and was the flert priest stricken by the
ship fever of that terrible year, from the ef.
facts of which, and the Jabors he underwent,
he never fully recovered. 1n the same Year
he was appointed vicaire of 3¢, Patrick’s, Que-
bec. In 1848 he wasappointed missioonry in
the Eastern Townrbips, his misslop including
nearly the whole of the present dlocese of
Sherbrooke, and, as during his incum-
bency of this very extensive mission,
the construction of the Grand Trunk Railway
wa3 in operation, his labors were neither few
nor light. Resignlng his charge through
sheer exhaustion in 1854, he was mnsmed
dessercant of L'Ange Gardien and later
vicaire of St. Joseph of Levis. 1ln 1856, he
was appointed Rector of St. Patrick’s, Qasbec,
which he resigned, asd retired from the
active ministry in 1874. 1In 1871, on the 0c-
casion of his silver jubilee in the priesthood,
he was presented with an adaress accom-
panied by a gold watch and chain by the
yommittee of St. Patrick’s Church.

1n the year 1872, he visited Europe, where
he remalned fora yesr. The crownivg work
of his life was the foundation of 8¢. Bridget's
Asylam, which has since constituted so much
to the advancement in life of Irisk orphans
and the home of the friendless old, an{i to-
day 1s a monument to his memory,

ARBIVAL OF HI3 RESAINS,

On Thursday night his remnins arrived at
the Palais depot, accompanied by his nephews,
Rev. B. J. Watters, P, P. of Goderich, Ont.,
and Dr G McGauran, of New York, and his
old and sincere friend, Father Conuolly, P. P

of Biddulpb, Oat., and formerly of St,
Patrick’s Church of this city. At
tbe station the reverend Fathers of

the St Patrick’s Church, a number of clergy
of tbe diocese, and a greater part of the 8t. Pat~
cick's congregation were drawn up to receive
the remains of him, who was ever dear to
them in life. The utmost silence prevailed,
and the scene was most impressive. The box
was opened contalning a beaatiful casket,
in which were enclosed his remning, and,
on being placed in a hearse in wait-
ing, the funeral cortege proceeded to-
wards the Church, followed by Rev. B, J.
Watters, T. McGauran, M, D., (nephews)
and Father Connolly, and relatives of the
deceased then came. The Rector of Bt.
Patrick’s Cburch, Father Lowekamp, and
fathers and priests of the diocense, tollowed
by the St. Patrick’s Literary Institute in re-
galia, who were followed by a large concourse
of people of different nationalities and per-
suaslons,

The streets on the line of maich were
crowded, ard every respect shown to the body
of the deceased. Wherever It passed, the
gentlemen stood with heads uncovered, and
the utmost silence pregailed. When
the procession reached the church the
pacred edifice was orowded to its ut-
most capacity. Rev. Father Lowekamp,
C.8.8.R,, vested in surplice and stole, met the
coffin at Jthe door, sprinkling it with holy
water, aud reciting the de profundus, the coffin
was carried up the right side aisle, and placed
on the Catafalque, the Miserere and other
pealms belng In the meantime recited by the
Rector snd the responses given by tho at.
tending clergy. After prayers the congrega-
tion and others retired, leaving the members
of the St. Patrick’s Literary Institute to watch
all night.

FUNERAL BERVICE,

This morning at 10 o’cloce the faneral ser-
vices commenced, His Grace the Archbishop,
Vicar-General Iamel, Reverend Messrs.
Plamondon, Lemoine, Proulx, Leclerc, Le-
gorre, O'Leary, Connolly, Lowekamp, Burke,
Corduke, and other priests asslsting. The
Rev. Father Connolly sang the mass, agsisted
by Father O'Leary as deacop, and Father
Watters as sub-deacon. The church was
crowded, and among those present wero
waeveral of our Protestant citizens. Rev,
Dean Fotbergill, rector of St. Peter's Church,
was also present throughout the service.

After the Mass, the Rev. Fathe Burke, C.85.
5.R., preached a very eloguent sermon on
the 1ife of the deceased, and many were moved
to tears. His Grace the Archbishop sang the
Libera, niter which the procession formed in
the same order a8 from the Station to the
Ohurch, but much longer, and attended by
more clergy. The funeral ¢ ge passed up
Ss.  Stanislaus street to~ John street,
up Fabrigue street by the Post
Office t» Ann street, passicg the 8t,
Patrick's Literary Ibpstitute, which was
draped In mourning externally; up Ursule
streot to Lewls street, thencs direct to the
Woodfield Cemetery. 'The streets all along
the line of march were crowded, and many
shops closed aB a last mark ot respect to the
remains of the good priest, who was beloved
by all who ever knew him.

A BLOODY DEED.|

Frightful Marder of n Bwedish Emigrant
in the Oa ifornia Hotel—The Suspected
Murderer Immediately Arrested—Over-
whelming Xvidenos of his Gullt—The
Inquest this Mornlng—Robbery the Mo-
tive of the Terrible Orime-—A Blood-
atained FPrisonor.

A murder almoat anparalleled for atrocity
in the oriminal records of the city was com-
mitted last’ Thursday, shortly after seven
p.m,, in the California Hotel, St. Paul
street. It appears that on T'uesday morning
last, two Swedlsh emlgrants, freshly landed
from Europe, arrived at the hotel where they
took up thelr qunarters, belng allorted a donble
bedded room on the ¢hird floor. Their names
were Johannes Oloffsson and Johannes Jacob-
sgon. They brought with them two carpet bags
and a trunk, were apparenily on terms of
most intimate friendship and spent most of
their simo fogether. Oloffson epoke a

‘little English, his companion, however, under-

standing pothing of the lnnguage. Laat even-
ing at about seven o'clock Mr. Dumouchel,
the proprietor of the hotel, waa lylng on a
sofa in the bar when the gervant-maid called

 his attention to Jacobsson, who was leaving

the house stealthily, carrying with him the
two bags belonging to his companion and
bimself. His board not having been paid for
Mr. Dumouchel stopped him and asked bhim
where he was going. Inreply Jacobsson tried
to say something in Snglish aod pressed a
purse contsiniog money into the proprietor’s
hand, This the latter refused, returning the
purse to Jacobsson, who therenpon took from
it $1,75 which he gave Dnmouchei. Alr.
Dumouchel had meanwhile sent his servant
man up-staira to mako enquiries of Olofason
concerniog the two carpet bags. The man,
Lowever, returned ana said he was nnable to
wake Olofsson. Mr. Dumounchel, therefore,
went up-stairg, closely followed by Jacobeson.

Kailing to- arouss Olofsson, who was
in  bed with the quit _over his
head, 80 he removed the bod .clothes

and all o towel covering the man's face, when
he was horrified to discover that Olofsson waa
lying in a pool of blood and covered with
wounds. On his left temple was a fearful
gash, which had been inflicted by a bottle
skattered to pleces by the force ot the blow.
Thers was also a deep cut in the throat,
severing the jugular vein, a deep
gash on the right slde of the face and
a stab in tho region of the heart.
Mr. Damouchel turned around from the
bloody sight and saw the terrified face of
Jacobsson peering over his shoulder. Tho
man was trembling like an aspen and mutter-
ing unintelligible words to himself. Dumon-
chel immediately left the room, handing
back the mouey, which he noticed was blood-
stained, to Jacobgsor, Telling two men to
detain him he went for the police, Sergennt
Richard and a constable effectiog Jacobsson’s
arrost o fow minnies afterwards snd taking
him to the Central Station. "There he was
searched by Dstective Arcand, who found
apon him a knife capable of intlicting such
wounds a8 those upon the dead mean., It
had stains, but it was imposaible to tell
upon a cursory examipation whether they
wero blood stains or not. 'They have a close
resemblance to blood stains, but a chemical
analysis would be mecessary before tbe fact
can be established. His pants were stained
with_blood, and his bands slso. A letter
which he had in his pocket also had a num-
ber of blood stains upon it, There was tound
upon the man four sovereigns and some five
dollars fu bills und silver and a few sliver
watches,all of which, it is believed, belonged to
the murdered man. The valise of the latter
was filled with dirty linen,ship biscuitsshaving
tackle, and other odds and ends. Theother, a
respectable-looking carpet bag, was locked
and attached to it was a Inbel showing that
the men bad come from' Liverpool by the
Dominion Line. Upon tbe labsl was in-
ecribed the name Johannes Jacobsson. When
the prisoner was interrogated by the police
after the arrest, all that could be got from
him was “no understand.” He submitted
willingly to the inspection of his clothing,
and made no attempt te escape from the hotul
while the propristor went for the police, al-
though not under the influence of liguor.

THE INQUEST.

The Inguest was opened by Coraner Jones
at about ten o'clock, when Mr. Johan F.
Wulfl, Swedisk Consul, was sworn in &g in-
terproter. The jury was composed of French-
spesking citizens. Tho following are their
names:—F Dion, Louis Lapointe, Autolne
Vezina, L 8 Rivet, F Toupin, F Braissiere, A
Allaire, E Laccas, J G Richard, 8 Larche-
veque, F' Lamontagne, D Bredenr, A Cote, C
Jencherand and J Houle.

"The prisoner was brought in hand.cuffed.
He appears to bs & man of apout 55 years of
age, balded-headed, and very revolting in
appearauce. His small blood-shot eyes
wandered restlessly around the room and
finally settled on the floor.

When allusion
was made to the blood being on his handa he
held them before him and gazed at them ina
stupid way. The fingers on bis right hand
are blood-stained aad on several placea on his
cont red marks are visible.

In the pocket boolc found on the victim is
a certificate trom the Agricultural College at
Altonis, mnear B8tockholm, dated October,
1855. This document was covered with
blood staing., A letter was ulso fouund trom
the agent of the allan Bteamship Company,
to the deceased, thanking him for services
renderad the company. .

The 1nquest on the body of the murdered

with the evidence produced, and after & skort

THE NEW MINISTERS,
HON, MR, CARLING,

The Hon. Jobn Carling is the youngest
son of Mr, Thos. Carling, of London, Ont., a
native of Yorkshirs, England, who came to
COanada in 1818, and settled in Middlesex,
Oatario, He was born .in the township of
London, January 23rd, 1828, He i3 2 mem-
ber of the firm of Carling & Qo, brewers, of
Mr, Carling was returned as mem-
ber for London in the Canadian Assembly,
December . 18th, 1857, and he held the seat
continuously from that time until Uonfedera~
tion, when he was re-elected in August, 1867,
to the House of Commons, and held the seat
unti! the general election In 1874. s He was
also returnad to the Ontarlo Lsglslature in
1867, holding the portiolio of Minister of
Agriculture and Puablic Works in the
Sandfield-Macdonald Qoversment, from
July, 1867, until December, 1871, when
the Government was defeated and retired
from office, He wasa Receiver-General in the
old Government of Qanada in 1872; wasa
Direotor of the Great Western Rallway for a
number of years, and also a Director of the
London, Huron & Bruce and London & Port
Stanley Rallways, He waa elected n Water
Commissioner for London in 18Y8 and sub-
sequently appointed Ohairman of the Doard.
At the last general election, Mr. Carling was
again returned for his native clty, Londob,
defeating his opponent, Mayor Walker, by a
majority of 64. :

: HON. JOHN, K COSTIGAN,

Mr. Costigan was born at 3t. Nicholas, P,
Q., February 1st, 1835, and educated at St.
Ann's Collage. He has been Registrar of
Doeds for Victorla N.B., and Judge of the
Superior Court of Common Pleas. He sat for
Victorla in the New Braunswick Logislature
from.1861 to 1866, and at the genernl elec-
tionin 1867 was roturned for the House of
Commons. In 1872, 1874 aud 1878, Mr.
Costigan was re-elsoted to the Dominion
Parliament. Xe moved an Address on May
20tk, 1872, praying His Xxcollency to disallow
the New Broni3wick 8School Act, on the
ground that sald law is upjust and causes
much uneasiness among tho Roman
Catholic : population; and on May 1ldth,
1873, that «the Gevernment should
advise HIis  Excellency to  disallow
the Acts passed by the New Brans-
wick Legisiature,” wkich was carried.
On Gth May, 1874, Mr, Costigan moved an
address to Her Majosty, praying to cause an
Act to bo passed amending the B. N. A.
Act by providing that every religions denom-
fnatlon in New DBrunswick shall continue to
possess and ebjoy all snch rights with re-
gard to thelir schools, a8 they possessed and
onjoyed at the time of the passnyge of tho
sald ict, etc., which motion was rabsequently
withdrawn. On March 8th, 1875, he moved
a tesolution praying for the passage of an
Act amending tho B N A Act by providing
that the Roman COCathollc inbabitaats of
New Brunswick shall have the same
rights, privileges, otc, ns to separato
or digsentient schools as are enjoyed and
posseseed by tho Roman Catbollc minority
of Oatario and the Protestant minority of
Quebgec, which, after amendment, was carried.
In tho session of 1877, bs moved lor an en-
quiry into the case of Prof. O'bonolhuy,
charged with having aided in the North-West
reballion, and {n the gession which has jast
clossd Mr. Costigan moved o series of reso-
lutions npon the subject of the difficulties in
Ireland, which were unanimously adopted.

Artillery, supported by two guns of B Bat-
tery under command of Lt.-Col. Otter. The
attack was opened by a smart firo from the
guns stalioned on ibo ebore of the Cataraquit,
to the right of the river looking from Barrie-
field, which was quickly replied to by the ar-
tillery on the brow of the hill. The Queen's
Own then threw out skirmishers, their fire
being answered by the 14tb, who cxtended
gkirmishers on the hill. The attacking ar-
tillery then took up a position to the left of
the Military College on Point Frederick, and
covered the advance of the cadets, who cross-
¢d Navy Bay on rafts and ascended the hill
in skirmishing order, until driven back by
the defence. Meanwhile the Garrison Artil-
lery had been ordered to the sapport of the
Queen’s Own on the front attack, and moved
up the hill in splendid order, votil within
about fifty yards of the defenders’ skirmish-
ers, when the order to retire was sounded,
and the battle cemsed, the assallants being
supposed to be ¢rlven back. The fight
lagted until nearly three o'clock, instead of 1,
as intended. Thbe whole force then returned
to town. and marched through the principal
stroota to thelr quartera,

After the review the officers of the Queen’s
Own Rifles lunched with the officers of the
14th, and the officers and visiting guests of
the Garrigon Artlllery with Lisut.-Col. Vil
liers, D A G., Col. Montizambert and officers
of B Battery, Col Howlitt and oflicera of the
Royal Military College.

overy - asplration for Irish freedom. ‘When
Englishmen talk of moral right to rale in
Irelond, they do notspesk the truth, and they
know it, but if they would say cut boldly “we
‘govern you with Gatling guns and bayonets "
they would be truthful and consistent. During
the last twenty years seversl Irishmen went
to the gallows and into penal servitude for
Irveland's sake, and it Was English made law
that condemned them, whilereport says that,
as far as Ireland was concerned, the late
Under-Secretary had a good deal to do with
the trials and convictions,. Everybody, my-
self included, condemns the tragedy, but the
old and trite proverb says that every leaf has
two sides to it.

Ancther portion of
the English press is, however, howling with
rage, and calling for all kinda of paing and
penalties, but fortunately the English people,
as a whole, are keeping cool, and what i8

" The Phoenix Park tragedy has entirely ob-
geored the other tragedy in the hisioric little
town of Ballina, where helpless and defence~
less children were shot down by a- conatabn—
lary, which, it 18 sald, were under the in-
fivence of ligquor. Balllna is prettily sitvatsd
at the head of Killala Bey, in the Oounty
Mayo, where General Humbert and his hand-
ful of Frenchmen landed on the 2nd of
Angust, 1798, The exact spot where they
came on shore is Kilcummin, about nine
miles below Ballins, and three from the
ancient little town of Killala, in the neigh~
borhood of which there are a great many
venerable roing and other archeological evi-
dences of a past civilization. In thetown of
Killala there {8 a well-preserved round tower
and the old palace ot Dr. Verschoyle, Pro-
testant Dishop of Killala, when the French
arrived. It was in this Epilscopal house,
which is now m private dwelling, that the
French General took ap bis quarters, and
who by Migs Vertchoyle, in her book on the
French occupation, s so much praised for
his christian courtesy and kindnees, Aloang
the Bay, on the old road to Ballins, stands
the massive and picturesque ruins of Moyne
Abbey, In its day one of the finest monastic
bouses in Ireland. On the 4th of August,
1798, the French advanced on Castlebar
through the Pass of Barnagheebs, or Gap uf
the Winds, a diemal gorge on the northeast
spur of Mount Nephin, highest of the chaln
dividing Clew and Killala Bays. The cap-
tare of the capital or Mayo by Humbert is
celebrated in many a national song and story,
as the  Races of Castlebar,” but his fighting
in lreland was cut short at Ballinamuck,
where ha was opposed by Sic John Moore and
Lord Cornwallis with at least thirty-five
thousand men, while his force, all told, did
not amount to more thun three thousand. It
was in this pretty and historic towa of Ballina
that a band of children wers in their young
lite enthusiasm celabrating the release of Mr.
Parnell 8snd his colleagues when the
poor boys were attacked by that
mercepary living machine known as
the Irish police. The children bhad
their little fifes and drums taken away and
broken, and for rome slight resistance to this
despotic conduct, the potice opened a fusi-
lade with one of Mr. Gladstone’s reeources of
clvilization—nsmely, bucksbot. This ter-
rible deed 18 lost sight of in the excitement
consequent on the Pheenix Park murders, bat
the Irishmen of London are, however, deter-
mined to do all they can to prevent so brave
and magnanimons a work to ba forgotten.

There are those who blame the Irish people

000.

5, That the tenants earned their rents
mainly by working as harvest laborers in
England, and that so long 88 they counld
earn money in this way they paid thelr rents
punctually. ‘

6. That Lord Dillon's tenants would have
gtarved during the last bad seasons only for
the aid given by the three rellef committees
in Dablin and by the expenditure of between
£5,000 and £6,000 contributed by charitable
people to the bishop for the purpose.

7. That Lord Dillon has recently demanded
from the tenaants In settlement of the arrears,
pot the entire of them, but an amount which
the tenants could not pay without ruin us a
reuslt ; but is gonerally understood tuat they
sre willing to pay a year’s rent on gettiog a
clear acquittance from the arrears.

8. That the district covered by the estate
bas been for yesrs absolutely jree from
crime. - :

9. That military snd police are now being
poured into it in large nombers, 8o that the
place is beginning to leok like a camp.
